CLAIMING $30,000
Canadian Press

LONDON, July 8.—“Lord Byng, in 
refusing the dissolution of Parliament 
advised by Right Hon. MacKenzie 
King, has challenged effectively the 
doctrine of equality in status of the 
Dominions and the United Kingdom, 
and haa relegated Canada decisively to 
the colonial status which we believed 
she had outgrown.”

This statement Is made by Prof. Der- 
riedale Keith, noted scholar and author 
of many volumes on imperial relations, 
in an article in the Manchester Guar­
dian today.

“Lord Byng’s action affects not only 
Canada,” Prof. Keith continues, for 
Canada is by constitutional law solemn­
ly asserted In the Irish Treaty to be 
the model for the Irish Free State. 
Therefore despite the provisions to 
Irish constitution the Free Stale, the 
Governor General is noy legally em­
powered and constitutionally capable 
of disregarding the advice of his min­
isters. The matter then is one far 
transcending Canadian politics.”

Prof. Kelts proceeds to say that if 
jCanada has the same status as the 
Australian states or her own provinces, 
Lord Byng’s action was entirely con­
stitutional, “whether wise or not, we 
need not consider.”

REFERS TO LABOR PREMIER
Referring to the precedent of the 

dissolution granted Ramsay Mac­
Donald after the Labor Government 
had been defeated, Prof. Keith said 
that His Majesty accepted without 
demur or delay the Premier’s advice, 
thereby affirming the fundamental 
principle “on which rests our loyalty 
to the throne, that the Sovereign gov­
erns purely as 
arch.”

“That occasions may be imagined 
when the Sovereign would have to dis­
regard the advice of his ministers may 
be admitted,” Prof. Keith continues 
“but that such occasions would ever 
arise in this country is most improb­
able.

“The whole weight of Dominion pre­
cedent since the Imperial Conference 
of 1911, when the Dominions first ap­
peared on equal terms with the Unit­
ed Kingdom, tells directly against Lord 
Byng’s decision” Prof. Keith goes on.

He instances the action of Sir Munro 
Ferguson, in Australia, in 1914, in ac­
cepting the advice of the Premier 
against the objections of the opposi­
tion.

“The practice in South Africa and 
New Zealand since 1911 is entirely in 
accord with British usage,” Prof. Keith 
concludes.

Corporation in 1920.

The report which will be pre­
sented to the shareholders at 
their annual meeting next Fri­
day, is divided into two parts: 
One of these shows consolidated 
profit and loss statement and 
balance sheet for Ndva Scotia 
Steel and its constituent com­
panies, and the other shows the 
correspdnding statement of N. S. 
Steel statement alone.

Consolidated profit and loss state­
ment shows a net loss for the year 
amounting to {1,468,100, while the Nova 
Scotia Company report alone shows a 
loss for the year of $1,281,490, indi­
cating that $206, 610 of the year’s loss 
is applicable to operations of the con­
stituent companies.

INTEREST ARRANGED.
The report of the directors contains 

the announcement that arrangement» 
were made to meet the bond interest 
payment on July 1 on the 6 per cent 
first mortgage bonds of the Eastern 
Car Company. As the outstanding 
amount of this issue is $841,900, the 
interest requirements for the six 
months amounted to only $25,287.

The constituent companies of Nova 
Scotia Steel, controlled through hold­
ings of their capital stock, include the 
following: Eastern Car Company,
Acadia Coal Company, Wasis SS. Com­
pany and Nova Scotia Land Company.

The Canadians reported that they were 
so far removed from the headquarters
