London, Sept. 5—A Reuter des­

patch from Osaka dated Tuesday, 
says that judging from all reports 
the earthquake affected the follow­

Tokio, Eanagawa, Shidzuoka, 
Chiba, Yamanashi, Saitama, Ibaraki, 
Nagano, Guma and Tochigi. The 
total area affected was 20,000 square

suka and foreign tourist resorts like 
Kamakura, Hakone and Nikko.

The Chinese Government has 
agreed to withdraw its embargo on 
the exportation of rice in order to 
aid the Japanese. It also has voted 
$200,000 for the relief of the earth­
quake sufferers.

Winnipeg, Sept. 5.—Peter Sa wield, 

said to be the youngest boy ever to 
face Canadian courts charged with 
murder, is in the provincial jail,at the 
court house at Dauphin awaiting his 
preliminary trial.

“I didn’t know that it was wrong to 
shoot anybody,” the youthful prisoner 
answered under examination at the 
corqner’s inquest held on Monday at 
Pihe River, “but my mother told me to 
shoot. I wouldn’t have shot if she 
wouldn’t have told me.”

His mother, Mrs. Paul Sawicki, is in 
hospital badly bruised aS the result of 
a fight which preceded the tragedy. 
She- is suffering from nervous shock 
and Is unable to take the lightest nour­
ishment The fatal quarrel is said to 
have been caused by cattle belonging 
to the Kunka family running loose in 
grain Adds.

WOMAN’S BODY IS 
FOUND IN SUITCASE

Washington, Sept 5. —• President 
Coolidge, taking cognizance of the un­
paralleled disaster which has visited 
Japan, without waiting for official con­
firmation, this afternoon issued an ap­
peal to the American people for con­
tributions. The President has asked 
that the American Red Cross be the 
medium through which aid is given to 
Japan.

The President, after consultation 
with the State Department, issued the 
following appeal:
“To the people of the United States: 

‘ “An Overwhelming, disaster has 
overtaken the people of the friendly 
nation of Japan. While its extent has 
not as yet been officially reported, 
enough is known tg justify the state­
ment that the cities of Tokio and Yo­
kohama and surrounding towns and 
villages have been largely if not com­
pletely destroyed by earthquake, fire 
and flood, with a resultant appalling 
loss of life and destitution and distress, 
requiring measures of urgent relief. 
Government to Render Aid.

“Such assistance as is within the 
means of the Executive Department of 
the Govemffient‘”WHl be rendered, but, 
realizing the great suffering which now 
needs relief and will need, relief for 
days to come, I am prompted to ap­
peal urgently to the American people, 
whose sympathies have always been so 
comprehensive, to contribute in aiding 
the unfortunate and in giving relief to 
the people of Japan.

“In order that the utmost co-ordi­
nation and effectiveness in the admin­
istration of the relief funds be obtain­
ed, I recommend that all contributions, 
cleatly designated, be sent to the 
chairman of the American National 
Red Cross at Washington or to any of 
the local Red Cross chapters for trans­
mission to Japan.”

Following the appeal by the Presi­
dent, the Red Cross, from its head­
quarters here, issued a statement re­
garding its plans. This statement said:

‘/The Red Cross has started the na­
tional fund for {the relief of victims of 
the Japanese earthquake horror with 
a contribution of $100,000. In addition 
it has appropriated from its reserve 
funds $10,000 for the assistance of 
Americans caught in the disaster 
zone.”
Ready to Send Nurses.

Supplementing these appropriations, 
which will be forwarded together with 
contributions from the public, to the 
Japanese Red Cross through the State 
Department, it was announced that 
machinery for dispatching relief sup­
plies and Red Cross nurses and other 
relief workers to the scene was ready, 
should developments show this would 
be effective;

Reports Are True.
As the story of the Japanese disas­

ter is unfolded in the fragmentary 
messages from .Press Association cor­
respondents, Japanese newspapers an>l 
individuals, it is apparent that the.

teen overdrawn.

In only one dispatch has- there been 
a suggestion that the death list will 
not reach the proportions already in­
dicated. This was a message from the 
Radio Corporation of America in 
Japan which said ihe Japanese home 
office estimated the dead in Tokio at 
10,000, in Yokohama at 100,000.

On the other hand, Admiral Edwin 
A. Anderson, commanding the U. S. 
Asiatic fleet, says the latest unofficial 
reports give the casualties in the capi­
tal and Yokohama as 240,000 dead and 
450,000 injured.

Another estimate, this one coming 
from the Eastern News Agency, says 
that 820,000 persons have been killed 
in the entire stricken districts.
Report Fresh Calamity.

Fresh calamity has overtaken smit­
ten Tokio apd the terror stricken rem­
nants of its population. Nearly 10,000 
people, seeking refuge in the yard of 
a military clothing factory located in 
a suburb, were trapped by flames and 
burned to death. Food and water are 
scarce in the capital.

Two hundred and sixteen earth 
shocks were felt in Tokio last Satur­
day, followed by fifty-seven on Sun­
day. The most severe tremor was of 
six minutes duration.

The flames that swept the capital . 
burned for fifty hours, leaving Tokio 
and its environs in ruins and desola­
tion. Fire and earth convulsions to­
gether have devastated an area of 
twenty-one square miles in and about 
Tokio, demolishing 350,000 houses.

The suffering of Yokohama, too, 
appears not to have been exaggerated. 
An official statement received by U. 
Oyamâ, the Japanese consul general 
in San Francisco, says that the great 
port itself and the Yokosuka naval 
station have been wiped out

It also has 
been found that molasses makes a 
valuable feed for stock, as, it is said, 
it has sbotit twice the energy value of 
any other feed tested. These two de- 
velepoments are expected to utilize 
most of the molasses produced by the 
plantations. ,

The new demand is expected to add 
approximately $1,000,000 to the income 
of the Hawaiian plantations this year.

Prior to prohibition, the plantations 
derived a considerable income from the 
molasses shipments to the mainland, 
which were used for the manufacture 
of alcohol. Since then the molasses, 
which has a sugar content of one-fifth, 
has been used as fuel or thrown into 
the ocean.

Statistics compiled by the Citizens’ 
Research Institute of Canada show 
that the revenues of New Brunswick 
increased 84.9 per cent, between 1918 
and 1921. In the same period the 
revenues of Nova Scotia increased 21 
per cent, and those of Prince Ed­
ward Island 87.2 per cent. When we 
come to expenditures we find those of 
Nova Scotia increased 68 per cent, in 
the three years, compared with 64.6 
per cent, for Prince Edward Island, 
and 88.6 for New Brunswick. The 
debt of New Brunswick was $26,661,- 
482 in 1928; of Nova Scotia, $24,606,- 
918; and of Prince Edward Island, 
$900,268. These last figures appear in 
the August Bulletin of the Royal 
Bank. The percentage of Increase in 
expenditure over revenue was greater 
in both Nova Scotia' and Prince Ed­
ward Island between 1918 and 1821 
than in New Brunswick. The debt In­
crease in New Brunswick since 1919 
has been considerably greater than in 
Nova Scotia.

'The Wall Street Journal sees no 
hope of benefit for the consumer in the 
proposed settlement of the ooal strike. 
It says-—
• “If.householders of the eastern states 
insist that they must have anthracite 
and nothing else, they will play direct­
ly into the hands of both union leaders 
and operators, between whom there 
may be little enough choice in respect 
to sweet reasonableness, 
contrary they should tell both sides, 
‘Yes, we have no anthracite and we 

ready to go through the winter 
without it,’ they would be In a fair 
way to obtain, at the price of some 
personal discomfort, lasting relief from 
a growing extortion. No other course 
promises anything like the degree of 
effectiveness in price regulation as do­
ing without what costs more than it is 
worth. It must be clear that such 
pressure as Governor Plnchot is put- 

' ting upon union leaders and operators 
leads directly toward a compromise 
upon higher wages which will be pass­
ed along to the consumer.”

And today: a brilliant Chinese dele­
gation to the World Conference on 
Education, recently held in San Fran­
cisco, presented, through Dr. Ping-wen 
Kuo, who did his graduate study at 
Columbia University, a plan for a 
world organization of educators, which 

favorably reported and adopted 
by the delegations of 60 nations, in­
cluding those of the United States, 
England, France and Japan. Another 
proposal of almost equal significance, 
advocating a world library bureau, was 
made by the same delegation.

These are positive proofs of the 
fact that, educationally, China has 
stepped to the fore, 
tradition honors wisdom and knowl­
edge for their own sakes, the Chinese 
picked up modern educationel methods 
easily and effectively. Repeatedly 
efforts have been made by the Govern­
ment to popularize education. Ele­
mentary schools are found in even the 
most remote parts of the country. Mid­
dle schools hove been established in 
great numbers. A plan is under way 
to establish five national universities. 
Rural and vocational education is also 
being introduced. A comprehensive 
and carefyl study of the American 
rural school systems has recently 
been made by Fang Yuen-Lieu, former 
Minister of Education, who stayed in 
the United States nearly two years and 
only recently departed for Europe.

Military rule and the chaotic polit­
ical situation necessarily hinder the 
progress of Chinese education to some 
extent. Funds for educational uses 
are lacking and students’ strikes are 
frequent. But, despite all these, an 
auspicious headway has already been 
made.

Practical Pointers Concerning Wifeless 
in All Its Branches.

Concerning the “Loop.”
Some of the advantages claimed for 

the loop are: Sharp tuning; wide 
range of frequencies available in a 
single coil; one tuning adjustment; 
directive effect ; easy portability and 
replacement ; small space occupied, and 
very much less reradiative effect when 
regeneration is used.

Efficient Tuning.
To get maximum results out of a 

set, it is necessary, after a station has 
been brought in, to rtune. This makes 
it possible for all the circuit to be 
tuned in resonance. The primary cir­
cuit, .being of greatest importance, 
should be tuned carefully, after which 
the ether controls are adjusted.

The Idle Battery.
Storage batteries which are to stand 

idle for a month or two should be 
fully charged before being put away. 
If the battery is permitted to stand 
for any length of time in a discharged 
condition the plates will become white, 
an indication that sulphate is forming, 
which-is very harmful to the cells.

Importance of Insulation.
When building a radio set, every 

effort should be made to mount all of 
the binding posts, connecting wires, 
etc., upon rubber or bakelite, so that 
there fs no contact to any material 
other than that of the panel. Insula­
tion is one of the most important fac­
tors in the successful construction and 
operation of a set.

rates on traffic to and from British and 
foreign countries. In the past the port 
of Halifax was placed on an arbitrary 
basis of one cent per 100 pounds on 
classes and commodities over the rates 
in effect in the traffic referred to, to 
and from Portland and St. John. In

Fredericton, Sept. 4—Hon. P. J- 0 

Veniot, Premier of New Brunswick, 
was in conference for upwards of three 
hours this afternoon with the New 
Brunswick Lumbermen’s Association, 
the conference having been requested 
in view of the recent doubling of the 
rate of assessment under the Work- 
men’s Compensation Act upon lumber 
and allied industries, the association 
objecting strongly to the increase.

Premier Veniot said tonight that he 
had met the association and heard its 
presentation of the matter. At present 
he could make no statement. In Oc­
tober he hoped to have a conference of 
all parties interested' in the question 
of workmen’s compensation rates fof 
the purpose of discussing the matter. 
The report of S. L. Chalk, of the staff 
of Price, Waterhouse & Co., who is 
making an investigation, would be 
ready by that time, said the Premier.

R. W. McLcllan, K. C„ secretary of 
the Lumbermen’s Association, said 
after the conference that the members 
of the association at the conference 
represented some 50 of the lumbering 
firms of the province. General objec­
tion to the increase in rates was made 
and the expectation was that when the 
reports of the expert were ready that 
the entire matter of the Compensation 
Act would be discussed. Industry in 
general was not satisfied with the act, 
which was too great a burden for New 
Brunswick to carry.

Members of the association, of which 
Angus MacLean, of Bathurst, is presi­
dent, said before the meeting opened 
that they would renew their demands 
that the Compensation Board officially 
recognize the New Brunswick I.umber- 
men’s Association as an organization 
which they could deal under the pro­
visions of the act. The lumbermen 
said that they would show that the 
rates upon the lumbering industry ha<^ 
been advanced to a point whe(e they 
are “absolutely prohibitive.”

“We are ready to show »the Premier 
that the rates as now being put into 
effect are nothing more nor less than a 
capital levy—^hey can no longer be 
taken care of but of profits,” said an 
officer of the association.

Premier Veniot was accompanied at 
thé conference by H. L. Chalk, of Mont­
real, eflfciency expert, upon whose 
recommendation the latest advances in 
rates were made, and John A. Sin­

I have not heard 
him mention her name in the past 10 
years. He was desperately in love with 
her. When the rift came and they 
separated, Mary Anderson went to 
London and changed her name to Ma­
dame Antonio de Navarro. She has 
since retired from the stage and lives 
in retirement.

“It may be that he could never quite 
shake off the memory of this old love, 
but time is a great healer and 35 years 
is a very long time ago. What part his ^ 
boyhood love drama played in life 
would have made an interesting study 
for psychologists.

“Actually Sargent was at the height 
of his success. He faced his greatest 
year in a life crowned by artistic and 
financial success. But though he was 
ambitious, his curious character pre­
vented him from reaping what life has 
to offer to the successful. He never 
went into society and buried himself 
in his books or in work connected with 
his academy. Often strain was bound 
to tell sooner or later.

Working Too Hard.
“I saw him only a week ago. He told 

me of his hopes for the coming year. 
He said that never in its history had 
his dramatic school been so full, and 
that the number of students to be en­
rolled would constitute a record. He 
looked very tired and worn and I told 
him then to take things easy. He ad­
mitted he had been working too hard 
and felt he must take a rest.

New York Felt Effect of 
Jap Disaster—Prices 

Ran Wild

Professor Warren of Cornell 
Predicts Tendencies for 

Next Decade. W. G T. U. Protests-- That 
Men Escape Too Lightly j 

in Certain Cases.

NEW YORK MARKET.

New York, Sept. 6.—Complete de­
moralization of the local raw silk 
market was the immediate effect of the 
news of the Japanese disaster, accord­
ing to the Journal of Commerce. Im­
porters of raw silk and brokers refused 
to make quotations yesterday when 
the market re-opened after being closed 
since last Friday. Nearly every raw 
silk house was flooded with inquiries 
from throwsters and manufacturers as 
soon as the first clerk re-opened the 
offices.

Later in the afternoon the silk 
market ran wild and all sorts of prices 
were offered both for raw and thrown 

No quotations were made but 
late In the afternoon many firms did a 
large business at prices which would 
have been considered prohibitive a 
week ago. -

Several throwsters said they could 
have sold 28,000 pounds of thrown 
yesterday before ten a. m., but that 
their houses had withdrawn quotations 
and would not again enter the market 
until something definite from Japan 
had been legrned.

'
Professor George F. Warren of Cor­

nell University has Issued a bulletin 
on “Prices of Farm Products,” in 
which he presents the following 
elusions as to the probable trend of 
prices in the next ten or fifteen years:

1. Prices will be more erratic than 
formerly.

2. The up and 40wn swings will be 
much more violent than before the 
war, but wjll in general decrease in 
violence as this years go.

8. The long time tendency of prices 
will probably be downward and is 
likely to approach or reach the pre­
war level in from ten to fifteen years. 
Professor Warren adds: “This conclu­
sion is not accepted by all students of 
prices.”

4. If the general tendency is down­
ward, the cycles of high and low prices 
will swing about a declining base. 
Each major rise will probably fall 
short of the previous high mark. Each 
as thoügh Quebec was stealing our 
business, while the facts are simply 
that there is almost no trade, and 
Quebec is getting «some of that.”

The combination of higher prices for 
important decline will probably go 
lower than the previous low point.

8. Prices of each individual commo­
dity will continue to swing about the 
general price level. Unless some per­
manent change has taken place, those 
things that are below the general price 
level may be expected to rise, and 
those that are above the general price 
level may be expected to fall.

6. Wages may be expected to lag be­
hind prices. Serious periods of unem­
ployment may be expected at times.

7. Industrial conditions will continue 
to affect farm prices. The prices of 
industrial stocks or interest rates may 
be expected to give warning of prob­
able changes in the demand for farm 
products.

Professor Warren presents figures 
showing that a pronounced rise in the 
price of industrial stocks is usually 
followed by a rise in the price of farm 
products some months later, and that 
in the same manner a fall in the price 
of industrial stocks is followed in some 
months by a decline in the price of 
farm products. According to this line 
of reasoning, farm products are stated 
to be due for something of a rise as 
industrial stocks have made advances 
of about 20 per cent, during the past 
year.

The Island of Corfu, which has 
sprung today into sudden prominence, 
is one of the most beautiful of the 
Ionian isles immortalized by Homer. 
The southern half is flat, but the 
northern half is crossed by a mountain 
range some 8,000 feet high on which 
myrtle and ilex dispute with vine and 
olives for supremacy, while limestone 
rocks rear up white between.

On the island picturesquely garbed 
mountaineers, in the days before the 
Great War, would leave off any ..occu­
pation to greet passing ships with 
handwaving and a fusiiade of guns 
would be fired into the air when ves­
sels came near enough.

From 1815 to 1868 the island was a 
British protectorate, and was handed 
over to Greece in accordance with the 
Treaty of London, 
ance with this treaty that Greece pro­
tested against the transference of the 
Serbian Army thither in 1916, after its 
defeat by the Austrians — a protest 
which is now being repeated.

This neutrality also caused some to 
regard the island as suitable as a re­
treat for the former Kaiser, who pos­
sesses a palace situated in the loveliest 
part of the island.

\ THB FIRST BOY SCOUTS.

(New York Tribune)
The controversy over credit for the 

founding of the 'Boy Scouts seems a 
teacup tempest, though In another re­
spect It may be regarded as a tribute 
to the magnitude of that movement. 
Nations and individuals do not claim 
authorship of anything that b not 
worth while.

The chief question seems to be whe­
ther credit is to be given for the incep­
tion of the thing itself or of its name 
and form. In respec 
the record is that Sir 
Powell organized troops of Boy Scouts 
in England in 1908, while the first in­
corporation under that * name was 
made in the United States in 1910. On 
the other hand there had been prior 
to 1909 two similar organizations in 
this country. One was the “Sons of

■ Daniel Boone,” founded by the artist 
i Daniel Carter Beard, and the other the
■ “Woodcraft Indiana,” founded by Er­

nest Thomson Seton, and it was by 
the union of these two bodies that the 
Boy Scouts of America came into cor­
porate existence a* Washington on 
February 8, 1910. More than twenty- 
five years before that time Mr. Beard 
had begun for and among boys a 
movement similar to that of the Boy 
Scouts, and during those years he pub­
lished a number of books on the sub­
ject. It is on that reasonable ground 
that he has been regarded as the 
founder of the Boy Scouts organlza-

The two movements in the United 
States and England appear to have 
developed almost simultaneously, 
though it b probable that that in 
thb country was a little the earlier in 
starting, while the name by which 
both are now known was first used in 
England. Thus It might be contended 
that England got the idea from the 
United States, and the United States 
goes the name of the organization 
from (England. ' If so there is no cause 
for rivalry or heartburning. Both 
countries are to be credited with thé 
promotion of an admirable- work.

“Now we have arrived at the landed 

cost of the milk to the dealer, and the 
next question is what is a fair work- cover 
ing margin for the dealer to add to 
this cost and this particular question 
is the crux of the whole situation, for 
it is entirely a matter of economical 
distribution. The activities of the 
Milk Dealers’ Association are centered 
upon selling milk at a price that will 
show a living for the dealer. This is 
a fine spirit of brotherly co-operation, 
but It is the consumer who pays the 
bill, and «as a consumer he has the right 
to know what constitutes a milk deal­
er. How many quarts per day must 
man sell before becoming eligible for 
the ranks of milk sellers ? If a dealer 
(?) sells sixty quarts per day at four­
teen cents, he maks a gross profit of 
three dollars. No wonder he says the 
price of milk is too low, for he looks 
at the price rather than the quantity 
sold. The question is, should such a 
milk Seller be classed as a dealer?
Every man has a right to" enter busi­
ness, but the public should not be call­
ed upon to pay an excessive price for 
its milk because this man cannot se­
cure more customers than his sixty, 
representing

“The trouble In St. John is that there 
are too many small dealers trying to 
make a living out of selling a few 
quarts of milk per day and the con­
sumers are paying the bill.

“A live and active milk dealers’ as­
sociation would place restrictions on 
its membership, and the selling price 
of milk would be made in accordance 
with the milk consumption of St. John, 
divided by the number of dealers 
necessary for its economical distribu­
tion. The price of milk would not be 
made In order to provide a living, at 
the cost of the consumer, for any man 
who fancies the milk business as a 
trade.

“At a selling price of fifteen cents 
per quart, it represents a margin of 
66% per cent. How many businesses 
in St. John, excepting the milk busi­
ness, operate on a margin this big?

“Milk consumers should carefully go 
through the foregoing figures, and 
judge for themselves whether the price 
of milk is too high, and if a man wh'> 
distributes is entitled to as much as 
the man gets who supplies the milk, 
for it figures this way, farmer six 
and a half cents, dealer six cents. How 
many grocers double their cost prices?

Eminent Jurists Give Views 
on Penal Reform to . 

Bar Association, ]
1

(Montreal Gazette)
That a group of fourteen eminent 

jurists should draw up a report for 
presentation to the Canadian Bar As­
sociation on the Administration of 
Criminal Justice, which embodies pro­
posed reforms and ameliorations which 
are popularly attributed to faddists 
and theorists, came as a pleasing sur­
prise to board memoers of the Cana­
dian Prisoners’ Welfare Association, 
who met Thursday to consider the re­
port in question. The fly in the .oint­
ment was the fact that, according to a 
despatch from Vancouver, the bench­
ers. of the British Columbia Law So­
ciety are sending a special emissary 
to oppose certain principles enunciat­
ed in the report^ particularly the ex­
tension and development of the proba­
tion and parole systems and the im­
position of what is known as the in­
determinate sentence, all of which re­
forms, in the opinion of the Pacific 
province lawyers, have weakened the 
administration of justice.

The Second Report of the Com­
mittee on the Administration of Cri­
minal Justice, which runs to ( sixteen 
pages, contains'proposed amendments 
to the Criminal Code, and other stat­
utes, together with proposals for re­
form of prison conditions, treatment 
of prisoners and prevention of crime 
îeeommended either unanimously or 
by majority vote, or forwarded as 
open questions.

In a general statement the princi­
ple of penal reformers is laid down 
that, “we are now, without losing sight 
of the necessity for adequate punish­
ment, realizing that reformation of the 
criminal is a much higher ideal.” T o 
this is added the statement: “It has 
been found that 80 to 90 per cent, of 
offenders who are placed on probation 
or parole live up to the required stand­
ard.”
Probation And Parole.

The report of the committee was 
endorsed by the board of the Prison­
ers’ Welfare Association as a whole,1 
and in considering its recommends- : 
tion 'seriatim, special emphasis was | 
laid upon certain sections which would j 
naturally appeal to such a body. The 
extension df the probation system ini 
the criminal courts and of the parole] 
system for those in penal institutions, 
ii was contended by C. P. W. A. mem­
bers, forms the essential framework 
of any reforms in the treatment of of­
fenders against the law; hence they 
readily approved the recommendations 
of the Bar Association’s committee 
that a probation act should be passed 
in each province, also an Extra Mural 
Act, and that the system of parole in 
each province should be established as 
apart from the Dominion system al­
ready operating.

Another recommendation was to the 
effect that there should be an act "to 
provide a Public Defender in criminal 
cases, thought this had not been agreed 
upon by a majority vote and had 
therefore been sent en for considera­
tion of the association. The C. P. W. 
A. expressed the hope that this pro­
ject would commend itself to the pro­
fession as the need for such an offer

Financing has been the main prob­
lem in former reclamation projects In 
Massachusetts. The present law pro­
vides three separate methods; Funds 
may4 be raised by assessments in a 
given district, and deposited with the 
state treasurer ; the members of the 
district may vote to incur debt, to be 
liquidated according to the terms of the 
law; or the old method of financing by 
appropriations by county commission­
ers may be adopted.

The law is held also to apply to low­
lands In need of irrigation, and it is'be­
lieved that such territory may be de­
veloped with the district methods out­
lined. The intent of the act is declared 
to be to help the people to help them­
selves. It is a private matter super­
vised and encouraged by the state, and, 
according to agricultural authorities, 
represents a movement of the greatest 
promise.

to Preach Doctrine of 

Using Our Ports.

Matter Aired in the Pplice 
Court on Complaint 

of Railway.

NEW AUTUMN HATS That the Maritime Provinces Co­
operate in the suggested scheme to have 
a representative visit the manufacturers 
and shippers in central and western 
Canada to impress on them the duty 
of using Canadian ports for the ship­
ment of their goods overseas was the 
suggestion made this morning at a con­
ference between G. E. Barbour and W. 
S. Fisher, representing the Board of 
Trade, and Commissioner Bullock. The 
conference was held to talk over port 
matters in general and the need for in­
creased
more grain conveyors was stressed by 
Fhe Board of Trade men.

It will be recalled that some time 
ago the idea of commercial traveler 
representing the city and port of St. 
John, to call on the shippers of the 
Dominion, was mooted and the sug­
gestion now is that it be made to in­
clude the Maritime Provinces. This 
will be one of the matters brought up 
by the St. John delegation at the meet­
ing of the Maritime Board of Trade in 
Halifax.

Four juveniles were before Magis­
trate Henderson this morning on 
charges of stealing coal from the C. N. 
R. Special Officer Ryan of the C. N. 
R. said that there evidently was an 
organized gang of boys in the coal 
stealing business and that they were 
being encouraged in the illicit trade 
by persons buying the coal from them 
at fifty cents a bag. He said the rail­
way had been greatly bothered by 
these depredations in the vicinity of Ihe 
Island Yard, and intended taking 
strong measures to put a stop to it.

The magistrate sent the boys below 
for a time and later, on the undertak­
ing of their parents that they would 
be sent to school and otherwise looked 
after, they were allowed to go with a 
warning.

Mrs. Charles Bree and Mrs. Martha 
Williams of Erin street, and Mrs. 
James Gould arid Mrs. John Gould of 
Brunswick street, pleaded guilty to 
buying coal from the boys, bût said 
they did not know it was stolen. The 
magistrate said they were guilty of 
receiving stolen goods, and would have 
to be dealt with. They were sent be­
low for a’ time. They were brought 
before the court again later and al­
lowed to go with a caution. Magis­
trate Henderson said- the practice had 
to be stopped. The women, he said, 
should have known that the coal was 
not come by honestly, and should have 
refused to buy. from the boys.

C. N. R. Policeman Pierce said he 
did not think these boys were mem­
bers of the gang, but that a great trade 
was being done.
