Havre, Aug. 27—British troops are
steadily going to the front. It has been
‘my good fortune to see more prbably of
the concentration and dispatch of Brit-
ish troops to the fighting line than any
other correspondent. It is against pub-

the number or the class of troops passing
me, but there can be no harm ir stating
that not only were the British troops
proceeding rapidly, but they were mov-
ing with the regularity of a marvelous
machine. I have seen one British caval-
ry division transported across the Chan-
nel, landed in perfect order without the
slightest confusion and the tranugorts
away again four hours after their arrival.

THE BRITISH GREATLY
OUTNUMBERED AT MONS
london, Aug. 28 (.4.58)—The Times’
‘Rouen correspondent taking the battle
of Mons, from the accounts of the Brit-
ish, sayse:

‘The English artillery was magnific-
ent, but there was not enough of it in
comparison with the enemy’s. There is
universal testimony that gun for gun,
both the English and French are super-
ior to the Germans.

“The allies’ shells burst without fail.
The German gunners tind the range
smartly, but their shells frequently fail
to burst, and not infrequently miss and
fall short. The sheer weight of their
massed batteries carried them forward.

“Their infantry also advanced in close
order and. offered a magnrficent mark.
Their losses beyond question are greater
than those of the allies, but so unfor-
tunately were their numbers. They came
and came again. All Sunday the Eng-
lish held their ground. On Monday
morning came the order to retire.”

BRITISH STEADY AND
IN CHEERFUL MOOD

London, Aug. 28—The Rouen corres-
pondent of the Daily Mail in a despatch
to his paper, describes the arrival of
wounded there and gives their stories of
the fight. . He says the appearance of
the wounded was terrible, but not har-
rowing. They were, despite their
wounds, not miserable, but instead dis-
played a cheerful stoicism.

Not many of the British have bad
wounds. Many have only broken down
from the hard marching, and will be
well again in a few days. Most of those
who were able talked with picturesque
profanity about their bad luck. One de-
scribed how his regiment, ordered out of
Mons on Sunday morning, came under
fire immediately. They had no trenches
or cover of any kind, and were obliged
to lie down all day and pop up their
heads occasionally to firee. When night
fell they did their best to make trenches.

Another British regiment was luckier.
They were entrenched and although
the Germans bombarded them for nearly
twenty-four hours, they had very few
casualties.

Another of the British wounded said:

“We marched into Mons Sunday about
ten in the morning and were just about
to be billeted, when marching orders came
and we were off again. We were to ad-
vance under cover of artillery fire, but
the enemy was doing a bit of artillery
work too, so we threw up trenches and
snuggled down to wait for whatever

happened.
Shells Whistled Around.

“We did not wait long. The German
gunners were over a ridge two or three
miles in front, and their shells came
whistling around us. I got my baptism
of fire and at first did not like k. For-
tunately most of their shells burst be-
hind us, and did no harm. We thought
they might stop when it got dark, but
they kept it up hard as ever.”

Another saidi—

“I hardly saw a German. I came on
one German infantryman while march-
ing through a village, and he began talk-
ing to me, saying, ‘Yah Yah,’ or some-
thing like that. What did I do? ‘T ran
my bayonet through him, and would do
80 again.”

There is much difference of opinion
among the British soldiers as to the
accuracy of the German gunners. One of
the soldiers said regarding this:

“They had a bunch of their big guns
trained on the gas-works at Mons, but
they shot wild. If they had shot
straight 1 would not be here, for we
were posted right under the big tank.
Shell after shell, whizzed over head.
Every time they missed we cheered, but
each time we waited for the next shot

GERMANS SAY THEY
WILL DESTROY ANTWERP

London, Aug. 28—The Mall
spondent at Rotterdam
from Antwerp,
which says:—

‘After a magnificent defence of two
days, by the Belgian urmy, Malines was
retaken by the Germans. On the first
day 20,000 Germans opposed the Bel-
gions and on the second day 40,000 flung
their might against a greatly inferior
force.

In the end, the Belglans retired
Antwerp, leaving the enemy in posses-
sion of the town. The Germans
mediately entrenched after ordering the
inhabitants to leave. Wachten and Hein-
donck were destroyed by retreating Bel-
gians to prevent their being used as a
cover by the enemy in their operations
against Antwerp. _

“Refugees at Rooxendaal say the Ger-
mans possessed amazing knowledge of
the roads. The German attack on Mal-
in was furious and inspired by a de-
sire to end the sorties which the Belgians
were making from the town against
their trenches and around Brussels.

“The Belgians had made successful at-
tacks on the German Fnes of communi-
cation, and had seriously hampered their
operations.

This necessitated the return of the
fourth German army corps which had
already started for the south.

*“Sixty thousand Belgian refugees fled
from the town. The Germans are furi-
ous at the Belgians’ operations and de-
clare they will raze Antwerp to the
ground in revenge.

“FEmelie Vandervale, the Belgian soc-
ialist, was one of the most prominent
figures in the battle, encouraging the
Belgians who, he said, were fighting for
the most righteous cause in the world.

Expert Points Out
Great Necessity Of
Holding Enemy Back

London, Aug. 28—The Times military correspondent, in discusing the situ-

Once this point goes or the Meuse between Mezieres and Verdun is penetrat-
ed by the invaders, the whole system of the frontier defence of Eastern France
breaks down, and if the field armies are inferior to the enemy, nothing remains
but retreat to the Falaises of Champagne. If this line is skilfully defended, it
should be most difficult to penetrate Lafere, Laon and Rheims, which are pro-
vided with permanent fortifications.

EXPLANS ABOUT
CERNAN QUBBLNG

Kaiser's Unfair Proposition One
Which Could Not be Con-
sidered For a Moment

London, Aug. 28 (2 p.m.83)—Answer-
ing a question in the house of commons
today, Sir Edward Grey, the British for-

It was reported to him one day that)
the German ambassador in London had
lsuggested that Germany might remain
neutral in a war between Russia and
Austrio-Hungary, if Great Britain would
remain neutral and secure the neutral-
ity of France. The foreign secretary re-
plied that this seemed possible. It
transpired, however, that the German
ambassador’s proposal was that Great
Britain should remain neutral and secure
the neutrality of France if Germany
went to war with Russia. This was
quite a different proposition, the foreign
secretary continued, and in view of
France’s alliance with Russia, one which
could not be entertained.

As seon as the misunderstanding was
cleared up, the German ambassador sent
an explanatory message to Berlin saying
that the German telegram had not been
published, although one based on the
initial misunderstanding had been given
out.

BRITISH WARSHIPS SLIGHTLY DAMAGED
IN UNMASKING KIAU-CHAU BATTERIES

Pekin, China, Aug. 28—British tor-
pedo boats and gunboats demonstrated
Tuesday before Tsing-tau, the German
port of Kiau-Chau, for the purpose of

unmasking the German batteries. After
a few hours of firing the British retired
in the direction of Wei-Hai-Wei. They
suffered a loss of 11 men killed and their
boats were slightly damaged.

Three thousand Russian troops have
left Vladivostock for I'sing-tau, near
which port the main Japanese army is
now landing. ‘The fleets of Japan and
Britain are co-operating outside the port.
The Germans have destroyed the rail-
way bridges at the boundaries of the
leased territory, and also several native
villages which were in line with the fire
from the forts.

APPEAL HEARD IN
MARRIAGES CASES

Judgment Reserved in The King
vs Brown — Annullment Suit
Postponed — Action Promissory
Note, Alleged to be For Gamb-
ling Debts

The appeal in the case of the King
vs. Otto Brown, in which the defend-
ant was convicted by the police mngis\-
trate for non-support and fined $500 or
one year in jail, was heard this morn-
ing in the county court before Judge
Forbes. J. A. Barry, for the appellant,
argued that it had not been proved that
the clergyman performing the ceremony
was authorized to solemnize marriages
and that duress was exercised to in-
fluence the apellant to marry. R. G. Mur-
ray appearing contra, argued that a
prima facie case had been established
and the burden was on the defendant
to show that the marriage was illegal.
The proceedings were enlivened by
sharp pasasges from counsel. His Honor
reserved judgment.

The case of Brown vs. Brown, a suit
brought to annul the marriage in which
the same parties are interested, was to
have been heard in the chancery divis-
ion this morning, but was postponed un-
til- September 15.

The civil non-jury case of Wm. A.
Cairns vs. John F. Giles- came up for
trial before Judge Forbes in the county
court this morning. This suit is to re-
cover $200, the amount of certain prom-

igsory notes. The facts are these:—
George B. Moore of Fredericton, pur-
chased two carriages from the plaintiff
for $200 and gave in payment two prom-
issory notes amounting to $200, which
were in payment to him of a debt he
alleged to be due from the defendant.
The notes, however, were made payable
direct to the plaintiff but delivered by
Moore. The defence was that there
was no good consideration for the notes
and that they were given to Moore with
notice of fraud at his request in settle-
ment of an alleged gambling debt. W, D.
Turner, of Sussex, for the defendant,
moved for non suit on the grounds that
the notes were not held in due course,
while L. P. D. Tilley for the plaintiff
argued that the plaintiff received the |
notes without notice of fraud and in.|
the hands of an innocent holder for
value.

NO STATEMENT YET
OF THE CASUALTIES

Natural Conclusion From Sir John
French’s Message is That at
Least on Left Wing of Allies
There Has Been No General
Fight Since Saturday Night

London, Aug. 28—The London Times

.There is for the moment no satisfac-
tory clue to the riddle of the. frontiers.
Sir John  French, in a message read in
the House of Commons by the Prime
~Minister today, said that 'British troops
engaged on Wednesday against a su-
perior German force fought splendidly.
He also expressed opinion that the pros-
pects of the army in the impending bat-
tle were satisfactory.. The natural con-
clusion from this is that at least on the
left wing of the allies there has been no
general engagement since Saturday night.
Announcement of the casualties sustain-
ed is still delayed. It is clear, however,
that the allied force, as a whole has re-
tired to a position fifteen miles further
behind the French frontier than it was
understood to have made a stand after
the first big encounter Saturday ' and
Sunday. The French official statement.

‘tions ‘of doubt in which the whole
tion is involved. o :

On the seas, the position is far more
satidfactpry. German mines have been
sown in enormous numbers in'the North
Sea, but so far they have done damage
only to neutral shipping..

YOUTHFUL SOLDIER
SHOT WHILE ON DUTY

Montreal Lad Met Death in Mys-
terious Manner — His Mother’s
Statement

in the 5th Royal Highlanders Guard at
Soulanges Canal, was shot dead last
night while on sentry duty at Loch No.

Highlanders. The regiment will turn out
tomorrow afternoon for a military fu-
neral,

The lad’s father, Thomas Betts, was
for twenty years a member of the 5th
Royal Highlanders. The boy’s mother
said today:

“Gordon was so anxious to join that
although he was only 15 last April, in
December 1 decided to let him go into
his father’s regiment.”

PROF. STERNE HOPES
GERMANS WILL BE
BADLY BEATEN

Says Russians Will Get to Berlin
Yet—Veteran of 1870-1—Op-
posed to Kaiser's Autocrlatic
Rule

(Amherst News)

None wish more for Germany’s defeat
than Professor M. M. Sterne, who came
to Ambherst from Alsace-Lorraine many
years ago, after serving in the Franco-
Prussian war, which took him to the
assault upon the gates of Paris, where
he was wounded by a French bullet.

“] am a German myself,” said the pro-
fessor yesterday, “and yet it is with
every feeling for the father-land that I
hope the Kaiser'’s army will get the stuf-
fing licked out of them. It is not that I
am against the Germans, for never ‘have
I been ashamed of my nationality, but
I am against the autocratic government
of the Kaiser. I hope the Germans will
get the stuffing knocked out of them be-
cause then they will get a republic a:n.d
there will L: an end to this cursed mili-
tarism. )

It is not the same Germany I left
thirty-nine years ago. They have groyn
greatly, to be the second largest export-
ing country in the world. But they s'tlll
have conscription. And conscription
means slavery. I would not stand for
conscription; that’s why I left Germany.
I refused to stay where I would be drag-
ged into the army. I was studying mu-
sic—look at what three years of soldier-
ing would have done to me—could I
have been able to play after that? I left
Germany and I care no more. 1 cheer
for the Union Jack, not because I am a
traitor to the fatherland, but because I
know what is freedim.”

Germans Steady Fighters.

Professor Sterne is absolutely impar-
tilal in his estimate of the situation, He
does not believe Germany’s stand for
war in any way justified. The people
were not for war they were led into it
by the few at the head of affairs in Ber-
lin. Neither had they any right to enter
Belgium, and they met deserved opposi-
tion.

Professor Sterne has a fine opinion of
the Belgians as soldiers. In fact he thinks
they are better battlers than the French.
“The French,” said he, “are unbeatable
on the attack. None can rush ahead with
such spirit, but when the fight has gone
against them it is a different matter.
Now I don’t want you to misunderstand
the Germans. They are of the same race
as Englishmen, Anglo-Saxon. They will
stand like bulldogs and be shot down.
They are the same as the English; it's
in the disposition I tell you.”

The professor ought to have some idea
for he was right in the thick of it the
last time Germans clashed with the
French. He thinks the Germans will do
again the same as they did then- in
1870-1. He believes they will penetrate

“But in the meantime,” he added the
Russians are pouring into Prussia. By
the time the Germans are at Paris, the
Russians should be at Berlin. Then
where will the Germans be? Of course
this will take a long time. We won't get
all the news of it at once, but mark my
words and see if on the whole I am not
right.”

Tactics Will Decide

Professor Sterne was shot before Paris
when only a boy of fifteen. He was a
member of a red cross corps. They had
to be right up with the army to care for
the wounded. There was a sharp skir-
mish and some soldiers dashing past
yelled a warning to run for their lives.

“You may bet I ran,” smiled the pro-
fessor: “As I was getting over the
ground, though, I felt my foot wet in
the knee-boot. I wondered what it was
and afterwards when I got a chance I
took it off and found it blood-soaked.
it was a glancing wound in the lower
leg. I still have the scar, too.”

“This . war,” remarked Professor
Sterne, “is a game of generalship. These
millions of men cannot come together in
one battle, They will be pieced out and
the large numbers will be used for re-
inforcements, Strategy will count most.”

Professor Sterne’s boyhood was spent
in Alsace-Lorarine, the bone of conten-
tion for the French forces which are al-
ternately advancing and withdrawing,
So far this is chiefly playing the game of
war and not so much for the sake of re-
capturing the “lost provinces.” It would
do them no good to go to Strassburg,
the keynote of the situation, because
there they would be hemmed in by the
Rhine and by another river hard by. But
the French hold the vantage point in
the Vosges mountains there. All the
passes arve safely guarded against Ger-
man invasion.

THE G. T. P. CAR FERRY

(Montreal Gazette)
. The war will delay the departeure
from England of the car ferry and ice-
breaking steamer, built by Cammel,
Laird and Co. Birkenhead, for the
Transcontinental Railway Co. This
craft, which is intended for serivce on

the St. Lawrence between Quebec and
Levis ran successful trials a month ago.
An ice-cutting propeller of nickel steel
is fitted at the forward end of the ship,
which is 826 feet long by 65 foot beam.
Passenger and freight trains will be car-
ried at all seasons of the year. Arranged
above the main deck is a tidal deck on
which the trains are carried and which
has three lengths of track, each about
270 feet long. This deck is designed to
carry, fully loaded, a locomotive and
train of a total weight of 1.400 tons.
Lifting trials were carried out with en-
tirely satisfactory results. Gearing is
provided to raise or lower this deck at
the rate of one foot per minute to any
level up to 20 feet, so as to allow of
trains being shipped or unshipped at
any stage of the tide. Above the tidal

deck a promenade has been arranged all {:

round the vessel for the convenience of
passengers.

It will not be sheathed, however
great the sacrifice, until the victory has
been won.

EXPLANATIONS NEEDED

Is there something wrong with the in-
telligence department of the French war
office, or how is it that when we are
told to expect a strong German advance
in one quarter we discover that the Ger-
mans thave made a distinct forward
movement in another quarter? Where
were the French forces when the Ger-
man forces, swept around to the north
and crossed the French border to occupy
Lille, Robaix and Valenciennes? The
Paris ‘war office has continued to give
the assurance that it had the situation
well in hand, and that it was prepared
for any movement on the part of Ger-
many, whether against the French cen-
tre or the right or left wing. The Ger-
mans appear to have got arcund or
through the left wing. Will they be
equally successful in dealing with the
centre and right wing?

We are reminded that some days ago
“‘the French were compelled to abandon
an offensive movement and withdraw
their forces because of “unforeseen dif-
ficulties” To what extent are unfore-
seen difficulties to figure in this war?
The news of the next few days will
naturally be awaited with a great deal
of anxiety. The Germans have evident-
ly been overcoming “difficulties” with
congiderable success, mot by. inflicting
heavy defeats upon the allies, but by
turning up where they apparently were
not expected to appear in sufficient
force for an effective forward movement.

1t is true that every day the allies are
able to bar the road to Paris is a very
important gain, and that whatever suc-
cesses the Germans may win will not
save them from final defeat. Such suc-
cesses, however, would prolong the war,
and it would be a very great relief to
learn that the allies had entrenched
themselves in positions from which they
would not be compelled to withdraw,
and where they would be able to meet
successfully the German attempts to
break through their lines.

It is of course possible that they have
anticipated the German movement to
the north and know how to deal with
it; but we would be very glad at this
time to receive some definite assurance
on that point. The bald facts seem to
be that the work so well begun by the
Belgians has not been followed up, and
that because the French commander-in-
chief did not have an army where it
should have been the Germans have not
only got into France with an easier road
to Paris than some others they might
have sought, but they have executed a
serious flanking movement and even
threatened the British line of communi-
cation from the English Channel.

France should be able, with the aid of
the Belgian and British armies, to have
more men in the field than Germany
could spare for the attack on France,
since Germany has another foe to meet
on her eastern border. Where are those
French forces? Why was not the Ger-
n'an army which had so hard a fight to
get through Belgium met by a French
army before it entered France and seized
several towns? We are told also that
the Germans have taken Longwy, which
%is just across the Luxemburg border in
French territory, so that despite the
spectacular movements in the region of
Alsace-Lorraine the French do not ap-
pear to have been found in sufficient
force where there was greatest need of
it. And yet they have only one border
to defend and one foe to reckon with.
Have they underestimated the strength
of their foe, or is their strategy at fault?
Let us hope today’s cables will bring

WHAT OF NEW BRUNSWICK.

The people are beginning to ask what
the province of New Brunswick pro-
poses to do in the matter of offering as-
sistance to the Imperial government.
Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, Que-
bec. Ontario and Alberta have been
heard from, and it may be hoped that
New Brunswick will not be altogether
the last in the list. Acting Premier|
Clarke has gone to Montreal and Ot-
tawa, and it may be that he will discuss
the question with the federal authorit-
ies and that an announcement will be
made after his return. It is rather sur-
prising that action has not already been
taken, since so excellent an example has
been set by other provinces. New
Brunswick cannot be expected to do as
much as larger and wealthier provinces,
but what it can do should be done
promptly and with hearty goodwill. It
is said that the province of Quebec, in
addition to its gift of cheese to the
value of about half a malion dollars, is
considering a grant of momey. Every
province in Canada should make a sub-
stantial contribution of some sort, in
addition to what is being done by the
federal government. This is not a time;
when we can afford to haggle about the
cost. "Canada is at war, and the news
from the scene of the great conflict must
have already discouraged any who ene
tertained the notion that the struggle
would soon be over. 1'ne people of everg
province in Canada are vitally interested
in a war which threatens the very exist-
ence of the Empire, and every province
must assume its share of the burdens

imposed.
UNEMPLOYMENT,

Toronto papers say that the Ontario
government is energetically considering
measures to alleviate distress in that
province during the fall and winter. It
is expected the government will con-
tinue its public works, and it has been
suggésted that the go‘a roads policy of
the province might be partially carried
out by enlisting the co-operation of the
municipalities in improving the roads
around the cities where most of the un-
employment will be. The government
is also in communication with the fed-
eral authorities in relation to a scheme
in which the governments of all the
provinces would co-operate, with the ob-
pect of providing work instead of char-
ity. It has been suggested that it might|
be possible to place a great many men on |
farms, and factory owners will be ap-!
proached urging that during the fall and |
winter months they employ all of their‘i
men part time instead of discharging
some and employing others full time.
A strong committee from Toronto is
endeavoring to work out a plan by
which the federal and provincial gov-
ernments might be able to co-operate to
meet the needs of the situation.

It is worthy of note that the city
council of Montreal has already taken
steps to provide for those who may be
out of employment or otherwise need
assistance during the winter. The coun-
cil has asked the board of commissioners
to make recommendations “for the es-
tablishment of practical, efficient and
systematic action in order that the
council] may not be taken unawares
when its intervention and aid may be
required.” One alderman has suggested |
that the city should begin now to pur-}
chase supplies, and thus be ready to dis-|
tribute relief to the unemployed when
it became necessary. It is certainly wise
to anticipate the time when unc'mploy-’
ment will become a more serious prob- |
lem, and to take such measures as may;
best meet the conditions. It is a mat-'
ter which should not be overlooked by |
the government of New Brunswick and
the city council of St. John.

Adjust wide Dbelt, bringing ocorre-
sponding single large and double small
“50” perforations in beit, frent and in
side gore together and tack. Crease
front and front gore on siot perfora-
tions; bring folded edge te correspond-
ing small “o” perforations; tack to po-
sition on belt and press. Turn hem at
lower edge of dress on double *“00".
perforations.

Nothing makes a more effective fin-
ish for the dress than & belt of black
messaline silk ribbon, as this is softer
and more youthful looking than tafe
feta or satin.

QUEEN MARY'’S APPEAL

Asks Women to Make Garments for
War Sufferers

Queen Mary appeals to the women of
Great Britain to assist in making gar-
ments for those who will suffer on ac-
count of the war. She has asked the
presidents of needlework guilds through-
out the British Isles to organize a large j
collection of garments. The Queen says:

I hope that the guilds will co-operate
with the Prince of Wales’s’ National Re-
lief Fund, with the Red Cross Society,
who have the organizing of working par-
ties among their schemes, the Territor-
ial Associations, Soldiers’ .and Sailors’
Families’ Associations, and the Soldiers’
and Sailors’ Help Society.

The most useful garments for soldiers
and sailors on active service are Flannel
shirts, socks, sweaters and cardinal jack-
ets. For the naval and military hospit-
als: Nightshirts, pajamas, flannel bed-
Jjackets and bed-socks, which would be
distributed by the British Red Cross So-
ciety. .

Large numbers of all the ordinary gar-
ments for women and children will be
required.

Those garments intended for persons
suffering from distress owing to unem-
ployment should be sent to the Commit-
tee for the Prevention and Relief of
Distresss which are being formed by the
Mayors and Provosts and the Chairmen
of the County Councils and larger ur-
ban district councils.

An admonition that large-sized gar-
merlnts are specially desired closes the ap-
peal.

THE FIELD ARTILLERY

(Springfield Republican)

What makes the battle now in pro-
gress such a tremendous affair is per-
haps not so much the unparalleled num-
bers of men aligned, a number perhaps
amounting to two millions, as the fact
that for the first time fhe titanic power
of modern artillery will have full scope.
At Mukden neither side was as strong
in this arm as in infantry, yet there
were 8,000 guns in the 'field, The total
on the 250-mile long battle line Yrom
Belgium to Alsace must be several times
that, perhaps 10,000 or more, and Ger-
many, France and Belgium have all
made a specialty of field artillery which
in recent years has come back to al-
most the importance which it held in
Napoleon’s campaigns. The guns  are
ro longer brought up late; they go at
he head of the marching columns, and
are pushed to the very front with the
cavalry and the quick marching skir-
mish line. Machine guns have their use,’
but the pride of the modern army is
the deadly quick-firing field artillery
with an armored shield, from behind
which a destructive fire of shrapnel is
poured. Ever since the Balkan war there
has been an intense jealousy between
France and German military men as to
the untested merits of the artillery of
the two countries, and this rivalry con-
tributed not a little to the bitterness
leading up to the war.

LABOR CLEARING HOUSE

Scheme Considered by Dominion and
Provinces

Ottawa, Aug. 27—W. K. McNaught
of Toronto was in Ottawa again Tues-
day in connection with the proposal that
the Dominion and Provincial Govern-
ments co-operate in some scheme for the
distribution of employment. The Ontar-
io Government will obtain information
as to the amount of farm labor which
is wanted in the agricultural districts
of that province with details as to wages
and living conditions generally. Other
provinces will probably do similar work.
and the information so furnished will be
placed in the possession of a central body
made up of representatives of the prov-
inces and the Dominion. It is thought
that a large number of men who are out
of employment in the cities would be
willing to take farm work and provide
themselves with a means of livelihood
dutring the winter, even if the remunera-
tion is not great.

The plan has not been completed in
all its details, but it is expected that a
general scheme will be agreed upon as
a result of the conferences which are
now taking place. One of the questions
to be dealt with will be that of trans-
portaitno and the aid of the Dominion
may be asked in regard to this.

Even such news as the sinking of the Ger-
man steamer Kaiser Wilhelm Der Grosse pales beside the titanic
ibattle evidenced by the tribute of General Joffre, the French com-
i mander-in-chief, to the British arms, and the realization that the
['‘Allies are fighting to block the road to Paris, with the Germans hard-
|ly further away than New York is from Philadelphia. -

The new battle is undoubtedly an attempt by the Germans, with
the hugest army ever employed for a swift attack, to sledge hammer

flank them between their left and the seaboard.

The Pall Mall Gazette’s critic says that the fighting has been on
a front of twenty miles along the line between Cambrai and Lecateau,
and between the rivers Scheldt and Sambre, while the Germans have
been steadily attempting an outflanking movement by forced marches.

Meanwhile the Russians are drawing nearer to Berlin. Not even
during the first great struggle between Europe and Asia, on the far
Manchurian plains, was the enormous battle fought in such impen-
etrable silence as far as concerns the outer world.

BRITISH MET VASTLY SUPERIOR FORCE.

London, Aug. 27, 4.12 p.m.—Premier Asquith announced in the house of
tommons today that Field Marshall Sir John French, commander-in-chief of
the British expeditionary force, had reported that he was yesterday engaged
against’ superior German forces. )

Y The British troops fought splendidly and General French considered the
prospects in the impending battle satisfactory.

Premier Asquith added: “Generalgular troops and their officers.”

JOFFRE'S TRIBUTE TO BRITISH TROOPS.

London, Aug. 27, 1110 p.m.—General Joffre, commander-in-chief of the
British forces, says: !

“The British army did not hesitate, but threw its whole strength against
forces which had great numerical superiority. In so doing it contributed in a
most ‘effective manner to securing ' the-left wing of the French army.

“It exhibited in this task devotion, energy, and perseverence, to which I
must now pay my tribute, qualities which will be shown again tomorrow, and
make certain the triumph of our common cause. The French army will nev-
er forget the services rendered it. Our army is.inspired with the same spirit
of sacrifice and the determination to conquer which animates the British
forces, and will make good to them its debt of gratitude in the battles of the
near future.”

FRENCH ADVANCE CONTINUES ON FIFTH DAY.

Paris. Aug. 27—10.25 p. m.—The following official bulletin was issued by
the war office tonight:

“In the Vosges district our troops today resumed the offensive and drove
back the Germans, who yesterday had forced them to retire on the Saint Die
side.

“Longwy, a very old fortress, the garrison of which consists of only one
battalion, which has been bombarded since Aug. 8, capitulated today, after hold-
ing out for over twenty-four days. More than half the garrison was killed or
wounded. Lieut.-Colonel Darche, governor of Longwy, has been nominated an
officer of the Legion of Honor for heroic conduct in the defence of Longwy.’

“On the Meuse our troops have repulsed with vigor several German attacks.
A German flag was taken.

“The Belgian field army attached to Namur and a French regimemt which
supported it have joined our lines.

“In the north the British have attacked forces greatly superior in number
and were obliged, after brilliant resistance, to withdraw a little in the rear on
their right.

“Our armies maintained their positions in Belgium. The army of Ant-
werp, by its offensive, has drawn off and held before it several German divis-
ions.”

RUSSIANS REPORT VISTORY

Paris, Ang. 27—An official statement by: the war office this
afternoon says: :

“‘The German troops retired from the region of Mazuren, in
East Prussia, after the Russian vietory. A Russian advance is un-
retarded in that country, which presents difficulties and the outlet
of which to the west was occupied yesterday. It is confirmed that
100 cannon were taken from the enemy.”

Pillows, Shirts, Handkerchiefs and
Cholera Belts in Demand—Pre-
fer Gray Socks

The following list of articles required
fpr the furnishing of the Ontario con-
tingent has been -published by the On-
tario Department of Agriculture.

12,000 handkerchiefs—Size 18x18. Made
of cheese cloth, which should be washed
before made up.

8,000 cholera belts—Twelve - inches
wide and 84 to 44 inches long. To be
made of the ordinary yarn, either red
or grey, two inches of each end .to be
knitted with steel needles, and centre
eight inches to be knitted with bone

needles. c
7,000 pairs of socks—Grey preferred.
5,000 “housewives” or *“mending kits” |

—Outside to be made of coarse linen,

chintz, cretonne, duck or other smooth

strong material. Size 51-2x18 inches.

Interior to be lined with shaker flannel

or any fine woolen material. Interior to

contain two small pockets one at end
and one in centre. Also attach two loose
squares, stitched losely, for pins and
needles, etc. Each should contain safety
pins, sewing and darning needles, small
straight scissors, buttons (ordinary shirt
