' young emperor read an address of lamenta-
“tion in which he referred to the events in
‘ the life of his dead father. Then, in be-
half of the people of Japan, the premier,
Marquis Saionji, delivered a patriotic ad-
'dress and was followed by the minister
of the household, who spoke for the at-
tendante of the dead emperor.

When the great procession accompany-

RECGRD FOR DISTANCE
AND.ENDURANCE IN AR

Paris, 8ept. 14—M. Tourney, a French
aviator in winning at Etampes, the Criter-
ium prize of $2,000 offered by the French
Aero club, made a notable biplane flight,
but failed to equal the record set by Hel-
les here last September.

The following is the report from New
Brunswick, submitted by Ald. H. H.
Stuart of Newecastle, at the recent coun-
vention of the Tax Reform League of
Eastern Canada, meeting in Toronto:—

Newecastle, N. B., Aug. 31, 1912.

During the year which has elapsed since
the last convention, the necessity of a
radical change in the system of taxation
has been a prominent question in’' New
Brunewick, and has especially come to
the fromt in the cities of St. John and
Moncton, and the towns of Newcastle and
Campbellton.

In Newecastle town council on Septem-
ber 28, lest, the following motion was
adopted unanimously:

“Resolved, that this town council of the
Town of Newcastle prepare (or co-operate
with the Union of New Brunswick Muni-
cipalities or any county, city or town in
eaid province in preparing) a ‘bill for the
next session of the legislature providing
that any county, city or town, in, the
Province of New Brunswick shall, upon
a majority vote of it qualified ratepayers
have the power to reduce or abolish with-
in ite jurisdiction taxes on polls, improve-
ments, personal property and income, or
any one or more of.these, and.raise. ite
revenue by means of a land tax with or
without a poll tax and with or without
a system of business licenses.”

The question came up in the sixth con-
vention of the Union of N. B. Municipal-
ities, held at Newcastle on October 11 and
12 last, and, after a thorough discussion
pro and con, the conventidn adopted the
following resolution:

“That this Union of New Brunswick
Municipalities assembled in convention in
the Town of Newcastle request the legie-
Jature to pase at its next session a bill
providing that any county, city or town
in the province of New Brunswick shall,
upon & majority vote of its qualified rate-
payers voting, have the power to reduce
or abolish within its jurisdiction: i

“Taxes on polls, improvements, persona
property and income, or any one or more
of these, and raiee its revenue by means
of a land tax with or without a poll tax
and with or without a system of business
licenses.” :

In spite of this strong resolution, how-
ever, the new executive of the Union of
N. B. Municipalities did not prepare such
a bill for the legislature, the eecretary al-
leging, when asked why he had not done
#o, that the above resolution did not au-
thorize him to prepare a bill.

The town council of Newecastle, by a
majority vote on March 21 last refused
to ask for legislation in the matter, but
8t. John, Moncton and Campbellton sent
bills to the legislature embodying, in part,
the demands of the resolution that had
been passed in 1811 by Newcastle coun-
cil and the Union of N. B. municipalities.

All three bills were rejected by the
legislature, but their introduction eerved
to bring the question of taxation more
forcibly to the attention of the public,
and the matter has not by any means
been finally settled by the legislature’s
action.

A branch of the Eastern Canada Tax
Reform League has been recently organ-
ized in Moncton, and a new valuation has
been ordered in Newcastle. .

8t. John city has abolished property
qualification for the offices of mayor and
aldermen, while Newcastle council reject-
ed a motion asking the legislature for pow-
er to do likewise.

There is deepseated and widespread dis-
satisfaction in this province, not only with
the imperfect manner in which the as-
sessment laws are carried out, but with
the system of taxation, and the defeats of
the advocates of a more just and equitable
|form of taxation are only ekirmishes in
-] the great battle for equality of opportun-
ity now being waged in every quarter of
the globe. An early victory for their
cause seems certain.

France has suddenly awakened to the
fact' that, while not merely hundreds but
thousands of persons of lesser importance
have been honmored with monuments and
statues, no memorial has ever been erected
to one of her most celebrated sons, namely,
Andre’ Le Notre, the creator of those mar-
velous gardens of the Palace of Versailles,
and of many another historic park and
pleasaunce in France and Germanty. In
fact there are few European countries that
do not bear the stamp of his universal in-
fluence in landscape gardening.
. The French government is now prepar-
ing a statue which is to occupy one of the
finest sités in the gardens of Versailles,
while in Paris itself and in the various
suburban towns his name is beipg given
to streets and squares. Bt. Germains, in
particular, has transformed its finest thor-
oughfares from Avenue Gambetta to Ave-
nue Le Notre.

Perhaps the best known picture that we
have of Le Notre shows him in the big
periwig, the three-cornered hat,  the lace
\rutfles, the large-skirted velvet . coat and
satin knee-breeches of the courtiers of
Versailles  in the seventeenth century.
Around his neck hangs by the blue ribbon
the Order of St. Michael, which placed
him on the level of the greatest nobles of
the realm.

But he would have been far more char-
acteristically portrayed in his rough can-
vas' coat, his head wigless, but adorned
with a cotton cap, a big blue cotton apron
banging from his shoulders, from the big
front pocket of which peeped out his gar-
dener’s shears, his trowel and his knife,
and the costume completed by rough wool-
len hose plentifully darned and heavy sa-
bots. . Thus arrayed, he was wont to confer
daily with Louis XIV., who was extremely
fond of him, and to whom he on his part
was profoundly devoted.

With all that, Le Notre was one of the
few persons approaching Le Grand Monar-
que who stood in no awe of him whatever,
spoke to him with absolute freedom, tnd
did not hesitate to criticize and even ridi-
cule landscape-gardening projects devised
by the king. On several occasions he ac-
tually flung his arms about the sovereign’s
neck, and embraced him warmly.

The king himself is the authority for
this statement. Once Le Notre had been
invited to Rome to advise Pope Innocent
XI. about the gardens of the Vatican and,
received in audience by the Pontiff, showed
the plans which he had drawn up for Ver-
sailles, to the Holy Father’s great delight.
Much touched by this cordial approval, Le
Notre exclaimed: “Now I have nothing
left to wish for. I have seen the two
greatest men fh the world: Your Holiness
and the king, my master.”

There is a good deal of difference,” re-
plied the Pope, with humility, “The king
is a victorious prince, while I am only a
poor priest. He is young also, and I am
very old.”

Yet higher up it s
sufficiently pure to furnish not:only ‘the
greater part of the drinking water used
by the huge seven million population cf
the British metropolis, but also of the
various towns on the upper reaches of the
stream.. Thus, all the water used by the
king and queen and their children at
Windsor Castle, is taken from the Thames.
That for drinking purposes and other uses
in 'the ‘castle is pumped from the river,
across the Great Park to Cranborne Tow-
er, where it is received in huge covered
reservoirs and filter beds, after which it
passes through pipes to the castle four
miles distant. The water for the gardens
and fountains is pumped directly from.the
Thames. .

The work of thus making provieion for
for the supply of water for = Windsor
Castle garden, on the most scientific and
up-to-date principles was inaugurated by
Edward VIL three or four years after his
accession to the throne, has cost thousands
upon thousande of pounds, has been going
on ever sincé, and has only just been com-

 pleted. Until he took the matter in hand

the castle was dependent upon a cistern
that dated back to the reign of George II.,
nearly 200 years ago, and that was of the
most primitive and unsatisfactory char-
acter, with no means of filtering, save by
ordinary small stationary filters.

In view of the Prince of Wales going

Thus, nouces have lately
been issued and posted in the gateways of
all the colleges, announcing that any un-
dergraduate wishing “to learn or practice
aviation” must obtain from the juniow
proctor a license, to be remewed at the
beginning of each academic year. This
license will not be granted to anyone ex-
cept “at the written .equest of his par-
ents or guardians, and with the consent
of his college authoriti®s.”

The rules concerning motoring compel
the undergraduate to store his car or
motor cycle in a epecially licensed garage,
and to produce hig driving license on any
occasion when he desires special leave for
the purpose of motoring a distance. No un-
dergraduate may charter a taxicab for
more than six hours, This presumably is
to prevent the students from paying sur-
reptitions and unauthorized visits to the
metropolis. The railroad station is watch-
ed for this purpose by the proctor’s myr-
midons. But they have found that their
vigilance has been evaded by the under-
graduates making the run up to London,
or to some station on the line, by means
of taxicabs.

Needless to say that the laws with re-
gard to speed are of particular severity,
and that possession of an automobile at
Oxford is attended by a good many draw-
backs. :

NEW SYSTEM HERE

Safeguarding Against Accidents on
Section Where Traffic is Very
Heavy

Another improvement which will help
to make the C. P. R. terminal facilities
at St. John among the best in the country
is the adoption of the clectric staff de-
spatching system. The apparatus has been
installed and the new system will be used
in future, commencing on Sunday, Septem-
ber 21. .

The purpose is to simplify and safe-
guard despatching on sections where there
are a great many trains handled and it
will be given a eplendid opportunity to
show its usefulness on the sections be-
tween St. John and Fairville.

Instead of a train conductor receiving
a written order he will be given a short
staff which is taken from the electrically
connected apparatus which works on the
block system. As long as the trdin is on
that section it is impossible to remove
another staff for a second train and it is
thus automatically impossible to send one
train too closely after another or to send
trains from opposite directions over the
same section.

The system was first introduced in Eng-
land and has been adopted by the C. P.
R. on the section between Ottawa and
Hull. Tt has proved so eatisfactory that it
is now to be used to help handle the traf-
fic at St. John which reaches a tremend-
ous’ volume during the winter months.

Woodstock, N. B. Sept. 14—(Special)—
The location of the divisional point of the
St. John & Quebec Railway seems to as-
sume phases nearly every day that retard
the proper carrying on of the settlement of
the question. After the town had demon-
strated its willingness to comply 'with Mr.
Gould’s proposition and definite settlement
was looked for, Chief Engineer Taylor, act-
ing for the federal government wrote the
town council yesterday, that Mr. Gould
had no authority to take any step regard-
ing the location of the divisional point or
shops of the St. John, & Quebec Railway,
as it was a matter belonging solely to the
dominion government.

In the whole affair there seems some-
thing significant and. it ‘appears that influ-
ences ‘are at work to secure the divisional
point for Fredericton or keep it away from
Woodstock. The people feel that this town
has a right to expect consideration.

DAVAGE BY BLASTING

Those at home at the time in the flat
occupied by Mrs. James Creary, 203 Main
street, yesterday afternoon, were given a
fearful shock about 3.30 o’clock, when a
quantity of stone crashed through one of
the front windows from the street, carry-
ing with it the casing and demolishing the
glass.

WITH PROCESSION AT
EUCHARISTIC CONGRESS

Vienna, Sept, 14—Although a heavy rain
fell yesterday there was a large attendance
at the meetings of the Kucharietic Con-
gress.

Dr. Paul Pfeifer of Vienna, in a discus-
sion on the subject of homes for theolog-

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AUTOS AND ROIADS

The New Brunswick Automobile Associ-
ation seeks to have the:money which it
.paye into the provincial rewenue expended
to improve the roads. Onwthis point the
“Toronto Globe says:

“Britain appears to be-solvfirig the hith--
erto perplexing problem of¥ keeping her
good roads in repair, and fat the same
time encouraging the use of} automobiles.
Two years ago Mr. Lloyd+George had leg-
islation passed by which theyamounts paid
for automobile licenses, mo¢matter where
issued, and a special dutyton«petrol-or any
other motive power used:for autos, were
set aside for road improvements,.the con-
struetion of nmew roads, mew bridges,
straightening and wideningpof highways
wherever the central board, Qwhlch man-
ages the funde raised ehould,}in coneulta-
tion with the municipal awthorities, de-
¢ide. During the past yearthe sum of
almost $6,400,000 has been available from
the Road Board, in addition:to the moneys
paid by the municipalities, and" the result
is that everywhere good roads:are made
i better and bad roads are rapidly disappear-
ing in the British Isles. ‘Wherever a mun-
i icipality desires to improve:a purely local
' roadway the services of thetRoad Board’s
experts are freely placed at.the disposal
of the local authorities, and if the road
is meant to' assist farmers, fruit-growers,
poultrymen, or other industry:to have &
good road to the railway or market a
grant is alwaye made to help in the neces-
sary work. Many old country farmers are
sanguine enough to believe that in the
course of a few years, ‘'when the license
fees on all vehicles are payable!to the
Road Board, the total expense of the
roadway system of Britain will be borne
by the central funds, and road rates disap-
pear altogether.” ;

To make such a system effective in Can-

ada or in this province it would be neces-
sary to have a central authority. This
could be provided, and money expended
| in such a manner as to ensure a constant
jincrease in the mileage of permanent
i roads, so greatly needed not only by mo-
torists, but the farmers of the country.

SOME DIFFICULTIES

Before Mr. Borden launches a scheme to
change the system of government of the
' Empire he must answer some questions
put by Sir George Reid of Australia, who,
by the way, is the man who was moved
by tory boastings to observe ironically
that the Canadians were great talkers but
not so vigorous in action. Referring to
the question of imperial government, and
especially to an imperial parliament, Sir
George pointed out that there are 360,000,
000 British subjects who are mnot of the
white race. Then he said:

“When you would recast parliament in
an Imperial mould is there to be no ac-
count taken of these 360,000,000 Asiatic
subjectea? Would we sit bappily in an Im-

- perial parliament hearing our actions with

. regard to the emigration of these inhabit-

ants of India discussed? In such a case
what harmony would there be?”

Again, assuming that all these people
were left out of the count, Sir George saw
no solution of the difficulties. He eaid:—

“Re;ﬁove the representation of these
myriads altogether and deal for a moment
with the 60,000,000 white Britishers. Sup-
pose that the new parliament consisted of

. one member for every million of popula-
tion. How happy would Australia with
i her five members or you.with your six or
seven be should forty-five from the mother
|'country decide upon and carry some me-
thods of taxation to us obnoxious? No!
Local parliaments in the different domin-
whe are the safety-valves of Empire, while
pn ‘Imperial parliament might result in a
!calumty such as caused your neighbors
‘across the border to be known as the
United States at the present day.”

Those Canadians who have lately dis-
covered that they have a mission to save
the Empire will discover in the end that
the task is not ome to be settled off-hand
at a party caucus or in an after-dinner
speech. Changes must be gradual, and
made with exceeding care.

A POSER FOR BORDEN

Those Conservatives who derived the
|'maval policy of 8ir Wilfrid Laurier and
* sneered at the “tin pot navy,” are ans-
| wered by. no less a personage than Sir
| Richard McBride, the Conservative prem-
ier of British Columbia. Sir Richard de-
| clares that his province expects Mr. Bor-
! den to execute a etrong and adequate naval
policy on the lines laid down by Bir Wil-
frid Laurier. Sir Richard is quite ready
to endorse an “emergency contribution to
almost any extent if it is shown to be
necessary, but he eees no immediate

danger. Here are his words:—

“I regard this German war ecare as an
exceedingly unfortunate, ill-advised ex-
ploitation.”

When Sir Wilfrid Laurier remarked in
Ottawa recently that there was no serious
German peril he was denounced by the
Conservative press with some vigor. Will
they now denounce Sir Richard McBride?
And how will Mr. Borden bring his Que-
bec supporters into harmony with those of
British Columbia on the naval question?

It grows more and more apparent that
the Laurier naval policy is the policy for
Canada. Neither Liberals nor Conserva-
tives will object for one moment to an
emergency contribution when it is need-
ed, but since Mr. Winston Churchill has
declared in parliament that the British
government has the situation well in hand,
and since Mr. Borden does not appear to
be in any hurry to announce a naval pol-

licy or to call parliament together, we may

assume that the need for such a contribu-
tion is still somewhat remote. But there
ie immediate and urgent need for the
adoption of a Canadian naval policy, in
order that this country-may be able to do
something toward the protection of its
own coasts and commerce.

MANNERS AND SPEECH

Do parents and teachers pay enough at-
tention to the training of boys and girls
in good manners and correct speech?

The question is raised by the Maritime
Merchant in some observations relative to
the Nova Scotia teachers’ convention. The
article is worthy of géneral attention, for
when one thinks about it the defects to
which the Merchant refers are far too
prevalent. We quote:—

“We think the occasion opportune to say
scmething regarding the deficiencies of too
many boys—we will not include the girls—
ir. two points that are very important and
essential to their best success in life. One
of these is an ability to speak correctly;
the other to be polite. Not less than sev-
enty-five per cent. of the youths with whom
one comes in contact these days seem to
have forgotten that prepositions govern
the objective case and that the moun com-
plement of the verb “to be” is always in
the same case as the subject. It seems tx
us that much of the time that is given to
storing the mind of the average child in
the public schools with a knowledge of
subjects which will not be directly useful
in after life, might better be given to im-
pressing him with the correct use of the
King’s English. Of course, we realize that
this instruction should come from the
home. But if it doesn’t—and apparently
it doesn’t—then it devolves wupon the
school teachers to correct the defects in
speech with which they find children grow-
ing up.

“The same thing ‘obtains with respect
to ordinary manners. In nineteen cases out
of twenty, boys speaking to their elders
omit the polite “Sir”” in their address. They
seem to think that if they make ‘use of
it they sacrifice their sense of independ-
ence. This eort of thing may not be very
much of a handicap in the community in
which the boy lives, but it certainly is
when he goes away from home. There is
nothing that the public appreciates more
than politeness and we can think of very
few things that we would rather have said
of the youth of Nova Scotia than that
they are the most polite of all youths of
America.”

AUDIENGES DON'T COUNT

Nation Goes on Writing and
Staging Weird Dramas and Old
Time Comedies and Paying All
The Bills—Hobby Proves Ex-

pensive One ‘

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
London, Sept. 5—W. H. C. Nation’s
‘dramatic season at Wyndham's theatre
Lere has drawn attention to ome of the

most amazing characters in England. Years
ago, fascinated by the stage and possessed
of plenty of the world’s goods, he went
into management at Sadler’s Wells theatre,
presenting plays ‘largely written by him-
self; at various times since he has re-ap-
peared in the same role and, though his
plays were hopeless, his companies were be-
|low criticism, his box office receipts would
not pay his lighting bills)\ and his mone-
tary loss must have been enormous, he has
kept serenely on his way, taking a huge
delight in his own productions and not
caring tuppence whether audiences came
or not.

His ' offering this year at Wyndham’s
one of the best of the West End houses, is
voted the worst of his many productions.
1t i8 divided into two parts, the first
consisting of a two-act drama translated
from the French, the second of a three-
act “musical comedy.” The first is an ex-
traordinary affair in which the characters
come on the stage and indulge in long un-
interesting dialogue in monotonous - voices
and then go off to make room for others.
It is almost impossible to follow the story,
which does not amount to anything when
it is finally run down.

Nation says he paid a maa to tramslate
the play from the original French and
then “added a bit here and there my-
self.” Of the musical comedy it is im-
Possible to speak seriously. Nation admits
he is largely responsible for the words and
almost wholly responsible for the songs
and music. There are five principals in the
cast and a chorus of the same number—
two doldiers and three attendants of a
court which is as elusive in its identity as
Anthony- Hope’s “Ruritania.” The scen-
ery gives no clue, for it is made up of a
Moorish interior through the wideportal
of which can be seen a Venetian canal, a
bit of Luna Park and a newly harvested
wheat field. The last is necessary to ex-
cuse the inclusion of Nation’s “Harvest
Song” in the second act, which really has
nothing whatever to do with the show.

To Empty Houses

Night after night these two productions.
are given to empty seats in one of the larg-
est theatres in the Neart of London. . Out-
side there is a regular box office in which
the official dozes and sighs for the audi-
ences that never come. In the foyer there
are a small army of attendants who never
“ettend’ ’anybody. Inside the theatre
there are programme girls and ushers, man-
agers galore, a full orcheéstra and rows up-
on rows of empty seats. The actors and
actresses come on and do their turns and
take encores when the ushers and program-
me girls applaud, just as if they were play-
ing to record houses.

In the wings of the stage sits a little
old round shouldered man with long sil-
very grey hair and beard. He follows with
rapt attention every word uttered by the
performers, When they forget their lines
be prompts them in a voice plainly audi-
ble to the audience of attendants in front.
His long thin hand beats time to the curi-
ous music, and when the artists come off
after solo numbers he can hardly contain
his joy in hearing his own work render-
ed and, grasping them by the hand, he

» | launches 1nto effusive congratulations.

This little man is W. H. C. Nation, au-
thor, composer, producer and manager.
Every morning for several weeks before his
season opens he is to be found rehearsing
the members of his company. Even dur-
ing the run of his plays he holds a rehar-
sal every morning, arriving at the theatre
about noon and' not leaving until the fall
of the curtain upon the evening's enter-

{tainment some time after eleven.

1t is really a remarkable feat for a man

Jof sixty-nine years, whatever one might

think of the result of all his hard work. He
is not an unusually strong man for his
age to judge by appearances.

Can Afford it

Nobody, not even Nation himself, knows
Eow much his fad has cost him. He is a
country squire and a lord of the manor
down Exeter way and his income is said to
+be something like $250,000 a year. Of this
“amount the present season at. Wyndham's
[will rob him of more than $15,000. He
i knows it and looks forward to the deficit
. with equanimity. If he could get a first-
jclass theatre—and none but a first-class
!house is worthy of his productions, he
believes—he would run his shows at a loss
the year round. Fortunately for him there
is a pretty steady demand for play houses
in the heart of London and it is only at

. odd seasons of the year that Nation can

step ,in and play the theatrical. “angel”
in the style he likes. '

+ A conservative estimate of his total los-
ses in the forty-six years he has, off and
on, been in management, places the figure
iat $300,000. In 1868 he opened Sadler's
Weils Theatre; in the following year he
was to be found at. Astlay’s. In succes-
sion he opened at the Royalty, the old
Holborn, the Charing Cross, Terry's, the
Scala, the Royalty again, and now at
Wyndham's. He ‘has never had a suc-
ces-ful reason and has never expected one.

The writer found him in the office of
Wyndham’s theatre a couple of days ago
attending to the voluminous correspond-
ence incident to theatrical management.
In answer to a remark to the effect that
business did not appear to be very good,
Nation said:

*“Ah, but look at the weather! There
is not a theatre in London doing big busi-
ness. Then this is a bad season of the
year for plays.”

“But why did you open at this time?%"
was asked.

“It is the only time of the year I could
get the theatre,” Nation replied. ‘“All the
first-class houses are cngaged at other

Has Stood Still

Apparently, it has never ocdurred to
Nation that this change of public taste
necessitates a change in production. In-
stead he goes serenely on his way, offering
comedians .that crack jokes of our fathers
and mothers and sing the songs written
and composed by himself when he was a
youth in a silken mustache and mid-Vie-
torian side whiskers. In short, he has
stood still while the world has rushed
swiftly by, leaving him an odd, old-fash-
ioned figure unchanged and unchanging in
a time that makes over its theatrical
modes, from head pieces to shoe tip, with
the coming of every autumn,

With it all Nation is extremely modest.
His attitude appears to be that he should
be permitted to do as hé pleases, since it
is his money and his time that he is wast-

“You know,” he confided to the writer,
“I don’t pretend to compete with George
Edwardes. My productions make no pre-
tentions to being anytning more than they
are.”

“But why,” he was asked, “do you put

a drama and a musical comedy in the same
bill? Isn’t that a bit daring?”

He thought a while and then said:

“Most houses have two plays'in the bill,
nowadays,” referring to the custom of pro-
viding a curtain raiser. “To tell the
truth, I have never given the subject very
much thought. The two shows seem to
give a certain variety to the evening’s en-
tertainment.” .

With that the writer left him, busily
preparing for next year’s show, deciding
which of his many hundreds of songs he
would introduce into the productions and
taking as much joy out of his theatrical
“worries” as if the box office below was
doing a record business. In the orchestra
and dress circle the attendants were busy
preparing for the audiences that never
come, brushing the seats and polishing the
metal work with a zest worthy of a bet-
ter recognition.

HERE ON COMMUNITY WORK

John Bradford, supervisor of community
work in Amherst, will address a meeting
for men and women under Y. M. C. A.
auspices in Congregational church tomor-
row afternoon at 4 o’clock, taking for his
subject The Responsibility of the Com-
munity Towards Its Coming Citizens.

Mr. Bradford has done a great work
during the last year in Amherst. Through
his efforts a study of the recreation situa-

tion was made and the new $50,000 school
building was thrown open at night as a

'community and eocial centre with gym-

nasium classes for employed boys, young
men, employed girls and young women,
reading and story clubs, sewing classes,
social evenings, first aid and health talks,
readings and lectures.

In the schools medical inspection has
been inaugurated, story telling has become
a feature, a school nurse has been em-
ployed and domestic science is being
taught.

affairs, 1

Juvenile police court cases have been
handled, with the result that the number

of cases have been reduced from thirty-five
in a single month last year, to none for
the corresponding month this year.

Parents and others, it is felt, should
make a epecial effort to hear Mr. Brad-
ford on this very important subject.

The meeting will be opened to the publis
and among those invited to occupy seats
on the platform are Magistrate Ritchie,
Mayor Frink and Commissioners Agar,
McLellan, Wigmore, Schofield, Dr. Bridges,
and R. B. Emerson, from the school board,
and W. C. Allison and A .M. Belding,
from' the Playgrounds’ Association.

BOSTON MAYOR
TAKES UP Th
MILK PROBLEM

Thinks the State Should Handle
Supply—Declares in Favor of
Wiping Out the Middleman

Boston, Sent. 12—Mayor Fitzgerald last
night, referring to the proposition of the
milk producers to charge 40 cents a can
for milk and by so doing raise the price to
the consumer to 10 a quart, said that Dis-
trict Attorney Pelletier and the United
States District Attorney should take the
matter up and investigate as to whether
or no there is collusion.

“Milk,” said he, “has become such a

necessary article of food that stringent
laws or regulations should be made for
its handling. There is justice on the side
of the producers in their claim that ‘they
do not get enough for their milk, just as
there is justice in the kicks of the .con-
sumers against the high cost. The middle-
man ehould be wiped out and the milk
sold directly to consumers.
“Under the present system milk is de-
livered here in Boston from all parts of
Vermont, New Hampshire and even from
Canada, with the result that when it
reaches the consumer’s table it is three or
four days old. And yet, by some manner
of means they scem to get by. 1 don’t
hope to accomplish much because there is
so much money behind the contractors.
The state should step in and run it. The
milk goes to the poor man’s table and
ought to be reasonable.”

APOLOGY FOR USING
HER HOUSE AS THE
PLAGE FOR SUICIDE

Boston, Sept. 14—Charles Reiss, aged 32,
married, an electrician by trade, committed
suicide at the house 36 Williams street,
Roxbury, where he had been rooming for
about three weeks.

Rev. Fr. Timothy Hickey of Flat-
bush Gives Them use of Parish
Hall for Festival

Father Hickey, known throughout Brook-
lyn and far beyond as one of the ablest
and most progressive priests, consented to
do all in his power within the rules of the
church. He could not grant the Jews the
use of a Catholic edifice, but he gave them
the use of the Parish Hall at Coney Island
avenue and Avenue C.

The members of the Jewish committee
thanked him warmly and asked what would
be the charge.

“My church asks no pay for its use in
good works,” responded the priest.

“From time immemorial,” said Father
Hickey last night, “the Jews have been
willing to aid the believers of the Catholic
faith. Surely in the broad morality of the
modern age I may give, so far as [ can, to
the aid of those who worship God.”

The Hebrew residents of the vicinity are
enthusiastic in their praise of Father Hick-
ey’s attitude. .

York Reach $724,432

New. York, Sept. 13—The Postal Savings

| Bank 'hds -heen a great success' in the first:

year of its exist So successful ‘has it
been that branches have been. established
about, the borough at the various carrier’
stations until the system is-now made up
of twenty-two parts, each of which is thriv-
ing. The last three new branches were
opened one month ago.

Monday was the first anniversary of
the establishment of the first branch, the
central branch at the post office building,
in Washington street. On the first day

136 men, women and children opened ac-
counts and deposited together the sum of
$2,355. On Friday Postmaster E. W.
Voorhies furnished the figures of the
bank’s transactions for the first eleven
months of its existence. At the end of
this period, August 1, Brooklyn stood sev-
enth in the list of cities in which the
banks had been established. It had then
on deposit the sum of $489,563. The num-
ber of depositors was 8,374.

The people who have benefitted by the
bank are those who camr deposit only small
amounts and who must be able to with-
draw their money as they need it, a ne-
cessity not contemplated by the rules laid
down by the savings banks. In conse-
quence of this condition the withdrawals

L have been enormous in comparison with

the deposits. In the eleven months there
were 12,243 withdrawals of sums ranging
from $1 to $500. The aggregate amount
taken out in the eleven months was $234,-
869, while the entire amount deposited
in the period was $724,432. In other words

the withdrawals amounted to about 33 1-3
per cent. of the deposits.

NEW-OL FUEL SHP
~ MAKES GOOD RECORD

The Christisn X Bums 710 Tons of

New Orleans

The first’ of the- Hamburg-Aerican line's
new oil burning vessels to quifive at New
Orleans was the Christian X., which
reached -that port. last week from Hamburg
affer a successfnl voyage. The Christian X,
is of the new “stackless” type, equipped
with Diescl engines, using a low grade of
petroleum oil. The driving machinery,
which is extremely compact, does away
with cumbersome coal bunkers, the neces-
sity of many stokers and the delay of coal-
ing.

The Christian X. left Hamburg on July
22, and on her first day, with good weather
made an average of 11 1-2 nautical miles an
hour. Later, under- heayy weather and
storm conditions, /her general average for
the trip was 11.01 nautical miles an hour.
She spent four days in port at Havana
and eight at Vera Cruz, and consumed 710
tons of oil. This i& a creditable record for
a vessel of this size driven by oil engines,
for the Christian X.is 370 feet long by 53
feet beam and, loaded, her tonnage is 9,
800. She has two heavy duty engines,
which can be controfled by a single lever,
and reversed from full speed ahead to full
speed astern in less than nine seconds.

The exhaust gases, after being cooled,
pass out 49 feet above the deck through
the aftermast, which is hollow.

‘Lloyd George Has Precedents in

Many Countries in His Present

Plan

London, Sept. 13—In 1801, the French
parliament had before it a bill proposing
to divide the whole nation into five clas-
ses. In the first were to be the parents
of ten children, who were to be honored
by wearing a tri-color ribbon in their hats.
On the other hand bachelors were to suf-
fer all kinds of disabilities. No bachelor
was to be allowed to dispose of property
at death; he was not to be permitted to
attend any public. meetings; and he was
to be compelled to wear a green-and-yel-
low cockade in his hat whenever he went
along the streets!

Germany, too, had the trouble long years
ago, and curious measures were put for-
ward as remedies for it. A motion was in-
troduced to make unmarried men pay €0
many taxes that it would be impossible
for them to live in the state. Another
suggestion was ~that half the income of
childless couples ehould be taken from
them, and that they should be forced to
dress in official costume of a drab-brown
hue, which would make them the ecorn
and scoff of all other people!

Germany proposed that all married folk
who had more than eight children should
live with payment of but a third of the
ordinary taxes, while, if a courageous hus-
band and wife managed to have more than
a dozen children, they were to have a
house provided by the municipality free of
all rent and rates.

That famous ruler of France, the Grand
Monarch, went even further than this in
his efforts to mitigate the much-declining
From an edict is-
sued at Tournay it is found that the state
actually offered very decent pensions to
parents. Fathers of ten children were to
be exempt from all taxes and rates what-
ever, if such men belonged to the peasant
class; if-they belonged to the aristocratic
class they were to receive a yearly pension
of $5,000. Should parents of this class
have a dozen children they were to be
given $10,000. as an annual gift from the
state for life!

Sweden long ago had to face a similar
problem. Her rulers found that if the
birth-rate did not materially improve, be-
fore many more years things would be so

! serious that the little nation would be in

danger of being overwhelmed by fierce
rivals and surrounding foes who had long
wanted the Baltic coast as their own. So
Sweden offered many advantages to par-
ents who had a certain number of little
ones:; and her benefits were arranged in
a regular scale, increasing by something
like a geometrical progression in value, af-
ter the lowest limit of six children was
passed.

The chancellor of the exchequer, Lloyd-
George, has, then, many good old examples
to work from in his present attempts to
improve the birth-rate in these islands.
The Kaiser is equally anxious and keen in
Germany today for a eimilar tendency is
manifesting itself strongly there with ve-
spect to the declining number of births.

CREATE

Police Must Find
New Ways To
A_ Check Them

SCHOOL FOR DETECTIVES

. Panis Streets No Place For Prom-

enade After Nightfal — An
Attack By Apaches as an In-
stance—Fearful Act of Mother
Whose Mind Becomes De-

ranged

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Paris, Sept. 4—The increase in the num-
ber of crimes by armed bandits has made
the government realize that the organi-
zation of the police is defective and mo
longer answers requirements. After creat-
ing a “criminal brigade” specially charged
with the pursuit of armed criminals, M,
Lepine, prefect of police, has decided to
open a police school whose chief aim shall

~be the professional education of detec-
' tives attached to' that brigade.

Up to the present, professional secrets
have been transmitted from detective to
detective. Experienced detectives have
been in the habit of giving recruits. in-
dication of their duties. No principles or
rules have been set down in a regular
manner, M. Lepine, though believing
that the old method is a good one, desires
to modify it to some extent. In future
Dr. Bertillon, chief of the department de-
voted to the identification of criminals,
will have the direction of the police. He
will be'aided by officers from the detec-
tive force who have dictinguished them-
selves most in the capture of famous crim-
inals.

The ‘most effective means of investi-
gation employed up to the present has
been the examination of the fingerprints
left by criminals at the place of crime. The
imprint of part of a finger is sufficient to
identify 'the individual out of 100,000
records. The difficulty consists in detect-
ing such imprint. Up to the present this
has been entrusted to a special service
under the management of M. Bertillon
‘himself, and only used in the case of im-
portant crimes. During the eighteen
years his method has been in use not a
single mistake has been made. In future,
therefore, it will be taught to all members
of the brigade of criminal investigation,
who will thus be able to use it in all cases
of erime, . =
~The same detectives will have to learn
to take the imprints of footmarks on the
ground and in rooms with specially pre-
pared sheets of gelatine impregnated with
glycerine. The imprints thus obtained are
superior to the best photograph. The
criminal brigade will be composed only of
detectives capable of properly conducting
such investigations and who are well ac-
quainted with an album containing a de-
scription of all expatriated criminals.

On the other hand, M. Briand, the min-
ister of justice, being of the opinion that
magistrates are not sufficiently severe to-
wards those making free use of revolvers,
has addressed circultrs to all the courts
recommending the vigorous application of
the law of 1834, which severely punishes
those carrying prohibited arms. This is
only a temporary measure until the new
law, clamoured for.all over France, has
been voted by parliament, M. Briand’s
circular contains an exhaustive survey of
all cases of carrying prohibited arms, and
makes a distinction between habitual of-
fenders and those carrying weapons as
a means of defence only.

By a somewhat belated show of severity
the government has ordered the dissolu-
tion of all the school teachers’ syndicajes
in France on account of proceedings at
their recent congress in Chambery, when
‘a few dozen of their delegates voted some
violent anti-militarist resolutions,

In Paris Streets

What with the motor-'bus that flies by
day and the Apaches who walk in dark-
ness, the streets of Paris are not the
safest in the world. A little after mid-
night three brothers were making their
peaceable and sober way home to the Rue
des Moines when they saw some individuals
at the corner of a street. As the brothers
approached three of the suspicious charac-
ters detached themselves from the group
and made off towards the Avenue de
Clichy, some fifty yards away. The other
three bore down on the brothers and
“Hands up!” they cried in  chorus, each

gering his man with a revolver.

The brothers, who were unarmed, were
forced to comply. In a few seconds they
were stripped of all their valuables—
watches, money and scarf pins. The search
over, the leader of the Apaches began to
threaten his victims. “If you are unlucky
enough to cry out or denounce us, we will
do for you. We'll get you sooner or later,
vou understand. And now.” this to his
companion, “it’s time to scoot.”

The brothers, in spite of the threats,
lost no time in calling out for help. Soon
the police were on the track of the fugi-
tives, two of whom they ran down and
arrested. Taken to the station the prison-
ers gave their names as Henri Lenoble,
called the “White Rat,”” and Gabriel
Crigod, rejoicing in several Parisian nick-
names. The police are on the track of
their accomplices.

Reconcilliation With Royal
Head of German Empire
"Looked For

WANTS T0 LEARN T0 BE KOG

They Are Exercised in Fatherland
Over, Foreign Words Creeping
Into the Language—A Scheme
To Reproduce the Light of
Day

(Times Special Correspondence.)

Berlin, Sept. 3—Not a few Germane
are pleased that the recent illness of the
German Emperor has given the ‘Crown
Prince a more serious part to play than
often falls to his lot. The taking over of
some of the emperor’s duties by his son is
an opportunity, and the doings of the
young crown prince are being closely fol-
lowed by many thousands in the German
empire.

It is rumered, though it is not easy to
say on what the rumor is Younded—though
one quickly euspects that the wish here
s parent to the thought—that something
more than mere thanks ‘and congratula-
tions may result from the crown prince’s
duties at the manoeuvres in Saxony. They
may lead to a closing up of the breach
which has ecparated him from his father
for some few years, and may also lead to
the definite conclusion of his so-called “‘ex-
ile” in Danzig. Already eeveral announce-
ments have appeared, and have immedi-
ately been denied, certifying that the
¢rown prince and the crown princess were
to be in Berlin for the court festivities
this season.

The matter seemed just as uncertain zs
ever, and -there was nothing to help one
to fortell whether the.crowa-prince’s gar-
rison life at Danzig would last another
year, or was soon to come to an end. How-
ever, i1t now eeems clear that the uncer-
tain health of the empress will lead to
the delegation of some of her duties dur-
ing the court festivities to her daughter-
{n-luw.' This would mean a temporary eo-
Journ in Berlin of the crown prince and
princess, and the present duties in the
manoeuvres are thought to be a very fav-
orable opportunity for the emperor to
make this temporary sojourn more perm-
anent by giving the crown prince hig prom-
ised and predestined cuwmand at Potsdam.

There are several reasons why this
cb_ange is desired. First of all, the crown
prince’s undopbted popularity naturally
leads his admirers to wish that he should
be more of a figure in court life, and, sec-
ondly, many in the high government of-
fices, with whom the empire and the flag
count for infinitely more than any small
difference between a young prince and his
father, think it is high time the heir to
the throme should have some real close
and even responsible acquaintance with
state affairs.

Even those who have severely criticized
the crown prince’s attitude in the Reich-
stag debate last year are insistent on the
second point. They do not fear the much-
talked of chauvinism of the prince. If
it exists, it is more moderate than is sup-
posed, they say, and in any case it is some-
what to be excused in a young prince with
military training kept out of touch with
the principal affairs of etate. There is no
innate recklessness; training will soon
show him how elowly imperial policies
have to develop.

Such - are the opinions of the crown
prince’s more responsible admirers, who
see in him a generous, light-hearted young
man with many-sided capabilities and a
much greater gift for serious thought than
appearances—and popular legend—might
indicate. It is rather unfortunate, they
say, that he should eo often be photo-
graphed on the race course or at some
smart, but comparatively frivolous, society
function; it would be libel to argue that
this is really the charaeeer of the imperial
heir. These pleaders have something more
than friendly conviction to go upon, more-
over; they have letters from the crown
prince, including one or two to his friend,
Count Hochberg, in which the desire to
learn the arts of statesmanship or king-

breach between himself and his father de-
finitely healed are most plainly stated with
a certain naivette which has made a
strong appeal to many of those who have
seen these letters.

Keeping Foreign Words Out

Patriotic Germans, including the Kaiser,
have long been exercised over the increas-
{ngly large number of 1oreign worde creep-
ing into the German language. Various
unofficial means have been adopted to stop
the use of these “Fremdenworter,” but it
has remained for the Saxon Landtag to
deal with the matter by legislation. In a
new education bill it is provided that Ger-
man words are to be used instead of the
foreign words as far as possible, and a
number of illustrations are provided.

Among the more interesting of these
are:—

For Geography—Erukunde,
earth knowledge.

Stenography—Kurschreibkunst, the art
of short-writing,

Geometry—Reumlehre, teaching of space.

Suspension—vorlaufige Amtsenthebung,
provisional exemption from office.

While in many inetances it is doubéful
whether the new German substitutes con-
vey the precise meaning of the discarded
foreign words, it is certain that they do
not tend towards brevity.

The experiment of appointing a woman

The duties of this wo-
man policeman have been exceedingly on-
erous, and the sum of $10 weekly, at
which the thrifty burghers of Etuttgart
placed her salary, seems quite incommen-
surate with the discretion and courage she
is called upon to exercise.

The idea of Germany as an automatical-
ly self-disciplined nation always willing to
obey . the silent orders of ‘Verboten”
wherever they be placed (there are no
more ‘‘Verboten” in Germany, by the
way, than there are “Defendus” in
France), must be abandoned if one is to
to believe the statistics published by the
“Berliner Tageblatt,” which give one per-
son out of every twelve as having received
some conviction for transgression of the
law. °

One girl out of every 213, one boy out
of forty-three, one woman out of twenty-
five, and one man out of six have had
some trouble with the law, and have come
off “eecond best.” These figures, which
are given for the first time, the “Tage-
blatt”” considers a clear proof that some-
thing remains to be altered in the Ger-
man law.

Something New in Lighting

One of the largest firms specializing in
electric fittings in Berlin has just taken
out a patent for the substitution of mar-
ble for glass in the case of some styles of
decorative house lighting.

After innumerable experiments with
tinted and patterned types of glass, with
the aim of producing a light.from electric
filament lamps that would scarcely be dis-
tinguishable from daylight, one of the
staff decided to test the qualities of other
material. His firet essay was with marble,
A sheet of white marble was planed
down until eo thin ae to be semi-trans-
parent, and then different intensities of
light were shown from behind. The result
was exactly what eo many hundreds of ex-
periments had failed to produce.

Developing this discuvery, the ‘firm has
now fitted a series of lights to the corn-
ices of a room with such success that it

Dublin,  Sept. iv',-f'l'he ‘gréat Ulster bluff
is developing ‘rapidly and now we have at
last some clear idea of what the program-
me of the new Irigh rebels ig to be. The
whole thing is to ¢ome to a'head on “Ul-
ster Day,” which has been fixed for Sept.
28, when, we are told, a million Ulster men
and women are to sign a. new “‘solemn cov-
enant” to cut loose from the British Em-
pire when. Ireland ' becomes a self-govern-
ing ‘state withf its’ borders. i
There are gigns that even in Belfast a
good many people are waking up to the
absurdity of it all. To begin with' there
are not a million men and women in all
Ulster. The total population, including
babies in ‘arms,  is' about a million, and a
good half of them are’ Nationalists. Prob-
ably a couple of hundred thousand: adults
is the sunr of the Unionist population of
Ireland and there are guite a few thous-
ands of them who will not sign the docu-
ment which it is hoped will become - his-

toric.

The first signers, by the way, are to be
Lord Londonderry—the descendant of the
infamous Castlereagh—and Sir Edward Car-
son, the two valiant warriors on whom
“Ulster” is relying to lead it to battle.
Then it is to be signed by mayors, justices
of the peace, clergymen and other notables,
after whom the rank and file will be allow-
ed to affix their names.

The position of these Ulster rebels has
been delightfully satirised by “George
Birmingham,” an Irish novelist, whose
real name is J. O’Hannay, and who is the
Protestant rector of Westport, County
Mayo. In his new book, “The Red Hand
of Ulster,” he tells of an Irish American
millionaire, whose grandfather was evicted
in the great famine and who has imbibed
hatred of England with his mother’s milk.
He has retired from business and dcterm-
ired to devote hig fortune and the rest of
his life to freeing Ireland,from the Eng-
lish yoke, but when he arrives in Ireland
he finds that the Nationalists do not want
to be freed. On the contrary, with home
rule in sight, they are all loyal subjects of
the king.

In Belfast, however, he finds the only
people in Ireland who want to fight Eng-

The same idea forms the text for a lead-
ing article in “Sinn Fein,” a weekly paper
which advocates the complete independence
of Ireland. It counsels all true friends of
Ireland in the south to give aid and com-
fort to the Ulster rebels-and hints that ac-
cidents might happen totrains conveying
British troops from the south and midland,
to make war on Ulster. . It also suggests
that George Clark, head of Workmen &
Clark, Belfast shipbuilders, and also one
of the heads of the Orange order, might
build and equip a few fast cruisers which
could inflict great damage on the enemy’s
cities of Liverpool and Glasgow, and might
even, with luck, get far ehough up the
Thames to have a shot at Buckingham Pal-
ace.

Of course it is all delicious fooling, but
there is a substratum of truth in it. Men
who have just come back from Belfast
report that King George’s name is regular-
ly hissed now at the Orange meetings and
that in some of the country districts clergy-
men are afraid to read the ordinary pray-
ers for the king and the royal family.
The government is fully alive to what is
going on. in Ulster. Dublin Castle hag a
list containing the name §f every manin
the disaffected district. who aavns a ritle of

wv{revolver, with full particulars, and the
Jownet’s ability to use it.. It also.has &

full list of the membership of all the
“marching clubs,” “athletic associations,”
and “miniature rifle clubs” which have
sprung up recently about Belfast, and at
the first sign of trouble would be able to
lay them all by the heels in short order.
Some of the proceedings of these new
rebels are really tomchildlike. A few days
ago Mr. McMordie, the Lord Mayor of
Belfast, wrote to- the War wuriice asking
for some thousands of discarded army rifles
for the use of a body called “The Young
Citizen Volunteers of Treland.” These
“young volunteers,” he said, are to carry
on the work of the Boy Scouts, Boys’ Brig-
ades and other semi-military juvenile ae-
sociations when the boys outgrow them,
the object being “to inculcate patriotism
and discipline and to continue athletic
training.” Mr. McMordie suggested that
the rifles could be rendered ‘“unfit for fir-
ing,” but the War Office was not to be
caught by so transparent a bait. A rifle
“unfit for firing”” might be rendered fit
again by a competent gunsmith, so tne
lord mayor's request was refused.
Now it is stated that a supply of rifles
will be obtained anyway. Of éourse people
who are willing to pay for them can al-
ways obtain old army rifles from the con-
tractors who buy up condemned military
stores. It may be pointed out, however,
that these contractors are on excellent
terms with the War Office and always noti-
fy it in’ case of any suspiciously large sale
of war material.
The latest piece of news is that the
Belfast Corporation has granted the use
of the City Hall for the Ulster Day de-
monstrations. The use of public build-
ings for political purposes is illegal, and it
is likely that the courts will be called on
to intervene in this case.

HERE'S GAS AT A LOW RATE

Edmonton Had offers of Five Cents
and Twenty-one Cents—To Vote on,

Question of Municipal Plant

Edmonton, Alta., Sept. 13—When the
city council of Edmonton called a special
election for September 23, at which the
rate-payers are asked to sanction improve-
ment ordinances involving $1,000,000, of
which $770,000 is for a municipal-owned
gas supply and distributing plant, the com-
missioners received proposals for natural
gas at bargain counter rates.

H. R. Campbell, who has a well within
three miles of the city limits, offers to sup-
ply gas at five cents a thousand cubic feet
or. a basis of 2,000,000 feet a day. A Mac-
leed, associated with Eugene Coste, presi-
dent of the Western Canada Natural Gas,
Heat, Light & Power company, wants s
franchise for twenty years to supply gas
at the city boundary at fifteen cents for
commercial purposes, twenty-seven cents
for domestic purposes, or a flat rate of
twenty-one cents. The council recently de-
cided not to grant franchises for any pub-
lic utility.

Dear Sir:—I am sending you this photo
of myself, which I hope you will like, and
I trust it may serve to remind you of
me during th??e years in which I am most
unfortunately® prevented from living at
Escrick, owing: to the heavy death duties
which have to be paid out of the estate
which I have inherited from my father.

I cannot tell you how sorry I am that
this should be the case, nor how much I
desire to live among you and to be associ-
ated in all the work of my estate, but I
have no choice, but to let Escrick Park
and live elsewhere else, unless the stand-
ard of efficiency at which the property
has been kept in recent years is consider-
ably lowered. So you eece that my ab-
sence is. forced upon me through causes
which I cannot control.

But I hope very much that some day I
shall be able to live in my home again and
to renew personally those happy relatioas
which I know always existed between my
father and all of you.

LONDON'S STATUE PUZZLES

Visitors Find Delight in Wonder-
ful Grape Vine — Smoking Is
Becoming Moré Prevalent |
Among Women — Remarkable
Prices Paid at Art Sales

(Times’ Special _Correspondence)

London, Sept. 4—8t. Paul's Cathedral is
being made fireproof. This great national
fabric, whose ‘safety from fire and subter-
ranean subsidences has been the perpetual
concern of architects and surveyors, is to-
day Rgmg equipped with what is probably
the most extensive installation of fire pre-~
ventive appliances of any public building
in' the world. It is hoped that when the
work is complete a repetition of such dis-
asters as befell the earlier structures in
1088 and 1666 will be beyond the region of
possibility.

The intelligent foreigner who visits Lon-
don must frequently find himself puzzled
by the many statues which he comes across
in the parks and public squares, puzzled
because in so many cases little, if any, in-
formation is obtainable from the ingerip-
tion on the pedestal as to why the indi-
vidual in question should be thus honored.
“Viscount Palmerston,” “Lord Derby,
1799-1869,” “Clive, 1725-1774,” are the
brief words of the inscriptions on the me-
morials which bear these names, and thera
the matter ends. To the foreigner Lon- !
don is full of mystery statues, and there |
are some which still bafle Englishmen. |

There is, for instance, the statue im
Trinity-square, Southwark, said to repre-
serft Alfred the Great. The crowned figure
of stone is more than life size, and clothed
in loose robes with a girdle at the waist,
the robes are gathered up in the left-hand,
and a mantle, fastened at the throat, is
worn. Nothing is known as to its origin.
It is said to represent Alfred the Great,
but there is no valid ground for this as-
sumption. :

A Famous Grape Vine

A large number of Americans have visit-
ed Cumberland Lodge this season to see
the great grape vine, which is one of the .

gest and most celebrated /in the king-
dom, being even larger and ‘finer than the
far-famed tree at Hampton Court. The
tree yields ‘between 500 and 600 bunches
of .grapes, averaging 41b. to 51b. each, and
some even turn the scale at 61b. The vine
is 120 ft. in length and 20 ft. wide, and
covers a roof area of more than 2,400 feet.
It is nearly 150 years old, and is still reck-
ored one of the best in Europe. ;

At ‘one time it yielded as many as 2,000
bunches of prapes in a single seasom, but
the quality was not nearly so good as since
the number has been more limited. The
grapes are of the black Hamburg variety,
and they are sent for the use of His Ma«
jesty as required. The fruit is said to be
of better quality than is produced in any
of the vineries in the royal gardens. Some-
times bunches are forwarded to the various
hospitals by order of the king.

It is a far cry to 1915, but arrangementy
are already well in hand for the great
imperial exhibition. which is to be held at
Earl’s Court. The date very probably has
been carefully chosen, and 1915 will be one
of the most memorable years in. the cen-
tury.

Trades and Labor Congress Wagt Re-
' peal—Closing of Federation Conven-

Guelph, Ont., Sept. 13—This has been

the busiest day of the Trades. and Labor:

congress, three sessions being held, at
which the time was divided between the
adoption of resolutions, a protest from
French Canadian8 against a report in a
Toronto paper that they placed racial con-
siderations before the cause, and 'a discus-
sion of the Lemieux Act. ;

The whole afternoon was spent in a dis-
cussion on the latter question, the con-
gress going into committee of the whole
with Sir George Askwith, who is here from
London, enquiring into the workings of the
labor laws in Canada. The net result of
the afternoon session was the adoption in
committee of a resolution endorsing the
action of the Calgary convention last year
asking for the repeal of what is generally
known as the Lemieux Act. This was
adopted unanimously. There were a num-
ber of points brought out in the discus-
sion, the removal of the right to strike and
complaints at the manner in which the
act had been administered being the chief

{arguments against it.

- There was a spirited discussion over a
resolution to do away with private police
by powerful corporations, and the govern-
ment will be asked to pass a law pro-
kibiting the employment of such men.

Three Rivers, Que., Sept. 13—The resolu-
tion passed at the closing session of the
Canadian Federation of Labor this morn-
ing included the following:

A decision to publish an official organ;
a petition to the dominion government to
restrict the hours of labor for young girls
te 55 hours a week.

The following officers were elected: John
Moffatt, president; George Vepper, vice-
president; G. Mercure, secretary-treasurer;
C. A. Laroche, Edouard Pepin and the of-
ficers, executive committee.

The choice of next year’s meeting place
was left to the executive committee.

FAMOUS JAPANESE GENERAL
AND WIFE DIE IN TRIBUTE
T0 MEMORY OF MIKADO

Tokio, Sept. 13—General Count Maresuke
Nogi, supreme military councillor of the
empire, and his wife, the Countess Nogi,
cemmitted suicide tonight, in accordance
with the ancient Japanese custom as their
final tribute to their departed emperor and
friend, Mutsuhito.

The general cut his
throat with a short sword, and the coun-
tess committed hari-kari.

General Nogi and the countess had at-
tended the funeral services of Mutsuhito
at the palace here today, and it was ex-
pected that they would proceed to Aoya-
ma tonight with the cortege. Instead, at
the conclusion of the ceremony they with-
drew to their modest home in Akasaka,

“FIND UNKNOWN GODDESS

Head Described as That of Second
Venus of Milo

-

Athens, Sept. 13—The discovery of a
hitherto unknown goddess, whose head is
described as that of a second Venus of
Milo, is reported to the Archaeological So-
ciety by Judge Ampelas, of Volo. 'Lhe
didcovery was made on the site of the an-
cient Pagassai, the cemetery of which was
discovered some time ago.

The excavations, which were made by
the cemetery custodian, resulted in laying
bare a temple and the statue of the hith-
erto unknown goddess, Pasicrata, was
found within the ruins. Pasicrata’s mar
ble head was found in splendid preserva-
tion and is equal in size and workmanship
tc the Louvre statue of Venus.

In the ruins there were also found about
1,000 old Greek coins and 100 marble and
terra cotta statuettes and vases of the
fourth century, B.C. Also marble pillars,
dedicated to Pasicrata, and some frescoes,
which are described as ranking among the
rarest and having the finest colors ever
seen.

TICKET PLAN
FOR THE WORLD
BALL SERIES

New York, Sept. 13—Plan for the sale
of tickets in the World’s Championship
Beries in New York and Boston next
month will be .considered by the National
Commission, when that august body con-
venes in Cincinnati next week to preside
over the annual t of players from the
minor leagues. ‘Ticket speculation in its
various phases will be subjected to a thor-
ough airing. :

Pregident James McAleer of the Boston
Club and Secretary Joe O’Brien, of the
New York Club will attend the meeting
to put in drafts for their clubs and in-
cidentally to confer with the commission-
ers on plans to circumvent the speculators
and accommodate patrons of the game in
the two cities without biuding the sale
with unnecessary red tape. i

While no definite =announcement has
been made, it is understood that, the mail
order system of placing tickets in the ad-
vance sale will be abandoned ,at least in
New York, and that seats will be placed
on sale in different parts of the two cities
on a well-advertised date four or five days
previous to the ppening game.

Out-of-town patrons will have to be in
line themselves during this preliminary
sale or be represented by some one who
is personally known to those conducting
the advance sale. The commission will
take the full respomsibility this time, but
it is probable that the.clerical forces of
the two clubs will actually handle the
tickets.

The New York Club wishes to avoid
the confusion which resulted from the at-
tempts to fill mail oders last fall.

Sometimes the number is engaged, if it is,
you hear no bell. You wait and try again.

If the mechanism gets out of order then
‘the trouble starts. The central switch-
board is a wonderful piece of work.

Before the girlless ’phone is in general
use here it will have to be greatly improv-
ed, is the verdict of the officials of the local
telephone company.

The:Prices Higher Than Before

The matter of prices on canned goods
is a subject of much interest with local
dealers both in the wholesale and retail
grocery trade 't present, and it is a ques-
tion which eho‘ulg' of no small interest
to the general rui of housekeepers and
bread-winneps .as well. Of late years
there has been & decided increase, fairly
slow butsteady, dn the price of most
lines of .ganned goeds, and various causes
have been assigned. A well known local
dealer yesterday gave his views on the
subject and eaid..that one of the reasons
for: the ,marked advance in canned goods
was the fact that the canning companies
had so much control over the industry
that, though they were separated in name,
they worked almost as a combine, and an-
9ther reason wase' that the people were eat-
ing, more canned goods than had ever been
the case.© -

The great influx of new settlers to the
west had provided a wonderful market for
canned goods and with the enormous]
growth ' in * population increasing the de-
mand there was .a natural increase in
prices. course in the case of cannéed
vegetables more would have to be grown
than had been the case, but once the
price was raised it was hard to get it back
again, even a cent or two. The high price
of meate was inducing, or rather forcing
many people to eat more canned goods,
and the quantity consumed and sold was
increasing year after year.

The dealer said he had sold nearly twice
as much tinned food stuffs this year up
to the present than he had last, ahd he
could 'gell considerably more if prices re-|
mained lower than the tendency showed.
