ANNUAL REPORT.

The Secretary, Mr, Grawr, read the Annual Report, as follows ;=

. The Council of the Quebec Board of Trade, in closing the year's pro-
ceedings, beg to draw the attention of the Board to the most important
subjects that have engaged their attention during their term of office :

INSPECTION OF ASHES,

The trade in thisarticle has been rapidly declining in Quebeo, until at
the present moment it is so insignificant that the revenue from inspection
fees is not sufficiently large to induce any person to accept the office of
Inspector. Some change in the standard of inspection may be necessary,
and if those interested in the trade would exert themselves to place iton a

more healthy footing, it might be easily revived, much to the advantage of
the city,
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IMPROVEMENTS IN THE NAVIGATION OF THE ST. LAWRENCE.

The Council have taken a deep interest in all questions affecting the
security and efficiency of navigation on the Lower St. Lawrence, and, in
furtherance of that object, have held communication with both the Trinity
House and the Honorable the Minister of Marine and Fisheries. Inaletter
addressed to the latter gentleman, the Council urged on the Government
the removal of the Light House from the centre of Red Island Reef, and
the substitution of a Light Ship at the east end of Red Island Reef, with a
steam fog whistle for thick weather, & Light Ship on Manicougan Shoals,
which are very long and dangerous, and the establishment of guns on Egg
Island, and at Point des Monts, to be fired at short intervals, as is done at
Bic and Green Island, These important Buggestions, your Council have
reason to hope, will be favourably entertained by the Government, as the
Trinity House have approved of them, and submitted estimates to the
Marine Department of the cost of the Light Shi P on Red Island, The gun
on Point des Monts will be fired from 18t April,

ADDRESSES TO LORD MONCK AND SIR N, F. BELLEAU,

On the arrival of His Excellency Lord Monck, as Governor General of
the Dominion of Canada, apd of Sir N. F, Belleau, as Licutenant Governor
of the Province of Quebec, your Council presented them with complimentary
addresses, congratulating them on their appointment to the high and
responsible positions to which they had been called,

CULLING AND MEASUREMENT OF LUMBER.,

The present regulations for the culling and measurement of boards
and planks, intended for exportation, being detrimental to the interests of
the trade, a deputation waited on His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor,
and drew his attention to the matter. After consultation with the Execu-
tive, your Council were informed by His Excellency that the whole subject
had been referred to the Federal authorities at Ottawa. A Special Committee
of the Board, composed of merchants engaged in the timber and deal trade,
have been actively engaged for some time past in revising the present
Lumber Act, and have reported to the Council that several amendments and
additions are hecessary. This report kaving been approved of, has been
forwarded to Ottawa, and strong hopes are entertained that a bill, founded
on these recommendations, will become law.

FLOUR AND MEAL,

The Board of Examiners have been called upon, during the year, to

decide two disputed cases referred to them, under the Inspection Act, for
their arbitration,

SILVER QUESTION,

Considerable correspondence on this vexed subject has taken place
between the Council and the soveral Boards of Trade in Ontario and
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Quebec and the Government, Various plans have boen discussed and sul-
mitted to the Finance Minister for consideration. The import duty of 15
per cent., levied during the first part of the session of the Federal Parlia.
ment, ha had the effect of stopping importation, and as further legislation
1s promised; it is hoped that, with the additional measurés adopted by the
public, the amount of uncurrent coin in circulation will be o materially
reduced as to afford substantial relief to the trade,

INTERNATIONAL LAW.

In June last, Alfred Field, Esq,, Vice-Chairman of the Birmingham
Chamber of Commerce, delegated to visit this continent and confer with
the leading Boards of Trade, was received by the Board, at a very fall
meeting, and entertained at a dinner at the Stadacona Club. The object of
Mr. Field's visit was to obtain the co-operation of the commercial commuy-
nity of the United States and Canads, in favor of such changes in interna.
tional maritime law as would protect all private propeity during war, under
any flag, whether neutral or belligerent, except such articles as may be
declared contraband of war, The Council agreed to co-operate with the
Montreal Board of Trade in furtherance of this object, and both Boards
petitioned the Federal Parliament on the subject.

INTERCOLONIAL BOARD OF TRADE.

Several attempts have been made during the year by the Montreal
Board of Trade to procure a meeting of this Board, but the delegates from
the Lower Provinces not feeling inclined to attend for the present, it has
been postponed. Phe Ottawa Board of Trade have revived the subject, and
another effort to secure a meeting will probably be made, which your
Council hope may succeed,

AID TO THE SOUTH,

Last autumn a communication was received from V. Johuson, Esq., -
late British Consul at Matamoras, soliciting aid on behalf of the suffering
sick and destitute of the Southern States. Immediately on receipt of thig
letter, a subscription list was opened, and liberally responded to, but on the
receipt of information that the poverty and diseas~ were declining, and that
further aid was unuecessary, the contributions, with the consent of the
donors, were applied to another purpose.

ASSISTANOE TO SHIPS IN THE GULF.

The sudden and severe frosts which set in 80 early last fall, and the
strong westerly winds that prevailed, caused considerable anxiety for the
safety of several overdue inward bound vessels with valuable cargoes. The
Council applied tothe Hon, Mr. Mitchell, to send the steamer Napoleon ITT
to the Gulf, which was immediately granted, and the thanks of the trade
are due to the Government as well as the Acting-Manager, C. Huot, Esq.,
for the very prompt menner in which they complied wit. the request of the
Council y

INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAY AND TERMIN US.

On the judicious selection of this important route will probably depend
the future prosperity of the Dominion, and impressed with this conviction,
your Council requested our city members to oppose the resolutions intro-
duced into the House of Commons dariug the fivst part of the Federal
Session, to give the Government the power of selecting the route, unless
they were assured that the Major Robinson line would be chosen, The
Council also petitioned Parliament in favor of that route, and have taken
advantage of every opportunity to press its superior claim on all persons
likely in any way to influence the cecision of the Government. A deputation
also waited on the Governor General, to urge the importance and necessity
of a terminus opy osite the city. The Union Act, however, locates the head
of the Intercolonial at River du Loup, and if it is the desire of the citizens
to have a terminus at Point Levis, communication ought to be opened at
once with the Grand Trunk authorities, who are the proper parties {o
consult in the matter, with the view to the construction of an extension line
to the river side at South Quebec.

THE SHIP.-CARPENTERS' STRIKE,

In December last, a deputation of the ship-carpenters addressed a com-
munication t¢ the Council, requesting them to interfere to settle the unfor-
tunate differences that existed between them and the ship-builders, as to the
rate of wages, and the then nending strike. The Council, estimating the
full force of their appeal, and convinced of the disastrous consequences
which their ill-advised proceedings were producing, undertook the task,
distinctly intimating that in doing 8o they did not in any way recognize the
Union. Interviews wereo accordingly held, both with the men and the
masters, and after considerable time and labor spent in considering the
subject in all its beurings, the Counnil arranged a basis with the builders—
much more liberal than any previous propositions—on which they would
open their yards, and resume operations. Though at first the men some-
what discourteously deolined the terms, they afterwards on refloction con-
sented to them, and went to work, In the interest of themselves and their
families, and that of the important branch of trade with which they are
connected, your Council sincerely hope that for the futurs they will allow
good sense and Jjudgment to control and regulate their acticns,

COMPOSITE SHIPS,

A member of the Board brought under the notice of the Council the
necessity, in the interest of our working population, of introducing the new
system of building ships now in such successful operation ifGreat Britain,
and suggested that Government aid should be asked to the extent of six
dollars a ton, for the purpose of constructing two or three composite ships
as an experiment. Your Council considered the subject and named a depu-
tation, composed of the President, Jas. G. Ross, and the Secretary, on behalf
of the Council, and the Hon. J. E. Gingras, W. H. Baldwin and Capt. McKay,
on behalf of the trade, to wait on the Hon. P. J. O, Chauveau, and represent
to him that while, as a general principle, they were opposed to the system
of bounties to trade, they were prepared to recommend, as an exceptional
case, that some grant should be made to two or three ship-builders, to
enable them to test the matter and secure them against loss. Mr. Chauveau
cordially endorsed the views of the Council, but said it was a subject beyond
the jurisdiction of the Local Goverament, and promised that if the Council
would bring it before the Federal Government or Parliament, it would
receive his strenuous support. The ship-builders have forwarded a petition
to Parliament in favor of a grant, and your Council have memorialised the
Government to favorably consider the request. It is the opinion of several
persons conversant with this branch of business that those composite ships
could bo as cheaply built in Canada as in Great Britain, but as there is
uncertainty and risk attending the experiment, the few builders of any
means amongst us do not feel inclined to incur all the responsibility, and
hence the reason for asking Government support,

BOARD OF ARBITRATION.

An important arbitration case, involving a sum of some $15,000, was
submitted to the Arbitration Board last summer, and satisfactorily dispoged
of. Your Council are strongly of opinion that if the system of arbitration
on commercial questions were more generally resorted to, the decisions

A NEW POST OFFICE.e

The CrairMAN then said :—It now devolves upon e, a8 your represen-
tative at the Board of Harbor Commissioners, to give some account of the
proceedings of that body. The depressed state of trade during the past two
years has told unfaverably upon the revenue, The breakwater at the mouth
of the River St. Charles, constructed in direct opposition to the views of
the Board of Trade, has been completed at a cost of over $200,000, but, so
far as revenue is concerned, has up to this time proved a failure, In
consequence, the Commissioners have found it impossible to dispose of any
more of their bonds at par. The tax upon shipping, a most unrighteous one,
however, will always be available for a large portion of the interest upon
the bonds, and a revival of trade would possibly relieve the Commission
from the worst of its difficulties. It is believed that if the Government
could be induced to guarantee a lower rate of interest than the bonds bear,
the holders would be satisfied and the Commission relieved, whils. no loss
would occur to the national revenue, It has been usual, gentlemen, on the
occasion of the annual meeting of the Board, for the President to give you
a statement of the Liabilities, Assets, Receipts and Expenditure for the
year.

The law provides for a two per cent,. sinking fund, but I see no possi-
bility at present of com plying with it. In justice to myself, I feel bound to
repudiate all responmsibility for the present state of the Commission, Since
I have had the honor of a seat at the Board, the strictest economy has been
practised in the management of the works, and no new expenditure of any
kind has been incurred, beyond a sum of $8,000 to obtain possession of the
Reynar wharf, (the rent derived from which more than covers the interest
of the bonds issued in payment,) and the necessary repairs to the wharves
and buildings. Were the management of the property, however, trans-
ferred to the Trinity House, a considerable sum could be saved annually in
salaries and so forth,

The Cramruax continued thus:—The annual report just read has gone
8o fully into the proceedings of the Council of the Board, that it is unneces-
s?ary for me to offer further comments or remarks thereon. The statement
represents a large amount of work done, whatever may be the results, I
may state that a number of the members of the Board have kindly requested
me to accept the office of President for another Yyear; but although deeply
sensible of the honorable position you have placed me in on two different
occasions, many circumstances of a private nature will prevent my
accepting such an honor for the ensuing year, If elected, it would be im-
possible for me to-fulfil the duties of the office either satisfactorily to myself
or to the Board. Before leaving the chair, I feel there is a duty Iowetoa
gentleman present, I am convinced I ought to pay my tribute of thanks
to our very able and indefatigable Secretary, Mr. Grant, To any one une
acquained with the daily work he performs in behalf of this Board, its real
amount would appear almost incredible. I did not know it myeelf till I
came to preside here, It will, doubtless, be a matter for the consideration
of the incoming Council, whether they should not endeavor to find some
means of providing something like substantial remuneration for his valu.
able services, the allowance at present being purely nominal, Ineed hardly
say he was quite unaware of my intention to bring up this matter ; and I am
not sure—having seen so many instances, on his part, of disinterested labor
for the public benefit—that he will approve of my remarks on this head,
However, I felt I could not leave this chair without referring to our
indebtedness to Mr. Grant as our Secretary. (Loud applause.)

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Ald. Haur praised the wisdom of the Council’s action in this matter,
particularly its concealment of its views till they reached the Minister of
Marine. He condemned the tone ag well as the substance of M, Carrel’s
remarks complaining of the Council, holding that for the Board the ques-
tion was—did they act right or wrong? If the latter, let them be held
responsible in the regular way, The pilots were, perhaps, the best treated
portion of the community, by favor of law and otherwise. The report ought
to pass unanimously.,

Mr. Garngav said they were all aware that the Council were under
oath, with regard to the business of the Board, and that, consequently, there
could be no favors given to any party,

The Cramuan said that on the receipt of the questions from the Minister
of Marine, a Committee of five Wwas appointed to report answers, That
report was adopted by the Council unanimously., They decided, he thought,
properly—that as there were a number of confidential questions, the answers
to which involved some very delicate matter, connected with individuals, it
would not be proper in the interest of the trade to publish them when Mr,
Carrel desired. He had been shown the minutes of the Board, and had no
ground of complaint against the Council. Hedid not seem to understand
that at present pilotage is, by law, compulsory, and that they had no power
to alter it. As to the talk about fair-play to a certain class of pilots, he (Mr.
Fry) had given his evidence at the Trinity House, which agreed in
many points with the report, His evidence Wwas confirmed, as was also the
report of the Council, by every merchant who investigated it; and without
any information on the subject, he believed the views of the Council would
meet with general approbation,

The motion to adopt the report was then put and carried,

ELECTION OF OFFICE BEARERS, ETC.

On motion of Mr.0. Murpny, seconded by Mr. H. Grass, Messrs, Joseph

White and J. H. Clint were appointed scrutineers to take the ballots and
report the result,

On motion of Messrs. Jas. Hossacx and Wu. Brons, Messrs, R, Brodie
and Henry Glass were appointed Auditors,

Mr. W. Writz rose to move—* That the thanks of the Board are due to
the President, Vice-President, Secretary and the Council, for their attention
to the interests of the Board during the past year.” He said the thanks of
the Board are fairly due to the officers who have so ably discharged their
duties during the pastyear. Judging by the report, there must have come
before them an amount of work sufficient to tax their energies to the utmost,
We feel, therefore, deeply indebted to the gentlemen who have so ably and
satisfactorily performed the duties imposed upon them, 1, for one, feel
under great obligations to them for the manner in which they have treated
the different topics mentioned in the report. Their action requireda large
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amount of thought, and close and careful investigation of many matters,
involving a large expenditure of time and energy. I do beilave we are

largely indebted to thoge gentlemen for their services during the past year,
(Applause.)

Ald, Hawy seconded the motion in brief and appropriate terms, paying
a well-received compliment to Mr, T. H. Grant, the Secretary,

The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Fry returned thanks in brief and felicitous terms for the motion,
expressing his great obligations tothe Secretary for the assistance received
from him in the discharge of his duties, and again referring to the claims of
Mr. Grant to substantial acknowledgment, That gentieman’s labors had
been arduous; and they had been gone through with the utmost zeal and
devotion to the interests of the Board of Trade, (Applause,)

After some conversation respecting the propriety of raising the mem-
bership subscription, with the view of carrying out, in accordance with
what appeared the general wish—namely, the suggestion to provide for a
falr recognition of Mr, Grant's services—

Ve 1o pay or allowance ; for it would be remem-
bered that when he was asked to accept the pest of Becretary, he desired to
take it on the condition of receiving no pay. He thought the present
allowaace too large ; and would be willing to serve withoutany, He would
be happy to continue to act a8 Becretary 8o long as he could spare the
necessary time, being very fond of the work connected with the Board.

He was only too happy to be of any service to this Corporation, (Applause.)

THE DISTRESS IN SWEDEN.

The CHarMAN brought the following letter under the notice of the
moeting :

His Swedish and Norwegian Mgjesty's Consulate for British North America,

Quxzgo, 4th April, 1868,

Drar Sm—Asa meeting of the Board of Trade is to be held on Mon-

day, I take the liberty to ask you to bring before the Board a subject which
naturally very much interests me,

Many subjects of the King of 8weden and Norway, inhabiting princi-
pally the Northern part of Sweden, are, owing to the repeated failures of the
crops, and to weather unusually sovere, even in that latitude, in a state of
unexampled misery and distress, Iam informed, on the best authority, that
not less than 300,000 People are driven to such extremities as actually to

have to grin
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have to grind bark and oats together to make food of, It is with deep pain
that I assure you that thousands are positively dying for want of the barest
necessaries of life,

The British public, with the generosity which always characteriges it,
has already substantially testified its sympathy with this distress; and the
Chamber of Commerce of New York has determined to agsist in relieving it,

Iam aware of the many calls which have recently been made on the
citizens of Quebec ; but during my residence here, I have invariably found
them ready to accede to the claims of want and destitution.

May I ask you, then, to bring this case before the Board of Trade ? I
can assure you that assistance is nowhere more needed, and that nowhere
could it bo received with greater gratitude,

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We publish to-day, in another part of the paper, a tabular statement, com-
piled by Mr. N. Balzaretti, showing the trade and navigation between France,
her colonies and the Port of Quebec, for the years 1866 and 1867. From this
return it will be seen that the total number of vessels that arrived at this port
from places within French Jurisdiction was, in 1866, 22; tonnage, 8,222; men,
251. In 1867, the arrivals were 21; tonnage, 8,623 ; men, 254, In the former
year 12 vessels, of a total tonnage of 3,965, arrived with cargoes ; the number
being 11 in 1867, with a tonnage of 3,989. The total value of the goods imported
direct from France, also, by way of Liverpool and the United States, was, in
1866, $94,480; and, in 1867, $86,100. These imports were principally French
wines and articles of taste and luxury. It appears, furthermore, that large
quantities of French goods are imported under the entries of British and
American, haviog been purchased in the markets of England and the States, The
return of veasels outwards for 1866 and 1867 shews that in the former year 22
olearad from Quebeo, and, in the latter, 10, all with cargoes. The number of
British vessels that cleared hence for Freuch ports was 16 in 1866, and 7 in
1867; and, of foreign, 6 in the former and 3 in the latter ycar. The total value
of goods of Canadian produce exported to Franoe, in 1866, was $111,608; in 1867,
$30,330; total exported to St. Pierre l&iquelon in 1866, $10,244; in 1867, $14,074.
Total exports, including eailing vessels built at Quebec and rold to France—in
1887, $278,214 , increace over 1866, $24,482. Tie exports to France, not coming
under the head of vessels, are principally the produects of our forests; and in this
branch of our export trade a serious decline was witnessed in 1867. But fortu-
Dately it was more than compensated by the iacrease in the number of vesscls
eold to France last year. In 1866 we sold seveo, of 3,207 tons, of the value of
$131,880 ; and in 1867, 11 vessels, of 6,674 tons, amounting to $233,310. It hag
long been an important object with the Hon, Mr. Galt, in framing, or influencing
the framing of the tariffs of Canada, to foster our trade with F rance. That trade
is greater of late years than formerly, but we could wish it much more extensivo,
in the interest of both countries. A great volume of the products of either coun try
at present reaches the other ; and itis good policy to encourage to the utmost this
friendly ard profitable matual intercourse. It is gratifying to find our trade with
France, direot and indirect, so large; there is no reason why it should not assume
greater proportions. Canada affords a fine msrket for many kinds of French
products; and there is no doubt that were cur merchants more enterprising, a
larger business might be done with that country in the sale of merchandise of
Canadian Production.—Morning Chronicle, Wedneeday, 12th Fekruary, 1868,

REMARKS.

The season now at a close, has been one of unusual depression on both sides
of the Atlantic, and until the general commerce in England becomes more
buoyant, we fear the Timber Trade (generally the last to improve) will still be
confined to sales for immediate requirements. When we last issued our Annual
Circular, we had occasion to allude to the high rate of interest charged by the
Bank of England in the spring of 1866, and now we have the very reverse to
notice, for never we believe, has discount ruled so low as during the last twelve
months, still confidence is wanting, as disasters during the last two years have
been wide spread and ruinous, and what with Trades Unions, the unsettled state
of Europe, and absence of speculation ; we see littlo in the immediate future atall
encouraging or satisfactory.

The labour question has given rise to much anxiety and loss in Quebeo, first
in the Coves in summer, and now in the ship-yards, where nearly all operations
are suspended, which must, during winter, cause great suffering.

At the present price of shipping in England, itis impossible for the builders
to give the wages asked, and we strongly advise the labourers to consider this

well, otherwise no building will be carried on this winter, and they must be the
sufferers.

Wmire Ping.—The prices given in Quebec have not been warranted by the
value of the article in the English markets, but were, nevertheless, nearly a penny
lower than was anticipated by the manufacturers.

The operations in the woods this winter will be on a much more moderate
scale for square timber, as the manufacture of logs is far more remunerative.

The stock wintering this year of Square and Waney Timber, is about
13,000,000 feet, against about 11,000,000 feet in 1866, and in Waney Timber the
excess this year is wuch greater, being 1,905,422 against 762,903 last season.

The average ttock for the last five years is greater than this season of equare
timber, and we may remark that a large portion of the stock now on haud, with-
out being inferior is of ordinary quality, and the quantity of really prime wood is
by no means great. The export has boen 14,773,880 against 15,541,320 in 1866,

Rep Pixe has ruled ruinously low both bere and in England, and we much
fear that the prices of Pitch Pine from the Southern States, and timber from
Sweden, that Canada cannot carry on a competition in this article. Although the

supply bas been moderate, the stock wintering is larger, being 3,333,331 against
5,000,000 last zeason.

0Oak.—By reference to the Tables accompanying this, for which we beg to
tresspass our acknowledgements to our friends, Messrs, Wood, Petry, and Poitras,
it will be seen that there is no market variation, either in the Supply, Export or
Btock, as ormpared with 1866, Ithas been dull in price both here and in Eng-

land, although the last quotations from Liverpool show some signs of improve-
ment.
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ELx has not attracted muoh notice this season, the demand being limited.
The stock is moderate, being 884,943 feet against 1,232,214 last year, and of ton-
nage the quantity wintering is only 423,572 feet, but the Elm and Tamarac will
continue depressed till some improvement is disoernable in the value of tonnage.

StaNpARD SrAvEs—Contrary to the general impression, have been dull and
difioult of sale, although the season opening at £65 and olosing at £47 10s. The
stock wintering ir 1277 Mille against 425 in 1866 and 1093 in 1865. Of Puncheon,
which have been in good' demand all the year, the stook this year is 891 Mille
against 185 in 1866 and 2251 in 1865,

Dxats are about double in stock, both Pine and Spruce, being 1,771,980
Pine and 651,870 Spruce, against 979,677 Pine and 332,573 8;ruce last year. The
demand, without being animated, has been fair all the season, and ere many
years are over, we will see a great extension in the export of our sawed lumber,
for we ought to compete successfully with the Americans in supplying all the
ports which hitherto they unfortunately have had the sole monopoly.

Freigars have been dull and sluggish all the season with little variation,
although from Montreal the rates latterly have beea very high for grain.

The searon throughout has been marked by great
depreseion and inactivity, notwithstanding an over abundance of money both here
and in the United Kingdom, capitalists baving shewn an uawillingness to employ
their means in the ordinary channels of trade, and until the general distrust gives
Place to confidence, we need not look for much improvement,

Waite Pisg.—The stook on hand of this article is of square 13,000,843
feet against 10,875,175 last year, and of Waney, 1,905,422 against 762,903. The
demand in the first part of the season was very languid, butan improvement took °
Place in August and September, when 8ood quality timber was sold at a fair price,
bat the season closed with less demand ; on the whole, prices have been better
maintained than could have been expeoted, considering the state of trade generally
and the limited export. The stock wintering is of fair average quality, one-third
of which is small size, and the remainder ie, with little exception, timber of only
moderate dimensione, Owing to the large stock wintering, it is indispensable that

on a small scale, if any improvement is
to be looked for,

Rep Pixg.—The stock on hand of this article is 3,333,331 feet, against
5,020,415 last year. Although the stock has been very much deoreased, still
there is no improvement i of what remains, there is a good deal of small and in.
ferior, including some two and three year old timber, What is got out next year
should be large and 8ood and only to a limited extent.

TaMARAC.—The stock on hand is of 8quare 272,613 feet against 332,139 Jagt
year, and of flat 149,959 against 291, 227, For large size squars wood, there ap.
Ppears sufficient encouragement for 5 limited supply next year; but for flat, there
is no prospect of any demand.
