Yes, this was what he
continually repeated to me up to the last day of his life—nay, with
his last breath,” added the female, bursting into tears. “And he said
further, * Try to find out the man who brought the Gospel to us; be
is, I hear, still in ghe Ristrict; thank him heartily for the good he has
done me. 1 shall hope to meet with him above in the presgnce of
Josus Christ, and my last request to you is, that you will buy s copy
of the large Book which he showed to me, and which contains
entire revelation of God’s will.

Of Ixpra, the Committee say, that the tone which has per

magnitude almost baffles conception, there should be such an
inadequate machinery for extending to the countless tribes of
that land the blessings of Divine Revelation, the treasures of
Gospel Truth, incomparably superior to all the worthless expe
dients by which superstition secks to soothe the pangs of 4
restless heart, and silence the accusations of a guilty con-
science. Admitting that a very material progress has been
made in India with regard to the extension of the Redcemer’s
Kingdom, it is nevertheless depressing to measure the work
yet to be done for the evangelization of the country, by ths
comparatively insignificant band of devoted men who am
toiling with their best energies and noble self-denial to pm
duce an impression on the compact mass of heathenism by
which they are surrounded. From all parts India the eryis
heard for more laborers, and to this cry the Committeo an
far from insensible.

COLPORTEUR’S REPORT.

Again I have to acknowledge the loving kindness of
the God of my health in preserving me during the past
year. Though, from the nature of my work, fiecessarily
exposed to many dangers, He has permitted no evil to
befall me. I have been in the midst of sickness, occasion-
ally in peril in crossing ferries at unseasonable times, once
thrown from a waggon ; often unavoidably exposed to
storms ; occasionally exposed to colds from insufficient
lodging at night. Yet through all I have been mercifully
preserved, and enabled to do more in the year now closed
than I had accomplished either in 1860 or 1861. What
manifold reasons for gratitude to my Heavenly Father!
His gracious care has been ever exercised towards me.
He has literally ‘‘led me in ways I knew not, and in
paths I had not trod’’ ; and while taking a retrospect of
the past, and glancing forward to the probable future, |
would * thank God and take courage.”’

During the past year I have laboured in the following
counties :—Pictou, Cumberland, Guysborough and Lu-
nenburg. In connection with my duties as agent of the
Nova Scotia Auxiliary Bible Society, I have visited, and
laboured more or less in the Counties of Halifax, Sydney,
Inverness and Queen’s. But as I purpose iy this i’{epon
restricting myself to the work performed as col yorteur, |

waive the consideration of matters connected with the last
named places. o

The localities visited in Colchester were Karltow,
Kemptown, Tatamagouche, and all the places in its vie
nity. In some of these parts the destitution of the serip
tures was very great. In Pictou County all the settl
ments from the part where it joins Colchester east to
Toney River were visited. 1 would not have entered
Pictou county at all, bad I not. when in Earltows, been
informed that in the vicinity of River John several famr
lies had not Bibles. I went, and found ‘it was a tre
report” I had heard. In the small
“gone over, I supplied 20 families wit Bibles
viously had none. :

The parts of Cumberland visited were all the places
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and 657 Festaments ; given away 109 Bibles and 13}
Testaments ; in all, disposed of 1532 copies of the Word
of God. Supplied 77 families with Bibles who had none,
and 66 families who had but part—some more, some less,
but none a whole Bible, and addressed 94 meetings.

In addition to the 1532 copies of the Scriptures which
[ have personally disposed of, I have opened 11 depots in
places where Bibles were not previously sold. &n all
probability nearly another hundred books have already
been sold at these depots. If so, the number of copies of
the word of life circulated last year in the country—
through the agency of your Association—cannot be less
than 1600. Irrespective, however, of what has been sold

at depots, since employed by you, I have circulated as

That is during the past three years, 4057 copies of the
Word of God have been cireulated, besides what has been
sold in the various depots.

In the families visited during the past year, much di-
versity exists with regard to the value set on the book of
God. Among those partially or wholly destitute of the
word of life, it was painful to witness the indifference
sometimes manifested with regard to their deprivation
In all such cases I have pressed the importance and ne
cessity of owning and reading the Bihﬁ and so far at
least as the former is concerned I have been successful
“ Have you a Bible ?”” I enquiredone day of a man as |
stood with him at his door, after he had informed me he
had no money to purchase a book. ** Well,” replied he,
“* T have not a Bible, but I have a book with large pieces
of the Bible in it.”” What that book was I know not, but

I urged on him the importance of possessing, and reading
the Bible. He repeated he had no money. Judgng
from the appearance of his house outside, he ws
sufficiently able to purchase one. I said Could he pay for

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fully told me she had been disa pointed in getting money,
and taking up the Bible to hand it back, the tear starting
to her eyes as she did so. T told her to keep the Bible,
and give it to her boy, and the only payment I would ask
was that he would daily read a portion of it. I wish you
could have seen the look of gratitude which that mother
gave when she knew that the Bible would be possessed
by her boy.

On that same road I called at another very poor house.
The husband was absent. The mother told me they had
a Bible. I gave a testament to one of the children and
departed: Passing that road on a subsequent day, from
the door of the house (which was a short distance from
the road) T observed a man running to meet me, with a
book in his handi Tt was a Bible, one of those ill-bound
books which soon give way. The cover and the contents
of the book had parted, and he had come to see if I could
direct him, as he expressed it, ** to fix it.”” I gave him
some simple directions, and - ascertaining it was- all' the
Bible he had, gave him another of larger print. The
poor man was exceedingly grateful, yet reluctant to
take it. He had only he said come to see if I could di
rect him how to bind his Bible. I told him to keep the
Bible. Well, he had nothing to pay. But would I come
in and have a cup of tea. Thanking him but declining
his invitation, for my time was then very limited, L pro-
ceeded on my journey. !

During the past year I have  visited, read, conversed,
and prayed with about 20 sick and dying persons. In
some cases these were far removed from any minister. In
every case my visit was thankfully received, and I would
fain hope not altogether unprofitable. I think I bave
oftener than once seen a verification of the apostle’s words,
«« Tribulation 4vorketh patience, and patience experience.
and experience hope—even the hope that maketh wot
ashamed because the love of God is shed abroad in the
heart.”’

This Report is already too long, so 1 must conclude by
remarking that there is as great a necessity as ever for
carrying on the enterprize in which you are engag?d-
Much has been done. In many and far apart localitie
the seed has been sown. But much yet remains o be
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¢nominally protestant families unsupplied with the word
of life.
