He had learned that Sitting Bull’s fol­
lowers were on the way to their reserva­
tions.

The stories about ranchmen being 
murdered and property being destroyed 
by the hostiles is also stated to be un­
founded and as far as the military auth­
orities are aware not a shot has been ex­
changed between thè Indians and troops.

The entire reservalidfi is hemmed in 
by troops and the fear of an outbreak in 
the spripg is groundless.

Laden with a satchel containing 
hie supply of cash and provided with a 
teller’s usual precautions against danger 
of robbery, he makes the carriage his 
head quarters, and there receives visits 
from customers at the way stations, 
changing cheques or taking deposits as 
occasion may require. This plan is 
said to bring a good share of grist to the 
bank’s mill, and proves a great conven­
ience to settlers, who are saved all the 
trouble of journeying to town to relieve 
themselves of surplus money or to pro­
cure change.
