THE DAIRY.

The Canadian Illustrated Journal of Agri-
culture says Sir J. B. Lawes has often shown
in his writing how impossible it is to follow
out in practice what is known among theorists
as the nutritive ratio; yet in the feeding of
his 126 cows he has been feeding according to
the principles of true science. The true
theory seems to us as follows: ““Give your
animal such digestible food as will produce
what you aim at, be it lean or fat meat, wool,
milk, butter, or cheese, eggs, ete.—or animal
labor of various kinds—fast or slow, heavy or
light, etc. Purchase such food in the cheap-
est market; that is from such material as
will give you the digestible elements of food
needed, at the lowest cost. Then prepare
your rations so as to give youranimal what it

tain the result aimed at, and no more. That
is to us perfect doctrine. Only let us say re-
specting what is called the nutritive ratio,
that its fallacy appears to us in the fact that
too many theorists mix up the carbohydrates
proper with the fat, making no distinction,
as if carbohydrates conld form fat, and then
advise so much of the mixture to so much of
albuminoids, say one of the latter to five of
the former. In opposition to this fallacy,
Jules Crevat has demonstrated that carbohy-
drates proper, or what he dominates under
the general term of sugar, must not be fed in
view of producing anything else but heat, or
vital power—and never in considerable excess
—and that vegetable fatty matter must either
be fed direct, or obtained fromn digestible
nitrogenous food—which alone can be trans-
formed by the animal, cither into heat, or
flesh, or fat. Of course, all agree that fat
produces heat, and therefore the only point
at issue is in the false supposition that pure
carbohydrates (onutside of fat) can be irans-
formed into fat.”

It appears that the less cream is ‘‘ripened”
or rotted, the more water the butter churned
from it will hold and the firmer it will appear.
Here are the results of experiments made at
the Vermont station, as given in bulletin No.
27 : “There is one point, however,
worthy-ef notice in connection with the but-
ter. It was intended to make all the butter
of the same general character, that is until the
salt was evenly distributed and the water
worked out so as to put it into good merchant-
able cundition for print butter. So far as the
eye could judge the butter from day to day
was worked to the same qaality. On analy-
sis the butter was found to show quite a
range in the per cent. of fat. The butter fat
ranges from 77 per cent. to 84 per cent. In
studying these figures we find that these var-
iations have some connections with the way
the cream. was handled. The sooner the
cream was churned after it is separated from
the milk, the firmer the butter seems to be,
i. e, it will appear solid and marketable with
a less amount of fat and a larger amount of
water. The extractor butter has the most
water, that churned sweet next, and the
ripened butter still less, while one sample
made from cream kept 48 hours had a very
small per cent. of water. The averages are :
Extractor, five samples, 80.03 per cent. of
fat; all others, 12 samples, 81.20 per cent. of
fat; ripened 28 hours, one sample, 84.16 per
cent. of fat. If, then, the creamery man can
by the use of the extractor sell oneand a
half per cent. more water and still have the
butter satisfactory, that is an argument in
favor of that method—if the butter is to be
quickly sold—and just as much against if it
cannot get to the consumer in a comparatively
short time.” We believe it is a characteristic
of all organized substances that as soon as
they begin to part with moisture, and this
process of separation goes on until decay is
complete. Sound fruit of all kinds contains
more moisture than it does after it begins to
decay and blue mould has devoured its sub-
stance. On the same principle, the further
gone in decay cream is the more loss of mois-
ture there is in its remaining solid portions,
up to the point of final dissolution. If,
instead of 48 hours, the cream had been kept
48 days, no doubt the separation of water
from the butter churned from it would have
been still more complete.

ST. JOHN HARBOR COMMISSION.

It appears that 2Iinister Foster brought

Now the commission
folksare at itagain,and assureas that chap
in the crowd struck Billy Patterson, they
will carry the day and St. ‘ohn will be
abliged to kick the beam, and take what-
aver is allotted for her. However, opposed
illsensible people are to the city wharves,
ste., being placed under the control of
‘oreizners, many St. John people now say

We hear1 of several
bitter complaints in this way, indeed
persons have been heard to talk of re-
venge by cutting down the poles (one
was cut down last summer) or cutting the
wires, which, of course, is decidedly
wrong. Tlhe companies have privileges
«nauzh in being allowed to put their un-
gainly poles wherever they please—but
the arm of the law (if there is one, if not,
make one at once) should be uplifted for
the protectian of private as well as street
property, represented in the shade trees.
Wherever the foliage of a tree stands in
the way compel the parties to stretch
their wires across the street, which can
be done. Nc—they feel they are at
liberty ,—as the police do not see them—
to destroy anything that stands in their
way, and they do so without compunc-
tion. Whatsay the Mayor to this—is it
not his duty to see that the interests of
the public are iooked after?

John Godfrey “axe, the American
humorist, who was born in 1816, and died
as recently as 1887, was comparatively
unknown_ Yet he was as distinctly ori-
ginal in his way as Mark Twain, or
Artemus Ward, and he had a deep touch
of philosophy which is absent in them.
Saxe wrote “The Flying ‘Dutchman,’

Not a wishin’, dear teacher, to be lick-
ed or lektured, nor to be stood up as a
horribel exampel nor to be sot down on
as a warnin’, nor yet to be kep’in wich
is monopolus, nor to be fired out wich is
obnoxshus—so now, here goes fer a few
ramblin’ remarks on the subjeck uv
Marysville.

It has a town marshall wich
never runs. Bat ole Sandy he runs his-
self.

Marysville is sitooated on both sides
and middle uv the Nashwalk river wich
was constructed by Nacher till ole Sandy
took hold uv the job.

The l2adin’ exports av Marysville is
cotton and cotion mill sooperiniendents
wich bas rowed with ole Sandy. Its
leadin’ imports is more cotton mill soop-
erintendents.

Its roof is not flat but
has a good deal of pitch and some tar.

1t has a good hotel run by Mr. Foster.

Ir. Foster cooks vittles for twenty men
and has never lost a man.

Mr. Gibson used to run the Canada
Eastern ralerode, but now Mr. Snowball,
wich is a bigger man than Mr. Gibson,
runs it, so Mr. Gibson he sits on the
fence and watches-the trane go by.

Over 200 Chinamen have arrived in To-
ronto in the last three months.

Mr. Wm. O'Brien, who was struck with a
stone at Cork, Irveland, on Monday, is ina
serious condition.

Hon. Edward Blake arrived at Moville,
Ireland on Monday. He was received very
cordially by the citizens in general.

Edgar Jones, a negro murderer, was taken
from jail at Weston, W. Va., early Wednes-
day morning, by a large mob and hanged.

A nugget of gold was sent into the mint at
San Francisco the other day that weighed
3574 pounds avoirdupois and was worth
$120,000.

The public debt of the United States has
increased $688,490 during the past month;
but the interest-bearing debt shows no in-
crease. It is now only $585,020,330.

A despatch from Rome says the anarchists
who participated in the May day riots of
1891 were sentenced this week by Cyriani,
one of the leaders, to twenty months solitary
confinement. Thirty-eight others were given
sentences ranging from 8 to 25 months.

Wm. Kelly’s stable on Brown's place, N.
Y., was burned early Taesday morning. Two
young men perished in the flames, they are
supposed to be Wm. McGoldrick and Bernard
Sinclair, watchmen, who slept in the stables.
The bodies were burned to a crisp and cannot
be identified.

Emigration matters are booming ar Mon-
treal. There arrived by boat and rail during
May and June, 1891, 8,758, while 13,091
reached Montreal during the same two months
of the present year. The amount of cash
possessed by the May and June arrivals of
1891, was $302,000, while this year it was
$509,000.

Smith Toeoley and John L. Adams, alias
Scotch, were hanged Wednesday at miduight
in the court house yard at Vicksburg, Miss.,
by a mob of 700 white citizens. The Warren
Light Artillery declined to defeud the jail
and the crowd had no resistance. The vic-
tims had murdered Mr. Benson Blake, a mer-
chant, last week.

A despatch from Digby says : As William
Longford (colored) and a young lad named
Goodwin, son of Walter Goodwin, were work-
their way down the Weymoath river Wednes-
day afternoon with the intention of fishing in
St. Mary’s Bay their boat was suddenly struck
by a squall and upset a short distance [rom
the traffic bridge and both occupants thrown
into the water. Young Goodwin succeeded
in climbing on top of the upturned boat, but
Langford remained in the water, clinging to
the boat. He afterwards relaxed his hold
and attempted to swim ashore, but disap
peared before assistance arrived. Goodwin
was rescued. Langford’s body was recovered
three hours later, a short distance from the

shore.
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A FFSRCE BATTLF

Ee.ween Pinkerton Detectives and Carne-
gle's Discharged Workmen.

On Wednesday last the firm of Carnegie &
Company, of Pittsburg, Pa., attempted to
gain possession of their works at Homestead,
from which they were excluded by their lock-
ed out workmen.

Two barges containing 300 Pinkerton de-
tectives were taken up river by a tow boat.
Thousands of armed strikers had possession of
the works, and entrenched themselves behind
piles of steel billets.

The strikers had two cannon, with which
they bombarded the barges, and their firing
was so fierce that the towboat was cut loose
from the barges and steamed up river carrying
seven wounded detectives. The barges were
moored to the bank. Every 4itempt of the
detectives to land was prevented by the fire
of the workmen. The cannon produced but
little effect. Unsuccessful attempts were
made to burn the barges by pouring oil on the
water and setting fire to it. Dynamite
bombs were thrown against the boats.

About dusk the officers of the amalgamated
association prevailed upon the strikers to al-
low the detectives to surrender.

At 5 o'clock the detectives hoisted a white
flag and the strikers guaranteed the safe con-
duet to the deiectives, provided they left their
arms and ammunition behind and agreed to
leave the place under gnard.

So far as can be ascertained, 11
workmen and nine detectives were injured in
the battle. At least 100 detectives were seri-
ously injured on the way to jail. The Pink-
