Present Oondition of Russia.

In another column will be found a
dark and gloomy account of the present
condition of Russia, which is said to be
infinitely worse than that of France at
the time of the breakirg out of the first
revolution. Like the government of
France previous to 1791, that of Russia
in 1891 is a pure dispotism tempered
by assassination, and, like the gov-
ernment of France that consigned to
lifelong imprisonment in the Bastile
all who were suppased to Le hostile to
it, the government of Russia sends its
disaffected subjects by the thousand to
exile in Siberia.  Like the peasantry
of France previous to the Revolution,
the inhabitants of the rural disteicts of
Russia are suffering untold hardships
and dying by the thousand for the
want of food. Time and again have
the Nihilists and secret societies scat-
tered throughout the Empire, endeavor-
ed tosbring about a revolution bat
every attempt proved a failure owing
to their not having the active support
of the rural inhabitants of the country.
Now that the great mass of the rural
population ~of extensive districts
throughout the Empire “are suffering
and dying of starvation, it is confident-
ly asserted that the -Nihilists will em-
brace the opportunity of the disturbed
state of the country to carty out their
plans. This they will do by heading
the starving people in the different dis-
tricts, and by their acts bring about:
the revolution they have so long
sought to effect. In the event of a
revolution breaking out, its success or
failure will depend upon how the Rus-
sian army will act when called upon to
suppresy it.© If they follow the ex-
ample of the French soldiers at the
time of the revolution, and refuse to
fire upon the people as in all likelihood
they will, then the revolution that the
Nihilists have long ‘worked to bring
about, will be commenced. What the
results will be, time alone will deter-
mine, but if we are to judge of the
present by the past, the scenes of
carnage and bloodshed throughout the
length and breadth of Russia will equal

| if not surpass those of France during

the dread reign of terror in- that coun-

Prosporous State of the German Em-
pire.

If we are to judge of the present state
of Germany by the official reports that
have lately been pablished, that country
is in a highly prosperous condition.
Notwithstanding the vast number of emi-
grants that are continually leaving the
country, the last census gives the most
favorable returns «f the rapid increase of
its population. In addition to this the
trade, commerce and wanufactures of the
country are not only in a healthy condi-
tion but are rapidly increasing. The fol-
lowing are a few items from  the: report.
In the year 1871, thore were in Germany
7,185 post offices ; now there are 235,000,
There were then 3,801 telagmph oftices ;

The Far North.

;LIEUT. SCHWETKA RETURNS TO VIOTORIA
AND GIVES A THRILLING RECITAL.

Lieut. Schwatka, -the noted explorer,
who has been -conducting a scientiflic ex-
pedition full of advertare and interest
in the far north, has reached Victoria.
He says:

irk. ““Here'we hired Indiau packers, who
weut with W to ths Copper River couatry.
‘That we traversad about 225 miles and
I'redched the foot of St. Elias Alps, from
"12;000 to 15,000 feet high. Here was
glacml ice as far as the eye could sze, from
50 to 60 miles on each side. Here the
Indians left us.

 The whn.e meun of the party then took
75 to 80 pounds on their backs, abandon-
ingall other property, including scientific
instruments. In a march of ahout 80
miles we managed to break through the
St. Elias Alps aud glacier, which brought
wato the east fork of the Coppae river.
This is a perfect boi ing mountain torrent
impeded by glaciers every few 'miles.
Phe last day’s march was from 4 in the
#Afening to 8 at night, was only two and
‘a-half miles an 1 so fatigning as vo almost
éthanst the party. The canvass covers
of the bedding were then used to build a
Boat 14 feet long with ribs of willows. In
this we started down the Nees Guar fork
of the Copper river, hoping that a few
‘fniles would take us ont of the enormous
xapids. They, however, were 35 miles
Tong. The boat upsct several times and
the men were nearly drowned. In one
place all went over the fall and uader a
waterfall. Five mx}es of this stream was
through an enormous cavyon with per-
prudievlar. walls 600 to 800 feet high.
Wa were not more than two hours making
these rapids. Tae speed was very great.
The water was essentially rapid for au-
other 160 miles tiil we struck thé Indians.
By thid time we wers' worn out and out
of food complately, havirg for a long time
had only flour and tea. The descent of
Copper river was much easie~. We got to
its mouth at about the middl: of August;
our men were almost shoeless and without
clotses. Roughly, this completed the
expedition, striking white men for the
.ﬁut time since May. We opened about
500 or 600 miles of totally unknowa
country, and, of course, a good deal on
each side of the boundary line. We bave
Egot thorough maps taksn by Dr. Hayes,
of the geological survey at Washington.
At the back of . St. Elias Alps were 50
peaks from 12,000 to 16,000 fsst high.
All the upper forks of the White river
were mapped out, and many sigas of
minerals, especially copper, were met
with, - We saw 55 lakes in one day. A
large collection of hLotanical specimens
was securad, and photozraphs were taken
ot everything of interest. The most im-
portant feature of the whole trip was the
successful breaking through the St. Elias
ranges, a feat never bafore accomplished
by man. All the party are well. The
journey was hazardous in the extreme,
and one of great danger at times,

Irosent State of Ruesia,

Loxpon, Oct. 24.—Winter began in
Russia on Thursday with the first sharp
frost. Living men cannot remember any
other yaar in which this simple annoance-
ment meant what it does now. There are
literally millions of buman beings at the
furthest, within a six-day’s journey of
London, to whom the frost comes as a
wentence of death by starvation. Alchough
the censors have forbidden the Russian
gppors to discnss the famine, The Novost
‘ventures the declaration - that 29,000,000
craatures are already with-ut fiod and
that a sum four times greatsr than the
reéent loan extracted from France is need-
ed to keep them alive.

Needless ts say, po such sum is forth-
coming. Indeed, in the matter of intel-
ligent relief nothing is forthcoming.
Vague figures are given of money raised
for the sufforers quite often by eccentric
enotional devices of sclf-denial, which
show the warm-hearted childishnes of the
Slav, but nobody isable to tell how this
mney has been applied. "The ouly in-
telligepue . which reaches uy from the
doomred districts is of the famine prices
put sverywhere upon food by the Russian
merchatts, and -of Russian ustrers and
small tﬁdern who are going abont trading
upon th> misery of the pessants, buying
haig; from the heads of poor girls for a few
uhlllmo‘s and s‘rioping houses of every
portable - article, oll iron, pictures, cos-
tumes handed down - from mother to
daunghter, and th» like, for next to noth-
ing.

Intwo or three cases the ferment of
disorder which is seething under this ter-
rible surface has broken out in riots di-
racted against the Jews. Doubtless there
will be more than melancholy aggravations
of Israel’s miseries during the winter in
localities whare a few bad Jews, or the
even rarer rich Jews, have given the race
an gvil repute. But I risk nothing in
predicting that if real and widespread vio-
lence results from the present famine, its
foroe will bs almot wholly directed
against the native Russian officials, land-
lords, traders and village usurers or ku-
lack’s to whom the peasaunts, asa rule,
understand very well that they owe their
sufferings. Russian exiles here in London
are greatly excited by the news that they
have been getting in the recent few weeks
from subterran:au sources inside the em-
pire and from theic associates in Switzer-
land and other continental places of
refuge. They decline to divulge this ia-
formation, and the few things which have
been told to me may not be priuted, but
it can at least be said that they do not
expect less than civil war spreading over
vast tracts and whole regions of their
nativeland. They say frankly that we
ontsiders exaggerate the good nature of
the Rassian Moujik, or rather that side
by side with that amiability in his nature
exists possibilities  of awful bratelike
ferocity when the utmost limit of patience

under provocation is exhausted. They
think this has been reached, and they
say the condition of seven-eighths of rural
Russia is now infinitely worse than that of
rustic France on the eve of the revolution.
They look to see a Muscovite reign of
terror begun this winter which will well-
nigh efface from human memory the ex-
cesses and horrors begun by the fall of the
Bastile. There are not lacking signs that
this may be nshered in by striking per-
sonal events.

The Czar himself sevs ouly too vividly
ths handwriting on the wall. It would
seem 38 if he dreaded to go back to Russia
at all. He is staying much longer. in his
carefully guarded Danish retreat than he
originally intended, and it is said that the
preparations which have been making at
the palace in Lavadia for the celebration
of his silver wedding on November 9 have
been suddenly suspended. 'This may be
mere German speculation, but it is certain
that the Gerinau authorities have utterly
failed to fiud out whether he intends
visiting Berlin or not, and can learn
nothiug as to the time of his depaiture or
whether he will return by sea or through
Prussia.

Tuis strange delay and mystery has
been taken to mean that the Czar wished
to create excnses for evadiug a visit to the
German E.wperor. Very likely. this has
sometning to do with it, but I believe a
far more potent reason is that Alexinder
[IL. knows the Nihilists are ready vnce
more to attempt to gather him to his
fathers.

So queer would his behavivr be other-
wise that French editors have started a
story that he intends visiting Paris before
he returns to Ru ia. It may be imagined
into what wild excitement such an event
would throw Parisians. Unfortunately
for the realisution of this vision, neither
the Czr nor the Czarina could be induced
to brave the rigors and discomforts of
such-a long sea voyage in October and
November, even if Antwerp were made a
land 'ng p'ace to break the journay. Tuey
a-¢ both wretched sailors, and the thought
of the relatively short voyage from Copen-
hagen to Cronstadt is said to be so dis-
tasteful to them that they are still likely
tochoose the land route through Ger-
many, even at the risk of affronting the
Kaiser by not halting at Berlin.

In the prasence of these grave menaces
of starvation, civil warand regicide, which
blacken the Russian horizon, it is felt to
be useless to inultiply speculations upon
the general E.ropean situation. For
years it has been a cununon placa of in-
ternational politics that Russia held the
key to this situation. This is trus now
in a new and startling sense. The mag-
nitnde of the domusstic evils which are
ready t> descerd upon her fairly awes
outside Europe. Noone koows what is
coming. DBat it strains sredulity to ima-
gine Russia plunging into war with this
terrible intestinal malady rotting her
vitals, More likely srwed Earope will
stand still to watch these t:asic deveiop-
ments burn themselves ont. It may be
that some later stage of Russia’s home
horrors will set Ewrope rocking in the
couvulsions of war, us did the French
revolution, but it passes the power of
diplomatic foresight to discern, much less
provide against these possibil:ties.

French in Madagascar.

A FRENCH MEDICAL OFFICER AND HIS ES-
CORT ATTACKED AND KILLED.

Paris, Nov. 2.—The Petit Journal
publishes a despatch from Madagascar
stating that Majunga, an important town
on the north-weat coast of that island, at
the entrarice of the Bambatooka Bay, has
been almost entirely consumed by a con-
flagration. Only ten houses are standirg.
The loss is estimated at $200,000. Ma-
junga had an extensive trade in cattle.

The Petit Journal publishes news from
the same island, of a massacre, by natives,
of the Fiench soldiers forming the escort
of the medical officer. ,Advices say that
Doctor Bearat, chief of the medical staff
of the French colony at Suberveille, was
desceuding tho Betsiboka River, escorted
by seven nativa soldiers forming part of
the auxiliary French force in that district.
The doctor and his escort were en route
to Majunga, when they were suddenly
attacked by a band of Madagascan ban-
dits, who opened fire upon them from the
river banks, where they had ambushed
themselves so suczessfully that the French
doctor’s party was right under their rifles
Lefore the presence of the bandits became
known. The native escort behaved
bravely and promptly returned the bre,
The baudits were so effectively concealed,
however, that the escort was on'y able to
aini at the puffs of smoke and flame issu-
ing from the river banks, which denoted
the hiding-place of their concealed
enemies. Moreover, the bandits had so
distributed their forces that they had a
cross fire telling upon the chief physician’s
escort, against which the latter counld
make but little impression. The doctor’s
boat, however, was kept going down
stream as faat as possible while the escort
answered the bandits’ fire. Doctor
Besrat was one of the first to succumb to
the attack. He was shot through the
body ashe was emptying his revolver at
the natives. As ho staggered, and was
upon the point of falling, a second shot
hit him, causing him to fall into the river,
where he was subsequently despatched
with ‘assegaia thrown by the  bandits.
Eight native soldiers forming the escort
were also killed by the bandits, who
plundered the baggage of the doctor and
took possession of everything poitable.
A detachment of troops have been sent in
pursuit of the bandits, but there is not
much prospect that they will be captured.

Another Nova Secotia Vesssl Lost.

Hauvax, N. 8., Oct. 20—Another cap-
tain and crew of & Nova Scotiaa vessel have
evideotly met with a watery grave. Twelve
days ago the four-masted schooner Urugua®y,
Captain Parsons, left Windsor bound to
New York with a cargo of plaster, and no
tidings of her having reached her destina-
tion have been received. Yesterday the
owners were informed that a vessel had ar-
rived in Boston, and reported having seen a
vessel answering the description of the
Uruguary turn bottom up, during a hur-
ricane. E, W, Dimock at once wired for
full particulars. An answer came which
showed that the reported arrival of the ves-
sel at Boston was founded on fact. The
dispatch stated that the schooner Seraphine
bad passed a four-masted schooner while a
terrible blow was on. The vessel lahored
heavily and floally disappeared beneath the
billows. Thecaptain of the Seraphine, al-
though feeling somewhat dubious as toa
boat living in such a tremendous ses, de-
cided to run the risk. It was plainly seen
that the vessel was in distress, and that the
crew wanted to.be rescued. While com-
pleting preparations to rescue the.poor fel.
lows a large wave struck the big four-
masted schooner, aud the cries of the men
were hushed forever as the vessel suc-
cumbed, foundering within 300 yards of the
Seraphi The captain of the Seraphine in
his teport stated that a Bnitish flag was seen
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at one of the mastheads of the ill-fated ves-
sel just before she disappeared. As the
Uruguary is the only British four-master in
these waters, the Messrs. Dimock feel sure
the vessel referred to by the captain of the
Seraphine is none other than her own. The
Uraguary had a crew of captain and nine
men, viz, captain, Parsons; mates, Elias
Cochrane and James Morris; cook, Robert
Heurys, seamen, Herbert Hunter and four
unknown foreigners. In addition to the
above there was a New Yoiker on board
pamed Edward Slosson, a passenger bound
home. Cochrane, Morris, Parsons, Heory
and Hunter belonged to Windsor. The
vessel was insured for $20,000, the most of
which is in Windsor offices.  Captain Par-
sons is well known in this city. The
Uruguary was a schooner of 726 tons. She
was built in 1589 and owned by Shubael
Dimock of Windsor, N. 8.

The
visitor, however, will natarally c'ass them
among the great Exposition structures, 1t
has been decided that the annexes to the
Fine Arts Palace shall be larger than indi-
cated above, but the changes in the plans
are not yet made.

The boulevard travers-
ing its canter will be lined on both sides
with these special features,

£3,000,000 has been paid in. . The number
of subscribers is over 30,000.

GENERAL INFORMATION,

Jackson Park and midway Plaisance—the
Expositioo site—are in the sontheastern part
of Chicago, and embrace 666 acres, with a
frontage of ahout & mile and a half on Lake
Michigan. Forty-five miles of boulevard
connect the rite with the general park sys-
tem, which embraces fifteen or more parks,
aggregating 2,000 acres, - Facilities for reach-
ing the Exposition grounds are to be increas-
ed to an extent believed adequate to the en-
ormous demands anticipated. The hotel
accommodations of the city, already very
extensive, are being augmented by the erec-
tion of fally twenty new hotels, wome of
which are very large.

The participation of women in the Ex-
position promises to be one of its most im-
teresting as well as novel features. The
World’s Congress Auxiliary has arranged to
bring to Chicago in 1893 many of the world’s
greateat specialists and thinkers to partici-
pate in congresses where an interchange of
ideas and discussions of the important ques-
tions in their respective fields will occur.

The Exposition buaildicgs will be dedicat-
ed on October 12, 1892, with imposing cere-
monizs, in which the President of the Unit-
ed States, the Governors of all the States,
the milita'y and militia, and many distio--
guishcd individuals are expected to partici--
p te.

Th2 Expnsition will open its doors to the
public on May 1, 1893, and close them Octo-
ber 30 of tac same year. 2

Ths Descendants of the Acadians. -

The Toronto Globe in its issne of Saturday
last, has the following article upon .this
subject : —

The summer visitor to Shediac or Point
du Chene on the straits of Northumberland
by driving east along the shore will find
himself in a country of last centary’s primi.
tiveness—an Acadian district, where for
‘twenty miles, whon I was there, there was
only one E.glish speaking familp. Itisin
the County of Westmoreland, the neck of
land that joins the Provinces of New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia. To the west are the
bgy of Chignecto and the fertile shores of
Shebody, while far to the right spreads the
Tantramar Marsh, “fenced on its seaward
border with long clay dikes from the turbid
surge and flow of the $ides vexing the West-
morelaud shores.” Eastward from the coun-
ty’s eastern shore, over the Llae of North-
umberland, the line of Prince Edward Island
touches the sky and water. The county’s
woodland and valleys aie clothed with his-
toric interest and ‘““many and many a sorrow
that has all buat died from remembrance.”
As the theatre of Le Loutre’s implacable
resistance to English rule from 1749 to
1754, it was burdened with the miseries and
despair of thogsands of refugee Acadians.
Drawn from their pesaceful farm houses in
the sheltered and generous grass lands, the
hearts of the homeless gufortunates were
crushed between the bloody threats of Le
Loutre and the stern proclamation of the
English Governor, In front of them Le
Lountre’s red skins, behind them Laurence’s
red-coats; wretchedness, suffering, stasvation
and death all about them. The dark forests
that covered the hill tops a centary and a
quarter ago were filled with' the woes of the
credulous insurgents from whom these are
the descendants. A century and a quarter
has changed the face of the conntry, bat the
-simplieity of Le Loutre’s victims has de-
scended through the four generations.
These Azadians speak the language of their
fathers and live as they lived, tilling their
land after the simplest fashion. They draw
water from the roadside wells: their fathers
dug a eentury ago, and sit under the shelter
of the sparsa trees left standing at the clear-.
ing, and bave not added to their number.
Simple-hearted, thrifty, honest and sober,
they live as simply as their fathers, and the
river of their existence falls into the sea un-
harried by the current of progress,

Along Northumberlind’s shore, from
Shediac eastward, and south toward Cape
Tormentine, the wsettlement follows the
shore, a riband of caltivation. The farmers
are fishermen as we!l, and the strong boats
drawn up on ‘the sand and ths piles of
crates by the roadside aro for nse in the lob-
ster fishing. The strip of farming land
along the shore is six miles wide. Back of
that there is a skip of sett'ement for several
miles. Tie shore. lands lie flat and low,
and under drainage is not known. The
land is worked out; a century’s cropping
has left it gaunt aod huogry, Farming is
on the simplest plan; the footsteps of their
fathers are followed, and improved methods
are adopted only by the most enterprising.
Fertilisation is not practised by the most
‘prosperous farmers to anything like the ex-
tent it is in. Ontario. Some fields are spread
with the shells from the oyster beds along
the shore, and in feace coraers one sees
heaps of musse! mud and sea weed, which
are also used npon the starved-land.

There are no orchards, and so thorough
was the tree cutting of the settlers that al-
most the only shelter along the main road
18 furnished by the buildings and fences.
Many of the houses aud barns are good and
bave tbrifty sarroundings, The oldest
houses are not partitioned into rooms, and
are without paiat or plaster., The farms
have been divided and sub-divided in
families until the holdings are small. The
hcuses quite thickly line the road, but the
popuiation is emaller than would be sup-
posel. The exodus has been large, and
there is scarcely a family, I was told, that
has not relatives in the New Eagland
States. The men talk some broken English,
enough to make themselves uunderstood in
that tongue, bat they do uot, use their
worrying jumble of two languages at lLome,
and the won:a kunow nd Eiglish. After
eleven years of an Anglicising school system
the chiliren and young folks in this dis-
trict can talk a little Eoglish, but not much,
Years ago a large share of the tield labor of
the farms was on the shoulders of the
women, but that is not the case now. The
women arc tall and strong and have good-
natured faces; they keep their houses clean-
ly and are industrous and thrifty. They
are a simpls-minded people, fond of dancing
and the winter gaieties of their quiet life,
Hard-working, frugal-living, attached to the
chuarch, fond of their children, content to
follow after their fathers, there is much to
interest one in these decendants of Acadia.

CAUGHT ON A LIVE ELECTRIC WIRE A YOUNG
MAN MRETS A HORRIBLE DEATH,

Pavama, Oct. 26, 1891.—The city has had
an appaling experience of the electric wire's
potent power to kill. Some boys at play
detached a naked telephone wire aud caused
it to hang from the support to the ground,
trailing over the wires of the electric light
company. At about 7. p. m., a police
lieutenant discovered tha wire hanging to
the street and commenced to haul itin and
coil it ‘about an old gaslight post. The act
of drawing the fine wire over the rubber in-
sulation of the elzctric light wire cauaed it
to cat into and through the latter. Sud-
denly the officer was seen to spring violent-
ly_ ioto the air and fall back unconscious.
Fortunately he had not received the fall
force of the current and soon recovered.

A great crowd was instantly on the
scen2, but were kept bick by a policeman,
while another cffizer ran to notify the
electric light people. Meanwhile a cab
came driving rapidly along. Tue pulice-
msn shouted vigorously, “‘Alto! Alto!”
and the crowd took up the waruing cry in
chorns, but all to no purpose, As if driven
by fate the vehicle rushed on and right
over the deadly wire. Iustantly the horse
resled and plunged headlong to the ground,
its flesh sizzling. Tae cib was not over-
tarned and the driver spranz out and
rushed to the animal’'s aid. Regardless of
warning yells from the crowd, he grasped
the trailing “‘string” that had upset his
horse. At that instant the wire swang
acroes his forehead, put right through
the skull almost to the ears and there re-
mained, althongh the unfortunate victim
fell forward over the hogse.

And now a frightfal scene never to be
forgotten by the sp was wi d
The electric fluid literally filled the man’s
head and in 3 moment brain and eyes had
been completely incinerated. Then the
flesh and skin smoked and sizzlel until

they also were reduced almost to ashes.
All the while the sparks played about the
head in an awful shower, the eyes litoral
ly glowing with a consaming fire.

It was several minutes before the electric
light oould be turned off and when it was
the body was found to be partially burned
to ashes, the head b:ing completely so.
There were at the time between tifteea
bundred and two thousand volts going
over the wires, and as the weight of the
horse on the telephone wire had complete-
1y cat through the insulation, the man, of
course, received the full blast of the eur-
rent at the first contact.

The members of
that party, he declared, woald contest every
vacancy in Parliament whenever there ap-
perred a ch of It d more
likely that O'Brien snd Dillon woull retire
first. The military were again called out
this evening to preserve order and prevent
auy clashing betwaen thoss present at mee$-
ings of the two rival factions.

Mr. Joha Deasy, member of Parliament
fer West Mayo, announced $his evening that
Mr. Michael Davitt was coming - to this city
on Monday next,

As showing the serionaness of the ont-
breaks here recently, it may be stated that
no fewer than 325 cases were treated at
different hospitals aad iufirmariea in this
city daring the riot. There were four cazes
treated on Sunday.

Corg, Nov. 1.—The Parnellite and anti-
Parnellite meatings to-day were again divid-
ed by a large forca of police. Nevertheless,
the Parnellites managed to throw a good
many stones over tho heads of the police at
Mr, O'Brien’s meeting. The MoCarthyites
replied with similar missiles, anl a serioas
conflint followed. The police were utterly
unable to keep order. Many persons were
injured in the ecrimmage, Earlier in the
day an attack was made on & band of music
on O'Coanell street. The instruments of the
musicians were smashed and s bpumber of
persons . were injurel. The Paraeilites
marched in procession. An American flag
and a portrait.of Patnell was ecarried at the
head of their line.

Mr. Redmond, in his speech, declared it
impossible for Dillon and O’Brien to be inde-
pendent. Gladstone was their master in
Eogland .and Tim Healy their master in
Ireland. During the meeting Mr. Redmoad
was presented with an enormous shellelagh,
Both meetings were largely atteaded and
much rowdyism was manifested at various
times by roughs who even attacked women
and children.
