i The Manitobs School Question.

W innipeg, Mnu s June 13,—~The Man-
itoba legislature reassembled this afterncon.
The first order of the dsy was the govern-
ment’s reply to the remedial order in the
achool question.  Attorney General Sifton
regretted the Premier’s abseace on acconn t
of illgess, but said he wonld be in his seat
ou Monday. In the meantime, however,
the AttorneyGeueral said he wonld acquaint
the House with the reply and in order to do
so he put it in the form of & mnotice of
motion for Monday.

The reply was read as follows: The
privileges which by said order we are
commanded to restore to our Romasn
Catholic fellow citizens are substantially the
ssme privileges they enjoyed previously to
the year 1890, Compliance with the terms
of the order won!d restore separate schoola
with no more satisfactory guarantees for
their efficiency than existed prior to said
date,

The educational policy embodied in our
present statutes was adopted after an
examination of the results of the policy
therétofore followed, under which the separ-
ate Roman Catholic schools (now sought to
be restored) had existed for a period of up-
wards of nineteert years, The said schools
were found to be inefficient.

As conducted under the Roman Catholic
board of education they did not possess the
attributes of efficient modern public schools.
Their conduct, management and regulation
were defective, as a resnlt leaving a large
section of the population with no better
means of education than was thus supplied,
and many people grew mp in a state of
illiteracy.

So far as we are awaro- there has never
been an attempt to defend these schools
on their merits, and we do not know of any
ground upon which the expeoditare of
public money in their support could be
justified.” We ara therefore compelled to
respectfully state to Your Excellency in
Council that we cannot accept the respon-
sibility’ of carrying into effect the terms of
the remedisal order.

Objections*upon principle may be taken
to any moditication of our educational
statutes which would result in the establish-
ment of ans or moresets of public schools.
Apart, howe_ver,'from the objections upon
principle there are serious objections frum
a practical educational ‘standpoint; Some
of these objections may be briefly indicated.

We labor" ‘tnder “great difficulties i
maintaining an efficient system of primary
edacation. Tbe school taxes bear heavily
opon our people. Thelsrge amouat of land
which is free from school taxes, and the
great extent of country over which our
small popilation is - scattered, present
obstacles to - efficiency.” and progress, The
reforms effected in 1890 have given an
impetus to educatlonal work, but the
difficulties which are inherent in our
circumst have 2constautly to be met.

It will be obvious that the establishment
of a set.of Roman Catholic achools, followed
by a set of Anglicsn scliools, and possibly by
Mennonite, Icelandic and other schools
would’so impair our present system that any'
approach . to ‘even our present general
standard of efficiency would . be quite
impossible,

We contemplate the inanguration of such
astate of affairs with very grave appre
hension, We have no hesitation in saying
that there cannot be suggested any measure
which, to our minds, would more seriously
imperil tha development of our province.

We believe that when the remedial order
was made there was not then available to
your excellency-in-conacil fall and 'accucate
information as to the workiog of our former
system of scticols.. We also bglieve that
there 'was_a lacking of means of forming a
correct judgment as to the eff:ct upon the
.provinice of the changes indicated in the
qrder,

Being impressed with this view, we
respeotfully submit that it is nat yet too late
to make a full and deliberate inveatigation
of the whole subject. Should such a course
be adopted wa shall cheerfully assistin
offering mere complete information avail-
able. An investigation of such a kind would
farnish: 8 “substantial -basis of fact upon
which conclusions could be formed with a
reasonable degree of certainty.

Itis urged most strongly - that upon so
important s matter; invelving as it does the
religious feelings and convietions of «ifferent
classes’of people of Canada. -and the eduoa-
tionsl interesty of g pravince which is
expected to hecome pne of the most impor~
tant ig the Daminian, no hasty aation shonld
he taken, but that, on the comtrary, the
greatest” vare aud deliberation should be
exercised and a falfl and thorough investiga-
bion held.

While we do not think it proper to enter
upon @ legal argument in this memorial, we
deem it our duty to briefly call attantion, ta
some of the legal and constitutipnx} diffioul-
ties which surround the ease. It is held
by some sauthorities that any action
tagken by the parliament uf Canada
upon the subject will be irrevocable.
While this opinion may or may mno§
be held to be sonnd, it is in our judgment
Qply necegsary to point out that there are
guhstantisl gronnds for entertaining sach an
opinion in order to h the ity
for acquiring & most able knowledge of the
facts before any suggestion of parliament-
ary action is made. 1t will be admitted
that the two essentials of any effective and
substantial restoration of the Roman
Catholic privileges are :

(1) The right to levy schook tases

(2) The righ tq participate in the legis-
lajive sobiool grant, Without these privi.
eges the separate schools cannot be pro.
perly oarried on, and without, them, there-
fore, any professed restoration of privileges
would be illusory.

Act. If this view is well founded, then
that portion of theAct of 1890 which abol-
ished said right to collect taxes is not sub-
ject to appesal to YourExcellency-in-Council,
and the remedial order and sny subsequent

(in so far as they may restore the said right)
will be ultra vires.

As to the legislative grant we hold that
1% is entirely within the control of the legis-
lature of the province and that no part of
the public funds of the province conld be
made available for the support of separate
schools without the voluntary action of the
legislature. It would appear, therefore,
that any action of the Parliament of Canada
looking to the reatoration of the Roman
Catholic privilegos must, to be of real and
subatantial benetit, be suplemented by the
voluntary action of theProvincialLegislature.

If this be the ~case nothing could be more
uofortanate fiom the standpdint of the
Roman Catholic people themselves than any
hasty or peremptory action on the part of
the Parliament of Canada, because such
action wounld probably produce strained re-
lations and tend to prevent the possibility
of restoring harmony.

We respsctfully suggest to Your Excel
lency in Council that all of the abeve con-
siderations call moat strongly for full and
careful deliberation and for such & course of
action as will avoid irritating complications.
We deem it proper also to call attention ta
the fact that it is only a few months sinve
the latest decisivn upon the subject was
given by theJadicial Committee of the Privy
,Council. Previons to that time a majority
of the members of the legislative assembly
had either expressly or impliedly given
plelges to their constituents which they
feel in honor bound loyally to falfil,

We understand that it has been lately
snggeste ! that private funds of the Roman
Catholic charoh and people had been
invested in school buildings and land that
are now appropristed for public school
purposes. No evidence of such fact has
ever been laid before us, #o far as we can
ascertain, bot we profess ourselves willing
to make full and fair compensation therefor,

In conclusion we beg respectfully to place
on record our continued loyalty to Her
Gracious Majesty and to the laws which the
parliament of Great Britain has in its wis-
dom seen fit to enact for the good govern-
ment of Cagada.
