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ATAVISM AMONGHow Finley McGill Held the Pier good sword in his hand, and it was 
still too early in the afternoon for any 
to have courage enough to attack him 
with bare fists. That was expected 
later, for it takes time to reach the 
proper pitch, eve«n with potent Can­
adian malt. However, revenge pre­
sented itself to the captain in strictly 
legal guise. A villager, learned in 
the law, engineered the matter, and 
the constable arrested McKerricher on 
the charge of carrying a knife with a 
blade longer than the statutes allowed.

The he had retained his sword while not on 
duty, and that said instrument was a 
knife within the meaning of the Act, 
its blade being more than six inches 
in length, firmly affixed to the handle 
aforesaid.

“To arms I” 
was the cry, and everything that would 
shoot, except the blacksmith’s anvil, 
with which we used to celebrate the 
Queen’s birthday, was brought into re­
quisition. Shotguns, muskets and 
rifles were brought down from their 
wooden pegs along the hewn walls of 
the log houses. We youngsters were 
set at moulding bullets, and it was 
great fun. Every house possessed bul­
let moulds, iron arrangements, like a 
pair of pincers, with metal cups at 
the business end, where a small hole 
at the junction of the closed cups en­
abled you to pour in the melted lead, 
There was also a couple of sharp 
blades, forming part of the handles, 
which, working on the principle of nut- 

and crackers, enabled you to clip off the 
lead protuberance, and leave a per­
fectly moulded bullet, which would 
kill a man as effectively as if it had 
been cast by the Government. Mount­
ed men had rushed galloping up the 
main roods from the lake and along 
the concession lines, shouting as they 
passed, “The Fenians are coming !” 
pausing for no comment, but hurrying 
forward with the news. It needed no 
other warning to cause every man who 
could shoulder a gun to make his way 
as quickly as possible with whatever 
weapon he had to the village which he 
knew would be the rendezvous.

once more in Buffalo saloons, in spite 
of the justly celebrated reputation of 
our own brands of liquor, for they 
would have come into a peaceful com­
munity that would rather fight than 
eat. Few of us knew anything about 
the merits of the Irish question of that 
day ; out attention being absorbed in 
politics that pertained to the talisman-

Still, if invasion came, we 

were all willing to fight first and in­
quire into the case afterwards.

The northern shore of Lake Erie—at 
least, that part with which I am ac­
quainted—is a coast perfect as a de­
fence. High perpendicular clay walls, 
quite unscalable, form a barrier 
which no enemy of sense would care to 
encounter. It must not be supposed 
that I am accusing the Fenians of hav­
ing been men of sense, for I have no 
such intention ; but even they would 
hesitate to attempt the clay walls of 
Western Canada. However, the eagle 
eye of the commander at once viewed 
the weak point in our defence with an 
unerring instinct worthy of Von Mol- 
tke. This was the pier. A creek flow­
ed into the lake, and a road to the 
shore ran along the banks of this 
creek. At the terminus of the road 
had been built a pier, some hundreds 
of feet in length, jutting out into the 
lake. Here, in peaceful times, schoon- 

from Cleveland, Erie, or Buffalo, 
had loaded themselves with oaken 
staves or prime wheat. Captain Mc­
Kerricher saw that once the pier was 
captured the Empire fell. He there­
fore massed his force on either bank of 
the ravine, so that a withering cross­
fire would discommode the enemy as 
he came up the valley—not a bad for­
mation either.

The rigour of the British army 
was nothing as compared with the mar­
tinet character of the regulations of 
this camp. Captain McKerricher in 
person visited every sentinel, and 
informed him that this was no 24th of 
May parade, but real war, and that 
any sentinel caught asleep would be 
forthwith shot instead of being fined 
a dollar ; and that if a man lit his pipe 
he would spend the rest of his life in 
Kingston Penitentiary.

When day broke Finley McGillis ex­
pressed the utmost consternation and 
surprise to find that his prisoner was 
really his captain.

The subordinate officers, who heljb 
ed their haggard captain out of the 
boat, advised him strongly to say no­
thing about the incident. This, so far 
as I know was the only naval en­
counter that occurred at the time of 
the Fenian raid, and it goes to show, 
as I said in the beginning, that those 
who devoted themselves to the cause ot 
their country suffer unrecorded hard­
ships, for which, alas ! medals are not 
given. Even this section of history is 
futile, for, as what I have set down is 
strictly true, I could not give real 
names, because I have had no oppor­
tunity of consulting with either cap­
tain or sentinel, and do not know but 
one or other might object to the re­
velation of his identity.—Cassell’s Ma­
gazine.

Harm has 
been done by -tte expression of the 
partisan"Teeling, to which one of the 
counsel referred on Wednesday morn­
ing of last week. Politics, too has had 
an undue influence at Ottawa in the 
trouble.

He, 
Mr. Lawlor, was aware that Capt. Douglas 
could not control these papers, but he 
thought it was his duty to direct attention 
to their misstatements.

Mr. Tweedie said the papers referred to 
he supposed correctly represented public 
sentiment, which was undonbtedly with the 
pilots. The couse of the latter had been a 
moderate one and would compare favorably 
with that of the commission.

Capt. Douglas intimated that with all 
deference to the press, its statements could 
not in any way effect his report to the Min­
ister.

What induced you to favor the regulation 
rescinding the compulsory pilotage for re­
movals of ships ?

Moves were 
sometimes 5 aud 6 io number for the esme 
ship, end I thought it well to leave tuch 
moving optional with captains as to engag­
ing pilut-.

No reporte were made to me by the pilot 
master from the' opening of navigation until 
the pilota’ resignations were handed in • to 
me. 1 had some conversation in the pilot 
office io Chatham on 16th May. I asked the 
pilot meater why they did not send in these 
reports ? I said the steamer Mautinea had 
srrivèd and gone to ees and, yet, I did not 
known officially that she had been in port— 
that I had to take the ctptaine’ statements 
in refeienco to draft of water of vessel» in 
and out, etc. and give certificates ou the 
captaina’ instead of the pilots’ statements 
and it was very unsatisfactory. I asked 
him if the reasons for the pilots’ not report­
ing was because they had no forma. He 
said they had plenty of forms. I may say 
the pilot master receives the reports from 
the pilots and sends them to my office in 
Newcastle. He told me he wa*, in 
not aeudiog them, obeying the orders 
of the pilote, 
to send them. I said some - of them would 
get into trouble.

The custom other years was to send these 
reports to me promptly.

Witness next gave testimony in reference 
to laying buoys in the Miramichi—

I had the contract he.-etofore, and it wai 
renewed this year. The government agrees, 
io case of any difficulty, to point out where 
I shall place the buoys. I thought the pilots 
were unreasonable this year in the matter of 
placing the. buoys,and I could not agree with 
them.

[Here a dispute arose over s request of 
Mr. Tweedie to have thejtaoy contract pro­
duced and Mr. Call, on advice of Mr. Law­
lor, would net say whether he would or 
would not produce it.]

As to section 5, the argument was based 
on representations of the pulp companies to 
whom the tugs came with cosl barges. It 
seemed to me that it hampered the trade of 
the port for pilotage to be paid outwards 
compulsorily, when both tugs and bargee 
paid pilotage in; it seemed fair to leave it 
optional with the captains as to outward 
pilotage.

There is no pilots’ superannuation fund, 
^pt the pilots, themselves, pension off the 
old pilots. There are only two pilots 
60 years of age ; the others are comparative­
ly young and have been pilots or apprentices 
•ince 1892. I do uot kuow how the number 
of pilots сіп Ьз reduced excepting by death, 
resignation or ditniisssl for misconduct.

The pilots who have resigned have Lot 
given np their licenses aud no demand upon 
them for the surrender of these, beyond 
what 1 have stated in my direct examination, 
has been made. They were dismissed and 
had no opportunity for being heard a* to im­
proper conduct. They were uoiiried to 
meet the commissioners in the Snowball 
building at 3,30 May 13 h. The meeting 
wa* for 4 p.m. I do not know whether 
there wa* any agreement to meet the com- 
miationers at 4 p.m. at Chatham. Only 3 
commissioners were presei t. The pilots 
were uot notified to attend any meeting in 
the secretary’s office, Newcastle. I do not 
think the full body of commissioners have 
met since 7th Apii*.

Angus MuEichrao was appointed, to meet 
the pressing difficulty. The license was 
sent to commissioner Snowball to deliver it 
to him in case of neci s*ity, but nothing wae 
to be said to him nulese his services were 
necessary. He had been retired for old age. 
The commissioners gave me a list of the new 
pilots to be appointed on 25th May.

The commissioners examined the men. I 
do not know that they were all examined. 
Hugh McLean snd Michael J. Jimmo 
in my office and the commissioners, Messrs. 
Allan Ritchie and Ernest Hutchison were 
there for an hour or more,

Hugh MoLean was not, to my knowledge, 
ever an apprentice. I do not know that he 
served four years as required by the regula­
tions (now amended) or that be or any of 
the other new men were ever indentured. I 
do not know that they had certificates for 
examination. They had not paid $5.

On motion to adopt the report aid. Maher 
asked whether, in the event of ite adoption, 
the committee would be empowered to ap­
point new policemen?

The Mayor stated that lie could not con­
cur in the latter part of the report as he 
waa not notified to be present at the meeting 
at which it was considered, etc.

Aid. Snowball said it had been quitei 
apparent of late that the Scott Act had not 
been enforced. It waa evident that the 
officers had not made an adequate effort to 
enforce the act.

Aid. Loggie said complaint had been made 
to him that men were going about, trying to 
pledge their clothes to get money to bay 
drinks. It had also been represented to him 
that some proprietor were almost allowed to 
keep open bars, wbi e others had not the 
the same privilege. The enforcement of the 
law had not been a success, so far.

Aid. Hocken spoke Vo the same effect and 
•aid the policemen had not done their duty 
as inspectors. The abuse should be cor­
rected.

The Mayor argued the report was too 
sweeping.

Aid. NVatt ssid he thought there was one 
good officer on the force.

The report of committee was adopted.
Aid. Watt moved, seconded by aid. 

Loggie, that colonel S. U. MoCulley be 
appoints Town Marshall at a salary of 
$500 a year.

The Mayor said such matters should come 
before and be recommended by the police 
committee. It was an important matter to 
■pring upon the council in this way.

Aid. Watt said the members were alt 
present and could deal with the matter 
now.

Aid. Groat favored the motion, and said 
which the Scottthe manner in 

being carried out waa a reflection on the 
Town.

Aid. Flanagan said he had baeo induced 
to resign Qie chairmanship of the police 
committee and, since that, the act waa not 
enforced. It seemed it was done to make 
an excuse to provide an office and salary for 
someone. He knew that the committee was 
not having the work done ля it abould do, 
and he had called on them to do better 
work. By proper effort better work conld 
be done.

Aid. Snowball said, in reply to aid. Flan­
agan, that he had done all he conld to have 
the act carried oat, having spoken frequent­
ly to the policemen about it. He spoke at 
some length on the non-performance of their 
duties by the policemen, and said he was 
taken by surprise at the proposition to make 
col. S, U. McCnlley Town Marshall. He 
had been police magistrate and woald make 
a good оЩрег. Of course, if he went on the 
force he would have to wear the police 
uniform and perform the several duties 
assigned to the town marshall by law. He 
wonld endorse the appointment.

Aid. Maher said the appointment of a 
$500 salaried officer ahonld be only taken 
np after longer notice.

Aid. doggie referred to the energetic 
enforcement of the Scott Act in Moncton 
and thought col. McCnlley wonld effectively 
enforce the law here. He also spoke of the 
duty snd necessity of enforcing the law.

Aid. Watt referred to the thefts going on 
in the town; to people being seen with stolen 
clothes on their backs; to the attention of 
the police being called, by himself and aid. 
Snowball, to violations of the law going on, 
and yet nothing was dene by the men on 
the force.

In reply to the Mayor, aid. Watt said 
col. McCnlley wonld take the place of the 
third policemao.

Aid. McIntosh said it was not right to 
that the Scott Act could not be

carried ont in the town. A month should 
be given in which to honestly test the mat­
ter before going to the expense of making 
this appointment.

Aid. Flanagan said time ahould be given 
for the police committee to see if the police­
men would really refuse to do their duty.

Aid McIntosh said he knew of a case in 
which information was made of a violation of 
the Scott Act and papers were issued,where­
upon aid. Watt went to the police magis­
trate and requested that the matter be 
call* d off.

Aid. Watt explained that case referred to 
was not a Scott Act one, hot a violation of 
th3 Sunday beer-selling law. Mr. Flood, 
the person charged, had come to him and 
explained that he did not know it was illegal 
to sell beer on Sunday, but his neighbors 
bad been informed of it. He, aid. Watt, 
with the concurrence of aid. Snowball, had 
asked the police magistrate to let the matter 
piss.

The Mayor made a statement showing 
that the law was ambiguous on the subject 
of beer-selling on Sundays, snd after con­
sultation with county secretary Thomson 
and the police magistrate, the latter waa 
prepared to go on with the prosecution of 
such cases.

Maher wanted to know if the whole 
town was to be asaeesed for the running of 
the street watering cart, while only a part 
of one ward got the benefit of it ?

This subject was jocularly treated for a 
time and the council adjourned.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

for several weeks there hare been 
repeated disturbances and some fight­
ing on the peninsula directly north of 
Hong Kong. This turbulence is due 
to the fact that the British have been 
making the first move to take effec­
tive possession of tile 200 square miles 
of mainland leased to them for ninety- 
nine years by the convention signed 
on June 9 last. The convention de­
clared that the wide peninsula facing 
Hong Kong should be entirely under 
British jurisdiction, except the native 
city of Kau-lnng, which is less than 
five miles from the British emporium 
of the Orient. But when the British 
undertook, early this month, to avail 
themselves of their newly acquired ex­
tension there was a very turbulent 
protest from the villagers. Inflamma­
tory placards were posted throughout 
the leased territory calling upon peo­
ple to prevent the intrusion of the 
foreign devils. Mat sheds that had 
been reared for the accommodation of 
the British police were burned down 
and the erection Of others was pre­
vented. A few troops were sent from 

- Hong Kong to protect "the working 
force and their buildings, whereupon 
the villagers made bold to attack the 
soldiers, who, hesitating to shoot, were 
compelled to retreat, and the Chinese 
kindled more bonfires among the new 
mat sheds. Then one hundred British 
soldiers were taken around into Mira 
Bay and landed on the neck of the 
ceded peninsula. With the British 
both north and south of them, the 
Chinese apparently grew more calm 
and thoughtful, and English news­
papers were informed on April 5 that 
the disturbances had been insignifi­
cant and order had been restored. But 
m the past fortnight the peace has 
been, repeatedly disturbed, and the 
latest news is that “the Kau-lung re­
bels have been defeated and many of 
them killed."

■'

The peasantry did not initiate these 
disorders, but they were instigated by 
influential persons who had their own 
reasons for opposing the enlargement 
of the British colony. The grounds on 
which Great Britain demanded the 
lease of this considerable territory 
were that it was needed for the pro­
per protection of the colony and al­
so to provide roopt Cor commercial ex­
pansion, as the island of Hong Kong 
had become too cramped an area for 
the requirements of its immense trade. 
The soldiers of the Viceroy of Canton 
have co-operated with the British, and 
as they are now employing the stern­
est measnreh they will of course make 
a speedy end to the Chinese i«»olt. It 
is not difficult to discern the cause of 
this disturbance.
Hong Kong taker, from the local man­
darins in the populous peninsula their 
control of some of the sources of offi­
cial revenue, and thus impairs their 
opportunities for private gain. But 
they have thrived, and might continue 
to thiive, on the profitable privileges 
they ha va‘enjoyed even at Hong Kong 
itself, and they are too short-sighted 
to see that their opposition may result 
in curtailing the opportunities they 
still possess.

It is entirely an article im­
ported from China, which country will 
probably continue for a long time to 
be chief source of tea supply for the 
Russian markets.

duties. The Russians drink enormous 
quantities of tea, sufficient to frighten 
any foreigner.

The poor people—and, alas ! the Rus­
sian people are the poorest in existence 
—use the so-called “brick” tea. This 
is the cheapest sort, being mixed with 
the stems and compressed by some ad­
hesive gum into dry cakes of various 
sizes, resembling in its outward 
appearance plug tobacco. This tea, 
which W'ould probably prove poisonous 
to anyone else, is consumed’by the Rus­
sian workingman at the average rate 
of about twenty stakans, or tumblers, 
a day ; the Russian stakan being quite 
equal to five of the little* thimbles of 
cups used at our afternoon teas. In­
deed, a Russian won't be satisfied un­
til “the seventh perspiration breaks 
out,” according to the popular saying. 
Taking into consideration that black, 
sour or bitter, brick-like bread, raw 
onions, garlic, dried leather-like fish 
and strongly salted herrings are usu­

hot tea needed to still a Russian thirst 
and heip on nis digestion.

Of course, it is not the “brick” tea as 
used by the poor moujik that enjoys a 
world-wide reputation, but that in use 
among the middle and upper classes. 
In such households tea at the price of 
#1 per pound, 0.91) of the English pound 
avoirdupois, is quite an ordinary thing, 
while in wealthier families $2 per 
pound is frequently paid. There are 
choice sorts of teas which are sold even 
at fl5 per pound, but of these only 
a few leaves are used to add an extra 
delicious aroma to the ordinary tea. 
Thus the high quality of the tea itself 
brought overland and most carefully 
packed, is the chief reason of its su­
periority over the teas in use in West­
ern Europe.

But apart from the tea itself, the 
Russian method of preparing it goes 
a long way to contribute to the fine 
taste of the beverage. In this process 
the famous “samovar” plays the prin­
cipal part, and a word or two of ex­
planation will not be amiss. The 
“samovar” is the utensil used only for 
boiling the water. They are usually 
made of brass or copper, but there are 
also silver samovars, the inside being 
lined with another metal. In the mid­
dle there is a kind of chimney or fire 
receptacle, around which fresh cold 
water is poured into the samovar. 
Burning charcoal or wood is thrown 
into the chimney, and it usually takes 
about a quarter of an hour before the 
water begins to boil, this being an­
nounced by a volume of steam from 
under the cover. Then the boiling 
water is poured upon the tea in the 
pot, and the latter placed on the top 
of the samovar to keep warm, as tea- 
coseys are unknown in Russia. The 
infusion is made very strong, but only 
about a fifth or quarter of a glass is 
filled with it, the rest being filled up 
with boiling water. A slice of lemon 
or milk is added according to taste.

In Chinese the tone in which a word 
is spoken determines its meaning as 
much as the sound does. For instance; 
ш Chinese a man ceases to be a man 
if you change the tone of the voice 
in uttering the word, and may become 
a disease, a nightingale, or a carrot. 
One tone, and one only, expresses man. 
There are four of these tones in 
the standard or mandarin dialect— 
a high-keyed explosive tone ; a rising 
tone ; a curving inflection, and a fall­
ing inflection.

The sound “man,” if uttered in the 
first tone, means brazen-faced ; in the 
second, to hide ; in the third, full ; and 
in the fourth, slow. These four tones 
are the occasions of absurd

Good woolen blankets should be car­
ried along, because cool nights are fre­
quent evpn in midsummer. When not 
used as a covering they help to make 
a bed of boughs softer and. more com­
fortable.
