{lotion Endorsing His Ap-
pointment Broke Up Meeting

The Liberal Convention Wouldn’t
Listen to Words of Commen-
dation for the 0ld Leader.

The convention of the New Bruns-
wick Liberal Association opened this
morning in Berryman’s hall. The hall

wag crowded with delegates from every

Section of the province and untfl just
befere the close of this morning's ses-
sion apparent unanimity prevailed.
But a motien from an admirer of Mr.
Blair that a resolution should be passed
endorsing his appointment to the rail-
way cominission, caused at the end
some little confusion. The motion was
never carred, those, present showing
their hestility to it by getting up and
leaving befere tha adjournment was
moved. :
Senator King, of Chipman, occupied
the ohair as being the president of the
assoclation, and C. J. Miiligan was sec-
retary. x
Senator King, in calling the meeéting
to order, said that in the prestnt con-
vention he expected to hawe one of the
finest gatherings of Liberals ever held
in th province. The meetings of the
convention were open to the press as
the Liberals had nothing to conceal.
A committee was then appointed to
secure a list of the names of the dele-
gates and their addresses. When the
committee had completed its work,
Senator King made a few remarks as
to the object of the convention. TFHe
main object of the convention, he said,
was to revive the Liberal organization
in New Brunswick, as a preparatory
step to the cofning general election. He
therefore considered that the conven-
tion should be conducted on Liberal
principles and that every one present
should have his say. = While he was
sure that there werée no dissensions in
the Liberal ranks, he @ not think that
the convention would go so far as to
dictate to outside counties. He urgéd
that the delegates of the convention
shquld, upen its conclusion, at once put
themselves into communication with
their respective courity presidents gnd
proceed without delay With county or-
He suggested that two
committees be appointed, dhe to draft
a resofution endobsing the government
policy, and the otler to draft a resolu-
tion endorsing the appointing of Mr.
Emmerson to the eabinet position of
minister of railways and canals.

The minttes of the last convention of |

the N. B. Liberal Assocjation, which
was held seven years ago in St. John,
were then read by the secretary, C. J.
Mil¥gan,

Mr. Emmerson, the new minister, was
thén called upon to address the gather-
ing, and upon rising received the ac-
eldim of his followers. He said it was
gratifying to him to meet on such an
occasion 80 many promminent Liberals.
About four weeks ago he was confront-
ed with a problem in his appointment
to a cabinet position. While he felt
that he was defi¢ient in qualifications
for the position, he believed neverthe-
less, that Sir Wilfrid Laurier had dbne
an act of wisdom in appointing him.
He felt that his appointment would re-
ceive the unanimous endorsation of
New Brunswick Liberals. :

The present convention, he said, was
simply a preliminasy step, having in
view the proper organization of the
Liberal party throughout the province,
so as to place Liberal ranks in a pesi-
tion to assail successfully the citadel
of the enemy, !

Hé referred to the present. bye-elec-
tion in St. John. He said that St. John
Liberals should not be satisfled with
the mere election of their candidate,
but they should not rest content until
they had heaped up such a majority
as would show unmistakingly the pre-
vailing sentiment in New Brunswick.
He then referred to the coming general
election, He told them in confidence
what he wanted them to do; they
should send back to the new parlia-
ment no fewer than thirteen represent-
atives, This number he had always
regarded as lucky, and certainly in the
coming juncture it could not -be un-
lucky. To accomplish this the liberals
must proceed on the co-eperative plan
and so ensure vittory.

The election of officers was then pro-
ceeded with. Upon motion Senator
King was re-elected to the position of
president apd C. J. Milligan to that of
secretary. The other officers are: Rich-
ard O’Brien, first vice president; I\ B.
Carvell, second vice-president; Dr. G.
Godet, third vice-president; Geo. Mec-
Avity, treasurer,

A committee Wwas then appointed to
recommend names for the executive, of
which one is to be from each county.

The committee appointed to draft a
resolution endorsing the government
policy are: Richard O’Brien, O. Tur-
geon, of Restigouche county, and F. B.
Carvell, of Carleton county.

The committee to draw a resolution
endorsing the appointment of Mr. Em-
merson to the position of minister of
railways are: J. T. Hawke, Senator
Thompson, W. S. Loggie and Geo. E.
‘Merciér.

Some one then arose and moved that
‘a committee be also appointed to draw
up a resolution approving of the ap-
pointment of the Hon. Mr, Blair to the
chairmanship of the railway commis-
sion. At this some confusion arose and
it was only too apparent that some
were trying to prevent the mover from
being heard. John L., Carleton, to avoid
the coming dissension jumped to his
¥eet and moved that the meeting ad-
qourn. The motion was seconded by
all present getting up and moving out.

The convention opened its afternoon
session at 2.30 e’clock,

Fail in Attempt

to Land Troops

But They Gave Russia a Severe Blow
by: Blocking Mar}ehurian Railway—
Battle of Chemulpo Deseribed

LONDON, Feb. 11.—A special des-
patch from Port Arthur says the Ja-
panese fleet attempted Wednesday to
fland men in several bays in the neigh-
borhood of Port Arthur under the pro-
tection of the guns of the cruisers. It
is asserted, however, that all the at-
tempts were unsuceessful.

WAR DECLARED. ,

TOKIO, Feb. 11.—The existence of a
state of war with Russia was formally
announced today by an imperial pro-
clamation.

JAPAN STRIKES AGAIN.

LONDON, Feb. 11.—A special de-
spatch from Tien Tsin confifms the re-
port thot the Manchurian raiiroad has
‘heen blocked by the blowing. up of a
bridge on the line and that thirty Rus-
slans were killed in the explosion. It
is reported, the despatch adds, that the
Russian steamers Neni and Mukden,
belong to the Chinese Eastern Railway
Gbmpany have been captured by the
Japanese.

MORE RUSSIAN SHIPS TAKEN.

LONDON, Feb. 11.—Lloyds’ agent at
. Shanghai, cdbling under date of yes-
(terday, says it is reported and generdl-
1y belisved that a Japanese warship
kas dedtroyed the Russian mail steamer
 Mongolia, bhound from Shanghai for
Palney. The cablegram adds that the
three Russian warships damaged by
torpedoes at Port Arthur sank.

THE BATTLE OF CHEMULPO.

TOKIO, Feb. 11.—The destruction,of
the Russian cruiser Variag and the
gunbeat Koreitz, at Chemuplo, on
Tuesday is officially confirmed but the
details are lacking. ]

Admiral Urin, commander of the:
Japanese squadron, sent a cablegram
to the navy department, saying that
the two Russian vessels weighed an-
chor at noon, steamed down the bay
and encountered the Japanese fleet
while rounding the island, nine miles
from Chemulpo.

It is not known who first opened fire,
but the exchange lasted 34 .min-
utes. The Russian ships withdrew to
Ghemulpo. The Koreitz exploded about
4,30 o’clo¢k. It is not clear how the
Variag was destroyed. The loss of life
and the effect of the shells on the Rus-
sians was unknown. It is possible that
the Russian crews aided in the de-
struction of their veseels to avoid cap-
ture and annihilation. The Japfnese
did not lose a man and their ships were
not injured. The names of the Japan-
ese ships are withheld for strategical
reasons. The Russian crews, it is re-
ported, surrendered to the Japanese at
Chemulpo. Japan is elated by its suc-
cess in the engagement. The navy de-
partment does not confirm the report
that the Japanese fleet is still off Port
Arthur.

Adviees of a general naval engage-
ment are hourly expected. The success
of Japan dn the sea would carry enor-
mous advantage and practically decide
the war. On paper the fleets are almost
equal, although the Japanese are con-
fident that their personnel is superior.
They say that a naval battle would
be really a Japanese victory on account
of Russia’s lack of factilities to dock
and repair her larger craft.

ENGLAND WILL BE NEUTRAL.

LONDON, Feb. 11.—King Edward, at
a council held at Buckingham palace
this afternoon, signed a proclamation
declaring Great Britain’s neutrality
during the war between Russia and Ja-
pan,

ALEXIEFF THE BOSS.

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 11.—It is of-
ficially announced that Admiral Alexieff
has PYeen appointed to the snpreme
command of the Russian land and sea
forces in the far east. .

LYING IN WAIT,

SHANGHAI, Feb. 11.—The Russian
gunboat Mandjur is still here. It is
understood that-two Japanese warships
are awaiting her at the mouth of the
Yang-Tse-Kiang.

RUSSIANS 'LEAVE JAPAN.

NEW YORK, Feb. 11—Several Rus-
sians are leaving by the German mail
steamer Gerafochy, says a Herald de-
spatch from Nagasaki. The French
mail steamer Yara, whkich will sail from*
Yokohama on Feb. 12, will convey the
Russian consuls from Kobe and Nagas-
aki back to Europe.

Baron de Rosea telegraphed his com-
patriots from Tokio, “Pray do not de-
lay your departure.”

It is reported that submarine mines
have been laid down at Dalney by the
Russians.

A WARNING FOR DOMVILLE.

OTTAWA, Feb. 10.—A proclamation
will be issued by the government to-
morrow enjoining absolute mneutrality
on the part of Canadians in the war be-
tween Japan and Russia.

BERLIN, Febh., 11.—A despatch re-
ceived here from Tokio says the im-
perial decree conicerning the seizure of
Russian merchant vesselg excepts those
leaving Japan or sailifig direct from
other Japanese parts for Japan up to

Japan after discharging their cargoes
and keep to the route. mapped out for
them, and provided, 0, that neither
inward or owtward bound ships have
on board artiéles contraband 6f war.

RUSSIAN PEOPLE WARNED,

ST. PETEBRSBURG, Feb. 11.-The
minister of fingnce hue issted a com-
munication in ioch it watns the peo-
ple against becoming panic stricken
and sacrificing securities, as they bene-
fit only the speculators. The ministry
exhorts the people to remain calm and
collected regarding events in the Far
East, which, while they may create
temporary diffieulties, cannot shake
Russia’s eéconomit power. It péints
out that shocks fell at the outbreak of
the -Russe-Turkish war in 1887, but
that within a fortnight quotations re-
covered. This exgex‘ience, it says, is
now being repeated.

Orders hHave been isstted for the
formation of a third Siberian army
corps and a trans-Balkan division of
Cossacky. These will be incorporated
in the Manchurign aimy.

-PRICE OF SILK GOES UP.

NEW YORK, Feb. 11.—War in the
Far East already has affected the silk
piece goods market of the United
Statés. The majority of prominent im-
porting houses have just anhbunced ad-
vances of ten per cent. on Habutal
and other silk fabrines manufactured
in Japan. ey gave as their reason
the fact that many of the operatives
and skilled hands in the various fac-
torfes havé been drafted for war pur-
poses, and their places cannot be fill-
ed:

Stocks in Yokohama and New York
are decldedily light. The more impor-
tant Japanese houses in the trade are
endeavoring to establish an agreemernt
to regulate prices.

WAR AFFECTS WORLD’'S FAIR.

ST. L.OWIS, Mo., Feb. 11,—~George W.
Stewart, Mlnager of the RBureau of
Music of the World’s Fair, reeeived a
cablegram today from Sergt. W. Alex-
anderovsky, Russia’s commissiorier
general to the World’s Fair, stating
that owing to war between Russia
and Japan, the band of the Imperial
Guard would not be sent to St. Louils.
The band of the Impertal Guard is' the
czar's favorite orgamnization, composed
of the elite of the Russian army.

AFFAIRS IN CHINA.

TIEN TSIN, Feb. 11.--The Russian
garrison was yesteray removed to
Shan-Hai Xwan. The post office was
transferred to the Freneh autherities.

Yun-Shi-XKai, governor of Chill pro-
vince and commander in -chief of the
army, ‘has issued a proclamation for-
bidding fheetings of secret societies or
seditious movements. The Japanese
are floodfhg Pekin gratis with news-
papers containing reports of the Jap-
anese successes against Russia.

RUMORS OF MORE WAR,.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Feb, 11. — In
diplomatic circles hefe the fear is in-
creasing that Turkey and Bulgaria will
take advantage of Russia’s. preoccu-
pation in the Far East to settle their
differences.

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 10.—A
cablegram to the Associated Press
from Nagasaki states that, the Russian
eruiser Variag, which was reported to
have been sunk yesterday at Chemulpo
by the Japanese fleet, was captured

{ and arrived at 8asebo.

The despatch also states that in ad-
ditioh to the Russian vesgels damaged
in the torpedo attack at Port Arthur
that seven other vessels were cap-
tured. _

It is also reported at Nagasaki that
General Kuropatkin has arrived af
Harbin to take command of the Rus-
sian land forces. iy

s ALL QUIET AT TOKIO,

TOKIO, Tuesday, Feb. 9.—All is per-
factly tranquil here tonight, though
reports are beginning to reach this
city of the naval engagement off Che-
mulpo, Korea. Few facts are obtain-
able. The native newspapers’ extras
are announcing the destruction of two
Russian ships, the Variag and the Ko-
rietz, but there are ne crowds on the
streets, no cheering and no demonstra-
tions. Everybody maintains a placid-
ity which astonishes the foreigners,

ST. PETERSBURG, Feh. 10, 11 p.m.
—Viceroy Alexisff began today the mo-
bilization of the army reserves in East-
ern Asia. The publieation of extra
editions of the ngwspapers contaiming
accounts of the ported injuries to
Japanese ships during the Port Ar-
thur engagements and the sinking of
the Japanese battleship Shikishima led
to a demand upon the editors for the
source of their information. They re-
plied: “It came from the British em-
bassy.”

These reporis were received every-
" where with manifestations of joy, but
nothing confirming them has come
from Viceroy Alexieff.

LONG SEARCH
FOR DEAD WIFE

Body of Missing Iroquois Vie-
tim Just Found.

[t Had Been Stelen for Money the

Woman Carried — Montreal
Man the Thief, -

CHICAGO, Feb. 11.—The long search
of Frank B. Greenwald, for the body
of his wife, who lost her lifé in the
Iroquois fire, has been rewarded. He
has found the body buried at Elmwood
as that of amother woman,

Mr. Greenwald identified the body
by the membrane connecting the first
and second toes of the feet and by
two rings that were stilf on the hand.
The body was burned beyond recogni-
tion of the features. A deliberate at-
tempt to get possession ef a Wody to
obtain the money feund on it was sus-
pected. Mrs. Greenwalds body was
taken to an undertaking establishment
where it was No. 84. The nuniber was
a duplicate, and on the other bodyy
numbered 84 $500° was found.

A man who said he came from Mon-
treal c¢laimed the body and said that
on it would be found $500. FHe se-

He claimed it as the body of His aunt,
a woman 50 years eof age, when he
brought the permit to remove the
body, he found that it already  had
been identified as that ‘of Mrs. Helen
Miller, 28 yéars of age.

It was then he found that he coild
not get the body of Mrs. Milker axd;
he took the other one as his permit
called for No. 84. This was the W6dy
of Mrs. Greenwald, He called an un-
dertaker to care for the body ahd biry
it. He explained his circumstances
and upon promise that wealthy rela-
tives would come to Chicago he . ob-
tained not only credit for the éxpense
of interment, but also the loan of a
considerable sum from the undé er.
After both the bodies hal been bilried
the Montreal man continued to trou-
ble the Miller family, seeking the ef-
feets that were on the body which they
had identified. Although Mrs. Green-
wald wore several atticles of Jjewelry,
the presence of the two rings.leads the
police to believe that the remaining
pieces were taken by someone else, and
not by the man "who idenfified the
body. No money was found on .the
body. The police havée a good des-
cription of the Montreal man and his
arrest is expected soon.

Greenwald’s son also had been
wrongly identified. ¥e had been plac-
ed in the list as Vernen Cerbin.. This
mistake was discovered by Mr. Green-
wald ten days after the fire,

JAP TROOPS REACH SEOUL,

LONDON, Feéb, 11.-Special despat-
ches from Tokio this morning an-
nounce the arrival of Japanese troops
at Seoul, but beyond  this the de-
spatches published in the newspapers
here this merning add pradtically no-
thing to the knowledge of the actual
situation.

The Tien Tgin ‘comrespondent of the
Standard serids in a report that the
Russians have massacred 100 Chinese
at Lioa-Yang, in consequence of which
the officials at Shan-Hai-Kwan are
greatly alarmed and arz appealing to
Pekin. for protsction,

Other despteches ffom T'ien Tsin said
that 400 French troops hgve Been or-
dered from there to Seoul for the pro-
tection of the French legation at the
Korean capital, the emperor having
taken refuge there. These reports lack
confirmation.

The correspondent of the Daily Mail
at Tien Tsin says that Li, the favor-
fte court official of the Dowager Em-
r ess, has been decoyed away and be-
headed by order of Yuan Shi Kal, com-
mander in chief of the Chinese army
and ravy. L1 was pro-Russian in his
feelings.

The Che Foo correspondent of the
Daily Express asserts that the Rus-
sian coruiser Diana, was injured by a
shot frem the Russian shore battery
at Port Arthur, and that the cruiser
Novik and the battleship Poltava have

How Alexander ot Teck, Paid Two
Shillings Borrowed from St
John Boy in Afriga.

s

The announcement of the marriage
Wednesday of H. R. H. Prince Alex-
ander of Teck, while of interest to
nearly all persons was of more than
usual interest to a member of the first
contingent now in this city who dur-
ing the South African war was un-
consciously hobnobbing with royalty.

At the time of the disaster to Broad-
wood’s column at Sanna’s Post, the
Canadian contingent, then in; camp at
Bloemfontein, was sent out some twen-
ty or twenty-five miles toward the
scene of the disaster. About ten miles
out was a Dutch farm and shep, at
which General French ' was making
temporary headquarters.”

An officer, with the rank of major,
who was there wished his straps clean-
ed, but his servant was unable to find
eny of the “dubbing” used on service
for this work.

John private
went without the expeeted hop ale and
biscuits.

Nex* day the major took a notion to
g0 to Bleemfontein to church, and a
horse and Cape cart owned by the
store keeper were commandeered, The
major and Canadian drove in, attended
churoh, and -went back to the post’
That evening, on coming across some
equipment belonging to the gallant ma-
jor the St. John man was somewhat
surprised to read on it a private mark
which said “H. R. H. Duke of Teck,
major 10th Lancers.”

Next morning the major was gone
and with him the two shillings he
should have paid for the dubbing.

But the story does not end just yet.

The Prince of Teck was one of the
party accompanying the Duke of York
on his visit to 8t. John a couple af
years ago and while in this city was
engaged In conversation, as by acel-
dent, by the'man to whom he owed the
money. On the incident being recall-
ed, the one-time majpr went into his
pockets, and finding some cash this
time, laughingly paid his debt. Tlose

DEAL WITH DANGER
oF BURIAL ALIVE.

LONDON, Iﬂeb 9-—As an illustration
of the dangers of premature burial,
most people will be greatly surprised to
Jearn that the home secretary has ad-
mitted that ten thousand persons are
buried annually in England and Wales
without death certificates, William
Tebb, president of the London Associ-
ation for the Prevention of Premature
Burial, has determined to take action
to remedy this state of things.

The doctors, as 18 not infrequent, dif-

fer on the chances of premature burial,
but even if the odds were a million to
one it would still be desirable to take
all possible precautions to save the un-
fortunate unit from so terrible a doom.
The manner in which Mr. Tebb’s as-
sociation proposed to .deal with the
danger is by the institution of a pub-
lie mortuary, where bodies can remain
until the fact of death is put beyond
the possibility of doubt.
Another practical remedy suggested
against the peril is & more general ac-
ceptance of the principle of the open
coffin and the shallow grave. But there
is a great deal of prejudice to overcome
before this system eould prevail,

Straits Filled Wlth Ioe—‘(o Mails For
Four Days.
B

Communieatlon with P, E. Island is
cut off, both by steamer and ice boats
and the prospects are that crossing
will be out of the question for some
days. For the past few weeks the
mails have been carried by ice boats
from Cape Tormentine to Cape Tra-
verse, but now on this line another dif-
ficulty has arisen. The N. B. and P.
E. I railway from Sackville to Tormen-
tine is blocked and the agent advises
that ‘it will be tied up for at least five
days. This road is about forty miles
long and runs through an open coun-
try. The highways are said to be un-
der ten feet of snow and unbroken in
many places, but in spite of this the
maile will have to be forwarded by
teams, and today arrangements are be-
ing made for a courier service. The
Northumberland Straits are full of ice
and while the winds remain as at pre-
sent there is no hope of a passage be-
ing cleared. No malils have crossed
from the Island for four or five days.

Of the Pictou-Georgetown service the
agent at Pictou advised yesterday as
follows: “The Minto Ileéft Pictou for
Georgetown at seven o’clock Tuesday
morning, but was able: to 'get only
about five miles from Pictou wharf and
had to return between six and seven
o'clock this evening. The Stanley left
Geoagetown ~ at seven o'clock and
we have not heard from her since. The
strait 18 full of ice and the weather is
very cold. There is no chance to make
a trip until the weather moderates and
until there is a day or two of souther-
ly winds.”

DR. MORRISON'S CALL

Officlal from Chicago
Received—It is Understood He
Will Probably Accept.

Request

Rev, A. H. Foster, clerk of the
Presbytery of St. John, has received
the official call issued by the First
Church of Chicago, to Dr, J. A. Morri-
son of this city.

A special meeting of the presbytery
will be held in the near future to con-
sider this call.

It is understood that Dr. Morrison
has decided to accept, although as yet

he has not made any definite state-
ment. Members of St. David’'s con-
gregation, while regretting the possible
loss of their pastor cannot help feeling
pleased that he has been asked to flll
such an important pulpit as that of the
church to which he had been called.

The First Church of Chicago was es-
tablished in 1837, when the congrega-
tion met in old Fort Dearborn.

Regarding the call to Dr, Morrison
the Chicago Interior, Feb. 4th, says:

“The selection of a pastor for Chicago
First Church, to fill the historic pulpit
vacant since the lamentable decease of
Dr. Chichester is an event agreeable
to record. The congregation has been
most solicitous to choose a man cap-
able of a long and continually develep-
ing ministry in the peculiar fleld that
the First Church occupies. Its unani-
mous deoision, after a deliberate and
studious search in which many names
were consg_dered, constitutes, therefore,
very great praise to the man at length
fixed upon. The First Church’'s in-
vitation goes across the border into
Canada, and its expected acceptance
will add another item to the already
considerable debt which the American
Presbyterian church owes the Canadian
church. For the manning of another of
its most eminent and exacting pulpits,
the minister of 8t. David's church,
Saint John, N, B., is now asked to
step over the international line,

Dr. Morriscn was born of Scotch par-
ents in a Quebec village, thirty-six
years ago. The ordinary classical
and theological equipment of a Presby-
terian minister he received through
McGill University and the Montreal
Preegyterian College, but so high was
Lis conception of the demand of the
minister’s vocation that he would not
content himself without further train-
ng. The universities of Edinburgh,
Berlin and Oxford in turn contributed
to the intellectual wealth of the young
minister, who believed in the most
thorough preparation possible for his
life work. -

“He has held two pastorates previous
to his present charge, Listowel, Ont,
and Toronto. At St. John, he is ex-
ceptionally popular and influential.
His pulpit delivery is striking and lends
great impressiveness to the Gospel mes-
sage from his lips, while his graces of
character beautifully substantiate his
preaching. Dr. Morrison will be warm-
ly welcomed into Chicago and to the
fellowship of the denomination.”

BIG ELECTRICAL MACHINE.

SIS PISESSCS

The big generator recently installed
in the Street Railway power house has
been successfully tested and is now in
operation, although as yet it is not
running up to its full capacity. The
generator now supplies current for
three thousand incandescent lights and

as possible. The present load is equal
to 350 horse-power, while the generator
is equal to 600 h. p. As the changes
are being made, several smaller en-
gines and dynamos on the southerly

IN BALTIMORE'S CHAOS.

Thousands of Laborers at Work
Clearing Up the Debris in
Burned: Distriets.

BALTIMORE, Md.,, Feb. 11.—Three
thousand laborers, with hundreds of
carts and trucks, were set at work
clearing up the debris in the burned
district today.

Several hundred railroad workmen,
under the supervision of contracting
engineers of the Penna. and B. and O.
roads, began to remove the fron pil-
lars and girders left standing around
the ruins which are dangerous. Thus
the enormous task of bringing order
out of chaos in this devastated icity
has been formally inaugurated. The
whole city has been roused to the ne-
cesgity of pushing forward the resur-
rection of the revived district. The
magnitude of this work may be realiz-
ed when it is estimated that the mere
cleaning away of the debris will cost
about $3,000,000. A number of indivi-
dual merchants and bankers announc-
ed today they have already made de-
finite arrangements with architects
and- builders for the erection of new
structures, evincing the indomitable
spirit of push and enterprise now
abroad in that city. Already fully a
thousand firms have found quarters in
other parts of the city, and others are
still seeking places where to put only
a desk.
