TANCOOK
is an islazd coniaining sbout 700 scres of
land. Upon it and Little Tancook, distact
sbout & balf mile from it, are about 100
families. The baif of the larger island
was bought by four men by the name of
Mason and (wo by the name of Cross over
ninety years ago. Some of these afterward
bought the other balf. The firat one bora
on the island died about eight years sgo at
a good old age. The original settlers were
Luthersne and Episcopaliane. The Metho-
dists held meetings here quite early ; but
no grest religious movement took place,
In 1844 or 45 Father David Dimock came
over from Chester in the fulness of the
blessing of the gospel of peace. The power
of God waa displayed in the salvation of
many soale. The Episcopal parson, hear-
ing of the work, came over and opposed it
with all his might ; but the work went on
with incressed power. This rev made
s complete religious revolution amoog the
prople. The converts were received a
members of the Chester church; but the
cause fioally became 80 8iroeg that in 1855
the Tancook church was organized.

Now, when Jesus Christ came, we find
by Galations, chapter 4, He confirmed the
covenant with Abraham ; but baving ful
filed its requirements in submitting to
circumeision Himself, He changed the seal.
At this stage of bis stady, Mr, Weeks will
observe how entirely impossible it is to
preduce a single text of scripture that re
cords the exclusion of children from enjoy-
ing the rite of Baptism, after baviog
enjoyed, for 5o many centuries, the rite of
circumoision which baptism replaced.
He will also ensily perceive that, if Iofant
Baptism shoald be practised ma faithfully
a8 scripture indicates it should, the bap-
tism of adulfs will fisally be unknown
agong christians, and will ocour in those
cases only in which converts are made from
heathenism and, in this way alone, will it
be possible for the terms of the Great
Commission (Mat. xxviii, 19,) to be ful-
filled.

Our friend puts the old hackneyed ples
for infant baptiem very skilfully. Asit
has been some time sirce we have thought
it worth while to refer to it, we will do as
be advises Bro. Weeks,— give it some
study, or, at lenst, give the results of eome
past study togur readers. .

Bome of us had been fighting the demon

| for years, but not being suffisiently backed

by public sentiment, we could not succeed.
We fell biok upon God to oped the eyes
of the people. He did it by permit the
drink fiend to do'some deadly work, The
town was startled and horrified by a
murder. Casualitios ooourred resulting in
the death of some of our citizens, believed
by many to be traceable to drink. Twoor
three business men, who had never before
osmmitted themselves to aotive temperance
work, got their eyes open, and started on
their mission. They went 10 other bus-
iness mea who, like themselves, had no
connection with sy Temperanc: Society,
and got their 0o operation, then with added
strength aod numbers they wentom, A
large team by this time was in requisition,
sand they drove from businessstand (o
business stand and from house to house till
they were about fifiy sirong; s majority
of these being men who had buttressed up
the liquor business i this town.

They met and organized tLemeelves into
the afore-named sodiety. And the work hae
gone on and is going o, taking 10 woder-
ate and hard drinkers alike, who pledge
themaelves 10 lotal abstinence. 1 telieve
the movement is unprecedented in the
history of reform, st least, in our province:

The municipal authorities have appoint-
od an inspector of license, or prosscutor,
for we have 1ad no license granted in
Truro for at lenst a score of years. Raids
have been made upon ealooos and hotels:
keeping bars. It is said liquor has been
oarried outside the town limits and
secretel. X X

It is being driven inte dark ho'es and
corners, and not flaunted in the face of
heaven, and exposed as & standing menace
and temptstion to our boye and young
men, 8¢ formerly. All classes of rociety
have been interested in this new movement.
Temperance sermons have been the order
of [the day from many, oot all, pulpite
Even the boys and girle have been draws
into the advocacy of the good cause. Ooe
of the members of the Jubilee Tem perance
Bociety offered two prises, one a- beautiful
gold medal, the other a book of poems, for
the best and second best essays o0
Tempersnce versus Indepencence, to be
competed for by members of the High
School. Many entered heartily. into the
competition. The judges had diffi:ult
work oun their hande. Thers were four ro
nearly equal in merit that it becume &
perplexing question who should be awarded
the mwedal and who sh)uld have second
prizs.

Missionaries on Furlough.

N0, V1.

We have been om the wing most of ‘the
time for two weeks. We left Ongole the
4th, spent & few days at Ramapatam, and
then turned our feces wettward. From
Nellore we have travelled by train, We
had been alittle anxious about our journey,
a8 we bad either. heard or imagined that
travelling in India would be attended with
some difficulties. We have failed to find
any, however, Oc the contrary, it seems
as if nothing is wanting in arranging
for the comtort and conveniende of travel-
lerse. There are three classes of cars, The
first is upholstered, and quite elegant in
every respect. The fare in these ie about
the same a8 in the ordinary cars in
America. The second-class seats' are
cither of cane of ‘cushioned, and are very
comfortable. This is the class usually
patronized by missionaries. The fare is
leas than half that of the first-class. The
geata of the first and second classes can be
turned 1nto beds at night. The third-claas
is furnisbed with common wooden seats,
and these cars are usually crowded with
natives. In some traius, however, &
compar ment. is reserved *“ for Europeans
only,” and a journey can be made in such
with & good deal of comfort, and st & very
cheap rate ; about one rupee or thirty-five
-cents for ove hundred miles.

The stations are mot only well built,
substantial struoture, the material bee
ing stone or brick, but all the larger
ones are quite elegani, D.f:rent
qualities of whaitiog-réomws . are  pro-
vided for different clasees of passemgers,
and those for Europeans are all that could
be desired. Wherever we are to breakfaat
or lunch or dine, we fiod a neatly spread
table, with quite s company of white- robed
servants o wait on us, and with plenty
of time to eat in pesce. Toe guard
ascertaine the number of his passemgers
who wish for ml,]l, and telegraphs in
advanos, 80 that when =the train atops all
is in readivess. Instead of the outsides
of the stalions being dreary anl cheer-
less, a8 is often ths case in America,
are adorned by a profution o
plants and flowers, or vines trailed
everywhere on walle aod roofs, eo
that the time spent in stopping ia rather a

they

delight _tham - an  weariness. This
embellishment of ~stations ha) been
secured by the railroad administration

offering prizes ?or placts and flowers; and
the employees” have turned their leisure
mwomenta o good account for their own
benefit aa well as that of the travellers.

A pretty station seeme to be a necessity
to relieve the mondlony of theas dreary
plains, “a gray and melancholy waste.”
Of course this is the time of winter in
India as well as America, but it is difficult
10 understand how these plaivs, undiversi-
fied in sur.ace by hills and valleye, and
often exoeedingly barren, can be beautiful
st any season. We ride over acores of miless
and all around & perpelual samenese.
Perhape half the area of these plaine bears
o marks . of sttempts at cultivation, sod
the masges of rock snd laterite at or with-
in an inth or two of the surface, indicate
that they have been created for other than
agricultural purposes. Oo some of these
plaine large flocks of sheep were Lrying to
get something to appease their hunger. It
was interesting to notice the diff:rent
varieties of these creitures. The tall,
hairy sheep of the east cosst were changed
for & small wooly kind, as we approached
the plateau of the iptsrior. Oo some
patches barvesting varieus inferior kinds
of grain was goiug on, We saw a few,
but very few, fields of wheat. In some
places near Bombsy great quantities of
excellent wheat are prod aced, and exported
te Europe, but this is too costly food for
poor natives, They must subsist on far
inferior qualities.

In traversing these plains we of course
pase hundreds of villages, but Lhese are not
sufficient'y comspicucus 1o form any part
of the landecaps, for the low mud huts of
which they are composed hardly rise
above the level of the ground. How such
swarma of human beiugs exist in these
little dens ia, to us, & mystery. o

Afier spending two nights sod the in-
tervenivg day in & car we resched
Abmedagar, the head-quarters of the
Mahrata, Mission of the American Board,
early Saturday morning, the 12¢th, Rev. R.
A.Hume, who was waiiing for us st the
station, took us to his pleasant home w here
we spent several days of delightful Chrie.
tisn intercourse, and learned inuch of the
working of that most successfal mission.
It owes ite high position to the concentra~
tion of workers, and the prominent place
given to the. iFaining of ® native minin
Ahmeduarar is a cen're,
variow grades,

and gontains schools of
thers are three other stations within a
rading of thirty wiles, and 1wo more
upwarde of one hundred wmiles. Each
wissionary has sssigned bim a fisld
sufficiently large 1o tax all bin energies,
but which he can look after with a good
degree of thoroughnesa. Oaeteld us he could
make  hasty cironit of his flsld in one
week, snd quite a complete one in o
month.

#0ld in London for £225. Inthe course of
40 years the value of these eggs has risen
ata rapid rate.

£18; in 1865 four fetched £30 each; in
1876 one sold for £64; in 1880 two for
£1056 aad £107 respectively; in Decem-
ber 1887 one fetched £168; and three
monthe later the above named sum, viz.,
£225.
Cardinal Manning has been speaking
out on tue liquor tri fic. He says —* The
whole land is suffering from the direot or
indirect power of the drink trade. In
times of depression, only one interest still
prospers—ite profits may be slightly less-
ened; but ite gaine are always large and
eafe ; that is, the great trade in drink,
which enriches half a million of brewers,
distillers and ptblicans, with the trades
depeyding on thew, and wrecka millions
of men, women and children. This one
traffic, more[than €ny other cause, destroys
the domestic life ofthe people.”” And he
isrigit. He continues:—“Every sucoes-
sive government raises at least a third of
its budget by the trade in drink. It
changes mao and woman into idicoy and
brutdlity, I.is oar shame, scandal and
sin; and unless brought under by the will
of the people, and no other power can, it
will be our downfall.”

I tear the Local Government Bill of the
present government will do but little by
way of removing the evils of the drink trade,
The fact ie there are too many in the House
of Commons connected with the trade, and
who will naturally do all they can to. pre-
vent interference with o trade which fills
their coffers with gold, That it fills thou-
sands of homes with poverty and wretch-
ednees, pricons with criminals, and graves
with drunkards, seems tobe s matter of
little importance to many of our legislators,
who it in the House of Commons to
legislate for the well-being of the people.
What we want is men who oare more for
the morality and happiness of the people
than their own personal gain,- But where
shall we find them?

What we furiher want is (o arcuse a
stron; public feeling against the whole
traffic, aa fraught with the greatest danger
to the happinées and prosperity of the
ocountry, snd as such ought to be entirely
prohibited. But to produce such a feeling
is no easy task. We here in Eogland are
#0 familiar with the deadly doinge of drink,
that it will lake some extrsordinary force
indeed to awaken us to a rense of iis
destructive power. If all the temperance
societies in the country. would but make
“total probibition ” their war cry, and
stica to it in all winds and weathera, heed-
ivg wot who smiled or frowued, but going
steadily on, it would be one ttep at least,
and an important one, towards the settle-
ment of the difficult drink question.

I am glad to notice that the Christian
Commonwealth takes this position, and
advocates with might and main the total
probibition of the traffic; and if all our
religious papers took up the same position,
they would prove & further power in that
direction. But some of them seem to have
but little sympathy with the temperance
movement, and we cannet expeot them
therefore to advooate such a radical prin-
ciple ss prohibition.

I wooder how long it will be before
Eogland will be up with some of her

Some few
have not been proved by us, but are so well
reported of, thit we feel confident the will
give a good accouni‘of themselves. W are
anxious to furnich all these with work
during the summer vacation,for as we take
oare of these so will our supply of pastors
be in the near future. We are writing to
all the pastorless fielde, and hope to receive
prompt replies. To the churches without
pastors we wish to say: Brethren, don’t
wait in the hope that a pastor will turn up
somewhere. Send us word at orge to
assign you one of these worthy young men,
and then you will be eure of a good earnest
worker for four months at least. If you do
not, it is very likely you will be- without
ministerial care all the year, Your only
chance of getting & pastor is by robbing
some other church, and this you will not
wish to do.

THE FARM.

Cuniant Cuttings.

If one wishes to raise s>me ourrant
bushes, the cattings should be taken off at
once. The new wood is what 18 used for
toat purpoee, and many prefer to pruve
their curravt bushes in the fall, and pre-
serve their éuttinge until apriog, by-burying
them in the ground. Cuitings, or slips,
should be tep to twelve inches long, sad
when they are set, half or more ot their
length ahould be below ground, We prefer
o put two-thirds their length below the
surface. Nearly all will live and w if
the ground has been well and deeply pre-
pared, and the cuttings are in goodyoon-
dition,

—8ix or seven weeks is long enough for
a cow to go dry, and if she is the sole
dependence for milk that time may be
shortened two or three weeks if the cow-is
well cared tor and plenty of feed furrished
With the first calf the sow should be
milked just as long as possible to establish
the habit.
