BAST BND BOYS AT WAR,
The Beers and Briiish of a Peaceable

Nelghborhood Fight in Baraest..
History started in  te repeat iteelf to &
ocertain degree inm the vicinity of King
streot (east), Leinster and Prinosss streefs
one day toward the latter part of last week.
About a hundred and fity boys, some small
some larger, resolved themselves into op-
more southerly fellows, that is those boys
who lived'beyond Princess street, were the
Boers, and the ‘Princess strseters, the
“royal” Leinsters and King stréet easters
were marshalled under the folde of the
Union Jack. Then the fun started. 1
Well, it would be ba#dly proper to call
it fun either, for beforé many manceuvres
had been made by the forces, fighting im
Sticks and

snd hand to hand scufiles were common.
It Victoria Crosses were given for boyish
pluck in such scraps the medal mint would
have to work over time to- supply the de-
mand from this source. Tue fighting
blood of the juvenile traternity was up ,and
seli-imagined “little Bobs,” Kitcheners,
Baden-Powells, Cronjes and Bothas, were
vying with one another in the struggle.
The ferces swayed to and fro. First one
street corner would be captured, then
some prominent front stoop was either.
evacuated or occupied, and for quite s
while a din of boyish voices, full of
earnestness, filled the air.

Had it been other than war time im
national history the righteous parent neigh-
borhood would have risen to the oocasion
and scattered the puerile armies, but just
these days the lusts of battle have gained
more or less the upper band in even the
most peaceful persons, so the boys were
aliowed to fight it out. One man however
a customs offi:ial and prominent in Y. M..
C A. affiirs, appointed himselt & mediator
and sought to bring about peace terms, but
the lads wouldn’t have it, and the next
seen of the philantrophic citisen was his
spare limbs in fullest action enroute to his
home, a small detachment harassing him
in his retreat.

Through sheer exhaustion and winded-
ness the boys let up in their bodily harm

_| doing, and returned to their citified laagers

and urban camps, some with black eyes, .
others scratched, scarred and bruised,
while a boy belonging to Orange street has
his scalp split a few inches. Itis said the
fracas was witnessed by & high judicial
dignitary and the local Magistrate, wisely
nothing astempted to quell the disturbance.

History thus doubled up on itselt in the
matter of street battles on Pitt street for as
many as ten and twelve years ago just such
boyish wars were carried on, only perhaps
with more danger. Thoge days the terri-
tory occupied by the contestants extended
from Queen street to Marsh Bridge, and
whole window sashes were broken in. The
occurrance of last week brought back old
time happenings to many yonng men of
today, veterans of these erstwhile warlike
days.

The case is
mentioned in the «flicisl report of M.
Vauties, chief of the customs gervice of
Marseilles to the Directeur Generals.
Until 1898 no pbysiologist snd no medi-
eal man would dare to assert that insuch s
case latent life could subsist for hours.
But three hours does not mark the extreme
limit. As a matter of fact, we do ot yet
know the length of time that separates ap-
parent death from real death. It varies ac-
cording to the subjects. But, nevertheless:
it is certain that the survis, or latent lite,
always exists in the case of a subject whose
organs are sound. Exterior or apparent
death, revealed by the suspension of tue
fanctional manifestations, especially by the
suppression of the cardio-respiratory func-
tion, is not the final and realdeath. ‘While
the organism ceases to live on the surface,’
soys Dr. Laborde of the Academy, it lives
inside.’ That is to say, life continues ins
Istent state by the persistence of the func-
tional properties of the organic elements
and tigsues. The semsitive ‘properties are
the first to disappear, then follow the mot-
or merve functions and finally muscular
contractility. Complete death demands
time.

In short, the general mechanism may be
stopped by the cessation of & primordial
function, like that of respiration; but, if
the organs are not injured, they can be
started again and be made to resume their
normal action. While latent lite exists,
one should never despair of saving &
drowned or sspbyxisted person. The most
indispensable function to arouse is that of
respiration, the primordial function of lite.
It is necessary to excite the respiratory re-
flex which, according to Dr. Laborde; po-
ssesses extraordinary vital power and en-
durance.

Now what is the duration of the latent
Life of the respiratory reflex? The above
mentioned case shows that it can last for
three hours. Dr. Laborde reports & length
of from two to three hours in his experi-
ment on dogs. He selected in one case &
strong bull terrier, and chloroformed the
animal until respiration was completely
stopped. The dog was apparently dead.
Fifteen minutes’ traction revived him.
Then the experiment with chloroform was
renewed and continued until all the evid-
ence of complete asphyxia was established.
The tractions were begun five minutes
later. The dog was called Lazarus, 8 sing-

ularly appropriate name. This time he ap-
peared to be dead sure enough. After two
hours of tractions he gave no sign of life

Dr. Labarde gave the case up; but an

employee of the laboratory, named Leon

Jandon, who was very fond of poor

Lszaras, continued the tractions. He no-

ticed that the tongue begsn to redden,

which is the sure sign of the first respir-
atory movements. After two ands balf
hours a respiratory hiccough was establish-
ed, followed by gasps, and at last & regu-
lar bresthing began. Lazarus opened bis
eyes and looked around in astonishment,

He recovered completely, and finally died

of the mange some years after his resurr-

rection.

Mason and Dixzon's Line,

The restoration of the old line between
Pennsylvania and Maryland, known as the
Mason and Dixon Line, is the subject of &
bill before the Maryland Legislature. The
boundary bas {ar more than a local inter
est, being, indeed, one of the most fam-
ous artificial lines of demarcation in
bistory. Mason- and Dixou's Line wes

determined by two English surveyors of

artioles of his attire came into the Bidde- |

these names botween the years 1762 and
1767, Ita ovigin, however, goea back to
the boundary disputes between the great
proprietors, Wiltiam Peon and Lord Balt
imore. Penn's atruggle wae to pueh bie
boundary south te the head of Chesapeake
Bay, and in 1682 be wrote hia rival thue:

‘It s otminute Comsequence to Lord
Baltimore and mighty moment to me be-
oause to his country it ia the Tale or Skint,
to my Province the Mouth or Ielett." Not
till fitty yeare later did their beire agree on
the present boundariea of Penneylvania,
Maryland and Delawere.

In establiching the line, it wae the inten~
tion of Mason and Dixon to set up a stove
every five miles, with the coat of arme of
Poun cut on the northeide and that ot Bak
timore ou the south, Monuments were
brought from England: for this purpose.
Bayond the Blue Ridge, however, the line
was temporarily marked by piles of locse
stones. With the lapsé of years, both mon-
umentes and stones have been carried away
and destroyed. For long distantes theve ie

Moeson and Dizon's line was more than
a state boundary. It became famous as the
dividing line between the {ree and slave
atates, and as such figures in every history
of the Civil War.

The Legislature of Pennavivania hes al
ready appropriated five thousand dollare
for a new survey and remarkiog of thie
famous line, provided Maryland will con.
tribute a like sum. As state pride aa well
as bistorical interest ie attached to the
ponding bill, there ia little doubt of ite
