Testimony at Heresy Trial Says He Pointed Out Worse Speci-

Atlantie City, N, 1., May 23.—At the
Chalfonte Hotel all day today the Ju-
dicial Commission of the General
Assembly of the Presbyterian church
listened to the reading of the record
in the trial of the Rev. Dr. William
D. Grant by the Presbytery of North-
umberlmu Pa, which recently ac-
quitted h\m of charges of heresy.
Dr. Grant is now being tried by the
highest court of the Presbyterian
church,

According to Dr, Grant's prosecu-
tors in his Northumberland church,
Ananias and Sapphira were not
struck dead by God, but died of heart
failure or apoplexy. Dr. Grant was
present all day. He sat with his legs
crossed, head back and much of the
time his eyes were closed. Dr. Grant
is pastor of the First Presbyterian
church, Northumberland. The Rev:
John Fox, of New York, who led the
Black Heresy trial last year, was an
interested listener. Rush Taggert,
counsgel for the Western Union Tele-
graph Company, {8 the only New York
city member of the commission.

The Rev. Dr. Robert .Hunter, of
Philadelphia, clerk of the court, read
the testimony, which consists of three
hundred printed pages.

The
Grant case has stirred up the Presby-
teriang as nothing else has done in
yedrs. While the judicial commission
was listening to the reading of the
testimony taken in trial by the Pres.

EXPERIENCE AT BELFAST,

The experiences of the city of Belfast, Ireland, with
six years of municipal ownership and operation of street
railways must be of exceptional interest to any com-
munity concerned with street railway problems, whe-
ther with a view to confirming private control or to

adopting municipal ownership. For any city undertak-

ing the ownership and management of its street railway
system is altogether likely to meet with some of the
obstacles which have confronted Belfast, and all cities
making the attempt could not but hope that they would
be able to come clear of difficulties and misfortunes as
Belfast has.

Théere has been municipal ownership in Belfast since
the latter part of 1904. At the end of the first year of
it there was glee by the firesides of those who opposed
the venturé, because the financial showing for the year's
operations was not good. Belfast City Tramways were
0 “in the hole” on the year's work. Still, the
discerning patrons of the lines knew there was some
difference between conditions on March 31, 1905, The
gservice was better, the horse car systém was passing
before electric installations, the fares were lower. They
rather thought the better financial showing would not
be long delayed. Nor The following year
showed a profit, and at the time of the latest report,
March 31, 1910, the Belfast City Tramways were realiz-
ing a net profit of $225,000.

At the present rate of profit, in less than 20 year
the street railway Belfast will be the city’s
property without one dollar of incumbrance thereon. If

Allingham was taken
to jail, but was soon liberated on pay-
ing the taxes. He wanted revenge and
induced McBurnie to have Blair ar-
rested. This man Allingham then be-
came prosecutor. Blair was tried be-
fore one McFarlane, another justice]
who committed him for trial.

“This is really not an assault. and
Blair should not have bheen sent up.
The case is trivial and the Whole pro-
ceedings were loosely conducted, as
the witnesses did not even sign the
depositions.

ed for drunkenness be compelled to
tell where and from whom they ob-
tained their liquor, imprisonment to
be the penalty of those refusing fo
tell. (¢) That each government ven-
dor of alccholic liguors be required to
annually publish a complete state-
ment of business done by him dur-
ing the year. (d) That the privilege
of obtaining prescriptions for liguor
from medical men residing outside of
district under C. T. A. be done away
with, the only exception to be the case
in which the medical men nearesi tc
patient resides in an adjoining
municipality.
29— From the provineial guvernnwn(
(a) To prohibit the importation of
alecoholic liquors by any person or
persons into auny non-license district
in the province. (b) That all persons
arrested for drunkenness whether in
license or non-license districts, be
compelled to tell where and fyomt
whom they obtained their liguor, im-
prisonment to be the penaity for those
refusing to teil.
In the matter of enfcrcement of
liquor laws the grand division is ask-
ed. as has been done by the district
division, to endorse the amendments
of the Nova Scotia assembly made
this year to their provincial prohibi-
tion law, amecng which are: The find-
ing of liquor on any premises to be,
until contrary is proved, deemed evi-
dence o intent to sell although no
barroom appliances may be present:
