(London, April 19—Activity prevails 
along the western battle line, but 
seems to partake of .the nature of iso­
lated engagements instead of a gen­
eral offensive. Artillery duels have 
taken place of the fierce hand-to-hand 
fighting, which has been the feature 
of the recent struggle along the Meuse 
and near the Lorraine border, but the 
latter type of combat continues in the 
Vosges, where the official statements 
of both sides agree, sharp fighting is 
taking place on German territory.

The agreement, however, ends with 
this fact, the French claiming to have 
occupied dominating positions here, 
and the Germans declaring that the 
attacks of the French have failed.

From the British end of the lines 
comes the report, officially issued by 
the War Office at London, that Hill No 
(10, an important point two miles south 
of ZiWebeke, Belgium, was captured 
from the Germans on the night of 
April 17 th.

The German communication tells of 
driving the British out of the minor 
German positions, which were occu­
pied by- them to the southeast of 
Ypres. This Is in the neighborhood 
of Hill No. 60.

Petrograd continues to report that 
minor successes In the Carpathians, 
showing that the fighting has not been 
entirely suspended near the passes, 
but the Russians, Austrian and Ger­
man official reports agree that spring 
has virtually put an end to all activi­
ty along the remainder of the eastern

Various rumors are current regard­
ing the central powers. Austria, 
through the medium of Venice, is 
credited with receiving with conster­
nation the news of the extension of 
the Landsturm service to all classes 
between the ages of eighteen and 
fifty years, while Rome is sponsor for 
the statement, attributed to a high 
German authority, that the German 
general staff has discarded all plans 
for an advance on the France front, 
deciding simply to remain on the de­
fensive.

It is again unofficially announced 
that operations are under way In the 
Dardanelles, where the Turks are re­
ported to be building defenses with 
all speed against landing parties, but 
the news of the breaking up of the 
ice at Archangel, the only large sea­
port on the nflkth coast of Russia, may 
induce the Entente Allies to be more 
deliberate in their attempts to unlock 
the gate to the Black Sea.

The irritation in Holland over the 
torpedoing of the Dutch ship Katwyk 
has been greatly allayed by Germany's 
expression of her willingness to make 
an apology and pay an indemnity, if 
It Is found that the sinking of the ves­
sel was due to a German submarine.

Ottawa, April 19.—Lt.-Col. David Watson,, of the second Canadian bat­

talion now at the front, writes to General Hughes saying that his attention 
has been directed to certain articles appearing in the press relative to the 
issue of Canadian boots to the first Canadian contingent and maliciously 
attacking the value of these. Col. Watson says that on an inspection of his 
regiment he ascertained the opinion of the men regarding the relative mer­
its of these boots and in almost every Instance It was Intimated that the 
Canadian boots were most satisfactory and particularly comfortable.

"When the new English issue was distributed," he said, "it was found 
that they wore out much quicker than the Canadian boots and they are 
much more clumsy and harder on the men’s feet I was pleased to note 
the large number of men still wearing the Canadian boot, having taken 
special care of the same and having them resoled a couple of times.

“It is therefore mos£ unfair that these malicious reports regarding our 
Canadian boots should be allowed to pass without pointing out the injustice 
of the same. I would also call attention to the issue of Canadian puttees 
as against the value of the issue we received over here. The English issue 
Is threadbare and almost valueless already, and one can easily pick out the 
Canadian article as they are of much better wearing quality and numbers 
of our men are still using the original Valcartier issue.”

London, April 19.—The German gov­
ernment’s willingness to make repara­
tion for the sinking in the North Sea 
last week by a German submarine, of 
the Dutch steamer Katwyk is indicat­
ed in a Reuter despatch from Amster­
dam. This message says semi-official 
announcement was made today at The 
Hague that the German government, 
acting on its own illative, sent the fol­
lowing declaration to the Dutch gov­
ernment :

"Neither the German government 
nor the German naval authorities, as 
Is self-evident, had the intention of 
attacking a Dutch vessel. Notwith­
standing this, the German government 
believes It possible that owing to an 
unfortunate accident the Katwyk has 
been torpedoed by a German subma­
rine.

"At once, after the event became 
known, the German government ord­
ered an inquiry, and requested the 
Dutch government to send to Beni in 
an official report on this subject which 
can give enlightenment. If enquiry 
proves that the Katwyk has been sunk 
by a German submarine, the German 
government will express unhesitat­
ingly its sincere reget and offer full 
compensation.”

London, April 19—The moral ex­
ample of King George In abolishing 
liquor from Buckingham Palace was 
commended by the Right Hon. Wal­
ter Runciman, president of the Board 
of Trade, who was the chief speaker 
at a public meeting tonight under 
Methodist auspices.

At Conference Held Last Night—Bills to Amend Factory Act

Fredericton, April 19.—A solution of 

the differences which existed between 
the lumbermen on the Upper and Low- 
fcr South West Miramichi, and which 
resulted in a bill being brought before 
the legislature this session to amend 
the act relating to the South West 
River Driving Company, was reached 
at a conference held tonight.

Ferguson’s report on the Southern 
Alberta land company shows how a 
group of men obtained concessions 
totalling 380,000 acres, professedly for 
irrigation purposes, but which through 
lack of government supervision they 
were able to sell at a large profit to 
English Investors who afterwards 
learned that the lands could not be 
Irrigated at alt The government had 
to allow an exchange of the lands for 
others which could be Irrigated.

The chief promoter of the scheme 
was J. B. McGregor, one of the 
friends of the late government. The 
company was capitalized at $2^00,000, 
which was later raised to 13,000,000 
In addition to which bonds to the 
value of 63,600,600 had to be sold to 
obtain sufficient money for develop­
ment. Commissioner Ferguson points 
out that the result must be a heavy 
burden on the settlers.

The Southern Alberta Co. took over 
the 236,260 acres of the Robins Irri­
gation Tract, and the 164,000 acres 
of the Outhbertson Irrigation Tract. 
J. D. McGregor and Arthur Hitchcock, 
Moosejaw, and their associates really 
controlled both these tracts. The 
Outhbertson tract was made up of a 
47,000 acre gracing lease granted to 
McGregor, a 44,600 acre grazing lease 
granted to Hitchcock (both closed 
Irrevocable leases) and 10,000 acres 
grazing ranch of the Grand Forks 
Cattle Company (comprising McGreg­

or, Hitchcock and Co.) and other ad­
ditional lands.

All these lands were acquired by 
the Canadian agency which organized 
the Southern Alberta Land CO. and 
floated the stock on the English 
market. The Southern Alberta Land 
Co. paid some $1,160,000 for the land, 
most of which was secured free from 
the government under agreement to 
irrigate within a certain time. The 
10,000 acres of the Grand Forks Cat­
tle Company was bought from the 
government at $L0O an acre, and sold 
to the Southern Alberta Land Co at 
$12.00.
assets of the Cattle Co. to be worth 
$567,000, but they were sold to the 
Southern Alberta Land Co. at $6601000. 
McGregor, Hitchcock and Co. had put 
only $200,000 into the enterprise. 
Messrs. Chaplin, Milne, Grenfell and 
Oo. marketed the stock of the South­
ern Alberta Land Co. In London in 
October, 1906. It was over-subscribed. 
The prospectus gave a report of B. J. 
Saunders, an engineer, who told how 
the land could be Irrigated. He had 
not made a proper Investigation, how­
ever, and no one had asked the gov­
ernment for the means of obtaining 
the water.

McGregor and his associates pocket­
ed their profits, and it was not till 
two years later that any fixed scheme 
of irrigation was decided on, and it 
was found that the cost of the scheme 
would be about three times the esti­
mate of Engineer Saunders.

As for a 
combined sea and air attack It must 
be remembered that the British fleet 
is still in the North Sea and is well 
protected against submarines. Also 
that necessary precautions have cer­
tainly been taken against the possi­
bility of the enemy’s underwater boats 
inflicting much damage except where 
they can manage to catch merchant 
vessels isolated and away from the 
protection of the fleet.

It is said to be the Intention of the 
German High Admiral to include ln 
his attacking force the dreadnoughts, 
and battle cruisers of his navy as 
well as the submarines. If this be so

MARINE PAINTSLondon, April 19—The British For­

eign Office tonight issued the corres­
pondence which passed between the 
intermediaries, James W. Gerard and 
Walter S. Page, the American am­
bassadors at Berlin and London res­
pectively, ln which the German gov­
ernment protested against the seizure 
by Great Britain of the German ship 
Paklat, which was captured while 
carrying women and children from 
Tsing-Tau, the port of the German 
concessions in the Chinese province 
of Shantung to Tien-Tsin.

The German Foreign Office main­
tained that the seizure of the Paklat 
violated the section of The Hague 
convention rendering ships bound on 
a humanitarian mission exempt from 
seizure. The British Foreign Office 
replied that the Paklat, in its views, 
was engaged in the conveyance of 
woman and children from & fortress 
about to be besieged, and that the 
vessel could not be regarded as bound 
upon a phUanthropic mission within 
the meaning of the article; but that 
this view was ‘still to be determined 
by a prize court, after due delibera­
tion.

Ottawa, April 17.—"We hereby de­

mand of the government the confirma­
tion of the surrender and the immedi­
ate issuance of the titles to the lands." 
This was the peremptory order which 
the government and the members of 
parliament received from a Selkirk 
man a few days ago. It had reference 
to the St Peter’s Indian Reserve cas-?, 
one of the most notorious and unsav­
ory bits of Canadian political history. 
By the machinations of certain land 
speculators, aided and abetted by the 
Department of Indian Affairs, or ot 
least by officials of It the Indians who 
owned this little portion of the Pro­
vince of Manitoba, a rich portion and 
coveted accordingly by a few greedy 
and unscrupulous white men induced 
these poor Indians, while .he majori­
ty or the young braves and tbu sub­
stantial men of the tribe were away 
from home, to sign an a?reemei;t 
deeding away their lands which had 
been given to them and their posterity 
by a former wise and beneficent gov­
ernment

The details of this example ot mod­
ern land piracy are once a. rain brought 
to the attention of the public because 
of the fact that a number jf tho bene­
ficiaries of the cunning and cupidity 
of a few white men have got together 
and are manoeuvring with uncanny 
political astuteness, when they under­
stand the country is on the eve of a 
general election, to seize a seasonable 
advantage and prosecute their claim 
to the stolen land to a successful ad­
vantage and prosecute their claim to 
the stolen land to a successful conclu­
sion. They have lined up and given 
to the public the story of a "public 
mass meeting of citizens" in the town 
of Selkirk, and the medium they have 
they have selected to make known that 
this was a general meeting of citi­
zens, is the advanced Liberal press of 
the district Of course It was a mass 
meeting, but it was a mass meeting 
of those who expect to profit by the 
surrender by the Indian Reserve, and 
not a mass meeting of the uninterest­
ed citizens, or of those who had no dl 
rect interest In the surrender, pecun­
iary or otherwise.

try was startled, and there was gen­
eral demand tor justice for the Indian, 
but public interest Is hard 'to keep 
sustained, and now the story* of It is 
growing old, and so therefore there 
is all the more credit due to .the man 
whose persistence has never waned, 
and whose couarge has never dimin­
ished. He points out from the record 
that 31,000 acres out of the 38,000 
acres had been surrendered by the 
Indians, and allowed to fall Into the 
hands of speculators and party heeler» 
at ridiculously low prices. The In­
dians had no idea of its value In that 
in all some half a million dollars worth 
of land had thus been filched away 
from them. This was done under the 
eyes of the Indian agent who was a 
buyer himself of these lands.

Even years ago these buyers of the 
lands were selling it to settlers and 
farmers for from eight to ten time* 
what was paid to the Indiana for It.

When the chief and councillors of 
•the St. Peter's band refused, as they 
did at first, to consent to the surren­
der of the Reserve, their refusal being 
sanctioned by the band, a clerk In a 
store in Selkirk, which adjoins the Re­
serve, was sent out amongst the In­
dians. He succeeded In inducing the 
chief and councillors to betray the 
band, and the méthode he used may 
be well Imagined.

One of his methods was bribery, and 
lit may be better described by refer­
ence to an account which he presented 
for his services. Judge Howell re­
fused to pass the account, as It 'had no 
details, but there was evidence forth­
coming to show how Raynor had been 
recouped. The chief was to get 180 
acres; he got 199 acres; each of the 
four councillors was to get 120 acres; 
they got 140 acres. The extra land 
made nearly one hundred acres which 
at $5 per acre made 9500.

Another scandal In connection with 
this surrender was the tact that only 
one day's notice was given to the In­
dians to meet and decide whether or 
not they would surrender their homes 
which they and their fathers had oc­
cupied for years. Not all of the In­
dian qualified voters were present, and 
even at that the room in which the 
meeting was held was only capable of 
holding fifty. Only 38 per cent of the 
Indians voted
whereas the law stated that it required 

The man who has fought the fight of 1a majority of the Indians to validate a 
surrender of the land. Thus the tran­
saction was not only scandalous but 
Illegal.

Proceeding to describe In detail the 
methods which were used to persuade 
the Indians to give up their lands Mr. 
Bradbury said that at the meeting 
Frank PedJey of Ottawa, superintend­
ent of Indian Affairs, displayed a bag 
which he said contained $5,000, and 
that he would take it all back with him 
to Ottawa unless the surrender was

{fkjLxÙotd Jjud/’rJunUO) In a talk which The Standard re­
presentative had yesterday with Mr. 
Badbury the member for Selkirk point­
ed out that, apart altogether from the 
merits of the case and the wrong that 
has been done the Indian by the 
"white” man, there Is an economic 
side which Interests the people of 
Canada generally, and which make 
the question far more than a mere 
local Issue In Manitoba. The St 
Peter's band of Indiana were self sup­
porting on tills land of theirs, and 
they would have been in affluence had 
they received the full value for their 
property, or Indeed if they had receiv­
ed anything like the full value for It. 
The miserable price which they were 
in some cases supposed to get for 
their property, but which they never 
saw, was not within thousands of what 
they should have got, and so if they 
had received a fair price they would 
have been rich today instead of starv­
ing and a burden upon the general 
community.

In other words the men who secured 
this land have made these Indians a 
charge upon the public, while they ate 
licking their lips over iha spoils of 
war they waged against the Innocent 
and unarmed Indian.

Unless something is done to compel 
adequate remuneration for the huge 
land steal the country will go on pay­
ing to the end of time in order to en 
rich a fewmiser able speculators.

But perhaps after all the human in­
terest side of the transaction is the 
one which appeals to most of us even 
at this late date. It Is a thrilling, if 
debasing, story of Intrigue. It Is a 
record of shame, and an Indictment of 
public life In this country. That such 
an Incident should be possible to a 
mere easterner who has not become 
acquainted with the methods employed 
by thost who have gone west land 
hungry, and refuse to earn their homes 
honestly.

Boston, Mass., April 19.—Edouard 
Ftobre. of the Richmond Athletic Club, 
Montreal, achieved success today in 
hie fifth attempt to win the annual 
Marathon run of the Boston Athletic

hours 31 minutes, 41 1-6 seconds. The 
fastest time over the Marathon course 
was 2 hours 21 minutes and 18 1-6 sec­
onds, made by M. J. Ryan of New York 
in 1912, when Fabre finished in eighth 
place.

Marquard started Ms baseball voca­
tion at Canton (Ohio) In 1907, where 
his work attracted the Indianapolis 
managers. They purchased him and 
he continued at such a fast clip that 
John McGraw willingly parted with 
611,000 to make him a member of the 
team. This was in 1908, and >for three 
years Marquard sat on the Giants’ 
bench, never getting a chance to show 
his worth and learning to the fulness 
McGraw basebalL He was so obscure 
that when he was referred to at all 
he was called the “611,000 Lemon.”

It was not until 1912 that Marquard 
rece lved the plaudits of the “fans.” 
He pitched and won his first game 
that season on April 11 and it was not 
until July 8 that he lost a contest, 
being beaten on that day by the Cubs, 
after having compiled a pitching rec­
ord of nineteen straight victories, sur­
passing any similar achievement in 
the history of the game.

Marquard was at the top of his ef­
fectiveness in 1912, winning 23 games 
and losing 12 during the season and 
helping materially In winning the pen­
nant for the Giants. In the world’s 
series with the Red Sox, which the 
latter team won, Marquard captured 
two of the three victories credited to 
the Giants.

In 1913 Marquard was a power of 
ttifc Giants’ staff again and was on the 
w ay to a big year in 1914 when he was 
overtaken by misfortcne after misfor­
tune, which cost him victory after vic­
tory and lost him the confidence of 
the "fans.” On July 17, at Pittsburg 
last year, Marquard defeated the Pir­
ates, 2 to 1, in a twenty-one inning 
game, which was the longest contest 
in the history of the National League.

For that 
son, notwithstanding realization of 

! profits by large speculators and heavy 
1 foreign selling, the market has Just 

kept on going up. Last week It was 
Bethlehem Steel, the motor stocks 
and the specialties that furnished the 
ascensions. This week the strong 
speculative and the genuine Invest­
ments and semi-investments, rose sub­
stantially. Amalgamated Copper ad­
vanced 12 points, and Union Pacific 6, 
and Reading 7. Then with rises of 7 
to 20 points came along American Lo­
comotive, Nèw York Air Brake. Inter- 
borough-Metropolitan, and a dozen 
others. If anyone had been advised to 
buy some of these In February, he 
would have looked upon his counselor 
with suspicion. But there were no 
tips then and no active* pools. Now 
the woods are getting full of both.

Notwithstanding all the booming 
the good investments are still a buy— 
for Investment. Market prices may 
have a setback, but if seasoned divi­
dend-payers are selected, they may 
be held through any ordinary disturb­
ance or decline that may come, and 
good bonds and preferred railroads, 
which have moved comparatively lit- 
j#e. bu* »re very firm in the market, 
w® still bargains for conservative 
F&ople.

Heretofore, almost Invariably, a rise 
In bonds has preceded a boom to 
stocks. In such cases the first cau- 

v tious moves of the conservative inves­
tor In picking up bonda at low prices, 
has broadened out Into large buying 
and advancing prices in the bond 
market. This has called public atten­
tion to Investment as a general propo­
sition, and as the public Is neither 
cautious nor conservative, It has turn­
ed for purchases to the stock market.

This time, however, the public 
“woke up" first and the great rise has 
opened the eye g of conservative In­
vestors to the fact that securities pay 
far better ratés than money does.

The copper stocks are strong on 
advancing prices In the metal, with 
the trend upward In Amalgamated. 
Utah Copper, American Smelting and 
Guggenheim Exploration. The latter's 
last statement shows its assets at 
$45,000,000. These Include thousands 
of shares of active productive copper 
stocks, all of which, are listed in the 
statement and are carried at cost 
prices. These prices are far below 
those now prevailing la the market 
If these stocks are figured at present 
Mfket quotations, the assets foot up 
.■tond $63,600,000. On this basis the 
sreock figures up around 76, It Is sell­
ing-around 59.

There Is no question but that the 
' stock market is steadily gaining In 
strength an4 broadening out at each 
session. The movement started from 
a thoroughly liquidated level, with 
prices tested out by tragic world 
events and ground down to bottom 
figures. The great crop of 1914 was 
alone powerful enough to create opti­
mism In the face of ordinary disap­
pointments. Large amounts of money 
had accumulated

62 4 "Of course, you have heard the ex­

pression that war Is hell, hut there 
are many men who are playing an Im­
portant part in this war who would 
not agree with thàt, who are working 
less hours and getting more pay than 
they ever did,” said Sergeant-Major 
W. R. Delaney, of the First Canadian 
Contingent, who arrived at the Vic­
toria Hotel yesterday. Sergeant- 
Major Delaney, who has been in the 
permanent service for thirteen years, 
went to the front with the Ambulance 
Service, and Is In this country on fur­
lough.

"I am not saying, however, that war 
is a nice business,” he added. "Far 
from It. If you had seen as many 
wounded men as I have, and the na­
ture of their wounds—well, It was 
horrible in a way. But men get used 
to anything or everything. Men with 
their faces blown away, eyes gouged 
out, wounded In amazing ways. Un­
less you have been there it is impos­
sible how shell fire, pieces of shell 
casing or ahrapnell will mangle a 
man. And machine guns, they will 
chew pieces off a man in a terrible 
fashion.

"No, I was never in the trenches. 
I was in charge of 76 motor ambu­
lances, and it was my duty to get 
wounded men from the firing line to 
the Canadian Hospital at Bologne as 
soon as possible. We ran our ambu­
lances between the first dressing sta­
tion and the hospital. The first dress­
ing station was usually about a mile 
and a half from the trenches, of course 
within easy range of artillery. Men 
wounded In the trenches are carried 
to the first dressing station. It may 
be twenty-four or even thirty-six hours 
before they are brought out. That 
means they are often in a bad condi­
tion before they reach the first dress­
ing station, but that cannot be help­
ed. At the first dressing station doc­
tors examine the wounds and put . on 
dressings. Mostly their work Is con­
fined to cleaning a wound. Exper­
ience has shown that surgical work 
at the first dressing station should 
be as little as possible. Men whose 
wounds are cleaned and sent on to a 
hospital stand a better chance than 
those who have been given the best 
of attendance at the dressing station. 
From this station wounded men may 
have to be carried or transported by 
rude trucks for some distance before 
they can be placed in a motor ambu­
lance. The importance of cleaning 
the wounds of men before they are 
sent on the long journey to a hospital 
can only be grasped by persons who 
have seen the men going out of the

trenches. To describe the men com­
ing from some of the trenches as be­
ing plastered with mud would not con­
vey any adequate impression of their 
actual condition. You would think 
they were made of mud. Not only 
their clothes are coated with mud; 
their faces are caked with it You 
would think they were made of mud.

Asked about the reports of German 
atrocities the sergeant-major said:

“Well, that Is a subject about which 
nobody knows the whole truth. Thare 
are several children in London whose 
bands were cut; Belgium children, 
victims of German ferocity. No doubt 
the Germans were brutal enough in 
Belgium, but there are some stories 
people should take with a large grain 
of salt. Many women are outraged, 
no doubt about it.”

The sergeant-major was of the opin­
ion that the war would end before 
fall. "0# course, if it Is going to be a 
wearing down process, a fight on pres­
ent lines, its going to take a long 
time," he added. "But what I think is 
going to play a very important part 
is Great Britain’s political influence. 
That has kept neutrals from lending 
aid to Germany. That is going to 
bring Italy and perhaps Holland Into 
it, find open up the possibility of at­
tacking Germany at her vitals. Of 
course, fighting on present lines Ger­
many will be licked, but It would be 
a very costly business.”

Speaking of the Canadian troops, 
who by the way have been in France 
since the seventh of February, the 
sergeant-major said they were giving 
a good account of themselves.

"While we were in England we 
were subjected to a lot of criticism,” 
he added. "Some of it was deserved. 
We did not have a very pleasant wint­
er, for Salisbury Plain is a poor place 
for troops. Sbme of our officers 
thought they were on a picnic; that 
the war would be over before we 
would be sent to the front. Of course 
there were others who pointed out 
th»t it took us three years to lick the 
Boers, and that fighting Germany, 
Austria and Turkey was a much big­
ger proposition. No doubt discipline 
was relaxed to a certain extent; more 
especially as there were a lot of >1<1 
countrymen In the first contingent 
who wanted an opportunity to get to 
their homes for a holiday. But on 
the whole, I think the First Contingent 
was a credit to Canada, and certainly 
it will before the war Is over give a 
good account of itself.”

Sergeant-Major Delaney leaves this 
week on (his return to the front. He 
is a native of Belleville, Ontario.
