Washington, Jan. 177.~The Entente Allies, in a note addressed by
Arthur Balfour, British foreign minister, to Ambassador Spring-Rice, and
delivered to the state department, amplify their reply to President Wil-
son’s peace note, by explaining In detall why they believe it impossible
at present to attain a peace which will assure them such guarantees as
they consider essential. The note also explains why the Allies demand
the expulsion'of Turkey from Europe; restoration of Alsace-Lorraine to
France, of Italia Irredenta to Italy, and the other territorial changes
set forth.

Those who think the future peace of the world may be insured by
international treaties and -laws, the note says, have ill-learned the les-
sons taught by recent history.
