Four cars were- ditched, and two
express cars were broken in two
in the middle, the express mes-
sengers saving their Ilives by
jumping. Fortunately the passen
gers and train crew escaped with
nothing more serious than a se-
vere shaking up.

Considering the serious nature of
the run-off, the escape of the passcn-
gers  from death or . serious injury,
seems a miracle. Six cars, the first
and second class, 'two express Cars,
baggage, mail and temder of the en-
gine were derailed.

Cars Turn Over.

The first and second class cars
turned over in the ditch, while the
express cars turned completely around
and were smashed into kindling wood.

Four or five hundred feet of the
roadbed were badly torn up, and the
line will be blocked until some time
tomorrow morning.

Passengers on the Ocean Limited,
trom Halifax, as well as on trains go-
ing east, were transferred at the
scene of the wreck and forwarded.

Conductor James McClafferty and
Driver R. Mclsaac, of Truro, were in
charge of the train. An unofficial
report attributed the cause of the
wreck to a broken rail. The wreck
was one of the worst in point of dam-
age to cars and roadbed occurring
on the Moncton-Halifax section of the
C.G.R. for some time.

says: “The despatch hes disposed of
the criticlsms of General tough and
the Fifth Army. [ts sober story of
dauntless ¢~eds and grim determina
tion not to accept def:at adds some
great pages to our military history.”

The Daily Chironfole says: “General
Haig makes out a strong case regards
ing the handicapa under which he
labored before Match 21 The respon-
sibility ot General Gough is not ex-
plicitly discussed but when one reads
the detafls of this retreat, it is dif-
ficult to think that he could have been
equal to his task.”

Does Not Blame Gough .

The Morning Post says: “It i{s plain
that General Haig docs not blame
General Gough: he blames nobody.
Nor can he e blamed for not con-
centrating more reserves of the south-
ern end of the line.”

Major-General Maurice in the Daily
News dwells on what he describes as
the confifct between the statements of
ueneral Halg and the statoments of
the operations
touched upon and demands a public
enquiry at the proper time. He hopes
that General Halg's story will forever
remove the undeserved stigma on the
Fifth Army. He contrasts the French
government’s treatment of General
Franchet ’Esperey with the British
government's treatment of General
Gough.

The Times.

The Times says:—"The despatch s
a document of great historical import-
ance, for it {s the first oMcial account
of Germany's final gamble to attain
world dominatfon. Though we can
never be sufficlently erateful for the
swift and solid help whereby our
French alllesa saved a dangerous situe
atlon we are justified in claiming for
the British army a foremost place in
the story of Germany's great fafl-

ure."

Referring to the fact that General
'Halg does not unfavorably mention
any commander, the Times says,

“we do not suppose that at this happy
Juncture of the war, any responsible
person will care to revive the contro-
versies to which our reverses in the
first days of the German offensive
gave rise. We fully concur with
General Haig's explanation of the re-
tirement of the Fifth Army, and we
belleve that now the dust of the con-
troversy has settled, 1o nation will
amply endorse Generu] Haig's views.

The total cases since the
disease became epidemic number 292,
770 with 15,497 deaths. In the east
and south generally conditions among
the civillan population are rapidly im-
proving according to reports to the
public health service.

Number ‘of Influenza and
Pneumonia Cases Reported
in City Steadily Increasing
—Five Hundred and Twen-
ty-Three Cases Listed.

Five deaths occurred in the city
yesterday from inflienza and five
deaths from pneumonia were report-
ed at the Board of Heulth office. As
probably all the pneumonia resulted
from influenza, the ten deaths should
be ch d up to the epid Last
week there were reported nine deaths
from pneumonia, and five from influ-
enza, on Monday one death wae re-
ported from influenza.

Since the first of “ctober up to yes-
terday afternoon there had occurred
in the city thirty-one deaths from In-
fluenza and pneéumonia, and of this
number twentytwo have occurred
since Monday, L :tober 14.

Yesterday afternoon there had been
listed at the Board of Health office
five hundred and twenty-three cases
of influenza, and & large number of
reports had not been investigeted.
These will probably add fifty to this
total.

Splendid progress is being made
with the work at the Parks (onvales-
cent Home, witich s being 4tted up
as an emergency hospitcl, and it is
expected this will be ready in a cou-
ple of days to receive patients. ZYes-
terday ten sailor: wers sent to the
isolation hospital suffering from in-
fluenza, and this building will also
be used until such times as it is re:

SARDINE FISHERY
NOT A FAILURE

Inspector Calder Says Value
j Caught so far This Season
| is $800,0uv—Down the Bay
Fishermen Have Done Well.

That the sardine fishery had not
been the failure it had been reported
to be, was the -statement made by
J. F, Calder, fishery inspector, last
night.

Last season the value of the sar-
dines caught in the Bay of Fundy was
given as $1,000,000; up to date this
season the value of sardines caught
was about $800,000 and the end of the
season has not come yet.

While it was true that above Point
Lepreaux the catch this season had
been very light, at several places
down the Bay the catch had been
above the averase. At Deer Island
there had been more of the little
herring taken this season than for the
past three years; at Campobello the
catch this year was better than last,
and the same was true of the.eastern
end of Grand Manan Island, from
Woodward’s Cove to North Head. At
Long Island the eatch had been an
exceptional one, the four or five
weirs located there having landed ab-
out $100,000 worth of this toothsome
delicacy. In St. Andrew’s Bay a num-
ber of the weirs have earned from
$3,000 to $10,000 each and the same
was true of the Upper Digdiguash.
