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TUR DELEGHTION
HEPES T0 ML

Recognizes New States, Also
Rights of Allied Nations
Over Other Countries, But
Protests Against Others.

Paris, July 1—The reply of the
Turkish delegation to the Allies, con-
hcerning the Turkish Treaty mln[mlze
uny Turkish responsibility for the
war; recognizes the new states of Po-
land, Jugo-Slavia and Czecho-Slovakia
and also the independence of Armenia
and Hedjaz. It recognizg¢s the protec-
torate of France over Tunisia and Mor-
oceo and renounces the Turkish rights
to the Libyla Islands in the Aegean
Sea; recognizes the independence of
Syria, Mesopotamia and Palestine and
renounces all rights to Egypt. It fur-
ther recognizes the rights of Great
Britain in the Suez Canal and the

the Island of Cyprus and renounces
Turkish rights to the islands of Im-
bros, Tenedos, Lemnos, Samothrac,
Chios, Samos and Nicaragua.

The reply protests against the allot-
ment of Eastern Thrace to Greece, de
claring that it violates the principles
of nationalities a ndthe security of
Turkey placing the Greek frontier
within cannon range of Cofistanti-
nople. It points out that Greece has a
strong army and navy, while the
Turkish anmy has been nearly and the
navy totally suppreseed

Concerning Symrna, the Turks say
they cannot adhere to the solution of
Greek Sovereignty and will cede this
territory only by force of arms. They
ask for the recall of the Greek troops
from the Symrna District

Protest also is made against Turkey
not being allowed representation on
the commission of the Straits charged
with enforcing the rules of navigas
tion in the Dardanelles, Bosphorus
and the Sea of Marmora and also
against allowing two votes each on
that commission to Great Bntain,
France, Italy and Japan, as "being con
trary to the people of the equality of
states.” It is declared that the power
of such a commission encroaches upon
the right of suzerainty of the Sultan.

A request is made for the institu-
tion for the Straits and the Sea of
Marmora of a regime similar to that
of Suez Canal and that provided for
by the Treaty of Constantinople of
1888,

THE RETIREMENT OF

Montreal, July 1.—The Montreal
Gazette in editorial comment on the
retirement of the Premier, Sir Robert
Borden, will say in part tomorrow:

“Sir Robert Borden will go down
4m-idstery=as the great Canadian whr
minister. He proved himself equal
to an occasion that called for cour
age, patience, confidence and inflexible
determination. Not for one Iinstant
did Sir Robert waver. His sense of
duty dominated, from the path he
marked out there was no turning.

Ottawa, Ont., July 1—The following
statement was issued by Sir Robert:

“The supporters of the government
met in caucus this morning at 10.30
o'clock and continued in session until
one. They met again this afternoon
at half past four and continuéd in
session until seven. From first to last
the spirit of the caucus was magnifi-
cent and inspiring. With practical
unanimity the decision was reached
to stand together, and by united ef-
fort to maintain stable govurumeqt,
There was a very frank and t'u_ll dis-
cussion of all the subjects considered
and every member who spoke express-
ed his perfect confidence in the gov-
ernment and his pride in its record.

“It was decided that the support-
ers of the government should unite
themselves into a party to be known
as the National Liberal and Conser-
vative Party. The policy of the par-
ty, which had been considered and
tentatively approved at previoqs
meetings, was finally adopted and is
now given to the public. At the fore-
noon meeting the prime minister ad-
dressed the caucus at some leng_th.
He reviewed the circumstances which
lead to a’ formation of the present ad-
ministration.

Ottawa, July 1.—8ir Robert Borden,
for eight years Prime Minister of the
Dominion, and for twenty years a lead-
ing figure on the Parliamentary stage,
is retiring from the leadership of the
Union Party. Announcément of ais
decision to retire was made to a cau-
cus of Government followers today,
and within the next few days, al*er
his successor has been seleéted he
will resign the premiership and ad
vise the Governor-General to call up-
on the party's choice to form a new
Ministry, With the passing of Sir
Robert tne Unionist party-——The Na-
tional Liberal-Conservative-—with a
definite political, national and econom-
ic policy, embodying the best princip-
les of historic Liberalism ang Conser-
vativism modernized to suit the needs
of the times, i

The choice of a successor to Sir
Robert will be determined by the end
of the week, It wil} be determined,
uot in the ordinary caucus manner,
but by the individual opinion of the
Government’s supporters, expressed in
writing to the Prime Minister.. Mem-
bers and Senators are tomight writing
Sir Robert setting forth their choice
for the leadership and  the reasons
upon which they base  it, and upon
the advice thus given him, “a nnigue
ang democratic method of elections”
Sir Robert wil} found his declilon as
to his successor.

beginning of the year, to test the
effects of a prolonged respite from
work. In the end he announced his
inability to sustain longer the very
heavy burdens and vast responsibili-
ties imposed upon him as prime min-
ister, and he asked the members of
the caucus to give him the honorable
discharge to which he feit he was
entitled.

A full summary of the prime min-
ister's address will be given to the
press tomorrow. Sir Robert Borden
was very deeply moved by the trib-
ute of affection and esteem which
was given to him in overflowing meas-
ure by the great gathering of senators
and memberg and he acknowledged
with deep feeling the unanimous res-
olution of appreciation of his service;
and regret z& his approaching Te~|
tirement.

The arrangements proposed for the|
selection of a new leader were re
garded as entirely satisfactory andl
were unanimously approved by cau-|
cus. It is anticipated that these
rangementg will not occasion any
serious delay in the choice of a suc-
cessor, who, of course, canffot com-
mence his duties until after the for-
mal resignation of Sir Robert has
taken place, nor until the name has
been gubmitted to His Excellency the
Governor Gemneral, and has been ap-
proved by him.

Organization.

The question of organization was
also taken into consideration and im-
portant steps with regard thereto
were .discussed with a view to having
them carried into effect with the
least possible delay.

The government and its supporters
did not fail to remember that their
gathering was held on our great an-
nual anniversary, the day which, more
than half a century ago, witnessed
the birth of the nation. It is a happy
omen that on this day the two groups
which united three years ago in sol-
emn determination to serve supreme
national purpose have associated
themselves in renewed and united
effort for a like great purpose.

When Mr. Rowell rose to address
the caucus, he was greeted with a
remarkable demonstration of enthu-
siasm and esteem. He stated that he
did not feel that his mandate from
the Liberal-Unionists of Ontario who
gave him their support when he en-
tered the Union government extend-
ed to joining in the formation of a
pew party and he had, therefore, in-
timated to the prime minister that he
desired to retire from - the govern-
ment at the close of the present ses-
sion.

Constitutional.

Firm adherence to British cofinec-
tion in full confidence that Canada
will find its amplest scope for devel-
opment, usefulness and influence as a
member of the Britannic Common-
wealth, with the statug 27 a self-gov-
erning nation equal to that of the
other members. The maintenance of
the autonomy of Canada and its ex-
isting rights and powers of self-gov-
ernment; the approval of the princi-
ple that no treaty, understanding or
committment, which may involve the
Empire, ought to be undertaken ex-
cept after consideration and by com-
mon consent in the common interest.
Approval of Canadg’s membership in
the League of Nations, and a firm de-
termination to maintain our recog-
nized status as a member of the
League. The upholding by every
means within the federal power of
constituted authority throughout .the
Dominion, the maintenance of parlia-
mentary control over all legislation;
respect for the rights and powers of
the provinces.

Citizenship.

The adoption of such measures as
are necessary to maintain and pro-
tect the ideals of Canadian citizens
ship and cowoperation with the prov-
inces in their efforts to Canadianize
alien enemies. The fosterng of Can-
adian as opposed to any class or sec-
tional spirit, and the elimination of
all prejudies that tend to retard or|
destroy national unity and develop-
ment.

National Policies.

Practical application of the princi-
ple: that pereliament.and government
exist to make and administer laws for
all the people, and not for any par-
ticular class or section to the detri-

GERMANY NEEDS TO
INCREASE PRODUCTION

Berne, June B80.—(A. P.) — “Ger
many’s greatest trouble at the present
time is her decline in productiom,”
said Carl Friedrich von Siemens at
the annual shareholders’ meeting of
the Slemans & Halske electrical con-
cern today. “Nowhere in Germany
{s the imperative need for imcreasing
productive labor sufficiently apprads-
ed,” he continued. “Far too many peo-
Ple  are d in productive
work; the number of officials in state
and private enterprises Is excessive,
ANl statistics based on the mark
standard show large increases, but
that standard is o false one. Expres-
ed in tons, production has declined
largely.”

Herr von Siemens said.that the re-
cent improvement in the German ex-
change, hcwever gratifying in itself,
had had the effect of restricting ex-
ports. In many nranges of articles
manufactured by the company, the do-
mestic prices had already exceeded
the world market prices. Even coun-
triee with a bad exchange like Ger
many were already almost completely
barred to them.

There was a world-wide demand for
all classes of goods, said Herr von
Slemens, but the high cost of produc-
tion was killing business, and to a
great extent these high prices were
cansed by under-production.

H. A. €. Machin, M. P. P,,-of Kenora,
Ont,, delivered in the Ontario legis-
lature, March 4th, 1919, in the debate
on the address in reply to the speech

“I still think our friends the Pro-
hibitionists took a most unfair advant-
age of the situation in 1916 by inflam-
ing the minds of the people already
overwrought by the horrors of war on
the subject of prohibition and by
stampeding this ‘government into;

they did. But, Mr. Speaker, if an un-
fair advantage was thus taken, I sir,

“To my mind it speaks marvels for
the self contro] of the British subjects
of this province who have almost un
complainingly submitted to this state
of affairs in the way they have. One
would think, that the greatest crime
to be perpetrated in the province was
that of baving liquor illigally in one's
possession. By reference to section

) of the Criminal Code you will find
hat if a person breaks into and robs
your chicken house, provided he does
not steal in value more than twenty
dollars he can only be punished by a
fine of $20 plus the cost of what he
has taken; but if you carry a flask of
whiskey in your pocket you can be
searched and the flask taken away
from you and you can be fined $200
as a minimum. * * * The penalties
provided. * ** and the method by
which the provisions of the Act have
been enforced to my mind point to
the most fanatical persecution the
province has ever suffered from,
