The Speech-making.

Dr. J. D. Gilchrist, chairman of the
committee having charge of the erection
of the monument, was the first speaker.

Brunswick volunteers who fell in #he Boer
war. He explained how much credit must
be given to Mrs. Wm. Baizley, and an-
nounced that the park committee was
considering the advisability of enlarging
the borders of the park. He them called
on Col. G. Rolt White, D. O. C,, to un-
veil the figure which surmounts the mom-
ument and which was covered with a
large Union Jack.

The Statue Unvelled.

Col. White spoke of the pleasure it gave
him to unveil the memorial; also of his
pleasure at seeing representatives of the
fighting forces of other nations present.

The
figure which was exposed to view by Col.
White is a large model of a khaki-clothed
soldier, standing at ease and holding a
rifle.

8ir Charles Parsons briefly addressed
the assemblage. Being a veteran of the
Boer war, he announced himself as much
pleased at seeing before him some of the
men who had fought under him there and
Lpa.id a tribute to all the Canadian sol-
diers in that struggle. He also made a
reference to the unveiling of a similar
monument in Halifax two years ago.

Admiral Douglas was the next speaker.
He said he was a man of the sea, and
no speaker. He told of the pleasure it
gave him to be present, particularly see-
ing representatives, diplomatic and other-
wise, of other nations.

Mayor White spoke of the fact that a
year or so ago he had laid the foundation
stone of the monument, and he now was
pleased to be present at the unveiling.
He was also glad to see the French and
American ' representatives present. He
was gratified to see the monument com-
pleted. because of the incentive which it
shonld be to young people in the future.
The proceedings were then closed by Dr.
Gilchrigt, ywho, on behalf of the park
directsrs, ‘hanked the various officers for
their presence and kindness.

Champlain with his officers, and the In-
dians were already on the ground and
remained. The different detachments,
with bands_ playing, then marched back
to the city. At Market Square several de-
tachments fell out and the remainder then
marched to the Barrack Green, where
lunch was served.

As the 8rd R. C. A. was retiring from
Riverview Park, Mrs. Baizley was seen
at the window of her house on Douglas
avenue. The regiment promptly saluted.
This thoughtfulness of the officers was
very favorably commended upon.

TABLET UNVFILED.

The mew public library building was
crowded at 4 o’clrek  Fridav  afternoon
when the Champlain-De Monts’ tablet was
unveiled.

While waiting for the
hour of opening the wisitors inspected the
building and spoke of it in terms of ad-
miration.

here religious toleration, a fact that should
be widely published. This celebration was
emblematic of the union of all races and
creeds in this city. He had always labor-
ed to that end and was glad to believe
with a certain measure of success. This
tablet was a ‘tribute from the people of
New Brunswick. Of $150 thus far sub-
scribed $50 was from the Acadians, and
more was promised drom them. The res’
was contributed by people of the city and.
province. It was therefore a provincial
memorial.  He would, call wupon Mayor
White to unveil the ttablet.

Mayor White first expressed regret at
the absence of the lieutenant governor.
It was, he said, eminently fit and proper
that the discovery of the St. Joan river
ghould be commemorated in such a way,
and that something of a permanent nature
showld enter into it. The men whose
names are inscribed on the tablet had won
a fame more enduring than brass. We
were fortunate o have present the rep-
resentatives of the three great mations
especially interested in the history of this
region. Here the history of Can-
ada, of France and 'the United States
touch at many points. It was a source of
great satisfaction to the citizens that so
many distinguished wepresentatives were
present. This city had passed through
many difficulties. Though for three hun-
dred years St.. John had been a mame on
the map, the city owed its origin to the
Loyalists who came here in 1783. His
worship then unveiled the tablet, and a
few minutes later the warships fired a
salute.

Rev. Dr. Raymond Speaks-

Rev. Dr. Raymond was introduced by
Fr. Gaynor as one who had not figured
prominently in the celebration, but to
whom its success was largely due, and to
whom a debt of gratitude was due.

Rev. Dr. Raymond, speaking for' the N.
B. Historical Society, said that while there
were notable spectacular features in the
celebration this tablet was the permanent
memorial. The mind maturally went out
to that day, perhaps just suca a day as
this, three hundred years ago, when a
small ship crept into this harbor. Re-
plying to the criticism that they were mak-
ing this a Champlain rather than a De
Monts’ celebration, he said it was done
advisedly, for the reason that Champlain
was the greater man, that he was the
father of Canada end left his impress upon
it, while De Monts left mo memorial; and
his (Champlain’s) ashes lie in Canada, in
the city of Quebec. We have to depend
for our information upon the map and the
narrative of Champlain, whose survey “of
St. John harbor had proved to be more
accurate than some later ones.

New Brunswick’s Emblem.

Dr. George U. Hay was mext called on
and explained the significance of the floral
emblem on either side of the heads of
Champlain and De Monts on the tablet.
The flower was the Linnoea, commonly
known as the Twin Flower. It grew in
our evergreen <woods. Doubtless when
Champlain come here the rocks under the
chade of the evergreens were covered with
the Twin Flower. The Historical Society
chose this.flower rather than the fleur-de-
Jis, and would urge -upon the provincial
government to make it the floral emblem
of New Brunswick.

A suggestion was also made by a by-
stander in addition to the above—that the
Twin-flower was also emblematic of the
two races, also the two religions that were
represented by the two mames, Champlain
and De Monts.

This concluded the formal proceedings,
and the crowd gradually dispersed.

|~ The tablet, which is of brass, framed in
ash, is a very handsome one, and is on the
waill at the left side of ithe entrance, in
the rotunda of the library building. On
the top of the tablet, in relief, are the
heads of Champlain and De Monts, and
below them the inscription in two colors.

A feature of the
falls was that during the procession there
was a continuous flow of water tumbling
over the glass rapids, which, being il-
luminated, made one of the prettiest pic-
tures of the procession.

The wagon of No. 2 salvage corps was
next. It was practically a garden and
was one of the prettiest turnouts in the
parade. The flowers were surmounted by
a double arch, capped with a clever repre-
sentation of the fleur de lis. Geo. Hatfield
was driver.

In front stood tripod with pot ready for
cooking. The rest of the scene was given
te trees and woods and near the wigwam
stood Willie Smith as> Champlain and
Ernest Humphrey as the Indian chief.
Over the seat where the veteran driver,
Geo. Drake, held the ribbons, was an ela-
borate -arch and canopy. Surmounting the
arch were flags and plumes and between
the carved pillars were figures of old char-
acters. Every wheel of the cart was
bright with lights arranged as an eight-
point star. The whole gel-up was very
fine and fully up to the standard of the
No. 1 boys.

No. 1 Hook and Ladder Company s
truck was gay with flags and about 160
colored lanterns strung along its great
length, -1t made an attractive appear-
ance. Three fire horses driven by Charles
Cenway took the big wagon along in good
style. The truck avas polished until it
shone like a mirror, and was on¢ mass of
brilliancy.

No. 1 engine was in charge of 8. Seeds.
No. 2 engine in charge of J. Green.

No. 2 company had -their apparatus
trimmed in a most artistic fashion. The
engine, which was driven by Lawrence
Muhoney, with Engincer Joseph Green on
the footboard, was decorated with gar-
lands of red and white roses round the
boiler and the sal'cl:v vialve with beautiful
chrysanthemumms.  In the funnel was an
imperial crown, the work of Joseph Green
with beautiful jewels which a flashlight
inside revealed every now and again. This
was a very hbeautiful feature of the pro-
cession. "

The¢ dashboard of the hose cart was
covered with variously colored Howers
and there was erected over it a double
arch with a fleur de lis on the top. Be-
tween the arches were hung » number of
colored lanterns, ahile in the centre of
the wagon there was one large ruby col-
ored lantern.

They were descendants of the first seftlers
in Canada. Though living in the great
and free republic they were still animated
by the patriotism 'of their forefathers.
They would be unworchy sons of a brave
people if they were not animated. by a
deep and patriotic féeling toward this
country. Their hearts leaped when they
heard that the tvercentenary- was to b€
celebrated, and they decided to take part
in it.

from Independence Day down to the pres-
ent. No other part of the world has seen
revolutionary progress as North America
in these 300 years. After a little clever
banter directed toward the gallant com-
mander of the Detroit, Mr. Longley took
up the question of what constituted the
greatest glory of the-British empire. In
his view it was that 'wherever she dropped
down a handful of people, in any part of
the worid, you wake up a hundred years
later and find a nation. The
States stands today as the greatest glory
of Britain.. Touching the question why
British colonists triumphed over those of
France, Mr. Longley ventured the opinion
that the French government coddled their
colonies while Britain entirely neglected
hers. The latter had to fight their way,
and it gave them the secret of supremacy.
At the close of Mr. Longley’s address
Rev. Fr. Gaynor expressed the thanks of
the Historical Society to the board of St.

Just how
many men the Russians lost when this
army was crushed at Vafangow is not
known, but the losses greatly exceed the
earlier figures and the action takes mank
as the most serious of the war.

General Kuropatkin’s position now holds-
public attention throughout the civilized
world. His military reputation has been
thigh. He will increase it or lose it utter-
ly in the events to come. There is no
success worth mentioning yet to the credit
of the Russians in this war. They must
stgp the Japanese advance short of Muk-
den or abandon Manchuria to the Island-
ers. Meantime Togo reports that he has
sunk a Russian battleship at Port Amthur
and damaged two other important veiseis.

CIVIL AND MILITARY POWER.
The Scottish-American, a New Yok’
publication which devotes considerable
space to Canadian affairs and which is
usually accurate, wholly misunderstands
the position in Canada of the officer com-
manding the militia and his relation to
the Dominion government. Discussing
the report of the council recommending
the dismissal of @Lord Dundonald, tae
Scottish-American says in part:

“The report further asswmes that Lord
Dundonald was the servant of the Can-
adian Government, and that the Minister
of Militia, or any ome acting temporarily
for him; was his superior officer, whom
he was bound to respect, unquestioningly
obey, and, we suppose, salute in passing.
We have no doubt that Lord Dundonald
was proud to consider himself the.ser-
vant of the Canadian people, and was
using all his talent and skill in his posi-
tion on their behalf—indeed the unani-
mous opinion is that Canada mever had
his. equal as a General Officer Command-
ing the Militia; but we eeriously doubt
if he ever for a moment considered him-
self a subordinate servant of the Canadian
government, or of any member of it, or
that he would ever have condescended to
fill the position had he thought so. For.
the time being he was the servant of the
Canadian people, and in the same sense
so is the Dominion government of the
day. In their respective spheres they are
equals. While they may be charged with
interfering in the proper discharge of each
other’s duties they cannot rightly be
charged with insubordination towards eac
other as superior officers. In the eircum-
stances whatever crime or -offence ‘the
regrettable failure to appreciate the prin-
ciples of British constitutional govern-
ment’ might be twisted into it could not
rightly be construed into insubordination.
Yet of that this sub-committee has found
Lord Dundonald guilty, and has got him
dismissed.”

This comment makes the mistake, which
is not made in Canada, of assuming that
the officer commanding is supreme in his
department and that the government’s
power does not go beyond paying the
bills. It gives Canada two equal author-
ities—one civil, the other military. There
is no such arrangement. The officer com-
manding is the subordinate of the Minis-
ter of Militia, responsible to him and to
the government, and amy other arrange-
ment would not now be tolerated. This

question has been settled in Canada. Like
many outsiders who ‘have discussed the
Dundonald incident the Scottish-Ameri-
can writer simply does mot know what he
is talking about.

THE TORPEDO BOAT AGAIN.

While 300,000 men are face to face in
Manchuria and a decisive battle is pre-
dioted, semsational evemts at Port Amnthur
divert atbentiion from the more important
land operations and once more bring sharp
criticism of Russian blunders. The Lon-
don Times Tokio correspondent, after
praising the Russians for uncorking the
herbor mouth and getting their entire
fleet into open water, charges that the
Russian admiral courted disaster by the
miost costly stupidity. The Russians, he
says, failed miserably to take advantage of
‘their ,unexpected success in leaving the
harbor. “Bither the etrain of navigating
the paisage out of the harbor proved some:
recently repaired vessels unseaworthy, or
the admirel, in spite of bitter lessons he
had had, failed even yet tto appreciate the
keystone of Japanese mavel treining. He:
committed the same folly his predecessor
committed when war was imminent in
February, and anchored for the night in
the outer roadstead. Through their own
good aeignal stations on Golden Hill, the
Russians must know the Japanese blockad-
ing flotilla would be cognizant of every
movement, and a very few hours’ dteam-
ing would suffice to bring the whole hor-
net’s nest about théir eams. Yet they
anchored and invited an atback. Wireless
telegraph gave Admiral Togd information,
after which the history of (the naval
struggle repeated itself.”

Yet we read that
more than a dozen separate and distinct
attacks were made by torpedo flotilllas
upon the anchored fleet of Russian batitle-
ships. The fleet was protected by mamy'
searchlights and hundreds of machine
guns, yat the Japanese scored. Such des-
perate courage as is theirs would not be
denied. If by losing one or two torpedo
boats they could sink a battleship or two,
they, would think the sacrifice well worth
while. The battleshfp carries @s many

men as ten torpedo boats and costs as
much as a score or more of such craft.

The Japanese deliberately count the cost
and accept the misk, There is mo service
which these men will not undertake with
bath coolness and alacrity. The Russians
must have learned by this time how
courageous and resourceful is the enemy.
The course of the Russian fleet, after leav-
ing the harbor, is therefore inexplicable in
the light of such information as is now
thand. :

Att sea Russia is shown to be brave but
remarkably incompetent. Ashore she
has been considerably discredited. 1t
is for General Kuropatkin to turn the tide
if he can. He carries Russia’s fortunes
now, and if he fails—what then? Russia
declares that peace is out of the question
unitil her military prestige has been re-
gained. That would make it look like a
very long struggle. But if General Kuro-
patkin meets disaster, Russia will have no
force in the theatre of war capable of dis-
puting the Japanese advance to the Siber-
ian boundary.

A FEARSOME FAMILY.

The British newspapers cannot agree
wheither the terrific secret plan of Thomas
Cochrane, tenth Earl of Dundonald, died
with him about the time of the Crimean
war or is still to be found in one of the
many pigeon holes of the British War

Office. No one has suggested, so. far as
we have seen, that the present earl, lately
commander of the Canadian militia, pos-
sesses his ancestor’s secret; yat he may
know all about it, and in case he does,
ithe Camadian ministers, and through them,
this jcountry generally would appear to
have been playing with the lightning.

awful was possible that its use would put’
an end to all warfare against the country
utilizing #.

Rev. J. deSoyres Speaks of the
United Citizenship of Canada.

At the morning service Sunday, Rev.
J. de Soyres preached upon the text:
“Now therefore ye are mo more strangers
and foreigners, but fellow-citizens.”
(Ephes. II. 19.)

The preacher spoke of the claim of
Christianity as a power comprehending

While in ancient days the
“gtranger” and the “enemy” wWere Bya-
onymus, although the Jew was enjoined
to love the stranger, mow in Christ all
were united in one brotherhood.

Our mother country, mindful of her own
blended origin, had welcomed strangers
to -her shores. The persecuted Huguenots
had become her best citizens, had aided
her industries, fought in her armies, and
been distinguished in her learmed profes-
mions.

And Canada reflected this aspect ot Eng-
tish history in her own annals. No mation
has a monopoly in her discovery or her
< itizenghip, Cabot and Cartier, Champlain,

| .isors of the mighty struggle for pre-
enence in the mew world which ended
on .the Heights of Abraham. Henceforth
Englishmen and Frenchmen lived as
neighbors and fellow-citizens; neither
ought call the other “stranger or foreign-
er.” And so with the less mumerous Ger-
mans who settled in Ontario and Nova
Scotia, bringing the simple habits of the
fatherland with them. The recent Lunen-
burg celebration of its 150th anniversary
marked another historical incident, and
all were blended in & common citizenship.

Kingston, Ja., June 27—Thirty-three per-
sons were killed by an accident which took
place near Spanishtown (ten miles west of
Kingston) this morning in the main con-
duit of the West India Blectric Company,
which operates the street cars from Kings-
ton and the shareholders of which are prin-
cipally Canadians.

Nearly 100 laborers had been detailed to re-
move the sand from the enormous pipe
which- is a mile long and which conveys
water from the in-take on the Rio Cobre to
the turbines of the power house. The work
had practically been completed when orders
were given to allow a small quantity of
water to enter the conduit. Through misap-
prehension, accident or carelessness, the
full force of water was turned on and a mad
struggle to escape by means of the man-
holes ensued with the result that thirty
three persons were killed. -

The tragedy has cast a gloom over the
colony and a rigid investigation into the
cause is mow progress.

An Eloquent Sermon.

Bishop Casey delivered an eloquent ser-
mon from 3 Isaiah lix.1: “Behold the hand
of the Lord is not shortened that it can
save.”

Comparing that happy state of St. John
today with the state of its site 300 years
ago, the epeaker said little short of a
miracle was in evidence. Many good words
had been said during last week about, our
great hero, Champlain; he had ‘been
spoken of as explorer and discoverer,
maniner, administrator, diplomat, manager
and in other ways. Yet it was mot fitting
that anyone of these phases of his work
should form the subject of entertainment
from the chair of truth from which the
preacher spoke. Rather should he follow,
in his addrgss, lines in accordance with
the great supernatural principle in the
heart of Champlain and give glory to God
who wispered his voyages and discoveries
and guided him in their pursuit.

Champlain planted the cross at Sand
Point 300 years ago and today the solemn
emblem of redemption shines in golden
eplendor at the highest point in the city,
the summit of the Cathedral, thus pro-
claiming the city under sway of Christ
and the gospel, a new nation added to
the church, God’s “hand mot shortened
that it can save.”

Cbamplain speaking of the human soul,

supplied an admirable line of thought. J:!_.e :
“told what revealed the grateness of his

lawful,” he Baid, “to wage war on the
savages for any purpose save to win them
to Christ that they might receive the light
and glory of the true faith.”

A year or two before, on the St. Law-

Indians there eliciting their “profession
and faith.

They had the guidance of conscience, be-
cause God has written His law on every
heart; they knew some things were right
and others not, but they could give no
reasons.

Champlain
had repeatedly petitioned for them to be
sent. They came with the divine com-
mission and their coming to convert the
‘Ipdiams was fulfilling the commission
given 1600 years before and 'which was
given for all time—one which should make
us bless God for the wonderful love it
shows and for the blessings of the faith
bestowed upon us.

"G, Teach All Nations.” I '

Bishop Casey quoted our Lord’s words
after the redemption: “All power is given
to me in Heaven and on carth.” Then,
standing as man and God the Saviour
added, addressing apostles: “Go ye there-
fore into the whole world; teach all na-
tions and behold I am with you always
even unto the end of the world.”

This is part of the world and the poor
Indian had a place in the Master’s mind
when He gave that commission.

BURNED WRECH

Fire Marshal Decides That Con-
flagration Started in a Barrel.

New York, June 27—The coroner's jury
investigating the General Slocum disaster,
was taken to the hulk of the burned steamer
at Erie Basin today and after an inspection
of the wreck and tHe examination of several
witnesses proceeded in a police patrol boat
over the Toute followed by the steamer on
the day of the ill-fated excursiom.

Commander Winslow of the navy, who
with General Wilson of the army, was ap-
pointed to make federal inquiry into the dis-
aster, was on board the Slocum when the
coroner and his party arrived. He was ac-
companipd by Superintendent Inspector Gen-
eral Uhler and the District Head Inspector
‘Bodle. Commander Winslow compiled a
description of the Slocum's inmterier as he
found it. On board the Slocum Coroner
Berry led the way to the forward hatchway,
a blackened opening in the midst of a pile of
rotting life preservers, tangled iron and half
burned barrels.

Terrance’ McManus, counsel for the Knick-
erbocker Steamboat Company, was asked by
the coroner if he would concede that was the
spot where the fire was first discovered. Mr.
McManus declined to concede anything, and
Edwin Brandow, the assistant engineer, was
called as a witness and answered the ques-
tion affrmatively.

Former Fire Marshal Thomas F. Freel,
said that he had examined the hold of the
vessel on the day it was raised. He found
that the fire started in one of the barrels.

How can you tell?”’

“The barrel tells,” Mr. Freel replied, hold-
ing up one of the loosened staves. ‘““The
blackened edges show that it was burned
from the bottom and from inside out. There
are mo marks of burning on the outside ex-
cept in a small place where it burned
through.”

DOWIE RANTS AND
RAVES BEFORE A
NEW YORK AUDIENCE

He Attacks King Edward and De-
nounces the Reporters.

New York, June 26—On his first public ap-
pearance after his trip around the world,
John Alexander Dowie today attacked the
character of King ldward; declared that he
loved President Roosevelt, and denouiced re-
porters.

He spoke at Carnegie hall in the morning
and in the afternoon, making addresses at
cach session.

After much bitter reference to King Ed-
ward, he said:—

“Defender of the Faith, indeed! Two weeks
ago he went to see the Duke of Devonshire
10 see some horses and get points about a
coming race. The prophet is a mightier man
than the king, and what the prophet said has
made his throne totter. I love Theodore
Roosevelt, but if he does a great wrong I
shall not be afraid to tell him of it, and I
believe he is too good & man to be afraid to
hear it.”

To the reporters he shouted:— .

“But I say to each one of you fellows—he-
ware. You will each: have to stand before
God for your sin., ‘Touch not mine anointed
and do my prophets no harm’ God declares;
and he will protect his prophets. All liars
have their portion in the lake which burneth
with fire and brimstone.. You can laugh.
You can laugh yourselves into hell, but you
cannot laugh yourselves out. A Methodist
minister once scoffed at me, and was put out
for disturbing a service. I told him to be-
ware and my words rang in hig ears. Three
days later his body was found in a pool of
water: I cannot tell how it got there, but I
warned him. And I warn you men, beware.
God will stop your mouth. I brand you
scoundrels and dogs as a pack of unmiti-
gated liars. Yet I pray God to bless you.

“I have been asked when I will stop fight-
ing.

X PLEA FOR THE UNITY OF THE EMPIRE,

Orie Parliament, for Britain and the Colonies His Suggestion--
Perils.of Too Much Independence--England Needs Her
Codling Stations Here--Some Questions to
Ba Paszed Upon.

Senator David Wark writes as follows
in the Montreal Witness:

| In Mebruary last I completed the hun-
dredth year of my age. During my first
tifteen years 1 was a subject of George
the Third and remember the battle of
Waterloo, which was the last of the wars
of Napoleon. I then lived through the
short reign of George the Fourth ::m_d
fthrough the still shorter reign of William
the Fourth, then the long reign of Vie-
toria of glorious memory, and now am
a subject of her son and successor, who
promises to be a faithful follower of the
peace policy of his mother. In 1842 I
was olected to a seat in the House of As-
sembly of New Brunswick, in which 1
sat_for eight years.

red to the commission recommended (by
the Montreal meeting cannot be called foo
soon, and it may be expected that one
of its first recommendations will be to re-
ceive all the provinces into the Empire,
giving-them all the privileges of those al-
ready within it, and the liabilities as well.
The next matter considered would likely
be a policy of free trade in every part: of
the Empire.

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A BICYGLE TRIP |
. T0. BELLEISLE- BAY,

As Satisfying in Its Scenic Béauties
as Could Be'Wished.

>

Several Routes That May Be Takem, Each
Having Charms of Its Own—And It
Doesn't Take too Much Time,

The tourist who comes to St. John and
goes away without having paid a.visit to
the beautiful Belleisle has missed what is
one of the most charming spots within
‘easy reach of the city. The roads to that
,point are all excellent and when it is re-
‘membered that they skirt the St. John
river which is famed throughout America
for its womnderful scenic beauty, passing
through the most fertile and highly cul-
tiviated districts in eastern Canada, it
will be seen that the fascinations of the
journey are of no ordinary kind and will
well repay exertion on the part of the
traveller.

Leaving the city early in the morning
by way of the Marsh Bridge over an ex-
cellent macadamised ' road, the run; to
Torryburn is soon accomplished. The: vil-
lage of Rothesay where the overworked
menchants of Sf. John ‘have their summer
homes and which is an ideal spot for rest
is next reached nine miles from 8t. John
¢ity. Here the Kennebeccasis widens %o
two_ miles, and 'right opposite is Long
dsland from which rises a remarkalile
conformation of the solid rock which has
.been dubbed the “Ministers Face.”” This
4s-150 feet in height amd has received its
‘name from the expresison of rigid de-

artistic. glimpses of the river are caught
:under -thesshade trees which are clustered
around: the dwellings.

. After leaving Rothesay we turn to the
-left and make for Gondola Point where
the -river narrows down to one mile. On
.4he opposite side rise the hills of Clifton,
notiepable among which is the remari-
able peak of the Sugar Loaf and many
others, all clothed with' their undulating
. covering of early summer leaves, stretch-
.ing down all the way to Hampton. Neat
~white farm houses cluster here and there
on the sides. of these hills, each surround-
.ed by thrifty fields and orchards. Sraw-
. herry. patches are also in-evidence end in
the season many ecrates.of the luscious
fruit. find their way from these slopes
_into the St. John market. :

, Looking back from Gondola Point you
see Hillhurst on the south bank of the
river, while a little. farther west lie sév-
eral islands on one of which Mr, Mathers’
L orphan boys rusticate every summer. The
other large island is Long Island with its
 sharp outlines standing clear against the
~western, sky. Below these islands the
.Kenmebeccasis joins the S8t. John, form-
ing the magnificent sweep of Grand Bay,
through which in years long past Cham-
piain, Ta Tour and Oliver Cromwell’s
fleets ploughed their way on voyages ‘of
discovery and conquest.

At Gondola Point, fourteen miles from
the city, we hoist the signal and warn
old Capt. Pitt to come across in his ferry,
which lands us very mear Hugh McCor-
mick’s summer hotel. Here, under the
'shadow of the Kennebeccasis hills, and
seeing from our window the river we sit
down to one of those delightful dinnérs
which Mr. McCormick knows so well how
"to serve, :

We are now about sixteen miles from
the city and after a smoke under the
shade trees we start again about 3 o’clock:
along the marrowing valley, making for
the gapiin the ‘hills where Hes Kingston,
the old shire town of King’s county. ‘Only
four miles of a fair road on our left we
pasg a lake ebout ¥wo miles in eircum-
ference and then slowly climb the hills
to the village. On either side of the road
stand houses which show their half~ cen-
tury or more of existence, while many
#all,” garceful ' elms ‘' which skirt the
thoronghfare bear witness how the settlers
‘of 100 years ago loved to decorate their
homes.

On the top of the hill is the large eon-
| solidated schoo! house, built through the
mmificence of Sir W.C. McDonald,the first
attempt in New Brunswick to gather
several schools under one roof and save
the children the toil of walking miles
| over the country moads to receive the
benefits of education. Close-to the school
is the church which is nearly a eentury
old and in the graveyard that surrounds
it mav be seen several tombstones which
are still older.

We cannot go much farther tonight and
@0 we hire rooms at Mr. Chaloner’s, and
after supper set out to climb Foster’s
mountain, only a mile away. Was there
ever such a walk before? The roadsides
on each hand are gay with flowers while
patiches of bluets, one to three yards!in
circumference, make the pasture fields
bright with color.
~ From the top of Foster’s mountain ‘we
see below us the waters of the far-famed
Belleisle, This is our first glimpse of that
waterway by which up to fifty years agn
all freight and passenger traffic came and
went to the city of St.. John. Southerly
the spires of the city itself are clearly
seen while the Kennebeccasis hills laom
@p in the middle distance in all the
beauty of their spring dress. Half a mile
away are lakes which: might tempt any
disciple of Isaac Walton, while in the
fbosom of the hills near at hand several
brooks take their rise and flow into the
Beelleisle four miles away.

After the luxury of feather beds and a

are two roads that lead from Kingston to
Belleisle. One is eleven miles to Squire
3ray’s, mear the head of Belleisle Bay.
The longer, which is also the more beanti-
ful of the two, takes you past the church
on your left and skirts the deep cleft in
the hills, which is called Kingston Creek.

Looking bgek from the first rise you
i g to Kingston, a village in

bus stranger. One old lady, ninety-one
lears of age, who treasures in her house
a walking stick on which is carved the
date 1700, is still fond of relating stories
of the strange doings of the celebrated
horse thief. Liberality in religious thought
might not be looked for here and yet
many still living remember Parson Bcovil,
who one Sunday in summer seeing a storm
coming up cut the service short and told
his congregation to go ont and gather in
their hay.

And so we speed along. Kingston Creek
up and down the high hills, stopping gow
and then to look at the slopes opposite

‘isle ‘and off to the northeast we see Ten-
nant’s  Qove.:,Several grassy islands and
also Mistake Channel where years ago a
vessel lost her way. On the high sides of
the Belleisle the farms are cultivated to
teh very top and here again strawberry
patches are greatly in evidence and give
'a prolific crop in_this fertile soil. L'he
road winds close to the edge of the bay,
on the right rise the Belleisle hills cloth-
‘ed with fir, spruce, maple, hemlock and
an occasional pine’' woodland.

i Close to the roadway and in some plates
quite overarching it and keeping it damp

from which is quite heavy at times. Three
miles father on we begin to catch glimpsés
of the bay through the trees. At last we
sturn’ to the right to Krb’s Cove, where |
the R. K. Y. C. yachts anchor over Sun- |
day in the summer time.
; Coming along the road we have heard
‘much jof - the falls of Peters’ Brook, so
we leave the main road at this point and
.after proceeding a scant half mile come
0 where the brook tumbles over a broad
plateau of rock and after several leaps
disappears in' the woods. These falls are
.about 35 feet high and in the waters
above and below are found trout, not of
eourse the one or two pounders, but de-
Jicate little fish the flesh of which has
been haydened by the cold avaters.
Crossing. the bridge at Erb’s Cove we

over .a good road till at last six miles
farther on the head of the Belleisle, or
rHatfield’s Point, where the river steam-
ers tie up for the might, is reached. A
small island on the north side and two
_headlands mark the entrance to Jenkins'
Cove, one of the most delightful camping

grounds heart could wish for, ;

‘Squire Gray’s ‘house opposite Hatfield’s
Point, where rooms can pe engaged. It ‘is
worth while to stay here for the Red-
don Brook falls hal a mile away are
.marvelously beautiful. After dinner we
“walk up the glen through which flows the
stream which has its source a mile away.
The road is a good one, the glen narrows
very rapidly and as we proceed the noise
of the falls grows louder and louder. The
Jast 300 yards are difficult climbing, for
the' lumberman’s axe has left many trees
"across the path. 1

' The Reddon falls are the product of tw
.streams which flowing with great force
through the marrow gorge, tumble by a
succession of steps about thirty feet high
into the bay, The rocks on each side of
this gorge rise in some places sheer &0
or 60 feet and being topped with: a
growth of fir and spruce the result is
‘that it is dark and .cool there even at
‘mid‘day. At the bottom of the first fall
the water gathers into a pool thirty feet
‘fong, twenty feet wide and having a
depth it is said of ten feet. Around the
ledges of the pool the rocks have broken
away making natural seats and the four-
ist sitting in one of these and smoking a
‘eigar to keep the black flies away can
‘enjoy the beauty of the most delicious
grotto and fall in Kings county. The
waters have worn away the baseof the
vock mntil the steep sides impend and iin |
the dusk of the evening this gives it a
'very weird and uncanny apperance. /This
stream also abounds with trout, and in- |
'deed all the waters of the St. John river
valley are famous fishing’grounds.

If one wishes to return by another way

the distance is only ten miles to Norton
via Springfield over a good read.and frem
Norton a train will s6on bear one to the
city. Another road is over the'hills ito
-the,Midland road and so on to Norton,
' “When at Hugh ‘McCormick’s, if the
seeker ‘after pleasure wishes to go some
other way than by Kingston he can climb
| the hill that lies northeast of the house
and descend to Perry’s Point where the
coasting is good along the narrow Kenne-
| béccsis past the base of the hills till he
comes. to Pickwauket mountain. It'is
about six miles from MoCormick’s to this
mountain. The moad for the most part of |
the way is lined with elm ana otHer
shade trees and seems at times as though
it had been cut from the very basesof
the hills.

As. you leave the road to climb fhe
Pickwauket mountain the channel of the
river narrows to about 200 yards and
-hereabouts is a favorite haunt of fhe
L whistling duck. As you climb. the moun-
tain. you see what is one of the most
 beautiful valley scenes to be found amy-
where, At last the height of land is
.reached and then you speed rapidly down
:to the main road of the Belleisle where
four miles away is Squire Gray’s house.
dt is about sixteen miles by this route to
the head of the bay.

Still another way is to take the train
to Hampton and travel through the far-
famed ravine six miles through the hills
where ybéu turn out to the left down the
slope, when suddenly at a turn of the read
you see the whole stretch of the Belleisle
from Hattield’s Point to St. John. Two
miles father is Squire Gray’s house. If
you wish, however, you can turn to the
right at this point and after proceeding
two miles cross the bridge over the Belle-
isle stream and so three miles down the
other side to Hatfield’s Point and the
hotels. If, however, the tourist has not
the necessary time to take any of these
journeys, he.can take any of the river
boats on Saturday morning from Indian-
town to Hatfield's Point and 1t he so
wishes he can engage a stateroom and live
on board over Sunday.

The Boston Herald says: Within the next
few weeks, probably just'after July 4, one
of the most famous old characters om the
‘Charles river will leave the place at the foot
‘of Chestnut street, wheré he has lived 20
years, and will no more occupy his old quar-
‘ters. During 20 years, from early spring un-
til late in the fall, the little boathouse of
Pat. MeNulty has been a familiar sight to
alltl who happened to be in that part of the
city.

“+ Pat. is known intimately by every oarsman

one of them whom he cannot call by name,
4and tell you his real ability as an oarsmas.

rowing matters, having at times been an im-
.portant factor in aquatics, and even to this
day, though nearing 70 years of age, can pull
‘quite a bit, and send a shell skimming
.through the water in & manner that makes
‘some of his younger friends on the river
‘envious, In fact, it is rather & common sight
‘to see the old man chasing up and down the
river in a shell which was once owned by
;the famous Wallace Ross.

As he skims over the smooth sunface of the

river, he looks more likeé a man of 60 years
.than the 60 odd years that he is, and, in fact,
.is as nimble and spry a8 a man many years
. Junior, 3 ;
: ch is_very proiid of the shell which he
;uges, and no, visitor -at his house can leave
‘until he has been told the history of it, for
Ross and Pat were rcronies.

Though an Irishman by birth, Pat. still
:claims St. John asg.his. homse, for when but
a baby he arrived in that city, and for years
made it his home. When a small boy, he,
»with many others who later became famous
4in the rowing world,.took; to the sport, apd
when 12 years of age won his first race in
St. John’s bay.

In 1859 he came to this city and rowed his
:first race on the Mysuc river three years
dater, with Faulkner, Mike Foley and Andy
Connors in a four-oared shell. 3

@During the same, year, on the Fourth of
July, the same crew. rowed and won, and
later, in & match race with a fast four-oared
crew, for a purse of: $100, Pat’s crew was
defeated with another man rowing in Com-
mnor’s position. Soon after this, with Con-
nors back in the boat, another race was ar-
ranged, and this time Patl's .crew won.

After that Pat. did no more rowing until

July 4, 1863, This was & six-mile race.. The
crew trained for it in Worcester, and just
before the time for.the event the men got
-sore hands, In spite of this, the race was
started and Pat’s crew was leading at the
stake; but the boat upset, and as a result
‘ihe race was lost.
i Another race was arranged, with a purse of
$1,000 hung up. The arrangements called for
a six-mile row with eix turns. This time
Pat’s crew won.

These are but a few instances in the in-
teresting career of the old man. [He has
rowed with Wallace Ross in a four-oared
'crew, with Reagas, Tom. Butler and a score
of other well-known oarsmen who have long
sifice departed.

sbuilt a. little beathouse at the foot of Chest-

Of late years business has been decidedly
bad with the old man, and, with regrets that
he ever laft St, John, he.will go back there
early next month and probably remain there
ithe rest of his days. But ibefore going, Pat.,
who has profound faith in his ability to row,

fessional race. He is anxious to meet such
men as Jim: Ten Byck, Jerry Casey, Hafry
Vail, Jim Butler, Paddy Donovan, Jim Wry,
John D. Ryan, and as many of the old-timers
as possible. This would certainly make an
interesting event, but Pat. wants the race
rowed on. the Charles river, If the momey
‘cafinot: be gotten together, Pat. thinks he
can arrange for it in St. John, and unless
he hears from the event before leaving, he
will make an effort to have the race pulled
ioff on St. John bay some time during the
summer. , i

‘With his departure will go one of the
strangest old characters that has been around
the river in a century.
