The Danbury News on Amateur Gard-
ening.

We suppose there is a time that comes
to every man when he feels he should like
to have a garden. If he takes such a
notion he will tell his wife of it. This is
the first mistake he makes, and the ground
thus lost is never fully recovered. She
draws her chair up to his, and lays one
hand op his knee, and purses up her lips
into a whistle of expectation,—the vixen

The Presbyterians in the States.

The General Assembly of the Presby-
terian Church of the United States is
holding its eighty-fifth annual session at
Baltimore. The opening services were
participated in by Revs. J. T. Smith, Dr.
Ells of Cleveland, Dr. Brown, President
of Hamilton College, ' New York, Dr.
Nicolls, of St, Louis. The sermon was
delivered by the latter. The Assembly
then elected Rev. Howard Crosby, of
New York, Moderator, and Revs. Wm.
E. Moore, of . Ohio, J. D. Krum, of New
York, Samuel Conn, of Indiana, and J.R.
Milter, of Philadelphia, Secretaries. Rev.
John Hall in a letter to the ‘Assembly

says it represents the church formed
from a recent union of what were known
as O1d School and New School churches.
It does not include ‘the United Presby-
terians, who maintain & separate exist-
a large sec-
tion of the Presb Church in the
Southern States still standing out on the
issues of the late war, nor the Covenan-
ters, who still retain some of the peculi-
aritiés of the historic body in Scotland,
nor coes itinclude the Reformed Church,
which lately dropped the word “Dutch ”
The General Assenibly of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States of America
includes 35 synods, 165 presbyteries, and
_about 4450 ministers for the service of
The number of communi-
cants reported is 468,164, and the Sun-
day-school membership is a little over
this number. The total monthly contri-
butions to church objects in 1872 were
$10y086,520, not including the aid given
schemes of benevolence, of which the
.Presbyterians are liberal supporters. The
Presbytery consists of a minister and
elder from each congregation in a man-
ageable district, and presbyteries choose
ann delegates to the Gieneral Assem-
bly, to which body thore is the right of
appeal ' from the decisions of the
synod comprising larger districts than
presbyteries, just as there is the right of
appeal to the synod from the decision of
any presbytery within its jurisdiction.
The meeting of the General Assembly
usually occupies & fortnight, and Dr.
Hall says that the strength of the system
is supposed to be in its interesting every
member of the church. A moderator is
chosen by the Assembly, and subsides in-
to the ranks at. the close of each year.
Elders have been commonly chosen for
life. Some think that rotation would ad-
mit of the introduction of new blood and
at this point kmown to the church
as rotary eldership. The question
will come in for discussion; 80

will the operations of the new
committee called «gustentation,” which,
if aiming at the increasing pumber of
stated, as distinguished from casual min-
isters, and also their incomes, is suppos-
ed by some to be on the same ground
with the Home Mission Board, whose
province as alleged, on the other hand, is
mainly to give religious ministrations to
those without organized churches.

Tragedy in Newfoundiand.

[From the St.Johu’s Chrouicle, May 13.]

On ‘Sunday morning last the _public
mind was greatly agitated by rumors of
a tétrible tragedy having been perpetrat-
el at g village about four miles from River
Hedd, { commondy-knewit as “The Tilts.”
At 8 ¢0’clock High €onstable Fallon, ac-
companied by two policemen, arrived at
the scene of the outrage,where & horrible
spectacle attracted their attention. On
drawingnearthe dwellingofa familynamed
Singléton, & man wis observed stretched
along the ground, with his hands and

feet tied, his head -and face tearfully
mutilated and life almost extinct. After
loosing the unfortunate wretch,
using all available means to alleviate
his sufferings, they entered Single-
ton’s miserable hovel. Here another
evidence of foul play appeared. The
father lay on a bench, and from his
side ebbed the vital current, caused by a
wound inflicted by some sharp instru-
ment, supposed to be a knife. Onengquiry
it was ascertained that on the previous
evening the unfortunate man (James
Coffee)—found by the police before enter-
ing the hat — returned from Harbour
Grace ina beas(gfsstate of intoxication,
when a quarrel ensued, which resulted in
perhaps one of the mest atrocious crimes-
ever committed in this country. ‘Whether
Coffee was the instigator of the row or
not, we are unable to say; but certain it
is that the miserable man met with a
horrible and untimely death, having been
launched into eternity without the time
o:e(i)ppormnity to repent of his mis-

S. :

It would seem that the disturbance
originated in the house of Singleton, and
that Coffee, having been overpowered by
the inmnates and unmercifully beaten, was
thrown outside the door, where he. re-
mained until discovered by the police.

About 8 o'clock Coffee was removed to
the Police Office, where everything possi-
ble was done to save his lifey but all ef-
forts proved futile, death having termin-
ated his existence in a few hours after.

At the post mortem examination held
yesterday and to-day, it was found that
‘the deceased received several fatal wounds
about the head, the skull being very much
fractured.

Six- persons more or less connected
with the crime have been taken into cus-
tody, and the whole matter will be thor-
oughly investigated.

OTTAWA, May 19.

Saturday afternoon the Prince Edward
Island resolutions were made the order
of the day for to-day, after a brief state-
ment by Hon. Mr. Tilley.

Hon. Mr. Tilley moved the New Bruns-
wick export duty resolutions, and after
speeches against them by Opposition
members, they passed without a division.
This was merely carrying out an agree-
ment on this and- the Old Canada debt
matter.

The colored population of the Town of
Portland are much excited over a row
between two families, the Gormans and
Burks. This ‘morning the court room
was visited by a large number of thesable
population to hear the decision of the
Judge. All ages were represented, .from
the infant in arms to the aged man with
grey hair. Young men were there in
their Sunday clothes, and girls resplend-
ent in ribbons and flowers—all deeply in-
terested and each with a separate version
of the quarrel. Mr. Gregory appeared to
look after the interests of the Burt-Stew-
art family, and John Kerr, Esq., appeared
for the Gosmans. Mrs. Gosman brought
the first charge against John Stewart,
but it was dismissed, and then her hus-
band brought one against Mrs. Burt and
Mrs. Stewart, her daughter, charging
them with frequently calling him very
naughty names. The legal acumen of
both the learned counsel was taxed to
decide the various knotty points that
arose. In the first trial Mr. Gregory
caught Mr. Kerr and moved for a dismis-
sal as the locus in quo was not proved. -

Thirty-Three Thousand Pelts.
St. Jonx's, N, F., April 25, 1873.

1t savors of the legends of California
and Ballyratt to say that-a steamship of

men” reckoned up thirty-three thousand
victims, the largest number of seals ever
captured by one crew. The particulars
of Captain Jackman’s unprecedented suc-

cess are worthy of record: His vessel,
the steamship Eagle, had scarcely been
out four days when he «igtruck” the seals.

On the morning of the 7th of March an
endless plain of rough ice confronted his
vessel, and as far as the eye could reach
in any direction this jce swarmed with
bright-eyed pups and sleek-skinned dams
of the seal tribe. Some basking in the
sun, and others gambolling.over hillocks
and boulders of ice, they little suspected
the cruel doom which awaited them.

When ¢about ship” rang out lustily
from the captain, all hands responded
' «Aye, aye, sir,” with 8 will, for they in-
stinctively felt that the order was as
cheerful as the ' chking of gold. The
boats forward, amidships, and at the
starhoard quarter were at once loosed
from their davits. These boats were to
be pulled into the parrow channels which
penetrate the ice in various directions,
‘Fand to be used for receiving the skins as
-each hunter made a ¢haul.” A ‘haul”
signifies, in the language of seal-hunters,
@ batch of eight or ten skins bound with
ropes. In some instances these bundles
of skins are drawn two or three miles
over rough fleld ice to_the nearest boat
or the ship’s side. Frequently sealers
thus far from their vessel are overtaken
by a sudden storm, and benighted. Many
a time their provisions run out, or more
dreadful than all, the ice divides,during a
gale, leaving a channel miles in width be-
Tween them and their vessel. Seal hunt-
ers have often told me that during an in-
tense frost they were frequently immersed
knee-deep on a pan of ice, and barely
able to hold aloft their gaffs bearing sig-
nals of distress. The signals would
generally be made with shreds of some
garment, & woollen mitten or a cap.

In fact, the hardships undergone by
the Newfoundland fishermen are far more
severe than those suffered by any other
class of toilers. Among those who
know those iron framed men, their
bravery is proverbiale Except in rigidly
disciplined navies it is rare to find in a
civil marine service crews of eighty or a
hundred men who, in any ‘weather or
emergency, obey orders without a' mur-
mur, as these men do. In spite of the
chagrin which follows misfo1tine, or the
miseries attendant on a voyage unneces-
sarily protracted, the Newfoundland
seal hunters have not for years opposed
the decision.of their officers. And this
is the more remarkable because the New-
foundland seal hunters are rather share-
holders in & joint stock company than
mere hired sailors.

More than one hundred men went over
the side of the Eagle, encouraged by the
God-speed of their commander. The seal-
ers were divided into gangs as the several
boats landed -them. Soon the blows of
the bat.were heard on all sides. The old
female seals cried piteously for quarter,
and thé young ones fled for shelter to
ghem. Few of the old ones died without
a struggle. Retreating to their icy lairs
they growled and snarled.

Sealers relate instances wherein the
almost human cries of the seal touched
their hearts, and they turned away unable
to strike the blow. But there was no
tenderness shown to these of the genus

hoca encountered by the Eagle’s crew in
arch last. T'he saughter continued
daily until the Arctic moonlight flooded
the wide prairie of ice. Then the crew,
fatigued and sleepy, went on board to
«hunk” till daybreak.

When daylight came the carnage was
renewed. But it was no scene of deso-
lation for the men, buoyed up by the
number of skins and the amount of oil
which lay to their credit in the holds of
the Eagle, and the quantities yet to come,
broke the silence of the wild northland
with rude but cheery choruses of the sea.
During each day of the hunt, the crew re-
turned at stated intervals to receive their
rations of bread, butter, beef and coffee.
Then with wild hurrahs . they renewed
their charge upon the bewildered seals.
Nearly a mile square of the icy expanse
was stained with the blood of the seal.
The ice surrounding the Eagle was liter-
ally a maize of blood tracks. Thus the
cruel work went on until the evening of
the 11th inst., when -Captain Jackman
announced that the vescel was full, and
gave the welcome order: *‘ Boys, get
ready to bear up for home.” Inresponse
to the enlivening announcement three
cheers were given for the good ship Eagle,
and three times three for Capt. Jackman.

On the evening of the 17th of March
the Eagle sailed into St. John’s harbor,
her halliards and rigging streaming with
the flags of many nations and of every
firm in the land, having made the quick-
est sealing voyage on record and cap-
tured the largest number of seals ever
taken in one trip.

Captdin Jackman, of the Eagle, in 1867,
received the gold medal of the Royal Hu-
mane Society for saving more than forty
lives on the coast of Labrador. The last
of those whom he bore from the wreck
died in his arms near the land. On reach-
