WHAT SHE DID.

Many stories are told of the courage
of the  women of that early gen:ration
who first broke ground in the forasts of
this country. They were in constant
peril from wild beasts and hostle In-
dians, but with heroic patience endured
hardships, labor and disease.

An example of another kind of’ cour-
age is preserved by the descendents of
Christiana Dickson, the wife of one of
the first settlers in Ontario. She was a
small, blue-eyed, low-voiced wom:n, ex-
tremely timid by nature ; on only ome
point was she resolute ; she had a horror
of drunkenness,

She lived in the days when the use of
liquor was universal. Whiskey ‘'vas as
common a drink as water among these
hardy, hard-working pioneers. A tem-
perauce and abstinence society wis un-
heard of. =

But when her sons were born, as far as
she could, she puta stop to whiskey-
drinking in her home. Her husband
being absent from home, her brothers
called for the help of the neighbors, ac-
cording to the custom of the time, to put
up a barn needed on her farm. Ttley all
assembled and went to work, while she
prepared a great dinner. After an hour
or two, whiskey was asked for. C(ne of
her brothers came to the house for i:; ; she
refused to provide it to make her fiends
drunk.

Her other brothers, and at last an elder
in the church, came to reason with her ;
to tell her that she would be accused of
meanness. Without a word the little
woman went out to the barn, and Laring
her lead, stepped upon a log and spoke
to them in a faltering voice.

“My neighbors,” she said “this is a
strange thing. Three of you are my
brothers, three of you are elders ia the
church, all of you -are my friencs. I
bave prepared for you the best dianer in
my power. If you raise the barn with-
out liguor, so be it. But before I pro-
vide whiskey to give you, these tiinbers
shall rot where they lie.”

The men angrily left the work and
went liome ; the little woman returned
to the house, and for some hours cried
as though her heart would ‘break. But
the next day every man came back, went
heartily to work, enjoyed her good din-
ner and said not a word about whiskey.

Afterwards the use of whiskey at >arn-
raisings was discontinued in the coanty.
Her sons grew up strong, vigorous men,
who did good work in helping to civilize
and Christianize the world ; their decen-
deuts are all of a high type of intellectual
and moral men and women. If she had
yielded this little point, they might have
degenerated, like many of their neighbors,
into drunkards and spendthrifts.

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EDITORIAL NOTES.

There is a choice quality of commer-
¢ial union and reciprocity in existence in
this country that is too apt to be lost
sight of. The beauty of it is that it
exists without any threat of ultimate an-
nexation or destruction of home manufac-
tures. The Saturday Gazette has the fol-
lowing concerning the trade relations be-
tween St. John and Western Canada :—

“ It is less. than eight years since the first
carload of frozen herring were sent west over
the Intercolonial. Last year and this the ship-
ment of fish was of- daily occurence. Indeed
the trade with the west and the local trade has
so developed in recent years that now the num-
ber of outward bound cars is greater than those
coming in. )

“ The shipment of mannfactures westward
has also-increased greatly within five years.—
Four-fifths if not more of the cotton production
of St. John is sold in Western Canada. Large
quantities of bolts and nuts, carriage and car
springs, and many other commodities made in
and :about St. John find a ready sale in the
west. The manufacture of binder twine, a
business of only four or five years growth, gives

loiknenz here for a large number of people
of §o¢ sexes. Polished red granite is another

article of consumption in the west which is
mannfactured here. As yet our manufactures
are only in their infancy. It is only a quarter
of a century since manufacturing goods of
different kinds was commenced on a large
scale in St. John. Since that time some of
the manufactures have been closed down.
But others have taken their place and at the
present time more people are engaged in manu-
facturing pursuits of one kind and another
than ever before.

The two principal coming events of the
sporting world are the contest between
Peter McCoy and an unknown with soft
gloves and a duel with pistols between
Generals Boulanger and Ferry.

There may be a good deal of the
similia stmilibus curantur business about
it, but the bug is much the lesser evil, as
its ravages can be prevented by the pro-
per application of Paris Green.

The prohibition movement in Texas
has been defeated by 40,000 majority.—
This is & pretty big defeat, but when one
considers” the past history of Texas this
mujorit¥ seems very small and shows the
wonderful advance of temperance senti-
ment in that State.

About the first significant utterance
from the other side of the line in favor of
reciprocity comes from the Canal Con-
vention recently held in- Rochester, which

a resolution in favor of a commer-
cial treaty with Canada “whereby all
tariff rates between the two countries may
be- abolished, thereby largely increasing
the trade and commerce of ours and other
Slates.”

* Richibucto wants a corps of the Salva-
tion Army very badly if a correspondent
to the Sun is to be believed. He thus
speaks of that town : “ Rum shops, beer
andecigar shops, soda water fountains and
every other kind of shops are kept open
on Sunday, while dancing, card-playing
and other sinful amusements are kept up
until two and three o’clock Sunday
morning. How long are we to put up
with this? From dark until daylight
the nights are made hideous from the
screams of drunken wretches wandering
about the streets.”]

TRUE COMMEROCIAL UNION.

The Toronto Globe, alluding to the
question of commercial union says, *the
only real question for discussion is wheth-
ér the boon can be obtained on honorable
terms,” Acknowledging commercial un-
ion to be what its friends claim it to be
and nothing else —merely reciprocity
with the United States—the “only real
question for discussion,” in the. light of
past events, seems to be so far away as to
make nonsensical any attempt to reach
it. Reciprocity in manufactured goods
the United States are not eager for.

« They are afraid that as the Canadian tar-

- iff is lower than the American British
goods would enter American markets via
Canada and undersell the American home
products. Our natural products the Am-
ericans think are not worth negotiating
for, besides there is a strong protest from
Ameriean producers against the admission
of Canadian fish, lamber, coal and bread-
stuffs free of duty. The Americans have
time and again declared their opposition
to reciprocify. No later than February
ofthis year the following resolution pass-
ed the Senate of the United States and
was veferred to the finance committee
without divieion :—

Besolved, That it is the judgment of
the Senate that under present circum-
stances no negotiations should be under-
taken with Great Britain in regard to ex-
isting difficulties with her province of
Canada which has for its object the re-
duetion, change or abolition of any of
our existing duties or imports.

Do the commercial union boomsters
think after all this that the “boon” can
“be obtained on honorable terms.” If
we could elect representatives to the Uni-
ted States Longress we might have a
«<hance of changing the opiniou of that
body. There are no other meags except
by dishonorable terms. We are hutting
against a stone wall. American opposi-
tion to reciprocity is pronounced. The
agitators may as well eall off their dogs.
Their energies are wasted, their guns are
pointed in the air.

Though the American market is closed
againet us that fact need not bring sullen
disappointment. Therg is a rational di-
rection for oue growing desire for a for-
eign market and one that is more consis-
tent with our national semtiment and
traditions. In England the fair trade
movewent has reached considerable pro-
portions. A recent correspondence from
England to the Free Pressin Philadelphia
contains an interview with a prominent

promoter of the fair trade movement.
% The object of the movement is to do awvay i

with the gross absurdities of the present
fiscal system of England, which while
professing to admit foreign products tree
of duty have charged a duty ranging from
40 to 400 per cent, and that often im-
posed on goods that could be produced
either at home or in the colonies. Among
the things sought to be obtained by the
fair traders is “ that the duties should be
so adjusted that they shall be imposed
only upon manufactures and food pro-
ducts competing with British industries
coming from foreign countries, but allow-
ing such products from any part of the
British Empire to enter free of duty.”
Why do not the commercial union men
turn their attention to securing an im-
perial commercial union. The chances
tor success are far superior, the commer-
cial benefits to be derived are of equal,
perhaps greater, extent, while their efforts
would not run contrary to the greatest
agency in a country’s progress, a robust
national sentiment. According to the sta-
tistics of the gentleman alluded to, Eng-
land’s food consumption reaches the en-
ormous value of 2} billions of dollars,
one third of whicli comes from outside.
Why not inaugurate a tariff policy that
would force the purchase and production
of a large portion of these vast quantities
of supplies in the Dominion of Canada.
Here is a sure field for the development
of our agricultural interests. What is
more consistent and desirable than imper-
ial commercial union that would give the
Empire strength and stability in all its
parts. What would be more desirable for
New Brunswick, especially the Northern
section, than a discriminating tariff
against the Baltic lumber trade that
would boom the lumber business here.
Aud all this without hauling down our
flag, Llotting out our history and placing
ourselves at the disposal of a foreign pow-
er. This is a commercial policy along
the line of Canadian sentiment. There
is no use knocking at the American door
any longer. We have fair trade friends
on the other side willing to help us.
Why not turn our attention in that di-
rection. There are more than millions in
it.

Enforcing the Scott Act.

The Scott Act cases referred to last
week have made but little progress to-
wards completion, the.time of the court
being allowed to be occupied by Mr.
Thomas in objections at every stage,
and an endeavor to have done what the
law distinctly says shall not be done, of
course with the view of having some-
thing tangible to carry the case to a
higher court. To any fair minded in-
dividual it does seem strange that Police
Magistrate Niven allows the valuable
time of the court to be wasted by Mr.
Thomas in his hair splitting performan-
ces, as well as his game of bluff. His
aim appears to be to wear out the pa-
tience of the prosecution, the witnesses,
and the Court generally, by submitting
legal problems to the justice and de-
manding their solution, it being a matter
of indifference whether they are perti-
pent to the case on trial or not. So far
as the prosecution is concerned he will
fail in his endeavor. In the trial against
Mr. D. McEvoy for violation of the Ca-
nada Temperance Act on Thursday last
he succeeded in haviog the case post-
poned until Saturday for consideration,
on the ground that owing to there being
an error in the copy of the summons,
the word of being left out the ma-
gistrate was a material witness for the
defence, and argued that the magistrate
had power to call another justice to try
the case, and further argued against pro-
ceeding with the case then on the ground
that the magistrate should carefully con-
sider this matter of his giving evidence
for the defence and not persecute Mr.
McEvoy by refusing to do so.

According to Mr. Thomas’ argument
aviolator of the law is persecuted if he is
brought before the proper court to be
tried for the offence of which he is guilty,
but law abiding citizens will not so look
upon it. As well may the criminal on
trial before a Judge of the Supreme
Court contend through his lawyer that
he was being persecuted because he is
found guilty of the offence with which
he is charged, and such quibbles only
show to what length interested parties
will go to render the law of none effect,
The case was postponed by the justice
until Saturday, when it was again pro-
ceeded with, the justice declining to
call in another magistrate to continue
the case to enable him to be subpenaed
as a witness. The case however, was
again further postponed until Saturday
next on account of the absence of mate-
rial witness.

The case against John Jardine was
also taken up on Saturday afternoon and
the sale of alcoholic liquor was duly
proved. The quibble was then raised
that the person who went with the cus-
tomer into the bar, who sold the liquor
and who took the pay for it, must beg
proved to be a clerk or employee of Jar-
dine, and the case was farther postponed
until Saturday next. jt does seem to us
8 most trivial ground upon whkigh to
farther postpone a case. The act of
sale is proved, the sale being made by 2
youth who admitted the customer intg
Mr. Jardine’s bar and there sold him
what he wanted. Would Mr. Jardine
allow any one to have the key of his bar
and supply people with whateyer they
wanted unless he wyas employed or au-
thorized by him, and such aquibble is
s0 simple a one that we wonder the
magistrate ajlowed it to haye a moment’s
weight with him in farther postponing
the case when the sale had been distipct-
ly proven. In this way violators of the
law are enabled to set the law at defi-

ance, even after their guilt has been
proven.

Hope for the Liberals.

There was a gleam of hope thrown
across the clouded sky of the Liberal
party by the recent speech of Mr. Laur-
ier at Somerset when he declared that
the policy he intended to follow was ‘‘ to |
maintain the institutions under which
we live, which I believe will bring peace,
love and prosperity to the people of this
Dom:inion.” e thus brushed into the
background the lot of noisy annexation-
ists and factionists which have for a
long while hampered the energies of the
party, and gave promise of efforts to
place that misdirectzd organization upon
some solid footing. In speaking of the
commercial union agitation Mr. Laurier
treated the subject with studied caution,
but his remarks will give no new life to
the entbusiasts in this matter. He ap-
parently looked upon the discussion as
a source of danger to his party, and
rather pointed his remarks in the shape |
of a warning to his followers to be care-
ful how they fooled with it. On this
Juestion he said :

“ For myself, I am not ready to de-
clare if commercial union will be an ac-
ceptable idea, or a principle which ought
to be adopted. There are a great many
comsiderations and a great deal of pre-
liminary study to be gone through be-
tore a stand could be taken on one side
or the other. Commercial union may
be possible but it is surrounded by ap-
parently insurmountable difficulties.
We must take counsel and see how we
can arrange matters with the United
States; see how far we can go towards
commercial union. Now for the stand
I take as regards commercial union with
Great Britain, which has been much
talked about in some plices, I can only
say the same thing as about union with
the States. I would acceptthe principle
between all nations under the sovereign-
ty of Great Britain, and gladly welcome
the opening of trade with Australia and
other countries. There can be no more
efficacious means of extending trade than
commercial union with the English na-
tion.”

The new Liberal leader seems te have
struck the key note of the success of his
party. That party mast right abour face.
They must cease the low methods of agi-
tators that clutch on to accidental dis-
content and manoeuvre it for party ad-
vantage. They must draw their ener-
gies closer around the destinies and na-
tional developement of Canada. They
must press their ear closer to the heart’s
throb of their country and attune their
policy to its beat. Disparagement of
Canada and disheartening cries bave
weakened their power. Their party to
regain its strength must have a policy
of hope and faith in the country’s re-
sources. This is what Laurier gives
them when he calls them to wheel into
line and work for the success of confed-
eration. They would do well to follow
him, for their success will be only pos-
sible when their principles are directed
along the line of Canadian sentiment and
national development.

The Tarmouth Election Trial.

The proceedings at the Yarmouth elec-
tion trial, by which Mr. Lovitt, the Grit
member, was unseated for bribery, re-
veal the details of a systematic corrup-
tion of voters by the Grit canvassers.
The plan was so daring and wholesale,
and with such little respect for public
decency or political morals, that even
the Globe is forced to say of it, ‘** no one
can read the details without a feeling of
stame or asking what the country is
coming to.” That is true. The state.
ments of Mr. Chas. S. Grantham, one of
the witnesses at the trial, ought to make
an honest ‘Liberal blush for the low
kstate of political morality that exists in
his paity. Mr. Grantham was appoint-
ed Mr. Lovitt’s election agent for the
rural district of Pubnico. Mr. Grant-
ham was summoned to Mr. Lovitt's of-
fice on the evening before election. He
was told that Mr. John Guest would
supply him with funds. Mr. Grantham
says: ‘‘ When I went to Mr. Lovitt's
office in the evening before election I
went to Mr. John Guest. I went there
to get some money. I wanted money to
influence the electors in Mr. Lovitt's
faver. I got $200.”

Mr. Grantham then swears that he
gave $100 to a Mr.:Oliver of East Pub-
nico ‘ to buy votes with for Mr. John
Lovitt.” Mr. Grantham also gave about
$35 to Byron Hines “ to buy votes with
for Mr. Lovitt.” He also gave Charles
Rudolf *“$30 or §55 for the same pur-
pose as the others.” Mr. Grantham also
had charge of a2 number of cases of lig-
uor which was distributed for election
purposes. This Mr. Grantham, it must
be remembered, was Mr. Lovitt’s re-
gularly appointed sgent for one small
district. Nor. was this $3200 all the
money that went into that small district.
The same Mr. Oliver who received $100
from Mr. Grantham, also received $50
from Mr. Sanderson, another prominent
worker for Mr. Lovitt. Mr. Oliver fur-
ther spent $50 of his own funds, for
which he has not yet received payment.
Mr. Oliver swears he spent a part of the
money as follows: v

] paid John Amiro §5 to vote for Mr.
Lovitt ; Lewis Amiro $5 ; Manassah Larkin $7;
James McComisky $8; John Belliveau $5;
Peter Belliveau $5; Chas. Amiro $5; Vincent
85 ; Murphy $5. All of them did not promise
to yote for Mr. Lovitt, but they uuderstood
why they got the money.” s

Mr. Qliver admits that he bought up-
wards of twenty yotes for Mr. Lovitt.
Thus, from the evidence of tywo witnes-
ses who worked in one small district we
find that $300 was used to buy votes for
Mr. Lovitt. If more evidence had been
necessary, it doubtless could Lave been
shoyn that the samge course was pur-
sued in other districts. In all, the elec-
tion myst haye cost Mr. Lovitt and his
friends thowsands of Jolldrs, in the pur-
chase of hundreds of votes. ?

Well may the Globe exclaim : *“Canada
is as corrupt as France was in the last
days of the Monarchy.

The Fishery Commission.

The fishery commission appointed by
the government to enquire into the con-
dition of the lobster fisheries of the
maritime proyinces haye made very good
progress with their work. They haye
visited the principal flshing centres on
the Prince Edward Island coast and on
the North Shore of New Brunswick.
The commission, which is composed ot
tke following gentlemen—Messrs. Hack-
ett and J. H. Duvar (secretary), of P. E.

I.; Mr. Ogien, of Nova Scotia, and Mr.
Deacon, of New Brunswick—were in
Newcastle last Wednesday on their
way to the fishing grounds of Glou-
cester and Restigouche. They have
found the feeling of dissatisfaction with
‘existing regulations general among the
lobster packers of New Brunswick.
They complain not only of the small size
of the flsh, but aver that the regulations
give Nova Scotis packers an advantage
and that the close season is at the wrong
time. The ice leaves the Nova Scotia
coast about three weeks ear.ier, and fish-
ing commences about last of April, while
it is usually the 20th May before fishing
can be commenced in northern New
Brunswick ‘waters. Thisthe New Bruns-
wick packers cjaim is of itself a serious
drawback. Then asto 'the close season,
it is said the jobster is pqorest in July,
when fishing is legai, and oply com-
mences to fill up with meat in Augusi,
while the close season begins August
20th. It is claimed the close season
shouia ha in July and that fishing should
be continued froni August. At the pre-

Our
school system is good, but one of the
things that are essential to its success is
the hearty co-operation of the parent.

The Board of Education has made the
following order amending reguiation
19-2:

“There shall be a summer vacation in
all schools extending from June 30th til!
the first Monday in August, but in rural
districts subject to spring and autumn
freshests, or where the harvest is late,
the Board of Trustees, having} first ob-
tained the formal approval in writing of
the Inspector, may permit a part or the
whole of the summer vacation to be
taken at another time. The Inspector
shall notify the Chief Superintendent of
each approval given by him.

*“In cities and incorporated towns, or-
ganized under Sec. 105 (School Mauual),
the summer vacation shall extend from
June 30th till the third Monday in
August; there shall also be an Easter
vacation (beginning on Good Friday) of
three days, the same being week days
other than Saturdays. These provisions
apply also to the schools in the towns of
St. Andrews, Chatham and Newcastle.
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Electric Ligat in Chatham.

Mr. Snowball with commendable en-
terprise has introduced the electric light
into Chatham. Mr. Starr, of Halifax,
representing the Thompson-Houston
Electric Light Company, superinten-
ded the work. The current was turned
on for the first time on Saturday night,
and the novel sight drew a large crowd
who welcomed the new light with a
cheer. Everything in counnection with
the lighting is said to work well —
The World hadthe following particulars
concerning the process of geaierating
the clectricity :

The dynamo is of twelve-light power
— that is, twelve arc lights or ninety-six
incandescent lights. It is driven by an
ecgine that has been set up in the pump
house at the mill for the purpose. An
old engine has been utilized, but a new
oue is coming to take its place. The
belt, which is cemented instead of being
laced, as the least irregularity would
cause the light to be unsteady, goes di-
rect from the engine to the dynamo. On
the shaft which it runs is a ball of soft
iron, wound with copper wire, within
the arms of two horseshoe magnets
similarily protected, and the revolutions
of this ball within the magnets generates
the electricity. Two wires run from the
dynamo to the place to be lighted, thus
completing the circuit. In the arc lights
whose power is rated at 2000 candles,
the light is produced by the passing of
the electric current between two car-
bons. These carbons last about seven
hours, and the character of the light de-
pends very much on their quality. In
the incandescent lamps, such as has been
placed in Mr. Snowball’s office and re-
sidence, the light is produced by the pas-
sage of the electricity through a tiny
platinum wire placed in a small glass
globe from which the air has been pump-
ed. The wire becomes white with heat
atd gives out a strong and soft brillian-
cy. These lamps are good for one thou-
sand hours, and when one gives out a
new one can be gquickly put in its place.
They are used in this system in sets of
eight, each set requiring exactly the
same electric power as an arc light.—
There are eight of these and an arc light
in the store, eight (to be increased to
sixteen) in the house, six arc lights in
the mill and two to go into St. Luke’s
Church, which will exhaust the power
of the dynamo.
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The Kent Election.

The Supreme Court have decided in
the case between Mr. Robinson, agent
of the Bank of Nova Scotig, and the li-
quidators of the Maritime Baok, that a
person owing the bank would have the
right to set off against the debt any
claim against or bills of the bank which
he might hold or acquire by purchase
with a view to set off up to the date of
the commencement of the proceedings
to put the bank in lignidation, bat that
the debtor would have no right to set
off a-claim agaiust the bank acquired by
purchase after the commencement of
proceedings in liquidation, and also that
the liquidators were obliged to accept
from the debtors forthe payment of their
indebtedness only snch bank bills as
were held by the debtor at the time of
the commencement of the proceedings in
liguidation and not such as have been
purchased since. As a result of this de-
cision: the merchants and speculators
who bave bouzht up at a discount alarge
amount of Maritime Bank money with a
view of lifting their notes at the bank
and for speculative purposes will suffer
a severe loss.

HYPNOTISM TO REPLACE
CHLOROFORM.

(London Telegraph).

Dr. Pozzi has made” a discovery, the
effect of which will be te replace the em-
ployment of chloroform by hypnotism in
surgical operations. A woman hysteri-
cally disposed has been operated upon iu
this manner with success. Insensibility
was produced by hypunotism alone, the
patient being what is termed by profes-
sors of the art “ modified by suggestion.”
This modification was necessrry, as the
mere act of hypuotism produced a rcla-
tive or unilateral insensibility, nseful
only in cases where an operation has to
be performed on one member of the body,
and accordingly incomplete and insuffi-
cient in its general action.

In the case ot the hysterical patient
the operation, including the time taken
for the hypnotic suggestion, lasted twen-
ty minutes, and when the woman awoke
slie had not the least recollection of the
ordeal through which she had passed.

The intense strain of this torrid tem-
pcr;mn-u'&s wearing out a great many hu-
man systems. In New York the death
rate is becoming alarming.

Larm and FRousehold.

Chemical analysis having pointed
out that skim milk is rich in muscle-
forming substances and corn rich in
fat-producing constitutents, it wae
found to, be correct in theory that
these foods would fit well together
for feeding hogs to preduce pork of
the ficst quality. Accordingly, many
feeding experiments have been in-
stitnted to test the correcinesg of
the theory, all of which bave proved
the econcmy of these foods in the
production of wholezome pork.
Henry Ward Beecher ouce said :(—
When you educate a farmer you edu-
cate his stock, his crops, you increase
his producing powers, and the value
of the property he invests in. When
you educate mechanics, you educale
better producis, finer things for the
market. When you educate men,
you edacate all the material round
aboul that comes under their hands.
Put your guano on the brain—that is
the wey to make good farmers.

Do not keep more live stock on
your farm that you can keep well.—
Sell when you can get a fair price
and do not store for rats and specu-
lators. The more comfortable you
can keep your animals, the more they
will thrive.

A good cow is a valuable machine ;
the more food she properly digests,
the more profit. 4

Use diligence, integrity, and pro-
per improvement in time to make
farming pay.

VITALITY OF SEED.

The seeds of most plants are en-
dowed with a remarkable power of
preserving their vitality for an al-
most unlimitéd time, when they are
placed in circamstances which neith-
er call their properties into active
exercise nor occasion the decay of
their structure. *‘ I'he conditions
most favorable for this preservation,”
says an authority, * are a low or
moderate temperature, dryness of
surrounding medium and the absence
of oxygen. In the north-western
portior of Michigan where the ex-
tensive forests of pine have been
cleared, there is observed o start
into growth from the seed, derse
groves of scrub oaks which attain
the height of ihree to twelve feet.—
Daring the lifetime of the pine no
oak was known to grow there, but as
soon as the pine disappeared the
seeds of the oak, which must have
lain dormant, no one knows how
long, sprang into life in localities
where no oaks had previously been
found within a radius of a hundred
miles. Perhaps the most remark-
able instance on record, as presenting
satisfactory proof of the lapse of al
least 1,600 or 1,700 years during
which the seed was dormant, is re-
lated by Prof. Lindley: *“I have
now before me* he said, ‘¢ three
plants of raspberries, which have
been raised in the garden of the
Horticultural Society from seeds
tgkepg from the stomach of a man
whose skeleton was found thirty feet
below the surface of the earth at the
bottom of a bgrrow, which was open-
ed at Dorchester. He had been
buried with some coins of the Ro-
man Emperor IHardrianus.” (who
reigoned A. D. 117 to A. D. 138.)

He did not know at the
time till I to'd him that they were
good for anything else.”
The above appeared in the Lancas-
ter New Era, and having falien under
tbe eye of an experienced physician
of that county, he writes as follows:
“ The above ought to be published
in lettera of gold and Lung up beside
the table, so that the chiildren could
read it, and remind their parents
that no family ought to be without
oniors the whole year round. DPlant
old onions iu the fall, and they will
cowe up at least three weeks earlier
in the spring than by spring plan’-
ing. Give children of all agys a few
of them raw, as snon as ihey are fit
to be eaten; do no® miss treatinz
them with a mess of raw ooions
three or four times a week. When
they get too large or too strong to
be eaten raw, then beil or roast them
During uonbealthy seasons, when
d'patkeria and like contagious di-
seases ptevail, onions ought to be
eaten in the spring of the year at
least once a week. Onions are in-
v'gorating and prophylactic beyond
description. Farther, 1 challenge
the medical fraternity, or any moth-
er, to point out a place where children
have died from diphtheria or scarla-
tina enginousa, elc., where onions
were freely used.

CUTTING AND CURING CLO-

VER.

Good, well cured clover is good
feed, especially for sheép; but when
black and dusty itis hardly fiv to
place ! eflore stock. Under ordinary
circumstances it can be had clean aud
bright, as well as otherwise. If the
mower is started in the morping, run
it till noon or later, and rake aud put
up the clover iu cocks befere you quit
the fi-ll ¢t night, It will cure al-
most as muach there during the night,
by heating, as in the day-time, and
it will leave the blossoms and leaves
all intact; exposure to a hot sun
causes them to fall off, leaving only
the bare stalks to go to the stack or
mow. KEarly in the mornicg, when
the dew is ofl, turn out the cocks,
shake up the clover once or more be-
fore dinner, ana immediately after
it will be ready for the barn. Some
prefer to mow late in the a‘ternoon,
letting the clover lie in the swath
over night, to be stirred, raked and
hau'ed in the following day ; but if a
heavy dew or rain falls during the
night, the hay will be black, and
stock will eat it less €agerly. Noar
the cities clover is often so!d in small
buudies to be fed to city horses as a
kind of ** dessert,” or alternative.—
It can be made highly profitable to
anyone conveniently situated.

THE I’LOUEII A FRUIT DES-
TROYER.

On the farm the plow is considered
an enemy to the orchards. It has
always been impossible to plow the
orchards without damaging the trees.
There is always more irjury than
can be seen. The trees are always
more or less brpised or mangled, re-
sulting in decay, or they are started
loose and set back in growth. Thess
injuries may be secn ; but the breaking
and barking of ioots, and the whole
sale destruclion of the rootlets is un-
seen murder. Some argue that trees
will bear better by having the roots
redaced in number, but that is, at
best, enly a temporary benefit. It
checks.the growth to reduce the feed-
ing capacity of the tree, and this
tends to produce or bring forward
the fruit spurs; but it is better to
wait alittle longer and have a healthy
tree and aJonger area for fruit devel-
opment. The destruction of . fruit
trees, by cultivating the land, is
enormous, Whole orchards are
swept away in a few years, aud the
best of them are made short lived.

Advices from the Northwest con-
cerning the crop prospects there are
all in one strain. The season has
been a good one; rain has fallen in
abundance at the right time ; vegeta-
tion is well forward, and all are uni-
ted in anticipating not only a good,
but a large harvest ; many of the old-
est settlers unite in declaring that
not since they entered the country
has the outlook at this season of the
year been so good. This refers to
all classes of crops, wheat especially,
the great staple of the country, whi'e
in the very far West, the reports
from the ranching district are also in
a very high key. There is therefore
every reason for the hope that this
section of the country, upon which
so much depends ia the future, will
be blessed with a good harvest, and
that 1887 will be a memorable year
in the annals of the new territories.

A correspondent of the Homestead
gives a remedy for the onion mag
got, which can be found abuadantly
about the homes of many farmers:
Take green burdock leaves and
stalks, run them through hay cutter,
put them in a large kettle or tub,
and mash them with an old axe or
mall, adding water and pounding
them to g pulp.

it is seldgm required the second time.

plements in the apiary, saving much
valuable time and w:ll be the means
of saving your houney in its purity and
your wax from all uadesirable cowmbs
in a condidon fit for any market,

A calf should be weaned gradually.
In the management of all kinds of
live stock, sudden changes of feeding
are to be avoided. especially with
young animals. One can do any-
thing with a calf, by gradual change
of food. When a calf has been fed
with milk and a change 1s to be made
water is gradually added, until only
water i3 given, aad solid food is sub-
stituted for the milk. The change
way oe begun when the calf is thiree
months old, and may occupy a whole
month. At this season there is noth-
inz better than grass, but a little
grain food wiil be well repaid.

A good story is told of a man wh
was so fond of strawberries that he
adopted tke annual custem cf ** fo!-
iowing the strawperry season.” Ile
woald find bimself in New Orlears
in February, all ready for delicious
fruit to ripeo, and would pass thence
east to Fiorida. While the season
in Florida was at its height he would
pass up the coast, keeping jnst where
the strewberries were ripest and best ;
and ' so he would go northward with
the ripe strawberries arriving in New
Eog'and in June, passing throuzb
Maine in the carly part of July, and
closing the strawberry s:ason a week
or two later in New Brunswick.

Kindness, firmness, intelligence,
these are the three prime factors in
horse trainicg to-day, and the man
who neglects (0 exercise these is not
fit to b2 trusted with the care of a
colt. Acting on the prinziple th:t
we are dealing with a treasure that
thinks and reasons, then tie highest
thought and reason of tue trainer
gives him control, and ali that is nc-
cessary is patience in showing the
animal just what is wanted and how
to do it. DBruate force never develop-
ed speed; it never made the horse
safe to drive; but insiead, by teack-
ing it to trust the word of its master,
it knows no fear ; by showing it wha?
was wanted, speed Las resulted.

The question is ofien asked whe-
ther a confirmed balky horse can be
cuted, This admits of a double ans-
wer—yes or no. < If the horse is in
good hands, managed by some per-
son who has firmness and judgment,
he can sometimes be cured by driv-
ing a stake and hitching him a%t the
spot where he stops until he is glad
to move along to where his rations
are. Horses Lhave been cared by, as
the saying is, * taking them at their
word,” and if they want to back,
then keep them backing, giving tue
avimal to undersiand that that is jast
what you want him todo. You can,
in half an hour to an hour, convince
him that backing is a very much
harder motion than going forward.

A HINT IN THE GRAIN HAR-
VEST.

I noticed several of my neighbors
in harvest time pitch on to one swath
the swath each side of it, -afier the
grain was partly dried, then bunch-
ing up, I practice bunching grain
as soon as cut in the following man-
ner:  Roll uwp lengthwise of each
swath, leaving a windrow of such
buunches across the field, then going
back roll toward it, thus baving two
rows of bunches in the most con-
venient form for drawing in. When
pirtly dried, tarn them over, and
the grain cures out withoat the shel-
ling occasioned by the other me-
thod, which also never thoroughly
dries the under side of the swsth
until it is put into unwieldy bun-
ches. It scems strange indeed that
men will be so slow to try new me-
tbods of doing their work which
might facilitate the work or improve
the quality.—[H. B.]

Shying is generally the effect of
nervous timidity, resulting from an
excitable temperament. It is ag-
gravated by inproper handling, says
the Farmer’'s Gazette. To punish a
horse for zhying,introduces a.new
cause of fear, The horse will be more
alarmed aud show wmore tokens of
fear at the prospect of a whipping
than at the imaginary object of
danger in the road. Hence one bad
babit is confirmed by the introduc-
tion of another. It i3 impossible to
whip terror out of a horse or poand
courage into one. Kindness and
gentle persuasion are the best wea-
ons to correct the peraicious habit
of shying. The less fear exhibited
hy the driver, and the less notice
taken of the shying by using harsh
means, tbe sooner it will be given
up. A careful, experienced horse-
man can generally detect an abjeot
likely ta cause s mnervous horse to
