Womnan's National Csuncil,

INTERESTING FaACTs CoNCERNING Wo-
MaN'S WoRK.

A notable council of women has just
closed ita session at Washington, U. S,
This council is:a combination of the
various societies of organizations inaug-
urated and successfully carried on Ly
women,. No fewer than sixty societies
were represented by delegates either
regular or fraternal.

Nothing could be broader than the
basis_laid by this great organization.
Its preamble declares:—We, women of
tha United States, sincerely believing
that the best good of our homes and
nations will be advanced by our greater
unity of thought,sympathy and purpose,
and that an organized movement of wo-
men will beat conserve the highest good
of the family and state, do hereby band
ourselves together in a confederation of
workers committed to the overthrow of
all forms of ignorance and injustize and
to the application of the Golden Rule to
society, custums and law.

Its “‘general policy” is stated in these
words:—This council is organized in the
interest 'of no one propaganda, and has
no power over its auxiliaries beyond
that of sympathy and suggestion; there-
fora no society voting to become an
auxiliary to this council shall thereby
render itself liable to be interfered with
in respect to its complete organic unity,
indepeadence or methods of work; or be
connaitted to any principle or method
of any other society or to any utterance
or act of the council itself, beyond com
pliance with the terms- of its ‘consti-
tution.

says: — ‘“‘Such a

courage, efficieney and esprit de corps,
widening our horizon, correcting the
tendency to an exaggerated impression
of one’s own work as compared with
that of wothers, and putting the wisdom
and experience of each at-the service of
all.”

It is marvelous to note what has been
accomplished by, the ‘‘woman move-
ment” extending over forty years, as
touched upor by the many brilliant
speakers at this memorable council. It
was shown that women have taken their
places successfully in alinost every rank,
from artist and author, lecturer
journalist, to dentist and barber, farmer
and ranchman, stock-broker and steam

boat captain. Statisties give 5,000,000
women as the number who earn their
own living by industrial pursuits in
Germany; 4,000,000 in England; 3,750,-
000 in France; about the. same in
Austro-Hungary, and in America over
2,700,000. Helen Campbell tells us
that two hundred thousand women are
at work at a hundred different trades
in New York city, and of these we learn

that twenty-seven thousand support
their own husbands.

Dr. Emily Blackwood, of New York
city, speaking for women in medicine,
says:—*‘The first diploma given to a
woman was that of Elizabeth Black-
well, Geneva, N. Y. Medical ccllege,
1849. The census of 1880 gives 2,400;
that of 1890 will probably double the
number. There are 160 in China and
there must. be as many more in Hindos-

Miss Green, of Boston,—a member
of the bar in that city—tells us that the
first woman lawyer was admitted to the
bar in Towa, in 1868. There are now
enroJled on h undred and ten women
lawyers, including several, who have
been admitted by the Supreme Court of
the United States.

We quote from Miss Willard again: —
“Consider the fact that more than
ecighty-two per cent. of all our public
school teachers are women; that over
two hundred -colleges have now over
four thousand women students; that in-
dustrial schools for girls being
founded im almost every that
hardly a score of colleges in all the
nation still exclude us, and that these
are beginning to speak in tones apolo-
getic. Pass in review the philanthropies
of women—involving not fewer than
sixty societies of national scope or
value—the countless local Boards, or-
ganized to help the defective, depend.nt
and delinquent classes in town and.city;
study the‘college settlements'or colonies
of college women who establish them-
selves in the poorer parts of our great
vities and work on the principal of Tyn-
bee Hall, London; think of the women’s
protective agencies, women’s sanitary
exchanges, and associations, industrial
schools, and societies for physical cul-
ture, all of which are but clusters on
the heavy-laden boughs of Christian
civilization, which raises women up and
with her lifts toward Heaven the
world.  Contemplate the Women's
Foreign and Home Missionary Societies,
relative to which an expert tells us that
the first was organized about a quarter
of a century ago, snd now wost of the
denominations have hoth associations
with a contributory membership of at
least one and a half = llions.

“‘They circulate svout one hundred
and twenty-five thousand copies of mis-
sionary papers, besides leaflets. They

Mgr. Eprror. —The enclosed is taken
from » letter written hy a captain’s wife
to her sister and although not intended
for publication may be of interest to
some of your readers:

Pisaqua, January 30,—Pisagua is
a small town, with one street, ahout an
eighth of a mile long. Itis built on a
narrow edge of land, at the foot of high
rocky hills. The hills are/about a thou-
sand feet high and perfectly bare; not
even one blade of grass in the whale
place, and no water. It never rains
here. Everything is brought from a

five cents a gallon. The climate is very
nice, there is always nearly a cool breeze
and being so dry it is healthy. You see
we are right on the ocean, there being
no harbor; only a roadstead. It is on
account' of its being perfectly dry, that
the nitrate is found here- Woe are tak-
ing a‘cargo of nitrate which is shipped
in bags.

You will no doubt have seen all 8out
the revolution here, in the newspapers.

During the récent elecion many of
our New Brunswick farmers were
induced to vote for unrestricted
reciprocity, because of the belief that
under it they would be far more pros-
prrous than they are at present, by
reason of the sixty million market.
They were told that the price of
potatoes would at once goup to 82 a
barrel and would reman there perman-
ently, and they were charmed by the
magnificent prospeet-opened up by the
free admission of eggs into the mar-
kets of the United States. It does
uot appear to have occurred to many
of vur farmer voters, that potatoes
were grown in considerable quantities
in the United S ates and that except
when the crop was short in that
country, there was no great demand
for,our potatoes in Boston or New
York. Nor does the attent on of our
farmers seem to have be: n properly di-
rected tothefact thatunder unrestricted
recipr city they -would have to com
pete with the United Statesin respect
to many ar'icles which are produced
such as butter, lard, beef, pork and
similar articles. It 1s a melencholy
fact  that at the present tme our
farmers are unable to hold their own
home marke' against the farmgrs of
the Unit: d States in .resyect to many
articles which are . produeed -on bothr
sides:of the line.
