Hamilton, Dec. 3.—This afternoon 
carpenters began the erection of the 
scaffold from which George A. Pear- ! 
son, the murderer of Annie Griffin, 1 
his sweetheart, will be launched into 
eternity. It is being built in the large 
storehouse in the rear of the jail, and 
the hanging will take pla-ce indoors In­
stead of in the yard, os at previous ex­
ecutions here.

Sheriff Middleton got the Idea of in­
side hanging while visiting prisons in 
the Western States. In view of the 
feeling of terror which appeared to 
come over Parrott when he saw the 
ghastly scaffold, the sheriff adopted 
the plan to spare Pearson’s feelings. 
Pearson will not see the death trap 
till he steps on it.

The scaffold will be eight feet high.
Rad-cliffe will arrive here on Thurs­
day morning, If not eooner, to make 
final preparations for the execution. : 
He always carries his own rope.

The death warrant arrived here on 
Saturday, end the sheriff at once went 
to the jail and read it to Pearson. 
When told that the executive council 
had declined to interfere in the case. 
Pearson said : “It was just what I ex­
pected. I muet make the ‘best of it”

Mrs. Reid, superintendent of the , 
rescue department of the Salvation 
Army, has applied for permission to 
visit the ooHdemned man.

Berlin, Dec, 4.—A special dispatch 
from China to 'the Voilks Zeiitumg re­
ports a fearful mission slaughter in the 
Province of Shan 84. The first victims, 
the dispatch says, were a Catholic bi­
shop and his coadjutors, and four Eur­
opean priests, Franciscans. Italian and 
French.

The governor invited them to his 
house, pretending to give ‘them bet­
ter protection, buit when they arrived 
their hands were tied and the governor 
him seif poniarded them ail.

Then the governor went to the bish­
op’s residence wiith a number of sol­
diers and seized six Marseilles sisters. 
Tie promised them money and distin­
guished husbands if tney would re­
nounce Christianity, but they unani­
mously refused. Thereupon the gov­
ernor poniarded them, and also a num­
ber of Chinese priests and 30 Chinese 
sisters, and 200 orphans, from 3 to 16 
years o-ld.

Mr. and Mrs. Atwater and their two 
little children, Mr. and Mis. Price and 
their son, ai'l of the American board, 
together with Mr. and Mrs. Lagren, of 
the Swedish mission, and Miss Eldred, 
an English woman, were ailso butcher­
ed.

The story of these murders directly 
Implicated Yu Hsien, then governor of 
Shdn Si. Members of Li Hung Chang’s 
staff say the Chinese emperor wild 
probably send Yu Hsien a silk cord, 
which is an intimation that he must 
bang h'imself.

A number of the reports have been 
published of the June massacres in 
Shan Si, some of the details being too 
horrible for print. Men, women, 
and children were butchered. Fifteen 
seminarists, who had hidden them­
selves in a cistern, were, the dispatch 
says, tied to stakes and forced to 
drink the blood of the first victims. 
They were then killed. A Chinese 
priest and two Christians who attempt­
ed to escape were caught and put in 
a small hut, where they were burned.

ALLEGED PUNISHMENT.
Berlin, Dec. 4. — A dispatch from 

Field Marshal Count Von Waidersee 
commander-in-chief of the internal 
Cranial forces in China, sent from 
Pekin, under date of Saturday, says 
that after hoisting the German flag 
at the Min^[ tombs and punishing sev­
eral neighboring villages for the mur­
der of Christians, the laite Coll. Yorck’s 
detachment returned to Pekin in four 
columns.

The Kaigian expedition, the dispatch 
also says, was very successful. Sev­
eral thousand Chinese regulars were 
driven in wild (right from the Prov­
ince of Chi Li to Shan Si.

UNCLE SAM’S POLICY.
London, Dec. 4. — Comment upon 

President McKinley’s message to Con­
gress is chiefly devoted to the refer­
ence to America’s Chinese policy.

The Daily Graphic says: “The policy 
of the United States regarding China 
is not heroic, but it is certainly prac­
tical, and there is ample reason to be­
lieve that it will prevail.”

The Times says: “The message
makes it clear that on the point of in­
sisting on punishment for the outrages 
Mr. McKinley remains firm. We are 
glad to see that on the subject of 
guarantee for Christian converts the 
president makes a new proposal in ad­
vance of any put forward elsewhere. 
In regard to the indemnity question, 
he de in agreement with some of the 
best opinion in England.”

The Daily News says: “The message 
will be very closely scanned for its re­
ference to China. It looks as though 
the American formula were that the 
powers are to specify the culprits and 
the Chinese Government is to specify 
the punishment. On such terms a 
speedy settlement would undoubtedly 
be possible, but would it be effective 
or durable?”

A CURIOSITY SHOP.
Tien Tsia, Cm, 2, via, Shanghai, Dec.

8—Protests and requests have been 
forwarded to Field Marshal Count 
Waidersee by the representatives of 
the powers, urging the prevention of 
the removal of the astronomical in­
struments from the observatory at Pe­
kin. Most of the principal instruments ! 
have been prepared for shipment and 
labeled for Berlin or for Paris. The 
observatory is universally recognized 
as one of the most intersting sights la 
Pekin. Most of the Instruments now 
out of yiace are over 150 years old. 
Many of them are magnificent bronz­
es, and, although not of modern type, 
can still be used for the purposes of 
astronomical observation.

CHINESE RETURNING.
The number of Chinese returning 

has been considerably augmented dur­
ing the last few days. Apparently 
they are friendly. The provosts mar­
shal of the various nations are being 
uaily informed as to the whereabouts 
of returning Boxers, but only those 
are arrested against whom there is 
conclusive evidence of having killed 
native Christians.

The first locomotive since the siege 
of the legations ran yesterday from 
Tien Tsin to Pekin. The line will not 
be 1 eopened, however, for general use 
until about Dec. 16.

AGREEMENT LOOKED FOR. 
Washington, D. C„ Dec. 3.—Adimin- 

istration officials continue sanguine 
that tile (ministers of the powers at 
1 ekin will soon reach a common 1 
ground of agreement in the demands 
to be made upon the Chinese Imperial 
Government in satisfaction for the 
Boxer outrages.

A DIFFERENT VIEW.
A Pekin dispatch saws; Ail the for­

eign envoys have now heard; from 
their governments regarding the joint 
note to the Chinese plenipotentiaries, 
and a meeting will be held tomorrow 
(Tuesday). The envoys are not com­
municative, but enough is known with 
reference to the different developments 
to make it seem doubtful that the 
meeting will have a satisfactory con- , 
elusion.

TO BE BEHEADED.
Tien Tsin, Monday, Dec. 3.—Tang 
en IfuaaJi, the author of outrages up- ; 

on the Pao Ting Fu missionaries, ar­
rived today and was paraded through 
the \ ictoria road in a cart under a 
strong German guard, previous to be- j 
ing handed over to the provisional gov- j 
ernment for decapitation.

Shanghai, Dec. 4.—It is reported in 
Tien Tsin that the Germans lost 20 
killed and many w'ounded west of Pao 
Ting Fu, where they were attacked by 
2,500 Boxers. * |

the London Standard, wiring Sunday, 
“announcing a renewal of the anti- 
foreign outbreaks as Imminent.”

This is the view we have advocated, 
namely, that political questions should 
be dealt with on their merits, and 
not complicated bj* considerations of 
race and religion; that a political 
party is a great organization for pro­
moting the prosperity of the country 
and the well-being of tne whole body 
of citizens, and should be judged ac­
cording to its policy. The great prin­
ciples of civil and religious liberty 
have been slowly lekrned, but have 
been learned, we believe, as thorough­
ly in the British Empire as elsewhere, 
and as a portion of the empire, en­
joying the fullest freedom, they should 
toe exemplified in Canada, if anywhere. 
The "building up of a great Dominion 
has been made possible by the ob­
servance of these principles, and its 
continued prosperity depends upon 
loyalty to the same principles. It is 
not -possible to avoid fri-cition in pub­
lic life; it would not be wise to at­
tempt to avoid It.

A certain amount of friction is 
wholesothe. There is plenty of room 
for legitimate discussion. But it is 
possible to avoid ‘raising the cry of 
race and religion, which begets j 1 
blood and blinds men to tin i t- 1 
question at issue. That which makes- 
men of different race and creed have 
pride in our constitution is the fact 
that it gives equal rights of citizen­
ship to all, and among us liberty is 
hot a mere name but a substantial 
reality. There is something in this 
of which we may all be proud, and 
for which -we should be thankful, and 
when we look abroad and see how 
much misery is caused by racial 
strife we ought to take care to avoid 
it, because it is unnecessary here, and 
it can only produce misunderstanding 
end bitterness.

A Great Movement
•There has just been completed in 

Scotland a great ecclesiastical move­
ment which will no doubt have a 
lasting and wide-spread -influence, not 
only on - the religious life of Scotland, 
tout also far outside that limited field.

One 
of the outstanding figures is that of 
Principal Ramsy, of the Free Church, j 
and he says in reply to many euio- i 
glums -passed up :;n his conduct and l 
Ability: “If I happened ‘to be a con­
spicuous figure, nobody is more aware 
than I that I have been borne up toy 
a flood of goodness, wisoom and abil­
ity and strength which were not mine, 
tout which were the contribution to 
this blessed object by a great number 
of men whom I honor and revere 
with rny whole heart.” This is the 
right tone in a leader, and there is no 
douibt Prim ipal Ramsy has the gifts 
and qualities of a great leader of 
men. Dr. Valter Ross Taylor said: 
“Indeed, if they could spare in in— 
which they could not—they could pro­
vide the Liberal pa-ty with a long- 
ios, leader.” This is high praise, and 
those v'ho know seem to think that 
It Is- not mere rhetorical exaggeration.

However, we look upon the move­
ment here not from the standpoint of 
any one man, but as a sign of a broad 
catholic spirit lighting with many

‘a mode
of speeding the parting guest which 
resulted in some very distressing and 
discreditable scenes." The British 
Weekly speaks in terms of high appre­
ciation of Lord Roberts’ action. It 
Says: “The admirable letter from 
Lord feoeerts which appeared in the 
papers on Monda j-, is not the least of 
the services which our great general 
has rendered to his country." “The 
letter is delicately and tenderly writ­
ten, containing not a word which could 
possibly nurt the self-respect enher of 
Tommy Atkins or his friends and ad­
mirers. Never in the history of war­
fare have such relations of mu tual re­
gard and affection existed between a 
commander and his humblest privates. 
We saw last week how guod it was for 
our soldiers to serve under Lord Rob­
erts. The splendid condition in which 
the C. I. V.s returned, their unmistak­
able physical and moral development, 
was no small tribute to the success of 
Lord Roberts’ discipline."

In the same journal there is given 
a copy of a letter sent by “a military 
correspondent" to the Daily News, on 
the subject of an officer’s wine bill. It 
is a wonderful progi amme of a day’s 
“temperate” drinking, with its pint of 
claret, -glasses of beer, sherry and 
'bitters, with a whisky and soda now 
and then. The writer winds up with 
this guileless statement. "No general 
on earth would call other than tem­
perate an o*~cer who spent -his day as 
above described. Certainly well-to-do 
people in the city get through more 
than that per diem.” All we can 
say is, so much the worse for officers 
and well-to-do people in the city, if 
this is true. The British Weekly ex­
pects that some protests will come 
from officers regarding the state­
ments of this remark-able document, 
and it says very pertinently: “The 
curious thing about this statement is 
the admission that these twelve or 
thirteen glasses of alcoholic drink 
constitute only a moderate and tem­
perate allowance."

If it w.ere true that the average 
British officer consumed daily so much 
alcoholic drink, would this in itself 
sufficiently explain the criticisms of 
our army made by foreign experts? 
How could an officer whose brain 
was sodden with all this whisky, 
beer and wine, mixed together, and 
partaken of at frequent intervals, be 
in a fit state to understand the in­
tricacies of his profession, or to do his

i war? All this shows that the influ-

The papers say they 
see in his majesty’s action the shatter­
ing of his reputation for chivalry.

The Temps says: "The emperor’s
wording that he could not receive Mr. 
Knuger on account of dispositions al­
ready taken, is very clear. Everyone 
understands that the emperor, if not 
actually fulfilling one of the clauses 
of the recent Angio-tiennan accord, is 
inspired (by the spirit thereof in declin­
ing to receive Mr. Kruger.”

CAPTURED BY AMERICAN 

D-IE-RS.
When he was 10 years old the small 

•band of Indians with which he was 
traveling was captured toy a company 
of American infantry. One day a sol­
dier took -particular notice of the 
white boy and observed a vaccination 
mark on his arm. The commanding 
officer went to Big Bow and asked him 
to tell him the history of the boy pris­
oner. Big Bow at first denied that the 
prisoner was a white man's son, -but 
subsequently confessed that he was, 
and told the full story of his capture.

The boy did not believe it until Big 
Bow had -assured him time and time 
again of its truth. The commanding 
officer took him in charge, and, with 
the aid of Big Bow, got in communi­
cation with an uncle of the boy who 
lived in Texas. Thus, at the age of 
10 yef-rs, Griffis was sent into Texas 
and placed in the charge of his uncle.

Life in civilization was Irksome to 
the boy. He longed to be back to the 
roving, venturesome life. So, after 
spending a short time with -his uncle, 
he departed secretly to join the In­
dians. He journeyed for days over 
prairies and mountains, and at length 
fell ln with straggling Utes, Chey­
ennes and Kiowas. For six or seven 
years he lived a nomadic life. 

DESERTED FROM THE ARIMY.
In 1880 he enlisted in company K, 

16th Infantry, and did scout work for 
some time. His superb horseback 
riding attracted t-he attention of Capt. 
Crews, of the 4th Cavalry.

The 4th went out in 1881 to 
quell an uprising of the Chey­
ennes, and the boy scout went with it. 
The captain told young Griffis, af­
ter the -performance of a daring 
feat, that -he would" make him a 
present of a good -horse as a reward 
for 'his excellent service. The word 
was never kept, and the boy soldier 
decided to desert forthwith, little con­
sidering how serious -an offense deser­
tion was. He and another soldier ran 
away one night, and a few days later 
-were captured. Griffis was tried by a 
drumhead court-martial and sentenc­
ed to be shot at retreat. Just -before 
the execution was to take -place Ca.pt. 
Crfews said 'he had concluded to post­
pone it for 30 days, during which time 
the condemned youth should be held 

- ln the guardhouse at Fort Reno. He 
| was conveyed thither by a strong 
; guard, and orders were -given to a 
i blacksmith to put 'him in chains, 
i Griffis knew the blacksmith, and 

whispered to -him to -make the manacles 
large, which the blacksmith did—so 
large, in fact, that Griffis each night 
drew his feet out of them and enjoyed 
2-o-o-d rest.

ESCAPED FROM DEATH.
The young scout had for a prison 
mate a soldier who had the unique 
pseudonym of Gee Whiz, a daring 
chap. After he and Griffis -had been 
confined -about 25 days in the guard­
house, Gee Whiz cut a hole through 
the roof, and then one night he and 
Griffis crawled out -into the world, 
mulch to the surprise of the sentry, 
who let two poorly aimed bullets drive 
at them. The camp was in a commo­
tion in an instant, but Gee Whiz and 
Griffis were fleeing wildly across the 
plain, and were out of immediate 
danger by the time a concerted meas­
ure for t'hei.r capture had been under­
taken. They went 75 miles south, 
nearly starving en route, and finally 
separated.

For three years Griffis roamed about 
the country, traveling in all the ways 
known to Hoboland.

Bemidji, Minn., Dec. 4.—Since the
beginning of winter the wolves have 
m-ajde nightly visits to the little settle­
ments In this neighborhood. Friday 
the 3-year-old daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Adolph Hanson, two miles from i tonic on Thursday
Roseau, died. The funeral was set for 
Saturday, and when the hour arrived 
the parents and half a dozen neighbors 
carried the casket to the tourying- 
gro-und near-by.

Just as the body was toeing lowered 
into the grave a pack of wolves rushed 
from the underbrush around the ceme­
tery and -came within 60 -feet of the 
funeral party, snarling and now end 
then advancing a few feet.

The leader of t-he -pack, a gigantic 
-wolf, finally made a dash into the 
party -of mourners, and bit Axel John­
son on the left leg.
