What Are They Good For ?
LONDON, Jan. 31.—In a letter on the sub- 

ject of the obstruction of reform in the 
House of Lords, Sir Wilfrid Lawson says 
it is one of the most amazing things to be 
found in history that the people of this 
country should have been apparently con­
tented from generation to generation to be 
ruled by “a trade union of landlords, as­
sociated with a few bishops, bankers and 
brewers.” At present Mr. Gladstone pro­
poses, but Lord Salisbury disposes, with 
the aid of the “most absolutely unconsti­
tutional body at present in existence.” 
“The House of Lords,” says Sir Wilfrid, 
“has no mandate from heaven above, 
the earth beneath, or any place under 
the earth.” He asks why the Glad- 
stonean Parliament cannot do what the 
long Parliament did and vote for the aboli­
tion of the House of Lords. But he points 
out that there are other methods of attain­
ing the same result. The House of Com­
mons has in its hands the power of the 
purse. He fears, however, that the people 
will allow this “Penelope Web” business to 
go on for some time, one house undoing 
what is done in the other. “This,” he 
says, “is rather a sickening prospect, and 
one which, if realized, will tend to bring 
our present parliamentary system into 
increasing disrepute.”

LONDON, Jan. 30.—Startling news has 
been received from Rio de Janeiro.

Admiral Da Gama, it appears, has been 
smarting with humiliation and anger ever 
since the American admiral called him on 
board and practically ordered him to sur­
render to Peixoto.

The unpleasantness of Saturday, when 
Da Gama refused to order his ships to cease 
firing in dangerous proximity to American 
merchantmen was the result of this feeling.

The elaborate demonstration made by 
the American squadron yesterday when the 
ship Amy was escorted to the piers in the 
teeth of Da Gama’s guns added fuel to the 
admiral’s resentment, and the knowing ones 
here were prepared tor something start- 
ling.

A dispatch to Baring Bros, says that at 
10 o'clock this morning the insurgents re­
peated their offensive tactics of Saturday, 
and in the complications which followed 
Da Gama with incredible audacity opened 
fire on one of the American warships.

This was the signal for a burst of firing 
from the American cannon and in less time 
almost than it takes to tell the Brazilian 
warships were reduced to submission.

Da Gama surrendered to Admiral Ben­
ham directly afterwards.

The adherents of Peixoto in Rio are 
delirious with joy at Da Gama's defeat, and 
by many the rebellion is regarded as at an 
end.

Queenstown, passed Daunt’s Rock at 4:42 
o’clock this morning having made the pas­
sage to that point in 6 days 6 hours and 
57 minutes. The Majestic landed 95 bags 
of mail for points in Ireland and at 5:20 
o’clock proceeded for Liverpool. It is ex­
pected that the mails on board of her 
destined for London will arrive here by mid­
night to-night. Much interest is felt in the 
delivery of these mails for the reason that 
the American line steamer New York, Capt.

OWN PART OF LAKE ERIE.

Resurrection of an Old Deed from 
President Adams.

CLEVELAND, O., Jan. 31.—The Western 
Reserve Historical Society is in possession 
of a certified copy of the original deed of 
the entire western reserve made in the year 
1800.

The document was given the society a 
day or two ago by Julius Lamback, an ex­
pert accountant, in whose possession it has 
secretly been for several years. The 
deed is from President John Adama 
to the State of Connecticut for the 
benefit of the Connecticut Land Company, 
Its northern land boundary is the 
center of Lake Erie. The land company 
later sold shore lots only to the water’s 
edge. Mr. Lamback claims that the land 
under the lake is, therefore, still the 
property of the heirs of the Connecticut 
Land Company—or, at all events, not th 
property of the commissioners of shore lots. 
If this is, so, the Lake Shore and Cleveland 
and Pittsburg roads do not own the land 
they have made in the lake, nor will the 
city own the land it intends to make at 
Erie street. Many have in the past denied 
the existence of this deed.

THE NEWS IN WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 30.—The important 

news contained in Admiral Benham’s dis­
patch to Secretary Herbert is to the fol­
lowing effect: It seems that Admiral 
Benham lost patience with the insurgent 
forces for their careless firing in the harbor 
of Ris. When Admiral Da Gama persisted 
in this course, Admiral Benham yesterday 
cleared his decks for action. Admiral Da 
Gama did not choose to take the hint, 
whereupon Admiral Benham fired several 
shots across the bows of Da Gama’s flag 
ship. It is understood this action was 
salutary, and that the matter ended at 
that point. It is believed at the State 
Department that Da Gama would willingly 
court an engagement with the American 
naval forces so as to get out of his difficulty 
by surrendering to the United States.

The complications that may follow are 
regarded as likely to be serious. The 
United States fleet at Rio is, of course 
much stronger than that of the rebe 
admiral.

MORE FIGHTING POSSIBLE.
RIO JANEIRO, Jan. 30.—A conflict be 

tween the American and insurgent fleet il 
still possible. At .tirai Da Gama is angry 
because the younger insurgent officers ar 
eager to fight. The admiral said to-day. 
“It would be better to be conquered bv % 
foreign power than to yield later te 
Peixoto."
POSITION OF OTHER NAVAL COMMANDERS 

The commander of the Austrian warship 
has asked Rear Admiral Benham to be 
allowed to help in case of a fight. The 
German naval officers applaud Benham. 
The English officers naturally are in oppo­
sition, while not denying that Benham's 
position is lawful.

LONDON, Jan. 31.—The Standard says 
the only question now is how far the Wash­
ington Government will approve and sup­
port Rear Admiral Benham’s action. If 
the United States no longer abstain from 
interference between the two factions, it 
says Great Britain and other interested 
countries will doubtless follow suit.

of an eight hours day into the national 
arsenal, had not been taken without an ex­
perimental preliminary test. Experiments 
were made at Woolwich and Enfield, with 
the view of ascertaining the effect of an 
eight hours day both upon the quantity and 
the quality of the work. The results were 
FO satisfactory that the Government re­
solved at once to concede tl point 
and the eight hours day will tu refore 
be introduced not only in tie places 
named, but also at Waltham and Birming­
ham. About 1,500 men will be affected in 
these four Government factories; and as it 
is impossible to give this boon to the mili­
tary establishments and to refuse it to the 
naval, the next step will be to extend the 
same rule to the dockyards. The day will 
be shortened by allowing the men to break- 
fast before beginning the day’s work. As 
the Government has now placed itself at the 
head of the eight-hour movement in the 
most practical of all ways, the moral eflect 
of its example will soon he felt in every 
private establishment throughout the king­
dom. Municipalities will be dragged into 
the movement also, opinion will be stimu­
lated throughout the country, and legisla- 
tion will be speedily brought within the 
domain of practical politics.

MONTREAL, Jan. 30.— A terrible affair 
has just been reported from Ste.

Mexican Smugglers of High Rink 
Captured at El Paso, Tex.

EL Paso, Tex., Jan. 30.—For the last 
few days Collector Davis has had six or 
seven of his inspectors on the qui viv to 
catch a oouple of opal smugglers, who he 
had occasion to believe, would attempt to 
bring their precious stones into the Un ted 
States via that port. Collector Divis 
stationed his men at all points, not over- 
looking the railroad depots, and was him- 
self in the saddle and on the alert.

Last week Sir John Thompson handed 
out to the Conservative correspondents at 
Ottawa a denial of the first portion of this 
remarkable deliverance, leaving it to be in. 
ferred that the virulent personal attack 
that followed was correct. He said:

“I spoke at Antigonish of the Richelieu 
election as having eventually turned to the 
discredit of the Opposition, because the 
public were aware that we had lost it 
mainly because of the prosecution of 
Messrs. Connolly and McGreevy. I then 
went on to refer to Tarte in another con­
nection altogether and to his prominence in 
the ranks of the Opposition. I was quite 
aware that Tarte was not concerned in the 
Richelieu election.”

The only press representative at Anti­
gonish, he further explained, was a gentle­
man that did not write shorthand and 
who had afterwards confessed that he had 
written his report from memory. Sir 
John is reported to have concluded in 
these words: “The readers of the World 
will therefore see that Mr. Laurier has the 
falsehood to himself so far as I am con­
cerned.” This is a reference to Hon. 
Wilfrid Laurier’s effective [rejoinder and 
denial of the statements reported as hav­
ing been made by the Conservative leader.

It turns out, however, that the seven 
week's delayed denial of Sir John Thompson 
is as ill-founded as were his original allega­
tions, for making which he was taken to 
task by Mr. Laurier, and rightly so. The 
Halifax Chronicle now tells us that Sir 
John Thompson’s repudiated Antigonish 
declarations were listened to and reported 
by its reporter, as well as by the reporter 
of the Herald, and that these two reporters, 
“without any collusion or comparing of 
notes, gave practically the same version of 
Sir John’s reference to Tarte and Martin,” 
and it fairly concludes that this “may be 
regarded as substantial evidence that the 
report which Sir John Thompson now seeks 
to repudiate, after allowing it to go uncor­
rected for seven weeks, was a fair and cor­
rect report of what he said.”

Our contemporary is inclined to believe 
that the repudiation of the speech at this 
late date, after the “yellow Martin" episode 
has raised a hornet’s neat about the head of 
the Government in this Province and in 
Manitoba, is born of political exigencies. It 
does betoken a lamentable lack of tact on 
the part of the Conservative leader to have 
been compelled to take backwater in this 
awkward fashion.

or wine, or brandy to “a feeble mother,” 
knowing very well that they contain noth­
ing to impart strength or food to herself or 
her offspring.

The late Sir William Gull, M.D., was one 
of the leading physicians in England up to 
the time of his death, two or three years 
ago. In some respects he was considered 
the most eminent medical authority living. 
His practice was largely among the no­
bility and the wealthiest and most intel, 
ligent classes. His experience taught him 
to warn all such against even the moderate 
use of alcoholics, not merely because it 
might lead to inebriety, but because such 
use was of itself a serious injury. Here 
was his warning:
"A very large number of people in so­

ciety are dying day by day, poisoned by 
alcoholic drinks without knowing it, with­
out being supposed to be poisoned by them. 
I hardly know any more powerful source 
of disease than alcoholic drinks. I do not 
think it is known, but I know alcohol to 
be a most destructive poison. I may say 
from my experience it is the most destruct­
ive agent that wo are aware of in this 
country."

He further said:
“It is one of the commonest things in 

our society for people to be injured by 
drink without being drunkards. The 
injury goes on so quietly that it is very 
difficult to observe its access or its prog­
ress.”

Sir Henry Thompson, M.D., F.R.S., 
another of the foremost of the English 
physicians of to-day, gives little en­
couragement to those people who go on 
using fermented liquor—ale, beer, porter 
or wine, “to build them up.” Here is his 
opinion:

“I have no hesitation in attributing a 
very large proportion of some of the most 
painful and dangerous maladies whieli come 
under my notice, as well as those which 
every medical man has to treat, to the 
ordinary and daily use of fermented 
drinks, taken in the quantity which is 
conventionally deemed moderate."

The late Sir Andrew Clark, physician in 
ordinary to the Queen, the physician and 
friend of Gladstone up to the day of his 
death, the consulting physician to Sir John 
Ma donald and Sir John Abbott, was also 
defective “on pathological grounds,” ac­
cording to the high scientific standard of 
our esteemed contemporary. He, too, 
avoided alcoholic treatment, both in health 
and disease. His testimony, not long be-

The doctor is branded as “querulous,’’ 
“officious,” “fond of a little flattery," and 
his vindication is characterized as a

taking care of himself, and will no doubt do 
so, but there are other questions raised of 
considerable public importance in regard to 
the habitual prescription and use of alcoholics 
for medicinal purposes. Dr. Arnott, it is 
well known, has discarded in his practice 
theold-time customof prescribing alcoholics 
to his patients. The Free Press intimates 
that were he “better skilled by education 
and experience" he would act differently. 
It wants him to explain “on what patho­
logical grounds he would deny a glass of 
porter to a feeble mother for her to save the 
life of her offspsing," and intimates that 
the medical journals of the country would 
not agree with his views.

Our contemporary seems to be about as 
much behind the times in its medical 
theories as on economic questions. Its ideas 
in regard to each are those of a former 
generation and not at all up to the stand­
ard of to-day’s progress. As a matter of 
fact the leading and best known physicians 
and scientific men of to-day, both in Eng­
land and America, are in accord with Dr. 
Arnott’s views, and not with the old time 
custom of imparting “strength and vitality" 
by aid of alcoholics of any kind.

Ordinary intelligent readers of to-day 
well know that the results of the past few 
years of scientific investigations have 
brought the conviction very generally that 
alcohol in any of its forms, either in porter, 
beer, wine, whisky or brandy, had better 
be left alone, whether tor food or physic, 
and that their use, even in moderation, is 
more frequently attended with serious 
harm than benefit.

Perhaps the best living authority on the 
effects of alcohol and other similar stimu­
lants on the human system is Sir Benjamin 
Ward Richardson, M.D., F.R.S., of Eng­
land. He has devoted years of careful 
scientific inquiry to these important ques-

He further said:
“Alcohol is poison. So is strychnine, so 

is arsenic, so is opium. It ranks with 
these agents. Health is always in some 
way or other injured by it; benefited by it 
—never.”

Then, Dr. Norman Kerr, now a leading 
authority among medical and scientific 
men, and not “a tee-total fanatic,” gives 
similar decided evidence. He says:

“All intoxicating drinks are poisonous. 
The lighter beers and the finest fermented 
wines are as truly, though not as strongly, 
intoxicating as are the coarsest and cheap­
est spirituous drinks.”

Dr. Becke, the well known and respected 
medical superintendent of the asylum in 
this city, is also a man of large experience 
and observation, and has given a good deal 
of special study to this important question. 
In an elaborate lecture before the pro­
fessors and students of McGill University, 
Montreal, he said:

“In the matter of diet, and more es­
pecially in that of drink, the inhabitants of 
civilized countries, guided by medical 
science, have of late years, made vast 
strides towards a more rational and healthy 
life; thus it is now demonstrated that 
alcohol is always injurious when taken as 
an habitual article of consumption.”

The probabilities are that in 
another dozen years as few doctors will be 
found resorting to alcoholics in their treat­
ment as are now found resorting to the old- 
time popular custom of bleeding.

LONDON, Jan. 30.—The report of the 
Royal Labor Commission, which is about 
to be presented to Parliament, is in favor 
of maintaining the principles of self-help 
and non-interference by the State. It 
recommends the voluntary principle in 
matters of arbitration and conciliation, 
and opposes intrusting special tribunals 
with legal powers to enforce decisions. It 
says that trade disputes should be left as 
far as possible to voluntary modes of set­
tlement. and suggests that no extension of 
the present powers of incorporation be al­
lowed to trades unions, as these powers 
will enable workingmen to combine under 
agreements, legally enforceable, on matters 
connected with their common industrial 
interests. The commission is against the 
universal eight-hour day, and advises that 
the regulation of the working hours of 
adults be left to voluntary arrangement, A 
small minority of the commission, led by 
Mr. Tom Mann, proposes to fix the eight- 
hour day by act of Parliament. The Par­
liamentary Labor party will not relish the 
report, and the Socialists will howl when 
they ascertain its tendency.

HARD HIT AT LABOR.
OMAHA, Neb., Jan. 30.—Judge Dundy, 

of the United States Court, has published 
an order reducing wages in every depart­
ment of the Union Pacific Railroad. The 
new schedule is the most elaborate one ever 
prepared. The cut amounts to about 10 
per cent. The court acquires jurisdiction 
in the matter because the road is in the 
hands of receivers appointed by the court.

T he significance ot the order is increased 
by the fact that the employes have been 
enjoined by the court from striking.

THE IDLE TYPOS IN DETROIT.
DETROIT, Jan. 30.—The meeting of the 

Detroit Typographical Union on Sunday te 
take action for the relief of the unemployed 
members was not fruitful in results. The 
committee on the subject reported about 
100 out of work, but the union wanted 
more light before taking more steps for 
their relief, and laid the report upon the 
table. The plan of relief for 1895 was also 
repealed, and the amendment to reduce the 
salaries of the officers lost.

PRINTERS REDUCING THEIR RATES.
CHICAGO, Jan. 30.—The city is full of idle 

printers. Fully 1,000 men are seeking 
work. Many of them were old union hands, 
and, finding work scarce, are offering their 
services at any price. Many of the papers 
here, who are feeling the hard times, were 
preparing to take them, but the union made 
a general reduction in order to retain their 
prestige and work.
NEARLY SEVEN THOUSAND POTTERS IDLE.

TRENTON, N. J., Jan. 30.—There is no 
change in the wage dispute between the 
pottery manufacturers and their employes. 
The employee say there is no strike and the 
employers say there is no lock-out, yet the 
fact remains that, of the 7,000 persons 
employed in the nearly 30 establishments 
affected, there are not more than 200 at 
work.

THE well-known fact that women live 
longer than men is illustrated as follows by 
an English journal: The excess of females 
of all ages over males of all ages in England 
and Wales is only about 35 per cent (in 
round figures. 15,000,000 minus 50 000 to 
14,000,000 plus 50,000). But when we 
begin to compare women over 60 with men 
over 60 the female majority becomes much 
greater, and when we pass 85 the old men 
are nowhere. The female nonogenarians 
nearly double the male; there are .854 
women over 95 to only 354 men, and 104 
gammers to 42 gaffers who own to a cen­
tury.
