TWENTY-TIREE KILLED,

IN A COLLISION ON THE
SOUTHERN RAILWAY.

One of the Engineers Failed to Gét
OQut of the Way, as He Was Or-
dered.

Washington, July 8.—Twenty-three
persons were killed and nine persons
injured in a head-on collision in the
Virginia midland division of the South-
ern Railway at Rockfish, Va., about 3
o’clock last evening. Passenger train
No. 35, leaving Washington at 11.15 a.
m. for Atlanta, Ga, dashed into
to a local freight, No. 68, both engines,
baggage, exgrcu and second-class pas-
senger coach of No. 35 being wrecked.
The coach was occupied chiefly by col-
ored people. The freight train was
in charge of Conductor Brubeck and
Engineer Hale, and at the time of the
accident was on the return trip from
Lynchburg 20 Charlotteville. Rockfish
Station is midway between these two
points, and the track is a single one.

Engineer Hale had orders to get out
of the way of the passenger train, but
for some reason failed to take a siding.
The trains came together with a hor-
rible crash, and a fearful scene of panic
ensued. 'Thc engineer of the freight
escaped without injury, but the en-
gineer and baggagemaster. of the ex-
press are among tge deaj. It is esti-
mated here that there were in all pro-
Yability 120 passengers on the train.

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THE OLD TIMERS.
Soeme Contemporaries of the Late Sir

Oliver Mewat—Wus Their Day Better
Than the Preésent? e

The old order changes, giving place
to new, says The Toronto World.
Only a few ycars ago there were to
be found on the bench and in the
Governments of Canada and the pro-
vinces, men who had been active and
prominent before confederation, - and
even ‘before the union. One of Sir
Oliver” Mowat’s contemporaries on
the bench, William Henry Draper,
was Chief Justice of Ontario untid
Novewmber, 1877. He was a famous
lawyer sixty years ago; got his
Queen’s Counsel title in 1842, and
was so gently persuasive with juries
that he won the sobriquet of “Sweet
William.”" lle was member for To-
ronto in the Legislature of Upper
Canada in 1836; served as an aide-
decamp to the Governor during the
rebellion, #nd became Solicitor-Gen-
eral in 1837. After the union he fig-
ured as the chief adviser of Governor
Metcalfe while he was vainly con-
tending against responsible Govern-
ment.

Another old-timer wus Chief Jus-
tice Hagarty, whose tall figure
was well-known to frequenters of the
courts a few years ago. During the
conflict between WMetcalfe and his
advisers he was a gay young Tory
lawyer, and he composed a parody
on the ‘“True, Old English Gentle-
man,”’ in honor of Metcalfe, who was
nick-named ‘‘Old Square Toes.”” They
were composed impromptu at a
public dinner, while the fight was in
progress. A couple of verses are giv-
en by Dent:

One verse the songster has forgot—he has
another claim;
One brave old square-toed gentleman, he of
the stainless name;
For Indian laurels grace his brow, Jama-
ica loves him, too,
And Canada will fight for him ’'gainst all
the Baldwin crew-——
The fine old square-toed gentleman, afl
of the present time.

8o let our loyal shouts go forth, let tralt-

ors hear and quadl,
And British hearts will beat for joy on ev-
ery hill and vale;
And though the Baldwin clan may howl,
though lowd th’ hyaenas roar,
‘We'll rally round old square-toes, and give
him one cheer more,
The fine old square-toed gentleman, all af
the present time.

Not many years ago the Premier
of Canada, and his right and left
men, Tupper and Tilley, were all old-
time men who had taken an active
part in the politics of Canada, Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick before the
union. One of them, Sir Charles
Tupper, was Premier as late as 1896,
and is still a hale and hearty man.
Until recently our dominating ideas
were  those of  pre-confederation
statesmen. In Ontario Sandfield Mac-
donald, one of the heads of the old
Canadian Governments, was Premier
of Ontario after Confederation, and
was succeeded, after a short interval
by Oliver Mowat, whose official life
began in the Brown-Dorion Govern-
ment of 1858. Though Canada was a
small country in those days, and
though there was a good deal that
was petty and tricky imn its politics,
it brought forth some strong men.
We are hardly yet able to adopt a
condescending tone toward Macdon-
ald, Tilley and Tupper, Brown and
Dorion, Holton and Mowat; there is
indeed almost a temptation to fall
into the opposite mood, and say
““The former times were better than
these.”” But it may be that we have
not yet got the right perspective.

Frem Viscount Welseley.

Coal !‘rpn'n Japan.

The Frank disaster and the labor
troubles at Fernie.and on Vancouver
Island have had an extraordinary re-
sult. The Canadian Pacific recently
placed an order for 10,000 tons of
coal in Japan. Shipments were to
be continued until the beginning of
the present month. This coal was
required principally for the com-
pany’s Pacific steamers, and for the
railway to Revelstoke, from which
point casterly coal from Canmore
and other points is used. It was un-
derstood that, in the event of tha
labor and other troubles contin-
uing, more Japanese coal Would he
bought. Apprehension -is expressed
by.the Provincial press lest the sing-
ular spectacle he seen of a Province
80 rich in coal importing that article
from Japan. 4

GENIUS AND YHE TAVERN

&ssociation Between Auathors snd Houses
That Entertain—Namous Men Made
Thom Colobrated iu Days of Yere,

Houses of entertainment have al-
Ways provided the hal_lntl,“lndJOC-
tasionally” the homes, of mon prom-
Snent in literaturs and the arts; and
i, as a rule, innkeepers themselves
and their ‘familics have been undis-
tinguished save by association with
their guests, there are some notable
exceptions, says The London Stand-
ard. Chaucer's host of the Tabard
‘Was a man of aflairs and became a
member of the kHouse of Commons;
@and in our own day Irish National«
dsm has reintroduced the Publican
Parliamentarian. In James 1.’s time,
Just as now, the King's Waterman
%ept a tavern, for John Taylor, the
Water Poet, a man of considerable
Aiterary gifts though of little cul-
ture, was landlord of the Poet's
Head, in Phoenix Alley, Long-acre
-and published many of his effusions
from the house. Mat Prior, poet
and Ambassador, at one time helped
&is uncle in the bar of the Rhenish
Wine. House, Channel Row, the Earl
©f Dorset and the Dean of Westmin-
ster being among the frequenters.

Dr. Johnson said of Prior that “‘in
his private relaxation he revived the
davern’’ and this harsh judgment
pointed to the orgies at the house in
Long-acre kept by Bessie Cox, the
Chloe of his amorous songs. It was
also in Long-acre at his father’s

public  house, that Thomas Stot-
thard, R. A., was born. A more fa-
mous artist, Sir Thomas Lawrence,

P.R.A., was also a son of the tave
ern, and at the, Black Bear, Devizes,
used to be shown as an infant prod-
igy, either reciting verses or drawing
portraits. George Morland spent
most of his time at inns such as the
Cabin, Freshwater, the Mother Black
“Cap. Pleasing Passage, and the
White Lion, Paddington, where he
kept a regular establishment. Hog-
arth exhibits the interior of the old
Hummums in the ““Modern ‘Midnight
‘Conversation,” and the exterior of
the Adam and Eve in the ‘““March to
Finchley,”” while his own ‘“‘Five
Days’ Frolic”” was simply a tavern
tour from Billingsgate, by Graves-
end and Queenshorough, to Covent
Garden,

Romney had a studio at the Holy
Bush, Hampstead, and Kneller
Painted the portraits of the Kit-Kat
Club at the Fountain Tavern, Foun-
tain Court, Strand, where Lady
Mary Wortley Montagu, as a child,
was -entered as honorary member,
and made a toast.

The tavern club dates from the
Elizabethan era. The Boar’'s Head
wonly disappeared in 1831, At the
Marmaid in Cheapside, Shakespears,
Ben Johnson and their comrades
held the famous combats of wine
-and wit; but these convivial encoun-
ters are more closely associated with
the Apollo Club held at the Devil in
Fleet Street. This house retained its
vogue until well on.in’the eighteenth
«wentury. Colley Cibber was credited
with composing his official odes here.

The Hall Moon, in the Half-Moon-
Passage, Aldersgate, was a favorite
Tesort of the dramatists Congreve
and Wycherley. Of one of their col«
leagues, Dr. Doran gives a charming
picture at the Mitre, St. James’
Market, of Farquhar listening to a
reading of Beaumont and Fletcher’s
“‘Scornful Lady,” by ‘“‘the beautiful
;and clever girl who became the de-
light of the English stage as Mis-
tress Anne Oldfield.”” She was niece
to Mrs. Voss, who kept the tavern.

DEATH TO NEGROES,

Bitter Race War at Evansville, in
Indiana,
Evansville, Ind., July 7.—Race pre-
judice between blacks and whites
brought on a reign of terror here Sun-
day. All night and all day yester-
day armed mobs threatened the lives
of citizens. Gun stores were broken
open and weapons and ammunition
were seized by blacks and whites; two
thousand whites broke into the county
jail to hunt for a black victim, the wall
being forced with a battering ram; ne-
gro dives were ransacked and shot to
pieces in the search for the blacks, and
an armed company of drilled blacks
marched through the streets, threaten-
ing the lives of all whites, The Gov-
ernor has ordered out troops to quell
the disturbance, but they have not ar-
rived. At daylight yesterday 300
armed white men started for the pow=
der magazine near the city to secure
exrlosives with which they declare they
will blow up the entire negro colony
of Baptist Town, a suburb of the city.
e trouble has been brewing for
months and came to a crisis on Friday,
when Lee Brown, a negro, shot and
killed Patrolman Masse » who was try-
ing to arrest him whi{e bent on the
murder of a man with whom he had
?uarrelled. Threats of vengeance were
ollowed by the surrounding of the
jail. The negro was secretly removed
from the cit: yesterday to Vincennes.
Patrolman Ialassey died in terrible
agony, and the crowd became menac-
ing,
A company of armed negroes aroused
by the race troubles marched through
the streets shouting, “Down with the
whites!” and threatening death to all
if the negro was Iynched. This started
a rush for the gun stores by the
whites. Three were broken open and
400 rifles and revolvers, with ammuni-
tion, were seized. One negro woman
is known to be dead and a boy named
Logan was shot and seriously wound-
ed %y a negro.
The mob, shooting, went through the
streets inhabited by negroes, and con-
fusion prevailed. Houses are being
searched for dead and wounded. Arm-
ed companies of negroes had disap-
eared. All blacks fled the streets, and,
ailing to find victims, the resorf of
Bud Fruit was visited and shot to
pieces. Whether any were killed there
i1s not yet known. The officials were
powerless. The negroes, after the first
armed display of resistance, scattered
and have not made a stand since. They
are flying in terror, Thousands of
shots were fired during the night. The
riot began growing still worse at 4
o’clock this morning. The Governor
has been appealed to a second time.

HeALIN:S CAMPS, |

ada’s Lynbermen—The Work Already

one—Lumber CUamp Scheols.
. » How many have actually seen the
inside of a lumber camp at night?

Imagine a log shanty, 100 fect long,

and wide in proportion; bunks three

deep all around, cnough for from one
to itwo hundred meq. Wet socks,
mitts, overalls, shirts are hung' up
to dry so thick you can har&ly see
the bunks on the other side. Some
of the men are trying to mend torn
clothing, which must be worn next
day, some are trying to read in the

dim, flickering light, some want to
wilce, some are talking, some are
siv in “nrl as . all have to grind
their axes for next day, two grind-
£V <y dar inw the ulgnt.
lmagine a traveling preacher trying
to get a hearing here. He cannot
évem sec above twenty of his audi-
ence at a time. Suppose there is no
preacher, what chance have the men
for rest or recreation? Think what
a boon to them would be a special
recreation camp, They
would be able to live more as civil-
ized human beings should. 'Then
when the occasional preacher came
along they would be able to hear
him in comfort. And what applies
to lumber camps applies to mining
and railway construction camps
also.

It was to provide just such camps
that the Canadian Reading Camp
Association started operations about
three years ago.

First the association started in
one or two.lumber camps in New On-
. tario, and at its own expense built
shanties, supplying them with tables
and boekshelves, and stocked these
well with books, games, writing ma-
terials and newspapers. These papers
were all up-to-date, so that the lum-
bermen céuld keép themselves posted
in the news of the day. It was de-
clared at first that the daily papers
could not be got, but the associa-
tion argued, the wagons have to go
to the railway station regularly for
the supplies, why should they not
bring the daily papers, too? A
strong leather bag was provided to
hold them, and the daily papers in
the camps was soon a matter of
course. The books, a circulating lib-
rary of fifty volumes, were provided
by the Provincial Government. The
men in charge of these reading camps
are men of education, general ability
and thoroligh Christian character.,
Protestant or Catholic, it matters
not which, so long as their character
is above reproach. Part of their ex-
penses is paid by the association,
and part they earn in the woods at
work with the rest of the gang.

At first when the big lumber com-
Panies were approached and asked to
contribute the building they refused,
saying there was nothing in it for
them. - But shortly  they changed
their minds, and now in every case
the company gladly puts up the
camp at its own expense.

Then it is important that men
should be encouraged to spend their
Sundays and other spare time in bet-
ter ways than huddled in cramped
quarters, drinking, gambling, telling
or listening to the low jest, song or
story. Sundays and rainy days in
camp, when men are off work, are
the longest jn the -year. Men ; suffer
ore from. ennui, ‘from mental and
spiritual languor, than from over-
work on other days. They are then
ready to jump at any suggestion, no
matter how vulgar, that promises
even temporary relief from such bon-
dage. Their moral diseases, that
are the result of this lack of social
and religious restraint, are of a
much more serious character,

As a matter of fact employers of-
ten fear to give their men too much
spare time, not from méreenary mo-
tives, but lest the time ‘shduld be
abused and employed in gambling,
drinking and worse evils. Experience
pProves that to increase the hours of
freedom without insuring that these
hours are to be well employed is to
drag men downward, and that this
is true of the rich as well as the
poor.

It was with this in view that a
new department of this Association
Was started—the Camp School. Here
any man or boy can, while doing his
work all winter in the woods, have
the same advantages of evening
classes as those living in the city,
These reading camps are really ex-
tensions of the public library system
to meet the needs of isolated places.
The separate building is, therefore,
necessary if the books are to be
within the reach of all, and yet pro-
perly taken care of.

When you consider that from fifteen
to twenty per cent. of the men in
lumber camps cannot recognize their
own name on a letter, and that there
are 50,000 or miore men in the camps
of Ontario alone you begin to real-
ize the size of the educational prop-
lem.

Tt is these problems which Mr. Al-
fred Fitzpatrick, of Nairn Centre,
has laid himself out to Solve. Hg
Put up  the test camps before men-
tioned and was the means of getting |
the Provincial Government to take
the matter up, .

‘“Cost?’ to 'be sure it will cost
something, every good thing does,
but, as Mr. Fitzpatrick (who, by the
way, is an ordained Presbyterian
minister)}y points out, ““it will cost
the country less to Provide bath-
rooms, laundries and reading camps
than the revenue that would be de-
rived from the additional number of
good citizens. An enlightened and
healthy citizenship is a better asset
than ignorant and filthy slaves.
Camp schools are cheaper than sol-
dicrs, Paupers, drunkards and crim-
inals.’’

Though only three years in exist-
ence, Mr. Fitzpatrick reports that
the Association had last winter thir-
ly reading camps in operation.

Believing that literature is just as
practicable at a camp as pork and
beans, the reading . camp as easily
put up as a sleeping camp, and the
instructor is quite as portable a per-
S0n as a cook, the next experiment

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DICKENS' EDEN SOLD

SCENE 'OF MARTIN CHUZZLEWIT'S
AMERICAN EXPERIENCES.

The Beem Toewns of Marien City, Mo.,

© Where Mark: Twain Get Bis Inspiras
tions fer Calenel Mulberry Sellers’
Metropelis of Napeleon—The Story as
Teld in Martin Chuzzlewit.

The record filed in the county
clerk’s office at Palmyra, Mo., of the
transfer of 4,600 acres of Mississip-
pi bottom land located about six
miles cast of that city to H, C.
Huiscamp of St. Louis for a consid-
eration of $115,867 recalls the
story of the sudden rise and precip-
itous fall of Marion City, with
which the names of two_of the most :
Jamous characters of modern fiction
are associated. These characters are
Martin Chuzzlewit and Colonel Mul-
berry Sellers, the former created by
Charles Dickens and the latter by
Mark Twain.

Marion City was founded by Col-
onel William Muldrow in 1840, bpe-
ing located on the Mississippi river
about midway between Hannibal,
Mo., and Quincy, Ill. Although
widely boomed, after the manner of
many boom cities of that period, as
the coming metropolis of the Missis-
sippi valley, it never got beyond the
paper stage and collapsed just prior
to the visit of the great English
novelist to the United States in
1842,

It will be recalled that Dickens
found that on that occasion many
things about the Republic which of-
fended his Fnglish sense of proprie~
ty. Among them was Marion City.
When he returned ¢o his native land
he proceeded to lampoon the Yan-
kees in a most caustic manner, and
a8 one of the vehicles in which to
turn loose his satire he wrote “Mar-
tin Chuzzlewit.”’

As Dickens tells the story, Martin
Chuzzlewit visited the United States
and went as far west as Missouri,
where he invested his money and
that of Mark Tapley, his servant,
in the hoom town of Eden. 'This
imaginary Eden was in reality Mar-
ion City.” On their way west Mar-
tin and Mark fell in with one Gener-
al Choke, who introduced them to
the agent of the boom town. He
showed them a beautiful map of the
wonderful young town, with its mar-
ket place, public buildings and busy
streets, and they invested, Chuzmle-

wit being assured that there was not

an architect in the city. A couple of
days later they took a boat up the
river to the place. This, according
to Dickens’ story, is what they
found:

As they proceeded further on thele
tracks and came more and more toward
their journey’s end the monotonous degola-
tloa of the sceme Increased to that degree
that for any redeeming feature it present-
ed to thelr eyes they might have entered,
in the body, on the grim domains of glant
despair—a flat pwrass, with failen timber;
a marsh, on whi¢h the good growth of the
earth seemed t® have been wrecked and
cast away.

At last they stopped. At Eden too. The
. waters of the «eluge might have left it
only the week hefore . so choked with
slime and matted growth was the hideous
swamp which Fore that name.

There heing wo depth of water close in
shore, they lanled from the vessePs hoat,
Wwith all their Roods beside them. There
were a few log houses visible among the
dark trees—the hest a cow shed or a rude
stable—but for the wharfs, the market
place, the pubMe bulidiugs—

Here comes an Kdener,” sald Mark,
and come one did.

Buffalo, N.Y., July 8—A special to
The Evening News from New York
says :—The “officials of the United
States Steel Corporation to-day an-
nounced that work will be begun
shortly on the new plant of that com-

pany at Port Colborne, Ont., where a
large tract of land has been acquired
for that purpose, Concessions from
the Dominion Government-have been
secured for the dredging of an im-
mense basin or harbor at the junction
of the Welland Canal and: Lake Erie,
which will be of sufficient size to har-
bor the sea-going vessels of the com-
pany’s fleet.

An option has been secured for one
of the Niagara Falls Power Com-
pany’s four thousand horsepower of
It is proposed to
erect a great industrial city there, and
to manufacture all of the steel pro-
duct that = will be sold in Canada
and throughout the world outside the
United States. The new plant will
not compete with .the American plant
of the company for the United States
trade, which will be served from the
present plants of the company at Car-
negie, Pittsburg and other domestic
points. Threatened tariff legislation
in England and the British posses-
sions throughout the world and the
proposed ship canal from Port Col-
borne to the Atlantic Ocean are said
to be the actuating motives for the

.~ new plant.

SOLDIERS SHOOT RIOTERS.

To Save Sixteen Negro Prisoners at
Evansville.

Evansville, Ind., July 8—Six shot

dead and twenty-five injured, four

fatally, is the outcome of the race riots

that have caused a reign of terror'in
. this city during the past four days.

On Monday the Evansville Com-

’pany of Indiana 'National Guard, as-

' sisted by 200 special deputy Sheriffs,
' sworn in during the day, while guara-

ing the county jail, in which were six-

. teen negro prisoners, poured a deadly

volley of buckshot and bullets into a

" ¢rowd of several thousand people, led

by a hundred armed rioters, who were
pressing them back amid jeers and
threats, accompanied by stones and
missiles, When the smoke cleared
away thirty-one wounded and dead
bodies lay on the pavements. Thereis
a contention as to who fired first, the
soldiers or the rioters. ‘I'hat the
troops were fired on is proved by the
fact that of the fallen four were mem-
bers of the company. Their wounds
were slight, *

Following are the dead and fatally
wounded : e dead—Eli Ward Schift-

'in, painter, top of head blown off;
: Hazel Allman, 15 years old, shot in

breast ; August Jordan, age 19, bullet
wound in breast ; Ed. Ruhl, age 23, lab-
orer, shot through bodé and head and
killed ingtantly ; Fred Kappler, age 15,
shot in the side ; unknown man, middle
aged, shot in the back. Fatally wound-
c! john Barnett, shot through the
right lung ; Calvin Hawkins, shot in
abdomen ﬁnger shot off ;. John, Géil,
shot in ‘tl:le back ; Ernest Walters, shot
in ‘the back. .
At 9 o’clock at night the mob gradu-
ally became more excited, its mani-
festations of uneasiness more frequent,
and at 10 O'clock it ~was seen ,that
nothing could prevent an assault on
the jail. At 10.30 the rioters pressed
slowly forward, and innocent onlook-
ery followed. Slowly they forced the mi-
littamen back toward the jail, until
an alley between Division street and
the stone building was reached. The
leaders, with a bicycle in their front
as a shield to the bayonets of the sol-
iers, stoned the jail entrance. Captain
lum of the National Guard ordered
a charge on the rioters. The crowd
was forced back, the soldiers us-
ing their bayonets and butts. of
guddcnly a rioter fell
Stones and boulders began to fly
through the air. A soldier was struck
with a rock and fell. A rioter was
knocked down with a gun butt and a
shot followed. This started a fusilade

] from the defenders and a scattered fire

from the rioters, Fully 300 shots were
fired. o one knows whe:fired the
first shot. The soldiers claim it was
the rioters, while the rioters make no
claim., The Governor is said to have
instructed the authorities not to
jeopardize the safety of the jail with
half-way measures. The seldiers and
deputies fired into the retreating mob
of men, who ran into Division street
falling, . crying. and praying.  For 1§
minutes the %ring continued then it
ceased. The mob was gone and the
soldiers held the place.
