INEQUALITIES OF LIME MANU-

reveals the fact that it1s the raw matenal
which is at fault. A piece of chalk looks
very much like another piece, even whilst
it may be very different in many ways;
two fragments of crystalline limestones
may also present the same peculianities.
The bulk of the chalk has been subjected
to the unceasing action of carbonated
waters for ages, and in certain localities
(even within very limited areas) much of
the lime has been removed and a kind of
marly residue is all that is left, together,
it may be, with some minute spicules of
flint. Inorder to get the best results in
burning, the propoition of this marly
material to the comparatively unaltered
chalk must be taken into account, for that
is where the mischief mostly lies.

A RUST PRORECTIVE PAINT.

A new German process is based on the
idea that a varnish mixed with cement
does not take up any moisture, an ad-
mixture of water merely causing a hard-
ening of the cement. As an example of
the ~omposition of the plant, the following
is given: 30-40 parts of varnish or a
suntable drying ail, 40 parts cement or 30
parts cement and 10 pawts of Silicic acid
and 20-30 parts of pigment, such as red
lead, lampblack or barium sulphalt,

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CONCRETE WITHOUT CEMENT.

Carpentry and  building  describes a
ind of concrete without cement that is
saidto be in favor with Parisian architects.
Itis composed of eight parts of sand,
gra*.. and pebbles, one part burmt and
powdcred common earth, one part of
pulvenized clinkers and cinders, and
one and one-half parts of unslacked
pydraulic lime. These materials are very
thoroughly nterspersed while dry into a
bomogeneous nuxture, which is then
worked up and well beaten. The result
ofths isa hard and solid mass, which
sels almost immediately, becoming very
strong in a few days. It may be made
still stronger by addition of a small pro-
poition—say one part—of cement. Among
other constructions to which this material
has been applied is named, as an exam-

ple,a house 65 x 45 feet, three stories high,
standing upon a terrace which has a re-
taining wall 200 feet long and 20 feet high,
Every part of this structure was made of
the hard, economical concrete, including
foundations, cellar vaulting, retaining wall,
aod all exterior and interior walls, togeth.
er with the cornices, moldings, string
courses, balustrades and parapets. There
was no bond iron used in the walls, and
no wooden lintels, beams or posts were
requred. It is claimed for this material
that it is not hiable to crack or scale, while
it is extremely cheap, as 1t can be made
almost wholly from material to be found
anywhere,

The quatry of the Toronto & Orillia
Stone Quarry Co., Ltd.,, has recently
changed hands. Mr. Ed. C. Wainwright,
former'y secretary-treasurer of the com.
pany, is now the owner of this fine quarry,
which is situated one mile north of Long-
ford Station. The stone is popularly
known as Longford stone. Mr. Wain-
wright intends devoting his whole atten-
tion to the quarry business, and will
gpcn an office in Toronto at an early

ate.

A good protection for wood against
acids and superheated steam is said to be
obtained by making a mixture of gypsum
with half its weight of pulverized asbestos
into a suff paste with fresh ox blood. The
woad must be coated when quite dry, and
a-second coat 1s applied, this mixed with
alittle boiled oil. When the second
coat is perfectly dry the wood is very care-
fully steamed, to make the varnish set.
The stuffis cheap, innocuous, and quite
free from smell. ~ Used for the insides of
casks it has no effect upon liquids which
may be placed in them.

CAUSES OF DEFECTIVE SIDEWALKS.*
By A. W. Camesenr, C. E.

The advisability of replacing old plank
sidewalks in very many cases with the
more permanent concrete has been fre-
quently urged, and a specification was
included 1n the report of this department
for 189S. Inso doing, however, it has not
been advocated that an inferior quality
of concrete would be preferable to a good
quality of plank walk, the comparison be-
mg, in every case between good quality

of both plank aud concrete.

The first cost of plank walks is about
five cents a square foot. The life may be
extended to about fifteen years, but for the
last ten years repairs will have been many.
Each repair requires that a man be sent
with material so that the patching process
is very expensive in propottion to the first
cost. The result is to about double the
first cost of the work in a term of fifteen
years, making the cost ten cents a square
foot.

Cement concrete walks are being laid
for eleven and twelve cents a square foot,
althouy, b the circun .ances of some cases,
the difficulty of obtaining broken stone,
gravel, or sand, may require a slightly in-
creased outlay. The life is indefinite for
we really do not know how long concrete
work will endure, but we do know con-
crete structures of the Romans, built 2,000
years ago, are still in existence. It isnot
too much to expect that the concrete
walks now bemg laid will do service for
fifty years if laid as they should be. The
costaftera term of fifteen years is very
little more than that of plank walks, so
that their life beyond a term of fificen
yeass is a practical saving to the mumci-
paliy.

The use of concrete is far from being
properly understood by those who have
charge of side-walk construction n some
muniripahties, and the result has been in
many instances, that most unsatisfactory
work has been attained.
