ARTICLE III.

OFFIOERS.

The officers Bhall coasiat of a W.P., W.A., R.S., A.R.S.,
F. S., T.,C., A. C, I. S., and 0. S., all of whom shall

be elected by ballot every three Months, yiz • last regular
meetings in September, December, March and June ; and
installed the first regular meetings in October, January,
April and July.f

ARTICLE IV.

DUTIES OF OtFICERS.

Regular Quarterly Terms Shall commence on the first

of October, January, April and July. Officers elected

by resignation, suspension, expulsion or death, in which
ease the brother who serves the residue of the Term shall
be entitled to the full honors, and he who resigns, or is
suspended or expelled, shall forfeit his claim.

ARTICLE IX.

Sec. l—After a Division has been instituted three

terms, no brother shall be eligible to the office of W. P.,
unless he has served two terms in a subordinate office or
offices, or as Chaplain.

Sec. 2.~No brother shall be eligible to the office of
W. P., W. A. or T., who is under twenty-one years of
a*e, except by dispensation from the Grand Division •

provided, nevertheless, ihat no person «i*.vp t«d «- >-0
office of W. P. by such dispensation shall be elected a

ARTICLE X.

VIOLATING ARTICLE II.

^^ec. 1.-It shall be the duty of every member who has
evidence that another has violated Article 2d. to specify
the offence to the Division, within three weeks after coi,;
ing into possession of such evidence.

Sec. 2.-The charge for violation of Article 2, shall be
presented in writing, duly signed, when it shall be re-
fcrred to a committee of five members, who shall as soon
as practicable, summon the parties and investigate the
matter.

Sec. 3.-The committee shall organize by appointing
a chairman and secretary. The secretary shall make a
correct record of the proceeding, with such testimony asmay be pftsented, which record shall be produced to the
Division on the call of any member, after the committee
have reported.

Sec. 4.-If the committee agree that the charge is sus-
tained, they shall report the fact to the Division, by reso-
lution, with a second resolution to the effect that the
menr.ber be reinstated, if they think proper, which report
and resolution shall lie upon tht table at least one week,
and the offending member shall be notified of the char-
acter of the resolutions by the R.S. and requested to be
present at the time appointed for eonBiHf.rin«r <h« o°«.~
With a view of giving an opportunity to make a defence.
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SJec. 5.—If the committee agree that the charge is not
sustained, they shall report a resolution to that effect,
'and if the resolution be adopted, the charge shall be dis-
missed.

Sec. 6.—When the committee report the charge sus-
tained, and a majoHt/ o/ the members present at a regular
meeting ballot in favor thereof, the offending member'shall
forfeit membership, and the W. P. shaJl direct the name
to be erased from the Constitution. If a majority of the
Division vote in opposition to the resolution, all further
proceedings shall be stayed, subject to appeal.

Sec. 7.—If two-thirds ot those voting are in favor bf
reinstating a member who has been found gdilty of vici-

lating -article 2nd., such member shall be restored to
membership by re-signing the Constitution. The power
to re-instate shall not however, extend over the term of
one month from the time of receipt of notice by the of-
fending member that the charge has been proved. But
if a member neglect to come forward to sign the Consti.
tution for one month after receiving notice of re-instate"
ment, or if a member is not re-instated, the W.P. shall
declare such member expelled. ^

Sec. 8.—-The forfeiture of membership under this ai*-

ticle shall involve the forfeiture of all honors possessed
by the member when the name was erased from the Con-
•stitution.

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ARTICLE I.

MEETINGS.
Sec. 1.—This Division shall meet weekly on Friday

evenings, from the 1st ofApril to the Ist ofNovember, and
on Tuesday evenings trom the 1st of Nov. to the 1st of
April, to transact general busiP«»«B and diffuse the princi-
ples of temperance and benevolence. The Division shall
be opened at 7 o'clock, P.M., precisely, in summer ; and
6 in the winter. In the absence of the W. P. and W. A.
the senior P.W.P. present shall take the chair. The
Division shall be closed at 9 o'clock, or sooner, if so
desired by a two third-vote, but not protracted later
than ten, unless by a unanimous vote.

Sec. 2.—Seven members shall constitute a quorum for
the transaction of business.

Sec. 3.~No brother shall be permitted to enter the
Division unless clothed in regalia.

Sec. 4.—Special meetings shall be called when appli-
cation is made in writing by five members of the Division
but no appropriation of money stall be made at any such
meeting.

Sec. 3.—It shall be the duty of the W.P. to enforce
thp penalties of the Constitution and By-Laws upon any
member who renders himself liable to such penalties, un-
less excused by a two-third vote of the Division.

Sec. 4—It shall be the duty of the R. S. to record in
the Black Book the names and residence of all persons
rejected, suspended or expelled, with the dates and causes
of tlie said rej»?ction, suspension or expulsion, and also
the names of parties reported as rejected, suspended or
expelled from other Divisions.

Sec. 5—Upon the election of any person or persons as
members of this Division, the R. S. shall forthwith give
written notice thereof to the individual so elected and
such election shall stand good for four weeks only, un-
less he be unavoidably absent.

Sec. 6.—At the last regular meeting in each quarter
the F. S. shall balance bis book and make out a true
