And on the following Sunday the 
fact of the great change which had occurred, and 
which it was difficult to realize, was brought home to 
our minds In the prayers for King Edward, instead of 
those to which we had all our lives lieen so accus­
tomed that the alteration was almost startling. The 
choir had lieen draped, but in deference to the opinions 
of those who consider mourning inappropriate in 
churches, the di-plav was confined w ithin small limits.
