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—We, learn from Cape Town, S.A., that the first through 
train for Victoria Falls, over tlie Caipe-to-Cairo Railroad, 
left Cape Town on the 22nd ult., amidst enthusiastic de­
monstrations. Victoria Falls is on the Zambesi River, and 
is about one thousand mites 'north of Cape Town. The 
Cape-to-Cairo Railroad was planned by the late Cecil 
Rhodes.

—The United States Fermi Company, Limited, Toronto, 
have assigned to .Mr. E. T. Light bourne, of Ea.-:tmuir and 
Lightl bourne. A meeting of the creditors will ibe held, 
when a statement will be presented. The works of the 
company are located at Buffalo, but the head office Is in To­
ronto . The counnKuny have been operating under an Onta­
rio charter.

—A seizure at Rouse's Point by United States Customs 
Secret Service men i-i attracting attention açnong jewellers 
""ho ship goods across the border. A St. John's, Que., 
firm sent about ten thousand dollars' worth o’f watches to 
the United States, and when they reached Rouse’s Point 
they were Be.zed, It is said thlat the lot will be confiscated, 
even though an offer be made to pay the forty per cent, 
duty.

General Manager H. W. Gayis of the New York & Ottawa 
Railway, states that the experts, who were engaged to make 
a report as to changing the road1 from Ottawa to Tapper 
Lake, New York, from steam to electricity, estimate the 
cost at nearly a million: dollars. The work and repair 
shoi>s of the New York & Ottawa, which are located at Santa 
Clara, New York, will be removed to Ottawa, the removal 
starting alout the end of,July.

—The British pa-sessions in Wesit Africa cover 500,000 
square mates, containing 20,000,000 negroes, and easily ca­
pable of producing a yearly cotton, crop of 10,000,000 bales. 
The specimens of cotton raised in Sierra Leone are splendid 
an quality ; this colony will become a great cotton supply 
market. For Gambia and the Gold Coast prospects are also

promicing. The conditions for cotton cultivation are good in 
Uganda and British East Africa.

—The White Star Steamship Company's new ship Baltic, 
which was launched at Belfast last November, started on 
her maiden trip to New Y’ork on the 23rd ult. The Baltic is 
the largest vessel in the world. She measures on the wa­
ter line 725 feet, 9 inches, has a 75-foct beaan, a depth of 
49 feet, and will be able (to carry 28,090 tons of cargo. There 
is accommodation on iboa.rd for three thousand passengers, 
besides the crew of three hundred and fifty.

—At the recent annual general meeting of the Quebec 
Clearing House Association, Mr. J. W. Johnston, Manager 
of the Quebec Bank, was elected president; Mr. F. N. 
Smith, manager of the Union Bank, vice-president, and Mr. 
A. B. Vanfol-en, manager of the People’s Bank of Halifax, 
was re-elected secretary -treasurer. The total clearing for 
the year to May, 1904, were $79,677,490, as again-t $76,505,- 
587 for the year previous, showing an increase of $3,171,903,

—Butte, Mont., advices of Friday last state that an in­
termittent snowstorm has been raging in that city. The 
mountains are covered, though in the valleys the snow is 
melting almost as fast as it falls. The temperature rang­
ed during the night between 30 and 40 degrees above zero, 
While the storm, says the report, appeal's to be general 
throughout the State, it is not thought the stock interests 
avail suffer, though same damage may result to the crops 
and early fruit.

—The Middlesex and Elgin, Ont., association of retail 
druggists, at their annual meeting, elected the following 
offioemsi:—Honorary president, J. F. Roberts, Park Hill;

—'J'lu- Ontario, Department of Publie Works lias received 
fur approval the plans of the Belleville <1 Point Ann Rail­
way, ami of i lie extension o#f the Bruce Mines & AlgoiHa 
Railw.iA t i .la ks Island on the shores of Lake Huron. A 
charter for the former road was granted to the Belleville 
Portland Cement Comp,guy ,in 191)3. It will be a steam road, 
running from a point, on the G. T. K., in the town-ship of 
Thnrlovv, Hastings County, to t-he eonipa<ny’s works on the 
shore of the Bay of Quinte.

—Judgment for thirty-two cents was secured at Toronto 
some days ago in West hr. ok vs. Wei-tbrook, an action by 
Mrs. Catharine Westbrook against her stepson, Abram 
Westbrook,. for money due an annuity under the will of the 
plaintiffs late husbaind, Mordecai Westbrook. The defend­
ant paid the $100 annuity due, exveipt 32 cents, after the 
wri-t was is ued, but kept back the 32 cents to pay for a 
]lOsit o 11 i( e -order and1 for postage, and the action was brought 
to recover it. His Lordship Justice Meredith gave judg­
ment for the plaitn tf for 32 cents and $2 costs.

—dir. A. M. Chi-holm beaded a deputation from iKn-gs- 
ton recently, says an Ottawa letter, comprising Messrs. E. 
J. B. Pense, M.P.P., James Redden, R. F. Elliott, Joseph 
Bowden, ain-J Charles Britton, who waited upon Hon. Mr. 
Emmerson, with reference to extending the Rideau Canal 
from a. point near Bedford to Long Lake, through valuable 
mineral land®. Unless this branch is cut, theiæ valuable 
deposits, where millions of dollars, worth oif minerais are 
lying idle, cannot be worked. It is promised that within 
one year of the completion of such a canal 1,000 miners will 
be actively at work and that a large amount of capital will 
be invested.

—The succe-is which has attended the establishment of 
bait frvezetrs for the benefit of the shore fishermen in the 
Maritime Provinces has led to an extension of the scheme 
wihereby larger plants will be built to maintain the bait 
supply for fishermen who ply their calling along the Grand1 
Banks. The idea originated with Dr. Kendall, member for 
Cape Breton. The first of the largest freezers will be built 
at the Straits of Cani-io, and others will follow at Grand 
Mana-n and the Bay of Fundy, and ait the Magdalen Islands. 
The Government -is making arrangements to -provide cold 
storage fmoi/lities for the carriage Of fish to the Canadian 
and American markets.

—The creditors of Fraser, Johnson & Co., wholesale sad­
dlery and1 harness dealers, Haimiltbai, confirmed the appoint­
ment of Mr. F. H. Lamb as assignee. Me-sirs’. J. C. Not- 
man of St. Catharines, A. B. Patterson and John G. Gauld 
were ajipointed in»j>e</t<xr8. The liabilities were placed at 
$11,290.71, ami assets about $9,000. According to the state­
ment. the stock is valued at $7.427.72, but -there is1 a bill of 
sale to iSytkes and Altai ey, creditors, for $3,000. The ac­
counts, amounting to $1,752.89, collectable, and $4,725.14, 
con side led bad, were assigned (to the Merchants’ Bank some 
time ago. The preferred claims are $10,358, Merchants’, 
Bank, and $483.11, rent and wages.

—Montreal and Toronto capitalists have, it is stated, com- 
bned in the biggest project ever undertaken by Canadians 
outside of their own country : the purchase and ope rati n of 
all the lighting, power and tramway companies of the City 
of Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. For this purpose the Rio de 
Janeiro Tramway, Light and Power Company is being form­
ed with a capital of $50.000,000. Among the capitalists in­
terested in -the project are:—Sir William Van Horne, Hon. 
Geo. A. Cox, Wm. Mackenzie, E. R. Wood, Frederic Nich­
olls, F. S. Pearson and others. The company will seek a 
Dominion charter. Of the captai stock, $25,000,000 will be 
issued now. The company will furnish all the electricity 
consumed in Rio de Janeiro.

—Recent advices from London state th^t Sir Daniel Morris 
of -the West Indies', lecturing at a largely attended meeting 
oif the West Indies Committees, said ai factor of great im­
portance regarding the future of the sugar industry was the 
removal of continental bounties'. The sugar industry was 
in the be-st position it -had occupied for 25 years. Sir H. 
Lubbock, the chairman, referring to -the movement for re­
ciprocity lietween Canada and the West Indies, remarked 
that so long as Jamaica was so largely dependent upon the 
United States market for the -disposal of its fruit, the ques­
tion must ibe approached very carefully. Within a year or 
two the way might be clear for an arrangement with Can­
ada.

—The by-law granting $-20,Odd in aid of the Niagara, 
Queen-t'li, a.id St. Catharines Electric Railway was voted 
on recently by the quaified ratepayers, and carried by a 
majority of 577. The company, which is incorporated un­
der an Act of the Dom'nl'on Parliament, will begin con­
struct ion early in the Fall. The line extends from St. 
Catharines through the fruit districts of the Towmships of 
Grantham and Niagara, to Xiagara-on-the-Lake, thense along 
the bank of the Niagara River to Queenston^ and from there 
to St. Catharines, forming a belt lime of thirty miles. 
Amour those interested in the railway Who have been there 
for some days are R. S. D. Hartriek, of Pittsburg, and J. 
N. MoKendry, W. B. Rogers, and Herbert L. Dunn, of To­
ronto.

—‘Winnipeg a [viced of recent date state that President 
Mackenzie of tjie Canadian orthero, returned1 from a trip 
of inspection over the line as far as Kaimsack, the present 
terminus. He was well pleased with the progress of con­
struction west of Kamsack, and gave renewed orders to 
rush the work in order that the line be completed to Ed­
monton this year. Mr. Mackenzie was moire surprised 
with the new country which the roald is opening up, .than he 
was in his previous trip eartier dm the season, and he an­
ticipates great agrtculturail development throughout t'he 
territory. There has been considerable settlement in ad­
vance of railway construction but the influx of settlers will 
be greater now that, transportation facilities are available.

—Windsor, On*., advices state that the United States 
Government awarded a $1,000,000 contract to Messrs. Dun­
bar and Sullivan, dredging contractors at Amberetburg. 
They will widen and deepen the channel over the Amherst- 
burg beach, and out into Lake Erie, as for as Bar Point. 
The amount, of the contract figures $400,000, end in addi­

tion there is a separate <omtract for $000,000, making a mil­
lion doll 1rs' vvu.th of work i.onv under contract to tihe one 
concern at the mouth of the Detroit River. It is estimat­
ed that at least three years will lie requited to complete 
the work. It is the intention to .provide a dear channel 
with a depth of twenty-one feet, for a minimum width of 
three hundred feet, and for a ]iossible maximum width of 
e ght hundred' feet from the south end of the Lime Kiln 
Crossing to deep water. In Lake Erie tihe length of the 
channel covered by this work is about nine mile, .

—It is announced that Montreal is to tone a new marine 
visitor in the Whit* Star Line steamer Germanic, which 
Will take the place of the Dominion Line ‘-'Learner Vancou­
ver, dne to.sa.il from Liverpool for Montreal on July 21. 
The Vancouver will! thus only make one more trip to Mont­
real before retiring from the St. Lawrence route. The 
Germanic was formerly in the New York -Liverpool ser­
vice. Recently rihe made a couple of tri]» lietween South­
ampton and New York. The new steamer will be a nacqui- 
sition to the Donilnon Line. She is capable of steaming 
17 knots an hour, and ihus provision for 250 |wissengers, be­
sides her steerage. She will follow the exapnple of the 
Yameouve, in that all her jiassenger accommodation will be1 
let at second cabin rates.

—An interesting demonstration of the rapid unloading of 
ore was given some days ago at the docks of the Lacka­
wanna Steel Company at West Seneca, Buffalo. The de­
monstration, which will prove of much interest to steel men 
egid engineers, consisted of putting into practical operation 
the Immense ore unloading plant of the Lackawanna Steel 
Company. The i-feamship A. B. Woilvi-n, with a cargo of 
11,000 tons of iron ore, was unloaded in ,the record time of 
eleven hours by three of the machines known as the “Hu- 
lett automatic ore unloeders,” each ef which takes out ten 
tons at a single trip. The Operation is similar to that of 
a forge scoop or steam Shovel. The operator having at his 
hand the controlling levers, accompanied the scoop or 
bucket, riding in ap enclosed cage on top of the same, and 
descending into the ship’s hold and then back to the storage 
pile. The machinée are operated iby electricity. Similar 
unloading apparatus has been installed by the same com­
pany at the Oonneaut docks of the United State# Steel Cor­
poration. These machines, however, are Operated by hy- 
dreptilc power.

PEC l" LI Alt BANKING CASES.

A peculiar cast which came before the courte lately is 
exercising the ingenuity of members of the Bar. The 
owner of a name forged to a promissory note discounted 
by bank, was held responsible for the amount thereof on 
the ground that; though notified of the existence of the 
note, he had taken no -trouble to reply, feeling himself 
secure because the signature Was not his. The full par­
ticulars are not yet to hand, but these remarks may 
serve as introductory to a somewhat involved ease re­
cently decided by the English courts, the particulars of 
which are given in the Economist of London. This 
arose out of a claim for damages for conversion and for 
money had and received, the plaintiffs being the Akro- 
kerri Mines vs. the Economic Bank and one Nobbs. The 
plaintiff companies carried on business at one address, 
and the defendant Nobbs was a clerk in the companies’ 
employ. Nobbs, by fraud, induced the plaintiffs to 
sign cheques drawn on the plaintiffs’ bank, payable to 
the order of certain persons with whom the plaintiffs had 
been in the habiltl of dealing. The cheques were- given 
to Nobbs to forward. Nobbs, however, stole the cheques, 
forged the endorsements, and opened an account in the 
name of Evans with the defendant tank. Info this 
account Nobta paid from time to time the stolen 
cheques. By the memorandum of association, -the bank 
were “not to engage in any discount operations, or make 
loans, or permit any overdrafts,’’ and it was brought to 
Nobbs1 notice at the time of opening his account, in the 
-name of Evans that the tank would not discount bills, 
and that cheques would not be paid against until cleared. 
When a cheque was paid in, if. and a paying-in slip were 
handed to the counter clerk, who entered the amount- 
in his book. The cheque, and slip were then passed 
on to the waste-book clerk, who entered it into the wast'e- 
book, placing the cheque in a box, and passing the slip 
to the ledger clerk, who entered the amount in the 
ledger to Evans’ account. The defendant tank crossed 
the cheque specially to “Williams, Deacon, and Co.,” and 
impressed on the cheque beneath the crossing, "Account 
Economic Bank.” The cheques were forwarded at va­
rious times during the day to Williams. Deacon and Co., 
for clearance, If the cheques were dishonoured, the de­
fendant tank was told at 9 a.m. on- the following mora-
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ing, and, if no communication was madv, the defendant 
bank assumed that tlicv had been honoured, and credited 
the animii.it in Nobb.s' (Evans') ]iass-book, under date, 
however, of the paying in of the cheque. The Economic 
Bank had a current account with Williams, Deacon, and 
Co., which was in credit, and a loan account, which was 
in debit. As regards tiie latter, Williams. Deacon, and 
Co. h Id sutlici lit securities of the Economic Bank 
which had boon specifically deposited for the purpose. 
Sometimes the debit to the loan account was greater 
than the credit to tile current account.

\obb- was convicted, and sentenced. Mr. Justice 
Bigliam held that the entries in the bank's ledgers did 
not make the bank holders for valu?. The defendant 
bank, in forwarding the cheques to Williams, Deacon, 
and t'o.. and so obtaining the money, were acting as 
mere ."gents to collect, and were receiving the payment 
for their customers within the meaning of the Bills of 
Exchange Act. lit was also held thalt the defendant 
bank were not liable in trover. In sending the cheques 
to Williams. Deacon, and Co., tlit- cheques were not sub­
ject to a lien in the hands of the bank by reason of the 
existence of th- loan account.

Section 77. Sub-Section 3, of the British Bills of Ex­
change Ad. 1882, provides thair, where a cheque is 
crossed generally, the hold t may cross it specially. Hold­
er in thi- section does not necessarily mean a holder for 
value, but: includes an agent for collection, and, there­
for-. the defendant bank could specially cro.-s the cheque 
already crossed generally. The words “Account Econ­
omic Bank" were not an addition to the crossing. Sec­
tion S-> of the British Act of 1885 protected the defend­
ant bank. By that section, it is not enough that the 
Link have, in good faith and without negligence, receiv­
ed payment of a crossed cheque for a customer: it is also 
necessary that they shall have done no act outside .-noli 
payment which involves them in liability for the con­
version of the cheque. “The banker shall not incur 
any liability to the true owner of the cheque, by reason 
only of having received such payment.”

In the present case the Economic Bank had done va­
rious acts which, it was contended, were outside the or­
dinary course of collecting the cheques, and which ex­
cluded them from relying on the statute. They did not 
collect -the cheques directly, but through the medium of 
another bank; and, for the purpose of collection, they 
crossed the cheques specially to that bank. More­
over, it was urged that tihe course of dealing between 
the 'two banks- might give the collecting hank a lien on 
the cheques, so that the process was not one of mere col- 
ledtiion. The Judge, however, put these objections aside 
as insufficient. Any such lien could not prevail over 
the known claims of the customers of the Economic 
Bank to receive the proceeds of the cheques, and the 
special crossing was simply an act done as a preliminary 
to collection, and in accordance with the judgment of 
Lord McNaghten in the case of “Capital and Counties 
Bank vs. Gordon” (11)03, A.C., 240), was covered by the 
statute. In this latter ease it was decided that hankers 
are entitled 'to the protection given hy Sfectioni 82 of the 
Bills of Exchange A et, 1882, only in cases where 
they receive payment of a crossed cheque as agents for 
collection for a customer. They are not entitled to that 
protection where they receive the cheque under such cir- 
cumdtlainees as to constitute them holders of it on their 
own account.

Therefore, where bankers credit, a customer with the 
amounts of cheques as soon as they are paid into this 
account, and allow him to draw against the amounts so 
credited In-fore the cheques are cleared, they are not en- 
'tit-h-d to the protection given by Section 82. This sec­
tion only applies to cheques which are crossed before 
they come into the banker's possession, and the bankers 
cannot, by afterwards crossing the elu-que themselves, 
bedome entitled to the protection given by the section. 
This construction of the Bills of Excliantg Act will be 
'changed when the Lord Chancellor's Bills of Exchange 
Bill now before Parliament has become law. Mr. Jus­
tice Bigliam, however, distinguished the Akrokerri 
Mines case from the Gordon case. In the former case, 
the customer was told specifically when he nptned his 
account that he would not be allowed to draw against 
cheques until clearance, and, although cinques paid in 
were credited at. once to the customer in the hooks of 
the bank, they were not credited in the customer's pa-s- 
bnok till the following lav, when! it was known whether 
they had been hrmioure-d. They were then, however, en­
tered in the pass-book as of tilie preceding day.

SALESMEN AND SALESWOMEN.

A merchant in a large r el tail way, who gave much of 
his personal attention to bueinesss, was accustomed to 
make it his duty to watch the new clerks that he engag­
ed in order to ascertain how they waited upon customers. 
On a certain occasion, seeing-an old customer of the 
house depart without making a purchase, he asked of the 
salesman whether the fair shopper had bought anything. 
—“No, sir,” replied lie, “we haven't the exact kind of silk 
she wants.”—“I wanlt you to understand," replied the 
merchant, “that I did not hire you to sell people merely 
what they want, but what they dont want,; any fool can 
sell a person what he or she w&nJts: it takes a fellow of 
some -ability to sell people what they do not want.”— 
The lesson, was not lost upon the listener; he eventually 
became a merchant on his owni account, and a successful 
one ait that.

How often it, is that purchasers meet with indifferent 
salesmen. One exhibits the contents of the shelves with 
cheerful alacrity, beginning with some fresh cheap arti­
cle and gradually by a skilful arrangement of colours or 
patterns leads the customer tio open his purse much 
wider than he or she at first intended. -Another clerk at 
a neighbouring counter appears wither indifferent whe­
ther a sale is made or moit.—“There you are, sir,” (or 
miss), “these are just the goods you ought to have."— 
“But haven’t you some of those new patterns I saw ad­
vertised yesterday?”—“I’m afraid, missi” (or sir) “Ithey 
are all gone.”—“Well, I don't think I'll buy anything to­
day; these are not exactly what; I want.”—“Please your­
self,sir,”—and off goes the lukewarm visitor. A few 
days later the same customer calls again, and meeting a 
diligent clerk or perhatps fihe head of the establishment— 
our friend who took the lesson described above—asks for 
the advertised goods again. “Here, WilVam, show the 
lady those goods—there in thalt upper shelf,”—and the 
goods that the lady had asked for on her former visit are 
exhibited—and sold. Of a verity, the master's eye makes 
the horse thrive. Some voirog salesmen and sales­
women may occasionally console themselves with the re­
flection voiced by the late Lord Beaconsfield—if their
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literary tastes tend that way—the words which he puts 
in the mouth of the Princess of Tivoli in Lothair—that 
“the blunders of youth are preferable to the triumphs of 
manhood or the successes of old age.”

We need make no apology for introducing these re­
marks litre; they are a portion of the common-sense out­
fit of evervone who has the audition to succeed in the 
race.—if nor first at lim goal, then a good second or 
third, or “even with honours.” The successful commer­
cial tiavvller has all of them at his fingers" ends. It is 
hi- duiv to make himself so. agreeable that he may lay 
the foundation of greater success an another occasion. 
He is. while one of The most independent and manly of 
mon, slow to take, offence, preferring the :ntere-ts of the 
house lie repre-eitt- to any satisfaction he might gain by 
a free expression of his opinion once in a while—giving 
some crustv character “a piece of his mind."—for he 
knows that the men who attain success in buxines- "get 
filtre" by various paths or by inheritance, and that as 
he cannot change men's ways, he must e'en take them as 
thev are. and make the be-'t of them—good-humouredly.

The voting man who occupies a position of assistant, 
howsoever humble, ini a successful establishment, 
should -o conduct him-vlf that 1rs employer may feel as­
sured that whether he be far or near the best service pos­
sible will always be rendered him. The clerk or assist­
ant. in anv capacity who is ever studying how much ser­
vice he should render for his wages or salary will seldom 
or never -ucceed in b'fe. He or she «who is the right 
one for the place will rather perform extra work than 
seek to submit it to the measurement, of. the clock or the 
capacity for performance.

THE TRADERS' BANK OF CANADA.

The Traders' Bank has found it necessary to increase 
it's capital several times in recent years owing to the op­
portunities offered of acquiring a large volume of good 
business. Since 1899, the paid-up capital has increased 
from $700,000 to $2,000.000. This increase has been 
coincident with an increase in. deposits which are a fair 
test of public confidence. The expansion of the Trad­
ers' Bank is shown by following table:

Mr. H. S. Strathy is evidently having some return for 
his long years of hard work and the anxietty inseparable 
from the work of establishing a mew bank in the face of 

I severe competition.
Last .year the net profits were $238,422 which on the 

I average capital of the year works out as 12.til fier cent.
The activity of the bank’s business is evidenced by the 

I circulation at end of May having been almost up to the 
limit, so that, when the time of expansion comes ini the. 
Fall, flie need of more capital wild be felt to enable the 

I circulation to expand.
The amount, of profits, $238,422, was supplemented 

by $14,974 brought forward from previous year and 
$150.000 premium on new stock, the total being $403,- 
397. This provided $130.917 for two half-yearly divi­
dends of 3J per cent, each, enabled $250,000 to lie add­

ed to the reserve fund, and left $22,078 to be carried 
forward to next year.

The authorized capital was ^y-aised by a by-law to 
$3,000,000, to enable the Traders' Bank to extend its 
operations outside Ontario. The General Manager, Mr. 
H. 8. Strathy. is entitled to congratulations upon, hav­
ing brought this institution up to its present standing in 
extent of business and popularity.

BRITISH FOREIGN TRADE.

Statistics regarding the trade of Great Britain are 
productive of greater interest than were a policy of pro­
tection, such as adopted by other countries, in force. 
Ever since the talk about the decline of British trade 
was stirred up by Chamberlain's fiscal proposals the 
monthly reports of the Board of Trade on the foreign 
commerce of the United Kingdom have shown a steady 
advance, not. large, but apparently firm.

The statistics for the month of May show an increase 
in the total trade over that of the same month of last 
year amounting to over $13,000,000. To be sure, most 
of this was in imports, but it has not for a long time 
been regarded as a disadvantage in England to import 
more than ,is exported, or no increase trade on the im­
port side. It is evidence that the country is paying 
for much that it gets by services to the trade of other 
countries, instead of by the direct product of domestic 
labour. Its shipping, its banking and insurance, in 
short, its capital employed outside of the limits of the 
kingdom, is earning a large part of the import- brought 
into it for the use of its people. This is a gain, not a 
loss.

The statistics for May .show that, the increase in im­
ports is made up to a small extent of articles of food, 
but, chiefly of materials for manufacture, and to only a 
slight dtgree of articles in, an advanced stage of manufac­
ture. In some of these there was a decrease. In the 
exports there was a very small increase. There, was a 
decrease of about $1,200,000 in the export of materials 
of manufacture, which was offset, by an increase in the 
export of manufactured articles, especially those of ai 
finer kind. While there was a falling off in the cruder 
forms of iron and steel there was a substantial advance 
in machinery, cutlery, implements and instruments. The 
general tendency is simply a maintenance of the condi­
tions in British trade that have prevailed for a long Erne, 
liberal imports of food and raw materials, and exports 
made up chiefly of manufactures, with a heavy balance 
paid for in what are sometimes called “invisible ex­
ports,” the produdti of British enterprise, capital and 
business ability employed outside of the country.

Imports for the month of May, as compiled by the 
Economist, were valued at $223,900,090, as compared 
with $209,575,530 in the same month last year, the in­
crease of $14,324,960 being equal to 6.8 per cenfi This 
increase was largely due to the breakdown three months 
ago of the American cotton “comer,” which has allowed 
of freer shipments of raw cotton from the United States 
to Liverpool. The receipts for the month reached 
773,725 cwts., valued at $13,838,660, as compared with 
542,583 cwts.. valued at $6,855,455, in May, 1903. The 
increase of 231.142 cwts in quantity was equal to 42.6 
per cent., and that of $6.983,205 in value to 101.9 per

■■Égggl
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cent. There were fairly large increases in foodstuffs, 
and oil seeds, chemicals and leather, the only substantial 
decrease for the month being in the value of wool.

For the five months of the current year the value of 
imports is returned at $1,143,875,535, as compared with 
$1,1196,300,635 ini the period from January to May, 
1903, the increase of $47,572,900 being equal to 4.3 per 
eenit. In this period there was an increase of $28,399,- 
005 in the value of foodstuffs, and of that amount $15,- 
233,975 was in grain and flour. Wheat showed increases 
of 4,805,534 cwtis. and $9,980,880 ini quantity and value 
respectively. The feature in this section is the shlfFing 
of the source of supply of breadstuff's from the United 
States to Argentina, India and Russia. There was an 
increase of over $5,000,000 in the value of sugar, and 
though it occurred mainly in the imports from Germany, 
there were appreciable increases in the shipments from 
Java, Peru, and the British West Indies. The increase 
in cotton for the live months amounted to $10,463,710, 
and while there was a falling off of $3,265,485 in the 
value of imports of wool, “other textile” materials show­
ed an increase of $6,955,200, and there was an excep­
tional growth of the trade in oils, imports of which were 
$5,172,050 in excess of the total for the corresponding 
period last year. The increase occurred mainly in pe­
troleum.

In the section comprising articles wholly or mainly 
manufactured, the chief features were increases in 
metal- other than iron and steel—copper, lend, and tin— 
and declines in Itlv value of cutlery and hardware and 
cotton manufactures.

The exports for the month of May w re valued at 
$121,650,445, as compared with $121,635,130 for the 
same month of last year, the small increase of $25,315 
giving only a fractional percentage. For the five months 
the value of British products shipped abroad is returned 
at $600,234,485, a- compared with $601,253,325 in the 
corresponding period of 1903, the decrease of $1,018,840 
bring equal to 0.2 per cent. Thus, for both the month 
and the live months the figures are so nearly equal as 
to call for but little comment. Of course, there are dif­
ferences in individual items, huit even these are not of 
very great importance. One of the features of the 
month's return was a falling off in the value of exports 
of cool, and for the five months, although a rather larger 
quant ity was shipped, the value was slightly smaller than 
last year. Iron- and steel showed some falling off in the 
month of May, chiefly owing to smaller shipment of rails 
to South Africa and Australia. There was, however, 
an increase in the value of machinery, and in the value 
of new shi|>s, the la'tt'er bringing up the total of the item 
for the five months to slightly above last vear's figure.

Exports of cotton goods showed an increase in value 
both for the month and the five months, this being due 
to the higher prices, as the quantities shipped were in 
both (uses smaller than last year. An increase in wool­
len goods for the five months was due to larger ship­
ments, the increased quantifies going mainly to ITel- 
gium, France, Australia, and Canada. These gains were 
offset by declines in the value of telegraph" cables and 
apparatus, d'uie to the cessation of the cable-laving oper­
ations that were completed last year, and ini apparel, this 
latter decline occurring on account of the restricted de­
mand for South Africa.

THE ONTARIO BANK.

The Ontario Bank, since it came under the manage­
ment of Air. C. AIcGill, has been steadily advancing in 
extent of business and in strength. The Report re­
gards the business having improved without new 
branches being opened as exceedingly satisfactory. It 
is certainly better for the branches already established 
to enlarge their business, when it is judiciously select­
ed, than to have all the expenses of opening new 
brandies which contribute little or nothing to the net 
profits. That mot a few branch banks have been opened 
in the last few years that have not yielded any net pro­
fit is well known. As a collecting agency for depositls a 
branch may pay, but now there arc so many places where 
branch 's are open for this purpose the local profits have 
been cut down to very unsatisfactory amounts, indeed, 
the office in many cases just pays tin running expenses. 
Of course, when a locality promises to become a populous 
and thriving centre of trade, it is desirable for a bank 
to get a foothold early and the sacrifice caused by a few 
years of non-remunerative business may lie- fully com­
pensated when the local trade so expands as to bring 
good profits.

The net profits of th • Omari Bank list year were 
$176 255, which equals 11.75 per cent, oni the paid-up 
capital. The amount brought from previous year was 
$73.606, which, added to the profils, mad- a total of 
$249,862. From this $90.000 was paid in two half- 
yearl v dividends of 3 per cent., $100,000 was added to 
reserve fund, $5,000 reserved for Officers' Pension. Fond, 
the balance of $54,862 being carried forward to next 
year. This is one of the best statements ini the record 
of It lie Ontario Bank. The deposits amount to $10.582,- 
397, an increase since last report of $1.089.735. The 
discount's and current loans were $10.950.226. The ex­
cellent. position Vhich has been acquired by the Ontario 
Bank is very gratifying to the public generally.

DAIRY PRODUCE.

A pnvafe London circular, date 17th ult., treating of the 
dairy produce sti nation, gays: Butter.—The temperature 
t-liis week has become more nominal and climatic conditions 
generally are more gen,1 ail and summerlike. The market for 
Australian and .New Zealand butters is steadily quieting 
down and only l aine y brands are sought after. Arrivals 
f<ir the week have been 'heavy for the time of year, consist­
ing of 24,240 boxes of Australian arid 17,110 of New Zea­
land. Prices of choicest salt- New Zealand range from 80s 
88s per cwt., and for Australian 84s to Sirs, wi-tli an occa­
sions 88s for an extra Choice parcel.

In Canadian there is not yet much enquiry although ar­
rivals are larger than last year, yet the total supplies are 
too small at present to greatly interest purchasers. When 
lull glass fresh made Canadian butter arrives -in larger 
quantities more interest wil be shown by -buyers. •

The Copenhagen Official Quotation- was yesterday raised 
front 77 to 81 kroner. This rise is dde to the large con­
sumption caused iby the low prices prevailing during -the lust 
seven weeks. Even with the present advance of 4s 6d per 
cwt., spot- values are still 4s below the corresponding week 
tart year.

There is a spirit of timidity among buyers of Canadian 
cheese even at the present low prices, which ought to in­
duce confidence, but the old adage, ‘'once bit twice shy,” is 
Influencing the minds of most purchasers on this side. 
Prices for Canadian new cheese di- 40s to 41s per cwt and for 
old 43s to 46s. New Zealand, with a fair demand, -is bring­
ing 42s to 43s per cwt. One year ago Canadian cheese was 
quoted at 54s to 55s for choicest and finest at 53s.

A wren,, issue of the Life I. sut ant-re Independent tnsjkes 
referente to the condemnation by eighteen States of the 
‘'-special centrant" scheme, which, s.tys the Free Press, is 
beling offered in XX inripeg, a-nd being taken up by a large 
niutiilter. It is dliffieu.lt, it adds, to get hold of the exact 
terms of the proposed contract. Several who have already 
signed notes tor the first year’s premiums have a very hazy 
idea of -the nature of the undertaking they have entered 
into. The scheme so tar as i an be gleaned is about as fol-

$10,-000, why, half filial amount will lie written, w Hi alll the 
■priv leges of tile larger amt tint. The rate asked for such 
policies is about 7or 10 per cert. higher than Canadian 
rates. But there is a "s ec al ulviser's contract” given to 
five luolders of the first $3,000,000 writ tien in Canada, which 
provides -that- from t he first yea’s premium a rebate of $1 on 
the premium for each thousand will lie made, and for each 
siilnseqnent year of the company's operations in Canada, $1 
per thousand of nil the business done, in excess of the first 
$3,000,000 written «ill be applied un count-uta-tlou of the 
Pentiums on -tine $3,000.(K*0 of the “-j.e-ial advisers” hold­
ings. The tax, therefore, on- th sc who subsequently in­
sure with the company and are not on the ground floor as 
“-special advisers.” will, t iis held out as a liait, gardually 
diminish tin1 rate o-f the “special adviser,a’’’ premiums. A 
good in-tuny it-ave swal’-owect this liait. The proposition i 
légitimité as sudh, but ( nly the unwary can be caught 
wit'll it.

Speaking of such -a poliry, the aitt-om-ey-general of Penn­
sylvania says: “I have examined the copies of the yearly 
renewal contract, the special -advisers’ onntraiot, and the 
application tor appointment -as special adviser, . . I
ann of opinion that the cont-raetH referred to are in sub­
stantial violation of the above acts, because tliey discrim­
inate in favor -of individuals, between in-surants of the same 
class and equal expectations of life, in the amount or pay­
ment of premium or rates charged! for policies, and special 
favors, benefit--, eons derations and Inducements not spe­
cified in the policy contract of insurance. The inequality 
of the iteifns and conditions of the contracts, so Coupled 
with policies of insurance are quite apparent, and -in my 
judgment are improper under bite lanv.”

THE “YELLOW PERIL.’

People who have had little experience oj Chinese, Jap­
anese and their oriental neighbours, sometimes wonder at 
the reluctance o-f the people of Australia, California, &c., 
aga#Lnis<t. the yellow man. A recent correspondent of the 
London Spectator, commenting on the subject, says : 1 have 
lived ai short, time in New Zealand; and as a housekeeper I 
dealt with the Chinaman for my vegetables and fruit, being 
told by an old Colonist that he wa<- as trustworthy and 
honest to do business with as any European.—a-nd pleasan­
ter. W hen one day talking to my butcher, he told me 
that some little time ago a friend had come to him in great 
trou'ble, say ng that he was ruined. On being asked “Haw?” 
he replied : “A ‘Johnnie* has come and planted himself just 
opjiosite my i-ihop” (he was a green-grocer), “and you know 
what that means/’ And truly in a few months that shop 
was close 1. What chance held a decent man with wife 
and children to support aga'nst 8i “Johnmiie’*—Chinaman are 
all ‘’Johnnies"—who will work sixteen hours a day, seven 
days a week, sleep on a sack under his counter, live mo-itiy 
cm rice, and probably be financially backed by a syndicate in 
China ? Is ir not ran-on and reflection even more than in­
stinct which cause the Colon5»! to fear such riv&lrv?

THE RECENT TARIFF CHANGES.

—The result of the vote on the by-law at Brampton1, Ont., 
granting a loan of $25,000 to the Cope’and, Cha-t.tierson Com­
pany of Toronto, resulted in favor of the loan; 479 voted 
yea and 11 against.

Some addlt.oikil tariff changes—or rather improvements 
on those changes which went into effert three weeks ago— 
we.ie announced at Oiitawa this week. There is a suspen­
sion twiniI August 31 of the increase of duties on articles 
on 'Which the duty was ioerea-ed <-n June 7. in cases where 
goods were ordered before that date and are entered in 
Canada before August 31.

There is introduced into the resolutions a clause dealing 
with the gauge, which determines the cla-isification of metal 
plates and wire. Hitherto the Customs Department have 
used what is called StuddV gauge, and it is proposed to use 
what is known a«s the Imperial standard gauge, which is 
better adapted -to the purposes of the department.

To provide against possible contingencies n the en­
forcement of the “Dumping Clau-e" regulations, the Minis­
ter of Customs may, dm. hi-i regulations, temporarily exempt 
from the operation of the special duty or the dumping < lause 
—articles of a class which the Minister is satisfied are not 
made in Canada in a substantially large quantity, and open 
to sale on even terms to all ants. Though an article
may be made in Canada ordinarily, exceptional circum­
stances may arise, such as a strike, which would stop the 
manufacture in Canada, and in than case the Minister of 
Customs ought to have some discretion to meet a condi­
tion will eh m ght a: i e.

A reduction s manie dm foreign lLv.-s. While retaining 
the clu y of seven and a half per cent, on British window 
gla-B, a reduction is made in the duty on foreign glass from 
20 per cent, .to 15 per cent. The net result will be that for­
eign window glass will stand at 15 per cent, a.nd British 
xMindow glass a.t seven and a half per cent. The .propor­
tion of the British preference will in that case be fifty per 
cent, hereafter instead of thirty-three and one-third per 
cent., as in the tariff for some years past.

It was proposed that the privileges of the reduced silk 
chit:es should apply not stret.lv to men's neckwear, but to 
the maniitaeiture of neckties, using the word “neckties’* in­
stead of neckwear ami not confining it to men’s ties'. It 
•will apply to tihe manufacture of all neckties, whether they 
be used for men’s wear or for women’s wear.

—The entire property and plant of the Wiarton, Ont., 
Beet Sugar Manufacturing Company, Limited, will be offer­
ed at auction on tihe 15th instant at Toronto. The factory 
was completed in 1903, and was equipped with new beet 
sugar machinery.

—The waterworks by-law carried at Grimi-iby, Ont., by a 
majority of 02 votes. Engineer Chipman of Toronto esti­
mated the cost at $34,000 for a first-class system.

—The Winnipeg assessment rate was struck at seventeen 
and a half -mills, the lowest on record. The total as&ess- 
menrb is $48,214,950, exemptions $9,489,030.
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SHELBURNE NOTES.

An estfemed corres]K3rult‘-nt in Shelburne, Ont., alter hit- 
tin,.' off in rax1)- terms, the opinions of the average Old 
Country man respecting Canada, proceeds as follows : This, 
is all preliminary to informing you that our last exception­
ally snowy winter is now (having its compensations. A 
winter of deep snow almost invariably means a good crop 
tiit- succeeding summer, and if present indications mean 
anything we may anticipate a glorious one this year. Five 
successive bumper crops ending with 1903, and farmers are 
flourishing. The blocked roads !a-t winter led to many a 
thousand d.,liars being saved that otherwise would have 
been -pent. Prices were and are good, and the farmer is 
happy. His pockets should be full to overflowing, anti 
wuu d lie but for indiscreet expenditure on new agricultural 
implements, fine buggies, cutters, and other luxuries that 
economy should have led him to do without. Every rail­
way station bears witness eloquently to the prosperity 
that reigns, for everywhere railway ground - are spread 
around with the latest machinery. And per contra, train 
loads of the same 1 hat might have done duty for years go 
out a,< old metal : yet farming pays in Canada, as in no other 
country under the sun. W.th sa il an exordium you will 
-lidt wonder when [ assure you that Dufferin County is 
flourishing. Dufferinites can lie told by their -pringv step 
and jaunty a r, the more especially since i.hey hive emerg­
ed from the nonentity In the political line, into the full 
manhood of political life. In the past Dufferin had a mon­
grel existence, as regards Dominion politics, part being in 
sinicoe, part in South Grey and pa it in Centre Wellington. 
Now we will send a representative of our own, and feel 
correspondingly elated, and important. In fact, getting 
our deserts we are not to lie sneezed at, any way you take 
u-. In agriculture, wiliati county can compare with Dufferin, 
what county has such bank barns, and luxurious pighouses, 
and where is the average of crops so high, and best of all, 
what section can boast, and with gospel truth, such cer­
tainty of crops? That furnishes the key that unlocks the 
secret of our prosperity. No such word as failure in the 
general crop of Dufferin.

CHEAT BRITAIN'S INSURANCE FUNDS.

Twenty years ago the annual premium of British life as­
surance societies was only £ 14,760,009, representing an an­
nual saving of only Ss 4-5d per head of population, or £2 
U 10(1 per family of five persons. Ten years ago the pre­
mium income reached to £ 22,283,000, am annual saving of 
11s 8 2d pel- head of population, or £2 18s 5<1 per family; 
but accord ng to the most recent returns the annual premium 
income of li fe companies is now no less itlham £33,204,000, an 
annual saving of Ids lod per head of population, or £3 19s 
2d per family. Thus, in 20 years the annual sums set aside 
as a provision for death and old age have increased 125 
per cent., and as the growth in population has been only 19 
per cent., the annual rate of savings per head of population 
for this purpose ha- nearly doubled.

It is sometimes urged that the growth in the annual pre­
miums paid for life assurance is not an indication of 
the growth of capital and of the growth of wealth ; that 
against the premium income must be set thé claims, and 
that, only the balance represents the capital accumulated by 
means of life assurance. But the idea that the growth of 
capital by means of life assurance consists only of the dif­
ference between the income and the outgo including the 
claim-, is erroneous. The actual capital accumulated by 
means of insurance is the premium income. In the first 
place, the claims are met largely out of interest received 
from the funds previously invested ; and, secondly, a large 
portion of the claims paid <by insurance companies continues 
to be capital, and to be employed as capital!. Only a por­
tion of the sunns paid out as claims is really used by those 
to whom it is paid for current expenses, the balance being 
reinvested in property or securities. Thus the vast 
growth in the sums paid to insurance companies as life as­
surance premiums really indicates the capital accumulated

by means of life assurance. Further, we are accumulating 
capital in considerable amount as a provision against other 
mi-fortunes than death and old age. The sums now an­
nually provided against fire, against accidents or various 
kinds, and against the loss of shipping, are quite unprece­
dented, e.tirer re, a lively to pOpulat.ou or to the wealth of 
the country. The growth of capital from these forms of 
insurance cannot, however, be tested by the annual income. 
A large portion of the premium income paid each year has, 
necessarily, to be paid out again t,i replace property lost by 
lire, by storm, etc., and these payments are a portion of 
Ihe ordinary annual expenditures of the nation for wear and 
tear, in respect of tire marine, and accident insurance, the 
growth of capital consists of the increase in the surplus 
funds owned by insurance offices and others at the end of 
each year, the growth being brought about by the surplus of 
the premium income and interest on investments over the 
outgoings. In 1892 the funds accumulated by the princi|>al 
fire companies of the United Kingdom amounted to £23,- 
396,000; in 1902 the funds accumulated amounted to £30,- 
143,100, a growth of £6,747,000, on- 29 per cent. The funds 
accumulated by tilre principal marine insurance companies 
in 1892 were only £ 5,258,000, and were 18,023,000 in 1902. 
Tire accident and miscellaneoiu- insurance companies had ac­
cumulated an insurance fund of only £ 828,000 in 1892, but 
ill 1992 their in-urance funds reached to £3,928,000. a 
growth of £2,240,000, or 270 per cent. The fund's a cumu­
lated by the principal insurance ‘companies, are, moreover, 
only a, portion of tlie funds accumulated by the country as a 
whole as provision against accidents of various kinds. Some 
of the wealthiest firms and business enterprises do their 
own underwriting, and a large income is received by Lloyd's 
and other- institutions from mar ine, life, and fire insurance, 
and the annual additions to private reserve funds in this 
wily are large.

Assuming that the addition to the capital fund of the 
country as a provision for insurance consists only of the 
surplus between the -urns paid out for claims, expenses, 
etc., and thé income derived from premiums anil interest— 
although, as we have pointed out, in tlie case of life insur­
ance tlie real growth is greater than this difference re­
presents—we arrive at a re mark a,bile and striking result. 
In 1892 the funds accumulated—exclusive of shareholders’ 
capital—as provision for life, fire, marine, and accident in­
surance amounted to £216,060.000; the population at that 
time was 38,134,000, ami the provision was equal to £5 13s 
4il per capita, or to £28 (Is 8tl ]ser family of five persons. In 
190-2, however, tlie capital accumulated for life and other in­
surance amounted to no less than £330.370,000, a growth of 
£114,310,000 in 10 years, With a population of 41,961,000, 
this amount was equal tn a capital fund of £7 17s 5d per 
head, ov to £39 7s lil per family of five persons. Thus, 
whereas, in the past 10 years the growth of the population- 
has been 10 percent., the growth in the accumulated funds 
of insurance companies has been no le s than 53 per cent., 
and the growth per head of popu’ation lies lieen 39 per 
cent.

The growing popularity of insurance, anil the rapid .addi­
tion to the capital fund by mean- o,f insurance, are mutters 
of very great importance to the future of tire country, and 
it is evident that insurance will play a much more impor­
tant part in the future than it has done in tihe past.

—Mr. Q. S. Clarke, assistant inspector of the Bank of 
Hamilton at Winnipeg, has been transferred to headquar­
ters to occupy a similar position. Mr. H. A. Ay 1 win suc­
ceeds him at Winnipeg.

— The probability thait a Duluth firm will erect a mam­
moth new elevator at Fort William, Ont., is strengthened, 
says a late letter, by the presence of representatives who 
are now inspecting the site.

— The Macfarlane, Wilson Company, Limited, a large 
crockery house at Peterhoro,’ Ont., made an assignment to 
Mr. J. S. McMahon of McMahon & Broad,field, Toronto, 
The liabilities are understood to be large.

REPUBLICAN PARTY'S POLICY. ■ WHOLESAL
Montre

Following is the platform adopted by 
the Republican National Convention at 
Chicago the other day:

Fifty years ago the Republican ] arty 
came into existence, dedicated, among 
other puipoes, to the great task of a.v- 
rest.-ng the ex ten-ion of human slav­
ery. In 1800 it elected its first presi­
dent. During twenty-four o.f the for­
ty-four years 'which liave elapsed since 
the election of Lincoln, the Republican 
party has held complete control of the 
Government. For eighteen more of the 
forty-four years it has held partial con­
trol through the possession of one or 
two ibra-n-ches of the Government,while 
the Democratic party during the same 
period has had complete control for 
only two years.

This long tenure of power by the 
Republjeai; party is not due to chance. 
It is a demonstration that the Republi­
can party has commanded the confi­
dence of .the American people for near­
ly two generations to a degree never 
equalled in our history, and has dis­
played a high capacity for rule and 
government which ha- been nude even 
more conspicuous by the incapacity and 
infirmity of purpose shown by .its op­
ponents.

The Republican party entered upon 
its present- period of c< mpiete supre­
macy in 1897. We have every right 
to congratulate our .-elves upon the 
work since then accomplished, for it 
lie.- added lustre even to the traditions- 
of the party which carried the Govern­
ment through the storms of civil war. 
We then found the country, after four 
years of Democratic rule, in evil plight, 
oppressed with misfortune, and doubt­
ful of the future. Public credit had 
been lowered, the revenues were de­
clining, the debt was growing, the Ad­
ministration's attitude towards Spain 
was feeble and mortifying, the stand­
ard of values1 -was threatened and un­
certain, 1-aibour was unemployed, busi­
ness was sunk in the depression which 
had succeeded the panic of 1893, hope 
was faint and confidence was gone.

We 
replaced a Democratic tariff law based 
on free-trade principles and garnished 
with sectional protection by a consist­
ent protective tariff,and industry, freed 
from suppression and stimulated by the 
encouragement of wise laws, has ex­
panded to a degree never before 
known, bars comuqered new market;! and 
has created a volume of exports which 
has surpassed imagination. Under the 
Dingiey Tariff labour has been fully 
employed, wages have been risen, and 
all industries have revived and pros­
pered.

We firmly established the gold stan­
dard, which was menaced with deduc­
tion. Confidence returned to business, 
and «with confidence an unexampled 
prosperity.

For deficient revenues supjdemented 
by improvident issues of bonds we gave 
the country an income which produced 
a large surplus, and which enabled u-s

to the O] battions of great corporations 
and providing additioneil remedies for 
the prevention of discrhmn-atiom in 
freight rates have been -passed by a 
Republican Congress.

In this record of achievement during 
the past eight years may be read the 
pledges which tlhe Republican party has 
fulfilled.

We have extended widely our foreign 
markets, and we believe in the adoption 
of all practicable methods for their 
further extension, including commer­
cial reciprocity wherever ret iprocal ar­
rangements can be effected consistent 
with the principles of protection, aind 
without injury to American agriculture, 
American labour, or any American in­
dustry.

We believe it to be the duty of the 
Republican party t'o uphold the gold 
standard and the integrity and value 
of our national currency. The main­
tenance of the gold standard, establish: 
ed by the Republican party, cannot be 
safely committed to the Democratic 
party, which resisted its adoption, and 
has never given any proof since that 
time of belief in it or fidelity to it.

A wavy powerful enough to defend 
tlie United States against any attack, 
U» uphold, the Monroe Doctrine, and to 
w&tvli over our commerce, is essential 
to the safety and the welfare of the 
American people. To maintain such 
a navy is the fixed policy of the Re­
publican party.

with success.

SELLING CHEAPER ABROAD THAN 
AT HOME.

Speaking at a mass meeting in Chi­
cago, as an incidental diversion of the 
National Convention recently being

held there, Secretary of the U.S. Trea­
sury Shaw devoted1 Ms attention to the 
charge, or the allegation, that some 
American manufactures are sold abroad 
cheaper tha-n at home. This, he said, 
it its useless to deny and unwise to 
apologize for, and it is ‘little short of 
evil in the manner proposed by the op­
position.” He did not say what that 
manner was, tout presumably referred, 
to the demand that duties be lowered 
which protect manufacturers from for­
eign competition and enable them to 
charge high prices at home while sell­
ing for low prives abroad.. The Secre­
tary thinks, isBiyis a New York writer, 
that while our people complain of this 
practice it is really “defensible/’ and 
lie proceeds t-o defend it.

The first point in his defense is that 
the “assumed evil” is a very little one

any way, as it affects only a .email per­
centage of our exported merchan­
dise, That hardly vindicates the prac­
tice, for it is liable to grow, and what 
appears to be a small matter in a whole 
year's trade may have a serious effect 
at a particular time or with reference 
to some particular article. His next 
point is that the Government allows a 
drawback of duties upon imported ma­
terials used in making articles for ex­
port, and this may account for the low 
price at which some of the latter are 
sold abroad. This is a plea in extenu­
ation and throws part of the responsi­
bility on the Government. It is really 
an aggravation of the “assumed evil” 
as the product of a public policy dis­
criminating against our own consum­
ers. The drawback system does not 
work very satisfactorily but it is de-

tlie expense of domestic consumers, 
jn-t a. protective duties are devised 
in the interest of certain classes of pro­
ducers at the expense of the rest. No­
body- has ever given a valid reason 
-why a manufacturer should be taxed 
upon the material used in supplying the 
domestic market and relieved from t'lie 
tax in supplying the foreign market, 
so that he may profitaibly sell cheaper 
abroad than ait home. Tlie evil here is 
not primarily the drawback, but the 
duty on the materials of manufacture, 

The only other point in Secretary 
Shaw's defence, and the main one, is 
that other people do the same thing. 
He gives considerable evidence from 
the working of our customs system 
that importers frequently buy goods 
abroad at lower than prevailing price- 
in the markets of the exporting coun­
tries. Til's, of course, means that 
the exporters in those countries are 
selling cheaper abioad than at home. 
This is n.n undisputed fact, but it ap­
plies only to exporting countries which 
have the protective system, and if it is 
an evil here it is an evil there. It is 
no denfenee of a practice, if it is ad­
mitted to be wrong or unsound in prin­
ciple, that others are addicted to it. 
Many things are common that are nei­
ther right nor wise, and it is no an­
swer to a charge of wrongdoing that 
others are guilty of it. The real ques­
tion is not what percntage of our ex­
ports are sold below domestic prices, 
ho-w much of that selling is due to 
dawbacks upon imported raw material, 
or whether we are the only people who 
Sell cheaper abroad than ot home, but 
whether title practice and the policy 
that upholds It are wise and sound,

and for the advantage of the country, 
for it would be futile to urge any 
moral consideration in the case.

If is only a short time ago that Sec­
retary- Shaw was urging the desira­
bility of high prices at home, as an 
evidence and a potent cause of indus­
trial prosperity. Perhaps it is a part 
of his theory that low prices abroad 
are a good thing for us, as affording 
evidence of the languishing condition 
of our rivals in trade of whose compe­
tition he is so afraid. That being the 
ease, no doubt the practice in question 
contributes both to h'gh prices at home 
and low prices abroad for the consum­
ers of our products. That may seem 
to be a good thing for the defenders 
of a high tariff, but those who, as Sec­
retary Shaw says, “lay much -tress’" 
on this practice consider it a bad thing, 
That is the real question at issue, and 
to it we find no answer in the Chicago 
speech. This practice of selling high 
at home and low abroad1 cannot pre­
vail in a co us try wiheie there is no 
tariff protection, for the reason, that 
domestic prices are kept down to a 
level of reasonable profit by foreign 
competition or the constant poa-ibility 
of it. Manufacturers cannot there ex­
act h'gh prices at home and1 take the 
chance of overproduction under the 
stimulus of large profits from domestic 
consumers and thsu insure themselves 
against loss in “dumping a surplus” ini 
foreign markets at prices that are com­
petitive in those markets. Under this 
practice the foreign prices cannot be 
profitable at all unless t'he domestic 
prices are exorbitant. If they are pro­
fitable the protection that makes do­
mestic prices exorbitant is not needed, 
and the industries -would prosper with­

out it. If they are nut profitable the 
surplus thus sold is due to an overpro­
duction stimulated by prot cf.ion. 
There may he excuses for working off 
an accumulated surplus in a dull time 
at a sacrifice of prices whether at home 
or arroad, but there is no ground of 
defence for a permanent policy that 
leads to selling the same articles o: do­
mestic production cheaper abroad than 
at home, and there -is no way of rea­
soning about it that can reach any 
conclusion but that our own consum­
ers are coni|>elled to constrihute to 
the support of foreign consumers. It 
is a sacrifice of the domestic market, 
for which protei tioni-its are so much 
concerned to the fore'gn market. It 
makes our people help to support for­
eigners without an adequate return. It 
is a handicap upon production in the 
shape of a burden u]>on domestic con­
sumption for the benefit of foreign 
consumers.

THE LOCOMOTIVE 70 YEARS AGO.

In a recent number of the New York 
Sun on interesting description of the 
locomotive enginy of to-day -weighing 
220,000 [lOunds, and, with its tender, 
380,000 pounds, or 180 tons, wee given. 
The locomotive that was advertised for 
in 1831 by the Baltimore and Ohio Rail­
road Company when the first section- of 
that road was completed was not to 
exceed three and a half toils, the en­
gine to carry -both water end coal. To 
show the progress that has been- made 
in the construction of railroads, as 
well as on their motive powèr, says a 
correspondent, I take -the liberty off
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sending you tin extract from a letter 
addressed l>y me, February !), FUJI, to 
M. Stayves.int Fish, president of the 
Illinois Central 1 laid road, the occasion 
heirig the fiftieth anniversary of t lie in­
corporât on of that company:

The railroad first undertaken in the 
United States was a short line, work­
ed by horse power, of about three 
in les, for the transportation of granite 
lo the Neponset Hiver, near Boston. 
This maul was simply a, copy of the 
tni.mroa.il. already in use in England, 
it is important only as the pioneer in 
the great movement that was- then tak­
ing place. A similar work was con­
structed at about the same time for the 
11ensportation of eoal from the pit’s 
month to tin- Lehigh Valley Canal, near 
Maueh Chunk. It was not until a much 
laler day. Ii never, that the construc­
tion i f railroads was undertaken for 
the tnin.sporlatiion of both freight and 
passengers on anything like a compre­
hensive scale. The F.rie Canal had 
already eat off trade which the cities 
of Philadelphia and Baltimore had hith­
erto received from the West ; ami ais 
1 he project of a canal from the city of 
BeiIiimorc to the Ohio was regarded by 
many as impracticable, the merchants 
of that city, in 1827, procareil the eliar- 
ter of the presennt Baltimore and Ohio 
Kail rond.

On the 4th of da y, 182S, its construc­
tion was begun, the first act being per­
formed by the venerable Charles Car- 
roll, of Carr llton, the only -limiting 
signer of the Declaration of Indepen­
dence. At the close of the ceremony 
of breaking ground, Mr. Carroll said: 
“I consider this- among the most im­
portant nets of my life, second only to 
signing the Declaration of Indepen­
dence, if even second to that.*" In 
< lie I all of 1820 the laying of the rails 
within Die city of Baltimore was lie- 
gun . On the 22nd of May, 1830, the 
first section1 of fifteen miles, to Elli- 
cott's Milk!, was opened. Like all 
others, constructed et the time, it was 
an uiiMilistiunt/iol structure with longi­
tudinal sills, on which was placed a 
thin liar, or strap of iron.

Although the locomotive engine had 
obtained some use in England1, this 
road continued for some time after its, 
opening to be operated by horse [tower. 
An ingénions but unsuccessful attempt 
was inaide to propel the trains by the 
use of saiils. As some more effective 
power than that of horses seemed; in­
dispensable, the company, on the rh 
of Janauy, 1831, invited tenders foi- 
tlie constnebii in of a steam engine for 
its use, “which, when in operation, must

not exceed three and a half tons m 
weight, and must, on a level road, I.e 
capable of drawing, day by day, fit -jn 
ions, inclusive of the weight of Die 
waggons, fifteen miles per h i in
le-iponse three eng nes were offered ;o 
tlie company.

in tlie annulai report of the company 
fur 1831 its president, Mr. Philip E. 
1 h0,1118.-1,- stated 1 iinfi, "by many im­
provements made in the application of 
working ; o\verv an immense reduction 
in tlie cost of transportation and an 
increase of velocity lias been effected. 
Among tlie mo-t valuable of these im- 
provamenls is tlie combined cylindrical 
and conical car wheels, invented by the 
chief engineer of tlie company, Mr. 
Jonathan Knight, which have been 
found of the utmost importance by tlie 
facility they afford of turning curves. 
By tlie aid of tills highly valuable im­
provement every doubt is removed of 
our ability to employ locomotive en­
gines upon the Baltimore and Ohio 
Hallway. 'This discovery is the more 
important to as inasmuch as from tlie 
surface of the country over which our 
route must lie constructed numerous 
curves in the tracks will be unavoid­
able ; and the great advantage oif this 
form of wheel consists in their so read­
ily accommodating themselves to the 
degrees of curvature upon the road 
that there scarcely appears to be any 
perceptible obstacle to the pas-age of 
tlie cars over them greater than oil a 
straight line."

The first, locomotive ever used in 
the United States was one im|iorted 
from England in 1829, constructed by 
Foster, R&striek & Vo. at Stourbridge, 
and called the Stourbridge Lion. This 
eng ne was imported for use upon the 
Carboiidale and Honesdale Railroad, be­
longing to the Delaware and Hudson 
Canal Company, and extending from 
the canal toward the mine-. The first 
experimental trip was made by it on 
the 8th of August, 1829. It was found 
too heavy for the track, and its use 
consequently had to lie abandoned. 
The first locomotive built in this coun­
try, and the second ever in use in it, 
was made at the West' Point Foundery 
Works, in New York, in 1830. It was 
called The Best Friend of Charleston, 
having 'been built for use on the South

Caioiina Railroad, then in progress of 
construction. It reached Char.eston on 
October 23, 1830, and was placed on the 
i'ju.i November 2, 1830.

The seioml engine constructed in this 
country was by the same parties, fur 
the same roau.

J he lord, .il-u constructed by the 
West Point Company, was plated on 
the -Mohawk and Hudson, now a part 
of tlie New York Central Railroad, in 
1831, and weighed three tons. It was 
used i n tlie summit between the two 
places, worked by stationary engines, 
t hat near A.bany having’a length of 
2.102 fed; tnat near Schnectady, 2,046 
feet. One of English manufacture, 
weighing s.x tons, imported for its use, 
■was discontinued on account of its 
weight, which was too great for the 
Hack.

It may be here remembered that al­
though the experiment on the Stockton 
and Darlington Railway seemed to be 
conducive as to the practicability of 
using steam upon railroad-, a commis­
sion composed of distinguished engin­
eers, appointed so late 8i■ 1829 to con­
soler tlie com] arative merits of trans­
portât on by locomotive or stationary 
power, made a re[iort in favor of the 
ratter, fur which they proposed tlie 
erect on uf stationary engines at points 
within three miles of each other—the 
trains to be drawn by an endless rope 
or chain.

THAT MOSQUITO THEORY.

There is a theory prevalent among 
the doctors to-day that mosquitoes in 
:Ome way are responsible for spread­
ing and transmitting yellow fever. It 
seems there are quite a variety of mos­
quitoes. They have given a long Latin 
name to tlie particular kind of mosquito 
that they Imagine conveys the yellow 
fever. It sounds very professional when 
pronounced.

An article by Dr. Liceago, in a late 
(number of Public Health Reports, is an 
elaborate exposition of the whole mat­
ter, concerning the work of the mos­
quito and the spread of yellow fever. 
This writer has got it all mapped out 
how the mosquitoes can be exterminat­
ed and yellow fever made a thing of the 
past.

INDUSTRIAL DEYEI/fPMENT OF 
MEXICO.

The rapid, industrial development of 
Mexico is looked upon as likely to 
happen within the next few years, says 
U S. Consul General Conley-. The 
va.-it unused water power of the coun­
try exists in great abundance near the 
larger centres of population. Many 
of i he river beds are dry- for six 
months of the year, but by using coal 
during the dry season the operation of 
power plants is rendered profitable. 
Mr. Conley .says: “Recently- a great 
many concessions, have been granted 
by the Department of Public Works 
of this Government to companies and 
individuals for the utilization of wa­
ter from the streams of this Republic 
for (the generation of power. This 
Government is fully- awake to the de­
sirability- of 'having the water power 
of tlie country- fully- developed, and it 
offers very liberal concessions to bona 
fide companies or individuals who de­
sire ho utilize it. Herein lis a par­
tial solution of the fuel problem of 
Mexico. When its water poiwer has 
been fully developed manufacturing in­
dustries can reasonably- be expected to 
flourish.

"Another possibility is the discov­
ery of petroleum in commercial quan­
tities. A number of companies are 
]irinspecting for oil in various parts .,f 
of tlie Republic. Expert® are of the 
opinion that oil will be found in large 
quantities in the region of the Isthmus 
of Tehuantepec. The extension of 
railroads in Mexico has made possible 
certain manufacturing enterprises, even 
under existing conditions, where a few 
years ago they- were abso'w ;ly lui- 
(ossil.le—not only manufacturing < n- 
terpriees as well. The manufacturing 
of iron and steel products is a l:"ne 
which gives considerable prun.se at 
prei-enit. With a great a.b’i id,me - of 
Dative raw material, the quest-oils to 
be solved are those of fuel and t: i ts- 
poitaition.

“At present time the manufacture of 
cotton products is the principal line of 
manufacturing industry, in Ylcr.co 
ihere seems to be no good reason w I y 
woollen mills should not share the at­
tention of investors. In the cnav o! 
cotton mills, their raw maiter.al nit st

be largely imported, unless .ne cotton 
tree, which Is being experimented w th 
in various parts of Mexico, rev ji ation- 
izes the production utf cotton in this 
country. In the case of woollen mills 
the raw material would be at Hand.

“The depletion of forests in the 
United States is the cause for the 
recent attention which has been given 
to timber lands in Mexico. This coun­
try has vast tracts' of valuable timber 
which only- await tihe advent i f the 
railroads to make them of enormous 
commercial value. In .the southern part 
of the Republic the hardwoods, such 
as mahogany, ebony and cedar, have 
long been exploited amid the supply is 
growing very limited within access of 
transportation facilities'. Large for­
ests of such timber still exist, how­
ever, in tlie more remote sections. In 
tihe central and northern ]>arts of the 
Republic there are large tracts of soft 
pine, oak and miscellaneous varieties, 
especial y- on the western slope of the 
central mountain range, where there 
are as yet almost no transportât-on 
facilities, and al-oug a wide strip of 
land extending westward from the Gulf 
coast. it -is impossible, as yet, to 
profitably- w-ork these timber tracts, 
but large lumber companies operating 
in the United States, have recently 
been buying quantities of ithis Mexi­
can timber land- while it is cheap, with 
a view of holding it until tranportation 
f-acil ties are improved.

“Irrigation in the northern .part of 
Mexico is going to -transform it some 
clay into a region of great agricultural 
richnes-i, just as it has done former de­
sert tracts in California and other 
Western States. At present there are 
thousands of square miles of desert 
land in the northern half of .the Re­
public which can be had for from 10 
cents Mexff.au jeurnetoeÿ. upward iper 
acre. This land only needs irrigation 
ditches, in the opinion of experts, to 
make it a fertile farming region. This 
Government fully realizes the impor­
tance of irrigation in the development 
of .this part of its territory and desires 
to render to companies and individu­
als the greatest facilities and fran­
chises ipossi-ble compatible with the 
legiriartSom in force in regard to water 
rights.

•‘Mexico is going to ' have a network

of railroads, in the not distant future 
which will open up the possibilities of 
her gi-ea-t natural resources. Irriga­
tion will -be accomplished ; timber tracts 
tracts will become valuable; new 
mines will be opened up and old- ones 
worked that cannot now be profitably 
operated; .the fuel problem will be 
solved and the .hum of machinery will 
be heard in thousand's of manufacto­
ries. Many great business successes 
hate .been made by the keen foresight 
of men wh-o foresaw where develop­
ment was to take place next. Mexico 
offers a great field to such men. The 
man who can judge accurately the lines 
which industries are going to follow 
in Mex eo, and who takes advantage 
of his judgment .to get the cream of the 
natu al advantages, is the man who is 
is going to make a great fortune.”

ECHOES OF RECENT DISASTERS.

In the exuitled state of .the public 
mind and the conflict off testimony it 
is useless to try to pass judgment up­
on the particular incident of the burn­
ing close to land, 181c other t ay out­
side New York city, of the excursion 
steamer General Slocum, with the loss 
of hundreds of lives and the conse­
quent distress of many poor families. 
No doubt the terrible extent of the 
d easier wâs due to the wild papic 
caused by the sudden fire and its ra­
pid progress), but who was to borne 
it. is too soon to tell. Still, it awak­
ens attention to certain facts that 
to Imply a general carelessness ,of hu­
man life in this country and a lack of 
those sofegnards which are c unmon 
where an older civilization prevails. 
The vessel, says a New York wri­
ter , underwent an official inspection 
before -the excursion sea-ion opened, 
and if it was of flimsy and combustible 
construction and poorly equipped for 
the safety of passe nger.-i, that is 
probably equally true of other craift 
devoted to similar use upon our wa­
ters. There are no strict require­
ments for making such vessels safe 
against, Are. or ordinary accident, and 
.such as there are appear to be en­
forced in a heedless and perfunctory 
way. There are old ferry boats ply-

ing upon title rivera and the ibay that 
are unfit for the service to which they 
are devoted, but no authority inter­
fere» and only a fatal disaster will 
arouse people to a sense of danger in 
intrusting tlieir live- to them.

Now and again there Is a terrible 
calamity on land like the burning of 
the Windsor Hotel in this city some 
years ago, and that, of the Iroquois 
Theatre in Chicago within a few 
months, which arouses the ] eople and 
the authorities and induces a tempor­
ary effort to remedy the condition dis­
closed. Something is done to patch 
things up and brace the private and 
tlie official mind to a demand for bet­
ter safeguards and greater care. An 
apartment house of flimsy construc­
tion collapses and there is a violent 
demand for reform of building laws, 
and their administration, but the ex­
citement prases and there seems to 
be a relap-e into the old sense of EC 
ourity or into indifference before any­
thing permanent is accomplished. it 
is nnlt alone in theatres ami hotels 
that peril exists from insecure con­
struction and inadequate safeguards 
for human life. It is equally so with 
many fac tor es and store?! and seme 
office buildings. Tihere are department 
stores which at times are thronged' 
with customers, so imperfectly con­
structed and supplied with exists from 
their many floors and sections^ that 
they might become veritable deathtraps 
in case of sudden lire.

The perils of travel are not confin­
ed to the water, and the yearly record 
of death and Injury by accidentia on 
railroad» in this country shows a de­
plorable lack of care on the part of 
corporations and tthe public authority 
that is presumed ta regulate them. 
There may be circumstances of exten­
uation in- the vast extent of our sys­
tem and its rapid development, but

even at its best, and where tihere is 
least excuse for defects, it compares 
uni avorably in this respeet with the 
railroads of Europe. On the crowded 
line?? of tirent Britain casualties that 
are common here have become almost 
unknown. Grade crossing accidents 
are still frequent, amd the collision be­
tween a train and trolley oar at New­
ark last winter is an easily remember­
ed instance. But lilttle is done to 
abolish these death traps, even in popu 
Ions sections, and1 there are scores of 
them within the present limits of 
Greater New York, some without even 
the uncertain protection of gates and 
sgnals. Too many accidents have 
recently happened on rai roads ap­
proaching New York. This widespread 
condition' of danger to human life in 
the appliances of our eager and hurry­
ing civilization can only be due to a 
certain carelessness1, a lack of earnest 
attention tlo the safety of the commu­
nity. Partly, no doubt, if is due to 
too much eagerness to save expense 
and make the greater profit even at 
the risk of occasional unnecessary 
losses;. Corporations capitalists, con­
tractors and builders need to be held 
to stricter requirements, and lawmak­
ers and officials need to be held to a 
higher responsibility ; but it all de­
pends in the last analysis upon the 
state of the public mind and the spirit 
of the people. There Is where a high­
er regard for life and care for the gen­
eral security needs to be cultivated.

COPRA AND THE OOOOANUT OIL.

Wm. E. Curtis, who is now in the 
Philippine Islands, is a keen observer 
of the archipelago, and his observa­
tions on the products and exports of the 
1 lands are valuable reeding. Of copra

he says that it is the second industry 
in value in the Philippine Islands, and 
the exports have increased from $2,- 
663,340 in 1001 to $4,472,097 in 1903. 
Copra is the dried meat of the cocoa- 
nut and is also known as. coprax and 
copras. For many years it ha» been 
gathered in all the South Sea islands 
ami shipped! to Europe for the use of 
confectioners and manufacturers of 
soap, but within' the last ten or twelve 
years dhemlcsjl science has produced 
from if half a dozen food products of 
great economical importance, has made 
the demand unlimited and hais placed 
the producer of copra and the manufac­
turer both upon a plane of prosperity 
never known before.

The cocoanut furnishes two distinct 
commercial products—the husk, which 
contains a valuable fibre, and the meat 
of the nut—but unfortunately the for­
mer is entirely wasted in the Philip­
pines. It thus never been utilized ex­
cept in a limited wav for local pur poses 
but when st ripped from the nut is piled 
in heaps and burned. The ashes, al­
though rich in phosphoric acid, are al­
lowed to blow- away, The soil is too 
rich to need fertilizer.

The cocoanut, like the potato, to­
bacco ond other important products, is 
a native of America, but was growing 
wild in ail the islands of the South Pa­
cific when the first European explorers 
reached' them. It is the theory of bot­
anists that the seed coooanuits were 
carried east and west by the currents 
of the ocean. ,

In India, Ceylon, Java, Borneo, and 
other part» of the East, Indies, copra is 
cured by machinery, but in the Philip­
pines everything is done by hand- and 
with the most primitive implements. 
A étant steel spear, whose shaft is 
firmly imbedded in the soil, is used to 
strip the huek from the nut», and a 
skilful operator will handle a thousand

a day. The record is 3,000 a day. The 
work is very hard and requires great 
muscular strength a well as dexterity.

The operator holds the nut in both 
hands -brings it d-own upon the spear 
point with force gives it a rotary twist 
and the nut released from the -husk, 
falls to the ground. Another man 
picks it up and with a bolo, or big knife, 
<liv des it into equal parts, which are 
spread out in the sun for hours so that 
the moisture may dry out and tlhe 
fleshy albumen or meat will contract 
and shrink away from the -hard outer 
-hell, so that it may be easily detached 
with the fingers. The meat is then- 
spread out upon a bamboo grill over a 
sin -ky file, which dries and smokes the 
surface, and, giving it a crust, thus 
prevents the oil from escaping.

Tile dried crust is copra, and it is 
shipped in sacks to France and Ger­
many, where eighty-three different 
and valuable articles of commerce are 
made from it. Marseilles is -the chief 
market, and there are very large fac­
tories at Mannheim, Germany. A sin­
gle firm in Marseilles consumes 6,000 
tones a month and five or six other fac­
tures in that city nearly as large are 
engaged in what is called an "infant 
industry,” the manufacture of “végé­
ta line,” and various other adulterants, 
Large quantities of the oil are shipped 
to Holland, and Denmark, where, after 
simple treatment, they are repacked in 
tins, branded "Superfine Creamery But­
ter,” and sold by the Ship load in the 
tropics for 75 cents or $1 a pound.

Thu- the coeoanut conies directly in­
to competition with the honest Ameri­
can steer, whose tallow -has been found 
so useful and so profitable for similar 
purposes.

The natives make a delicious cream 
of the 'freshly ground fruit,- whidh is 
very nutritious ; they distill spirits 
from the -milk that is found in the cen­
ter of the nut; it is also fermented and 
converted into vinegar; the shell is 
n-ed for fuel, and t-he ashes for stain­
ing leather. The shell is also utilized 
for every conceivable form of house­
hold utensil ; the rooitis are used for 
dye stuffs, and for making tooth 
brushes; the leaves are used for mak­
ing baskets, mats, brooms, and -brushes, 
to<l when burned their ashes make a

go d substitute for soap. The oil of 
the coeoanut is used extensively in 
dressing floors and other w-ood work 
in the houses of the Philippines, and 
protects it from the ravages of white 
ants. The fibre of the husk is used 
by fishermen for calking their boats, 
for cordage, and for ropemaking. Every 
other particle of the -tree, from the tip 
of the leaf to the end of the roots, 
serves some useful purposes in domes­
tic economy.

A VARNISH MAX'S TRIP ROUND THE
World.

Mr Edward D. Storer, varnish and 
color manufacturer, Liverpool, Eng., 
lias been making a tour of Canada and 
the United States on a trip around the 
world in the interest of his house. 
In an interview with Hardware .ud 
Metal, Mr. Storer said;

"There is a wide diversity in busi­
ness methods, in the various countries 
I have visited. In Canada one can re- 
ly on getting an order if -his goods and 
his prices are right. Here, connection, 
though of importance, is not nearly so 

• vital as in the Oriental countries
"In Egype, for instance, we have two 

resident agents at Cairo and Alexan­
dria, one a Greek, the other am Egyp­
tian. These men have a powerful per­
sonal influence and connection^ -so to 
them and the reputation of -the goods 
everything must be left.

“In India and China the conservat­
ism of the people is one of t-he great 
difficulties a firm must contend with in 
building up trade. On the other hand, 
when the connection Is established it 
is the easie t trade in the world to 
hold-.

“It may be news to many to know 
that the City of'Liverpool is named af­
ter an extinct bird Called the ‘Liver,’ 
somewhat similar to' the heron. We 
have for many years used' this bird as 
our trade mark, both in foreign coun­
tries and at home. This is now the 
bulwark of our business in all Asiatic 
countries. An Indian or Chinese na­
tive will ' come into a shop, look about 
until he catches sight of the label be is

so well acquainted with. That is suf­
ficient for him; the oird is to him a 
guarantee of merit ; he cannot read, so 
he remembers the picture. You can 
judge how jealously we guard- our 
‘trade mark’ rights in these countries

“Does this apply to all trade in these 
countries?” questioned the reporter.

*'I should say yes',” replied Mr. Sto­
rer, "sometimes it takes twenty years 
to build up a connection-, I know of a 
soap firm which desired1 to Secure a 
footing in India. They secured a re­
sident agent of high standing In Bom­
bay, then spent £ 10,000 ($50,000) in 
distributing t-hedr brand of soap to 
make it known. This was not consid­
ered loss, huit -rather an investment. 
Now they -have the connection, and it 
w 11 -be hard to dislodge. In fact, I 
understand that another firm, after 
considering the value of the field and 
the difficulty of getting a standing in- 
it, have determined to sink £20,000 in 
building up a reputation there.”

“Do you -sell the same lines- in all 
countries?”

/‘No, we must adapt- ouselve-s to vari­
ous conditions. In Canada we sell al­
most exclusively the dry materials to 
the grinders. In India and China we 
-sell, in addition -to dry colors, all such 
lines, as mixed paints, oils, varnishes, 
enamels, zincs, etc. In India -there is 
practically no paint industry ; there are 
no manufacturers, no grinders. In 
China the developments are decidedly 
unlmiportamit, -though at Canton I -saw 
the Vermillion works which- have a 
world-wire reputation, a result of cen­
turies of attention to this line. There 
is mo country in the world- that can 
produce better vermillion than that 
which comes from Canton.

“In Japep the paint industry has- 
reached a high standard of develop­
ment, just as has practically every in­
dustry iin the country. There one- 
will see many paint factories. The 
Japanese corrode their own white lead 
and, in fact, supply their own navy 
with practically everything needled. T 
was through their ship yards at Kobe

KILN-DRIED CORN.

Kiln-dried corn lias a plate in the 
trade that no other trade can till. It 
can 'bo shipped everywhere Without 
danger of getting out of condition, and, 
nithougli it will not stand extensive 
luuiktong without [breaking, there is less 
risk in shipping it, so the large ship­
pers naid exporters say, than the re­
gular contract com. The excess mois­
ture is taken out and there is no dan­
ger of its getting heated when in tran­
sit, particularly during the laite winter 
and early spring month's. An exporter 
said : "Last year there was a lot of 
kiln-dried corn here, that no one want - 
ed. Finally it was sent, to London 
aiql arrived there in good condition' and 
sold a.t a tine profit. At the same time 
the same house sent several cargoes of 
natural dried corn, which reached its 
dost nation in a heated c n lit ion and 
had tio lie sold at a heavy Toss. They 
can all talk about kiln-dried corn, but I
