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THE CHURCH ITS OWN WITNESS.

The Vatican Councll, in its Decree on
Faith, has these words: “The Church
fteelf, by its marvellous propagation, its
eminent eanctity, its inexhaustible frult
fuluess In ell good things, its Catholic
unity and invincible stability, {s a vast
and perpetusl motive of cred!bility, and
an irrefiagable wituers of fts own l)ly:ufs
legation.” (*Const. Dogm. de Fide Catholica,”
¢, ili ) Its divine Founder said : “I am
the Light of the world :” aud of His
Church He added: “A city seated on a
hill canuot be bid.” The Vatlean Councll
says: “The Church Is its own witness,”
My purpose is to draw out this aseertion
more fully,

These words 2ffirm that the Church is
self-evident, as light is to the eye, and
through sense, to the Intellect, Next to
the sun at noonday, there is nothirg in
the world more manifest than the one
vislble Universal Church, Both the faith
and infidelity of the world bear witness to
it. Itfs loved and bated, trusted and
feared, served and aseaulted, bonoured
end blasphemed : is s Christ or Antichrist,
the kingdom of God or the imposture of
Satan, It pervades the clvilized world,
No man and no pation can jgnore it, none
can be indifferent to it. Why s all this ?
How {s its existence to be accounted for ?

Let me euppoee that I am an unbeliever
in Christianity, aud that some friend thould
make me promise to examine the evidence
to ehow that Christlanity 1s a divine revel
atfon, I should then sift and test the
evidence as If it were a court of law, and
in a cause of life and death; my will
would be 1o suepense; it would in no way
control the process of my intellect, If 1t

bad any inclination from the eqnilibrinm,
it would be towsrds mercy and hope; but
this would uot add a feather’s weight to
the evidence, ror eway the Intellect a
hair’s breadtb,

After the examinatian has been com-
pleted, and my intellect convinced, the
evidence belvg euflicient to prove that
Christianity s a divine revelation, never:
theless I sm not yet a Christian. Al
this siftivg brivgs me to this conclusion of
A chain of reasoning; but I am not yeta
believer. The last act of resson has
brought me to the first act of faith, They
are generally distinct and separable. The
scte of reason are intellectual, aud jealoue
of the Interfererce of the will, 'I'he act
cf faith is an fmwperstive act of the wiil,
fourded on ard justified by the process
sud conviction of the intellect, ~ Hith
erto J have been a critic; hence
forward, if I will, I become a disciple.

The last act of my reason, then, ts dis
tloct from my firet act of faith precicely
in this: So long as I was uncertain I sus.
pended the inclination of my will, as an
act of fidelity of coneclence and of loyalty
to truth; but the process cuce complete,
and the conviction once attained, my will
Imperatively coustraine me to belleve,
and I become a dieciple of a divine revela-
tion.

My friend next teils me that there are
Chbristian Scriptures, and I go through
precleely the same process of critical
examination and final conviction, the last
act of reaconing preceding, as before, the
firet act of faith,

He then tells me that there Is a Church
claiming 10 be divinely founded, divinely
guarded, ard divinely gulded in fits
custody of Christianity and Christian
Scriptures.

Ouce more I have the eame two.fold
process of reasoning and of belleving to
go through

There is, however, this difference in the
subject matter :  Christianity is an order
of supernatural truth appealing Intellect-
uslly to my reaeon; the Chrietian Scrlp-
tures are voiceless and need a witness.
They canuot prove thelr own mission,
much lees their own authenticity or in
epiiation, But the Church is visible to
the eye, audible to the eir, self-msnifest-
fvg and eelf awerifog; 1 canvot escape
from it. 1f I go the east, it is there; if I
go to the west, it)s there also. If I stay
at howe, it is before me, seated on the hili;
if I turn away from 1t 1 s surrounded by
its light. It pursues me and calls to me,
1 cannot deny its existence; I cannot be
indifferent to it; 1 must «ither listen to ft
or wiifully atop my ears; I must heed it
or defy it, love it or bate 13, Bui my fi.st
attitude towards it is to try it wiih foren-
eic strictoess, netther pronouncing it to be
Chriet or Antichrist till ] have tested its
orlgin, claim, and character, Let us take
down the case in short-hand.

1867, 500 bishops czme to keep the
eighteenth centenary of St. Peter’s
martyrdom. In 1550, 700 bishops aesem.
bled in the Vatican Couvcil. On the
Feast of the Epiphany, 1870, the bshops
of thirty nations, durivg two whole hours
made profession of faith in thelr own
lavguages, kneeling befors their head,
Add tu this, in 1569, in the eacerdotal
juabilee of Pius IX, Rome was filled for
mwonths by pilgrims from all lards in
Earope and b:yord the see, from the Old
World acd from the New, bearing all
mauner of g'fts and oblations to the herd
of the Univereal Church. To this, agsin,
must be added the world wide outery and
protest of all the Catholic unity sgainet
the 2eizare and sacrilege of September,
1570, when Rome was taken by the
Italian revolution,

7. All this came to pass not only by
reason of the great lnve of the Catholic
world for Plus IX, but because they
revered him as the succeseor of St. Pater
and the Vicar of Jeeus Christ.  For that
undying reason the same events have been
reproduced in the time of Leo XIII. In
the early months of this year Rome was
once more filled with pllgrims of all
natlons, comirg in thousands as repre-
eentatives of willions in all natlone, to
celebrate the sacerdotal jabilee of the
Spverelgn Pontiff. The courts of the
Vatican could not find room for the mul
tliude of gifts and offerings of evary kind
which were sent from all quarters of the
world,

S. These things are here said, not be-
cause of any other importance, but because
they set forth in the most visible and self.
evident way the living unity aud luminous
univereality to the one Catholic and
Roman Church,

9. What has thue far been said is before
our eyes at this hour. It s no appeal to
bistory, but to a visible and palpable fact,
Men may explain it es they wili ; deny it,
they carnot. They ses the head of the
Church year by year spesking to the
natiors of the world ; treating with em.
pires, republics and governments. There
le no other man on earth that can so bear

This is the century of revolutions,
Rome has in our time been besleged three
times; three Pupes have been driven out
of it, two have been shut up in the Vati
can, The city is now full of revolation,
The whole Church has been tormented by
Falck Jaws, Mancini laws, and Crispl lawe,
An uunbeliever in Germany sald some
years 8go : “The net s now drawn s» tight
shout the Church, that if it escapes this
Ume I wiil belicve In 1t.” Whether he
helieves, or is even alive now to believe,
I cannot say,

Nothing thus far has been sald ag proof.
The visible, palpable facts, which are at
this moment before the eyes of all men,
speak for themselves, There {s one, and
only one, world wide unity of which
theee things can be said, It is a fact and
a phenomenon for which an intelligible
account must be rendered, If it be only
& humon system built up by the intellect,
will, and energy of men, let the adversar
fes prove it. The burden s upon them;

gtill before them, the natiors worshipped
the creature—that is, hy pantheism, pely-
theism, idola'ry ; snd, having lost the
knowledge of God and His pe rfcctions,they
lest the knowledge cf their own nature
aud its lawe, which thenceforward ceased
1o guide, restrain, or govern them, 'Ihe
became perverted and inverted with every
possible abuse, defeating the end and
destroying the powers of creation. The
lights of nature were put out, and the
world ruched headlcng into coufusions, of
which the beasts that peii.h were innocent,
Thie fs analytically the bistory of all
nations but one, A line of light still
chone from Adam to Enoch, from Eaoch
to Abiahem, to whom tiae command
was given, “Walk before Me and
be perfect,” And it ran on from
Abrabam to Calapbas who crucified the
Founder of Christianity, Through all
enthropemorphiem of thougbt and lan.
guage this line of light still passed {nvio-
late and inviclable, But in tte world, on
elther side of that rediant stream, the
whole earth was datk, The intellectual
aud morsl state of the Greek world may
be measured In its highest excellence in
Athens—its private, domestic, and public
morality—may be seen In Aristophanes,

The state of Rome is visthle {n Juvenal,
and in the fourth book of St. Augustine’s
“City of God.”” There was only one evil
wenting, The world was not athefst. Its
polythelem was the example and the war
rent of ail forms of moral abominations.
Imitari quod colis plunged the nations into
Celwe,  Their theology was their deprada
tion; thelr text-hook of an elaborate cor-
ruption of intellect and wiil.

Christianity came in “the fullness of
time.”

The god of this world had built his city.
From fouudation to parapet, everything
that the skill aud power of man could do
had been done without stint of means or
limit of will. Thke divine hand wss
stayed, or rather, es St, Augustine says,
an unsurpassed, natural greatness was the
reward of certain natnral virtues, de
giaded us they were in unnatural abomin-
atious, Rome was the climax of the
power of man without God, the epotheosis
of the human will, the direct and supreme
antagonist of God in His own world, In
this the fullness of time was come. Man
built all this for himself, Certulaly, man
could not also build the City of God,
They are not the work of one end the
same architect, who capriciously chose to
build first the city of ¢ nfusion, euspend-
fng for a time his ekiil and power to
build some day the City of God, Such
an hynothesis is folly, ~ Of two things,
one, Disputants must choose one or the
other. Both cannot be asserted, and the
assertion needs no answer—Iit refates it.
self, So much for the first point,
1L. Iu the reign of Augustus, acd in a
remote and powerless Orlental race, a
Child wag born Ina stable of a poor
Mother. For thirty years He lived a
hidden life; for three years He preached
the Kingdom of God, and Kave laws
bitherto unknown to men, He died in
ignominy upon the Cross; on the third
day He rose again ; and alter forty daye
He was seen no more. This uiknown
Man created a world-wide unity of in.
tellect and will which is vigible to the eye,
and audible in all laogusges to the ear,
It is In harmony with the reason apd
moral nature of all nations, in all ages to
this day. What proportion is thers be
tween the cause and the effict? What
power was there In this lsolated Magq ?
What unseen virtues went ous of Him to
change the world?  For chavge the
world He did; aud that not in the line or
oa the level of usture as men had cor
tupted it, bat in direct contradicticn to
all thst was then supreme in the world.
He taught the deperdence of the i tellect
against its self-trust, the submission of
the will agalnst its license, the subjuga.
tion of the passlons by temperate control
or by absolute sutjection sgainst their
wilful indulgence. This was to reverse
what men believed to be the laws of
nature; to make water climb upward and
fire to point downward. He taught morti-
fication of the Justs of the flesh, contempt
of the luets of the eycs, aud hatred of the
pride of life.  What hope was there tha,
such a teacher should convert imperfal
Kome { that such & teacher should exer-
clse the fulness of human pride and lust ?
Yet so it has come to pase; and how }
Twelve men more obscure than Himself,
abesolutely without authority or irfluence
of this world, preached throughout the
empire and beyoud it. They asserted two
fects : the one, that (God had been made
man; the other, that He died and rose
sgain,  What could be more incredible ?
To the Jews the unity aud epirituality of
God were axioms of reason and falth; to
the Geuttles, however cultured, the resur-
rectivu of the flesh was impossible. The
divine Person who had died and risen
could nov be ealled in evidence as the chief
witness,  He could not be produced in
court, Could anything be more suspicious
if credibls, or less credible even if He
were there to say so ! All that they

Wherever they went men belfeved thelr
word, The most intense persecution was
frow the Jews, the people of falth and of
divine traditions, In the name of God
aud of religion they stoned Stephen, and
seut Saul to persecute at Damascus. More
than thie, they stirred up the Romans {n
€very place. As they had forced Pilate
to crucify Jesus of N zareth, 80 they swore
to sley Paul, And yet in epite of all the
faith spread,

Not enly did the world in the fulluces
of its power give to the Christlan faith no
belp to root or to epread {tself, but it
wrenked all the fulluess of fts power upon
it o uproot and to dests y it. Of the
first thirty Pontiffs in R e, twenty-nine
Wwere mariyred.  Ten successive persecu-
tlone, or rather one universal and con-
tivuous persecution of two hundred years,
with ten more bitter excesses of enmity
o every province of the empire, did all
that man can do to extinguish the Chris
tian name, The Christian name may be
blotted out hers and there in blood, bat
the Christian falth can nowhere be slaln
It is inscrutable, and beyond the reach of
man. In nothing is the blood of the
martyrs more surely the seed of the faith,
Every martyrdom was a witness to the
faith, and the ten persecutlons were the
sealing of the work of the twelve Apostles,
The destroyer defeated himself, Christ
crucified was visibly set forth before all
the nations, the world was a Calvary, and
the blood of the martyrs preached in
every tongue the Passion of Jesus Christ,
The world did {ts worst, and ceased only
for weariness and conscious defeat,

Then came the peace, and with peace
the peril of the Church, The world out-
eide had failed; the world inside began to
work, It no longer destroyed life; it per-
verted the intellect, and, through intellect-
ual perveision, sssuiled the falth at its
centre, The Aungel of light preached
heresy. The biptismal creed was assailed
all along the line; agnosticiem iled the
Father and Creator of all thing:; Arian-
fsm, the Godhead of Son; Nestorianism,
the Unity of His person; Mouophyeites,
the two natures; Monothelites, the divine
and hnman wills; Macedontans, the per-
son of the Holy Ghost. So throughout
the centuries, from Nicaea to the Vatican,
every article has been in succession per-
verted by heresy and dcfined by the
Chaurch, Bat  of this we  shall
speak hereafter, If the human in
tellect could fasten ite perversions on the
Christian faith, it would have doue so
long ago; and if the Ohrictian faith has
been guarded by no more than buman
intellcet, it would lorg ago have been
disintegrated, as we see in every religion
cutside the unity of the one Catholic
Caurch. There is no example in which
fragmentary Christianities have not
deparied from their original type. No
buman system is lmmutable; no thing
homan is changeless, The human intel.
lect, therefore, can give no suflicient
account of the identity of the Catholis
foith in all places and in all ages by auy of
its own natural processes or powers, The
forca of this argument is immensely
lucreased when we irace the tradilion of
the faith through the nineteen woumeni
cal councils which, with one continuous
intelilgence, have guarded aud unfolded
the depoeit of falth, defining every truth
as it has been successlvely assalled in
absolute harmony aud unity of progres.

INTERESTING ANECDOTE TOLD BY A JESUIT
MISSIONARY,

An epieode told by the Rev, Father
Coarles Croonenberghe, 8. J, of the
Zsmberi Miseion will be read with pleas-
ure,

It wes in the South African winter or
dry eestop, (n the last day of April,
1579 The mirsionary caraven bad
plouded its werry wsy smong ssnds snd
rocks, rivers and forests, and was camp
ing iu the midst of the immense plaing
of Western Tranevaal. The sun was
calmly setting on the level horizon, and
the evening breeze brought with it that
blissful freshpess which under the burn
ing wid day sun the mirage had made
us dresm of by its imaginary bowers and
pictured lakes. All wae quiet and silent
around us, the cattle were feeding; the
Fatlers, walking, eaid their beads,

In the glimmering sky a spot appeared
that grew little by little; a dark buman
form was making towsrds our waggon,
It was dark already, when we received
the greetings of the strange visitor at
our camp fire. A man of middle stature
with rough shoes, a corduroy suit long
worn, a.broad felt bat on his gray bair,
stood before us.

he continued to hold cflice for a consid.
erable time, It ought to have been a
cauee for rejoicing to all religious people
that the college, after haviog come
through so severe an ordeal, was once
more devoted to the object for which it
was founded, Toe pious Fatbers from
whom the property was taken when they
originally possesed it, lnudly complained,
and freely abused the Scotch biehops for
baving made interest with the French
Goverzment to recover the College for
their miesions. Bishop Hay, in writing
to the agent at Rome concerning matters
that were to be laid before the Holy
Father, end among the rest, the Society’s
attuck on tke Bishopr, rays: “What is
mentioned btoth to His Holiness and
Csrdinal Castelli about reflections cast
out by some here, upon the conduct of
Bishops relating to Douai Coliege, is
owing entirely to the ungenercus be-
baviour of some of our friends of the
Society. Notwithstanding all that we
bave endeavored to do for their assist-
ance, of late years, it would appesr they
can never digest the vexation it gave
them to see ihat house put into our
hands. The moet of them, indeed, say
but Jittle on the subjact; but some
amorg them have put such odicus con
structions upon that at'air among the
people immediately under their charge,
48 10 make the Bishops here appear
guilty of the highest injustice to their
order, and of having, by intriguing and
underhand dealipg, got ibat place turned
over to themselves ; aud Bishop Grent
this very eummer, in visiting some of
these people, was repioached to his very
face for having dene e0. You will easily
see, my dear eir, how unjust such deal-
ing 18 ; a8 you will know how fer we were
from intriguing i that affair, and how
uprightly your werthy browber scted
with regard 10 there gentlemen in it.
You will also see how ubjustifisble
their conduct is, in showing a greater
willmgness {o  bave that house
lost entirely to the nation than be put
into our hands. How strabnge a blind
vees ! How unaccountable a prejudice !
You will ikewise see how fatal & tend
ency their behaviour must have in pre-
judicing the minds of the people against
their cuief pastor and bow just our re.
qust is to have our corduct vindicated
by the authority of the Holy See, in
order thereby to confound such as may
still geinsay, and to put a stop to the
€vils that might otherwice ensue, , , .”
Mr, Robert Grant, the principal of the
uewly-restored college, is no less eevere
on the ungracious conduct of the pious
society, In a letter to Bishop Hay of
July 6ih, 1772, he eays: ., .. “I duly
received your last with remarks on
Curle’s Testament, which are both just
and solid ; and will pass for such with
every upprejudiced person, If they
(the Religicus Fathers) have any monu-
ments,—1 mean originals —clearcr on
their side, let them publich them, But,
I am pretty sure they have not ; neither
is it poesibie they should, without sup-
posing F. Curle to talk nonsense in his
said Testament. Nay, their having
carried oft all the other original papers
regarding the foundation of this House,
without leaving any authentic copies, is
a strong presumption against them, It
is more than necessary that these re-
marks should be published in order to
undeceive those who look upon us as
unjustly porsessing what we bave no title
to. The common conversation among
their debates is that we are eacrilegious
robbers, etc.; and how these good gentle-
men can counnive at such injurious asper.
sions, i8 astonishing beyond measure.
« «+ 2" Itdgastonishing,

About this time it was proposed, Bishop
Grant concurriog,that Bishop Hay should
visit Dousi in order to make a personal
examioation of the affairs of the college.
He found it necessery, however, in con-
sequence of certain political ocourrences,
to postpcne his journey, Meanwhile,
le had the plensure to receive very
gratifying intelligence from the College
of Volladolid, His friend there, the
accowplished principal, wrote to hia,
under cate Nov. 18, 1771, s follows :

.+ . “Bay everything that is kind to
Me Ciow (2 gentleman riready men-
tioned, remsarkabie tfor his pisty ) I
reverenca that worthy gentleman as |
would do & Father of the desert, aud [
bave great confidence in his prayers,
Tell him for me, and I know it will give
him satisfaction, that bowever depraved
the worid is become, there still re msins
a great deal of true piety in Spain ; and
that, not only in the convents and
monasteries, but, even in the palaces
and judgment seats, There are some
most excellent secular gentlemen in this
same oity ; among the rest, the compt-
roller general of the Royal Revenues of
Old Caatile is just such a man as Mr,

Crow himself, or Dr, G:rdon of Keith-
more, ., , )

Dr. Gordon, here mentioned as an
ornament of the Catholic Church along
with Mr, Crow, was a brotber of Bishop
Gordon, He had taken part on the los
ing side in 1745, and o had to keep out
of sight for some time. He owned a
smail property on Dee-eide ; but in his
latter yesrs lived retired at Keithmore
in Asuchendown, and died there at an
advanced age, in 1763,

Bishop Hay could welcome a good
book, nlihough it came from a Protest-
ant, Writing to Principal Geddes, he
recommends bighly Dr. Beatie’s eseny
‘‘on the immortality of Truth” and Reid’s
“Eoquiry into the human wind,” Both
these works he coneidered likely to be
useful,

At leogth the Bichop was able to
undertake his contemplated journey to
the College of Douai, Oa reaching Lon-
don, he paid avisit to Bishop Caalloner,
whom he bad not seen lor twenty years,
and who bad pew attained the advarced
age of eigbty, He gave bisold friecd, the
Sceoteh bishop, & most cordial recepiion,
and availed bimself of bis vieit to place
in his hands what he bad eollected for
the persecuted people of Ulist, and st
the same time a sum of money entrusted
to him for Bishop Hay’s own ute. Next
day he was favored with & vieit from
Father Cguikshavks, S J, who pro.
wised to give him all the informstion in
his power concerning the affairs of his
brethren as regarded the Scotch college
at Douai, While in London, Bishop
Hay made interest with the Govern.
ment in order fo obtain some pecuni-
ary aid for the Duchess of Perth, whose
husbsnd’s property had been all con-
fiscated by the State, The march to
Derby was still remembered; and it was
made a pretext for denying all uid to the
destitute lady that she had resumed
without permission the title of Duchess.
Before leaving London, the Bithop saw
Lord Witheringtor, who promised to
subscribe for the reiief ot tne Uist peo-
ple. On bis way from London to Douai,
the bishop visited the celebrated Alban
Butler at Si, Omers, and met with a
most kind reception, Mr. Robert
Grant, the Principal of the Scotch col
lege of Douai, went as far as Lisle to
meet him and accompsanied him to
Douai, Having proposed some changes
in the constitution of the college he
proceeded to Paris, together with Princi
pal Grant, His object in visiting that
city was to obtain from the French
Government & benefice in France
for the benefit of the Scotch m's-
sion, This euit was supported by the
biskop ot Arras throughout, and at first
by severnl other irfluential personages,
But, for wani of eutticient honorable in
fluence, the Bishop declining to employ
such as was unbecoming, the scheme
which he had so much at heart finally
failed,

We  sbail now  have Bishop
Hay’s opinion of a work that
became  famous—Pastorini’s Letters

Writing to Principul Geddes at Vallado
lid, the Bishop says ; “There is a very
curious piece published just whom in
London, by B. Walmesley, whom you may
rememwber at Rome, of the order of St
Benedict, and ¢ame there to be consecra-
ted inourtime, It is a general history
of the Church by way of commentary on
the Apcealypee, It is thought that this
work will be a greater sircke to the Pro
testants thav either Cardinal Pole or the
Free examination,” Beveral copies of
ibis work were sent to Edinburg by
Bishop Hay’s orders, for hi {riends in
Scotland,

Aboui this time autherity over the
Religious Orders was given to the Bishops
in England, Bisbop Hay was auxious
that the Jike suthoiity should be con
ferred on the Scotch Bishops. This
measure had become necessary for the
maintenance of discipline and the nor
mal condition of tbe church, Benedict the
X1V, therefore, was earnestly petitioned
through the Abbate Grant, 1o extend to
Scotlund the benefit of the decree with
which he had favored England. Bishop
Hay, writing to the agent on the subject,
eays : “I aesure you there are more than
one of the society of whose conduct 1
have got complaints from their own
hearers ; and yet, for want of some such
backing, Bishop Giant will not, and I
dare not speak to them. I could give
you some ingiances that would surprise
you.” Tiae Bishop concludes his letter
by desiring his thanks to the Italians
for the handsome sum which they bad
contributed towards the relief of the Uist
people,

The benevolent Prizcipal of the College
of Valladolid sent, at this time, to Edin-
burgh,in his own name and that of his two
companions, £39 12, the result of their
savings, for the benefit of the Scotch
mission. Bishop Hay wrote from Paris
to thank him, under date of March 17th,
1772: “In my own pame and on the
part of all our brethren, I return you
and your companions hearty thauks
for your =supply; and I blees
God Aimighty, who, having given you
the means, has given you the heart also
to make 80 proper a use of it. , , Hav
ing eacrificed our persons to the service
of religion in our poor ccuntry, how
inconsistent would it bo to refuse to part
with the pelf of this world for the ssme
end ! For my own part, I thank God I

have nothing so much at heart as the |

common cruse, and shall think myself
happy to sacrifice everything that is
near and dear to me in this world; but,
it is superflaous to mention this to you,
who kuow me to well already,” , , . .
Bighop Hay retuined to Edinbuigh after
an abeence of elaven weeks, in betver
health thun he had enjoyed for many
yesras. Being £o blessed, he renewod
his migsionary labours with extraordin.
ary vigor, This same year, a Brief was
obtsived from the Holy See, granting a
plenary indulgence to the Catholica af
Scotland, on the Festival ot 83, Pete;
snd Paul, to be gained any duy within
the octave, on peiformance ot the usual
conditions,

As illustrative of the narrow spirit
which still reigned in England, it may
he mentioned that hooks to the value of
£10, which Bishop Hay had purchased
at Paris, were seized on his arrival and
destroyed. 'There is certainly a very close
relation between bigotry and vandal
ism,

There was unusually severe weather
in Scotland from the beginning of the
year 1772, “Such frost and snow,” says

'out where the shabby and devout feilow

Bistop Hay, in a letter to Principal
Geddes, “have not been seen in the
memory of mar—no, not even in 1740
This bard weather and the consequent
derrth added considerably t> the miseries
of the poorer people, Bishop Huy states
that, in addition, there was grest sick
pess and mortulity about Stobhall, n
Glengarry and Stratheprey,

This year the general meeting included

feeble from old sge as to be unable
to undertake a long journey, Ilis col-
lesgues in their annual letter to the
Prefect of Propaganda, Cardinal Cas'e i,
of date July 13:b, epeak of the veuerable
Bickop in the following kindly 1erms :
“Hugh of Disus, now worn out by old
8ge, and the labors of forty years, during
whic he has discharged the duties ot

\postoiie, bas tuiled in strepgth
this year, ¢o much as 0 be unable to be
with us here; and it scems, indeed

hardly possible that his lite can be pro
tracted much longer, 1o is a wan who
has merited very highly of religion ; and
by bis toils, his vigilanee, his eonceru for
the common cruse; by bis gentleness and
the tweetness of bis manne rs ; and by
his assiduity in the preservation of fra
ternal charity, in the administration of
the mission sflaire, he has always en.
deared himself to every one,”

For the Jast two months the unfortu.
nate city of Jacksonville, Florids, has
been sfllicted with the deadly ecourge of
the South, yellow fever, and the pestil-
ence has spread to otber Southern cities,
such as Decatur, Jackson, Miss,, etc,

The first case which appeared was cured,
and hopes were entertained that the
disease waa checked, but it soon broke
out again, and by the 30th of Avguat it
became evident that it must have its
course, By September 3rd, 206 cages
were reported, with 36 deeths, Now
cases were thencefoxrward daily reported,
and within two weeks 15,000 persons had
fled the city, As the disease progresscd
it beceme more deadly, and while some
heroic souls were endeavoring to the ut.
most of their power to relleve the dis-
tress of thelr fellow-creatures, the major.
Ity were paralyzed and terror-tricken,
and continued to leave the city by thou.
sands.  The Right Rev. Bichop and
Father Kenna labored indefatigably for
the people till they were successively
stricken down by the fever.

A NATION OF MEN,
Well, if we were ever a nation of children
We are children no longer (loud cheers),
We are a nation of full grown men to day
(cheer: ), We have got a leader whom we
will trust to the death (cheers), Weo bave
ROt an organisation that uothing can
shatter; and we have gota policy that is
warchiug on to victory with the most
wonderful acd most rapld strides that
any great movement of the century has
commanded ; and until that policy fs tried
aud until that victory Is won I think
I may aseure our enemies that the whole
force of the Itish race will stand to their
Rune (loud cheere), and wiil stick to their
leader with a steadiness and a discipline of
a German army on the march (r¢newed
cheere). God knows I am not insensible
to the cruel secifizes that this struggle
entails upon our unfortunate people, 1
have seen John Mandeville’s deeolate house
aud his true-hearted Irish wife, It is
enough to make our hearts bleed when we
think of Juhn Dillon wastiog his noble life
away in the gloom of a prison celi when
we ate breathing God’s air to-day, and to
think of M. Balfour and Dr. Barr (groane),
with their hands, as 1t were, on his pulee
to kuow how much more he can stand, and
then turn him out on the world a shattered
aud a broken man. Don’c tell me of thosn
things, 1 kuow it all. Moruis &, hoou,

(loud cheer), whom we have ou this plat.
form here 1o day, Mor ok, noon, aud
uight 1 think of such men givieg up
thiir  familles and giving ap their
busluess, ard with their naked brensts
factug  the bayousts and the blud-
geons, while the houses that they
bull are beiug tumbled about thefe Qurs.
| know it ull, but I know also that all

We cannot
expect a buey and relf-absorbed people
like the Evglieh people to think our
liberties are worth fighting for unless we
#how them that we think they are worth
fighting for ourselves (renewed cheers)
1 tell you that the men [ see before me
will bave to show their teeth, they wiil
have to defy Mr, Ballour and the land
lords, aud they will have to meet them
foot to foot, Ionly place one limitation,
mind you, upon vour resiztance to the
den of thieves in Dublin Castle, [ only
ask you one thing, We must be true 10
our feithful friende snd alliss in Eog
land, Scotland, avd Wales,

THE PLAN AND BOYCOTTING.

We must remember that the most
devilish ingenuity is being employed to
meke Mr, (ladstone answerable for
every word and every deed of ours, We
must remember never to do anything
that we csannot defend to our con-
sciences, and that we can’t stand up and
defend before any honest sesembly of
Eoglishmen, But while I say this, I
tell you tbat I for one would have no
hesitation in standing up in defending
before any English sudience in the
world and in glorying in the fight that
the men of C)olroe made for their homes
(loud cheers); and I believe there is po
sudience of honest Eaglishmen who
would not echo every word of advice that
was given to these men by my dear young
friend, Willie Redmond (cheers). |
would have no hesitation in defending
bafore any English audience the ostrac-
ism, and, if you like to call it, the boy-
cotting of land-grabbers and of every
other enemy of the people. I would
bave no hesitation of defending against
all comers the Plan of Campaign (cheers)
—its bonesty, its necessity, anda its in
vincibility (renewed cheers). Above all
things, I should be prepared to defend
snywhere in the world every act of
resistace, snd of contempt, and of
defiance against every proclamation of
Mr. Balfour's suppressing liberty of
speech and supressing combination, I
may tell you that I would detend every
one of theee things as reedily here to-
day only that, in the first placs, it' is not
in the least degree necessary to defend
them before an Irish sudience ; and in
the next place, there are certain times
when it may be better policy that per-
baps certain among us may happen to
be more ugetul outside of jail.

THE IRISH HEART SOUND,
At the same time, there are thousands of
men listening to me here to day to whom
it ought to be a reproach if they do not
g0 into jail this winter and it thay do not
deserve it richly (loud cheers); and I
have no heritation in telling you that the
one thing which [ should be most
ashamed to acknowledge before an Eng
lish nudience, the one thing for which
Englishmen, who are brave men and who
love liberty themselves, the one thing
for which they would justly deepise us
wauld be, it Balfour could boast that the
men of [reland were surrenderirg tamely
their homes (cries of “never,” and
voice, “we will tight for them”), and that
a foew months’ jail had frightened us cut
of the struggle for which thirty genera
tions of our fathers have faced the
gallows and batilefield (loud cheers)
Chere is not the least fear of that.
There never was a time when tke heart
of Ireland was sounder, or when the
pulse of Ireland bent nigher than it does
o dey. It we have 4 great deal—and we
have & great deal—to exaeperate and
to  madden us, wWe  have ten
thousand times more to fill our
hearts with encouragement and with
hope.  Of all the generations of
Irishmen that have lived in this land
since the Norman conquest, we of this
generation have most ta be thankful for.
We are the most united; we are the most
ivfluential throughout the globe, in
America a8 well as here; and we are
blest above all the generations that have
gone before us with the promise, aye, and
with the certainty, that we will yet own
and govern thiy lovely land of ours
(cheers),

WE ARE TWENTY MILLIONS,
Why, it 18 & thing in itselt worth living
for to live in a time like this, when our
old Irish race, which was oncea very by-
word for diesension and disunion, that
the race is united to day all the world
around, like 50 many regiments in one
mighty army twenty millions strong
(cheer:), Yes, it is a time worth living
in, and it is & time worth struggling in,
These are great historic scenes in which
we are privileged to take a part, and we
ought to thank God that it is our privil.

BACK !-AW4Y WITH THEM.

United Ireland, Sept, 15th,

The whole forces of Governmentin Ire.
land seem consolidated iuto onme buge
battering ram to crush the paople, The
cry of “back away wi.h them” echoes
from one end of Treland to another,
Evictlons the object, and Coercion the
means, There is no other objact sought, no
other means emploved by the Govern.
went in Ireland. The evicting landlords
are arwed withall the forces of the Crown;
the tenanta are stripped even of the poor
defenco of free speech and peaceful com
binatlon.  Let it be clearly understood
the gole function of Government in I+e
land at present s the colliction of rack
rents,  For this, and this only, heavy
taxes arc pald, courts eft, and armies are
employed, that hsrpy lavdlords mey
kave rack rents, or failing rack
rents, they way have vengence—
sccording to law. “You caunot have
blood out of a stone,” the proverb saye
Well, but you can ecrush the stone to
powder for its obstiracy in refaeing to
bleed. Wa shudder at the storfes of
human sacrifices on Pegan sltars in remote
sges and barbarous lauds, It curdles cur
blood to read of the poor vietim dragged
shriekivg to the al'ar and the kuife
plunged into his breast, even though
the racrifice be In etifet mccordavce
with Jaw aud order, as then pre
vailing in the country,and all preliminary
formalities have been regularly performed.

bood, priests, coadjutors, snd “ech.les
tique,” but in every case the nnmber of
priests is more than twice that of the
other two Orders put tigether. In the
Balkan Peninsula there ave 45 Jesnit
wisslonaries; in Africa and esvecially
Ezypt, Madegascar, and the Zimbesi
reglon, 223;in Asis, erpecially Armenia,
Syris, certain parts of Indis, acd parts of
China, 699 In Chine alone the number
fs 195, all of French natfonality. Io
Ocesuica, including the Phillppines, the
Malay Archipelago, Australls, and New
Zzaland, the number in 270; in America,
Includlug certaln epecified states of the
Union, portions of Cauads, British Hon-
duras, Beszl), and Perv, 1130; the total
number of Jesuits spread ali over the
globe in purely missiovary work belng
2377, Theee are of various nationalities,
but the vast me jrity are French, In the
distribution great attention is paid to
natlopality; thus in Ilfvria, Dalmatis, and
Albania they are all Venetians; in Con.
stantinople and Syrls, Siciliane; in Africs,
Asis Minor, and China, Frevch; while no
Freuch Jesults sre to be found In any
Ell‘t of the American continent. In the

ombay and Bergal Presidencles they are
Germans and Belglaus, resyectively; in
tae Philippines, Spanish; in Malay Archi-

elagn, Dutch; in Estern Australin snd

ew 7 aland, Jrish; in the Uafted States,
Germaue; Neapolitans and Piedmont.
ese are tound working lu specified and
distlnet district ; those laboring among
the Indians of Canada are Canadiane; in
the Biitlsh Weet India Colunies they are
Eoglish; in Central America, Spanfarde;
fu S:uth Ametlca, Italians, Spaniards
and Germisns, the Italians and Garmers
baving all Brez 1 to themselves, doubtless
becau:e of the enormous ['alian and Ger-
wan immigration to Frazil.

It will be understood that the spheres
of the labor of the difterent orders,
Jesuus, Luzarists, Fraociseans, etc., are
carefully laid down at Rome, no two
Orders, as a rule, workiog ip the rame
region ; these rpheres once fizxed, the
distribution within them is lett to the
head of the particular Order, whatever it
might be, In sn illimitable field like
China, all the Ocders are representad,
but districts of each are epecified, and
were re-arranged about ecighteen months
ago. The Jesuits have Kiangsu province
and the eoutheastern part of Cuili, the
metropolitan province ; they bave 145
Fathers in the former, and 50 ia the latter
dlstrict, In Afiica again they touch only
on the east coast at certain poiuts, and
are represented in no other part of the
continent ; in India they have nothing to
do with Madras, C:yion, Central India,
or the North west Provinces, and their
work in the Uuited States is exceed
ingly circumscribed. In such places ar
Japan, the Mulay Peninsula, Siberia,
Indo.China (Burmab, Tonquir, Sism,
Annam), they are not found at all, The
great centres of Jesuit missionary activ
ity on the surface of the globe are the
Zambesi. Syria (where there are 142
French Jesuits), Bepgal, Kiangsu prov-
ince in China, the Philippine Archipel-
ago, the Central States ot the Union
(bere they are all German Jesuite), Cen-
tral America and Cuba, Ecuador and
Peru, Chili and Paraguay. A colored
map of the distribution throughout the
world of the various Orders would be an
interesting study,
