Breaking Steers.

The winter season is the time when far-
mers should teach their steers to draw toge-
thez in the yoke. Many farmers are care-
less in this matier, and leave it to untrain-
ed boys to train unruly steers. We claim
no superior wisdom in this matter, but we
wust remind farmers occasionally ‘of what
themselves do know.’

They and we have seen- people attempi
1o break steers, but in doing it they first
break their uoses and backs. We have of-
ten insisted that much whipping is not need-
ed when the right course is pursued. Kind-
ness, gentleness, and good humour are ap-
preciated by them as well as by the human
race, and they can be overcome by kindness.
Let us go into-detail.

It is not long siice we saw a couple of
young men attempying lo make a pair of
steers move forward in their new yoke.
They were past 1wo years old and had ne-
ver been even halter-broken or counfined in
say way. They were yoked in a cowyard
aod soon invied to move, but neither un-
derstod what was said to them. At length.
a stick was used, and one of the steers
thougint it was time to be free (he did not
even understand the slave catching law,) he
sprang forward, but his mate had not then
made up his mind 1o move, and he kept his
ground.

Afier much whipping and beating, the
idea of making them advance ‘or run back
while yoked together was given up, and the
steers stood their ground much better than
Santa Anna’s troops did when General Tay-
lor was whipping. The sieers were unyo-
ked and lie breaking was deferred 1o ano-
ther day.

On that other day we requested 10 have
the steers yoked again. We filled our pock-
cts full of apples, for the sieers were too
greeu for green or ripe corn. As soon as
the off steer found we had something for him

caughi, he came forward, ate the apple,then
another, and a third. Now he stood to
have the yoke put on him, snd we turned
our attention to the nigh one. He 0o came
directly under the yoke that was held up for
him by one of the young men, following us
with a good apple that was held out to him,
and he ate two or three while the bow was
made fast,

Now the motion was'to make the steers
move. We charged the young men not to
sirike a blow.
our pockets and in a very few minutes buth
steers [ullowed us around the yard and in
any direction where we choose 10 go. They
were quite willing to move forward together
and had not the least inclination to run
away. When they had became used to mov-
Ing together in the yoke they could be dri-
ven by means of a birch stick applied to
their tails.  We could haw them and gee
them about without the least difficulty, and
In two hours time we could drive where we
pleased. They would haw about or come
to by holding vut a hand 10 themn a8 in offer-
ing an apple.

I'be truth is that when steers are first
yoked they know nothing of what is wanted,
and all the beating that can be inflicted will
not make them move. We have ofien seen
steers afflicted with a bad habit of geeing or
running off from the driver and we have 100
ofien seen the driver run afier them and
whip them for runniag off. T'his is equal 10
whipping a horse for not letting you catch
him in the pasture.

An old mau once tuld us he never run
alier a pair of wieers. He could always
bring them back by showing an ear of corn.

oung men, will you remember this and not
chase your sieers 10 whip them.

Steers that are broken without whipping
stand more erect in the yoke than others.—
They have no slavish fears of having their

noses beaten in as sieers have that have been |

clubbed by ill tempered drivers and taught
1o crouch and stick their heads to the earth
to hide them from ungoverued wrath.

The steers we have been speaking of now
hold up their heads as high ia the yoke as
out of it.  They have no craven look or sul-
ky nod to show resentment for their loss of
freedow, but seem to be willing 10 exchange
that for a tit bit offered in kindness and re-
ceived with a fair understanding of the de-
signs of the masier,

of fertilising the svil. He states that the
best and speediest way to fertilize any soil,
is 10 cover it over with siraw, bushes, or any
raw material, so as 10 completely shade it.
The surface of the earth thus being made
cool, dark, damp and close, soon undergoes
a chemical process like putrifaction, and be-
conies highly feriilized. This plan of ferti-
lizing, he says, may be applied with success
to any soil whatever, no matter how poor,and
the result will be astonishing.

‘I'he party will consist of some thirty men,
with a couple of luunches, sledges, dogs,
and gutta percha boots. T'he provisions
will be Pemmican—a preparation of dried
meat, packed in cases, impregnable 10 the
appetite of the Polar bear. Dr. Kane, afier
stating that his expediion will leave the
United States in time to reach the Bay at
the earliest season of navigation, says :

Afier reaching the settiement of Upper-
navik, we take in a supply of Esquimaux
dogs, aud a few picked men 10 take charge
of the sledge. We then euter the ice ol
Meivilte Bay, and if successful in its pene-
tration, hasten 10 Swith’s Sound, forcing
our vessel 1o the utmost mavigable point,
and theressecuring her for the winter. The
operations of search, however, are not to
be suspended. Active exercise is the best
safeguard against the scurvy ; and, alithough
the darkuess of winter will not be in our
favour, I am convinced that with the ex-
ception, perhaps, of the solsticial period of
maximum obscurity, we can push forward
our provision deposits by sledge and launth
and thus prepare for the fiual efforts of our
search.

In this I am sirengthened by the valuable
opinion of my friend, Mr. Murdaugh, late
the sailing master of the Advance. Lle has
advocated this very Sound as a basis of land
operations. And the recent journey of Wm.
Keunedy, commanding Lady Frauklin's
last expedition, shews that the fall and win-
ter should no lunger be regarded as lost
months.

The sledges, which constitute so import-
ant a feature of our Expedition, and upon
which not only our success but our safety
will depend, %re 1v be constructed with ex-
treme care. Each sledge will carry 1he
blanket, bags and furs of six men, together
with a measured allowance of Pemmican.
