‘The 16th chapter of the Epistle 1o the Rom-

an has always appeared to me like a gallery
of monuments. These are the ouly pictures of
the ancient worthies which the Lord hes permit-
ted to be taken and trsnsmitted. Let us be
content with their characiers as they are em-
balmed in the Bible, and sttempt not to palm
upon ourselves snd others spurioas paintings of
their festures. There names are written in the
Lamb’s book of life within the veil ; and writteu
also in duplicate on this document, bung upon
the temple gate outside for our use. When they
are raised in glory, all men will see how they
look , till then, let us be content with these
glimpses of their new nature that are given on
the page of inspiration.
This record of honored pames illustrates also
the lovs that reigoed in the Cbristien Com-
munity, snd we!ded all their glowitg hearts
into one, At Corioth, Paul remembered many
of his fellow-Christians whom bhe bad met at
various places during bis miesionsry journeys ;
and he conveys s message to each of them whom
be knew to be at that time resident at Rome.

Although the care of many churches lay on bis
mind, bis memory readily recalled the nsme and
dietinguishing pecutisrities of all who bad stood
out ss eminent in the ccmmunity for love to the
Lord, or kindness to the brethren.

DISCOURSE BY MR, PUNSHON,

Matt. v. 16—* Lot your light so shine be-
fore men that they may ree your good works
and glorify your Fatber which is in beaven.”
Lzoking st the vast multitude that bad gether-
ed 10 bear Him f1om all parts of the lucd, the
Saviour seems to have been impreesed with a
feeling that the harvest was ripening fast, while
the labourers were few and unekilled ; so He
called His disciples about Him, oa the moust
taia’s top, and there addressed to them those
words of exhortation acd counsel which make
up this chapter. But not to 1hose alone were
they spoken ; to us also they sound upon whom-
bas descended the beirship of the ages and who
dwell in the fullnees of the times. In the words
of tte text we find the great primary as well ae
the secoadary objeet of the Christian life. First
of all is the glory of’Gud. This is the object of
all creation. The noon-day brightoess of the
sun—tbe solemn march of the stars—the tide in
its reguler flow—the billa in their measureless
might—with all the moral and paturs] digpense-
tious of the Almighty's power—show forth his
glory. Somust it be the great sim of the Chris-
tisn's life. But secondary 10 it, and subsidiary
ta it, he muat Jet bis light so shine before men,
that by Lis life the glory of God may be manifest.
ed. Tbe Chbristian is the salt of the earth and
the light of the world. Salt is the great preser-
vative from corruption ; but in order that its in-
fluence may be felt, it must permeate. Light is
the great revealer, but it must be allowed to
shine. So it is not by & monastic life that the
Christian can be of service in preserving the
world from moral corruption or in spresding
light over its dark and gloomy places. He must
go out into the world. God works through
means to this end ; He bas instituted His grand
ordivance of preaching thet the word may be
proclaimed to men through the sympathetic
tones of kindred speech. Bat not in this alone ;
in the deily walk and conversation of each
Christian there is a demand made on bim for his
labour in thbe cause of God. Every word or act,
simple thoagh it be, exerts a power. Like the
little stone dropped in the blue waters of the
lake, whose ciroling ripples spread out en either
side, rustlirg the edges, dipping the willow
boughs, diaturbiog the watex fowl in its nest,
leaving his impression, slight, but effcctive on
the entire shore ; 50 the careless word dropped
in casual conversstion falls not=unheeded. It
may deepen the disgust of some one for religious
things—point the sneer of some scoffer—shame
away the coavictions of some timid inquirers—
exercise an iofluence on the destinies of some
immortal soul. The whole world is made of the
action snd reactioa of our influences on each
other ; and we can 00 more be exempt from them
then we can be exempt from the resistless law of
gravitation, or refuse to be fanned by the all
embraciog sir. What s power is this we poss-
esa! Let us 0 use it that “ Whatsosver we do,
whether we eat or drink, we do all to the
glory of God.”

About Blind People.
The blind sometimes bave very false and cu-

rious conceptions iz regard to sight. “ I can’t
understand,” ssid s clever hlind man, " bhow
things can be seen to be round or tquare, with-
out passing the finger over them.” Seeing to a
man born blind must be more or less of a mys-
tery. Even Ssunderson got so far ss to con-
ceive that the art of seeing was similar to that
of a series of threads being rawn from the dis-
tant ohject to the eye.

Da Puiseaux, the son of & Professor of Phil-
osophy in the Uaiversity of Paris, was in some
things’ one of the shrewdest men of his dey:
baving sttained iderable proficiency m bot-
any and chemistry ; but be was blind, He bhad
a wonderful memory for sounds, and could, it is
said, recognise by their voice persons whom he
bed only once beard. He could tell if he wes
in a strest or in- & blind slley, in a lazge room
or » small one; but he believed that astrono-
mers were the omly people who saw with the
telescopes, sad that they had their eyes different-
ly formed from other men. Nor was his notion
sbout eyes in genersla whit less imcorrect.—
“ The eye,” said bhe, * is an organ on which
the air should bave the same effect as my otick
on my hend.” A boy upon whom Cheselden
operated for cataract, had clearly been of the
same opinica. Even whea restored to sight he
balisved that the object be looked on touched
his eyes, as those which he felt touched his skio,
sod be censequently bsd no true idea of dist-
snce. He asked “ which was the sense which
deceived him, the sight or the touch 7" He
wondered bow a likeness of his father’s face
could be got into 50 small & space as bis mo-
ther’s watch case ; it seemed to him as impossi-
ble as getting s bushel into s pint messure.—
It took bim some time to learn to disticguish
between the dog and the cit, until be felt them
over carefully with his own baod. Itis not to
be wondered at, therefore, that when penrié one
asked Du Puiseaux if be * would not be glad
to have bis sight,” be replied, * If it were not
for curiosity, 1 would rather have loog arms;
it seems td me that my bands would teach me
better what is passing in the moon then your
eyes of telescopes.”

Halifax District Meeting.

The Halitex District Meeting was held at
Windsor on Tuesday, the S8th iost., snd the
two following days. As two of the Bermuca
brethren arrived on Wednesday, there were no
absentees among the Ministers in the regular
work, except one young brother labouring in
that distant part of our field. Two of our es-
teemed Supernumerary brethren were necessar-
ily absent through age or indisposition. Tte
increase in membership for the year was small,
large numbers, however, being returned ss on
trial by circuits which had experiecced gracious
visitalions during the year. The Home Mission
reports thewed, that in several circuits, a great-
ly increased interest is taken in this important
fund, aod gecerally there was a considerable
advance in the amounts contributed. Oa the
other band there was a falling off in the contri-
butions to Foreign Missions. Perhaps this is
a sign that the working round in our funds
which is, desirable, — the result of which
will be that as a Church, we shall be self-
sustaining, and contribute a moderate sum to
Foreign Miseions, instead of, as at present, rais-
ing & large amount for these, and receiving just
about as much from the Bociety in sid of the
work in our own Conference,—is advancing.
Who is the coming man who will suggest a

_ mode of raising the Children’s Fund other than
tbat which obtains at present? It is often felt
that it is unfair, and a hindrance to our woik ;
but what scheme can be devised to supply its
place, and distribute the burden more fairly ?
Oa the minutes of Conference appears a
notice of a Comamittee for revising the order of
butinees at District Meetings. This is not too
s00p ; and it is sincerely to be hoped that some-
thing definite will be adopted this year. It
might not be out of place to suggest that if any
importance is still attached to the reading of
the Liverpool minutes, and the conversation
connected therewith, it would be well to fix a
time for tbese at some earlier stage of the pro-
ceedings. As matters now stand, if anything
bas to be hurried over, it is thie. Towards the
close of the meeting the brethren begin to
drop off, and those who remain are anxious to
leave es s00n as possible, having perbaps barely
time to make a hasty visit to their circuits be-
fore starting for Conference. If this is the least
important matter the District Meetirg has to.do
with, it certainly comes on in the right place;
if otherwise, not.

The meeting was s season of much enjoyment
to the Ministers, and would-have been to the
circuit stewards had they been there, which
they were not, with one exception. The well
koown kindness and hospitality of our Windsor
friends, the fine weather with which Providence
favoured us, and the beautiful country in which
our lot was cast for the time, all contributed to
enhance the pleasure naturally arising from the
intercourse of Brethren. ‘

For the Proviacial Wesleyan

Methodism as a System.

EvucatioNaL Funp. l
No. IV.

In a very esrly period of Methodism, ite
founder the Rev. John Wesley, contemplated
a Seminary of learning for his people, where
while a sound Commercial and Classical educa-
tion should be imparted; * Supreme regard
should be paid to the morsls, and piety of the
pupils” He bought the ground and paid for
the building, partly from the income of bis
own Fellowship, and pastly from contribations
of his friends. He also wrote sn English, a
Latin, a Greek, s Hebrew, and s French Gram.
mar; with several otber books for the use of the
school : but he did not succeed in his effort to
make it a general school for the Connexion, snd
by degrees it became exclusively a scbool for the
education of the sons of Itinersnt Methodist
Preachers. The locality of this establithment
was at Kingswood near the city of Bristol, hence
it was called * The Kingswood School.”
The income of Methodist Preachers in thoee
days was s0 small, as to make it utterly impos-
sible for them to educate their 0 ¥n children : the
people therefore tosk hold of the matter, snd
sustained the *‘ Kingswood School,” that the
children of their ministers, who were spending
their strength and their lives for their benpefit;
should obtain an education to fit them for their
future position in life.

The first collection reported st the Confer-
ence for the Kingewood School, was in 1766 :
end the smount £118 13s. 11d. This sum so-
pually increesed, and in 1796, the amount was
£1424 149, 61. Tbe Fucd was now not ouly
able to pay all the expenses of the school ; but
aleo to pay £12 a_yesr lor six years, for those
boys who were edd¢ated at home ; and also the
sum of eight guineas a year towards the educa-
tion of each girl.

In time the school st Kingswood, was found
too small to scoommodate the number of pupils
requiring admission. A second school was there-
fore erected, at WoopHOUSE GROVE in York-
shire. Both establishments were well sustained
by the Methodist public; and not only so, but
their fuod had so incressed in 1865 as to ena-
ble the Committee to pay to each daughter of a
Methodist Preascher, £12 a year, instead of
eight guineas, towards her education. Bo that
in Eogland the case now stande thus : Every son
of a Methodist Preacher is elligible to receive
(six years education st one of these poble insti-
tutions without psyment, except a small yearly
subscription ; bat if the father prefers educating
his son at home, be receives £12 a year for six
years for that purpose, and slso the ssme sum
for the same length of time for each deughter.
When these Provinces were organized into s
Conference, all the ministers were members of
the British Conference ; and received £12 ”tg.
a year, for each boy, and £8 8s. stg. for each
girl, for six years towards their education ; but
the young men who should afterwards be called
into the work, could not become members of the
British Conference snd therefore could have no
claim upon any of its funds. It therefore be-
came necessary to originate s fund smong our-
selves, whieh it was hoped, would in time, do ss
the Kingswood Fund had done, sod not leave
their own native ministry in pecuniary matters,
behind their brethren in Englend.

This subject therefore came up at the first
Conference in 1855, in the minutes of which un-
der the head :—EpucaTtioNaL FUND ror MIN.
'8TERS CHILDREN ; we read * Ques. X, What
is the judgment of the Conference respecting the
formation of & Fund to provide the usual allow-
ances for the education of the children of our
ministers. A. The Cooference regards such a
Fund ss highly desirable, and resolves upon its
immediate commencement. The fund is to be
raised as follows :

A public collection shall be annuaily made in
the month of December, in all our chapels, and
Sabbsth preaching places.

Every minister in full connexion shall pay an
annudl subscription of ten sbillings ; and pri-
vate subscriptions are to be solicited from our
more opulent friends, to whom the ministers are
au thorized to make application.

At the Conference of 1856, the first sum
was reported as £80 7 9} ; of which £28 10s.
was paid by the ministers. For the next four

0 8, which was in 1860 ; to the highest £134
5 3} in 1861, When the accounts begaa to be
kept in dollers ;' the income of the fund fluetu-
sted from $476, in 1863 te $704.70; reported
at last Conference, of which amount $365, or
more than balf the entire sum was paid by the
ministers themselves.

The smount now paid to the English preachers
from'the Kingswood fund for the education of
their children, is twelve pounds a year for each
child, equsl to $60 currency ; and our ministers
in this country‘should receive s similar smount.
But if the sum reported last Conference, $704 70,
which is the largest sum realized since the Con-
ference was formed, were divided according to
the English scale ; it would scarcely give the
full allowance to twelve children of the whole
Conference.

Our friends cannot properly understand this
matter or the showing of our finance would be
different.

Nooe of these funds are mew, they are all
nesrly as old as the Methodist connexion itself ;

Very much to bis astonishment he will
most probably fiad his own pronouncistion of
at least thirty out of forty words to be eatirely
wroog. We have observed that comparatively
few, (we are sorry to say), even clergymen pro-

As aq exercise on the pronounciation of Scrip-
ture proper names, we shall now set down a

John Plowman's talk about Wives

It is astonishing how many old sayings there
are against wives : you may fiad nineteen to the
dozen of them. - The mee, years ago, showed the
rough side of their tongues whenever they spoké|
of their spouses. Some of these rayings are
downrighbt shocking ; s2, for instance, * Every man
bas two good dsys with bhis wife,—the day he
marries her and the dsy he buries her.’

It is much to the women's credit that there
are very few old sayings sgainst husbands; al-
though, in this case sauce for the goose would
make a capital sauce for the gender. They must
be very forbearing, or they wauld have given
the men & Roland for every Oliver. They can
not be so very bad after all, or they would have
had their revenge for the many cruel things
which are said against them.

A true wife is ber husband’s ULetter balf, bis
lamp of delight, his flower of beauty, his guardi-
an angel, and his hearts treasure. He says to
ber, ¢ I shall in thee most happy be. In thes, my
choice, I do rejoice. la thee I fiad centent of
mind. God’s appointment is my contentment.
In ber company he finds his earthly heaven : she
is the light of bis home, the comfort of his soul,
and (for this world) the soul of his comfort.

Whatever fortune God may send bim, he is rich
80 long as she lives. His rib is the best bone in
bis body.

No good can come within his gate ;
His cup is filled with gall

_ A good bhusband makes s good wife. Some
men can neither do without wives nor with
them : they are wretched alone in what is called
siogle blessedness, and they make their homes
miserable whea they get married. Tbey are like
Tompkin’s dog, which could not bear to be locse
and howled when it was tied up. Happy bach-
elors are likely to be happy husbands; and a
happy husband is the heppiest of men. A well-
matched couple carry a joyful life between them,

ss the two spies carried the cluster of Eshcol.
They are s brace of birds-of-paradise. They mul-
tiply their joys by sharing them, and lessen their

troubles by dividing them ; this is fine aritbme-
tic. The wagon of care rolls lightly along as
they pull together ; and when it drags s little
heavily, or there’s a hitch anywhere, they love
each other all the more, and so lighten the labor.

Whean a couple fall out, there are always faults
on both sides ; and generally there is a pound on
one, and sixteen ounces on the other. When a
home is miserable, it is as often the husband’s
fault as the wife’s. Darby is as much to blame
as Joan, sometimes more. If the husband won't
keep sugar in the cupboard, no wonder his wife
gets sour. Want of bread makes want of love,
lean dogs fight. Poverty generally rides home
on the hasband's back ; for it is not often the
woman’s place to go out working for wages. A
man down our parts gave his wife s ring with
this on it : **If thee dont work, the sha’n’t eat.’
Heo was a brute. Itis no business of hers to
bring in grist : she is to eee it well used, and not
wasted. Therefore I ssy short commons are not
her fault. She is not the bread-winner, at heme
nor the bread-maker. She earns more than any
wages she can get abroad.

It is not the wife who smokes snd drinks away
the wages at ** The Brown Bear,” or “ The Jolly
Topere.” Oune sees a drunkea woman now and
then, and it's an awful sight ; but, in nioety-nine
Cases out of a bundred, it is the man who comes
bome tipsy and abuses the children ; the woman
seldom does that. The pcor drudge of a wife is
8 testotaler, whether she likes it or not, and gete
plenty of hot water as wellas cold. Women are
found fault with often for looking into the glass;
but that is not e0 bad a gissy as men drown their
senses in. The wives do not sit boozing over

shine : when they both agree, that, whatever be-
shares of bosey, there’s merry living. When s
faces’ get Bctatthed, eitber bis wife did nor mar-

dont pity most of the men-mertyrs: 1 save my
pity for the women. When tbe Dunmow flitch
is lost, neither of the pair will eat the bacon : but
the wife is most likely to fast over the want of it
Esery berring must bang by its owa gill, every
pérson must acodunt forBis'own shere in home
quarrels ; bat John Plowman can’t bear to see
all the blsme laid on the women.

There's o why
for every wherefore ; but the why for family jers’
does pot slways lie with the house-keeper. I
know some women bave long tongues ; then the
more’s the pity that their husbends should set
them going. But for the matter of talk, just
look inte a bar-pstior where the men’s tongaes
are well oiled with liqeor, snd if any woman esn
talk faster, or be more stupid, than the men,
my name is not John Plowman.

When I had got about as far as this, in step-
ped our minister ; and be said ¢ Joho, you've got
a tough sebject, a cut above you; I'll lend you s
rare old book to help you over the atile.’—* We'l
sir,’ said I, “a little belp is worth a great desl of
fault finding ; and I shall be uncommoanly oblig-
ted to you.
