She Cfasltrt, In the year 428 NuStorius, who had first 
been priest at Antioch, became Patriarch 
of Constantinople. A brilliant and elo­
quent preacher, and possessed of varjed 
learning, he was superfical withal and 
vain-glorious. The following words, 
which Socrates, the historian, quotes from 
a discourse delivered by Nestorius before 
the Emperor Theodosius on the day he was 
installed in the patriarchal See of Con­
stantinople, betoken the pride and arrogance 
of the man : “■<) Emperor, drive heretics
from thy empire, and 1 will grant thee'the 
Kingdom of Heaven.’’- Nestorius vigorous- 
opposed the Apolltnarians, but while com­
bating one heresy fell into another and 
opposite one. HP had promised lilfs Hock 
a clearer and fuller explanation than they 
had yet received on the nature of the Son 
of God. Anastnsius, a newly ordained 
priest, was intrusted with the task., In a 
sermon preached in the presence of 
Nestorius,. A. ). 428, Anastnsius

■ objected to th title of Mother 
of God as inapplicable to the Blessed 
Virgin.- “ Ljjt no one,” he said, “ designate 
the Blessed Virgin as Theotocos. Mary 
was merely human, and God cannot be 
born of a human creature.” Nestorius, 
far from disavowing suc$ doctrine, 
series of sermons openl| adym 
view advanced by Anastnsius, maintaining 
that the Blessed Virgin should be called 
simply the Mother of Christ, as he who 
was horn of her merely bore in his person 
the Divinity ( Theophoros), or had received 
God within himself ( T heodochos), “ be­
cause,” so he said, “ God dwelt in him as 
in a temple.” These sermons may be seen 
in Mansi. T. N. p. 1107. The people 
protested against this doctrine, which 
denied by direct implication the Divinity 
of Jesus, the Son of Mary, and said :. 
“ We nave indeedl an emperor, but no 
bishop.” Meanwhile • the 
doctrines of NefetoHus, spread rapidly 
through the East, and in gypt a "violent 
controversy arose among the monks as to 
whether the title of “ Mother of God ” 
should or should not be allowed. Nestorius 
and his heresy found an uncompromising 
opponent in the .person of St. Cyril, 
Patriarch of Alexandria. Cyril has been 
styled the “ Doctor of the Incarnation,” 
and Pope Celestine speaks of him as “ the 
generous defender of the Church and. faith, 
the Catholic doctor, a truly apostolic 
man.” He lias been represented by his 
enemies as a turbulent and haughty pre­
late ; but unjustly. It was piire zeal for 
the defence of the true faith that prompted 
the energetic measures lie took against 
Nestorius. In the hope of patting an end 
to the controversy, Cyril issued a pastoral 
which he sent to the Egyptian monks, in 
the course of which he gives the following 
argument and illustration of the title 
“ Mother of God:”

The notion that women are the equals 
of men in mental capacity and that they 
are fitted by nature to, tread side by side 
of the robuster sex those walks of life 
in which the thinking faculty is put- to 
the severest strain, is vigorously com­
batted by Sir James Criehton-Browne in 
air address on “Sex in Education,” 
which he • delivered lktely before the 
Medical Society of London. He con­
tends that the modern idea of forcing 
women’s education to a level with that 
of men is radically wrong, and bases 
his contention on * physiological grounds. 
He points out that the differences be­
tween men and Women, from a physio­
logical point of view, are universal, 
extending to every organ and every 
tissue. - The mass and weight of the 
brain, for instance^ in all races of 
people, is, on the average, greater in 
men than in women, and the internal 
structure of the brain is different. The 
blood supply goes more copiously to one 
part of the brain in men and to another 
part of that organ in women. From 
these and other-ascertained physiological 
facts he concludes that women are, from 
their physical make, less able than men 
to bear the strain of close and prolonged 
mental application, and points to the 
high average of headaches, impaired eye­
sight, and stooping gaits among the 
women who pursue a life of study as 
hearing out His view of the matter. The 
words of so eminent a qicdical authority 
as Sir James will possibly serve to cool 
the enthusiastic ardor with which higher 
female education is being pushed on in 
such countries as England and the United 
States. Here is how he sums up the 
case :

“ I have no wholesale indictment to 
bring against lii$h schools for girls. But, 
at the same time, it seems to me these 
schools have serious drawbacks attending 
on them, and that their work is apt to 
involvë very grave dangers to health — 
dangers immediate and prospective 
which have hot yet been sufficiently 
appreciated. Two years ago I met in 
the country a high-school girl who was 
reading ‘.* Lucrietius-” for lier recreation, 
but she failed lamentably in the task I pre­
scribed for her — that of boiling a potato. 
Now I am sure much more of the happiness 
and wholesomeness^f life hinges on the 
boiling of potatoes man on the interpreta­
tion of Lucretius and nis dark and doubt­
ful sayings. It is no question of superior­
ity or inferiority of tlicf one sex to the 
other. Each sex is higher ; each is lower; 
together they make up the perfect whole. 
Men' and women aht^constitutionally, ad­
apted to do different work in the world. 
To set them to do the same w\ork is waste­
ful, and detrimental to the Vex that is less 
adapted to it. It is impossible to contem­
plate with complacency some of the experi­
ments <jn tjiis direction which are being 
carried out, and it is impossible to specu­
late, from a medical point qff view, without 
apprehension what the outcome of such 
experiments may be, or what high school, 
and college, and.ha 11 education may d*o for 
the country in a few generations, if they 
be pushed on with relentless zeal.” ^

A. KIRK & CO.,Cyril also wrote a letter to Nestorius 
himself, who answered him with arrogance 
and contempt. Both parties then appealed 
to Rome. In his letter to Pope Celestine 
Cyril states that he brings the question 
before His Holiness “ according to ancient 

mstical custom”—thus showing that 
even the Patriarchs of Alexandria recog­
nized the supremacy of tlie See of Peter, and 
that too from tliç earliest times. Celestine 
convoked a synod at Rome, A. D. 430, in 
which the errors of Nestorius were con­
demned, and Nestorius himself Mas 
ordered to retract within ten days of the 
receipt of the synodical decree, else hp 
should be deposed and excommunicated. 
This decree M as sent to. Nestoriifs, to 
John of Antioch, arid to Cyril, whom the 
Pope appointed his legate to settle the 
controversy. John of Antioch, Mho mus a 
personal friend of Nestorius, strongly 
urged him to retract, but his persuasions 
had no further effect than that of 
drawing from Nestorrtis a profession of 
faith in tli%. Incarnation which, while set­
ting forth in equivocal terms the Divinity 
of Christ, denied in reality the hypostatic 
union of the two natures. Cyril also, 

Vifter having convened a syndd at Alex-l 
andria, which approved the twelve 
anathemas- drawn up by himself against 
the doctrine of two separate natures In 
Christ; sent these, together with a letter 

. “ breathing the very ^spirit of Christian 
charity,” by four bishops to Nestorius, 
acquainting him at the same time with the 
decision of the Pope. Nestorius’ reply 
was in the form of twelve counter 
anathemas, in which he charged'Cyril with 
hawing fallen into the Apollinarian 
heresy.

The controversy meantime waxing more 
anti more violent, it was determined tlrat 
an Ecumenical Council of the bishops 
should meet at Ephesus. The Council 
was to have been opened on June 7th ; but 
the assembled prelates awaited tile arrival 
of John of Antioch with his Syrian bishops 
until the 22nd, when John sent word to
Cyril_pcliat if his arrival should be
delayed, the Council need not he deferred 
on that account.” In the absence of the 
pafiM fegates, Cyril presided at the open­
ing sessions, as Patriarch of the primatial 
See of Alexandria and representative oL 
Pope Celestine. Tlie bishops, over 200 in 
number, set to w*ork to examine tli£ 
question at isstie, read the writings of 
Nestorius, and were unanimous in condem­
ning his doctrine. Nestorius was sum­
moned to appear, hut he had shut himself 
up in liis house, which he surrounded; with 
armed soldiers, and refused audience 
to the messengers sent by the Council. 
After three citations, lie was excommuni­
cated and deposed, and the Council went 
on without him. Six days after, John of 
Antioch and the Syrian bishops arrived. 
Instead of taking part in the Council, as 

earnestly jressed to do, John

He left his bo*t containing all his worldly 
goods on the iliore; but to his dismay in 
the morning ie found that an unusually 
high tide had swept away the boat and his 
little all. At the time there was no road, 
not even a mufe-path in the place.

Angus og himself settled on that part of 
his land where Donald Mclnnes (Glic) at 
present lives. To liis son Donald, the 
father of Messrs. Lewis and John Mclnnes, 
Arisaig, he gate the farm now occupied by 
Hugh McPherson. This Donald Mclnnes 
Awns married to Ann, daughter'll Angus 
McEaciiarn, Bear River, P. E. Islande-sire 
was living at the time of her marriage with 
her sister Mrs. John Gillis of Arisaig. 
To his son John he gave the next farm, 
and tffe next to his daughter Margaret. 
There was another son, Andrew, who was 
ten years old, when they came out. lie 
went to Halifax and was for shine years 
clerk with John Struhan, merchant. On 
liis return IrejaA up in business as a mer­
chant for liumreif in Arisaig. He subse­
quently removed to the Coal Mines, 
Mahou, Cape Breton.

Donald Mcliuiis (Glic), came into poses- 
sion of his farm by marrying Ann, 
daughter of Alexander, son of Angus Og 
Mclnnes. This Donald is a son of Dopald, 
son of John Meinnis and Mary Gillie-of 
Morar, Scotland, who came out to Pictou 
in 1789, and settled in the Cape on the 
farm hom- occupied by Angus Meinnis 
(Taylor), Colïn Meinnis, and John .Me­
innis, Hugh’s son. Alongside of John og 
Meinnis settled Donald Smith, John’s som 
of Morar, Scotland. Donald was a half, 
brother of the bite Alexander Gillis, 
Donald’s son, Arisaig,. When John Smith 
died-in Scotland his widoM' married Donald 
kiillid, tlie grandfather of William Gillis, 
the present postmaster of Arisaig.® Smith’s 
farm is now occupied by Angus -McDonald 
(Ban), and by qkt John McNeil,,Malcolm’s 
son. McNeil is sow in the U5th year of his 
age with his faculties unimpaired and would 
be able in a pinch to dance the Burra high 
cut with something of the vivacity of 
youth.. llis grandfather Rory McNeil 
a Barra man, and his father Malcolm Mc­
Neil was a soldier in the American war of 
Independence. With some of the other 
disbanded Barra soldiers, who served in

has been called in the strife between 
Canada and Newfoundland. Tlie New­
foundland official Gazette of May 27, 
contained a notice to the effect that the 
extra duties levied under flection 13 of 
the Revenue Act of 1891 would not be 
collected on and #fter that date. Notice 
was also given by telegraph to officials of 
the Newfoundland Government to grant 
bait licenses to Canadian fishermen on 
the condition that they give similiar 
bonds. The foil wing day therefore tlie 
Canada Gazette contained a proclamation 
removing the duties from Newfoundland 
fish and fish products. The extra duties 
referred to are those imposed by New­
foundland last fall on butter, oats, 
potatoes, and other agricultural products 
of the Dominion. The heavy duties on 
"cattle, sheep and horses still remain. 
But as the arrangement is only a tempor­
ary one pending a satisfactory settlement 
of all difficulties, it is to be hoped that 
some agreement by which these latter 
duties will be, reduced may yet be arrived 
at. This would surely be to tlie interests 
of both Canada and Newfoundland, and 
would greatly benefit our farmers ill 
Eastern Nova Scotia, who need a profit­
able market for their cattle.
