UNION OF FREDERICTON AND
THE NORTH.

While we have denounced railways
that are and will be unprofitable, we
are by no means opposed to railwayas.
Time and agaiu we have advocated the
opening of a line between Fredericton
and the populous and influential towns
of the North through the Miramichi
Valley. We have never relinquished
the hope of one day recing this scheme,
sodear to the people of Fredericton and
the North realized. A reporter of the
STAR a day or two ago interviewed a
member of the Government on this
question:

“Rep. ‘Do you think the Mirami-
chi Valley Railroad will ever be an
accomplished fact?

I do: but the time is not yet at hand
when the Government can take ac-

Rep. Might I ask, are the Govern-
ment as a Government opposed to the
scheme?

No: and but for the impoverished
state of the country, and that we now
have so many railroad leeches to feed,
I should not wonder but the scheme
would have been put before this. I
may tell you that in the near future
the Miramichi Valley Road will be a
Government measure.”

This is encouraging: and may go
some distance to show our savage
friend of the Sun that the seat of
wealth and the hub of railways are not
where his ill-balanced judgment places
them.

The mere proposal of this railway
lifts the screen that hangs before Fred-
ericton’s future.

We see a railway connecting us with
the North and throwing open one. of
the most fertile tracts in the province.
The road once built, a bridge wotld
soon span the St. John, over which
traffic and travel would scarce ever
cense to pass. Gibson, with its illus-
trious founder still advancing its inter-
ests, would grow rapidly to importance
from the wealth that lies on its border:
Marysville too would soon spring
into a suburban town. Fredericton
then assuredly would be the centre of
wealth and of enterprise. Bordering on
ti would be the millions of acres owned
by ‘lessrs. Gibson & Co., and which at
no distant day must support many
thousands of people. We are near, as
we have said before, to some of the
best lands in possession of the Crown,
and here will be the nearest market for
the settler with the produce of  his
farm. But beyond this, the railroad
promised would form a great link in
the highroad of commerce between
Great Britain and Canada and the
United States, Our readers have been
already told through the STar that at no
distant day a railroad will be built
across Newfoundland from St. John’s
to George’s Bay. This route is pro-
posed because it would shorten the dis-
tance between the New and the Ol
World by two or three hundred miles.
Freight brought from all parts of Great
Britain by the Ocean Steamers would
be landed in St. John’s, thence tran-
shipped by 1ail to St. George’s Bay
where a line of Gulf ~teamers would
ply to and from some point on the New
Brunswick coast. By looking at the
map our readers will sce that it would
be just as convenient to makea de-
pot for such a line somewhere about
the mouth of the Miramichi, from
which a short line could be built to the
Inter:olonial to the junction of the Fred-
ericton and Northern branch. 'Thus
the last link we vld be filled up and the
long talked of *short cut” be realized.

Freight, mails and passengers for
Upper Canada, could then be transfer-
red by the Intercolonial northward; to
Halifux and St. John by the Interco-
lonial southward: and to the United
States through the Miramichi Valley to

Fredericton, and westward by the
Fredericton DBranch and American
lines.

We are indulging in no delusive
dream, nor do we wish to inspire eur
readers with hopes that never will be
realized. The scheme we have outlined
is not alone possible but highly pro-
bable! Sandford Fleming has already
surveyed a railroad route across New-
foundland ; and the Government of that
Colony will grant a sum for a further
preliminary survey. This branch would
be no lecherous cul de sac. It would
be a line over which as much freight
and travel would pass as the busiest
section of the Intercolonial. When that
comes—and we may say we expect it
to come— Fredericton will have extend-
ed up and down the banks of our noble
river, and our streets may havejextend-
ed back to the hills. The travelling
Legislator coming from Restigouche,
Gloucester, Northumberland or Kent
as the Sun puts it would no ‘longer
have to travel by wagon to reach Fred-
ericton any way exeept througl St.
John ; for from Miramichi he could take
the train and in three or four hours
reach the Capital—the Capital then
in wealth and intelligence, in
population and enterprise. The
Miramichi Valley road would then be
a part of the great highroad of the Old
and New World.

WHAT FREDERICTON MUST
HAVE.

WEg have time and again felt ashamed
when distinguished visitors came to
our city and exclaimed, ‘are these your
Parliament Buildings!” as the old
squatty pile of ruins showed themselves
in disgraceful contrast with the grand
old hills in the rear, and the majestic
river in front. We have tried every
device in our power to hurry the Gov-
ernment up to give us respectable build-
ings; at times we have ridiculed the
old buildings and at times the Govern-
ment for keeping them there. We en-
deavored to show the House last winter
that the buildings were a disgrace to
the Capital, and quite injurious to the
health of those who sat in them. The
majority then favored parliament build-
ings, and only two or three of the
meaner sort of men said “They will do
well enough.”

They have passed away, and consid.
ering how disgraceful they were to the
Province, and how runious to the health
of those inhabiting them, we are not
sorry. " In other communities they
wonld not have been suffered to stand
so long, but®wounld have been a brilliant
bonfire some night for enthusiasticboys,
who well knew when the fire engineers
slept that sleep that scarce kunows'a
waking.

The question now asked is of what
dimensions will be the new parliament
buildings or what will be their cost.
The Government have accepted a plan
by Mr. Dumaresq, but according to the
architects figures, it will cost about

-1 $85,000 to erect-a-building-on-that plan;

We fancy this would be too much-
Now let not our readers think we ad-
mire the ordinary rather than the beau-
tiful; on the contrary there is nothing
wouid give us greater pride and plea-
sure than to see a building majestic
and gracefal as the Kremlin, rear itself
where now the rnins of the old build.
ing stand. Bat the cost is what we,
who have the public weal as well as the
city’s adornment at heart, munst count"
Our treasury is depleted; it has been
falling off from year to year; and it is
only the most iytelligent economy that
has saved us from-actual bankruptcy.
Those who sow the wind must expect
to reap the whirlwind. Times have
sadly changed within the last decade.
Ten years ago, plenty smiled over the
land. The forests swarmed with men
and horses, and the labors of the field
were doubly renumerative, It was a
summer of prosperity, and the public
went on, and the Government went on,
but made no provision for the winter.
Men in middle circumstances made
wild speculations—they floated huge
enterprises when the tide was at the
flow; the ebb came and they were
stranded. The Government represent-
ing the follies as well as the interests
of the people made some laws that were
good, and some that were ruinous. It
was then the Railway Policies first
drew the breath: these have been drain-
ing the hearts blood of the Province
ever since. If our treasnry is a skeleton
and our prospects blue, this year nor
last year has dome it: bad ‘times and
false policy, with their train of ccnse-
quences have levelled the weak and
made the strong man tremble.

‘We think under these circumstances
putting too heavy a burthen on the
Province would be unwise and inju-
dicious. Respectable buildings could be
put up for between $60,000 and $70,000.
A neat brick building in workmans hip
like the normal school would fally meet
the wishes of the provinge, and would
be more in keeping with the impover-
ished state of our finances. Some per-
sons would suggest that theold buildings
be repaired, but we think this would
hardly satisfy the Province. Wooden
buildings may escape fire till they mould
with age; they may fall a victim at any
time. Stonc or brick seems most in
keeping with the idea of the time,and we
have no doubt but, witheut a murmaur,
the House will grant sixty or seventy
thousands for a plain and accommodat-
ing parliament building. ;

W k glory in being accused of having
spoken too hotly in defense ot Freder-
icton. We leave the milk and water
speeches to those who have neither
blood nor brains in them. Tle STAr
is the only newspaper in Fredericton,
and it has to breast the St. John cur-
rent alone. It is able to do it, thank
God, and not sfraid to do it.

Jehn, that
the Telegraph called an “inexgrable
tyrant monster,” was its languagegthen
in defense of St. John either cool or
“tempered with reasoning?”’ If ogr
memory serve us the Telegraph 'so
far forgot itself then, in scme of its abu-
sive articles that the editor of the Sun
gleefully rubbed his hands_while he ex-
claimed, “I have pulled the old man
down from his pedestal.”

CHANGE THE CAPITAL!

ScME of the St. John papers are not
yet ashamed, and continue to ask for a
“change of seat” though such a change
would cost the province $400,000, and
thongh it would increase the annual
expenses of legislation by $50,000. Its
great argument is that St. John is a
great commercial place, though a few
days ago the Telegraph said the city
was bankrupt. But it resorts to other
arguments equally as much to the
point, Hear the Telegraph:

“If we look to Europe, we have
London, the largest city in the world,
the Capital of the United Kingdom ; the
lawnessness of the mobs of Paris cannot

prevent that city from being the Capital
of France.”

This isno argnment at all. London
is the largest city in England, but ever
since thetime of the Saxon Dynasty it
has been the Capital. In olden times
the King and his parliament selected
the most important cities
to reside in; but this was
when the King ruled the knights and
the knights crushed the people. The
modern tendency is to establish the
capital in guiet places. As to Paris, the
| Telegraph by the illustration defeats
its own argnment. Had Paris not been
the capital of France, it never should’
have experienced the horrors of the
Commune. Thbe Tailleries would not
have been at the mercy ot a Parisian
mob ;and the head of the King would not
have seen blood flow freely in the gut-
ters as if it were water. Had the seat
been at_ Orleans or at Bourbon the
majesty of the law would have prevail-
ed, and France’s bloody pages would
have been fewer. The illustration by
the Telegraph is an apt one—for us.

an efficient water system. The committee also
advised that 300 copies of Mr Norman’s pro-
posal be published for general information.
On motion of Ald. Burchill the report was laid
aside.

On suggestion of the Mayor the City Clerk
was instructed to prepare a petition to be pre-
sented to the Dominion Parliament for author-
ity to tax government officials. P

Ald McPherson presented Alms House Com-
missioners -statement.and 8 cheque was is-
sued in favor of that department for $400.

The petition of Messrs Fitzpatrick praying
for damages on account of alleged destruction
of their propsrty on St John street by over-
flow of water, was vetoed, and time was
asked to consider the prayer of Edgecombe &
Sons regarding their land in Wilmot’s Al-
ley.

T McCarty’s tender offering to supply the
clty with oats the year round for 44} cts. per
bushel was accepted.

The report of Fire Committee representing
that No 4 Engine required 20 feet of suction
hose, and 1 ecommending that an alarm be at-
tached to the bell of the Methodist Church
was received and adopted.

James Lear. a commercial traveller, had
been fined $20 for violation of Miscellaneous
License Law, and presented a doleful petition
requesting that in consideration of his misfor-
tune he should be placed in psssession of a li-
sense for the ensuing year.

Ald Wheelér
moved that an additional section be placed on
the bill removing the power of closing the
said market from the City Council; lost by a
vote of 7 to 3.

The Council then adjourned sine
die.
