WILL INTRODUCE
PEACE BRIDGE ACT

Welland, April 26.— Mayor Bren­
nan and L. B. Spencer of Welland 
and W. G. Athoe of Ridgeway, who 
are members of / the Canadian 
Memorial Peace Bridge? Committee, 
have arranged with Major Evan Fra­
ser, M. P., to Introduce a special act 
in the present sitting of Parliament 
for the appointment of a National 
Peace Bridge Commission of three.

OVER TITLES
No More Honora of a Hereditary 

Nature are Wanted in Canada 
—Military Decorations not 

Objectionable.

Ottawa, April 2C—Scarcely fifteen 
minutes elapsed before the Commons 
committee appointed to come to 
some conclusion on the titles con­
troversy decided unanimously that 
hereditary titles In Canada should 
cease, on the death of the present 
holders of such titles. Just how this 
should be brought to pass was not 
decided, the prevailing opinion, how­
ever, seeming to be that it could 
best be accomplished by making a" 
petition to the King and his Imperial 
advisers that this policy should be 
adhered 'to in Canada In the future. 
So far as titular distinctions were 
concerned, Hon. W. S. Fielding 
thought that most people would be 
satisfied with the elimination ' of 
“Sir" and “Baron” and other non- 
professional prefixes. None objected 
to a C.M.G. or an D.S.O. Col “Sir” 
Peck, V.C. himself, unblazoned with 
decorations won on the European 
battlefield, believed a time limit 
should be put, so that those who had 
merited Knighthood br similar dis­
tinctions by distinguished service In 
the war might be honored before 
doing away with the practise al­
together:

Mr. A. R. McMaster feared this 
would create a military autocracy in 
Canada, and further discussion re­
vealed a general belief that titles 
should go apart from distinctions 
for soldiers with splendid war re­
cords.

Nesbitt Scolds Dr. Clark
Dr. Michael Clark of Red Deer and 

Mr. W. S. Middleboro concurred In 
teh belief that "the Indiscriminate 
bestowel of honors has led to the 
present feeling," But .Dr. Clark was 
alone in the belief that the situation 
would be met by a simple recommen­
dation -that In future distinctions 
should not be so generally bestowed.

When Dr. Clark expressed a wish 
to withdraw because he was in a 
minority in believing that the whole 
titles question was one simply be- 

t tween the King and his subjects,
1 Mr. E. W. . Nesbitt of Oxford, ob­
jected, observing , “You need not 
think you are the most important 
person in the House because you 
have an opinion of your own,”

Dr. Whidden of Brandon thought 
his Majesty had very little to do 
with granting titles, and there would 
be no slur on the King if Canada 
asked thpt jthe granting of titles 
stop.

“We don’t know how much longer 
the present list of candidates, re­
ported to be alreyly 26,000, may 
get If we don’t strike now,” he said.

London, April 26.—Almost five 
million persons have died In British 
India from Spanish influenza, artd 
fully a million others are believed to 
have died in the native states from 
the same cause. The area affected 
contained a population of 238,026,- 
240, and the number of death waa 
4,899,275, orrf 20.6 deaths per thous­
and. In a few months it Is observed, 
influenza claimed half as many vic­
tims as did the dreaded plague In a 
period of twenty years:

The German press insists that1 

Germany will not pay the indemnity 
provided for in the peace treaty, but 
when the time comes she will pay 
right enough; she will pay because 
she must pay. Then, it will profit 
Gerjnhny more to pay than to refuse 
to pay. If she refused, not Only will 
the blockade against foodstuffs be 
continued, but Germany would be un­
able to procure raw materials neetti- 
safÿ ' to the resumption of her in­
dustries.

Further, if the German plenipoten­
tiaries were to refuse to sign the 
peace treaty, the allied armies would 
advance into the interior, occupying 
important cities, perhaps Berlin it­
self, and probably would take charge 
of custom offices and might even take 
over the collection of taxes. Rather 
than that, the German people will be

Washington, April 25__Destruc­
tion wrought by the Germans In 
north France was so "systematic and 
diabolical” that it will require five 
years to rehabilitate the coal, iron, 
and steel Industries, and twelve to 
fifteen years to return the mines and 
mills to normal output, according to 
a parliamentary report by Frank H. 
Probert, consulting engineer of the 
Bureau of Mines. He Is a member of 
a specialy investigating committee 
which recently returned from Eur­
ope.

Despite the tremendous damage, 
Mr. Probert expressed confidence that 
the ‘Indomitable spirit” of France 
and) the return of Alsace and Lor­
raine to the mother land, would soon 
make the nation the dominant factor 
in the European steel Industry.

"The actual physical damage to 
the Iron mines Is comparatively 
small, when compared to the de­
struction ef the coal fields of North­
ern France, which Is as reprehen­
sible as it Iscomplete,” Mr. Probert 
said.

“In my opinion, no such atrocity 
was ever perpjetfated against the In­
dustrial life of any country. Mag­
nificent steel plants, comparing fav­
orably with anything wehave In the 
United States, are now but a tangl­
ed, twisted and broken stone. The 
wilful demolition was scientifically 
planned and systematically car led 
out. This after the removal of all 
such mechanical and electrical pow­
ers units as could be used by Ger­
many. The maliciousness and ef­
ficiency with which this crime 
against French industry was carried 
out is almost unbelievable.

"The coal veins of Nothern France 
are overlain by water-bearing strata, 
necessitating special methods of shaft 
sinking and support to keep the 
mines dry. The steel lining of the 
shafts was dynamited, letting In the 
quicksand and flooding the under­
ground forking for miles around. In 
the entire Pas de Cal las region it is 
estimated that 120,000,000 cubic 
metres of water must be pumped be­
fore mining operations are resumed. 
Saving flooded the mines the head 
frames and surface equipment were 
systematically dynamited, the 
twisted debris In many cases filling 
the demolished shafts.”

Automobile Tire Vulcanizing The combustible constituents ot natural gas 
are made up of combinations of the elements 
carbon and hydrogen. When natural gas is 
burned so as to secure perfect combustion only 
carbon, dioxide and water vapor are formed ;
