M. Auguste R’Useel, chief edi.or 
of La Vérité, a Catholic newspaper 
published in Paris, has done consid­
érai le honor to himself by his sit- 
mission to the Holy See in a very 
delicate' affair. This paper was 
founded by the sister of the gieat 
Louis Venillot, as a protest against 
the departure of the Univers from its 
ancient tradition acd policy. La 
Verite refits*d, in fact, to adopt tho 
line of conciliation towards the re­
public advised by his Holiness. Last 
December a letler from Cardinal 
Bampolla referred in thinly veiled 
terms to the disobedient conduct of 
certain journals calling themselves 
Catholic. The Univers promptly 
pointed but the Verite as the paper 
aimed at. M. X&isiel to
! h.9-Cardirai in const qaenoe, and 
got a reply from bis Eminence fully 
acknowledging that the coarse pur­
sued by the Verite had given great 
displeasure to the Holy See. M 
Roussel has ncbly submitted, and 
promised that in tho future his or­
gan shall faithfully reflect the social 
and political views of the Holy 
Father.
THE FRENCH REPUBLIC AND THE 

HOLT SEE.
In thè discussion on the Budget 

in the French Chamber of Deputies 
M. Prudent-Dervillers moved an 
amendment to abolish the Embassy 
to tho Holy See on the score that it 
would be an annual saving of 190,- 
000 francs to the country. The 
speech made by the Abbe Lemire in 
reply was much applauded by the 
majority, especially tho closing sen­
tence: “In my belief, gentlemen it 
is necessary for us to maintain re­
lations wtih him who represents all 
that is grand, elevated and neces­
sary for humanity and indispensable 
for those very workinemen whom 
you my dear colleague (M. Prudent- 
Dervillers), ere so fond of quoting, 
that is to say, belief in the hereafter 
This belief is centered in the person 
and office of the Sovereign Pontiff, 
and it is on this account that France 
should continue her diplomatic re 
latkm with him.” The amendment 
was rejected by 338 votes against 
1C6.

THE WORLD'S FAIR o
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Littera scripta manet—'.he written, 
or as we should t-ny in modern 
style, the printed word is possessed 
of a mysterious value that does not 
belong to the spoken word, no nat­
ter bow eloquent this may be. The 
thought that is uttered merely in 
sound, unless at once the cause of 
action, becomes to a great degree 
vox et prœterea mhil—“wind,” ana 
nothing more, but let it- be stamped 
upon a medium that can preserve it 
for eveixeo short a time, and can 
carry it about from hand to hand, 
and then its. effect., in extent and 
duration, is .likely to be incalculable. 
Literature has always been favored 
by religion, even those wh3, like 
Voltaire, have sneered at religion, 
have owed tho opportunity for the 
cultivation o£ their literary talents 
to institutions founded, or largely 

and maintained, in the 
cause of religion. The Catholic 
Church has been at all times the 
patron of literature. Most of the 
great universities of Europe, which 
have been the chief sea’s for its 
cultivation, had their origin under 
the direct sanction of the Popes, and 
the press itself, which has been the 
liierary medium of modern times, 
was invented, first perfected, and 
for a long while principally em­
ployed under the direction of the 
patrorage of the Catholic clergy, 
:.nd particularly of tho Popes. Many; 
of the Popes themselves have been 
men of eminent literary genius, 
whose names will be forever as­
sociated with the culture of their 
period—among these have been 
Pius IX., Leo X., Benedict XIV., 
and now, contemporary with us, 
Leo XIII.

Tho Holy Father gives consider­
able space in his encylical to the 
subject of the relation of literature 
to religion in the United States. 
He says that every effort should be 
male “to increase the number of 
intelligent and well-disposed writers 
who take religion for their guide, 
and have viitue for their constant 
companion.” But how are writers 
of this class to be increased ? The 
love of appearing in print is com­
mon "enough. The history of the 
Catholic press in the United States 
since the beginning of the century 
is full of instances both of the kind 
of writers that the Pope desires to 
see increase in numbers and of the 
kind that mighUiissappear without 
less. It is writers having brains 
and a competent education and ex­
perience, and, in proportion to their 
brains, » conscience that will keep 
their talents in line with their duty 
to the Catholic faith and good morals 
that are needed. This seems to 
have been a case in which the so- 
called law of demand and supply 
has failed, Ther„ has been a great 
demand for the sort of writers the 
Pope points out, but no adequate 
supply has appeared. Of course 
there has been the pecuniary diffi­
culty. Old Dr Samuel Johns in is 
reported having said that whatever 
has ever been written worth reading 
was written for money. That looks 
like a paradox, and yet, in a sense, 
it is true. Of course he did not in­
clude the inspired writings. The 
genuine writer, not the amateur, is 
a laborer, and is worthy of his hire. 
There is nothing more laborious 
than good writing. Macaulay’s 
saying that easy writing is hard 
reading is another statement of the 
same truth. One cause for the dis­
couragement of good writers among 
us bus probably been the constant 
breaking out of what might be 
called amateur efforts to supply the 
demand for Oath olio journalism and 
liotrature. Hundreds of Catholic 
periodicals have been established to 
meet a demand that could best have 
been satisfied probably by ten or 
loss. A large proportion of them 
have been undertaken by persons 
having neither the proper training 
and atilities.nor an adequate amount 
of capital to assure any lasting hope 
ot success. In this way the atten­
tion and intereÀ of Catholic readers 
have been frittered away and dis­
gusted, and the money from sub­
scribers, which had it been con. 
centra ted on a few good enterprises, 
would have contributed to a genu­
ine developement of Catholio litera­
ture, and to the encouragement of 
good Catholic writers, has been di­
verted and scattered with no effect 
There is scarcely a diocese that has 
not its vyrecks of Catholio periodi­
cal! of this sort, some of them long 
ago gone completely to pieces, and 
others still drifting at sea, like 
dangerous derelicts in the course of 
fbp living craft that are trying to 
make their way. Thg words of the 
Holy Father ought to be taken 
seriously, Catholio journalism is not 
a plaything. The press to day is 
a great power, but it is only when 
it is wielded by those who have the 
abjlity and the strength to do it The 
possession of a few hundred dollars 
and a momentary desire to be able to 
put a certain set of hasty-formed opin­
ions before the world ogght pot,

with any conscientious Catholic, be 
considered as sufficient for estab­
lishing a new Catholio periolical- 

There is a splendid field in the 
United States for the fu 1 play of 
literary ability by Catholics. The 
mass of American readers do not 
read books - but papers. Probably 
that is true of the rest of the world 
also. But literature, which with us 
generally takes its expression 
through the agency of‘the press, is 

powerful weapon, and therefore 
is dangerous in the hands of am­
ateurs. No one stands so much in 
dread of firearms in the hands of in­
experienced friends as the soldier, 
who has unflinchingly looked into 
the muzzles of guns on the field of 
battle. The Holy Father declares 
what we Catholics of the United 
States have felt, that there must be 
loyalty and dioipline in the defence 
of the Catholio cause, and respect 
for the authority of the bishops,

Balfour on - Schools.

Now that the all-absorbing ques­
tion of separate schools (as we call 
them here) is upon the lips of every 
person, it may not be out of. place 
to give oar readers a few quotations 
from Mr Balfour’s recent address 
before his constituents of East 
Manchester. What we call the 
separate school is known as the 
Voluntary School in England. No 
person will açouie Mr. Balfour of 
any partiality to Catholics or Catho­
lic systems; but his arguments in 
favor of voluntary, or separate 
schools, apply equally in Great 
Britain and in Canada. And what 
stands good in the case of education 
in England or Scotland is likewise 
applicable in Manitoba, New Bruns­
wick, Ontario and Quebec. Hav­
ing spoken of the arguments in favor 
of the School Biard system—or 
Public School system—Mr. Balfour 

d: “I take precisely the opposite 
opinion. In my view the normal 
education, the normal machinery of 
education, required alike by the 
parent and by the community, is 
the voluntary school.”

This is a pretty broad and sweep­
ing assertion that is carried out on 
the wings of most irrefutable argu­
ment. “Nothing makes me more 
indignant,” said he, “when I listen 
to these debates, the debates which 
take place partly in the newspapers 
partly in the House of Commons, 
upon this subject,- than to .hear the 
tone of tolerance, sometimes of hos 
tility, with which the voluntary 
schools are treated. I aggree that, 
if voluntary schools do not represent 
great voluntary effort they will pro- 
bably lose their value and their effi­
ciency. Bat while they represent 
great voluntary effort, while they 
are the outward sign of the great 
feeling in the community among 
parents that their children should 
be educated in the faith of their 
f ithers, so long they deserve, -and 
ought to receive, something more 
than this bare treatment” Thus 
does Mr. Balfour continue: “In 
the second place, it has been con­
clusive evidence of bow strong is 
the feeling of tho parents of this 
country, and of those who believe in 
the oanse of religious education, 
that to divorce secular matters, in 
this way from religions matters, to 
declare that, because one is under 
the patronage of the State, the 
other may go shift as it will to 
give grants and rewards and all the 
honors of this world to one and let 
the other go slide, is contrary to the 
best interests of the State and the 
individual,”

Here is a silid argument and a 
very sensible statement. Coming 
down to the more immediately 
practicable, we find the English 
statesman expressing exactly what 
times numberless, our Catholio peo­
ple have contented in the present 
case of the Manitoba schools. 
“What is State Money?” he asks, 
qnd he replies, “State money is the 
money contributed by the taxpayer, 
and I do not suggest that out of the 
money contributed by the taxpayer 
yqq shoqld pay iq voluntary schools 
for a system of religious education 
of which the ratepayers may dis­
approve. But what is your exis 
ting system ? Your existing sys­
tem is that you compel the ratepay­
er, however much be may object

that at this moment the voluntary 
schools in all those districts where 
they are brought into competition 
with the Board schools are in tbs 
extremes! peril, and that is a peril 
whic h no citizen of this country in­
terested in secular ’education, inter­
ested in keeping down the rates 
even can contemplate without some­
thing like dismay."

After appealing for a settlement 
of the school question in favor of 
voluntary or separate schools, Mr. 
Balfour thus closes : “It can only 
be settled by their will; it can be 
settled by no more powerful engine; 
and so far as my voice will reach I 
beg them to exercise it in the cause 
of what I truly believe is not only 
that of religion, but that of civiliza­
tion itself in all its higher aspects.”

Right Mr Balfour, the cause of 
separate schools is certainly that of 
“civilization in all its higher as­
pects." The efforts of the Maui 
toba Government to drive the Abom­
inable law down the throats of the 
mi nority' savor greatly of that bat- 
baric principle, “might is right.” 
The perpetrators of the deed and 
the men who, with voice or pen, 
with vole, or compliance, aid and 
encourage them, are only a degree 
removed from the tyrants ot penal 
years. Were the same to be at­
tempted in Quebec the whole Pro­
testant population of Canada would 
be up in arms. But here is Mr 
Balfour, a leader in the British 
House of Commons, a most deter­
mined opponent of every Catholio 
interest, laying down the same 
broad, constitutional, and rational 
arguments as those that form the 
basis of the Catholio petition in the 
present Manitoba case.

Montreal Gazette makes the 
following observation : “At Otta­
wa United Canada regrets to hear 
that Mr. A. F. McIntyre, Q. C. an 
old Liberal worker and candidate, 
will henceforth be found co-oper­
ating with the Conservatives.

A few weeks ago, Rev. Dr. Car­
man, General Superintendent of 
of the Methodists in Canada, issu- 
e 1 a manifesto, in the form of a 
tirade against the Jesuits and 
Romanists in general; but especi­
ally calling the Federal Govern­
ment to account for the awful 
crime of spending money to pay 
for Masses for the repose of the 
S)ul of the late Sir John Thomp 
son. The matter having come to 
the attention of the Premier, Sir 
Mackenzie Bowell, wrote to the 
Rev. Dr. giving the charge an em­
phatic denial. In his letter the 
Premier said : “I have spoken to 
the Hon. Mr. Haggart and the 
Hon. Mr. Curran, two of the com­
mittee of three in charge of the 
funeral arrangements, and they 
say most positively that no such 
expense was incurred nor author­
ized; nor is it intended to pay for 
such services. I should have been 
pleased had you written me frank­
ly on this subject, so that you 
might have saved yourself from 
meting out condemnation where 
there is no guilt The Govern­
ment did pay a considerable 
amount for the funeral at Halifax 
and elsewhere ; but after what 
England had done it was thought 
this was the least that Canada 
could do to honour the late Pre­
mier.” This shows what might 
he expected; that the learned di­
vine had either drawn on his im­
agination, or had been imposed 
upon. However, we must give 
him credit for accepting the Pre 
mier’s denial and acknowledging 
his mistake. But, what is to be 
thought of those, even in this 
Province, who use Dr. Carman's 
charge in their canvas, notwith­
standing its flat denial ? Well, the 
only answer is: they are Grits.

Vlearly Dr. Uarmau is hot re­
sponsible for the mistake. He 
was misled by the zeal of his news­
paper informant, which, in spite 
of Exodus xx., 16, seems to think 
that in the great tight for honesty 
in Government anything and 
everything is fair. Dr. Carman 
holds that Sir Mackenzie should 
have corrected the misstatement 
immediately that it was made. No 
doubt a public man ought to set 
such matters as this right without 
delay. But then the Tories would 
ho kept very busy if they were 
to d3vote themselves to the tt.sk 
of denying all that is said about 
them, in this age of invention. 
And what is more, the Premier 
may not have seen the story un­
til the worthy doctor had made 
his comments upon it.

In connection with this matter, 
the Mail and Empire has the 
following : Rev. Dr. Carman re­
cently made the complaint against 
the Government that it had ex­
pended public money for a special 
mass at Ottawa for the late Sir 
John Thompson. When the com­
plaint reached Sir Mackenzie 
Bowell the Premier wrote Dr. Car­
man that he had been misinform­
ed, seeing that the Government 
had not paid for the mass. Dr.
Carman makes the amende honor­
able ; but in doing so explains that 
he derived the wrong information 
from the Montreal Witness, the 
journal which, it will be remem­
bered, said the other day that Sir 
Adolphe Caron had "boasted that 
he had corrupted the electors,.and

A little over a year ago, a va­
cancy occured in the Customs De­
partment at Charlottetown, in 
consequence of the death of Hen­
ry McKenna. As is usual in such 
case there were several applicants 
for the vacant office. After each- 
applicant had done what he could 
to advance his claims to the posi­
tion, it was announced or at least 
came to be generally understood, 
that the vacancy would be filled 
by promotion, and that no new 
appointment would be made, as the 
existing staff was considered suf­
ficient for the work to be per­
formed. This seems to have been 
taken in, good* faith, and there the 
matter rested. Nothing more 
was heard about any addition to 
the Customs officials at this Port 
till a few days ago, when it was 
rumored about town that a gentle­
man from Ontario had been ap­
pointed to the vacant office. This 
in the face of the facts above 
enumerated, naturally created the 
greatest surprise.' And it may be 
taken for granted that this sur­
prise in no way subsided when 
inquiry established the fact that 
a gentleman named F. T. Watson, 
hailing from some part of the 
Province of Ontario was actually 
officially employed in the Custom 
House. The facts in connection 
with the matter seem to be that 
the gentleman in question present­
ed himself to the Collector, arm­
ed with a letter from the Control­
ler of Cnstoms asking thflB hé be 
temporarily employed at ai remun­
eration of fifty dollars a month 
To put the .matter mildly this is 
rather an extraordinary proceed­
ing. Let us suppose that men are 
employed by Government, for the 
same purpose that they are em­
ployed by private corporations 
or individuals ; to perform certain 
work. When the regurlarly em­
ployed are insufficient to do the 
work, which from one cause or 
another, may on occasion have 
become extraordinary, extra 
hands are temporarily employed. 
That we take it would be the 
ordinary course pursued in a 
well regulated business estalish- 
ment. Let us see how this ap­
plies in the case under review. 
There are in the Cnstoms De 
pârtment at Charlottetown, a 
Collector, an assistant Collector, 
a Cashier and three Clerks; an 
Appraiser a Packer, a Gauger, a 
Locker, a measuring Surveyor, 
and three Landing Waiters; a Preventive 
officer and Boatman, and a Messenger; 
in all sixteen officials. We most aa 
same that these are sufficient to per­
form the work of the Department, 
under ordinary circumstances and that 
only when the importe would .be very 
great, and there would be an extraor 
dinary rash of work would there ha 
need of putting on any temporary 
clerks. Let ns eee if theee conditions 
exist at the present time. Navigation 
has been closed at the port of Charlotte­
town for about three months. Daring 
the month of February we were prac 
tically cat off from the mainland; the 
Stanley made bat few trips, and we 
were for as much as a week at a time 
without a foreign mail. Now, under 
such circumstances, it does not appear 
that the imports to this Province can 
be very heavy, or that the Work to be 
performed at the receipt of Customs 
would be very onerons. At any rate 
the labor scarcely is beyond the con­
trol of the sixteen regular salaried offi­
cials of the Department. But should 
it turn oat that there is extra labor to 
be performed, then, we submit, a 
Prince Edward Islander should be 
employed to perform it. Surely there 
is not in oar midst sach a derth of in­
telligence and ability that no one can 
bej found capable of performing the 
mere clerical duties required of a 
temporary employe of the Cnstoms 
Department Mr. Watson may be, 
and no doubt is, a very estimable 
gentleman. Regarding bis personal or 
official qualifications and capabilities 
we know nothing nor are we ooncemed 
about them. Bnt we do know and we 
do say that he has no claims on Govern- 
ment patronage in this Province. We 
know not who may be responsible for 
the perpetration of this extraordinary 
act; bat we do knowthet it is a high­
handed, insulting and contemptible 
proceeding. We are not done with it; if 
the matter ie not satisfactorily ad­
justed, we shall be heard from again on 
the subject.

Manitoba Schools-

introduced in the Manitoba Legis­
lature by Mr James Fisher, mem­
ber for Russell, which resolution 
was defeated by a solid Grit vote 
on Thursday last. Regarding Mr 
Fisher, it may be interesting to 
our readers to know that he has 
been a life-long Liberal. He is a 
firm believer in Liberalism in its 
true sense. His Liberalism con 
vinces him thatjustice should be 
meted out to all classes. In re-

and a brother-in-law of Rev H H 
McPherson, of Halifax. He was 
President of the Manitoba Liberal 
Association in 1888, when the 
present Grit Administration of 
the Province came into power. On 
that occasion he was present at 
the public meeting in St Francois 
Xavier county, at which Joe Mar­
tin gave the solemn pledge of him­
self and party that if they obtain­
ed power they would not inter­
fere with either the French lan­
guage or the Catholic separate 
schools. Two years later the 
Greenway government proceeded 
to abolish the Catholic schools,

felt that he was compromised, and 
refused te support the Govern­
ment any longer. He is still how­
ever, an independent member of 
the Legislature. The full text of 
the resolution, which the Grit 
majority in the Legislature voted 
down is as follows :

1. While this house is deter­
mined at all times to maintain to 
the fullest extent that the consti­
tution warrants its exclusive 
power to make laws with respect 
to education, yet it recognizes that 
the highest judicial tribunal in 
the realm has recently decided 
that “such exclusive power is not 
absolute, but liinitedi” and that 
the limitation was embodied in 
the constitution as a “parliamen­
tary compact” between the Dom­
inion and the people resident in 
the province at the union for the 
protection, amongst other things, 
of the rights and privileges of the 
Roman Catholic minority in re­
lation to education, including 
rights and privileges that were 
acquired by them since the 
union.

2. It has been adjudged by the 
same tribunal that the "rights and 
privileges of the Roman Catholic 
minority in relation to education 
which existed prior to 1890 have 
been affected” by. the public 
schools act of that year.

3. The same tribunal has fur­
ther decided that in the event, 
which ie now foreshadowed of the 
•legislature being called upon to 
remove the grievance in the judg­
ement referred to,and in the fur­
ther event of the legislature de-:, 
dining to do so, a case will have 
arisen where the “parliament of 
Canada is authorized to legislate 
on the same object”

4. That this house is always 
prepared to abide by the consti­
tution, which is the safeguard of 
our provincial rights and will not 
be a party to its violation, nor 
will it seek to impair the efficiency 
of its provisions for protecting the 
rights and privileges of any class 
of her majesty’s subjects. At the 
same time the house would de 
plore the occurrence of anything 
calling for this exercise by the 
parliament of Canada of its author 
ity to legislate on the subject of 
education, the ultimate effect of 
which it is impossible to forsee.

5. And having regard to the 
suggestions of the tribunal refer­
red to that “all legitimate ground 
of complaint would be removed 
if the present system were sup­
plemented by provisions which 
would remove the grievance upon 
which the appeal is founded, and 
were modified so far as might be 
necessary to give effect to these 
provisions,’ without a repeal of 
the present law, the houseis ready 
to consider the grievances refer­
red to, with a view to providing 
reasonable relief, while maintain 
ing, as far as possible, consistent 
with that object, the principles of 
the present act in their general ap 
plication.”

A perusal of this resolution cannot fail 
tooonvinoe any reasonable person that 
what it asks is not difficult of accomplish - 
ment, and that only those blinded to all 
sense of justioe or fair play would refuse 
to acoeed to the demands, It asks, in the 
first plaoe, a willingness to obey the oon- 
stitution, and secondly a willingness “to 
consider the grievances referred to with a 
view to providing reasonable relief, while 
maintaining, as far as possible, consistent 
with that object, the principles of the 
present aot, in their general application." 
Notwithstanding these reasonable declara­
tions, the whole Grit contingent, voted 
againt them.

Regarding this resolution the Winnigeg 
Nor-Wester, edited by Mr George H 
Hamnot, unknown in this Province, has 
the following ;

“The resolution which he (Fisher) has 
drawn np has shown the Provincial Gov- 
eminent the only way in which a conflict 
between the federal and provincial 
authorities can bo avoided, and Mr Laur­
ier will do well to enforoe upon Mr. 
Greenway the necessity for listening to 
such a wise proposition. If at such an 
opportune moment as this, Mc. Laurier 
does not attempt to use hie influence with 
Mr Greenway’s Government, then we 
may consider that hie desire to arouse 
sectarian passions, and to plaoe Roman 
Catholics in a false position, is greater 
than his desire to relieve oppression; and 
stronger than his much vaunted patriotic 
instinct»."

The fate of the resolution shows that 
Mr Laurier did not nee any influence for 
peace with his friends in the Manitoba 
Legislature, as they all voted solidly 
againsL.it.

The Various Foliole».

The different wings of the so-called 
Liberal Party lay changing emphasis 
on their various political nostrum» 
so as to suit times, circumstances and 
places. Mr. Laurier in order to show 
that he has renounced his nationality 
and beçome thoroughly British, will 
not be satisfied with anything leis 
than free trade as it is in England. 
Being as he says a free trader of the 
English school. Some of the would-be 
Leaders in this Province evidently see 
the danger of their Leader avowing 
a policy which they know would noi 
be tolerated in a young country like 
Canada, on account of the severity 
with which it would bear on the farm­
er, the common laborer and the poor 
generally. The Patriot comes to the 
rescue and says it is not proposed to 
introduce free trade as it is in Eng- 
Dnd, at once.. It explains that the 
Grit party will start with the Revenue 
Tariff policy, which brought Canada 
so near disaster in 1878, under Alex. 
McKenzie. It proceeds to tell the 
result of this policy to be the intro­
duction of cheap goods from the 
United States and elsewhere, at once 
conceding to the Americans, without

The Canadian market is to be at the 
mercy of the American farmer with his 
pork, beef, butter, cheese, etc., and 
at the mercy of the American manu­
facturer, not with his well considered 
list of manufactured goods, but all bis 
good*. The Revenue Tariff would be 
no protection at all to the Canadian 
farmer; but he is asked to throw down 
the barriers whilst the United Sta'es 
has hers as high as before, without 
getting one advantage in return. The 
Revenue Tariff policy then gives to 
the Americans all they waat as re­
gards the Canadian market, but they 
are to get nothing in return. Surely 
this is what may be called giving 
something for nothing. But this is 
only two strings to the bow and the 
Patriot wants a third. Mr. Laurier 
may champion Free Trade as it is in 
England, the Patriot a Revenue 
Tariff, but something else is wanted. 
The boiling caldron of the Grit party 
which contains its policy must have 
different ingredients of its composition 
in regular proportions, so that to 
“make the gruel thick and stale,' they 
must “add thereto a tiger’s chaudron" 
which the Patriot does in almost 
parallel columns with its Revenue 
Tariff. The tiger’s chaudron is Reci­
procity. The Unrestricted Recipro­
city was unfortunate, but the old cry 
may do service yet. So the conclu­
sion of the whole thing is this: The 
party will begin with a Revenue 
Tariff, giving the Americans all they 
want without giving anything in re 
turn. After giving the Americans all 
they want, the Grit patty will ask for 
a Reciprocity, but having given" all 
away under a Revenue Tariff tçey 
have nothing left to give in exchange 
and they will get nothing, so there 
will be no Reciprocity. Mr, Laurier 
will then arrive at his goal and pro­
claim Free Trade as in Britain. Then 
whatever has remained of prosperity 
under the blight of the policy of 1873- 
78, re-introduced in 1895, will be 
swept away by the load of direct tax­
ation which Will follow the introduc 
lion of Free Trade aa it is in Britain, 
of which our forefathers knew so 
much.—Com.

Behring Sea Award.

. The Behring Sea differences be­
tween the United States and Great 
Britain provoked an animated debate 
in the senate at Washington on Fri­
day last. Mr. Cockrell had offered 
an amendment to the pending de­
ficiency bill appropriating $50,000 for 
the expenses of another commission 
of arbitration t> adjust the claims of 
Canadian sealers seized by the United 
States. It was in line with the sugges­
tion of a letter just received from 
Secretary Gresham. Mr. Sherman 
opposed the second arbitration,saying 
it was dishonorable and unwise that 
the United States had not paid these 
claims through the compromise of 
$425,000 heretofore urged by the 
president.

Mr. Sherman prophesied much 
trouble as a resurt of the opening of 
the subject. Mr. Hoar also stated 
that this foreshadowed another such 
reverse as the United States received 
at the Halifax award.

Mr. Morgan, chairman of the com­
mittee on foreign relations of the 
commissioners at t ie Paris court o( 
arbitration, declared that this plan to 
pay Great Britain a lump sum for the 
Canadian sealer seizures was in viola­
tion of the honor of the United States. 
It had been proposed by the presi­
dent and had been properly rejected. 
Mr. Morgan asserted that Great 
Britain, through its emissaries here, 
was systematically violating the Paris 
awards. With great vehemence he 
declared that the payment ol $425,- 
000 would be a disgrace to the United 
States and to the administration. The 
contest was so effective that Mr. 
Cockrell withdrew the proposition for 
another Behring Sea arbitration com­
mission.

AChat with Onr Subscribers-
Here we are, well into March, 1895,and

Lenten Sermon.

The first of a course of eermous, to be 
given in St. Dunstan’t Cathedral during 
the Sunday evenings of Lent,was preached 
on Sunday evening last by Rev. R. B. Mc­
Donald, of Ruetico. The church was 
thronged, the immense congregation in­
cluding many Protestants. “The end fot 
which man was created," was the theme of 
the Rev. preacher’s discourse. The sermon, 
upwards of au hour in length, was mosl 
powerful and eloquent, and was a plain 
and logical exposition of Catholic doctrine.

“What doth it profit a man to gain the 
whole world and suffer the loss of his im­
mortal soul; what can a man give in ex­
change for his soul." These are the 
words of Scripture which the R-:v. 
preacher chose for hie text. Beginning 
his discourse he said nothing new in Cath­
olic doctrine would be laid down during 
these Lenten sermons. The same truth.-, 
would be presented which were delivered 
by Christ to His Apostles, over eighteen 
hundred years ago, when He commanded 
them to go forth and preach the Gospel to 
the whole world. The truths to be here 
presented were those which had been 
familiar to us from our childhood. Re­
garding the practice of these,truthe, how­
ever, some may have become careless. All 
knew, for instance, that there were fchret 
Persons in the Godhead 7 that the Second 
Person of the adorable Trinity became 
man, for our salvation; that we have im­
mortal souls, which may be saved or lost; 
that these was a heaven and a hell. All 
this we knew; yet, there are a great many 
Christians who never give these important 
truths any serious thought. “ With (teso 
latiou is the whole world become desolite, 
because there ia none that thinketh in the 
heart.”

“Why,” said the Rev. preacher, weri 
we sent here !” The end of man, he 
pointed out, was the first principle of the 
science of salvation. “Whence am I; why 
am I here ; and whither am I going : 
These were questions we might ^ell ash 
ourselves. A little over a hundred year» 
ago, no one now living existed. A few 
thousand years ago the world itself did 
not exist. Almighty God, willed and, a» 
it were, in tht' twinkling of an eye, the 
world an I all material things were 
brought into existence. All these thing» 
were made by the simple fiat of Almighty 
God; but when man was to be created, 
the three Persons of the Blessed Trinity, 
eeemed to take council, and after delibera­
tion »id: “Let us make man to our ow> 
image and likeness." Who is this being, 
the Jpreacher asked, who is to crown all 
God’s works; who is to have domiuioi- 
over all other created things; who is thi» 
glorious being ? It is none other that 
man, Man has a dual nature—a material 
and spiritual nature. The spiritual part 
the soul—is immortal. It can never die. 
Some think, or pretend to think that 
when a man dies he all dies—just as somi 
men say there is no Ged. But “only tht 
fool thinketh in his heart there is no God.’

The holy book tells us there is a God 
Go where you will—into the crowded 
thoroughfares of the great cities—you wil 
see throngs of all kinds of people, rich 
and poor,learned and ignorant, the hegga 
and the gorgeously attired, all mingling 
together. No matter how much they may 
differ in external appearances they all 
have one thing in common—an immortal 
soul. If there were no future state oi 
happiness, life here below would not he 
worth the living. Man was subject to so 
many, miseries, crosses and disappoint* 
men .8 in this life, that unless ho had till 
hope of happiness beyond the tomb, ii 
would be rnnch better for many that they 
had not been born. Man was born to In 
happy. From the very cradle he cried for 
happiness. But all the riches and honors 
of this worldjwere incapable of satisfyinc 
that craving for happiness. He recounted 
the story of Alexander the Great, af’er 
he had gained the world, sighing be­
cause there were no more worlds to 
conquer, and showed how Salomon, the 
wisest of men, who possessed all tli? 
riches, grandeur and honors he conl l 
desire, yet, before his death was forced 
to exclaim: "Vanity of vanities and all 
ie vanity." He quoted the words of 
the poet to show, “This world ia all a 
fleeting show,” etc. Nothing was true — 
nothing real but Heaven. To gain 
Heaven, to serve God and to save oni 
souls ia what we are here for. T ;e real 
business, common to all, ie to save onr 
souls. “There ie bnt one thing necaa- 
esry”—“Wnat will it profit a man 
should he gain the whole world and 
suffer the lose of his immortal Bouli 
what can a man g.ve in exchange for 
ilia soul ?" Ia order to save our aouls 
it ie not required that we give up oni 
avocations and ce^ee to labor for the 
support of those dependent upon ue. 
Bnt wa should always keep the one 
thing necessary in view—the salvation 
of onr immortal eoule. As the Ap 
telle ns; we should nee the vr 
we need it not. /

The preacher next pointed out that 
God had no need to create ue; but hav­
ing created us, we belong to Him. We 
have a right to the fruits that grow in 
onr own garden, and to the domestic; 
animale which belong to us. We are 
masters. God ia onr master. II < gave 
ne existence and renews the act of 
creation every moment of our lives. Wi 
should bo live on earth that when wp 
go hence Almighty God will receive us 
into Hie Kingdom. The ealration ol 
our eouls ie a matter personal to ea- h 
one of os. The priest cannot save ou- 
Bonis for ns ; the Church cannot do it 
They can assist ns. Christ nor God 
cannot save us unless, wo apply to ou> 
souls the merits of Christ’s passion. 
Almighty God created ns without our 
consent ; bnt He will not save ns with­
out onr concurrence. We are not. ma­
chines ; bnt men. The sun and other 
planets, as well ae irrational ere iturve 
serve God according to their condition. 
Seasons never fail to come and go. All 
theee serve God by necessity. But God 
created mm with an immortal soul 
possessing free will, with a knowledge 
of good and evil. He created us free 
agente and aa each he will save us. If 
we chooee good we shall be saved,if t vi 
we shall be lost. It is a false and 
blasphemous doctrine to say some men 
are created for hell, and cannot be

saved. God created art for heaven aud 
if anvond ia lost, he is lest through hie 
own fault. There are n great many 
people, all over the world, the r reacher 
pointed out, who expect to save th- ir 
souls; but who never give the mat 
ter a thought There were many Cath­
olics, he said, whoso lives w.-re far from 
being in accordance with the o-: Is 
of our holy religion wh .so l.ves w ul i 
not lead them to heaven ; 'obeli. 
They would do anythin;’; eacr.fi o . ny- 
thing to make a little money. Many 
Catholics never pray; never go to 
confession and communion. Thera are 
a great many people, in said, who 
would not tn at aa employer as they 
treat Almighty God. At baptism a 
contract was entered ini.-! w i th Almighty 
God, to serve him faithfiiliv a 1 our 
lives, on condition of enjy i:;g heaven 
if er death; yet h i -. ;u - are there, 
who fail to satisfy any of toe required 
conditions and still expect to r -cjve 
the reward?

Halifax Was visited with the greatest 
fire it has experienced for over thirty 
years, on the 29th ult. Within three 
hours the deep water terminus wharf 
nearly an eighth of a mile in length, 
with its great freight and immigrant sheds 
coal shuten and other treesle work, and 
huge grain elevator, erected by the 
Dominion Government at a cost of nearly 
$500,001 war rapidly swept away, A large 
quantity of freight which had been 
landed frrm the steamers Vancouver, 
Corean and Indrani and valued at about 
$150,000 was destroyed. Had it not been 
for the ntavy coating of snow 'which 
covered the roofs of the houses, Halifax 
would have been almost totally destroyed. 
From the first alarm of the fire there was 
but little hope of saving the wharf or* the 
sheds, but the majority of those who wit­
nessed thelprogreas of the flames say that 
the elevator costing nearly $100,000 waa 
sacrificed to the incompétence of the 
managers of the fire department. 
Of the steamer Vancouver’» cargo the loss 

’is about $75,000. About onc-thirdof the 
Indrani’s was destroyed. Most of the 
Oorean’s cargo was taken away by Hall 
fax importers. About $5,000 worth of

floods belonging to Barnstead & Suther­
land was lost. Eight cars of potatoes 

arrived by the Dominion Atlantic railway 
on Monday evening were lost, also a oar of 
fresh meat from Chicago. The loss of oar 
go is estimated at about $150,000. A 
number of dwelling houses on Water 
Street were badly scorched, and damaged 
by water. One man, George Cornwall, 
was run over and his skull was fractured. 
It is feared he will die. A number of 
firemen and others sustained severe but 
not fatal injuries. There was more freight 
in the shed at the time ot the disaster 
than there had been for the past twelve 
tponths, The origin of the fro is gnknojfo.

The Florentines were in 
the habit of holding May festivals, to 
whichwhjch (hty invited their friends for 
thé puipbse of'hiving a: season of 
merry-making. Id accordance with 
this custom, on a May-day, Falco 
Pottiuari filled his house with guests, 

ng them being Dante's father 
the boy himself, who had come 
him hither. From all the chil­

dren present Dante chose Beatrice as 
his favorite, and immediately attached* 
himself to her In his “Vita Nuova" 
he thus relates the incident :

“She was about entering her ninth 
yekr, and mine was drawing to a 
close. Her dress on that day was 
of à most noble celor, a subdued apd 
comely red,-girdled and adorned "tn 
su* a sort as best suited with her 
tender age. ’Prom that time forth, I 
say1, that love held sovereigh empire 
over my soul, which had so readily 
been betrothed unto bim; and through 
thé influence lent him by my imagin 
alien, he at once assumed such im­
perious ssu and masterdom over me 
thaï I could not choose but do his 
pleasure in alFtbings. Oftentimes he

-Wholly ideal. He looked upon 
as a sort of superior being, an angel 
dwelling on earth for a short time 
She was far above him, and he was 
content to adore her at a distance 
The thought of obtaining Beatrice as 
his wife probably never entered the 
mind of Dante. In his “ Vita 
Nuova,” he declares how great was 
his love for her, and still it appears 
that he never addressed a word of 
love to her. Although he praised 
her in many sonnets which he sent to 
his friends, he never sent one of them 
to her.

Dante’s affection for Beatrice had 
nothing of the human about it ; it 
had no relation to matrimonial ties 
It was a pure and noble love, a spirit­
ual flame which required nothing ma 
terial to feed >t. His happiness did 
not depend upon the possession of 
Beatrice as his wife, but of the high 
ideal which he had formed of her 
He communed With her in spirit in 
world far removed from ours ; and 
mattered little to him that the real 
Beatrice was the wife of another, or 
that death had claimed her for its 
own. Indeed, the death of Beatrice 
only seemed tn him to seal the com­
pact of their heavenly love.

Beatrice was the guiding star of his 
life. The thought of her always im­
pelled him to what was noble and 
lofty. She raised him from the slough 
of sin, and taught him the sweet joys 
of a virtuous life.

“Of slave
Thou hast to freedom brought me : and no 

means
For my deliverance apt, has left untried.”

Through Beatrice he praised God, 
and she was to him the symbol of the 
Divine Wisdom and love which led 
him- to the throne of God.

whèrefore did I, during my boyish 
years, frequently go in search of her; 
and so praiseworthy was she and so 
noble in her bearing, that of her 
might with truth be spoken that say­
ing! of the poet Homer
“ ‘She of a god seemed born and’not of mor- 

- tal man.
Nine years after this, he again met 

Beatrice on the street. She was 
clothed in a white garment and salut­
ed hitii.as she passed, and-thereupon 
he wrote his first sonnet. It is a de­
scription of a vision which" appeared 
to bim when love bore to him his 
lady sleeping in a folded garment, he 
•ent it t) all the noted poets of his 
time asking-for an interpretation of it 
Soon after this Beatrice was married 
to Simon de Bardi ; but this does not 
in the least seem to have disturbed 
Dante’s love and devotion for her.
He continued to sing her praises in 
numerous sonnets whioh he composed 
about this time. In 1290, she died 
at the early age of twenty-four

The fact that Dante’s love for 
Beatrice was continued after her mar­
riage with De Bardi and his own with 
Gemma Donati has appeared to be 
verÿ peculiar to many people, who 
claim that thereby Dante was not true 
to bis own wife. But this is fully ex 
plained by the mages and customs of 
the time. To understand fully and 
well the significance of the “Divina 
Commedia,” the time in which it was 
produced as welt as the circumstances 
which tended to form its author’s 
character, must be studied. Dante 
is but ■ the mirror of his time. He 
lived the same life and dreamed the 
same drehms as those about him 
He tollowed the manner of his age as 
well as other men. His early educa­
tion and training in no way differed 
from that of the. rest of the Floren­
tine boys, and in manhood he had to 
face the same difficulties and dangers 
as they. We could ndt expect him 
to Be different from the rest of the 
world, and neither was he; he was 
simply a man of the time.

he age of Dante was a wholly 
olic one. ‘Ail men had the 

same faith^andpracticed;.the same 
religion. In their excesses and sins, 
although they for a time lost sight ol 
God, they never forget that a day of 
reckoning would surely: come. The 
troubadours of Province had intro­
duced the practices of chivalry into 
Italy, and they found apt and willing 
pupils,-. The Church raised woman 
from her, pagan slavery to equality 
with man, and thé Italian children of 
the Chtttcb Were eager to battle for 
diatressed women"wherever they might 
be found. Chivalry mu now at its 
height. Knights went forth in search 
of adeéuttire to, protect and defend 
the poor and oppressed. swore
fealtyjtq thé lady of ipl’ heart, and on jÿime. 
her behalf, "he (ought for the widow 

1 the orphan. He probably<wore
colors of a lady whom he had 

seen but once;-it mattered not lo him 
whether he law her again,, as her 
faithful knight he was always" a cham­
pion of the right. He was tiught to 
venerate and love the Holy Mother 
of God, and through her he idealised 
all womanhood.

§uch was the age of Dante. Con­
sidering this, and the poetic and rich­
ly developed nature of Dan(;3 himself, 
itisn»thing wonderful that Beatrice 
should raîke sqcb a marked iojpres-1 do (his without being agsured before

dignified earnestness which had its 
birth in something of a purely human 
love. Petriarch's love for Laura was 
human ; Dante's love for Beatrice 
was something purer and nobler. 
Dante was not a composer of mere 
love songs; he sings of a spiritual 
devotion that could only be found in 
the heart of the world’s greatest poet. 
Beatrice watches over him, aids him 
in his difficulties ; her vision soothes 
bim in his distress, and at last leads 
him into Heaven. She was for him 
just what her name suggests —she who 
renders happy or blessed.

The “ Vita Nuova" is the account 
of the new life which his meeting 
with Beatrice, and his love for bet 
awakened in him, and he (hus ends 
his record :

' “ Soon after this a wonderful vision 
appeared to me in which I saw things 
which made me pnrpoie to sueak no 
more of this blessed one until I could 
more worthily treat her. And to 
attain t) this, I study to the utmost 
of my power, as she truly knoweth, so 
that if it please Him, through Whom 
all things live, that my life be pro 
longed for some years, I hope to speak 
of her as was never spoken ori any 
woman.” 1

He indeed spoke “ of her as was 
never spoken of any woman ;’’ for as 
long as the name of woman is respect­
ed Beatrice will be loveu and looked 
up to by all mankind". —Daniel P 
Murphy in Notre Dame Scholastic

The case of the yonng priest 
Nicholas Tolstoi, still in Borne, is 
very momentous. His correspon­
dence with Father Vannutelli on be­
half of ecclesiastical unity having 
been published in Belgium, ht was 
warned to leave Russia, si he would 
otherwise be suddenly made away 
with. He has now been summoned 
to appear before the Holy Synod. 
Father Vannutelli, has therefore 
written the following to M Pobe- 
conotseff : “Your Excellency—-The 
courtesy which you displayed to me 
duriug my travel? in Bussia and in 
your kind letter encourages me to 
take thé liberty of addressing you the 
present letter, in the hope that yon 
may design tc give me a favorable 
reply. The Bussiao priest, Nicholas 
Tolstoj, has bepn in Borne about 
month. He was very courteous 
me during my stay at Moscow, 
have shown him my gratitude for 
this çaqrteey by prespqriqg him 
not only to all the ecclesiastical 
authorities, but also to the members

They have 31! shown the 
greatest interest in him, and even the 
pnblic has been kept informed about 
i{m'by the means of the press, It 
sëems that he has incurred some 
difficulty because of hia having mani­
fested his desire " in favor of the 
union of the Churches. Neverthe­
less be is still a Bulsian priest, with 
out having in the least changed from 
what he has been hitherto with re­
gard'to rite, usage of nationality. 
He is ardently desirous of returning" 
to Russia and resuming the exercise 
of bis holy ministry, bqt he cannot

There 
were also present the Bishops and 
Archbishops in Curia, the Diplomatic 
Body accredited to the Holy See, a 
deputation of the Knights of Malta, 
and many of the Roman patricians 
and nobles. In reserved seats were 
the wives of the Ambassadors and the 
ladies of the Roman aristocracy. In 
the body of the Chapel were present 
many persona both Italian and foreign.
The service of honor was in the outer 
chambers done by the Palestine 
Guards, the Swiss Guards and the 
Papal Oendarmi. Inside the chapel 
the Holy Father was surrounded by 
his Noble Court, Monsignor Maggior 
domo, Monsignor Maestro di Camera, 
the Noble Anti-chamber, the Noble 
Guards all in full State attire. The 
service of lbe tribunes was rendered 
by the Camerieri Segreti, those di 
Spadae Capa, and by the Bussolanti.

About 12.30 p. m. the ceremony 
ended, and the Holy Father withdrew 
to his private apartments.

During the day, in spite of the ex­
ceedingly bad weather, the uiually 
numerous train of the faithful was 
seen at the magnificent tomb of Pius 
IX. in San Lorenzo which the piety 
of the Catholic world has conspired 
to erect in honor of the Pontiff, in 
presence of whose merits the most 
virulent enemies of the Papacy are 
forced to pay the tribute of silent 
respect.
