SManagement of a Small Creamery.

The management ot a small creame
differs in no respect from that of a wel-
appointed private dairy. The only re-
spect in which a creamery is di ¢
from a dairy is that it does the work of
several dairies, and in doing this work it

tly reduces the cost of making the
mer. If we follow up the season’s
work of a small creamery of, let us say
200 cows, we shall find that one person
with the partial help of another, will be
able to do all the work for this number
of cows, which would probably be other-
wise done in twenty separate dairies.
The economy is obvious. In place of
twenty sets of pans, the use of twenty
milk-rcoms, twenty churns, and twenty
pairs of hands in cleansing milk-pans
and other utensils, there is but onej and

the labor and time of nineteen or gight-
een persons are saved. DBesid the
product is all alike, of even « lity,
packed similarly, and marketed through

one agent; so that all through the work
there is saving of labor and economy of
expense. This, of course, reduces the
cust of making the butter to the least
possible amount, and at the same time
raises the income to the' highest possi-
ble Woint. Instead of all the butter
from ' these twenty small dairies being
sold ct a village grocery, and put up in
the nld-fx\shiunm% rolls, aud being dis-
posed of in trade, as was formerly the.
custom, at a very low price, the aggre-
gate product is sent off at short intervals,
and while fresh, in refrigerator cars,
and along with the product of other
creameries packed in a similar manner in
the same kind of packages, and reaches
the market in such'a condition as to re-
alize the highest price. This is an ad-
vantage which is equal in value to the
saving of the cost, so that the patron of
a croamery enjoys the double henefit of
the lessened cost and the increased value.
If dairymen lived before, it 18 not sur-
prising that they can make money now,
under these cosiderable advantages. —[N.
Y. Times.

Newapaper Laws.

We call the special attention of post-
masters and subscribers to the following
synopsis of the newspaper laivs :

1. A postmaster is required to give
notice by letter (returning a paper, does
not answer the law) when a subscriber
does not take his paper out of the office,
and state the reasons for its not being
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the
postmaster responsible to the publishers
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis- |
continued, he must pay all arrearages,
or the publisher may continue to send it
until payment is made, and collect the
whole amount, whether it be taken from
the office or not. There can be no legal
discontinuance until the payment is
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from |
the post-office, whether directed to his !
name or another, or whether he has sub- |
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay. |

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to |
be stopped at a certain time, and the
publisher continues to send, the sub- |

THE RAILWAY AGITATION.

Thanks to the effurts_of THE SiGNaL,
the railway question is now a topic of
general ‘conversation in Goderich, and
an awakening on the subject among the
residents of the town is likely to result.
Since our last issue we have been in
conversation, oconcerning the matter,
with a number of the prominent men of
the place, and all have expressed a de-
sire for the inbringing of -another line,
should a feasible scheme formulat-
ed.

We understand an arrangement is be-
ing made by the Hamilton & North-
Western line with the object of ob-
taining control of the Toronto, Grey &
Bruce road. If the efferts of the H. &
N. W. are successful it will be in order
for Goderich to bestir itself and divert
the line from Wingham to the Lake
shore via Goderich.

Failing successful negotiations for the
getting of aline by Wingham, an effort
ghould be made by Goderich to tap the
Great Westernat Brucefield or Hensalland
being a branch north by Bayfield and
other inférvening villages. ]

There are other schemes which might
be worked up advantageously, but we
believe we have said enough to keep the
ball a-rolling. It will be in order next
to get a requisition signed for presenta-
tion to the Mayor, asking that function-
ary to call a public meeting to discuss
the different railway projects and deter-
mine which scheme it would be the in-
terest of Goderich to support. What is
wanted now is united action—a long
pull, and a strong pull, and a pull all
together will enable us ere long to cry,
‘“Eureka.” As for THR SieNAL, it has
put its hand to the plow, and it will not
look back until the question is settled
definitely one way or the other.

Some Rules for Farmers.

How to make farmers’ daughters, sons,
hired girls and men get disgusted with
agricultural pursuits, and seek for soft
jobs in towns and cities:—1st. Keep the
clock one hour fast; waken the girls and
men when it strikes tive, make the girls
light the fires and milk the cows by lan-
tern light, before the stables have bgen
cleaned. Let them break their fast at five
o’clock by the right time and before their
eyes are thoroughly opened, give them
sour burned bread and rusty pork, cheap
tea without sugar and never allow them
to eat an egg or fresh meat. 2nd, Never
allow them any time to rest at noon
while the horses are feeding and have
them at work as soon as they have swal-
lowed their food; never give them lunch
at hay or harvest time, take their tea to
the harvest fields, instead of allowing
them to go to the house to get it in a
comfortable manner. 3rd, Never allow
them to keep holidays, make the girls
sew after dark until bed time, make the
men clean horses, feed cattle and do
most of the chores after dark, instead of
letting them enlighten their minds by
reading good newspapers. By enforcing
these rules our cities and towns are being
crowded with women and men, some of
whom lead fast lives and come to an un-
timely end.

.. LETTBR -FROM TEXAS.

£ Goderien Maw's Opinien of the “Laue
Star State.” ¢

Caxaba Raxcs,
ue County. Texas,
April 28th, 1881,
To the Editor of the Signal.
Thinking a short letter from this
country would be interesting to your
numerous readers, I will endeavor to

give you a few facts regarding it. This,
without doubt, is & good stock raising
country, and a splendid one for good but-
ter, milk, eggs and poultry, if the in-|
habitants would only give proper atten-
tion to it. 'We get plenty of butter from
16 to 20 cents per lb., eggs 7 to 8 cents
doz., and poultry 10 cents each. I
E:;o travelled a good deal, but this is
the best watered county (Bosque) I have
seen, good ug:i.ngc and a number of
creeks, of the best pure, cold spring wa-
ter. Itisa oount.( or all kinds of grain:
wheat, rye, ey, oats, buckwheat,
eta-
by

millet, cotton and corn. As for v
bles, I am sure it cannot be excell
any other country.
This has been a remarkably
spring, the grain and vegetables suff
very much from the drought, not hav-
ing
March, until Wednesdey night, the 20th
inst., when we had a glorious rain which
makes all things take a fresh start, and
spring up with such vieor, you can al-
most see them grow. We had a very
severe frost on Wednesday night,
the 13th., which killed a good deal of
late corn, beans, cucumbers, grapes.
Eeachel, &c. ; but such a frost is unusual
ere at this season,it is not the case every
y bc{ any means. Iam informed by
the old settlers, it has only been equal-
led twice, and surpassed once in their
life time here. When it rains it certain-
ly rains in earnest; as I had an opportu-
nity of witnessing a few days after my
arrival, which in a great measure de-
stroys the crops by making great fur-
rows through the fields, and runnin
rivulets during its continuance. I fee
satisfied this washing-out could be pre-
vented if they would only cultivate pro-
perly with a regular heavy two horse
plough, instead of bull-tongueing with a
one horse affair, as the land would then
be thoroughly broken up, deep enough,
s0o a8 to absorb and drink up all the
rain that fell, mstead of running away
in rivalets, furrows and wash-outs for
want of enough depth of loose earth to
properly absorb it.

We have plenty of wood here, for
miles around rrcdell it is like an English
park, not very heavily timbered, but ex-
tending over thousands of acres. We are
surgounded here where the boys are
lo%d, by mountains off which they get
goodfcedar posts for barbed wire fencing
at 4 cents each where cut and haul them
themselves. Cows range in price here
from $10 to $20; horses $20 to $60, and
every necemliy of consumption as cheap
as at home. In this section they have a
peculiarity of climate called Nocthers,
which sweeps over this region, begin-
ning, so far as I can ascertain by diligent
enquiry, in the north at the Indian Ter-
ritory by the valley of the Red River,
the northern boundary of Texas, and
sweeing southward . through the centre
of the State. It is very strange that
north of the State line H:ey are never
felt, indeed, not known of. My expe-
rience here has found their duration
about two days, but farther south at
Corpus Christi, they last for a week or
more, and at Vera Cruz, two weeks or
over; in Eastern Texas they are not
| known. The Norther commences with
a violence equal to its force throughout,
just before it commences the south wind
lulls, and the still air becomes very op-
pressive, a black cloud often rolls up as
though it would pour down rain, but
instead it is intensely dry and drinksup
all the moisture from the earth, a reduc-
tion of temperature takes place, which
compels me at once to resort to the old
Canadian overcoat, and good fire at
night, it is more felt of course in the win-
ter wonths, as it is more refreshing than
otherwise in the warmn weather. The
nervous, rheumatic and like people suf-
fer from it, but persons of weak lungs
lnre not affected by it. I can speak of

this from my own experience. I am in-
| formed for a fact by the medical men
here that consumption does not origi-
nate over the area of the Norther; on
he contrary persons affected with weak
or diseased lungs, resort to this region
and find almost immediate relief. The
portions where I am now visiting, and to
the north and west of me, are most salu-
brious, and best adapted to weak lungs;
when the Norther arrives, or just before
there is a distinct odor, such as we often
have at Gouerich before a Nor-wester, a
kind of fishy smell, here it is a mixture
of that odor and of burnt straw smoke;
in early spring season it is often destruc-
tive to vegetation even before the frost
appears which usually follow it.

Now as to raising of sheep and cattle,
to the South-west and west of us are
those prairies with natural grasses and
pasture upon which they can get support
throughout the entire year, but here and
north of us as you ascend the necessity
for artificial winter food gradually in-
creases, the idea we have at home of
being able to winter stock all over Texas
without artificial food is erroneous, al-
though some who do not care what ap-
pearanoe their cattle may have in the
spring, practice it, but such a sorry look-
ing lot of cattle as they turn out you
would never want tc see except as a curi-
osity, all horns and bones covered with a
hide, and such horns were I to state the

DEaR S16NAL:—As many of your read-
ers are interested in this country, a few
remarks on its gen would
not be out of pl:ge fl."y tm':l 'ls:m:; NE

Hum’;l, wls:rom. It 18 to be regretted
that Canadians, with a country none
better on the continent, should be forced
to leave the land of their birth for Uncle
Sam’s domzins, simply because We .get
better railway facilities here, and which
is the corner stone of any praifie coun-
try, on account of the eflect it has on the
value of grain, the great and only staple
article in this country. There is great
room for improvement in the facilities
afforded immigrants in moving here.
Their scems a great amount of unneces-
sary delay in the transportation of live
stock. e were seven days and nights
in reaching Fargo, from™ Clinton, and
most of that time was consumed in de-
lays along the road. Fargo is a lively
western town; but what a comparison
side our Ontario towns, everything bears
a mushroom appearance. There is no
doubt that Fargo is destined to be quite
a city, but at present its uppearunce is
marred by the Northern Pacific track,
which passes directly through the centre
of the town and which I find is the case
in all their towns here. Railways are as
necessary here as gravel roads are in On-
tario, but it is disgraceful the way they
are run. Un the St. Paul, Minneapolis
and Manitoba, trom St. Pauls to Fargo,
the road we came, the track is laid wlgh
ne regard to evenness, the ties are laid
simply on thm»nirie. without, in some
places, any ballast, and in others you
would imagine that the car was going to
tip over. The query presented itself to
one at thetime, is this to be the character
of the road Manitoba is going to have in
return for the immense sacriice Canada
has made to this samecompany. Another
feature I noticed was that station houses
along the rond bore no sign that they
were such, nor did any of the train
hands enlighten our iguorance. If a per-
son wanted to get off at any particular
station they had to count the stations
from a particular peint and refer to a
railway guide, and if they were not for-
tunate enough to have one, shift the best
way they could. The station house at
Fargo on the St. Pauls, M. M. is an
immense structure about 18x30, and
finished in a style disgraceful to a stable.
No doubt abetter one will be built short-
ly, but it only goes to show on what a
temporary style buildings are done.
There are many fine buildings in Fargo,
but nothing like so many as they have in
Goderich; but for business, there is more
business done in Fargo in one day than in
Goderich in one month. As for the coun-
try, I cannot form any reliable opinion
with such short experience,but enough is
evidenton the surfacetoshow conclusivel
that the land is very rich and fertile. It
seems to be a deposit, accumulation of a
greatnumber of years, of vegetable matter
something resembling our black muck.

As for growing fast and settling thick-
{ ly the day has not arrived yet. The coun-
| try seems to be run by men who were
attracted here by information of cheap
lands or speculation; not one third here
have come to make a home on their land,
| every one grabs for land, and every one
hasland;forsale; there is more land offer-
ed by private parties in this one county,
and the most thickly settled in the Ter-
ritory at that, than there is in the whole
Province of Ontario, and simply for that
reason I hold that land will not raise to
any high figure until men go on to it to
improve their farms and wake their
homes comfortable. Why, the biggest far-
mers here, running three or four section
up, do not have as good houses as the or-
dinary run of farm houses in the County
of Huron, simply because they do not
want to put capital into buildings when
they intend to sell the first opportunity
