ADVICE AND SUGGGESTIONS FROM
TRUSTWORTHY AUTHORITIES.

The BSeeding of Grass Lands—Different
Modes Practiced in Different Sections
of Sowing the Seed om Stubble, with
Winter Grain and Alone.

Where the season is favorable sowing
grass seed in the fall is practiced by
many farmers. In some- sections fairly
gooc{ results are gained by sowing the
seed on wheat or oat stubble. This
plan is uot.,f however, advised, for a m::l;
more satisfactory growth may be gai
on well prepared soil. A {-eryg:;us.l
ice, especially in the northern states,
8 to sow the grasses in autumn witha
erop of winter wheat or rye, or to sow
after these crops have been growing for
some weeks. At the south, September
and October are favorite months in which
to sow the seeds of grasses. Spring sow-
ing serves best in some cases. The clo-
vers are sown in early spring, where the
young plants” are likely to winter kill, if
autumn sowing is practiced.
The most rapid way of obtaining a
grass crop is, of course, to sow the grass
seed alone, without any in. It will
also make a big dlﬂerencghetber one
sows plenty of seed or only a small quan-
tity. Another important factor, where
best results are looked for, is evenly dis-
tributing the seed in good, clean soil that
has been put in a fine, mellow state. The
objection to sowing the s alone is
that the farmer is compeiled to prepare
the scil for a single crop, whereas, when
sown with grain, two crops are gained in-
stead of one.
A good pasture contains a variety of
grasses. A single grass will not grow
stock as fast nor fatten them as quickly
as will a mixed turf that affords by its
variety more nutritive as well as palat-
able food. For pasture select grasses that
are adapted to wet and to seasons;
that flower early and late, or as continu-
ously over the season as possible; that
efford a mixed diet; that will spring
up quickly after grazing and that fill
the soil, giving a close, dense mat of
grass.
The amount of seed to sow d s on
the size and vitality of the seed, the num-
ber of seeds to the bushel, the condition
of the land, whether distributed evenly
and the nature of the season that is to
follow. Professor Sanborn, of Missouri,
says: ‘‘The amount of seed will vary from
six quarts to as many bushels. The
poorer the farming and the more dishonest
the seed dealer, the more seed will be ro-
quired.” William G. Le Duc, of Minne-
sota, says: “Six pounds of timothy and
eight pounds of clover, if good sound
seed, evenly distributed on well pre
soil, will give a good stand and lay the
foundation for a good meadow.” Profes-
sor Shelton, of Kansas, says: “If for pas-
turage, use one bushel each, to the acre,
of orchard s and Kentucky blue grass,
to which add six or eight quarts of red
clover.”

Southern Cultivator calls attention to
the fact that barley and rye, though usa-
ally sown for their grain, when treated as
grazing plants, answer all reasonable de-
mands. In fact, there is no better winter
grass than either barley or rye, cxcept
that these must be sowa annnally.

Wine Making at Fome.

For the benefit of readers who mmay
have ;: surplus of grapes for their own
use, the following suggestions for making
wine from the various sorts of American
grapes ars offered. The must of most
American grapes contains an excess of
acids and many are deficient in sugar. To
bring it to the condition of a perfect must
for wine the addition of sugar or water,
most commonly both, is req . er-
ent varieties of grapes will require differ-
ent amounts, that can only be only def-
initely determined by the use of the sac-
charometer. For the convenience of per-
sons making wine without the necessary
instruments, Professor Hussman gives
the following formula for a pleasant wlm
from Coneord grapes gathered when w
colored:

To forty gallons of pure juice add
twenty gallons of water and fifty-five
pounds of sugar, making sixty gallons of
must of the proper proportions. To make
a sweet wine add additional sugar to suit

the taste. The longer *he must is fer-
mented on the husks the more ast nt
the wine, and the sooner it is pressed the

more delicate and smooth it will be.
After fermentation has taken place, the
juice should be put into sweet, clean
casks or kegs, with the bungholes
slightly covered. After fermentation has
| ceased bung tightly until the wine is
clear, when it may be racked.

The following general recipe for wine
making is that of an experienced wine
maker: Dissolve three and one-half
pounds of best white su in one quart
of boiling water and add to three quarts
of grape fnico. When fermentation sub-
sides, say in four weeks, fill casks and
bung looselm permit further escape of
gas. Keep 80 that the bottom of the
bung will always be wet. When wine is
clear, in December, rack off into clean
casks, Keep full Rack off again in
March and m Beptember or ber,
when wine s be fit to bottle or ship.
But this is maerely the A, B, C of wine
making.

Dissolving Benes for Fertilizen

Following is in substance what Profes-
sor W, C, Stubbs, of the Louisiana Experi-
ment station, has to say about dissolving
bones to be used asa fertilizer:

The following method of the treatment
of bones has been successful in my hands,
and is 80 _easy teperform and the chem-
icals needed are so ible to every one,
that I recommend its use to every fogmer
who has a few hundred pounds of bones
on hand. Break 100 pounds of bones into
small f; ents and pack them in a light
cask, with 100 pounds of good wood
ashes which have been previously mixed
with twenty-five pounds of dry water
slacked lime and twelve pounds of pow-
dered ‘‘sal soda” (washing soda). Twenty
@gallons of water will saturate the mass,
and more may be added as required. In
two or three weeks the bones will be soft
eno to be turned out on a floor and

with two bushels of good soil.

How to Make a Cistern Filter.

A common and very good plan for a cis-
tern filter is to filter through a four inch
unplastered brick wall soft enough to let
the water soak through the brick. Wall
off one-third of tm:ﬁm as high as the
water is to come, leaving an ogenlng at
the top for cleaning it out when neces-
sary. Lot the water Into the smaller
apartment and pump out of the larger
one.

till another and even a better plan for
a large cistern is to build a circular brick
filter in the center of it, say three feet in
diameter and as high as you want it. The
water that is let into the main cistern
then s equally on all parts of this
¢ filter, and percolates through it
fast enough to furnish a supply of clear
water to be pumped out of the filter in-
stead of out of the main cistern. The
suction pipe of the pump should go down
near the bottom of the filter.

The lecture which was con-
ducted in the conversational style, was
full of terse and pcinted remarks,and
was highly appreciated by the teachers.
The President then gave his address
on ‘‘the teacher as a public servant.”
The address was carefully prepared and
dealt chiefly with the following state-
ments, viz :
1st.—The teacher is a more efficient
officer than any other public servant.
2nd.—His work is important as the
life of a nation depends upon its intel-
ligence, as vbedience to laws is carofully
inculcated.
3rd.—The teacher’s tenure of office,
especially in rural districts, is too in-
secure, and the present law regarding
superannuation very unsatisfactory.
The address was listened to very at-
tentively and well received.
The Secretary then drew attention to
the lecture and entertainment, to be

That we are liv-
ing in a fast age when there seemed to be
too much of a tendency to read trashy
and sensational novels, instead of culti-
vating a closer acquaintance with such
immortals as Milton, Shakespeare, Byron
and Tennyson. Teachers were particu-
larly urged to avoid anything like me-
chanical teaching of the subject, which
if properly taught was calculated to stir
up and create in every mind a love for
the grand and sublime. There should
