Calgary, August 28.—One of the
vigitors to town yesterday was J. Pol.
son, a Dominion immigration officer
who has charge of the advertising de-
partment at Winnipeg. He is mak-
ing a tour of the west with the object
of getting samples of grain for the
use of the department., In an inter-
view yesterday he stated that he had
just weturned from a. trip from
Southern Alberta, where he bought
four car loads of grain,

Speaking about the south country.
he stated, “let me tell you a reark-
able thing that cam2 under my notice
when I was there a few days ago. At
Lethbridge there is a big farm «f
2,200 acres. known as Silver Farm,
owned by Daniels & Co. Two years
ago it yielded a big crop, but it was
ummer fhallowed last year and cattle
were grazing upon it. This spring the
cattle v turned out on the ranges.
as is usually the case. Not long
afterwards tiny shoots began to ap-
pear, and presentiy it became evident
that there wag going to be a crop ot
whaat. When I was there they were
threshing the wheat and it was yield-
ing 16 bushels to the acre. Just
think of that sixteen bushels an acre
from .a volunteer arop.”

“What about the general crop in
the south 'country?’”’ asked the re-
porter. .

“Magnifie>nt,” Mr. Polson said,
At Cardston, the fall wheat will pan
about 40 bushels, and I fully
30 from the spring wheat, In
the Cardston district they have some
splendid barley. It is the talk of
the country. Experts say it cannot
be beaten anywhere.”

“But how those places along the
south line have grown, Why, when 1
wiis i Tethbridge four years ago there
was hardly a farm under culMivation.

And King Is Embarrassed by Evi-
dence of Good-Will.

London, Aug. 27.—The plans of Pre-
mier Botha of the Transvaal to pre-
sent the $1,000,000 Cullinan diamond
to King Edward, meets with much
criticism, both in England the Trans-
vaal. .The finances of the colony are
in bad condition and many persons
think that the expense is unnecessary.
Moreover, the magnates of the premier
diamond mining company have found
the Cullinan diamond to be a white
elephant, There is no market for such
huge stones, The Premier people are
political supporters of General Botha’s
party and critics say that if the stone
belonged to the De Beers Company,
which is an opponent of General
Botha, there would have 'been no
thought of presenting the diamond to
the King, adding that the Botha party
want to get the credit for a patrotic
act while putting money from the
treasury in the pockets of their-friends
at a time when the eolony can ill-afford
such luxuries. The controversy piaces
King Edward in an embarrassing po-
sition.

FRISCO ISSUES BONDS.

For 116 Millions with $100,000,000 In-
crease in Cavoital Stock.

St. Louis, Mo., -Aug. 27.—A special
meeting of the stockholders in Frisco
railway was held here to-day and a
new mortgage bond issued of $115.-
000,000, and an increase in the capi-
tal ~tt(~l_( from $100,000,000 .to $200,-
000,000 was voted, The increase is
made necessary by the Missouri law
to enable the road to mortgage the
bond issue. The bonds will mature
July 1, 1927, and are to pay interest
not to exceed 5 per cent.

They will be redemmable at the
company’s option. Two million dol-
lars worth are to be issued at once,
the remainder to be extended over a
period 6f vears. A copy of the new
mortgage will be filed im every county
in every state through which the
Frisco operates.

The Evicted Tenznts Bill.

London, Aug, 27—The Irish evicted
tenants’ bill finally passed both
houses of parliament this evening in
what Chief Secrctary for Ireland Bir-
rell called an emasculajed form. The
peers refuszd to budge on the main
amendments and in spite of the goads
of the Nationalist members the gov-
ernment elected to aceept the mutil-
ated measure rather than abandon it
entirelv.

has had considerable trouble "in ob-
taining the propelling power for their
machinery and they naturally looked
around to try to discover something
that would answer their purpose. It
may be mentioned at this point that
the cement company was the first
concern to consider the practicability
of manufacturing power at the Bow
river in the neighborhood of Kanan-
askis and they obtained options on
land in the vicinity of the falls as
well as on land in eclose proximity
to Radnor. These options expired in
the spring of last year and as the
company was not prepared to go any
further just then, owing to the heavy
fire which partially destroyed their
plant, the matter was allowed to
drop. Messrs, Jedd & Alexander
happened to hear of the matter just
about the time and Mr. Alexander
went to Radnor to purchase the ex-
piring option. But Mr, Alexander
made a sad mistake, and a mistake
that has proved a very expensive one.
He to)k an option on the land on
only one side of the river and the
cement company, suspiecious  of the
purpose for which they required it,
immediately bought: the land on the
other side. In thé.meantime Alex-
ander & Budd brought-their scehme
oefore the city council, asking for a
franchise for a number of years, but
it was turned down. Then they
journeyed to Ottawa to get a permit
from the Dominion government to
erect the plant and dam at Radnor,
Upon returning to Calgary they dis-
covered the deal that the cement
company had put through. This
stopped their idea of the Radnor
scheme,

The wiext move of Alexander &
3utt was to survey a site at the horse
shoe falls upon the informationr given
bv James T. Childs, a civil engineer
of Calgary,who some years before had
surveyed the site for the ¢, P. R. Al
the whilé the cement company was
guietly proceeding with the Radnor
scheme, William Kennedy, jr., one
of the greatest engineers in power de-
velopment on the continent, was cal-
led into consultation and came west
to inspect the site. As a result of his
investigations survey parties are now
sngaged at the spot and building will
b2 commenced in a very ghort time.

The cement company has approach-
ed the city on several occasions with
regard to the purchase of power.

WOMAN WAS

With regard to financial éonditions,
‘T]n} easterners have an exaggerated
idea of the speculative habit which is
said to prevail in the west. It seems
to be lost sight of that the number of
towns where there has been con-
siderable activity in real estate does
not exceed half a dozen, while the
great body of investment is concern-
ed with farm lands, which are the
safest properties intdé which moneys
can be put, in comparison with
stocks, industrial concerns and city
pr ~perty. It seems to be lost sight
of that it is practicglly impossible-to
have a boom in farm lands, while
there are still laige unoccupied areas
to be had for nothing. It is for-
gotten that the ultimate buyer in the
case of farm lands is the man who is
going to grow farm crops, and no real
estate booster can rush these values
past the point of economic safety.
Banks Attack on Municipal Ownership

There is as little satisfaction in the
east as in the west with regard to the
somewhat sudden action of the banks
in restricting loans, and there are
evidenceg that the banks will . very
shoptly come into the limelight of
polities. It appears from the effect
of the action of the banks, as well as
from their pronouncement that the
debentures of cities in the west where
municipal ownership is in fashion.
have suffered more than the deben-
tures in other cities. It has not been
shown by the limited application that
the principle of municipal ownership
is not good, and it can be conclusive-
ly shown that in no case has the pro-
gress of municipal works approximat-
ed the needs and growth of these
cities. It has been pointed out that
the persons most closely eonnected
with private corporafions and private
franchises are likewise the ones most
banks,
which may bé one reasom for the at-
tack on municipal ownership.

As to School Matters.

With regard to school matters,
Messrs. McCaig and Ross both testify
to a vey profitable time, = Their visit
did not have the effect of lowering
their estimation of the work being
done in our elementary schools, or -of
the efficiency, industry and intelli-
gence of our teachers. Comparing

Hon. C. W. Cross, attorney general

C. M. MANUEL THE NEW ALDER-
MAN.

The by-election yesterday for ald-
erman resulted in the selection of
George M. Manuel to fill the vacancy
at the aldermanic board. His ma-
jority over Mr. Blayney was 112,

It is probable that no civic by-elec-
fion in the history of Edmonton ex-
cited more general interest than did
that of yesterday. It was understood
that the *people ‘of the eastern part
cf the city- were very generally giving
their support to Mr, Blayney, while
Mr. Manuel, on the other hand, was
looked upon to some extent as a West
end man. There were of course a
number of other interests entering
into the contest but those of the op-
posing sections. of the city were the
most marked.

In the matter of organization the
victorious candidate «showed better
work and all day a large number of
teams brought to-the poll gcores of
voters who otherwise would probably
have taken no part in the election, In
this feature of the day’s campaign
Mr. Blayney was lacking and this is
probably partly the cause of his de-
eat.

Another feature of the election that
was also very evident at the last elec-
tion on civie bylaws was the lack of
adequate provision for voters.: Al
the forenoon there was a file of men
awaiting their turns at the booths and
many whose business prevent their
unnecessary detention left the build-
ing without recording ' their wvotes
rather than waste the time necessary
to. procure and mark their ballots.

The counting of the ballots was an
int2resting operation to those who
were permitted to be present immedi-
ately after the close of the poll. There
were wo ballot boxes for aldermanic
ballots—one for the section of the
cit east of First street and one for
the section west of First.

The first taken was the West end
and as was naturally expected, this
part of the city gave a big ‘majority
of 179 to Mr. Manuel,” Then the East
end box was opened and the major-
ity began gradually to lessen. The
question to all, as the returning of-
ficer, Harry Helliwell slowly opened
the ballots and called out the names,
“Blayney,” “Manuel,” “Blayney,”
“Rlayney,” ‘““Manuel,” wag, whether
the lead of Manuel in the West end
would be vompletely wiped out. Slow-
ly it decreased, but when the bottom
of the box was reached only by 66
ballots had 1t been reduced and the
entirg count gave Manuel a majority
of 173.

have established a faculty of educa-
tion for the furnishing of advanced
training for teachers. ‘We have over
a thousand teachers in the province
whose labors are fraught with greater
importance to the'making of our peo-
ple than any other body of the same
number, from which it would appear
that an institution to teach the
teachers should be an institution of
the highest dignity and efficiency.
Provision For Teachers.

Suparintendent McCaig is thorough-
ly convinced that some provision
should be made for the progressive
improvement and benefit of teachers.
Usually when a teacher secures a
professional certificate improvement
lags, and the professional aid that a
teacher receives after that i limited
to an occasional inspectoral visit, at-
tendance at an annual convention and
a limited amount of reading of edu-
cational literature. There_should b=
oppartunities at all times in the
shape of lectures and summer courses
or special subjects such as' child
study, school hygiene, the prineiples
underlying a program of studies, ete.,
for the improvement of teachers, The
best of facilities should be provided
for teachers in a central library and
comfortable reading room in towns and
cities to get in touch wjith the latest
thought on their own work, as well as
in touch with polite literature. The
teacher has constantly to fight against
isolation,

There is a very distinet tendency
in American education towards the
practical ideal. Thig is illustrated
in the hand work represented in
manual training and domestic science
of both elementary and high schools,
From the great predominance of
female over male teachers, it is not
tngommon _#to see ladies who are
manual ftraining directors. There
seems to be a very marked tendency
in American life for ladies to enter
the careers of men.

In Speaking of our high schools, the
superintendent believes that it is de-
sirable to differentiate " as ~between
boys and, girls. Where ' girls enter
the teaehing prdfession’ it is obvious-
Iy necessary for th2m to qualify in
the same subjectd’'as’men. But it is
not to be assumeéd that all girls who
attend a high school do so to ‘become
{jualified as tesehiera, and:on this|
account they should net be called up-
on to ‘spend’ their  days, and more
particularly thein ovenings, worrying
over problems for which they have no
taste and sometimes little capacity
It is of more importance that the
health and vitality of the girl should
be carefully preserved. On this ac-
count there should be greater oppor-
tunities for the answering of indivi-
dual tastes in the pwogram of studies.

INTERESTING FIND AT SPROAT
LAKE.

Alberni, Aug. 26.—F. Shephard, C. E.,
in charge of the C. P. R. advance sur-
vey now in camp near Sproat lake, has
Irawn attention to an interesting dis-
overy known to but few of even the
>lder residents of Alberni. On a wall
»f solid granite bordering, on Sproat
ake may be seen crude engravings cut
into th e rock. They represent some
cight different animals, the whale ap-
parently predominating. Some think
that a representation of a mastadon is
also intended.

Mr, Shephard by means of tracing
the lines of the rock drawings with
halk, has obtained some excellent pho-
tographs of the pictures, which cover
a space of some twenty feet square.
When these engravings were done or by
whom is at present a mystery.

The indentations in the rock, though
made into solid granite and bearing evi-
dence of having originally been made
fairly deep, are mow very mu¢h worn,
and in places hard to decipher. Simi-
lar rock engraving in some parts of
Kngland known to have been done
twelve hundred years ago, are still plain-
ly wvisible thongh made only in sand-
stone rock so readily destroyed by the
wetion of frost and rain. Thousands of
years must have elapsed to have produc-
d the erosion on the solid granite at
Sproat lake.

As to who performed the work indi-
sations would point naturally to the In-
l1ans. Some of the sketches somewhat
vesemble the carved figures of birds and
animals to be seen on their tofem poles.
Some carving of an inferior descrip-
tion may be seen on. the sandstone rock
near the Indian village of Wyah, at the
ntrance of the Nitinat lagoon, which
are reputed to be the work of Indians.

The arduous work of engraving on
aard rock with primitive tools may have
been performed by slaves, of which in
older times each great chief had a con-
siderable number. The whole find would
prove of much interest to an expert an-
tiquarian.

BELL RATES WIJLL NOT BE RE-
DUCED.

Ottawa, Aug. 26.—The Railway Com-
mission has not yet arrived at a deci-
sion regarding the Bell 'velephone Com-
pany tariffs, which have been under cen-
sideration for some time, and has auth-
orized them to remain ' in force until
Nov. 13th. In the event of the rates
being reduced the company will have to
give rebates on unexpired contracts. The
order of the Railway Commission forbid-
ding railways to wuse lignite coal does
not come into force until Oct. 1st.

sisting of general merchandise, wili
be almost a total loss as the hull of
the veszel lies in about fifteen {feet
of water. The vessel was scheduled to
sail for Panama and way ports at 1
o’clock this afternoon and was taking
m her last supply of coal when the
wceident occurred, Tt is supposed to
have Deen caused by the listing of the
vessel as the coal was being loaded
m one side. She went down slowly
and all those on board had time to
clamber on the dock.

One man, who was asleep at the
time, was roused and he succeceded in
saving himself. The Acapulco is an
ocaan-going steamer 290 feet long, 40
feet wide, twenty feet deep, with a
gross tonnage of 2.572. She was built
by the Harlan Hollingsworth Com-
pany, Wilmington, Del,, in 1893.

GERMAN CRUISER ARRIVES.

On Informal Visit to the Port of Mon-
treal. B

Montreal, Aug. 26.—The German ar-
mored cruiser, Bremen of the third
class is in port on a visit and will re-
main until Sept. 9th. This cruiser be-
longs to the West Indian station. She
left therc a month ago, since when she
has been at St. John’s, Newfoundland,
and called at the German Consulate of
Nain on Labrador Coast. The visit is
entirely informal, as far as the Canadian
Government is concerned.

COMING OF JAPS STILL TO FORE.

Ottawa, Aug. 26—The Dominion gov-
ernment is still negotiating with the
Japanese government with a view to
restricting the immigration to Canada
to a limited number each year, no
matter whether they come from Hono-
lulu or anywhere clse. It is expect-
ed that such an arrangement may be
effected.

The existing arrangement is for
about 500 or 600 a year, but this is
over-ridden by- arrivals from Hono-
lulu. Instead of making it .so many
from different provinces in Japan the
idea is to limit the number arriving
in British Columbia. Canada’s com-
mercial agent in Japan writes to the
department that the exports from Ja-
pan to Canada for the six months’
ending June 30 last were 1,038,479 yen,
compared with 991,083 yens for the
same time last year., The 'imports in
{lour from Canada were 129,425 yen,
compared with 85,215 last year.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, éxcepting 8|
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any pérson the sole head

must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on certain condi-
tions by the father, mother, son,
daughter, brother, or sister’of an in-
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec-
tion made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
focal Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
fand applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application - is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” the: entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority - of
claim.

An application for inspection must
pe made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion will be received from an indivi
dual until that application has been
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in
good standing, and not liable to can-
cellation, may, subject to approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister, if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can-
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent to institution of concellation
proceedings, the applicant for inspec-
tion will be entitled to prior right of
entry.

Applicants for inspection must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default, and if subse-
quently. the statement is found to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applicant will lose any prior right of
re-entry, shoulu the land become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled,

Duties.—A settler is required to
periorm the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
wpon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the terin of three
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, ii the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for by such home-
steader the requirement as to~ resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the Tfather -or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of his home-
stead ,the requirement may be satis-
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application {or
patent the settler must give -six
months’ notice in writing to he Com-
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do.so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be

leased for a period . ot twenty-one
vears at an annual rental of $1 per
qcre. Not more than 2,560 - acres
c<hall be leased to one individual ‘or
company. A royalty at the rate of
tive cents per ton shall be collected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quariz.—A person eighteen years of
age, or over, having discovered
mineral in place, may locate a claim.
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The {ee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a survey
made, and upon complying with other
requirengents, purchase .ue land at
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. on
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; cntry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty- years, renewable
at the discretion of the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in
operation within one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles.
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leasod. Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceceds $10,000.

rivals to the older provinces, and tha
western development should be view
ed as threatening to obscure the pres
tige of Eastern Canada. And so long
as this view be openly avowed and

fairly argued no particular faulf is tc

be found. But when these journals
assume the attitude of friends of thc
West for the purpose of more. effec
tively condemning the West there ic
room for protest of the most vigorous
kind,

This is the attitude which has been
taken by certain jourpals in Ontario
during © the presént _ season, chief
among whom is the Toronto World
Day af‘er day the World has repro
duced alléeged dispatehes from-Winni-
peg telling in mournful language that
the Western crops would show a re
markable falling away, if not, indeed
an almost total failure; These dolor-
ous reports have been accompanied
by editorial lamentations, both loud
and sustained, and constructed gen-
erally on the same style as the “I re:
gret to have to report” introduction
to Buller’s despatches from the ceat
of war.

This profuse weeping over the trou
bles of other people was suspicious—
especially when the World could not
find time betwezn sobs to tell us what
the Ontario crops looked like. The
suspicions are confirmed by reports
similar to that quoted above. The
Ontario crops were not referred to b2-
cause +uey were not of a character
to go into ecstacies over, Wherefore.
lest the shortage there should precipi-
tate another stampede to the West,
the World assured its farmer readers
that however bad might be their
plight in Ontario, the conditions ‘n
Western Canada were infinitely worse.
And to make its assurances the more
convincing the World assumed the at-
titude of' the man who speaks un-
pleasant truths against his will and
only under pressure of a strong sense
of duty. Itis anfortunate that its sense
of duty does not include the obliga-
tion to tell the truth—either about the
crops of Western Canada or those of
its own province.

NO EVASION.

If Mr. Borden makes his tour of
Canada without the company of
Messrs. Foster and Fowler it will
mean either that he is ashamed to
face the publie with these gentlemen
on the platform or that he is su-
premely indifferent to the one ques-
tion on which above all others the
people of Canada expect him to
speak. When Mr. Borden toured the
western country"a few years ago lLe
was surrounded and assisted by a
company of his leading parliamentary
lieutenants, among whom was Mr.
Fowler, If the conditions demanded
the appearance of these gentlemen
four years ago their presence is cer-
tainly doubly demanded by conditiens
now existing which these gentlemen
have themselves brought about.

The dominant fact in the mind of
the public today regarding the Op-
position is the obvious one that the
party lieutenants have brought their
leader and their associates into dis-
repute and their party at large into
humi'iation, When the financial

transactions of these gentlemen were
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laid bare by the Royal Commission
public confidence in their integrity
was destroyed. This is the condition
of the public mind which Mr. Borden
has to face: if he tries to avoid it by
deaving the guilty ones at home this
will be interpreted as an acknowledg-
ment that their conduct cannot be
justified before the electors, or as a
deliberate indifference to public opin-
ion which destroys Mr, Borden’s
claims both to leadership and to re-
presentative capacity.

For the conduot of these gentlemen,
good or bad. Mr. Borden has assum-
ed responsibility and has led his
Parliamentary followers to their de-
fehice. Retreat is impossible and eva-
sion equally impossible. Hs must
pursue the course he. has adopted or
renounce the speeches of both himself
and his followers during the session
which closed four months ago. 8il-
ence will not avail him, for silence
would be either an admission of a
hopeless cause or an affront to the
public who look to him for justifica-
tion of his conduct. It is up to Mr.
Borden to repeat or retract on the
platform what he said and did in
the House of Commons.

This is a matter that concerns more
than the leader of the Opposition. It
vitally affects both the fighting pow-
er and the public capacity of the
party he leads. It paralyzes the ef-
ficiency of the political foree of which
he is the nominal head and looses
to the people of Canada the public
service they have a right to expect
and demand from any body of men
seeking political powers and honors.
If Mr. Borden refuses to recognize
this public interest  "in the party
which he leads he places that party
in the position of being merely a
donkey engine  to hoist seli-seeking
politicians into seats in Parliament.

The first duty of Mr., Borden both
to his party and to the country is to
set his house in order. What his
followers and the public at large want
to know from him first of all is what
he proposes to do with the Foster-
Fowler gang, and until he answers
that question in a straight-forward
manner neither his supporters nor the
public will restore their confidence
in him. Hitherto he has defended
them, alike against the disgusted pro-
tests of his followers and thé eriticism
of others. He has maintained them
as his counsellors and licutenants.
Does he intend' to continue to do so?
That is what both his supperters and
the public whose franchise he seeks,
demand to know.

Mr. Borden: . is. well aware, of - this
condition of the public mind toward
himself and 'his parliamentary lieu-
tenants. That he wishes to affront
that .opinion is not to. be. supposed.
There remains omly the conelusion
that he has no satisfactory answer io
make to the question the public want
answered and that he is trying to di-
vert attention from it. He is badly
advised if he pins his faith to any
such manoeuvre. Public opinion will
not be diverted from the primary
duty that confronts him. He can-
not obscure his aveidanca of that
duty by any talkative expedition.

THE ECONOMIC VALUE OF
# CONFIDENCE.

Hon, Leslie M. Shaw, former scec-
retary of the treasury and now presi-
dent of the Carnegie Trust Company,
interviewed regarding the financial
and commercial situation in the Un-
ited States emphasized the power
of public cenfidence to avoid indus-
trial depression and to maintain con-
ditions of prosperity. He said:—

“Our farms produce more than $6,-
500,000;000 per annum, and the pros-
pect is good for an_ average crop.
Our mines yield more than $1,500,-
000,000, and our forests more than
$1,000,000,000, and neither of these
sources of wealth has been exhausted.
The output of our factories, in other
than food products, is approximately
$12,000,000,000, and no fires have been
extinguished, The railways earn
more than $2,000,000,000, and they are
2ll in successful operation. The «pay
rolls of our factories and railways
aggregate approximately $3,500,000,000
and the scale of wages has not been
reduced.” In other words, the real
sources of the people’s wealth have
not yet been affected, and the ability
of industrial concdrns to pay divi-
dends is not measured by the market
price of their stocks. Logical reasons
for serious conditions are therefore
wanting. Psychological reasons are
never wanting:

“If I judge correctly, the people
will have exactly what they expect,
If those who have money in the
banks withdraw it and lock it up;
if the banks refuse to grant accom-
modations, and if the consuming pub-
lic decline to place orders, then we
will very soon witness the effzcts.

“Let those who think that times
of disaster follow each other at regu-
lar intervals bear in mind that this
country has never yet experienced a
period of severe depression that was

not traceable to financial or economic;

agitation or legislation, and usually
to both.”

Nothing resembling an industrial or
commercial depression exists in Can-
ada, nor have we economic causes to
produce - any such
farms and mines are producing splen-

didly, our factories are running over-
time,the problem :of olr railway man-
agers is how tp handle the traffic.
Work is plenty and wages good, both
in town and country, throughout the
Dominion, Expansion and conges-
tion more adequately describe the
conditions than stagnation or depres-
sion.

One element alone we lack—money,
And the lack of this is felt not so
much in the scarcity ‘of funds with
which to carry on present business
as in the scarcity of capital with
which to undertake mew enterprises.
The ’plaint about the money string-
ency is' not that it; has forced our
factories to close, or our farmers to
abandon their land, but that it pre-
vents us temporarily from building
more factories and bringing more
land under -cultivation. It is not at
all tlat the present conditions of life
are less favorable than the past, but
that we are held back for a time
from realizing, the still better condi-
tions just ahead; not that opportun-
ities already embraced have been lost,
but that the still broader opportuni-
ties of the future are temporarily
withheld. The present good has not
been destroyed; only the future great-
er good has been postponed.

The occasion surely ecalls more for
gratification over what has been ac-
complished than for lamentation over
what cannot be accomplished,K quite
as soon as expected, If the circum-
stances of life of people génerally are
better now than they were ten years
ago this should ouiweigh the disap-
pointment that they cannot be still
bettered -as rapidly as.hoped. If the
situation is met in this spirit of con-
tentment and in confidence that op-
portunities delayed are net opportun-
itieg denied, tlie money stringency
can do no more than postpone the
enterprises of today until tomorrow.
The productive sources of wealth are
unimpaired. It only requires a per-
iod of retrenchment to allow them to
fill again the empty coffers of capital.
But retrenchment should not become
pessimism, for pessimism breeds
panic and panic means disaster.

WAS THE INQUIRY JOBBED?

The Winnipeg Tribune is not satis-
fied with the manner in which the in-
vestigation into the alleged bzef com-
bine was conducted in Winnipeg and
in.the course of a criticism says;:—

“The Tribunc: can only abide by its
“former statements,''that throughout
“this investigation, in Winnipeg, Mr.
“Haggart has examined no abattoir
“witness in a manger that was likely
‘“to cause the abattoirs  any embar-
“rassment, that, Jp.to the present,
“nothing has beerldrawn from ‘these
“witnesses that wotld ‘tend to prove
“the existence of {he alleged trust—
“and that the examination conducted
“by Mr. Haggart is referred to in the
‘“streets as a faree.¥

The press reports during the pro-
gress of the hearing indicated that the
Winnipeg sessions were phenomenally
unproductive of fevidence ,damaging
to the cause of those whose conduct
was under examination. The barren-
ness of the imquiry there was the more
conspicuous and the more perplexing
because the evidence produced at the
Alberta sessions had warranted an ex-
peetation that semething interesting
would happen when the Commission
began digging into things at head-
quarters, The expectation was dis-
appointed however and at the close of
tha Winnipeg sittings there was little
if -any additional proof before the
Commission that a combine existed.
This unfruitfulness the Tridunc be-
lieves was not because there was no-
thing to be found out, but bccause 1t
was not desired to find it, and ‘be-
cause the examination of witnesses
was conducted in such manner as to
avoid finding it.

This is a matter of grave - public
concern and of quite as vital import-
ance to the people of Alberta as to
those of Manitoba, Winnipeg is the
centre for the beef trade of the entire
west and if there is a beef combine
its headquarters must be in that city.
The ecnditions of trade in Winnipeg
determine directly or indirectly the
price which the rancher and farmer of
Alberta receives for his best beef
cattle and if those conditions are de-
termined by a combine among the
cattle dealers, the farmer and rancher
of Alberta feels the pinch quite as
severely as the stock-grower of Man-
itoba. Presumably, too, the best
place to locate a combine if such ex-
ist, should be at its headquarters and
from its principals rather than tar
out among its victims, ~For these
reasons the whole public interest in
the inquiry hinged. én the wsessions
«in Winnipeg. If the inauiry there re-
vealed a combine the case was estab-
lished; if not, the evidence obtained
elsewhere could scarcely be expected
to be conclusive. If, as the Tribune
alleges, the inquiry in Winnipeg broke
down or failed in any material de-
gree because the examining counsel
did not do his duty the consequences
of the johbery will fall on the Alberta
beef producer quite as heavily as on
his Manitoba contemporary,

A bit of corroborative evidence that
such may have been the case is the
fact that when the Alberta sessions
were concluded the services of Mr.

P. J. Nolan, of €Calgary, who had con-
ducted the examinations in this Prov-

ince were dispensed with and Mr.}
Haggart of Winnipeg was appointed
examining counsel for the Manitoba
inquiry. The authority of the Alberta
government of course ceased at the
provincial ‘boundary, the Manitoba
Commissioner then became chairman
and the control of the Commission
passed into the hands of the Manito-
ba authorities. Just why the Roblin
government replaced Mr. Nolan it is
diffitult to understand, except on the
assumption that they desired an ex-
aminer who was less likely to discover
unpalatable *facts. Mr, Nolan’s con-
duct of the inquiry in Alberta left
nothing to be desired or disclosed
and gave promise of some interesting
moments for the cattle kings when
he got them in hand. But when the
authority of the Alberta Government
ceased Mr. Nolan was switched off
the scent and Mr, Haggart took up
the chase. From the results the Tri-
bune gathers that this gentleman was
governed by no uncontrollable desire
to reveal the inner workings of the
meat business. If his lack of curiosity
was the result of official interference
or instruction it is the most shameful
job ever perpetrated on the farmers
and ranchers of this country. ;

THE SOLICITOR TALKS.

The senatorial solicitor of the Can-
adian Pacific railway was the orator-
in-chief at a Conservative picnic at
Leduc a few days ago. Naturally Sen-
ator -Lougheed devoted his oratory
largely to the Grand Trunk Pacific
and used up considerable vivid lan-
guage in picturing that project as the
most outrageous bpargain ever made.
Naturally, too, the Senator did not
get up to details and compare that
bargain item for item with the bar-
gain his friends made with the Can-
adian Pacific railway some years ago.
In this the Senator was wise. Com-
parisons would have got him into
trouble. Had he made the compari-
son honestly he would have torn his
case to shreds; had he made it dis-
honestly he would have insulted the
intelligence of his hearers who unlike
himself were not on the pay roll «f
the Canadian Pacific. Instead, he
resurrected the lifeless fabricition
that “Conservatives fought for a Gov-
“ernment road from coast to coast.”
The performance will deceive nobody.
Mr. Borden and his followers came no
nearer pledging themselves to a gov-
ernment owned railway than their
Alberta machine - came to. divorcing
itself from the Canadian 'Pacific rail-

way. How nedr that was may be g4th-
ered from the spectacle of the Can-

adian Pacific providing ' orators for
the party picnics.
THE ENEMY’S TRIBUTE!

An exchange published in a North
Dakota town adds its testimony _fo
the energetic immigration work of the
Edmonton Board of Trade, though (f
course unintentionally, The article
in part féllows:—

“The chamber of commerce of Ed-
“monton, - Alberta, is flooding .this
“section with profusely illustrated ad-
*“vertising matter, showing up-‘the 1e-
*‘sources and opportunities of that
“city, . \While Edmonton may be a
‘very good place, we see nothing in
“their circulars that equals the won-
*“derful resources, growth and develop-
“ment to be found right here in North
“Dakota. With all its' wonderful
 ‘boom’ and inflated enterprises, Ed-
““monton does not compare with either
“Grand Forks or Fargo as a city, nei-
(‘ther do the numerous landscape
“views of mountainous scenery com-
“pare ,with the” broad - and fertile
“fields of this state. But at the same
“time we -cannot blame them for
{“‘fishing for suckers’ in North Da-
“‘kota, where each one is worth from
“$2,500 to $5,000. If it was merely
“settlers they wanted they would not
“work the North Dakota ‘market: so
*‘hard, but the fact is apparent thai
“Dakota ‘fish’ is the best of all to
“these westerners, who talk so much
“about their ‘hills,” and ‘golden sun-
‘sets.””’

What better proof could be desired
t}}at the Board is doing effective
work? The Dakota exchange would
have no ground for complaint if Da-
kotans were not showing an awaken-
ing interest in Alberta. It would not
squeal if it was not afraid of being
hit.

YESTERDAY’S VOTE.

Yesterday’s voting terminated one
of the liveliest by-election campaigns
of recent years and the vote was un-
usually heavy. Mr. Blayney early
took the aggressive and based ‘his
campaign on criticism of the admin-
istration.” In turn he was assailed
as a reformer and those whose inter-
ests and inclinations were opposed to
measures of reform were adjured to
join hands with the friends of the
administration to secure his defeat.

AN INTERESTING REMINISCENCE.
(Toronto Globe.)

The grant of a belated annuity to
Miss Harriet Fraser by the Legisla-
ture of British Columbia recalls a
long line of historical reminiscenc?
and a series of heroic achievements
by pioneers whom future generations
of Canadians should delight to honor.
Of these Miss Fraser’s father, whose
name is perpetuated by the river he
explored, was one of the most illus-
trious, - Though Simon Fraser was a
native ,of Vermont, he never was any-
thing else than a British subject, for
he was born in 1776, the year the in-
dependence of the colonies was  de-
clared;:and seven' yéars before it was
established and recognized. It sounds
like 'a ““far:cry’” to the Decldration
of Independence, but the interval is
exactly bridged by the lives of Miss
Fraser and her heroic parent.

It wouldsdo less than justice to the
suggestiveness of this incident to lim-
it the reminiscence to what took place
in that *‘sea of mountains® through
which Fraser made his way from the
Yellowhead Pass to the tide water of
the Gulf of Georgia. Behind that lay
the real sea voyage of 1778, in' the
course ‘of which Captain Cook coast-
ed along the western shore of ‘this
continent ‘to Behring Strait. George
Vancouver, one of his junior officers,
was sent out in 1791 to c¢ontinue his
exploratory ‘work, which he did .dur-
ilng the following two years. Part of
his mission was to retain Great Brit-
ain’s hold on the valuable island that
still bears his name, and he perfect-
ly succeeded in preventing its per-
manent occupation by Spain. Behind
it lay also the romantic voyage of
Alexander Mackenzie down to the
Arctic. Ocean by way of the mighty
river that still bears his name, and
his subsequent hazardous journey of
discovery in.1793 to the Pacific Occan
by a route not remote from that re-
cently announced as having been se-
lected for a National Transcontinent-
al Railway. But for the work of Van-
eouver and Mackenzie in 1793 there
would - have been mo “British” Co-
lumbia, and probably no. Dominion
of Canada.

Of the important work done by Si-
mon Fraser the exploration of the
Fraser river was only a part. Early
in life he antered the service of the
Northwest Fur Company, the rival of
the Hudson’s Bay Company for the
fur trade of the morthern half of this
continent, = Its head office was in
Montreal, but- the  operations were
carried on all over the Northwest, to
which it found access by way of the
St. Lawrence river,. the Great Lakes,
and the Pigeon, Rainy and Winnipag
rivers to the Saskatch>wan, Its three
most famous explorers were Alexan-
der Mackenzie, already mentioned;
Simon Fraser, who supplemented his
achievements in the north and west
of . British Columbia, and David
Thompson, who explored the Colum-
bia river from its source to the sea.
Had the work of Vancouver at sea
and of these three explorers on land
been followed up in any spirited and
persistent way by the British Govern-
ment, the Dominion of Canada would,
(the journey of Lewis and Clarke and
Astor’s settlement notwithstanding),
have included most, if not all, of the
present State of Washington.

Fraser’s trip to the sea and back
was made exactly a century ago, be-
tween the twenty-second of May and
the sixth of August. Those who see
the river from the Canadian Pacific
Railway train, as it beats its way
through its rocky gorge, can form
some idea of the perilous character
of the trip; for others it must suffice
to say that the only similar venture
that can be compared with it is the
skiff trip of two American officers a
few years ago through the Grand Can-
yon of the Colorado. In each case
the voyageurs knew they were taking
their lives in their hands, for out of
a river channel of which each wall
is an unscalable cliff there can be no
escaps in the event of a serious acci-
dent to eanoe or boat. Fraser retired
from the servica of the Northwest
Company a few years afterwards, and
died in 1862 at his home on the Otta-
wa river, By his strenuous life he
did no discredit to his parentage, for
his father, who was mortally wound-
ed at Saratoga, was one of General
Burgoyne’s most efficient officers.

ALLEGED STRINGENCY IN MONEY
Toronto Star.)

The general impression that there
is a stringency in the money market
is not altogethér borne out .by the
bank statements for July. There is u
decrease of $9,767,550 in call loans in
Canada, and a dccrease of $10,656.:
in current loans outside of C: .
But the call loans outside of Canada
have increased by $6.347,898, and the
current loans in Canada .show the
very large increase of -$80,394,000.
Thus, on the whole, the loans show
an increase of more than $36,000,000,
and the loans in Canada of some
$70,000,000. The deposits in Canada
show a gain of $45,365,000, and th.
outside deposits a gain of $7,594,577
The total deposits in banks and in t
post office and government saving
banks reach the total of $700,000,000

When the bankers are charged
lending money to New York b
more freely than to Canadian 1
ers they say that the foreign c:
loans are more promptly paid. If that
is  true, there is not much ground of

rcomplaint on that score.. In any

case, the matter is of less importance
than the attitude of the banks to-
ward regular commercial and indus-
trial enterurise. *But why, when there
is no real scarcity of money, should
the rate be increased upon loans for
lagitimate business? Why should thé
merchant or manufacturer be made
to suffer for the sins of the specu-
lator?

THE STRINGENCY.
(Canadian Courier.)

“T'he call loans outside Canada, to wit
in New York, increased by seven mil-
lions between April and June of this
yvear. That is at a time when Canad-
1ans were being told that money was
scarce, the bankers sent seven million
dollars to help the speculators across the
border. ‘This is a feature of bank policy
which cannot be highly recommended.
Possibly there is aa explanation, but 1t
is usually to harangue the people to be
careful and go slowly and not take any
chances; they must meet commercial
needs and conditions and meet them
quickly if the country is to make head-
way. v

‘1t would seem but reasonable that
the banks should be asked to recall some
of that fifty-five millions they have in
New York and use it to keep the: legi+
timate industries and activities of this
country supplied with +the necessary
funds for the prompt transaction : ot
business.””

By substracting this am-
ount from tHe total of the egtimated
general expenditure and the amount
required for sinking fund and interest
on debentures the amount to be rais-
ed by taxation for municipal par-
poses is found to be $231,918.17.

Commissioners Didn’t 'Want- It

Ald. Picard wanted 'the’'lefter ro-
ferred to the commissioners® for re-
port, but the mayor sidéstepped; de.

the commission to deal with. “Ald.
Gariepy considered it a question for
the civil eourts to decide.

“It’s a charge of corrupt practices,
isn’t it?” asked Ald. Walker.

“Yes,” replied the mayor.

“Then what does the charter pro-
vide in such a.case?”

City Solicitor Beck was asked fcr
his opinion, He consulted the char-
ter and submitted the opinion that it
was not a question for ‘the counecil
to deal with, but for the other can-
didate or some citizen to lay a
charge against the returning officer
for corrupt practices, and asking for
the invalidation of the election. With
this epinion before them the council
immediately filed the letter and tho
matter was dispdsed of insofar as the
council was concerned.

No Houses Exist, Says. Mayor,

A largely signed petition from tha
residents of Norwood protesting
against the tacit permission granted
the houses of ill fame to conduct their
business within the city, was pre-
sented, asking for their elimination.

The petition read as follows:

First: 70 the undisguised fact that
c¢ertain bouses of ill-fame exist in
the northi-esstern part of this city,
otherwise known as Norwood.

Secoad: To the fact that these
houses arc detrimental to the moral
and financial interests of this eity,
because—

(a) Their existence .in this locality
depreciates the value of all nearby
property.

(b) The inhabitants- of Norwood
and other northern portions of the
city are disturbed nightly by the
shouting, profane language and
furious driving of the frequenters of
these resorts.

{c) The private householders are
very often molested by the visits of
thlese frequenters (numerous in-
stances of which can be cited by the
people).

(d) The existence of thig evil is a
common knowledge to the school
children of the district.

Also, we call your attention to an
editorial which appears in the Ed-
monton Bulletin of Saturday, August
10th, and similar articles in the other
papers, in which sentiments are ex-
pressed to which we heartily agree.

Wherefore, for these and many
other reasons, we do hereby request
that inimediate action be taken by
your esteemed body to remove these
aforesaid houses from this community.

Chased Out Recently.

The Mayor announced that there
were no houses of ill-fame in opera-
tion within the city limits at present.

“Then this petition is mnot well
grounded,” said Alderman Gariepy,
“and the petitioners should be so in-
formed.”

The Mayor thareupon stated that it
was only within the last ‘few days
that they had been closed. Ques-
tioned further, he admitted the com-
missioners could not say the evil was
permanently wiped out. There was
the possibility of some of the in-
mates taking rooms in the city. But

The same conditions
applied to the electric light depart-
ment, In this department there was
delay in sending out the accounts,
and as a result the city was in a
position to lose by it. This also the
mayor promised would be remedied.

A SUICIDE AT PARTRIDGE HILLS
Wednesday’s Daily.

Surrounded by excezdingly sad cir-
cumstances was the death at Partridge
Hill on Friday afternoon last of Mr,
Peter Rye.

"Presently a
shot was heard, and the boy rushed
to the stable and found his father
lying in a pool of blood, with a rifle
in his hand, The family is well
known is the town and distriet and
much eympathy is felt for the widow
and children, The funeral . took
place on Sunday and was attended
by a large number of the friends and
neighbors.

COMMENDS MR. OLIVER’S STAND

An audience of about 50, comprising
members of the various labor wunions
in in the city, gathered Tuesday
night in the Mechanies’ Hall, Third
street, to hear W. R. Trotter, or-
ganizer for the Dominion Trades
Congress.

President Harry Nash, of the
Trades and Labor Council, of Ed-
monton, presided.

The object of Mr. Trotter’s visit to
Edmonton was to secure the offilia-
tion of several of the local trade

unions not yet " affiliated with the
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national Trades Congress. - Inciden-

tally he discussed some of the fea-

tures of the platform of the Canadian

labor party, particularly with refer-

ence to the labor supply and Asiatic

immigration. .
Labor’s Fight.

The speaker advocated no property
or pecuniary qualification for publie
office, and inveighed against the brute
force of wealth in constituencies, He
denounced municipal wards as a
means to enable the property owners
to control the working classes. The
working interest, for the first = time,
understood their opponents. The
struggle was pretty well defined now
as one between the Canadran Manu-
facturers’ Association and the Trades
Congress . of Canada. Legislation
would be before the Deminion parlia-
ment next session, and he drew at.
tention to the fact that opposition
was certain to come from the manu-
facturers when bills in the interests
of labor were up before - the house.
He read the statement of the Cana-
dian Manufacturer which set forth the
argument that since the labor men
had lost no opportunity to bring their
views before the attention of parlia-
ment, it was necessary to have the
secretary of the association stationed
at Ottawa to lobby their interests.
The speaker said he wondered at this
since he wegarded the Commons as
an enlarged committee of the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association.

Criticized Lemieux Act,

He stoutly contended for the in-
tegrity of the international union, and
stated that they should stand behind
the commercial telegraphers in their
strike at the present time.

Criticising the Lemieux Act, he said
it was a veiled attempt to force the
open shop by legislation. He stated
that governments have no real in-
terest in the laboring man except for
his vote.

He scored the Associated Boards of
Trade Convention for the resolution
passed at Prince Albert on the
scarcity of gkilled and unskilled labor
in the west. He said that there was
no such scarcity. He criticized the
convention for receiving the argument
that lumber was high because labor
was. high, when at the same time
the loggers of British Columbia had
closed thleir camps becsguse - of the
overproduction of logs, and when an
arrangement had been made with the
millmen and bankers to get $800.000
worth of logs out of the way to main-
tain a false shortage of logs.

Commends Mr. Oliver’s Stand.

He denounced immigration either
from the east or west, He commend-
ed the position of Hon. Frank Oliver
with respect to indentured Chinese
or Japanese labor, and stated: “Mr.
Oliver hasn’t made a bad break on
the question yet. He has expressed
the sentimenis we, as laboring men,
wanted him to express.” With res-
pect to the Hindoo, he said they would
gsoon stop coming of their own accord.
They were. religiously ‘and physically
unfit, for this country. = The demand
for labor and hasty development of
the country came from a few, who
desired to make fortanes in this
generation by -exhausting the re-
sources of the country and saddling
upon it an era of depression and
creating thousands of unemployed.
DSITRIBUTPON OF THE SCRIP-

TURES.
Monday’s Daily.

Rev. Jesse Gibson, general secre-
tary of the Upper Canada Bible So-
ciety, auxiliary to the British and
Foreign Bible society, gave three ad-
dresses in the city churches yester-
day. In the morning he spoke in the
First Baptist, in the afternoon- in
Grace Methodist, and in the evening
in First Presbyterian. Despite the
disagreeable weather there were good
attendances at all the services, that in
the evening being especially large.

The reverend gentleman in the eve-
ning took for his text three passages,
the first in  Genesis ii, the story of
Babel and the confusion of tongues,
the second in Acts 2, the story of Pen-
tecost and the gift of tongues, and the
third in Revelations 7, the gathering
together of all nations into the heav-
enly kingdom as a result of fhe gift
of tongues.

After an explanation of these three
passages of Scripture, Mr. Gibson
told the story of the rise and progress
of the British society’s work., It was
started about one hundred years ago
in London, Eng. There were then 'in
the world about four million Bibles
in forty different languages. As the
direct and indirect work of the So-
ciety, some four hundred -million
copies -of ‘the Bible have since been
issued, in five hundred different lan-
guages.

Mr. Gibson showed the great need
of the work, owing to the fact that
there are twelve hundred million peo-
ple in the world to-day, for whom
there is not a single copy of the
Scriptures in existence.

Coming more directly to the home
field, Mr, Gibson made a strong plea
for the people of Western Canada to
put the Bible into the hands of the
foreign  population. The _various
churches are trying to cope with the
situation, but they cannot speak to
all these people- who will require the
Bible in sixty languages this year.

The Upper Canada Bible Society
can supply it in all these tongues,
and is anxious to furnish every emi-
grant in hig own language a Bible,
without note or comment, at cost
price, or free if he cannot buy. 7To
this end, the Crnstian people of the
West are being asked for assistance
in a cause which will have the great-
est bearing upon the national destiny.

This evening Rev. Mr. Gibson lec-
tures in McDougall Methodist church
on “From the Cape to Cairo, or
Through the Dark Continent.”

Mr. Gibson’s visit to the West at
the preesnt time is to meet represen-
tatives of the churches at Winnipeg,
Edmonton, and Calgary, with refer-
ence to the work among the foreign
population. In Winnipeg and Cal-
gary very satisfactory arrangements
have been arrived at, and this eve-
ning a conference will be held here.
He leaves to-morrow on his return to
the east.

$6 BOUNTY FOR WOLVES HEADS.
Monday’s Daily.

At the last session of the legislature

‘the sum of $2,500 was placed in the

estimates for the department of agri-
culture to N{pended for the de-
struction of wolves and cqyotes ac-
cording to regulations to be set forth
by a special order in council.

At the solicitation of the game
guardians of the province and peti-
tions from poultry raisers and sheep
breeders an order in council has been
passed by the government of the
province of Alberta, stipulating regu-
lations for the issue of bounties for
the destruction of these marauders.
The regulations apply to that portion
of the province lying north of town-
ship 26 and south of the 55th parallel
of north latitude, south of township
27, the bounty is paid by the West-
ern Stock Growers’ Association. The
regu'ations read as follows:—

1—For the purpose of these regula-
tions the term ‘‘prairie wolf”’ shall
mean the coyote or brush wolf; “‘tim-
ber wolf”’ shall mean the large woll
known as the gray wolf, and “wolf
pup”’ shall mean the immature young
of the prairie or timber wolf up to
the first of August in any year.

2—The bounty upon prairie wolves
shall be one dollar per head.

3—The bounty upon timber wolves
shall be Five Dollars per head.

4—The bounty upon wolf pups shall
be One Dollar per head.

5—For the purpose of these rules
and regulations the stock inspector:
appointed under the provisions of the
Stock Inspection Ordinance shall be
wolf bounty inspectors.

6—The pelt, including the head of
each wolf upon which bounty is
claimed must be produced intact to
the inspector by the person claiming
the bounty. Every person applying
for bounty shall furnish the inspec-
tor with an affidavit to the effect that
the animal wupon which bounty is
claimed has been killed inside the
province north of township 26 and
south of the 55th parallel of latitude.

7—Upon the production to him of
the pelt of any wolf the inspector
shall split both ears from tip to base.

10—No bounty shall be paid under
these regulations on any wolf killed
prior to the first day of July, 1907.

Copies of these regulations are be-
ing distributed by the minister of
agriculture and may be obtained bv
applying to the department of agri-
culure, Edmonton.

North of latitude 55 a special
bounty of $10 for timber wolves is
given.

IRREGULARITIES CHARGED BY W.
L. HALL.

If the statement of W, L. Hall, the
scrutineer for J. D. Blayney in the al-

dermanic election yesterday, can be
substantiated there is strong evi-
dence of gross - illegalities in con-
nection with the contest yesterday.
It is expected that there will be sen-
sational disclosures by Mr. Hall and.
if these be found to be in accordance
with the facts, it is quite possible that
the election.may be declared invalid,

During the holding of the poll yos-
terday, Mr. Hall was the representa-
tive ‘of Mr. Blayney in the room where
the ' lectors” of the part of the city
west of First street cast their ballots.

Mr, Hall states that early in the
day a gentleman from W. H, Clark &
Co. voted first jn his individual capa-
city, and then' as thé representative
of the company to which he was at-
tached.

To this procedure Mr. Hall protest-
‘ed, asserting that in the case of the
election of alderman there was no
provision. for such a course. His pro-
test was unheeded, however, and the
vote was deposited in the ballot box.

A short time later another instance
of the same kind occurred, but simil-
ar protest was unavailing,

On a third occasion the ballot was
granted in the same way, but Mr.
Hall asserts that after the city asses-
sor. who was then in the room. had
indignantly protested against such a
procedure the ballot was withdrawn,
and at the suggestion of Returning
Officer H. J. Helliwell, marked
““spoiled.”

Alleged . Impersonation.

These are not the only charges
that Mr. Hall makes. He asserts that
during the afternoon, man after man
was rushed into the polling booth,
and, though his name was apparently
not on the list, a name was put in
his mouth by the returning officer,
and he was allowed to vote.

For some time this proceeded. but
at last when one suspicious looking
individual appeared, and was voting
under the name of Joseph Holman.
Mr. Hall asked his sharply, “You
are not Joseph Holman?”

The man was taken aback by the
abruptness of the question, and ad-
mitted that that was not his name.

Mr, Hall states that he strenuously
protested against a ballot being grant-
ed in a number of these instances,
but was curtly told by the returning
officer that he was running the elee-
tion, and for him (Hall) to mind his
own business.

“And this erookedness was in pro-
gress all day,” says Mr. Hall, “and
time and again I was turned down by
the returning officer when I offered
my protest.” .

This forenoon, Mr. Hall was in con-
sultation with the commissioners and
afterwards presented his case to the
Crown Prosecutor. It is probable
that he will by letter submit a state-
ment to the council this evening, and
it is probable a civic committee will
be appointed to look into the charges.

CHIPEWYAN INDIANS SAVED FROM
STARVATION.

“There have been ups and downs
in the fur trade for the past 200
years, and we are not -at all surprised
that this season will be a lean one
for furs,” said Mr. Livock, the veter-
an Chief Factor of the Hudson Bay
Company for this district yesterday.

“The supply of fur in this district
and in the Mackenzie section is not
decreasing. Our returns are as good
as usual in lean years heretofore. And
moreover we have the consolation of
knowing that when lynx or martens
or any other animal is particularly
scarce in our district, they have sim-
ply moved east or west to our British

Columbia or Prince Albert districts. $
“The scarcity this year is not due
to the severity of the past winter, but
rather to the animals’ migration.”
“Have your reports brought news of
the wolves’ devastations last winter?*
“Yes, they were unusually active
and did a great deal of harm.,”
“And, did they .actually dine . off
silver foxes worth $300 to $400 each?’’
‘“Undoubtedly,” said the veteran
fur-trader with precision and some as-
perity, as in his mind’s eye he saw
voracious wolves licking their fangs
after dainty morsels of silver fox,
that might have had a better end in
the trading post, and  subsequently
come down to' Edmonton for re-ship-
ment to England,

Some of the Fur Down.

Big bales of fur from Athabasca
district have been brought to the city
by the ireighters, and are now in the
company’s warehouses waiting to be
re-baled and sent over the .-ocean.
Nothing has yet been heard of the
returns from the Mackenzie distriet,

The boat was expected to arrive at
Fort Smith on June 26, but had not
reached there on July 1st, when the
latest word from more northern points
was that at Fort Resolution the ice
was still in the river. Nothing has
been heard from Fort Smith since
July 1st, the date on which Ben Hug-
sell and party left,

Mr. Angus Brabant, inspector for
the company, recently returned from
a round of inspection of the ten forts
in Athabasca district.

To a Bulletin _representative, he
stated yesterday that the crops at
Fort Vermilion, Fort St. John and
Dunvegan, were as usual away ahead
of those in Edmonton district. At
Fort St. John on July 16th, he had
enjoyed a dinner of fine large mew
potatoes, c
Crops Ripen Early Along the Peace.

This earlier maturing of crops in
the Peace River district was usual,
daid Mr. Brabant, and due to the long
days of sunshine with only three or
four hours of dusk and darkness, At
Peace River Crossing, Mr. Brabanf
met Mr. Ally Brick, M.P,P., both in
coming and going. On his return trip
he found Mr. Brick busily engaged
in his fields, in which the crops were
looking exceedingly well. ;

“What does the country look like
up there?”

“It is a fine country along the
Peace River; from Fort St. John to
Hudson’s Hope it is as flat as & bil-
liard table, and very fertile, I should
judge. It is surveyed in large part
and already many fine sections of
land near Vermilion, Dunvegan, the
Crossing and other places are taken
up by half-breed homesteaders. The
land at Lesser Slave Lake is good.
At Mackay and Chipweyan it is prob-
ably good enough, but it is heavily
timbered and difficult to clear.”

‘What about ‘the Indians said to be
destitute at Chipweyan?”’

“They certainly came near starv-
ing, but our factor there, Mercedi,
gave supplies to two or three hiin-
dred and kept off starviation. The fa-
mine was caused, not by. severity  of
the winter b,ut an epidemic of la
grippe in a severe form that left the
Indians weakened and unmable to
hunt. :

“This helped to keep down the sup-
ply of furs at this fort last winter,
though, of course, we expect in. the
fur trade two or three lean years out
of every ten.”

“You travelled north with Mr,
Thompson-Seton, did you not

“Yes, for part of the way. He is
n delightful travelling companion and
enters thoroughly into the spirit of
the wilds. But I am afraid the bad
weather this season will detain him
on the big trip planned, and I do not
believe he can complete it, and make
the last boat to Peace River Cross-
ing. It leaves on October.3. How-
ever, if he makes the Crossing any
time before it freezes he can get ont
by an overkland route.” 1

COMES FROM THE GREAT UN-
KNOWN.

Trailing a tail, which appears some
two hundred yards in length, at times
emitting balls of fire, which dis-
appear into space, a comet of extra-
ordinary brightness, has been observ-
ed from Edmonton in the eastern sky
in close proximity to the morning
star. For the last two mornings it
has been seen distinctly with the
naked eye, moving horizonwards,. ap-
parently at the same pace as the
moon.

A night watchman who spent up-
wards of twerfty minutes observing
this unusual phenomenon, states that
it was so distinct, at a time when
night was at its darkest,that it actual-
ly lit up the part of the sky in which
it appeared. From Strathcona it seem-
ed to be setting behind the city, and
the balls of fire- which continually
dropped from the visitant disappear-
ed like flashes of lightning. It is of
unusual size and inquiries show it to
be a star of the fourth magnitude,
which has suddenly put in an appear-
ance from the Great Umnknown, .

As far as can be learned, it is only
paying a flying visit to the solar sys-
tem. It was first discovered by As-
tronomer .Daniels of the Princetown
Observatory, on June 9th. Since then
it has been sweeping earthwards with
the inconceivable rapidity of one mil-
lion miles a day. At the present time
it is probably between ninety and
one hundred million miles distant,
but still pursuing its lightning-like
course earthwards. ?

According to astronomers it will at-
tain its nearest point to the earth
early in September, and will en
sheer off at & tangent.' Such is ‘the
supposition, but from observations it
appears to have no orbit. but travels
along a parabolic path, Doubtless, on
account of the latter fact it has nev-
er, as far as astronomers have been
able to ascertain, approached the sun
before. It is anticipated that when it
reaches a point which is believed will
be the nearest that it will attain to
the sun, that it will be possible .o
discover the materia? which is burn-
ing to make he unearthly light. This
will be done by means of an instru-
ment called a spectroscope, which
will divide the rays of light in_&f
ribbons, and scientists have been able
to tell by these split ravs whether the
flaming substance is gold, copper, sil-
ver, iron, arsenic, lead, oxygen. »r oth-
er element.

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BETTER OUTLOOK FOR THE
FUEL SUPPLY IN WEST

This Year.

Movement of Fuel.

Mining Districts are Showing More Confidence.
Were Taught by Experience of Last Season.
Railways and Governments Meeting with Larger

Efforts of

Laborers are Scarce.

Fernie, Aug. 28.—The mining dis-
tricts of the Crow’s Nest Pass do not
reflect, the concern which is felt on
the prairies with reference to the fuel
outlook for the coming winter. It is
true that a shortage of cars at some
of the mines and a scarcity of skilled
labor are causing some trouble to the
operators, and the aggregate output is
not as lalgo as it should be. But the
state of affairs is generally, reported
to be much better than that which
prevailed at this time last year, and
suech a’ comparison is the only ene
1 which conveys an idea of the true
| proportion. At the close of last sum-
mer, it will be remembered, little
or no coal was moving to the east
f| from this neighborhood. The Galt
| mines at Lethbridge. the principal
source of the domestic fuel supply for
the new provinces, were tied up by a
strike, and did not resume shipping
Opelatxons until  December. The
smaller mines did not produce enough
in the aggregate to meet the require-
ments, and the supply of Canadian
anthracite from Banff was not suffi
.cient to make up the deficiency. The
steam coal which was produced in the
Fernie district was not available for
househoid purposes, and could not be
deper.ded upon to save the situation
which the shortage of demestic coal
caused.

Th2 Trouble Last Year.

On *he whole there was room for
grave concern on account of the short-
age. and many a household was in
de-pomte straits. As winter approach-
ed the situation improved slightly
with respect to production, but the
tran-pcriation difficulties offset that
benefit. Tn~ railways were busy with
the movement of grain, and were un-
able to furnish all the cars required
for the carriage -of fuel. By the time
the grain movement was over the dis-
tress, particularly in Saskatchewan.
had become acute. At abeut the
same time the railways discovered
that their supply of coal from Alberta
and British Columbia was not as large
as it gshould be, and they began to
confiscate-shipments from this section
in order to keep their trains running
All these circumstances would ]m\u
been overridden through the strenu-
ous efforts of government, railway and
municipal officials -if the winter had
been ‘“decent.” But it was most un-
ruly, and it persisted in its nefarious
work for weeks, and even months, af-
ter it slould have retired- The pro-
longation of the intense cold furnish-
ed the great difficulty. The prepara-
tions which were made on short no-
tice to meet the immediate demands
of the people were not sufficient to
cover. the operations of a season which
was practically twice as long as an
ordinary winter. A There was a great
deal oi inconvenience in some of the

more remote settlements, and there
was even greater alarm over the pos-
sibility of loss of life. The most in-
tense relief was felt when spring fin-
ally arrived, and it was hoped that
the west would be spared a repetition
of the experiences which a coal short-
age had wrought.

Lessons Taken to Heart.

There are indications that the les-
sons learned last winter have been
taken to heart, and that the uncom-
fortable incidents which marked the
course of events then will not be re
peated. It is true that the general
public has not awakened to a sense
of its responsibilities, and is indiffer-
ent on the subject of laying in a suf-
ficient supply of fuel. Human nature
is sa'd to be the cause of this indif-
ference. It is .the same variety of
human nature which reiuses to bor.
row trouble. The westerner will not
cross a bridge until he comes to it,
and he will not lay in a sup of
coal until frosty weather com:-. |t
is also true that the. credit of
Saskatchewan government cannot und
will not be used this year for the pvo-
tection of the small coal dealers who
were unprepared to assume the finan
cial responsibility attached to 1:111&-
shipments of coal in 1906. The fact
that the movement of a large grain
crop will seriously diminish the sup-
ply of cars in the fall must also be
taken into consideration. Jut even
these factors do not overbalance the
improvement in the general situation.

Increased Stocks of Coal.

The railways, mineowners and pro-
vincial governments have made the
most of their opportunities during the
spring and summer, and the results
of their joint efforts are to be seen in
increased stocks of coal at points con-
venient to the great consuming dis-
triets. The wholesale dealers are de-

plies in order to be in a position to
meet demands regularly and steadily.
Many of the retailers are also stock-
ing up liberally, ‘although this -branch
of the distribution might easily do
much more towards iortifying the pub-
lic against the possibility of a famine.
The smaller mines are complaining of
the shortage of cars, while the larger
ones are praying for a larger supply
of skilled- miners. The deficiency in
the labor market is very noticeable,
and it applies to_all de p(ntmcnt\ of
the work. It is felt particularly by
those mines which employ a lnr"
amount of machinery, and which re-

quire experienced mine workers in or-
der 10 carry on their operations to the
best advantage  This is, indeed, the
greatest ab:tacrle, and if it were over-
come the fear of a fuel shortage in the
west during the coming winter would

There are few more pleasing
seenes. to be found in Alberta today
than the green beet fields of Ray-
mond, well cultivated and weedless,
often bounded with beautiful hedges
of young poplar, maple or cotton-
wood, - transforming the prairie into
a vast garden.

Csttle and Horses, Too.

The district from Raymond south
and west to the boundary line iz not
only rich in wheat, but also in cattle
and horses. Like all the south it is
a splenc]d grass country. It is near
the mountaing and has a gensrous
rainfall which maintains the grase
green and succulent in the suminer.
In autumn the grass cures on the
ground and affords a antmxl fodder
sapply throughout the entire winter
Excellent shelter is obtained in the
coulees and along the St. Mary’s
river and Lee’s ereek. Thick grov
of native trees are grown along the
river and frequently occur in the
coulees. Very little teeding is done
as hay is too valuable to bz fed.
Shorthorns, Herefords, Polled Angus
are the prevailing preeds, Last year
$150,000 worth of cattle were shipped
from Cardston station.

In the early days masy large cattle
ranches existed, a few of which still
remain ‘intact, as the MeclIntyre, the
Eldridge, the Knight and the Mackie
ranches. These are along the famous
Milk river ridge. Southeats of this
ridge is almost -wholly oeccupied by
ranchers, But as_this country is sim-
ilar to the Cardston district it will
soon witness the inevitable rush of
homesteaders' and landseekers from
across the line.

Cardsion a2 Horse Market.

Cardston 1s possibly the best whole-
sale horse market in Alberta. Heavy
stock and light driving stock of sev-
eral breeds are shipped out every
year. The shipments last year were
valued at $150,000. It is a common
thing to see 100 to 200 horses on one
raich comprising standard breds of
Hamiltonian, French and German
coach breeds, and Percherons and
Clydesdales among the heavy
draughts.

“LONG THE C. & E. BETWEEN
CALGARY AND MACLEOD.

Claresholm, Aug. 23.—Claresholm
lies at the centre of a rough quadri-
lateral that extends'as far morth as
Staveley on the C. and E., and south
o Macleod and the Old Man river.
Edstward it extends to the Black
Spring ridge, and westward to the
Porcuping Hills. The area of this
listrict comprises a flat open prairie

land, and is one of the most thickly
settled portions of the province of
Alberta, Farmer’s homes of the bet-
‘er class, with commodious and com-
fortable stabling for the work stock,
are seen on every side, and extend
‘or forty miles eastward to the foot
f the Black Sprmg ridge.

Here whelat is king. It is the chief
igricultural product of the district.
Every town within the district except
Macleod, owes its existence directly
‘o wheat. Macleod is both a wheat
town, a cattle town, and a railroad
‘own, It was lusty and strong when
the pioneer wheat growers of the dis-
trict were school boys in Ontario or
Nebraska. But Leavings, Claresholm,
Staveley, in fact all the towns of the
C. and E. between Macleod and Cal-
zary owe their existence to the wheat
industry, and the wheat that did it
was Alberta Red.

Winter Wheat Four Years Old.

The cultivation and production of
winter wheat commenced in this dis-
triet about four years ago. Then land
was selling for $3 and $4 an acre,
Claresholm was only a flag station,
ind there was no population. To-day
the same land is selling all the way
from- $25 to $40 an acre. Claresholm
s a town 1,000 strong, and not a
homestead within filty miles is avail-
able. Then the prairie was green
vith buffalo grass and buck brush.
lo-day it is yellow with golden fields
f winter wheat or black with new
tilled summer fallows, in which the
harvest of 1908 (nineteen hundred and
eight) is germinating into life,

The harvest that is being reaped
now is considered by the farmers who
wre familiar with the history of the
wheat industry in the district to be
actually thé best -they have had,
There are no ‘poor fields except a
few where the- seed was sown on the
stubble. In some cases tnis methed
of seedihg’ hag” done fairly avell, but
on the whole it has nbt been success-
ful. None of the winter sowing, how-
svery has Deen abandoned, and the
wrex sown. bats fall will all eome un-
der the binder. The fall wheat is
well advanced, and about a week lat-
er than last year,

Around Macleod and east of Leav-
ings -and Claresholm the fall wheat
is pretty well all cut, while arqund
Macleod cutting of spring wheat com-
menced last Wednesday. Mr. Scheer
began on Wednesday in a field of
white Fyfe containing seventy acres,
T. C. Bruce started in' a sixty acre
field on Thursday afternoon. He esti-
mated the yield at 25 bushels per
acre, This field was sown the latter
part of April. -The greater part of the
wheat around Macleod is the spring
varieties. Seventy-five per .cent. of
the crop is spring wheat. The yield
will be about the same as last year,
which was about 27 bushels,

From Macleod north some spring
wheat is cut, and looks like twenty
bushels. A few fields are green, but
with the fine, hot weather of last
week, they take a deeper shade of
yvellow every day. The stand on the
ground is not so tall and thick as in
other parts I have visited, but is re-
markably clean with well formed
heads, and is a crop that can be more

easily cut than the tangled crops in
other places.

Frost Did No Damage.

At Leavings the spring crop is not|
entirely out of danger, but is ripen-
ing quickly, and by Monday 26th
should be within the limit of safety.
The low temperatures of Sunday and
Monday nights of this week have,
as far as can be observed after an
interval of five or six days, done no
damage to the greener crops of wheat
or oats. A little damage has been
done to the potatoes and garden
plants like eucumbers. The drop oi
the temperature to almost the limits
of frost has ushered in a season of
ideal harvest wegther, The old tim-
ers in the country anticipate no more
serious drops of the mercury for three
weeks to come, by which time the
reat bulk of the harvost of 1907 will
f)e, to use a baseball phrase, “ safe
as a church on the home plate.”

Around Claresholm the land is al-
most all under cultivation. About
one-third of the erop is spring wheat.
The rest is Alberta Red. Ier2. as ‘n
every part of the province where this
wheat is grown, it nas improved mn
weight and hardness, and 1s equal in
these qualities to No. 1 Hard®Mani-
toba. In weight it is'said to be su-
perior and usually runs from one to
two pounds above the best Manitoba
wheat.

The yield around Claresholm will
be liberal. There are many fields
that will go forty bushels, while as
many others will go no more than
twenty-five, Close to the town, O. J.
Amundsen, of the land company of
the same name, and who first began
to induce settlers to come to the dis-
trict, has 500 acres that will run from

35 'to 40 bushels. Mr. Amundsen ex-

strong heredity and individual merit.'pects to have 30,000 bushels of wheat

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this year. Close by, Peter
has 100 acres that is good for 3,500
bushels. Mr. Milne, of Mesers, Milne
Frost & Noble, who are among the
largest landowners in the district, has
1,200 acres of wheat; and there is
not a bad acre in it. Some of the
fields will ge over 40 and none less
than 30 to the acre. Mr. Noble, of
the same firm, has 2,500 acres. Last
year Mr. Noble sold 12,711 bushels
off 314 acres, and says his crop is no
worse this year. The Carman Gay
Farming Co., who own nine sections,
have. 1,500 acres of wheat this year,
and are calculating on.doubling that
acreage next year. J. W, MeLean,
of Los Angeles, also owns nine sec-
tions. He has 500 acres this year, and
has‘ broken and sown 1,000 acres for
the crop of -1908. These are all good
farmers, who till their land after the
best methods and consequently. have
results, Wherever the farmers have
taken care in preparing the land and
doing their work in season, there are
bumper crops this year. The season
has been favorable for fall wheat, and
the growth and maturity of the plant
which has been the best in years, de-
monstrates that in soil and climate
this region is destined to become one
of the greatest winter wheat belts in
North America. J."B.

SOUTHERN ALBERTA WHEAT CROP
ESTIMATFD AT 7,000.000 BUSHE_S.

Bulletin Staff Correspondence.

High River, Aug. 26.—The High
River board of trade made a careful
canvass of the district from Okotoks
to Leavings last fall to obtain the
actual number of acres sown with
fall wheat, The result of the canvass
was to show that 110,000 acres had
been seeded with winter wheat and
nearly all with the famous Alberta
Red. Acareful estimate of the area
sown in other districts of south,
namely, at Pincher Creek, Macleod,
Lzthb).dge, Tabier, Raymond, Mag-
rath. and Cardston, brings the total
acreage of winter wheat south of Cal-
gary to 250,000 acres., which will
vield at a conservative estimate an
average return of 25 bushels per acre,
or about six and one-quarter million
bushels of winter wheat. To supple-
ment this there is a considerable acre-
age of spring wheat, which will ma-
terially increase the above estimate
yver the seven million mark. There
is every probability, too, that the
average per acre will bz nearer the
30 mark than 25, which, taken into
coneideration with .- e fact that the
price of the opsning of the present
season ig from 11 to 14 cents higher
than the opening of the season :ast
vear, indicates that 1907 is to be ol
the nature of a bonanza year for uie
farmers of Southern Alberta.

First Car of 1907 Wheat Shippad.

The first car of 1507 wheat was ship-
pad from Lethbridge last Wednesday.
and realized an increase of. 14 cents
above the price paid for the first ca:
of 1906, from the same point.

It is a matter of sinczre congratula-
tion, and the best advertisement that
can be published abroad, that not-
\\il 1standing the severity of the win-
ter. of 1907, pot an acre of the winter
whult erop of.Alberta was abandened
or resown this spring, This is all th
more remarkable when one considers
that in the winter wheat states of the
American union, the number of acres
streek out of the reckoning reached
tha protentious sum of i.).,i(POO acres
compared with 1,432,000 acres two
years ago, aecording to the M:ly re-
port of the government of the United
States. In some Statey the abandoned
acreage amounted to ‘the proportions
of a erop failure. Thus the State cf
Texas was shown to have lost 70 per
ant of the planted acreage; Okla-
homa 35 per cent; Ohio and Indiana
15 per cent each. Consider these facts,
too, with the falling off in Euope, due
to the most sezvere season known in
the wheat countries for forty years,
At the beginning of May snow was
falling in France and hailstorms uad
done serious havoe in Germany. A
big per centage of the rich wheat
fields of Prussia were reploughad,
while the fertile valley of the Danube
suffered from the same effects that
have caused a shortage in the winter
wheat areas of the United States.

Alberta seems to have been a high
spot that that escaped the ravages . f
frost, drouth and insects, and -one o
the great districts where normal con-
ditions prevailed, and nourished the
crop to maturity.

E. E. Thompson an Authority.

No individual is a better authority
on the subject of winter wheat in Al-
berta than Mr. E. Es Thompson, of
High River. Mr. Thompson is the
pioneer winter wheat grower in Al-
berta, on an extensive scale, It was
due to his energy and faith in Al-
berta that ‘the first car of ‘Turkey
Red was imported to Canada from
Kansas. The car contained over 800
bushels and cost $1.15 a bushel. From
this car load which was mostly sown
in the vicinity of Spring Coulee, in
the fall of 1901, over 30.000 bushels
were grown. At present Mr. Thomp-
son is interested in 7,500 acres of thiz
wheat and believes it to bz one ¢f
the best milling wheats and one
eminently suited for Alberta as shown
by "its 1increase in hardness and
weight sinece it has b:zen grown on
Alberta soil.

“It is a wheat of great vitality and
vigor,” id Mr. Thompson to The
Bulletin, ““and can stand a tempera-
ture as low as 50 degrees below the
freezing point.”

Mr. Thompson pointed out, too,
that if any other variety of winter
wheat had been sown in the High
River distriet it is very question-
ible if there would be more than one-
half a crop this year.

“Just after the young plants began
to grow in the spring, we had a tem-
perature of 7 degrees below zero. The
blades were severely injured, but the
erop picked up again and was appar-
ently uninjured except for a few
spots over the field.’”

Mr, Thompson in commenting on
the season of 1907, said the wheat
grew slowly and eontinned growing
during the latter half of July and the
first half of August, the usual time
for ripening, on account of the cool
damp weather. This was not such a
drawback as it appéared, as it pro-
vided an ideal season for winter
wheat seeding and germinated the
cron of 1208,

“The weather has taken the proper
turn now,” said he, “and the wheat
is coming in fine.”

Solberg’

He says that the bulk of the fall
wheat around High River will be cut
by the end of August.

Of the failure of Alberta Rod. Mr
Thompson speaks with hope tnl £n-
thusiasm. “The -growing' of Turkey
Red has doubled the value' of our
tand twice in five years and the towns
on the C. & E. south of Calgary owe
their prosperity to Turkey R:d,” said
he. One danger he points out that
is significant is that farmers must try
to keep their seed pure or they will
be in danger of degrading it by in-
ferior varieties, This observation was
also made by Prof, Ten Eyck during
his visit to Alberta and warned par-
ticularly against mixing and crowsm"
Alberta Red with Odessa.

To Secure Reliable Reports,

To obtain reliable and . accurate
data with respect to the improvement
of Turkey Red transplanted to Al-
berta, Mr. Thompson has arranged
with Prof. Ten Eyck, of Kansas State
Experimental station, to conduct, a
series of experiments. S:lect Kansas
seed will be procured by selecting the
best heads, and irom these choosing
the plumpest and most vigorous
kernels. These will be sown by Mr.
Thompson and careful observation
made from time to time.

Labor for the harvest will be mod-
eratzly scarce. It will not pinch the
farmer so hard as the thresher, who
has to carry a full créw of threshing
hands and teamsters as well as a
cébmplete cooking camp,

ESTIMATES CROP AT 80,000.000.

Mr., Matthew Snow, assistant ware-
house ‘commissioner, Winnipeg, is a
guest at the King Fdward to-day. Mr.
Snow is on a tour of inspection of the
erops in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Alberta. Leaving Winnipeg, Mr.
Snow journeyed through the Souris
country through Estevan to - Moose
Jaw, Doubling back he visited the
Regina, Indian Head and Qu’Appelle
dstricts. "In the province of Saskat-
chewan he states that there is  a
splendid crop, but it. is late and
green. In southern Manitoba, the
wheat will be hali a crop, while in
the north of the same province, it is
similar to Saskatchewan. Cutting
will not be general for a week or ten
days, yet in these areas.

He states that so far as his observa-
tions are concerned, that the low
temperatures of several nights ‘ago
have done no damage except to ten-
der garden plants and potatoes.

Mr. Snow visited the southern part
f the province of Alberta on the
Crow’s Nest branch of the C. P. R.
as far west as Pincher. He also vis-
ited the country along the A. R. and
[, as far south as Cardston. He con-
firms the observitions of the Bulle-
yin’s erop report'drom the south, ‘and
states that the greater portion of the
winter wheat is ‘eut, and within the
limit of safety.

He estimatds the total wheat crop
of the west for 1907 in the neighbor-
hood of 75,000,000 or 80,000,000 bush-
218, which at the increased prices that
are' sure to rule this season, will net
a greater equivalént in cash than the
crop of 1906.

WINNIPEG GRAIN MARKET.

Winnipeg, Abg. 24.—Liverpool

light shipments for the week from the
Argentine, which were only g triffe
over half a million bushels, as com-
pared with over “twice that amount
the previous weeks and the same week
a year - ago. These strong cables
started a stronger-and higher opening
in the Winnipeg market, which was
fairly well maintained during the
early part of the session, Offerings
became quite free around noon and
a little of the early strength was lost.
This was soon recoveresd, however, on
a baftish report sent out by the
Modern Miller, which claimed the de-
mand for American wheat is the best
since the year 1902, This report,
coupled with small Argentine ship-
ments and the insistent rvmors that
frost in the Dakotas had done great
damage, but will not be noticeable
unti]l harvesting, caused higher Amer
ican markets. in which Winnipeg
sympathized to the extent of two
cents over the previous closz. Around
ninety-five c2nts for October, sellers
seemed to be plentiful, but the efiorts
of the bulls to get the priece over this
mark were unsuccessful. prices clos-
ing at about the best figures of the
day. The weather map showed higher
temperature during the night with a
f>w scattered light showers. The fore-
cast is for showery weather through-
out Manitoba and Saskatchewan and
fair for Alberta.

SPLENDID CROPS IN THE NORTH

A representative of "the Bulletin
formed one of a party who were driv-
en to Sunnvwln Saturday ’afternoon
by Mr, F. 8. Ellerman, of the Alberta
(‘n!unizatinn Co.

Mr. Ellerman has had his subdivi-
gsion known as Belmont Park, subdi-
vided, and several lots have been sold
already. The land is dry and fairly
free from scrub, and lies between the
new packing house and the site of the
G. T. P, shops.

At the packing plant a large gang
of men were at work. A eellar some
130 by 160 feet has been excavated,
being about one-third the total area
of the proposed building. Cement
foundations have been.sunk in the
floor of the cellar to support the col-
umns on which the floors of the build-
ing will rest. The concrete walls of
the basement axe being put in, and
are being unloaded daily. Already
immense piles of brick, timbars, gra-
vel and mortar, have been hauled in
and attest both .the extent of the en-
terprise, and the preparations being
made to rush it to completion. One
stockyard, with loading gangways, has
already been completed.

Crops throughout the Poplar Lake,
Sunnyside and Namayo districts were
in excellent condition. Timothy yield-
ed splendidly, and is nearly all in
stock. Several fields of barley ap-
peared ready for the binder, wheat
was turning and oats were rapidly
nearing maturity. No grain appeared
to have been touched by frost. The
stand is uniformly thick, the straw
strong, heads large, and every pros-
pect of gplendid yields with favorable
weather.

NO DAMAGE TO CROPS SAYS
WHYTE.

Winnipeg, Aug. 26.—After an absence
of three weeks, spent in a trip of in-
spaction over the western lines William
White, second vice-president of the C.
P. R. has returned to Winnipeg.

One of the prime objects of the trip
was to look into the accommodation af-
forded tourists at the company’s hotels
th cughout the west, and speaking with
regard to this- Mr. White said that it
did not matter how efficient a train ser-
vice was given tourists, or how grand
the scenery might be, they were bound
to complain unless their bodily comforts
were thoroughly looked after in the ho-
tels along the route, ang that all other
efforts were wasted if the .accommoda-
tions at these hoteiries was not all that
it should be.

Improvement in Fuel Supply.

While in the west Mr. Whyte made
it a point to look- into the probable
coal supply for the coming winter, and
stated his opinion that the situation
had been greatly improved. Good pro-
gress had been made in getting out
coal, both for commereial purposes and
for the company, and there should be no
cause for anxiety if proper precautions
were taken. One phase of the situation
that would help very materially was the
fact that a number of consumers had be-
come convinced of the advisability of
getting in supplies early in the season.

No Damage to Crops.

“l so arranged my trip,” said Mr.
Whyte, “so”that | could return through
the spring wheat country by daylight
as 1 was anxious to note the advance
that had taken place since 1 had look-
ed over 1t on the way west three weeks
before. 1 was afraid that the cold wea-
ther we had encountered at Banft would
do considerable damage, but so far as 1
could see the frost had not done any
great damage, and while in some local-
ities the weather had been too wet, and
too heavy for proper growth this is not
true of the. majority of districts. We
have passed in comparative safety and
can probabiy depend upon two or three
weeks of fine weather. 'I'wo weeks will
put the greater part of the crop out ot
harm’s way, while all of the grain wilt
ve fit for harvesting inside of three
weeks.

FORESTRY EXPERT WILL COME
HERE.

Wmmpeg Aug., 26.—R. H. Camp-
bell," superintendent of forestry _at
Ottawa, who is on an inspection trip
of the various forest reserves through-
out the west, arrived in Winnipeg this

He says that
when he left Peace River on August
16th crops were a' looking well, Oats
were ripe and ready to cut. The es-
timated yield per acre would be al-
most 70 bushels.

HEAVIEST RAIN IN A YEAR.
Clouds rolling up on Saturday night
presaged the downpour of rain on Sun-
day. At the Meteorological station 1.58
mehed of rainfall has  heen entered as
the official record of this downpour. This
is the heaviest fall of rain in 24 hours
that Edmontor has known in many
months, in.fact since July 5th of last
vear when 1.58 inches also fell. So gen-
eral is. the interest in the unusual am-
ount of rain falling on Sunday that the
Bulletin  made special enquiries at the
Meterological  Station concerning it, . to-
gether with a request for observations
on the heaviest rainfalls. in previous
years; The demand entailed consider-
able work but: was courteously acceded
to, and the following interesting table
is the result:

Calgary, Aug, 25.—The city has been
informed that its application to ...e
Board of Railway Conumissioners of
Canada asking for an order directing
the C.P.R. to construct a subway un-
der the C.P.R. tracks at First street
east, has been refused, the commis-
sioners stating that the order should
not be made at the present time. In
refusing the order the commissioners
say that they have been recently tak-
ing up with some railway companies,
including C, P. R., the question of
railway crossings in cities ‘and towns
generally, and have requirad the com-
panies to furnish the board with
plans and profiles of such crossings.
They state this is being done with
a view to adopting a more systematic
plan of dealing with such matters
than has hitherto been followed, and
of enabling the board to judge which
of such ecfossings are most in need
of protection. The board considers
that until such enquiry shall take
place it should not require the com-
pany to construct any subway at Cal-
gary other than those at First street
west and Second east, and in the

THE TAXATION OF TOBACCO VEN-
DORS.

A question that is exciting consid-
erable interest in Strathcona at the
present time is that of taxing the to-
bacco stores of the city. The matte:

cation from the mayor,

He pointed out that, as present con-
ditions were, many of the youth of
the.city were eing corrupted by the
use of cigarettes, and his recommen
dation was that a large license fee,
say $50, be imposed on all vendcr:
of tobaceco,

There'is considerable é‘p]m‘—'iliun in
some quarters to the preposed license,
though Lucas & Campbell, probably
the largest vendors, have strongly en
dorsed the suggestion as set out by
Mayor Mills.

Those who oppose the suggested tax
state that if a license fee he imposed
sufficiently high to drive small deal-
ers out of the business, the exclusive
tobaceco dealer ean afford to pay a
license of $50 to get the combined
business of thesé dealers. Then, they
say, up wil go the price, as it ha:
gone up before in other instances of
a similar kind.

The question of the liccnse which
was left over from last council meet-
ing will come up for discussion at thi:
evening’s meeting when action will
likely be taken,

McLean, an
Old Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany’s Factor.

Victoria; Aug. 28.—““Give me a cayuse
every time. Those things are no good,”
was the terse manner in which Daniel
McLean, Hudson’s Bay factor, fur trap-
per and timber cruiser, and a man who

Wednesday morning got his first exper- |

ience of modern city life, expressed him-
self in regard to street car locomotion.

McLean arrived from River’s Inlet
on Wednesday morning, having come
down on the Venture. For the first
time since 1871- he experienced all the
conveniences or to him
of life in the city.

Tall, brawny, of a-splendid physique,
telling of the hardy life of a frontiers-
man and pioneer, McLean possessad  a
good deal of the quaint humor of his
Scoteh ancestors and his comments upon
civilization as exemplified in modern
city were amusing and entertaining in
this twentieth century.

“I suppose street cars are all right.
But why can’t people walk? They
don’t have far to go. Get them up
north with a hundred mile streteh be-
fore them. Then a cayuse is the pro-
per thing.”
