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PEARY MAINTAINS 
HIS BITTERNESS

Persists in Denouncing Claims of 
His Rival Dr. Cook—Peary’s 

Crew Against Him.

\ / ,g Sydney, N.S., Sept. 21—How deeply
Commander Peary has been aroused 
by the claims of Dr. Frederick A. 
Cook, the Brooklyn explorer, was evi­
denced by a statement he gave out late 
tonight in which he said that he 
v. iuld practically pray and fast until 
il, had routed his rival. “I wish to 
express thanks to my triends for their 
of trs and invitations,’ he said, “and 
I also beg to say that I prefer to ac­
cept no invitations to a public recep­
tion and no ovations until the pre­
sent controversy has been settled by 
some competent authorities.”

Of his own accord Commander 
Peary summosed the newspaper men 
to him tonight. He said:—

“You doubtless have questions you 
want to ask me, so I will answer them 
all at once.”

There followed a volley of Cook in 
terrogations. All of which the com­
mander turned aside. When asked if 
Boatswain Murphy had written in­
structions from him to guard the Cook 
stores at Annatook he replied that 
such was the case, adding, “All tftiis 
will be made public in due time.”

An Unfinished Sentence.
“When did you hear that Dr. Cook 

had discovered the pole ”
“I knew before I reached Etah that'

—But here Commander Peary sudden­
ly checked himself by adding: “No, 1 
wdn’t say a thing further.

Asked concerning his report to the 
government Commander Peary repli' 
cd: “I shall make aMull statement 
concerning the scientific observations 
of the tides, soundings and coast out­
lines to Supt. O. H. Timan, of She 
geodetic survey.”

When some one inquired if an ex­
plorer could fake observations he said 
he would leave that question to the 
geotitec isurvey, the international pol­
ar commission, or the National Geo­
graphical society. He said he would 
arrange tomorrow for a conference 
with the Peary Arctice dub officials 
and spend most of the day looking 
over his mail. To a final question 
about Dr. Cook, which evidently net- 
tied him. he replied:—

When I am ready I shall give plenty 
of proof that Dr. Cook was, never at 
the pole.”

Third Degree for Crew.
The crew of the Roosevelt, however, 

talked among themselves about the 
Peary-Cook controversy more than 
anything else. One reason was that 
Commander Peary had just put two 
Of his followers through a veritable 
third degree to learn all they knew 
about his rival. By this means he 
discovered that Dr. Cook had told one 
of them that be had been to the pole 
and that they had said not a word 
about it to their commander. These1 
two men are John Murphy, boats­
wain, and William Pritchard, cabin 
boy. This inquisition was as severe 
as any held at police headquarters in 
Mulberry street.

As a result Commander Peary be­
came all the more unwilling to allude 
to the subject. Murphy and Pritch­
ard, however, talked in detail about 
Dr. Cook and the quairrel that Mur­
phy had with Dr. Cook, because the 
lormer, under Commander Peary’s 
orders had taken possession of Dr. 
Cook’s supplies at Anatook, in Kane 
basin, about twenty miles from Etah. 
But most interesting of all the news 
which the Roosevelt brought in was 
the statement of Captain Robert Bart­
lett, that he had been promised by 
Commander Peary to be taken with 
him to the pole, but had been ordered 
back when he was only one hundred 
and twenty miles away.

Didn’t Disclose Real Reason.
After greeting his wife, Commander 

Peary said to a reporter: “Well, sir.

with the municipal authorities and 
the society of the town.

The only atop on the way will 
be at Bangor, Maine, where Com­
mander Peary is invited to speak. 
From Portland he will go to Eagle 
Island, where he will remain until 
he goes to New York.

this has been a lucky trip for which 
I am very thankful. I am very sorry 
to hear that Sydney got all ready to 
receive me yesterday, but I had to 
stop at St. Paul’s island. Then, too,
I had promised to reach Sydney Tues­
day and I did not want to mix up 
matters by getting in boo early.”

The commander diti not state why 
he had spent all day yesterday, only 
eight hours distant from an expectant 
wife and family. It was evidently 
some matter of importance which he 
did not care to discuss.

After Pritchard had been dug out 
of the forecastle he made this state 
ment: “I am not going to lie any 
more about this business. Dr. Cook 
told me he discovered the pole when 
he was at Annatook and told me to 
keep it a secret. I did until Harry 
Whitney said that Dr. Cook had told 
both him and me about the pole. As 
soon as the commander heard that 
he put me through the third degree 
and I told him everything."

Told Both Whitney and Pritchard.
“Both Whitney and I were in the 

same room at Ann-atook when Dr. 
Cook made known hi» discovery. He 
said he didn’t want it to leak out just 
then because if Commander Peary 
ever heard of it he would make all 
kinds of trouble. Dr. Cook seemed j 
to be afraid of Commander Peary. If

Hon. W. T- Finlay, minister >f 
agriculture, has returned from a week 
spent in touring the agricultural 
fairs in the province and sums up 
his observations of this year’s har­
vest by saying that it is the “biggest 
and earliest that the province has 
ever known.”

“The spring was late,” said Mr. 
Finlay to the Bulletin, “but as soon 
as it opened up there was a glorious 
spell of good weather and the grabi 
did not have a day’s set back from 
the time it sprouted until it was har­
vested. When the ripening stage ap­
proached the grain ripened, quickly 
.bit there was sufficient moisture *n 
tlfe soil'due to the apporturie rains, 
to have everything ripen well. In tnis- 
respect Alberta and Saskatchewan 
seem to have been particularly favor­
ed. In Manitoba dry weather during 
the growing months reduced the crop 
prospecte, considerably and several 
bushels per acre have had to be tak­
en off the first estimate of the grain 
yield.

Great Crop at Medicine Hat.
“The Medicine Hat country is an 

example of how Alberta has prospered 
this year. There the crop was poor 
last year on account of the hot winds 
and dry weather. This year the dis­
trict has had no set back and a mag­
nificent crop has been harvested.”

Mr. Finlay was glad to state that 
since the July crop report of the de­
partment of Agriculture, the winter 
wheat has come along so well with 
the splendid summer that the yield 
will 'be greatly in excess of the es­
timate which was 1,500,000 bushels 
for the province. He would now esti­
mate the winter wheat yield at 2.000. 
000 bushels. The July crop report is 
also considered very low for other 
grain crops and would stand consid­
erable inflation by the time the crop 
was all harvested. He though the 
farmers of the province were getting 
more grain and more money for 
than ever before.

Asked as to the progress of the 
harvest Mr. Finlay said that very 
little grain remains to be cut and the 
north country is ahead of the south. 
This was owing to the fact that :t 
great many .of the farmers reseeded 
their winter wheat fields to spring 
grain and waited until a late date be­
fore they decided to do so.

Damage From Hail Slight.
'‘The province has suffered very 

little from hail this year,” said Mr. 
Finlay, “only a few districts have 
been affected but the area is not as

Minneapolis, Minn., Set. 21.—John

hailed as the man of the hour by 
15.000,000 partisans, is dead at Roch­
ester. The end came at 3.26 this 
morning while he lay in a quiet rest­
ful sleep, surrounded by the wife 
whom he adored, his physicians and 
nurses, and two frif-nds of Mrs. John­
son’s girlhood days.

Besides Mrs. Johnson, Doctors W. 
J. and C. H. Mayo, Dr. McNevin, 
Nurses Jamie and Schiller and Mrs. 
John Sullivan and Miss Sullivan 
watched the spark of life flicker and 
go out.

“He is gone" they said. A flood 
of tears and sobs of agony, then the 
faithful wife fell upon the inanimate 
clay which in life had been all in all 
to her.

The scene in the death chamber was 
most pitiful. The governor was con­
scious almost to the end. He seem­
ed to realize that he was dying, but 
then, as during the days of pain and 
suffering, which preceded, he did not 
speak of it. He feared to accentuate 
the grief of the one who was praying 
God to save him to her.

It was apparent as early as six 
o’clock in the evening that death .was 
hut a matter of hours. At 8 o’clock 
Doctor Mayo emerged from the Gov­
ernor’s room and announced there 
was no hope and that life’s blood was 
slowly ebbing. They though he might 
live till early morning.

Shortly before 8 o’clock Mrs. John­
son sent forth an appeal: “Tell all 
the people who are friends of the 
Governor to pray for his life.”

But God willed otherwise.

John A. Johnson were completed at 
noon today. His body deit Rochester 
on a special train at 1.30 o’clock, ac­
companied by Mrs. Johnson, Fred 
Johnson, the late governor’s brother;

several officers of his staff and a com­
mittee representing the city. The 
body reached St. Paul at 5 o’clock. To­
morrow the remains will lie in state 
in the rotunda of the state capitol.

Wednesday afternoon, Rev. Father 
Lawler, chaplain of the governor’s 
staff, will conduct .services in the 
capitol. Thursday the body will be 
taken to St. Peter, where final ser­
vices will be held, under Presbyter­
ian auspices, Rev. R. E. Clarke, offi­
ciating. Interment will be made at 
St. Peter, the governor’s boyhood 
home. The honorary escorts will be 
the state officers. The St. Paul Elks 
and Knights of Pythias wild also be 
represented.

Expressions of sympathy have been 
received from all over the country. 
Governor’s of states, senators, con­
gressmen, high and low, have Wired 
messages of condolence. Flags are at 
half-mast) all over the state anti at 
Rochester and St. Peter business has 
been practically suspended.

Politics is not a remunerative voca­
tion and Governor Johnson died a 
comparatively poor man. He owns 
little property and carried one five 
thousand dollar life insurance policy. 
Beyond this he left nothing in a fin­
ancial way.

Adolph Eberhardt, Mankato, lieu 
tenant governor, left for St. Paul this 
morning and will be sworn in as Gov­
ernor Johnson’s successor at once. He 
is a Republican and Minnesota for 
the first time since 1904 will have a 
Republican governor.

UNIQUE CASE IN 
SUPREME COURT

Remarkable Action Arising Out of 
Dispute Over C. J. Robert’s 

Hackney Stallion.

A private wager made some time 
ago between C. J. Robert, manager 
of the Yale hotel, and Wm. R. Evans, 
of this city, in which the stakes of 
$1,000 and $250 a side were held by A. 
W. Hyndman, until recently man­
ager of the Royal bank, has resulted 
in an unique and interesting case 
which will come up before the Sep­
tember sittings of the Supreme court, 
which opens before Chief Justice Sif- 
ton tomorrow morning.

There lie in the office of the clerk 
of the .Supreme court three affidavits 
which explain the subject of contro­
versy arising out of the wager. The 
first, which is the most important 
for the understanding of the situa­
tion, is to the effect that C. J. Rob­
ert and Wm. R. Evans deposited wA#h 
A. W. Hyndman the sum of $1,250 
in ’the following proportions, viz. : C. 
J. Robert $1,000, and Wm. R. Evans 
$250, to be held by him until the de­
termination of a question which reads 
as follows :—

“Is the horse now in possession of 
C. J. Roberts and described as fol­
lows : Stallion, chestnut, white star 
on forehead, white fore and near hind 
feet, the eame horse as is described 
in the British Hackney stud book as 
“Towthorpe Rupert?”.

To be Decided by Stud Book.
It was agreed that the question

AUSTRALIA’S DEFENCE SCHEME

Working Out Scheme Which Will 
Give Force of 260,000 Men .

Canadian Associated Press.
Melbourne, Australia, Sept.21.— 

Minister of Defence Cook today mov­
ed the second reading of the defence 
bill in the House of Representatives, 
giving effect to the decisions of the 
Imperial Defence Conference. He 
said that in addition to the announcer 
ed naval proposals, the scheme woul'1 
eventually give a force of 260,009 well- 
trained soldiers, with a second line of 
115,000. A compact expeditionary 
force would be provided for oversea 
service. It is estimated the total 
cost would be £2,500,000 annually. All 
military forces would be interchange­
able with the forces of the other 
states of the Empire. Compulsion 
would at first' be limited to closely 
populated areas.

London, Sept. 21.—According to a 
Times despatch it is announced that 
under the Australian defence scheme, 
cadet' training will commence in 1911, 
and citizens training in 1912. When 
the scheme is in full working order, 
the Times estimated it will provide 
forty thousand junior cadets, seventy- 
five thousand senior cadets, fifty-five 
thousand citizen soldiers, under twen­
ty-one years of age, and a militia, 
250,000 strong, will thenceforth be re­
cruited only from fully trained men.

It is hoped that after 1916, Austra­
lia will have a first line of fifty 
thousand men ready to go anywhere, 
a second line qf fifty thousand ready 
to act as garrisons and a third line 
of one hundred forty thousand, com­
posed partly of men who have had 
citizen training and partly reservists 
of older training.

No Legal Right to Money.
In opposition to this, Mr. Robert, 

through his solicitors, Short, Cross & 
Biggar, has advised Mir. Hyndman 
not to pay the money to Evans as the 
agreement under which the money 
was paid in, was a wager and that 
therefore neither party has any legal 
right to recover the money paid in by 
the other even if it were admitted 
that the bet had been won.

The -affidavit of A. W. Hyndman is 
that ,he has in his possession the sum 
of $1,000, which is claimed 'by both 
parties to the wager. He explains 
that he is merely -a stakeholder and 
will dispose of the $1,000 as the court 
may direct.

Pursuant to the drawing up of the af­
fidavits, Mr. Hyndman, through Tub so­
licitors, Dawson, Hyndman & Hyndman, 
applied for an interpleader issue. This 
was granted by Mr. Justice Beck, he 
stating that there was not sufficient evi­
dence before him to know whether the 
contract in question was a contract of 
wager or not. He did not know whether 
Mr. Robert had an interest in the con­
tract other than the sum or stake. The 
order was accordingly given that Mr. 
Hyndman have ins costs out of the $1,000 
and that the balance be paid into court 
awaiting further order.

The disposition of the money in court 
is the basis of the suit which is now 
pending. There seems to be some doubt, 
however, as to whether the court can 
decide on the disposition of money 
staked on a wager.

As for the 
wheat, I cannot speak authonatively 
but I know enough to judge that the 
samples I have seen are of a very high 
quality.”

Several big schemes have been 
mingling with the Leduc ozone dur­
ing the past few weeks and one oi 
them was the fourth annual fair 
which was held on the' exhibition 
grounds on Tuesday. The town has 
been doing tilings of late in matters 
pertaining to Dominion and provin­
cial affairs and a strong attempt was 
made, by the exhibition directors to 
make the local fair quite in accord 
with the general spirit of progress.

The fair spoke of the abundance 
of the harvest season. All the grain 
in the district had beep cut and was 
stacked or stocked in the field, await­
ing the threshing machines. In some 
cases threshing machines already 
commenced but few farmers were 
there who did not stay their labors 
for a day to attend the annual fall 
fair. Material support was given in 
a good display of agricultural pro­
ducts and live stock. Of,the latter the 
horse show was given the best sup­
port and was very favorable comment­
ed on by A. Paterson, the well known 
Winnipeg horseman, who acted as 
judge. Tlie cattle, sheep and swine 
entries, were not large owing to the 
difficulty in getting these animals anv 
distance to be exhibited. Provision 
had been made for the display of the 
animals in a large show ring before 
the grand stand while the judging 
was in progress. This, of course, was 
in accord with the ideas of show 
authorities but it proved an incon­
venience to the exhibitors who had 
to bring their stock a considerable 
distance from the stables. A more 
successful feature of the show was 
the stock parade in which all the 
prize animals participated.

Dispay of Grain and Roots.
Tlie usual display of vegetables, 

grains, grasses, domestic products 
and poultry, were shown in the ex­
hibition tent. Farmers brought of 
their best, and the .best would hard­
ly be surpassed any where in the pro­
vince. The grain exhibit showed the 
high grade and big yields which the 
grain crop is giving this year. Fairs 
present much the same feature each 
year, but the 1909 fair at Leduc was 
particularly superior in the exhibit 
of a splendid quality of grain.

A liberal prize was awarded for 
the best exhibit by a school district 
in the score of attractiveness end1 
the variety and quality of the pro­
ducts exhibited. Three districts en­
tered but the prize went to Sunny­
vale school district which had a great 
array of vegetables, grains grasses' 
and domestic products. Second prize 
went to Jordan Hill and third 10 
Haliez districts. The object of Vie 
entries was to advertise the various 
districts contiguous to Leduc and >n 
this respect Sunnyvale showed a con­
siderable enterprise.

The fair was formally opened be­
fore the grand stand with speeches 
by the representative, present of the 
Department of Agriculture. R. T. 
Telford occupied the chair and called 
upon Hon. W. T. Finlay, minister >f 
agriculture, to speak to the occasion. 
He remarked on the good, showing cf • 
the Leduc district in all matters per­
taining to agriculture. Other speak­
ers were A. W. Foley, of the poultry 
branch, and W. F. Stevens, live stock 
commissioner. A. L. Marks express­
ed the thanks of the town at the pre­
sence of the visitors and the words 
of advice which were given in the 
interests of agriculture. From né 
hour of opening to the close these 
was a stream of visitors, many being 
present from Edmonton, Strathcona 
and the surrounding district.

The cash situation was the 
top sheaf of the bull shock, as prices 
for No. 2 red winter were higher in 
ail the markets. St. Louis reported 
sales at $1.17, Kansas City at $1.16. 
Chicago at $1.13 and the lesser mar­
kets were higher too. Spring wheat, 
however, was a drug on the market. 
While there is believed to be a good- 
sized storage in December wheat in 
the Bfirtlett-Patten house, it is also 
believed that James A. Patten is not 
short a pound. It is well lftiown 
that the Wheat King advised his 
customers to keep off the bear side 
of September wheat, owing to the 
Armours having full control of it. 
Every section of the country is re­
porting an abnormal demand for 
wheat. Minneapolis advices said 
that southwest millers were in that 
market and Duluth for the purpose of 
making purchases of cash wheat for 
shipments to the southwest. Si. 
Louis reported 25,000 bushels No. 2

red winter as sold to a Texas miller 
for winter .shipment, the price being 
$1.18. The advance of l%d at Liver­
pool was a surprise to the trade here 
and elsewhere. The strength was 
caused by the scarcity of American 
winter wheat offers, higher prices for 
Manitoba No. 1, urgent milling de­
mand, and the discovery that most 
of the home grown United Kingdom 
grain was damp, and it will be u 
fit for milling jfurposes before ne 
spring.

Winnipeg and further advance may 
be seen. There was an irregular mar­
ket in corn, with September losing % 
for the day and the more deferred 
months gaining % to %c. Cash 
transactions were small at 145.000 
bushels. While there was no frost 
in sight, unsettled weather is de­
veloping in the corn belt and there is 
a great demand of corn that is still 
ip condition to be injured by cold 
weather.

Weekly Free Press, the highest price 
in more than ten years.

“Receipts are small, but they will 
be larger after harvest,” say the deal­
ers. and in the meantime hogs are. 
high all over the American contin­
ent. Perhaps receipts may increase 
after harvest, no doubt they will to 
a certain extent, but the pigs are not 
in the country, there are scores of 
farms off which all pigs were sold 
last year. Feed grains were high 
and pork was too cheap, said the 
farmers, and it does not pay to feed 
hogs and so the brood sows went to 
market. This year the yield of 
coarse grains is so large that even 
with a short crop in Ontario and the 
maritime provinces it is probable 
that prices will drop very much be­
low what they were last year. The 
home demand will not be so great 
because there will be less demand 
from railway camps. As one man 
remarked the other day, “railway con­
struction for the coming year will be 
largely in the mountains, where they 
will want more dynamite than they 
will oats.” With over 160,000.000 of 
oats and 30,000,000 bushels of barley, 
and very considerable rye there are 
nearly 200,000,000 bushels of coarse 
grains in the west and it is easy to 
suppose that some proportion of thest 
at least could be more profitably dis 
posed of as pork than in their raw 
state, but the pigs are not here to 
feed.

All the indications point to both 
pork and beef being higher for the 
future than they have been for 
several years and under these condi­
tions the west has fewer cattle and 
hogs to offer, which is not sound, 
economic farming.

ON LIVE STOCK MATTERS.

George H. Grieg, of Winnipeg, wes- 
live stock commissioner, was 

in Ihe city Wednesday consulting 
with the Department of Agriculture 
regarding certain phases of the live 

industry in this province.
To a Bulletin representative, Mr. 

Grieg stated that the most important 
I^*a*ure of the industry 'at present is 
the manner in which the large cattle 
and sheep ranchers are being forced 
out of business by the incoming tide 
oi immigration. He intimated that 
he is investigating the conditions, to 
which considerable publicity has 
been given recently by prominent 
Alberta stockmen, with a view to 
seeing whether something cannot be 
done to Mem the rapid trend of the 
live lock industry.

C.P.R. CROP REPORT.
Calgary, Sept. 21.—The crop report 

for the last weeks shows the crop in 
excellent condition. Bumper crops 
are expected from nearly all places. 
Below is an itemized account of the 
crops :

Wetaskiwin—35 bushels of wheat to 
the. acre, 100 per cent, good; 50 bush­
els of oats to the acre, 100 per cent, 
good; 40 bushels of barley to the 
acre, 100 per cent. good.

Outlook is Gloomy in South.
“The gloomy outlook portrayed in 

P. Bums’ letter of a few weeks ago 
is not an exaggeration, looking only 
at tttie, southern part of the province.
1 am firmly convinced that if the 
mixed farmer -in Northern Alberta, 
once realizes the situation, and recov­
ers from the severe shock his confid­
ence in the market received! a few 
yeats ago, the shortage which has been 
occasioned by the large rancher going 
out oi busines-swill be made good.”

Hog Prices Will be High.
Asked as to the outlook for the hog 

industry, Mr. Stevens stated that he 
had seen nothing in the future of the 
business to indicate that hogs would 
be anything but profitable, in fact he 
was sure that good prices will con­
tinue to prevail. *

“Farmers throughout the country 
have curt ai le dthe number of their 
brood sows,” said Mr. Stevens, “ow­
ing fo the high prices of barley and 
corn last year. It- was expected that 
the new pig crop would lie good, but 
owing to the lateness of the spring 
the loss was very considerable. I-n 
addition to this the price of corn in 
the United States is certain to be 
high owing to the crop being much 
below -expectations and the conse­
quence will be -that the farmer will 
not be inclined to feed to heavy 
weights. In Ontario and Quebec there 
is a reported shortage of both the bar­
ley and oat crop. Also many of the 
termers will ncti increase the number 
oi breeding animals which is not like­
ly to have pigs sent on the market in 
very goo doondition or in very large 
numbers. This general -state of ai-1 
fairs would lead the farmers to ex­
pect good prices for some time.

Sheep on Decline.
Mr. Stevens has been giving , omc 

considerable time to the sheep -itu- 
utitm in Alberta. He finds that the 

‘sheep ranches are becoming fewer in 
number and that the small farmer is 
as yeti doing little or nothing to off­
set the tendency towards decreased 
pioduetion. Mr. Stevens is endeav­
oring to bring the matter before the 
Dominion authorities with a view to 
seeing if some arrangement cannot be 
made whereby pasturage for sheep, es­
pecially in Southern Alberta, may be 
procured.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 20.—After 
travelling 2,275 miles, mostly through 
district of Keewatin on creeks, rivers, 
lakes, and ocean by canoe, launch, 
steamer, and York boat, paying out 
7,000 in treaty annuities 4o the Cross 
Lake, Split Lake, and Nelson House 
band of Cree Indians and arranging 
for the Chipewyan Indians at Fort 
Churchill and the Cree Indians -it 
York Factory to come into treaty No.

Navigating Hudson Bay.
Mr. McLean and his party had their 

most trying and yet most interest­
ing experiences on the trip from York 
Factory to Churchill and return, dur­
ing which the dangers and hardships 
of navigating the Hudson Bay in an 
open boat were brought home to the 
travellers in a convincing manner. 
The voyage was made in a York boat. 
The trip along the coast is invariably 
fraught with considerable exposure 
and always with danger. At many 
points along the barren shore the 
tide recedes from one to four miles 
from the high water mark and it is 
very difficult to reach the shore for 
camping at night.

QUITTING THE FARMS AND WHY
Mr. J. J. Hill has again been ire- 

minding the people of the United 
States that the farmers are the mak­
ers of a country; and couples it with 
Vie alarming statement that the per­
centage of fanners in that country has 
declined one-fourth in the last thirty 
yearn. Should the process continue 
it will be found, he says, that when 
(the population of the nation has reach­
ed one hundred millions, only thirty 
millions will be working the soil. This 
means that on thirty millvns of peo­
ple will lie the burden of producing the 
food, clothing and other comforts and 
luxuries for themselves and seventy 
millions more. To the casual observer 
this would seem to be an altogether 
desirable condition, from the farmers’ 
standpoint, as it must increase the 
prices of farm product^ of all kinds 
and also the price of farm land. But 
an increase in the price of farm land, 
though a windfall to the individual 
with land to sell, js not of necessity 
a benefit to the farming community, 
nor to the farming business. If one 
man sella a farm at a high figure he 
retires from the farming business and 
the farming fraternity.

compared to his predecessor; for he 
has put a much large amount of 
money into his business on which he 
must earn dividends, or try to earn 
them. The more often a farm is -sold 
at an increase, the greater the amount 
which must annually be taken from 
the soil to give dividends on the in­
vestment. And as the .last purchaser 
is the farmer it is obvious that hi-s 
chances in life have not been improv­
ed by the profits that have been made 
b/ successive sellers. This process ex­
tended over a hundred or a hundred 
thousand farm's, holds equally true 
and leaves ,the present owners of the 
land always at a disadvantage over 
their predecessors.

If this increase in the cost of a farm 
could be always paralleled by an in­
crease in the value of farm products 
the farmer would, of course, be under 
no real disadvantage. Aside from the 
difficulty of getting the larger amount 
of original capital, farm land might as 
well be worth a thousand dollars per 
acre as a hundred, provided' it'he prices 
of farm produce were proportionately 
raised. But this can hardly be ex­
pected to occur. Alongside the Un­
ited States lies one of the greatest 
wheat tracts of the world, with an 
abundance of cheap land. By the 
time the United States has a hundred 
minions of population Western Can­
ada will ha seeking wheat markets 
even more keenly than today. And 
the farmers of the Republic will be 
badly advised if they rely on the men 
they have enriched to preserve them 
from this competition. Though the 
farmers of the United States when in 
the overwheViing majority, have 
maintained a high tariff to develop 
other lines of home industry, they 
must not expect the others to return 
the compliment when the propor­
tions are reversed. When the tariff- 
made men and industries of the Unit, 
el States become convinced that free 
wheat is more to their advantage than 
disadvantage they ate not very likely 
to maintain the tariff on wheat for 
the sake of repaying their debt of 
gratitude to the American farmer. 
Protectionist “loyalty” does not work 
out that way. It is the duty of the 
farmer to pay more for his mowers 
that a home industry may flourish, 
but it is not the admitted mission of 
the factory owner and worker to pay 
mere for his bread in order that the

DILLON FOUND GUILTY.

Sentenced to Death for Murder of 
Constable Shea in Montreal.

Montreal Sept. 19.—John Dillon 
the book agent, who killed Constable 
Shea on April 6, 1908, was found 
guilty of murder by the jury in the 
court of Ring's bench here on Satur­
day and sentenced to be hanged on 
November 19. Dillon was the leading 
actor in one of the most dramatic 
crimes ever perpetrated in Montrea'. 
For several hours he kept at bay over 
109 armed policemen in his boarding 
house on Man.ce street, and it was on­
ly after being drowned out by the fire 
brigade and wounded by many bullets 
from the policemen’s éuns that ac­
cess to his room was finally obtained. 
In addition to shooting Shea' dead, 
Dillon severely wounded Chief Detec­
tive Carpenter and Constable Fouch- 
ult. Dillon showed no concern when 
the death sentence was announced. 
His lawyer will ask for commutation 
to life imprisonment.

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PEARY MAINTAINS
HIS BITTERNESS
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(Continued from Page One.)

a great thing. He ie bound to be- 
codVe a great man. I honor myself 
that Î know him well. He claims to 
have reached tiie pole and from evi­
dences, I believe he .has. The letter 
was written to Mr. 'Whitney’s mother 
in New Haven and was devoted large­
ly to personal and family matters and 
the reference to Dr. Oook, being of 
the highest public interest, was given 
out by Mr. Whitney's sister, Mrs. W. 
Blodgett, of FishkiÜ, N.Y. It will be 
noted that the date, September 5, was 
the day before Commander Peary, an­
nounced in a cable despatch * from 
Indian Harbor, that he too had reach­
ed the pole on April 6th, one year 
after Hr. Cook.

Cook Will Produce Proofs.
New York, Sept. 21.—"Dr. Cook, 

will you make a repljt to Commander 
Peary's repeated charges-that you did 
not reach the north jSele”

“You may say for me once and for 
all,” said Dr. Cook, "that I have 
nothing to say regarding Mr. Peary. 
Whatever he has done is his, and I 
have not one word to say against 
him. What I have done is mine and 
I cannot see that Mr. Peary can pos­
sibly say or do anything that requ’res 
any answer.

“I discovered the north pole. f 
have plenty of proof, moral and physi­
cal, that I did so. I will not enter 
into a mud-slinging contest with Mr. 
Peary, who cannot possibly be con­
cerned in my discovery."

Dr. Cook, as he spoke, was resting 
one arm on the right shoulder -->f 
John Bradley, who financially back­
ed his expedition. He was resting, 
after receiving 5,000 friends who call­
ed at the Brooklyn chib, Brooklyn, 
during the afternoon today to give 
him welcome. “If you will not talk 
Peary, will you make clear the seem­
ing mystery that covers Whitney's 
part in the announcement or conceal­
ment of the discovery oi the pole by 
yourself?” was the next questions put 
to Dr. Cook.

“Willingly," he replied. “There 
no mystery. Harry Whitney knows 
that I discovered the pole not only 
from what I told him, but from what 
he learned from others. Mr. Whitney 
is a gentleman. I entrusted him with 
certain facts under pledge of secrecy 
and he has done as I know he would. 
He has kept my secret but will tell 
the truth when asked.”

Whitney Retains Secret.
“It has been stated that you lett 

certain of your personal belongings 
with. Mr. Whitney. Just what did 
you give him "

“I gave Mr. Whitney one sextant, 
one or two compasses and a ew 
sheets of paper, that is all.”

“Did you tell him you had reached 
the north pole?”

“Yes, I told him that, and Pritch­
ard and one other man, heard the 
conversation. All promised to keep 
the secret.”

“Just what really happened at 
Et«h upon your return. Dr. Cook?'

“Did you read the morning papers?” 
asked the explorer with a smile. If 
you did there is a mention of a white 
man. and two Eskimos dragging their 
way,into Etah and dragging their way 
out again. That is the truth. The 
white man was myself.”

“Had Peary taken your stores?”
“I said I would not speak of Peary.

I repeat I dragged my way there and 
I dragged my way out. did not do 
it for pleasure.”

"Rudolph Francke says in an -ffi- 
davit that he had to give up all your 
stores to Peary. Is Francke truthful, 
doctor.”

“Franke is a good fellow. I have 
seen him. I believe him truthful."

“Why did you leave Etah alter you 
met Whitney there? Was it because 
you found your stores taken or had 
you some reason for not returning 
that wgy?”

In Haste to Reach Civilization.
"I left Etah and made the jffurney 

Overland to Annatook because I wish­
ed to get away from the land of ice 
as quickly as possible. . There was 
nothing unusual about my trip. I 
had, no certainty of getting a boat, 
from Etah. No boats were due there 
and had-1 waited it would have been 
simply ,on the chances of a relief 
ship. At -Annatook, however, ■ steam­
ers call at regular intervals and 
thought it would be best I risked the 
journey overland. It. was one of the 
hardest stretches of my life.”

“Did you doubt if you waited it 
Etah that Peary would bring you 
back?”

“There’s the subject again that 
will not discuss,” said Dr. Cook.

“Why did you leave anyhting with 
Mr. Whitney?"

“J simply gave him all the unnec­
essary articles I hail. The instru­
ments I no longer needed. I wished 
to travel as light as possible. On that 
trip every pound counts.

“Then it can be understood that 
conditions there, were such that you 
dragged your way to Etah, stayed 
there a few unhappy days and drag­
ged your way out?"

“That is exactly it, I should say,’ 
responded the explorer, “the why’s 
and wherefores must wait.”

“That infers there was 
trouble ?”

"I infer nothing," said Dr. Cook 
sharply. “I deal in facts, not infer, 
ences.” ...
'‘Well, if you will not discuss Peary 

or any part his men may have play­
ed in your trip, tell about the pole, 
dqçttor-”

‘.‘It is the hardest thing to tel 
about for there is nothing unusual tc. 
tell.

Nothing But Ice.
“It .was just ice. I made repeated 

observations and there are certain 
conditions of the horizon that I noted 
that I eon't static m an - off hand 
talk.”

“Were there no conditions, of sky 
air, sea, stars, sun, or anything you 
noted that distinguished the pole?”

‘‘Yes,. as I said there were pecu­
liarities of the libfizdn that" distin­
guished the top. of. the-earth from anir 
other spot I have, .ever seen, I will 
tell of these at some other time. As 
regards other conditions, there were 
but few changes froip what could be 
noted as the pole is approached.

These observation Ï wish first to 
place before " my ci ties in official 
form before discus.-ing them.”

“Where have you the data of your 
trip?”

“With me.”
‘Then the papers you left with Mr. 

Whitney are not your official re­
cords ?”

“I simply left with Mr. Whitney 
memoranda that seemed best at tne 
time. Mr. Whitney will speak for 
himself and I wish it so. I have all 
the necessary proof with me.”

“Do you think conditions have 
changed at the north during the last 
two or three years, thus making pos­
sible the trips of yourself and Peary, 
when they might have not been pos­
sible before?”

"I know nothing of any one else’s 
trip. I simply know that I found 
unusually favorable conditions that 
seemed to improve with the wav 
north. My trip back was the hard­
est.”

Explorer Greatly Fatigued.
Dr. Cook’s friends intervened at this 

point. The explorer was plainly at 
the end of his strength. His hair 
and brow were dark and the lines in 
his face had deepened perceptibly 
during the day. Only his eyes seemed 
untird and cheerful. As he was be­
ing led to a private room, one man 
whispered in his ear: “Just a few 
minutes more now Doctor, to get these 
notes ready,” and the explorer turn­
ed to Bradley and said : “Don’t worry 
old man. I can stand it as long is 
they can.” Three cheers for Dr. Cook, 
rang out as the explorer sought his 
room for a few hours rest before the 
coming banqut and reception in the 
evening. The cheers were given and 
then a man cried : “Who discovered 
the north pole?” “Peary-Cook” shout­
ed the crowd, and. the afternoon .or­
deal was over.

Congratulations for Cook.
Antwerp, Sept. 22—The Royal Geo-

Cook was coming out on a tug; would 
meet him at quarantine, and how all 
Brooklyn was turning out in his 
honor. Naturally the thing upper­
most in my mind was the Cook-Peary 
controversy, and as my time on 
board the Oscar II. was limited I 
asked : • ’

“In view of the splendid reception 
you received in Denmark, undoubted­
ly the government officials saw your 
records and proofs of your great dis­
covery?”

“Yes, the Danish officials saw my 
narrative and records. The Danish 
steamship Gothab, Captain Scorsby, 
remained in Greenland for two weeks 
placing the new North Star mission. 
The officers and crew had opportunity 
of talks with the natives and the in­
formation brought back on that 
steamer had much to do with the 
favorable attitude of the people of 
Denmark.

Refers to Sverdrup.
"Of course, you know,” went on Dr. 

Cook, “that Captain Sverdrup is very 
enthusiastic in his championing my 
cause. I had never met him before 
and it made me feel very good to re­
ceive his warm friendship. Also 
that of Captain Amundsen and Cap­
tain Lecointe, director of the Brussels 
Royal Astronomical Observatory.”

“Dr. Cook, what do you really think 
of Commander Peary’s attitude?" I 
broke out at this point.

Dr. Cook laughed, put his hands 
behind his head in his characteristic

Cook read tfiem carefully and then 
said: “There is nothing new here and 
I shall wait until something more le 
finite is published before saying any­
thing further on the matter.

Aside from this short reference to 
Commander Peary, Dr. Cook’s ex­
pressions chiefly concerned the joy 
of his arrival at home. it was a day 
of varied emotion "or the explorer, 
and although he is not an emotional 
man, his eyes glistened - s li - saw the 
beach of Fire Island as the Oscar II. 
passed close in shore and the passe 
gers were able to distinguish plainly 
objects on land.

Dr. Cook.left the deck on y a few 

minutes during the day, :d with 
continued good nature posed repeat­
edly for photograph» at th: reqtres* 
of his fellow passengers, who have 
lionized him throughout th- trip.

“I always 
thought he was a friend of mine.”

He held a smiling face, though, as 
if the whole matter was not troubling 
him.

“Certainly I have always treated 
him as a friend."

Then Dr. Cook turned examiner 
and asked: “Has Pritchard said any­
thing?”

“Yes, the newspapers had an inter 
view with him this morning, wired 
from Sydney,” I told him.

“I am not surprised. As a mat­
ter of fact, Pritchard overheard me 
when I was telling Harry Whitney 
of my discovery of the Pole.”

‘Why doesn’t Whitney come 
home?” I asked, echoing the ques­
tion that has been in the mouths of 
so many thousand Americans.

"He told me during the winter that 
he intended to stay north, hunt big 
game and that he would not get home 
until late in October.”

I did not ask him why he did not 
wait at Etah for a relief ship or for 
Commander Peary’s return with his 
own magnificent ice breaker. Any 
explorer who has been in the Arctic 
will know how uncertain relief ships 
may be and can appreciate how 
anxious hè was td get back, and the 
only sure way was to catch the Dan­
ish steamer at Upper Navik. Just 
remember the starvation of members 
of the Greely party was due to the 
failure of a relief ship.”

He Has the Proofs.
Dr. Cook smiled at my serious ex­

pression and volunteered : “Have no 
fear, Fiala, I have the proofs and 
they will be forthcoming before long.”

We then turned to the story of the 
trip and with the tug urging my de­
parture by whistling I asked him 
about his long march to and from 
the pole. I was particularly inter­
ested in his ability to make such re­
markable time over the ice. I asked 
him if he did not strike smoother ice 
than has been true of most explor-

New York, Sept. 20.—On boarding 

the liner Oscar II. at five o’clock to­
night from the tug John J. Timmons, 
off Fire Island Lightship, I heard a 
■familiar voice : “Hello Fiala, glad to 
see you.” It was Dr. Cook at the 
head oi the companionway leading to 
the stye rage deck, who had watched 
•me through the perilous climb up a 
dangling ladder from a bouncing 

■ newspaper tug.
. “Welcome, Doctor, to America. I 
congratulate you on your great vic­
tory and success in finding the Pole.”

“Thank you, Fiala; I can’t tell you 
hqw glad I am to see you. You’r the 
first man I’ve seen direct from A men 
ca,” returned Dr. Cook.

“I’m a little ahead of the rest of 
the committee. I wish to congratu 
late you on, behalf of the explorers 
and Arctic clubs on your wonderful 
achievement.”

We struck some rough ice near 
land,” he said, “but nothing like 
that with which you had to contend 
on your expedition. -• We had little 
trouble with rough ice further north. 
We were bothered somewhat by leads 
(open channels in the ice), finding the 
widest the big lead' at 83 degrees. 
Beyond that the going was better. We 
were tough, stout, hardened to the 
work and in good condition, for we 
had been living on fresh musk-ox I 
meat and inspired by the thought I 
that each day we were nearing the 
place where all meridians cross.”

“I asked him about his little hut on 
the north shore of Jones Sound, 
where he" spent the winter after his 
return from the North Pole. I was 
thinking of the little hut in Franz 

Josef Land, where Nansen and Johan­
sen had spent a winter after their re­
cord-breaking trip toward the pole. 
They had roofed their hut over with 
walrus hides, and I asked Dr. Cook 
if he followed their plan.

“No, Fiala, we covered our hut with 
whalebone and moss and stretched 
muskox hides over the top.”
This is just an interesting detail of 

Mr. Cook’s life in the north, one of 
the distinctive tales bound to come 

out when he publishes his full story 
later on. It was from this winter 
hut that Dr. Cook had to make his 
300 miles trip, without dogs,, to Etah, 
he and his Eskimos, dragging the 
sledges, which contained their poor 
supplies and the invaluable records, 
all that he had to prove his wonder­
ful trip.

His Mind on Hie Home.
It was easy to see that Dr. Cook’s 

mind was on his home, almost in 
sight, just beyond reach, because of 
the activity of that Brooklyn celebra­
tion committee. He asked again 
a.bput his wife and children.

“It seems to me,” he said, "as 
though I had been away for ten years. 
The Danes have treated me magnifi­
cently, but you don’t know how good 
old Fire Island light looks to me. 
I'm not working yet. I have the 
book to publish, but I hope they will 
allow me the first night ashore with 
my family.”

Dr.. Cook’s brother at Calliooon, 
N.Ÿ., had manufactured sledges for 
Arctic service. I asked him if he 

.had. used, bis brother's sledges or 
those of the type used by Commander 
Peary in his northern work. Dr. 
Cook said.; “I constructed piy own 
sledges during* the winter at Etah 
from wood turned out by my brother

Toronto Methodists Ask Government 
to Prohibit Gambling.

Toronto, Sept. 20—At a financial 
meeting of the Toronto central district 
of the Methodist church this after­
noon a resolution was passed censur­
ing the Dominion government for 
granting a charter to the Metropolitan 
Racing association. The resolution 
said :—

“The defalcation of bank clerks and 
the withdrawal of large sums from the 
savings banks of Victoria, B.C., trace­
able to gambling, invited by a race 
meet recently held there, are only in­
cidents to the mania for gambling 
which is doing great damage to the 
moral, social and business life of 
Canada.”

The resolution asked the govern­
ment to introduce legislation at its 
next session to prohibit gambling in 
connection with horse racing and also 
the publication ! of betting intellig­
ence.

“The final estimate as given on 
March 1 last by the three provincial 
governments in respect to the 1908 
wheat crop, showed an area of 6,813,- 
020 acres, at an estimated yield of 
105,149,354 bushels. _____

“It would appear, however, that 
my estimate of the situation, as furn­
ished to the department Jan. 15 last, 
was more nearly correct, viz., 98,034,- 
333 bushels, the report at hand show­
ing the crop of 1908 to have actually 
turned out 98,779,250 bushels. It is 
most gratifying rto be able to report 
a large increase in the number of cars 
inspected for the twelve months end­
ing August 31, 1909, of all grain, as 
compared with that of a year ago, the 
increase Tieing 23,975 cars.

LOCAL.

Lake from that city. No particulars 
were given, but Superintendent Cuth- 
bert, of the R.N.W.M.P., Fort Sask­
atchewan, ordered Sergeant Phillips 
to proceed to the lake and make an 
investigation. He left on Saturday 
and will not be back for several days.

IMMIGRATION HALL.
Thirty-seven immigrants were re­

ceived at the Immigration Hall last 
week. Twenty-nine left during the 
week in search of homesteads. Those 
who arrived were chiefly from the 
United States. A few were from 
England and Scotland. Four came 
from Germany. W. J. Webster 
says in his weekly report : "All are 
healthy, intelligent, muscular people, 
such as are required to till the soil; 
the majority are fairly well to do 
and will take up homesteads.

FEDERAL GRANT TO BRIDGE.
Mayor Lee held another conference 

this forenoon with Hon. Mr. Oliver 
to discuss further the high-level 
bridge proposition.

More than to intimate 
that the Federal government might 
give the full 16 per cent, of the cost 
of the railway bridge, Mr. Oliver 
gave no definite assurance of the 
grant that would be forthcoming from 
the Dominion.

LEFT WITHOUT FOOD 
A TRAPPER PERISHED

Clyde Anderson, of Nebraska, Returns 
From Big Eddy Where He was 
Searching for Hie Brother—Found 
Message at Ruins of Camp.

"Mv camp was burnt out and all my 
grub has been destroyed. I am leaving 
for Edmonton on foot.’’

These words writen with a rifle bul­
let, that lay alongside, upon a piece of 
paper attached to a board and found 
in -the uninhabited country 80 miles 
south-west of the Big Eddy on the 
Macleod river, are all that remains to 
point to the fate of Alvah Anderson, a 
prospector of Meligh, Nebraska. These 
words accompanied by the date January 
11th, 1909, were found beside the ruins 
of a camp, destroyed by fire, several 
weeks ago by Clyde Anderson, a brother 
of the missing pan, who immediately re­
cognized the writing. He had come all 
the way from Nebraska to Edmonton 
and thence preceded to the Big Eddy in 
search of the lost prospector.

Mr. Anderson returned to Edmonton 
several days ago and left yesterday after­
noon on return to his home. With the 
exception of what is stated above he has 
found no trace and he is convinced that 
the body of his brother, who undoubted­
ly perished from hunger or exposure, 
lies in some uninhabited part of the 
country to the west of the city.

reported this morning at a price un­
derstood to be in the vicinity of $1,000 
per foot frontage. The purchasers are 
the Molsons bank.

The property is located next to 
the Empire block. It includes the 
one-storey buildings occupied by the 
bakery of H. N. Dodge end the meat 
market of Jos. Hehesdoerfer. »The 
property has a frontage of 40 feet on 
Jasper avenue and runs back 150 
feet.

The previous owners were McDou­
gall and Record, and the Hourston es­
tate, to whom the 25 feet where the 
bakery stands, belonged, and Killen 
& Gilbert, who were owners, of the 15 
feet now occupied by the meat shop.

Plans will be prepared at once for a 
handsome three-storey oank building 
to cost in the vicinity of $50,000. 
Work will be started early next spring 
and the bank hope to be in their new 
premises by next September. The 
work will be rushed ahead1 as fast as 
possible as the present accommoda­
tion is already entirely too small ior 
the rapidly increasing business. The 
new building will have offices on the 
second floor, while the third will be 
used as quarters for the staff.

Last week William Molson McPher­
son, president of the bank, and the 
general manager, Jas. Elliott, were in 
the city. They were much impressed 
at the growth of the city and the in­
crease in business since their visit 
.ist year. The bank was established 

in Edmonton a little over three years 
ago and has worked up an ever-in- 
c.TCrtD business under the min- 
■gametic oi G. W. Swaisland.

WILL NOT REPLY.
Chancellor Stuart of the university 

of Alberta when seen by a press re­
presentative Monday, was asked if ne 
had anything to say in reply to the 
letter of Dr. Kennedy published in 
the Bulletin.

“No, practically nothing. It is 
not practically nothing.

TAFT WOULD REDUCE 
SWOLLEN FORTUNES

President Brings Denver Audience to 
It’s Feet With Proposal to Make 
Illegal Holding of Large Fortunes 

in Trust—Talks Income Tax,
Also.

Denver, Col., Sept. 21.—President 
Taft took another page from the 
“Roosevelt” book tonight and delight­
ed progressive Denver with a recipe 
for the reduction of swollen fortunes.

“Let the states,” he said, “pass 
laws of inheritance which shall re­
quire the division of great fortunes 
between the children of the descend­
ants and shall not permit a multi­
millionaire to leave his fortune in 
trust so as to keep it in a mass. Make 
more drastic the rule against perpetu­
ities and then impose a heavy and 
graduated income tax which shall 
enable the state to share largely In 
the proceeds of such large accumu­
lation of wealth which would hard­
ly have been brought about without 
the state’s protection and its aid.”

Denver howled its appreciation of 
the suggestion. As a matter of fact 
it has been howling ever since -the 
president arrived here this afternoon. 
Tonight's turnout at the Auditorium 
where Bryan was last nominated, 
however, was the biggest thing that 
greeted the president since he started 
west. Fiftert thousand people crowd­
ed into the big convention hall and 
probably as many more stood outside 
and echoed the cheers from within.

Corporations and Income Tax.
It has been understood that the pre 

sident would talk conservatively. He 
changed his mind, however, and in 
the pursuit of the plan which he has 
adopted to discuss the policies of his 
administration on this whirl around 
he took tip the corporation and in­
come taxes. He defended the former 
and voiced an earnest hope that the 
stattes will approve of the constitu­
tional amendment which has been 
proposed to legalize the latter.

The president is not in favor of an 
immediate passage of an income tax 
law even if the amendment is adopt­
ed. But he believes that it would be 
a good thing for the government to 
have in stock a handy asset in case 
of an emergency. He tackled the in­
come tax problem tonight with the 
same vigor that characterized his ad­
dress on corporations at Des Moines 
yesterday. One could distinctly hear 
the swish of the big stick. He even 
had another whack at the corpor­
ations tonight, pointing out at one 
time that the corporation income was 
a powerful lever for the government- 
in its general plan for the regulation 
of corporations.

Still Thinking Tariff.
'And hé threw in a new suggestion 

which indicates that despite all that 
he has said about the tariff being 
settled for the time being, his mind 
continues to dwell upon this vexed 
question. The returns that are to 
be made by the corporations under 
the corporation tax law, he declared 
will be valuable in the event of an­
other revision of the tariff, in that 
they will constitute a record from 
year to year of the exact financial 
condition qf the big corporations, the 
inference being that the fostering care 
of protection will not be needed by 
those interests who show continued 
prosperity from year to year.

It was the proposed legal practice 
for the reduction of swollen fortunes 
that appealed to the crowd most in 
the address tonight.

TAFT WIELDS BIG STICK.

It is expected that railway excursions 
will be planned all over the Province 
for October 1st, when ail roads will lead 
-to Edmonton, and Alberta’s capital will 
open its gates to vice-royalty and many- 
distinguished public men as well as hun­
dreds of sightseers.

Following io Footsteps of Roosevelt 
He Menaces Railways.

Omoha, Sept. 20.—Taft called into 
play the Roosevelt big stick this 
morning and flourished it menacingly 
at the railroads speaking before a 
crowd of 20,000 at Des Moitiés. He 
declared that the railroad rate bill 
has not accomplished the purpose 
for which it was designed and out­
lined a plan for a more effective con­
trol of corporations.

“We have entered upon a course 
of regulating railroads,” said the pre­
sident, “and às the laws which we 
passed have not been as effective for 
the purpose as it was wished they 
should, we must continue to introduce 
amendments to bring about a bill that 
will.”

Among the important reforms which- 
the president will recommend to the 
next congress is one forbidding h 
railroad engaged in interstate com­
merce to acquire stock in a compet­
ing line. A drastic law is proposed to 
prevent the over capitalization >f 
railroads by putting the control of 
all future issues of stocks of bonds 
under the interstate commerce com­
mission.

While the president denounces as 
vicious the suggestion that labor un­
ions be specifically expected from tne 
operation of the anti-trust law, he 
suggests a general plan for the amend­
ment of the Sherman act under which 
he believes the boycott will be legal.

An entire revamping of the whole 
interstate commerce law is proposed, 
with the establishment of an inter­
state commerce court to pass on the 
decisions of the committee with an 
appeal lying only to the supreme 
court of the United States.

The speech, being along the lines 
of the radical reforms, proposed by 
former-President -Roosevelt, was en­
thusiastically cheered at Des Moines. 
But for the fact that the president 
did strike out upon these lines at his 
only stopping place in Iowa, his re­
ception here would undoubtedly have 
fallen far short of what might be 
termed enthusiastic;
