The Bait Act.

We notice that the Board of Trade

reverts to the matter of Bait Protec-
tion. The Council in its report says:

“Last year the Council of the Board !
of Trade felt that it was its duty to
comment very strongly upon the man-
ner in which the Bait Protection Ser-
vice was being conducted. The Coun-
cil believes that -the Officer in charge
of this Service should be given a free
hand to carry out the provisions of the
Bait Act and has therefore,passed the
following Resolution which will be
fcrwarded to the Governor in Coun-
cil: —

“Whereas in the opinion of the
Council of the Board of Trade it is a
matter of the first importance that the
Bait Act should be continuously and
systematically énforced,—

“Resolved, — The Council recom-
mends that the Legislature, when next
assembled, should appoint an officer ,
with full powers to enforce the Baitf
Act, having the same relation thereto |
as the Auditor General has in relation i
to the Audit Act.”

The meaning of this is that ﬂm!
Council of the Board of Trade cannot
trust the Morris Government to carry
out Ehc Bait Act. The plain remedy is

clear: Turn out the Morris Govern-
ment and put in a Government which
can be relied on to enforce it. The
Council of the Board of Trade how-
ever, suggests another remedy, and

that is to place the enforcement of the

Act in the hands of an official whose

appointment is not at the will of the
Governor in Council, and who would
not be subjected to the direction of

tlie Governor in Council.

This remedy might be well enough
if the Bait Act was an absolute law
and not conditioned on the discretion
of the Governor in Council. The Bait
Act is hinged on the Governor in
Council. It is a prohibition of ihe
sule of certain fishes, except under
licenses issued under the authority of
the Governor in Council. Further, the
“Governor in Council may from time
to time, by proclamation, suspend cr
limit the operation of the Act, and the
issue of licenses thereunder, in rela-
tion to any district or port of this
Colony, or the coasts thereof, and for
such periods and in relation to sale
or exportation to such places or pur-
poses and in such quantities as shall
appear expedient and as shall be de-
clared defined in the proclamation.”

Again, there is the matter of treaty
rclations to be taken into considera-
tion.

Under all these circumstances it
would be absurd to make a law em-
powering the Governor to appoint an
officer free from tne control of the
Executive, to carry out an Act which
depends solely on the discretion of the
Executive and in which treaty rela-
tions are involved.

It appears to us that the Council of
the Board of Trade will have to de-
pend on the plain remedy and that is
to look out for an Executive which
will live up to the intent of the Bait
Act.

Acoorﬂng to our Constitutlon the
Leglslnmre is supreme and for some
years: this rundameutal prineciple of
se.lf-govcrmncnt was malntafned re-
ligiouhly by the Exccutive Government
of the day and no appointment made
o™ even increases in salary given that
wefe not provided for by the Legis-
lature. But the exigencies of Party
have created new aud dangerous pre-
cedents. Now we find that Executives
can promulgate orders in Council set-
ting aside laws made by the- Legisla-
ture. Of course Exccutives have no
more right to set aside the laws which
govern the Post Office, or the Crown
Lands’ Department, or the collection
‘of Revenue than to set aside the Crim-
inal law, but-they do it all the same.
Two manifest evils result. Careless-
ness and indifference on the part of
officials who are not allowed to act
independently of partisans, as they
are wherever there is a properly con-
stiluted Civil Service as in England;
and a flooding of Departments at
enormous expense with unnecessary
anG incompetent officials. As regards
the first point what interest can an of-
ficial take_in his work when he is
twarted on all sides and his efforts to
eccnomise the public expenditure

made the laughing stock of party wire
pullers, His efticiency is discounted

and become merely the perfunetory
instrument of political wrong; or he

may be denied legitimate promotion,

because some one with a political or
denominational pull who has no ex-
perience in the department is given
the vacant position and perhaps with
a salary made by Order in Council
two or three hundred dollars more
than the previous official received, or
than was voted by the Legislature.
That is the sort of thing that paralysis
effort and that robs the public of that
efficiency in service which they have
a right to ‘'expect, and that is the sort
of thing which has been going on in
Newfoundland where we have known
men who have seen fifteen or sixteen
years service, who have had to stint
themselves on narrow incomes, turn-
ed down from promotion to give place
to incompetent party men, whose .in-
competency has only added to the
burthen of their work. What incen-
tive can there be under such condi-
tions for a Civil Servant to do his
woerk properly. If we are to get ef-
ficiency in our Civil Service, Promo-
tion on merit must be the rule and
salaries must be adequate which they
are not now. Civil Servants are.in
the main getting the same rate of pay
given their predecessors in 1885
though the cost of living has doubled
since then, and one hundred dollars
then is only worth fifty now.

Then as regards the other point;
the expenditure of money in carrying
on the work of the different Depart-
ments bas increased by leaps  and
hounds far beyond the necessities or
means of a poor- fishing - country.
though no material alteration has
been made in the salaries of officials
who have no party support behind
them. 1In 1897-98 the votes for  the
public service showed an expenditure
of less than half the amount for the
same in-1911-12. The excess in that
vear being in the neighborhood of
$520,000. And we venture to say that
the service has generally lost in ef-
ficency though the number of drones
has been almost ipfinitely multiplied.

The unauthorized expenditure of
Public money,; for which no valid ex-
cuse can be given, was never mere
in evidence than when the report of
the Auditor General was laid on the
Table of the House last Session. It
showed, and the fact was"strongly
commented upon by the Opposition
that in the Custom’s Department
alone increases in salary were given
without the sanction of the-Legisla-
ture to a favored few to the extent of
$8,760. The increases were illegal
and unfair. Out of twenty persons
who were thus rewarded sixteen
were tidewaiters, two were lockers,
one was a boatman and one a clerk,
Why the rest of the officials in the
Customs and Post Office and other
Departments were ignored may not
be hard to conjecture. Of one. thing
we may be sure that whilst the pre-
sent corrupt system lasts, the Pub-
lic will be robbed both in efficiency
and expenditure. The only .remedy
is to put the whole service under the
control of a non-political body, such
as prevails in England, Canada and
the United States, and as has beep
just done in part in the Commen-
wealth of Australia and the Govern-
‘ment of New Zealand: This body
would hold examinations of. candi-
dates for office in the various depart-
menis and when vacancies were re-
ported to it would appoint from those
‘passing the tests in the order of mer-
Fit. ‘What an enormous advantage this
would - be to the whole of the " tax-
payers. There would be ‘no’ chance
of unnecessary officers being ap-
.pointed to the service, for party fol-
lowers would lmve no more pull than
an opponent. Tt wouid be only a

| question of merit; who had ‘passed

the best examinhtion' as to cmwur

cated the lad.
Luby, the police state, admifs break-

ing into the Victoria Bakery on -2 oc-
casions, and on eircus night they
broke into the offices of the Canada
clectric Light. Other places touched
by Luby were the City Fruit Store,
Miss McEachren's store and Smith's
bookstore. In all Luby and his as-
sociates must have been involved in a
full score of daring burglaries if any
credence ean be placed in his state-
ment.

“Fishermen of
the Atlantic.

The 1913 issue of “Fishermen of
the Atlantic,” an annual - which is
published by the Fishing Masters’ As-
sociation of Boston, has appeared in
the trade. The book contains a com-
plete list of fishing vessels along the
Atlantic coast from Nova Scotia to
Florida, and has much other informa-
tion-about the, coast fisheries. Free-
man C. Hardy, secretary of the asso-
ciation, is the editor of the publica-
tion. :

A table of fishery losses since 1830
shows that 12 vessels were lost last
vear as against nine in 1911. While
in the latter year 62 lives were lost
in the fisheries, making 22 widows
and leaving 40 fatherless children,
‘but 45 lives were lost last year with
13 widows and 17 fatherless children.

The table shows that since 1830 a
total of 806 wessels has been lost,
wih 5,460 lives. A more detailed ta-
ble of last year’s losses shows that
two of the dozen ships were wrecked
while “on salt bank codfishing trips,

two were haddocking vessels, four

were returning from codfish trading
trips to 1'ewtoundlandiand Labrador,
one was in the Newfoundland herring
fishery and the other was an inshore
gill netting boat.

The new South Boston fish wharf
is given considerable space; its facil-
ities being compared to those of T
Wharf. At present, the annual states,
475 vessels are engaged in bringing
fish to T Wharf, this large fleet land-
ing more than 100,000,000 1bs. of
groundfish alone at the dock annual-
ly. The last portion of the book -is
devotdd to a list of the fishing fleets.
Arranged under their hailing ‘ports,
the name and deseription of . every
boat in the Atlantic fisheries is giv-
en, as well as the name of her own-
ers or agents.—N. Y. Fishing Gazette.

In a newly established home which
is filled with love and -installment
furniture the cook stove is: used for
the first few years as a domestic
science experiment station. As nearly
all cook stoves are made of sheet iron,
they do not feel these experiments
nearly so much as the rest of the fam-
ily.

The cook stove is a simple affair,
and seldom requires any more care
than -a six-cylinder automobile.

The heroism of a. Scotsman whe

George Gulliford, of Lady Cove,
Trinity Bay, has just completed two
spléndidly modelled motor boats, ene
for Mr. R. A. Squires and the other
for Messrs. Steer Brothers. Both
were launched last week. The length
of the first is 40 feet and her breadth
about 7% feet, she is constructed on
perfectly scientific lines having pro-
per regard for displacement, water
lines and the least possible resistance
in agreement with comfort, accommo-
dation and the greatest possible speed.
She sits very gracefully in the water,
and makes rapid speed under a 16 h.p.
engine. She has accommeodation for
several passengers with water tank,
fittings and other toilet conveniences.

The boat for Messrs. Steer Bros. is
called an auxiliary fishing vessel. She
will measure about 35 tons, carrying
a 30 h.p. engine and showing the con-
structive genius as the boat built for
Mr. Squires.

Mr. Gulliford has had some years of
experience in boat and yacht building
in the United States and besides he
belongs to a family of expert build-
erc who caught their inspiration from
oné of the foremost building mechan-
fcs—the Pittman brothers—that ever
centributed their ‘genius towards the
improvement of this Island’s local
sailing fleet. Mr. George Gulliford is
