Still of the 
Heroic Moula.

The age has not lost its heroic 
mould. Men are still as brave and 
unflinching as their ancestors. The 
story of the captured Zouave who 
gave his life for his country, is one 
of many instances. Pushed in front 
by advancing Germans along with 
other prisoners, to cover their ad­
vance, he himself gave the order to his

perplexed French countrymen in the 
trenches to fire on the attacking col­
umn, and fell under the fire he had 
called for. The daring of the British 
airmen who raided the Zeppelin fac­
tory at Friedrichshafen, making a 
continuous journey of 250 miles over 
hostile territory, has received rich 
commendation from the French au­
thorities. General Smith-Dorrien 
says: “Tell our women that all these 
great battles have, day after day, wit­
nessed countless feats of heroism and 
brave fighting. Large numbers will 
be given Victoria Crosses and Dis­
tinguished Conduct Medals, but many 
more have earned them, for it has 
been impossible to bring every case 
to notice.” The story of the “L” bat­
tery is one of the most glorious Of 
these incidents. Just before 5 in the 
morning of Sept. 1st, while the hors­
es were being watered in sections, a 
German battery of ten guns and two 
maxims galloped to a crest and open­
ed a murderous fire at point blank 
range.

“Our fellows were brave—very 
brave. We soon had three guns un- 
limbered and Lieut. Giffard got one 
in action. Alas, our men were shot 
down at once, and we were ordered 
to cover.

“There was a sunken road a coup- 
la of yards in the rear of us, and this 
afforded a little shelter, whilst in ad­
dition two haystacks were also good 
cover. But you will understand that 
when the attack opened most of our 
fellows were with the horses at water 
and the party under Battery-Sergeant 
Wright received orders from an ofi- 
cer to get back as close as possible to 
our bivouac.

“Most of them did reach the hay- 
stock, but before then we had suffered 
the loss of the Major and Lieutenant 
Giffard, who were both knocked hors 
de combat early. Lieut. Campbell 
Mundy, who had joined only a few 
days earlier from an ammunition 
column in place of Lieut. Mariton, 
who had been wounded on the 24th 
ult. had made a rush for one of the 
guns, and had succeeded in getting it 
into action. I followed him, but on 
arrival at the gun I found Sergeant

Nelson, who had been wounded, dis­
charging the work of No. 2, and Lieut­
enants Campbell, Furze, Setter and 
myself at once acted as loaders, with 
Lieut. Mundy acting as observation 
officer.

"The work wa£ terrible, but we 
gave the Germarjs as good as they 
were going to give us. We were able 
to fire our gun like a maxim, and with 
a rain of shot atad shell around our 
gun,, we were, nevertheless, able to 
silence gun after gun of theirs until 
we had actually reduced their dozen 
weapons to level odds—one against 
our one. Afterwards the German 
guns were captured and all the Brit­
ish guns saved. The three heroes 
who served the last gun have been 
recommended for the Victoria Cross.

Death of Mr. 
Robert Smith.

About noon to-day, the sad tidings 
passed through the city that Mr. Rob­
ert Smith, General Superintendent in 
Newfoundland of the Anglo-American 
Telegraph Company, had passed 
away. Few indeed there were who 
knew of his illness last night, when it 
became known that his condition was 
very grave. For some time he had 
left a little pressure in his abdomen 
and thought he was growing stout, 
but he did not know that he was suf­
fering from any serious ailment. Last 
wee.k he was about his business in his 
usual genial and happy way, and on 
Saturday last, he paid a visit to the 
Western Union Cable Office at Bay 
Roberts, in company with the Colonial 
Secretary, Hon. J. R. Bennett, and 
Mr. Cook, the Canadian Cable censor, 
returning at night. On Sunday he 
was in apparent good health, had a 
hearty breakfast, went to the Kirk, re­
turned home, ate a good dinner and 
spent the evening at home. At night 
he was seized with excruciating pains 
and Dr. Fraser was called in and ad­
ministered morphia to give him re­
lief. The next day he called in again 
to see his patient, and advised a con­
sultation with another physician and 
Dr. Anderson was called in. Dr. 
Cowperthwaite was also called, and 
an operation of a lengthy character 
took place. This operation disclosed 
that Mr. Smith’s condition was ex­
ceedingly critical, and Dr. Fraser re­
mained with him all Monday night. It 
was seen that another operation 
would be necessary, and it was hop­
ed it could be delayed for a sufficient 
time to allow the patient to regain his 
strength. Another operation was 
spen to be imperative to-day, and 
preparations were made for it. Mr. 
Smith, however, succumbed at ten 
minutes to twelve. Mr. Smith was 
the son of Mr. Alex. Smith and was 
brought up on Mount Pearl Farm, 
and retained his interest in agricul­
ture throughout his life. He was born 
here in 1860, and was ^educated first 
at the Presbyterian College and after­
wards at the Methodist College. He 
commenced his business career at the 
age of sixteen with the late Mr. Phil­
ip Hutchings, with whom he remained 
five years. In 1881 he became As­
sistant Accountant in the Anglo- 
American Telegraph Co., and in 1884 
succeeded the late Mr. Peter LeMes- 
surier as chief accountant. On the
death of Mr. Scanlan, he undertook 
the general management in the ab­
sence of Mr. Mackay. A strange coin­
cidence is that the death of the two 
Superintendents occurred almost on 
the same date in the year. Mr. Mac­
kay died on Nov. 24th, 1905, while Mr. 
Smith died on Nov. 25th, 1914. On 
Decemt/ir 1st, 1905, Mr. Smith was 
appointai General Superintendent of 
the Anglo-American lines in New­
foundland. For the past nine years 
he has proved an admirable head. 
He has displayed much tact in diffi- 
cuties, and his ability in management 
and his cordiality generally have won 
the esteem of all who had to do with 
him. He leaves behind him a widow, 
who was a Miss Neyle, and four boys, 
Bert, Walter, Alex, and Robert and 
one daughter Elsie. The eldest boy 
Bert, enlisted in Canada, and the 
youngest, Robert, joined the New­
foundland Regiment, so that two of 
his boys are now in training for the 
front. Mr. Smith was not only strong­
ly patriotic but he took a keen inter­
est in social and educational work 
and was a highly estimable citizen all 
round. His interest in Masonry was 
keen. With it he was connected 
about twenty years, becoming Master 
of Tasker Lodge in 1907, and in Au­
gust, 1913, District Grand Master 
Depute of the Scottish Constitution. 
A pathetic feature of his sudden call 
home was the fact that he was Mas­
ter Designate of the projected new 
Lodge, St. Andrew, il39, and that 
next Monday night had been set down 
for the installation. It was ordained 
otherwise, however, bub it adds to the 
keenness of the sorrow, and recalls 
the kindly and humane interest he al­
ways took in his own Scotch people. 
In the passing of Mr. Smith, the An­
glo-American Co. has lost a faithful 
servant, and the community a good 
citizen. Bnt we can feel sure he will 
receive the welcome of the good and 
faithful servant and that the sym­
pathy, of all will go out to his sorrow­
ing family.

While attempting to board a moving 
train that was nearing the station at 
George’s Brook at 1 a.m, to-day, Ben­
jamin Bailey, aged 17, fell beneath the 
ears and had both legs cut off, and as 
a result of the injuries received, died 
some eighteen hours afterwards.

The train was coming up the Bona- 
vista branch and when nearing the sta­
tion at George’s Brook young Bailey 
attempted to board the car for a joy 
ride, as was his wont. In jumping 
toward the moving train he missed 
his footing and was thrown beneath 
the cars, the wheels passing over his 
legs below the knees and severing 
both members from his body. Some 
men who were at the station at the 
time lifted the unfortunate vic­
tim, who was still conscious, and car- 
riel him to the railway station where 
all possible aid was rendered. By 
means of improvised tourniquets the 
flow of blood was considerably stop­
ped. The sufferer was taken to Shoal 
Harbor, about four miles distant, 
where he was transferred to the out­
going express to be taken to the hos­
pital at Grand Falls. He died at 
Cobb’s Camp on the way to Grand 
Falls at 8.30 a.m. to-day.

REMAINS ATTENDED TO.
Concerning the tragedy, Deputy Min­

ister of Justice Hutchings was appris­
ed by wire at 12.30 to-day from Magis­
trate Fitzgerald, of Grand Falls, as 
follows:—

"Boy Bailey died on train at quarter 
to nine o’clock this morning. Will 
have body attended to. Will be cof­
fined at Grand Falls and sent home 
by to-night’s express.”

“Etery Ian Ought to Go for the 
Germans.”

As a result ot the visit of Colonel 
Sir Aubrey Woolls-Sampson and Ma­
jor Pickburn, who have just conclud­
ed a special mission to this country- 
in regard to South African participa­
tion in the war, Lord Kitchener (says 
South Africa) has sent the following 
telegram to .General Botha as a mes­
sage to all South Africans:— 

“Woolls-Sampson has asked me 
what he can do to help the cause and 
the Empire, and how South Africans 
can do most. I said that in my view 
every man in the Union ought to go 
at once for the Germans in South-West 
Africa, and see that matter through 
properly. After this is completed I 
will see that those who have fought 
here—Afrikander and Briton—shall be 
represented here if the war is still in 
progress, and I hope that all will serve 
the Empire loyally. If you care to 
publish this expression of my opinion 
as being likely in any way to help 
you—and that is its only object— 
please do so. On my advice, Woolls- 
Sampson is going back to South Africa 
at once.—KITCHENER."

THE QUESTION OF RECRUITING.

LONDON, To-day.
Very contradictory statements have 

been made regarding recruiting ap­
peals. Up to the present strong com­
ments have been uttered in leading 
•dailies upon the apathy shown on 
Saturdays by football sports to re­
cruiting speeches delivered by offi­
cers in the fields, before big crowds 
attending matches. One eminent 
lawyer even suggests the prohibition 
Of football, on the ground of betting; 
another that sporting practices should 
be forbidden, on the ground of demor­
alization of manhood. Another sug­
gestion made is that the Commons 
put a war tax upon all men not in 
uniform attending matches. On the 
•other hand it is learned that respon­
ses to a recruiting circular issued to 
all households in certain districts 
over the signature of Premier As­
quith and Bonar Law (Opposition) 
are very gratifying. The answers 
show that thousands of young men 
express willingness to he enrolled if 
called upon. Moreover many men 
exhibit the same eagerness, one sche­
dule being filled up by a man of 70. 
In Lancashire, where early factory 
employment tends to produce short 
stature, the Manchester Branch of 
the National Service League has 
drawn attention to the large number 
of able bodied men fit for service, who 
are ruled out, even by the lower 
standard of height recently adopted. 
The League registered BOO bantams, 
as they are styled, who are willing to 
serve if the regulations are relaxed 
on this point.

We have made 
slight progress near Brry au Bac and 
in the Argonne. At Belhiencourt, N. 
W. of Verdun, a German attack has 
been |3pulsed. A suspension of hos­
tilities requested by the enemy has 
been refused. In the region of Pont 
a Moussons our artillery found it pos­
sible to bombard Arnaville. Nothing 
has happened in the Vosges.

ROME, To-day.
An important meeting was held at

the Foreign Office, attended by Prem­
ier Salandra, the Minister of Foriegn 
Affaire, the Chief of the General Staff
of the Army and the Chief of Naval 
Staff. Secrecy was maintained by all 
participants as to the subject discuss­
ed. The Giergnale D Italie says it 
dealt with the International situation 
as regards Italian interest and that 
the two Chiefs of Staff outlined the 
present condition of the army and 
navy as a result of the preparations 
of the past three months.

The enemy reckon­
ed on the success of this effort to re­
pair the defeat of the Marne/ but has 
only added another reverse to the Sep­
tember reverse. After our victory of 
the Marne had compelled the German 
armies • to retreat quickly, the latter 
endeavoured immediately to regain ad­
vantage in constantly pushing over­
whelmingly on our left But nowhere 
were they successful. On the con­
trary during this time we managed to 
extend our left wing up to Belgium 
and to the seacoast We then main­
tained this point unbroken to the point 

had been laid. The success gained
a Flanders, and of which French 
oops bore the principal weight, is 

hus a continuation, an extension and
following up of the victory of the 

Marne. But however satisfactory 
these results may be they do not con­
stitute entirely the cause of our con­
fidence, because the progress of our 
armies are now corresponding to the 
progress of the Russian army, accen­
tuated since the 3rd November, at the 
doors of Cracow and Kalish. Our al­
lies are now adding a heavy weight in 
the balance of forces.

A little later, when the charge of 
“the gallant three hundred—the 
Heavy Brigade—” had swept* thr­
ough the Russian horsemen and sent 
them flying, a tumbled wreck of 
squadrons,the veteran, his face aglow 
with pride, galloped up and shouted 

Greys, gallant Greys ! I am sixty- 
one years old ; but if I were a lad 
again 1 would be proud to join your 
ranks.”

When Collingwood's ship was

To th Intense surprise of 
everybody Boulanger fled and as his 
coat tails receded in the dim hori­
zon a great man dwindled into an 
adverturer and France’s last danger 
from the Royalists disappeared.

Boulanger blew his brains out in 
Brussels in 1891 at the grave o' a 
lady to whom he had been only par­
tially married and so great was his 
obscurity that not even the students 
in the Latin quarter started a riot 
about it.

time to remember much about Gen­
eral George Ernst Jean Marie Boul­
anger. Yet he was a man who would 
have gotten more satisfaction out of 
the war with Germany than any other 
living Frenchman.

After the capture of Pars -he tie voted 
himself to the task of hating Ger­
many. So successful was he that he 
hated himself into a Brigadier Gener­
alship and then into the directorship 
of infantry, in which office he made 
reforms and improvements and yelled 
for vengeance until France began to 
rgard him as the biggest man in the 
world and clamored for the privilege 
of following him over the Rhine, the 
Cologne cathedral and other obstacles 
to Berlin.

Boulanger got into the cabinet and 
yelled so fiercely for blood that he 
was known" as the “brave general” 
and those politicians who opposed 
him retired from office under car­
loads of votes. The Royalists swung 
in behind him and began to aay plans 
to install another emperor in Paris 
when Boulanger should have tipped 
over the republic and wiped out Ger­
many. The anxious government fired 
him from the army and' an indignant 
people elected him to the assembly by 
a tremendous majority. He resigned

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS, Nov. 24.—(Official.)

There is no modification in the 
general situation since yesterday. On 
the greatest part of the front the 
enemy has manifested its activity by 
intermittent cannonading, but less 
violent than on the previous day. 
Nevertheless, here and there, have 
been several infantry attacks, all re­
pulsed as usual. These attacks have 
been particularly violent in Argonne, 
where we have gained ground in the 
region of Tour de Paris. There is 
nothing to signal between Argonne 
and the Vosges. Thick fog hindered 
operations. The sanitary condition 
of the troops is excellent. German

GERMANY ADMITS REVERSES.
BERLIN, Nov. 24.—(Official.)

While eventual victory for the Teu­
tonic allies in the east theatre of war 
Is expected as confidently . as ever, 
official reports from the German-

it appear that the decision will not be 
reached as soon as had been expected. 
The final result has been delayed by 
the advance of new Russian forces 
from Warsaw.

Austrians announce that they have 
abandoned to superior hostile forces, 
several passes in the Carpathians.

Russian troops which are investing 
Przemysl have been driven back by a 
sortie, and are now within range of 
the cannon forts.

Russians who crossed the lower 
Dunajec are not able to proceed fur­
ther.

The tremendous extent of the bat­
tles now raging in the east Is appar­
ent from the fact that contests are 
now progressing along a front ex­
tending over 400 miles, between posi­
tions at the extreme nor,th and south.

No important reports hâve been 
received recently from Servia, from 
the scene of the Turkish operations, 
or from the west theatrical war.

There was a light snow fall in Ber­
lin this morning, and the tempera­
ture fell below zero.

PORTUGAL DECLARES FOB THE 
ALLIES.

LONDON, Nov. 24.
■ A despatch from Lisbon says the 

Portuguese Congress to-day decided 
that Portugal should co-operate with 
the Allies when it considered the 
step necessary. The Minister of War 
will issue a decree for partial mo­
bilization.

An official note, published by the 
French authorities to-day, giving de­
tails of th6 aeroplane raid made on 
the Zeppelin balloon factory at Fried- 
richshafen, last Saturday, says:

This long flight over one of the most 
mountainous regions in Germany, ex­
ecuted through unfavorable atmos­
pheric conditions, is another fine ex­
ploit to the credit of the British air­
men.

Truce Over Winter
PROPOSED BY KAISER.

Paris, Nov. 17.—Foiled in her efforts 
to negotiate peace separately with the 
Allies, Germany is casting around for 
means to obtain an armistice over the 
winter. The fact that the armistice 
would prove of advantage to no one 
but herself does not seem to discour­
age Germany from mooting the Idea. 
Emissaries have already set out to 
pave the way for a formal proposition 
to this end when the moment appears 
propitious, and high German opinion 
is quite sanguine as to the results.

The armistice would be welcomed in 
Berlin, primarily on account of the 
rest it would give the German army. 
All the armies badly require a spell 
in which to recuperate, but an ar­
mistice would be chiefly employed by 
the Wilhelmstrasse in redoubling the 
efforts to sow dissension among the 
Allies. The German statemen are 
possessed of the idea that sooner or 
later they will stir up trouble in this 
connection, and they eagerly clutch 
at everything that will afford them a 
fresh opportunity to try their skill in 
this way.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle has been 
interviewed by a representative of the 
Evening News in regard to a letter in 
The Daily Mall,ewhich drew attention 
to the fact that in one of his stories 
published at the end of last month in 
a New-York magazine -there appeared 
this passage:—

It is an amazing thing that the 
English, who have the reputation of 
being a practical nation, never saw 
the danger to which they were expos­
ed.........................Yet when the day
of trial came all this imposing force 
was of no use whatever and might as 
well not have existed. Their ruin 
could not have been more complete or 
more rapid if they had not possessed 
an ironclad or a regiment.

“Published at this Critical time 
(commented the correspondent), 
doubtless this precious pen-picture 
of submarine warfare and the sug­
gested downfall of the British Empire 
will be eagerly perused and gloated 
over by our enemies.”

“I wrote the story,” Sir Arthur told 
the representative of The Evening 
News, “early in the spring of the 
present year, and sold it to the pro­
prietors of the ‘Strand Magazine,’ who 
published it in the July number of 
that journal. Once sold, it was com­
pletely out of my hands.

SUBMARINE POSSIBILITIES.
“At the time I wrote the story, 

which, by the way, was entitled 
‘Danger!’ I foresaw the great danger 
which Great Britain had to fear. My 
idea was to emphasize the possibili­
ties of the submarine in the event of 
warfare with any great European 
Power, particularly Germany.

“Although I fully appreciated the 
probabilities of conflict with Ger­
many. I never dreamt for a moment 
that the practical application of sub­
marine methods would come so soon.

“In writing the story, I was 
prompted by the feelings of a true pa­

triot. It was and is my contention 
that Great Britain, being an island, 
could only maintain her supremacy
by keeping within her boundaries a 
huge supply of the foodstuffs which 
we are compelled to import.

“I did my best, to point out certain 
ways of guarding against the dangers 
of submarine attacks; this was sure­
ly not an unpatriotic action!

“Had I known how close we were 
to actual war, I certanly would not 
have allowed the story to be publish­
ed. I am not an alarmist, and would 
never lend myself to anything likely 
to create panic.

NEURALGIC NERVE-CENTRE.
“Perhaps the comment on ‘Danger’ 

passed at the time it was published 
by Mr. Arnold White, author of ‘The 
Navy and Its Story,’ is the justifica­
tion for its publication.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle (he writes) 
has placed his finger on the neural­
gic nerve-centre of-the British Em­
pire—i.e., the precarious arrival of 
our food supply since super-Dread- 
noughjts were superseded by super­
submarines.

But Sir Arthur's article gives furi­
ously to think, and is a national ser­
vice.

“Apart from the publication of the 
story, I am charged with having a 
tender heart for "the enemy ,in our 
midst,' because I contributed to the 
funds of the Committee for the As­
sistance of Germans. Austrians, and 
Hungarians in Distress.

“Ever since the war began I have 
contributed as much aas I could possi­
bly afford to charities organized for 
the relief of distress caused by the 
war, aud one of my contributions was 
a cheque for two guineas towards the 
relief of poor governesses and other 
professional people suffering through 
no cause of their own making.

“I need only point out that, among 
others who contributed to the same 
fund are the Bishop of London, the 
Bishop of Lincoln, and Lord Hugh 
Cecil.”

London, Nov. 18.—“By the first of 
the year it will be determined wbe-. 
ther we shall have conscription or 
not, and should it be necessary you 
may be surd tbè Nonconformists will 
uncomplainingly do their duty,” said 
Sir William Robertson Nichols, edi­
tor of the British Weekly, and a com­
petent spokesman for the Noncon­
formist point of view to-day. “Lloyd 
George's words last night at the City 
Temple, ‘I should like to see every 
town, every city, every area know 
what is expected of it. I should like 
to see every county called upon for 
its ^guota,’ foreshadows the kind of 
partial conscription which will come 
first if volunteer recruiting does not 
produce the men necessary.” *

Sir William continued : “I think 
this method of enforcing conscription 
is very fair, for 1 do not think those 
areas which have done -their duty 
should be humiliated by conscription 
until those areas which have lagged

behind in this noble race are brought 
up to the scratch.

“We Nonconformists hate conscrip­
tion, but hate defeat more. Ours are 
traditions of the Pilgrim Fathers of 
New England and of Cromwell’s Iron­
sides. I do not believe any form of 
conscription will in the end be neces­
sary.

“We Nonconformists feel a greater 
responsibility than others. We op­
posed armaments in the past, and now 
that the supreme struggle is upon our 
country we must come forward cheer­
fully to meet the situation. We have 
come forward creditably, and I be­
lieve that we shall come forward 
more creditably In the future. Many 
of those who have not as yet joined 
the colors have had urgent reasons 
for not doing so. but reasons which 
they will yield when confronted by to­
day's crying need for men, and yet 
more men.

“In every stage of the war the Non­
conformists look to America tor ap­
proval and sympathy. We remember 
the Mayflower; we remember oür an­
cestors who settled your country and 
fought a hard fight there for freedom, 
and we ask the United States to re­
member that we have ever been her 
friend, and that at the time of the 
American Civil War we were, per­
haps, the only large body of the pub­
lic friendly to the Union in England.”

tails of the capture of the Important 
strategic position of Le Quesnoy-en- 
Santerre, last week. It enables the 
reader to form a picture of the long 
drawn-out burrowing war between 
the two strongly intrenched armies 
from Arras to Verdun.

“We set out at dawn,” says the 
writer, “my company in the second 
line, supported by artillery fire. The 
ground leading to the Quesnoy 
heights is an open plain, across which 
we advanced by short rushes under 
heavy fire. Toward evening we were 
barely 200 yards from a wood occupi­
ed by the Germans, but were unable 
to advance further owing to the in­
tensity of the cannonade. Without 
pausing for food or rest, we started 
intrenching ourselves, and by morn­
ing reached a point only fifty yards 
from the wood.

“About 7 o’clock our artillery re­
sumed operations, while reinforce­
ments managed to crawl to our 
trenches. At 8, the bugles sounded 
the charge, and, despite the enemy’s 
quick-firers, we rushed the wood, 
driving out the Germans with the 
bayonets. Then we easily seized Le 
Quesnoy Village by a similar rush, 
and took two cannon and three qulck- 
.flrers.

“Still we had no rest, and all began 
immediately to intrench against a 
possible counter-attack, and with 
good reason, for toward nightfall the 
reinforced enemy tried to regain the 
position. Thanks to our unremitting 
work in the trenches, they were un­
able to prevail, and were forced to re­
tire with severe loss.”

May Mean Peace 
For a Thousand Years.

The BISHOP OF LONDON.
London, Nov. 17.—The Bishop of 

London, in an Interview with a New 
Yor.k Times correspondent to-day as­
serted that if England should win in 
the war, it might mean peace for a 
thousand years. He said he believed 
England was fighting America’s fight 
as well as her own, and for that reas­
on should get unstinted sympathy 
from America. The Bishop said:

“I am speaking to you both as a 
Christian and an Englishman. This 
is a great day of God, and among the 
things to be decided is the fate of the 
British Empire, which also involves 
the future of America. When I was 
over there I found we were more than 
cousins, we are brethren, and Eng­
land is really fighting America’s bat­
tle.

“As an Englishman I would rather 
die than see England a German Prov­
ince, and as a Christian I would ra­
ther die than see the Germans new 
God, might is right, and must prevail.”

The Bishop said that England had 
her faults, but that she had tried to 
carry out the ideas of the New Tes­
tament, such as abiding by her treat­
ies and protecting weaker nations. 
He added :

“Our word is our bond. So enor­
mous is the stake tn this war that 
we must fight on with iron sacrifice. 
It is a crisis of the world’s history. 
To lose would be to lose all that la 
worth having in the world. To win 
may mean peace for a thousand 
years. We must show fortitude, aa 
when such a defeat as that in the 
Pacific faces us.”

It is the opinion of the Bishop that 
the only hatred felt in England for 
Germany was for the spirit of mili­
tarism, the “Kaiser spirit,” whereas, 
he pointed out, Germany fiercely hat­
ed the English nation. He went on:

“We are a nation of gentlemen, 
who show chivalry to women and 
children and have the spirit of for­
giveness. We must be above hate. 
We must fight our battle with majes­
ty, which is with bigness of soul, and 
when the gospel of ‘might is right’ is 
crushed, we may be better friends 
with the poorer classes of Germans 
than ever before.”

The Bishop was dressed in khaki. 
He has taken a conspicuous part in 
the recruiting work, and an appeal he 
made in two territorial camps result­
ed in six battalions volunteering for 
foreign service. For this he received 
the thanks of the Commander-In- 
Chief. The Bishop said he was to ad­
dress a recruiting meeting to-day, 
and remarked, “I hope to obtain 1,000 
recruits.”

The interview took place in the 
Bishop’s London house in St. James’ 
Square. One conspicuous photo­
graph in the drawing room is that of 
ex-President Taft. The Bishop spoke 
warmly of both Mr. Taft and Presi­
dent Wilson.
