Enlist howl
The mighty struggle 
around Verdun is declar­
ed by some to be the 
greatest battle in the 
history of the world. The 

Germans have made some progress, 
but comparatively small in proportion 
to the munition expended and the 
lives sacrificed. After. a fortnight's 
struggle, the French seem to have ob­
tained the mastery of the German at­
tack and a state of quiet confidence in 
their ability to ward off further at­
tacks- has ensued. This ability -of the 
French is an indication that the Kn- 
tente has rèached the turning point 
in the struggle, and the length of time 
needed , to smash Prussian militarism 
will depend on Men, Money and Muni­
tions. At home the people are fully 
alive to this and every effort is being 
made to se6' that the Entente are well 
supplied With men. A great move­
ment is under way there among wo­
men to relieve men, particularly single 
men from the farm, workshops and of­
fices, in order that they can fit them­
selves to take their places in the ranks 
at the front. The Dominions are all 
making great efforts to send as many 
men as possible. In Newfoundland, 
the new recruiting movement has tak­
en root and a reference to the columns 
of the daily press will show that men 
are beginning to flock to the colours. 
Grand Falls has given a good lead, and 

-many other places are showing a dis­
position .to follow. It. is the duty of 
every young man to answer the call, 
and it is .the" duty of fathers and mo­
thers hot only not to discourage them, 
But to do all in their power to en­
courage them to do their duty. The 
more men that are trained and ready 
for the front, the more munitions are 
manufactured and supplied to the 
British, French. Russian and Italian 
soldiers the sooner the war will be 
over: Dalliance and delay in offering 
to fight means a lengthening of the 
struggle. The money is all right. 
Finabclers are Confident they can find 
the money. Manufacturers are no»' 
turning out mammoth quantities of 
cannon, guns, rifles, cartridges, shot 
and shell; and what is now required' 
is a sufficient number of trained men. 
Every man counts. Every day’s delay 
in" training, means a day’s delay in 
sending men to the front, and every 
day's delay In sending men to the front 
means Ï day’s,lengthening of the war. 
The JUog is falling for men. The 
country needs them, and victory 
awaits them. The clarion cry of the 
hour is ’’Enlist Now." Who will an­
swer the call?

Germans Spray 
Men With Oil and 

Then Set Afire.
That a man rushing out to stop a 

fist railway train with a walkiti’g 
stick is ho more powerless than the 
infantryman who has to charge in the 
face of the machine guns is the con­
clusion of an officer in One of the 
South' African regiments on the west 
ern front. In one of his letters home, 
which is printed in a recent issue Of 
The Natal Mercury, he describes in 
vivid fashion what he calls “a charge 
through hell.”

“You never saw such a mess in 
your life as there is where I am now,” 
he whites. ”1 am not allowed to say 
where, but it is oqe of the famous 
spots, once a smiling village, peace­
ful, with pretty women, fair lawns, 
gardens, grand industries, quaint 
buildings, a beautiful church and 
lovely wayside shrines. Now it is 
pas,t description; just a mass of ruins. 
The streets are covered with debris, 
the fields ploughed with shell holes; 
the rivers are even so choked with 
weeds, etc., that they refuse to flo»-. 
The only thing that compares with it 
that I know" is Edgar Allan Poe’s 
fantasy, ‘Shadow.’ Desolation reigns 
supreme.

Graves Blown Open.
T saw eight 'Jack Johnsons' burst 

to-day, and they just tear away bricks 
and mortar like paper; it is simply 
marvellous. You first hear a noise 
like an aeroplane, - and something 
passes over your head leisurely on its 
way; then a bang like nothing else 
in the world and after that dust, 
bricks, trees and, if any, limbs and 
bits go shooting up a hundred feet in 

cloud of thick black smoke, which 
lingers like a’ fiend contemplating his 
work. The ghoulishness of it all oc­
curs to one when in churchyards the 
graves get blown open.

Who is going to put it right? I 
don’t know, but the mess here will 
take fifty years to clean up. I wish 
3’ou were here to see it all. It is so 
wonderful and- yet so fiendish that 
any man who saw It would join up at 
once to stop forever the Germans 
from forcing a rule of this nature up­
on the world. They must be smash­
ed even as these towns are, and then 
should be made slaves to work In per­
petual serfdom to repair their hellish 
damage.

’’What would strike you is the awe­
some deliberation of the war? You 
can hardly imagine how cool and cal­
culating the «-hole business is. When 
you read in your papers, ’British Ad­
vance Three Miles in Flanders,’ it is 
impossiblesjo realize how much work 
it has meant. .In the last battle we 
«•ere in, and a very big one too, you 
could see troops moving in thousands 
for days beforehand. Everywhere 
men, men, men—and then the guns 
began. You did not seem to be able 
to move for the guns. Bang, boom, 
boom—all day, all night; no cessa­
tion of the noise at all—just one big, 
long roll all the time. •

“Undiluted HdL”
“Everywhere, as far as the eye 

could reach along the German 
trenches, was smoke, and when we 
did see the trenches afterward they 
were just craters, with bits of men 
in them, dead and mutilated. •Then, 
after days of this undiluted hell, came 
the infantry attack. It seemed gris­
ly and strange, the clammy sort of 
silence as th^ big guns gave up and 
only, the Maxims and the rifles went 
off. You can imagine the ‘dirty work’ 
that was going on—bayonet and re­
volver and rifle.

We lose heavily. But what a price 
for the Germans? They lose double 
what we do. The artillery, when they 
get it, get it bad, but the infantry­
man has not the same chances in the 
open, for they blaze at him ail the 
time, and he has to charge through 
hell. Fancy a man rushing out to 
stop a fast railway train with a walk­
ing stick. Well, that is just what the 
infantryman "does when ho goes on the 
parapet in the face of the machine 

.guns. .
AN AWFUL CHARGE.

“If you had seen what I have seen 
you would not believe that men could 
face it, but they do. These Scotties 
are the boys. The Germans tied some 
of them together at Neuve Chapelle 
and ‘bombed’ them to death. You have 
no Idea of the dirty tricks of the 
Germane? They spray men with pe­
trol, then send over Incendiary bombs 
which set fire to them. But don’t 
worry; we shall deal with them all 
right. I am not a bit downhearted; 
au contraire,’ I. am very happy, my 
only regret being that I cannot see 
you.” .

ANOTHER ZEP. BA ID.
LONDON, March 6.

Twelve persons were killed in the 
air raid over England last night, and 
three Zeppelins took part in the at­
tack. This information was given out 
officially to-day. The statement fol­
lows: The number of Zeppelins which 
took part in last night’s raid is now 
believed to have been three. After 
crossing the coast the airships took 
various courses, and from the devious 
nature of their flight apparently were 
uncertain as to their bearings. The 
area visited included Yorkshire, Lin­
colnshire, Rutland, Huntington, Cam­
bridgeshire, Norfolk, Essex and Kent.

It is also 
reported that bombs were dropped ou 
the East Riding of Yorkshire, the 
only damage being the breakage of a 
number of windows. In view of the 
large areas visited, it is thought that 
there may have been more than three 
Zeppelins. The raiders had a narrow 
escape from being caught in a snow 
storm in the northern country. The 
inhabitants of this district knew so 
little of the visit that many people 
were surprised to read that their 
county had been raided. Many trains 
from the north of England were late 
in reaching’ London, having remained 
stationary while the raid was in pro­
gress. In some counties official warn­
ing of the approach of the Zeppelins 
was given, and the usual precautions 
taken. A correspondent on the East 
Coast says: The approach of the 
dirigibles from the northeast was 
heralded from ships that, immediate­
ly afterward, were sky-lighted by in­
cendiary bombs. Then came terrific 
thuds of explosive bombs. Houses 
were shaken to their foundations. 
Snow had been falling fast, and the 
people crowded into the snow-clad 
streets. A correspondent from an un­
named town in Kent says: The Zep­
pelins appeared over this town early 
this morning, flying low. No bombs 
were dropped. The dirigibles disap­
peared over the coast.
