Two of those 
seized in oaf ports have been leased 
by the Government to France, two to 
Italy, and two to Russia. Many more 
will soon- be ready for use, as the 
time required tor repairs was over­
estimated: Five sailing vessels, 12, 
BOtftons In all, are already at work in 
the Pacific. The Shipping Board re­
ports that the Qckenfels, a steel 
steamship of 5,600 tons, will be 
ready this week. On the 10th, five, 
nearly 30,000 tons, will be commis­
sioned. Before the end of the month 
two, of 6,000. tons, will be added, and 
in July the number will be increased 
by ten, with a capacity *>f BikOOO tons.

Why Not theCouriers?
The Government In granting the in­

creases to Civil Servants have made a 
great error in overlooking the mail 
couriers, many of whom have ‘spent 
the best years of their lives In the 
service. If under ordinary circum­
stances the courier is entitled to, and 
sometimes does, secure an increase in 
salary, how is it that he is not in­
cluded in the proposed schedule of in­
creases given In the new estimates? 
We state without fear of contradiction 
that no other employee of the Civil 
Service performs such hazardous and 
arduous duties as is the usual lot of 
the man who conveys His Majesty’s 
mails. No matter how severe the 
climate or dangerous the route over 
which he must travel, there is only 
one thought uppermost in his mind 
and that is to deliver the precious 
mail at the proper place in the quick­
est possible time. Many instances can 
fie shown where these brave fellows 
have laid down their lives at the call 
of duty. It is to be hoped that the 
Government will see their way clear, 
before the estimates are finalized, to 
include these deserving officlaus in 
the général increase.

Farms for soldiers.
A Work of Empire to be Undertaken 

By Canada.
The Canadian Press is informed 

that a memorandum has been submit­
ted by Hon. Robert Rogers and 
Bruce Walker to the Empire Land 
settlement of former soldiers in Mant- 
bodying the Dominion proposals for 
sttlement of former soldiers in Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan, and Alberta. 
The proposals are as follows:

The Canadian Minister of the In­
terior would reserve large areas of 
suitable lands in the Prairie Provin­
ces for settlement by ex-service men, 
administration to be iu the hands of a 
settlement board. It is proposed to 
grant approved ex-service men one 
hundred and sixty acres each of 
crown lands, the following persons 
being entitled to participate in the 
gift land: Honorably discharged sol­
diers; sailors who enlisted for active 
service in the naval forces of Canada 
in the present war; soldiers and sail­
ors domiciled in Canada at the out­
break of war who ’ afterwards were 
engaged in active service ; soldiers 
and sailors not domiciled in Canada, 
but eitgaged in active service; widows 
whose husbands died on active ser­
vice. In addition to the 160 acres, 
the settlement board would be em­
powered to grant a loan of 31,600 to 
each approved person to cover the 
cost of house, barn, implements, and 
stock. The land cultlvfltatlon loan 
would constitute a first charge on the 
homestead, and would be- advanced at 
a low rate of Interest, repayment not 
to exceed fifteen years. All appli­
cants shall have sufficient farming 
experience or training before they be­
come eligible; inexperienced agricul­
tural workers to be trained.

Fishery Prospects
Discouraging.

The Board of Trade are In receipt 
of the folowlpg fishery reports;—

From J. Gosse, (Spaniard’s Bay to 
Upper Island Cove)—Ten traps and 
16 skiffs are fl'khtng. Prospects are 
not encouraging as yet. A few traps 
the last few days have taken from V4 
to 3 qtls. each, but the hook and lin- 
pra are doing nothing. They expect 
to do better on the next tides. All the 
schooners have left here for Labrador.

From J. F. WllHems, (Bay Bulls 
South Head to Long Pt.)—The total 
catch is 340 qtls. with 160 for last 
week. Twenty-five traps and 25 mo­
tor boats are fishing. , Prospects are 
poor and nothing is being done with 
the jigger, as there is no bait. Only 
a few of the traps are getting some 
fish.

From M. J. White, (Aquaforte to 
Caplin Bay)—The total catch, about 
160 qtls. has been taken by a few 
traps, 18 of which are operating. No 
dories or skiffs are out, as there is no 
bait to be had.

From A. Keats, (Placentia to Long 
Hr.)—Balt is very scarce, there being 
no herring obtainable. A small quan­
tity of caplin was hauled a few days 
ago on this good catches were secured, 
cod being fairly plentiful. Prospects 
are good and the fishermen think that 
when the caplin strikes in abundantly 
they will do well.

From T. Hogan (Carbonear to 
Crocker's Cove)—Twenty-six traps 
and four punts are fishing. Prospects 
are not very good at present, though 
there is plenty of caplin and a good 
sign of codfish with jiggers in deep 
water.

From W, White, (Trouty to Port 
Rexton)—The catch to date is 280 
qtls. and for last week 10. The fish­
ery this week was practically a blank, 
most of the traps getting barely en­
ough for local -consumption. Pros­
pects are poor and the caplin has not 
yet landed. Salmon is reported plen­
tiful. Fifteen dories, skiffs and boats 
and 64 traps are fishing.

Ottawa, June 11.—After hearing the 
provisions of the bill in the Commons 
this afternoon, Captain J. H. Burn­
ham, Conservative member for West 
Peterboro, who recently returned from 
active service overseas, wrote out his 
resignation as Conservative candidate 
for his riding at the next election. 
Captain Burnham declares that he 
cannot support a government or a bill 
that merely seeks to levy on the man­
power of the dominion for military 
service, while wealth escapes. He says 
he'endorses the resolution passed by 
the Canadian Presbyterian General 
Assembly at Montreal on Saturday 
last advocating conscription of talent, 
wealth and energy of the Canadian 
people, as well as the enrollment of 
men for military service.

In his letter to the President of the 
West Peterboro Conservative Associa­
tion, Mr. Burnham says in part: "The 
last man and the last dollar means 
more than the man alone. The Prime 
Minister is a power- of strength to the 
cause and to the empire, but his bill is 
not in my opinion, equitable as it 
stands, and as there is a promise of 
nothing further in that regard, I can­
not support it. The safety of the 
state, both at home and abroad is, I 
am persuaded, dependent upon a 
broader bill than the Prime Minister’s 
bill brought down to-day. I cannot 
vote to saddle the whole burden of the 
war on the great mass of the people 
alone. There must be sacrifice all 
round or Canada cannot throw herself 
unitedly and whole-heartedly Into the 
mighty struggle.”

Your Boys and Girls.

KILLED.

The death from wounds of Sir Dav­
id Beatty’s brother, Captain Charles 
II. L.. Beatty, is deeply fell at New­
market (England’s principal racing 
centre), where he was for many years 
a popular gentleman trainer. “Charlie 
Beatty," as everybody called him, 
was a fine all-round sportsman, as 
well as a gallant soldier. In addi­
tion to having ridden successfully on 
most steeplechase courses, he was an 
enthusiastic huntsman and polo play­
er. At Newmarket he managed Col­
onel McCalmont’s stable, and after­
wards trained the Colonel’s horses for 
Lord Howard de Walden. In the 
Boer War he gained the Distinguish­
ed Service Order for going through a 
heavy fire to fetch assistance for a 
comrade in difficulties. “Cliarlio 
Beatty” and liis brother, Sir David, 
come of a race of soldiers and sports­
men. Their great-grandfather fought 
through the Peninsular War. Their 
grandfather hunted his own hounds 
in Wexford for forty years. Their 
father, Captain David Beatty, of the 
4th Hussars, was one of the finest 
riders to hounds ever known. Cap­
tain David stood 6 ft. 3 in. and turn­
ed the scale at 13 stone.

(RANGES AT THE TREASURY.
Rumor has been busy during the 

past few days in political circles 
here of early changes of a very Im 
portant kind at the Treasury. It is 
being realised that the strain now be 
ing placed on the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, Bonar Law, is heavier 
than any man can be expected for 
long to bear. As a member of the 
War Cabinet he has to take part in’ 
daily, and sometimes twice and thrice 
daily, War Councils, while as Leader 
of the House of Commons he lias to 
be present in his place in Parlia­
ment during every important debate, 
and lo be au courant with all legisla­
tive business. He will shortly have 
to face the committee stage of the 
Finance Bill, the second reading of 
which is being taken this week, and 
that may prove a troublesome and 
possibly a tedious task. The misfor­
tunes which recently have overtaken 
his two sons serving in the war,-and 
the illnesses of the two at home, have 
naturally had their effect on his 
Strength, and the question which will 
have soon to be solved is how best to 
relieve him from his departmental 
duties while retaining his much­
valued services as Leader of the 
House. It is premature, however, to 
name any successor to him as Chan­
cellor of the Exchequer, and thougli 
It Is far from impossible that Mr. 
Montagu, who was a highly-success- 
ful Financial Secretary to the Treas­
ury in the late Coalition Government, 
will shortly join the War Adminis­

RECRUITING WOMEN FOB FRANCE
The announcement that a recruit­

ing office had been opened at the 
Mansion House for the Women’s Aux­
iliary Army brought throngs of girls 
there all day long yesterday. The 
Mansion House, by the way, is the 
official residence of the Lord Mayor of 
London. The rush began at half-past 
seven with scores of munition girls 
leaving the night shift, but as the 
specific demand was for clerical 
workers these applications were gen­
erally unsuccessful. No woman 
wfyose husband is serving in France 
is allowed to serve abroad and the 
recruiting officers must have felt dis­
mayed as one bright, young girl af­
ter another from some City office, 
who seemed just the alert, efficient 
type that is wanted, said that she 
had lately been married to a young 
soldier now at the front. “Nearly 
all the girls over nineteen seemed to 
he war brides,” said one of the offi- 
sials despairingly. To-day the re­
cruiting office was almost empty. It 
is not going to be easy to find enough 
women clerks to fill vacancies abroad.

A FAMINE IN REPRINTS.
During the war there has been a 

tremendous buying and reading of 
popular editions of the books old and 
new. A large proportion of those re­
prints have gone to the “tented field” 
in France or elsewhere, taken there 
in the baggage of the fighting men or 
sent to them by friends at home. It 
will be seen, therefore, that the cheap 
reprint has in the common phrase 
done its “bit” in the war. Now comes 
the disquieting news that the supply 
or reprints may perish for want of 
paper. Already the price of that 
commodity hs so high that -reprints 
can scarcely be sold even at the lar­
ger prices to which they have been 
advanced, so altogether the outlook 
for a very popular form of literature 
is unpromising.

OPERA IN ENGLISH.
In the world ’of entertainment the 

war has brought about some unex­
pected happenings, but nothing quite 
so startling as the success of grand 
opera in English. Who could have 
thought it possible that after nearly 
three years of warfare two theatres 
in the West End of London would be 
open in the summer with opera in 
English as the attraction? Yet such 
is the position. Sir Thomas Beech- 
am's company (Sir Thomas being 
the son of the famous pill merchant 
who died recently), fresh from tri­
umphs in Manchester and Birming­
ham, start a big season at Drury 
Lane Theatre, London, next week, and 
(he Carl Rosa Company—how doing 
very well at The Garrick Theatre— 
intend continuing their labors at the 
Shaftesbury. It will be interesting 
to watch the financial result of a riv­
alry so deliberately courted by the 
older body. Sir Thomas Beecham 
has at his command great orchestral 
resources and a fully equipped com­
pany of principal artistes.

POTSDAM PALACE CLOSED.
I hear from Berne that, according 

to information which has been re­
ceived in official quarters there, the 
Raiser has given orders for the clos­
ing of his palace at Potsdam as well 
as Wilhelmshohe, his place at Cas- 
sel.

Truce On Church Union
General Assembly Agrees to Discon­

tinue Subject Until Two Years After 
the War.
Montreal, June 12.—The 43rd Gen­

eral Assembly of the Presbyterian 
Church in Canada to-night unani­
mously agreed on a course in regard 
to the projected union of the Presby­
terian/ Methodist and Congregational 
denominations which practically as­
sures a discontinuance of organized 
propagandaism tor and against the ob­
ject until two years after the conclu­
sion of the war, and averts the im­
minently threatened split in the Pres­
byterian Church through the deter­
mination of the Presbyterian Church 
Association, that the Presbyterian 
Church should be continued independ­
ently of the union.

The resolution which thus brought 
about unanimity in the assembly arose 
from a conference between the mover 
and seconder of the majority report of 
the church union committee. Sir Rob­
ert Falconer, Toronto, and Rev. Dr. 
Herridge, of Ottawa, the mover and 
seconder of ae amendment for two 
years postponement, the Rev. Dr. 
Clay, of Victoria, B.C., and Judge Far­
rell, of Moosomln, Alberta ; Dr. Dic­
kie, of Montreal, and Professor Jor­
dan, of Queen’s University, Kingston, 
movers of a second amendment to de­
fer the question for five years. The 
conferees represented the opposing 
factions in the assembly.
