For the fourth conwcuuvo day,
with- the Estimates of the Civil Ser-
vice under discussion, not a solifary
bit of business has been done at the
House of Assembly, the Opposition
members occupying the floor during
all yesterday afternoon’s: sitting and
tatking for fully three hours and a
half.

“The Colonial Secretary tabled the
report of the Comiission ' appointed
two years ago te investigate the al-
leged public scandal going on in the
Postal Telegraph Department.

Mr. Winser continting 'from the
previous day dealt with the increased
salaries of civil servants, disagreeing
with the principles adopted by the
Government. He criticized the dis-
parity in the stipends of ‘Postal offici-
als and showed ‘whiere some were
overpaid and others underpaid.* He
advised the Government to take a leaf
out of the Postmaster General’s book
with a view to getting a better sys-
tem.

Mr. Jennings was the next speaker,
calling atention to the distorted re-
ports of his speech that appeared in
the Daily News and Evening Herald
yesterday. He consideréd the reports
unfair and deliberate and- tended to
injure him. He wished the members
opposite to understand, especially the
member for Burin, that he “was not
tied to the apron strings of anybody
inside or outside the House. When-
ever he spoke and whatever he spoke
on were entirely his own independ-
ent views and were not made by pre-
arrangement with his- Leaders. He
hoped the member for Burin, who
edits the News, would correct "the
statement. .

Mr. Stone followed, deploring the
fact that there was no provision
in the Estimates for a General Elec-
tion. Every electoral district in the
country, he said, wanted an election
this coming fall.

Mr. Higgins—“Mine doesn’t.”

Mr. Stone replied‘by stating the
Government members were bound
hand 'and foot under the party whip;
denounced theé papers of St. John's for
saying an election was undesirable,
adding that these papers were all
pap fed by the Government at the €X-
pense of the taxpayers of thd coun-
try. He then attacked the business
people of Water Street, designated
them “unscrupulous grafters” and as
a finale paid a glowing tribute to Mr.
Coaker o whom, he. said, the entire
credit was due for putting so much
money into the pockets of the sealers.

Mr. Coaker then stood up and for
two solid hours spoke on a variety of
matters. He first thought  that “an
apology was due Mr. Jennings from
the Editor of the News. He thought
it a shame that 70 cents per day differ-
ence had not been paid the Naval Re-
servists ! ere this and then went on
to tell how the northern people were
docking to him and singing out for
an election. Here he remarked “The
Premier is laughing.”

The Premier: “It would make a cat
laugh.”

MF. Coaker asked the Premier if it
was his intention to stigmatize the
fishermen of the country, and if it was
he would be making the biggest mis-
take of his life.

The Premier said he would find that
out as he did four years ago. Some
more cross-firing ensued and resulted

Lack of Ships to
Convey U.S. Army
Overseas. |

9,250,000 Men Have Registered—
—~Census Over:Optimistie.
Washington, June 12.—Shortage of |

ships for military transport service
constitutes one of the biggest prob-
lems before America’s war chiefs to-
day. That the despatch of the bulk
of the new army may have to be de-
layed by reason of this lack of trans-
ports is admitted by the men in
charge.

There are sufficient ships to carry
vast numbers of soldiers, but this is
only a-small part of the problem, in-
asmuch as these men must be con-
stantly supplied with food,
artillery and other egquipment.

This in itself is a tremendous task.
The army will require its own weight
in food every thirty-nine days, while
all artillery must be renewed about
every thirty days. Other supplies
must be kept going in a constant
stream.

In addition to thes.e needs there is
a question of supplies to the Allies.
Goverument Perplexed.

With thesé two needs—commercial
and military—the government is sore-
ly: petplexed about meéeting the prob-
lem. Next year will see a new flo-
tilla of eargo carriers, . but the big
needs will come in the- next few
months, 7 - \

All of these ships have new nanies.
One of them is now called the Ca#l
Schruz. Several have been brought
to the Pacific Coast from Manila and
Honolulu. Six of these will be used
by the Pacific Mail Company, and
they may help Russia by carrying
across the ocean the great guantities
of war supplies awaiting transporta-
tion from our west coast. These ad-
ditions to our merchant marine, with
others of the same kind that are to
come when repairs are completed,
may satisfy in part the emergency
demand which has compelled large
appropriations for new construction.
Orders have been placed by the Gov-
ernment for nearly 100 ships, about
two-thirds of them to be of wood, and
lumber for many more of this kind
will soon be bought. But comple-
tion of a new steel ship cannot be ex-
pected in less than five months, and
it is said that the first of the wooden
carriers will be ready in January. The
President will be empowered by legis-
lation to take for mnational service
ships now under construction in Am-
erican yards. On May 1 the number
of &xese was 704, and 537 were steel,
having a capacity of 2,039,000 tons.
During the war our shipbuilding in-
dustry has shown remarkable growth.
The capital stock for new companies
or additions to old ones since the be-
ginning of ruthless submarine pirady
on Feb. 1 has been nearly $80,000,000.

When she does strike, so it be in suf-
ficient force, it will not matter much
whether her armies make progress
or are  driven back. Her premier
role for a long time will be to fix
large armies before her and to draw
reinforcements to them from the
West. She must again be the anvil
for the now terrific hammer _of the
Western Allies.

An interesting item in the news is
of the drought that is reported from
Germany.

Why Not the Couriers?

The Government in granting the in-
creases to Civil Servants have made a
great error in overlooking the mail
couriers, many of whom have ‘spent
the best years of their lives in the
service, If under ordinary circum-
stances the courier is entitled to, and
sometimes does, secure an increase in
salary, how is it that he s not in-
cluded in the proposed schedule of in-
creases given in the new estimates?
We state without fear of contradiction
that no other employee of the - Civli
Service performs such hazardous and
arduous duties as is the usual lot of
the man who conveys His Majesty’s
mails, No matter how severe the
climate or dangerous the route over
which he must travel, there is only
one thought uppermost in his mind
and that is to. deliver .the precious
mail at the proper place in the quick-
est possible time. Many instances can
be shown where these brave fellows
have laid down their lives at the call
of duty. It is to be hoped that the
Government will.see their way clear,
before the estimates are finalized, to
include these deserving  officiaus in
the geneéral increase.

Farms for soldiers.

A Work of Empire to be Undertaken
By Canada.

The Canadian Press is informed
that a memorandum has been submit-
ted by - Hon. Robert. Rogers and
Bruce Walker to the Empire Land
settlement of former soldiers in Mani-
bodying the Dominion proposals for
sttlement of former soldiers in Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan, and Alberta.
The proposals are as follows:

The Canadian Minister of the In-
terior would reserve large areas (ot
suitable lands in the Prairie Provin-
ces for settlement by ex-service men,
administration to be in the hands of a
settlement board. It is proposed to
grant approved ex-service men one
hundred and sixty acres each of
crown lands, the following persons
bein.g entitled to participate in the
gift land: Honorably discharged sol-
diers; sailors who enlisted for active

in the present war; soldiers and sail-
ors domiciled in Canada at the out-
break of war who' afterwards were
engaged in active service; - soldiers
and sailors not domiciled in Canada,
but erfgaged in active service; widows
whose husbands died on active ser-
vice. In addition to the 160 acres,
the séttlement board would bé em-
powered to grant a loan of $1,500 to
each approved person to. cover the
cost of house, barn, fmplements, and
stock. The land eultivitation loan
would constitute a first charge on the
homestead, and would be advanced at
a low rate of interest, repayment not
to exceed fiffeen yedrs. 'All appli-
cants shall have  sufficient farming
experience or training before they be-
come ‘éligible; inexperienced agricul-
tural workers to be trained. . -

DROUGHT DESTROYING GERMAN |
CROPS. ;

COPENHAGEN, June 19. |

M. P. Resigns.
Rather Than Support Half-Way Meas-
ures of Premier. : 3

Ottawa, June 11.—After hearing the
provisions of the bill in the Commons
this afterncon, Captain  J. H. 'Bursd-
ham, Conservative member for. West
Peterboro, who recently returned from
active service overseas, wrote out his
resignation as Conservative candidate
for his’riding at the next election.
Captain Burnham declares that he
cannot support a government or a bill
that merely seeks to levy on the man-
power of the dominion for military
service, while wealth escapes. He says
he 'endorses the resolution passed by
the Canadian Presbyterian General
Assembly at Montreal on Saturday
last advocating conscription of talent,
wealth and energy of the Canadian
people, as well ‘as the enrollment of
men for military service.

In his letter to the President of the
West Peterboro Conservative Associa-
tion, Mr. Burnham says in part: “The
last man and the last dollar means
more than the man alone. The Prime
Minister is a power-of strength to the-
cause and to the empire, but his bill is
not in my opinion, equitable as_ it
stands, and as there is a promise of
nothing further in that regard, I can-
not support it,. The safety - of - the
state, both at home and abroad is, I
am persuaded, dependent upon a
broader bill than the Prime Minister’s
bill brought down to-day. I cannot
vote to saddle the whole burden of the
war on the great mass of the people
alone. There must be sacrifice all
round or Canada cannot throw herself

unitedly and whole-heartedly fnto the}

mighty struggle.”
WILL STICK T6 GOVERNMENT
NOW.

OTTAWA, June 14—J. H. Burn-
ham, M.P.,, for West Peterboro, Ont.,'
who had broken with the Government
because its conscription policy did not
embrace conscription of wedlth, an-
nounced this morning that he will
now support his party on the issue.
