I hare been summoned by the Emperor 
to lead the new Government In ac­
cordance ■ with the Governmental 
method now introduced I submit to 
the Reichstag publicly and without 
delay the prtneiplea upon which I 
propose to conduct the grave respon­
sibilities of the office. These princi­
ples were firmly established by the 
agreement of the Federated Govern­
ments and the leaders of the majority 
parties, in this honourable Hoese be­
fore I decided to assume the duties 
of Chancellor. They contain, there­

Dear Madam,—It is with the pro- 
foundest grief that I sit down to write 
you a few lines of sympathy and in­
formation with respect to the death of 
your son, Lieut. Hedley John Good 
year, of this Unit, who was killed in 
action about 11.15 p.m. on August 22, 
1918.

On that date the Battalion was hold­
ing the front line system of trenches 
in the Chilly front which the Cana­
dians had occupied after the big drive 
of August 8th, east of Amiens. At 11 
o’clock that night your son with a 
small patrol of two went out over No 
Man’s Land in order to locate the ex­
act position of an Australian post on 
our left. Alas, he was fated never to 
reach his destination. A concealed 
enemy machine gun post sighted the 
party ahd opened fire and your son 
was shot through the head.

Death was absolutely instantaneous, 
I can at least give you the consola­
tion of knowing that he suffered no 
pain.

His body was recovered and sent 
out of the line and now lies buried in 
the British Military Cemetery, known 
as Hillside Cemetery near Beaucort. 
The map location, for future refer­
ence, is y(Sheet France 63 E.N.E.) E 
21. C. 60-80. Row B„ Plot 2, No. 3.

Your son’s personal belongings will 
reach you in due course through of­
ficial channels.

It but remains for me to tender you 
my very sincere sympathy. I know 
of the previous sacrifice which you 
have already been called on to make. 
Only a few days ago your son told me 
that since the 8th August he felt that 
he bad Justified bis existence in the 
Army by what he had done that day to 
avenge his brothers. His work then 
was so brilliant that he was recom­
mended for the Military Cross. He 
was an officer of whom any Battalion 
Commander might well /eel proud, 
and his loss has caused the widest 
grief both amongst hie brother of­
ficers and the men In hie command.

Be assured that you have the deep­
est sympathy of all ranks here.

It, that when the new moon lies flat, 
or approximately so, that la a "wet 
moon"; and when It stands straight 
up, that Is a "dry moon," because 
when It Is In that position the water 
must all run out of it Of course all 
these signs are utter nonsense, be­
cause, for one thing, the angle or po­
sition of the crescent moon relatively 
to the eun and the earth, being a per­
fectly mechanical and regular thing, 
dependent upon the movements of the 
moon around the arth and the earth 
around the sun, could Indicate noth­
ing whatever In connection with so 
eccentric a matter as local weather.
The changes of the moon do not affect 
the weather in any manner whaterver.
That they do is still a common popu­
lar delusion, but it is an absolute de­
lusion for all that The only weather 
sign in connection with the moon that 
has any validity is the phenomenon 
known as "the old moon in the new 
moon’s arms.” That can be readily 
explained. Sometimes when the moon 
is new we see the form of the old 
moon in a faint glow completing the

from the earth reflected to the surface 
of the moon. The bright crescent of 
course, is the reflection of the sun’s 
light But why, on these occasions, 
does the earth-shine so brighten the 
rest of the moon’s disk that we see 
this radiance, in spite of the fact that 
it is not presented to the sun? It is 
because the earth is surrounded by 
clouds or vapor, which reflect a 
greater amount of light than the 
earth’s opaque unclouded surface 
would. That light gets to the moon 
and irradiates it That is the "old 
moon in the new moon’s arms." And 
if the earth is thus surrounded with 
vapor, some of it is likely to be pre­
cipitated soon in the form of rain. 
Hence the scientific character of this 
one moon-sign. But even this is by 
no means sure.

salvation of Germany and Its allies, 
but of all humanity which has been 
suffering for years through the war. 
I have taken it also because I believe 
the thoughts regarding the future 
well-being of the nation, which were 
proclaimed by President Wilson, are 
in accord with the general ideas cher­
ished by the new German Government 
and with the overwhelming majority 
of our people. So far as I am personal­
ly concerned, in eaflier speeches to 
other assemblages, my hearers will 
testify that the conception which I 
hold of a future peace has undergone 
no change since I was entrusted with 
the leadership of the empire’s affairs 
(section missing.) I see hence no dis­
tinction whatever between the nation­
al and international mandates of' duty 
In respect of peace. For me the decld- 

i ing factor is solely that all partici- 
| pants shall with equal honesty ac- 
- knowledge these mandates as binding 
and respect them, as is the case with 
me and with the other members of 
our new Government And so with 
an inner peace which my clear con­
science as a man and a servant of the 
people gives me, and which rests at 
the same time upon firm faith in this 
great and true people, this people ca­
pable of every devotion, and upon 
their glorious armed power, I await 
the outcome of the first action which 
I have taken as the leading statesmen 
of the empire. Whatever this outcome 
may he I know it will find Germany 
firmly resolved and united either for 
an upright peace which rejects every 
selfish violation of the rights of others 
or for a closing of a struggle for life 
and death, to which our people would 
be forced without our own fault if the 
answer to our note of the Powers op­
posed to us should be dictated by a 
will to destroy us. I don’t despair of 
the thought that this second alterna­
tive may come. I know the greatness 
of the mighty powers yet possessed 
by our people, and I know that the in­
controvertible conviction that they 
were only fighting for our life as a 
nation would double these powers. 
(Applause.) I hope, however, for the 
sake of all mankind that the Presi­
dent of the United States will receive 
our offer as we mean it Then the 
door would be opened to a. speedy and 
honorable peace of justice and recon­
ciliation for us as well as for our op­
ponents.

COD OIL.—A atop haa been put to 
the soaring ot prices by the turn of 
events in the war, and It would ap­
pear. now that it would be wise on 
the part of those who have any con­
siderable holdings to clean out before 
prices strike the down grade. The 
price, In St John’s ie $370 per tun for 
common, with Refined alow in de­
mand, the best offers of last week 
being from $2.60 to $2.70 pqr gallon.

HERRING. — Scotch pack holdings 
are now limited to a few hundred bar­
rels. A few thousand barrels of last 
spring’s catch of Split have yet to 
come in from the outports. Demand 
for these continues good, offers rang­
ing from $7 to $7.50 per barrel. The 
Green Bay fall fishery will open 
about the first week of next month. 
Much competition will exist and big 
prices may obtain. Nevertheless fish 
ermen should be careful and not ex­
act too high prices.

PICKLED SALMON.—The present 
high prices, and the promise of their 
continuance, should be an inducement 
to pay more attention to the Salmon 
fishery in future. Salted Salmon is 
taking an important place in fish 
diets, and after the war the demand 
will be maintained No. 1 commanded 
last week $26(27; No. 2, $26, and No. 
3, $22(23 per tierce.

PROVISIONS. — Standard Flour 
holds Its price $14.40, wholesale, with 
•light improvement in some of the. 
qualities recently imported. "All 
White” ie not to be had in St. John’s. 
Pork prices remain as they were. Ham 
Butt ie quoted at $46 to $46.60; Short 
Cut Clear, $48; Spare Ribs, $35, 
wholesale. Beef is quite firm and 
shows no "easing dit" eigne at least 
during the cloeinîf months of the 
year. Leading brands are quoted at 
$43 to $44, and Cdtft'ngs $30.50. The 
local market was tirengthened by the 
arrival of a largtf* consignment of 
American Granuîaéed Sugar last 
week, which has bien distributed to 
dealers proportionately. A cargo of 
brown sugar In bags Is expected in a 
few weeks. There is no need for any 
panicky talk of a shortage. Absten 
tion from hoarding and a due regard 
to economy will ensure sufficient sup­
plies. Molasses prices are limited by 
the Control Board to 97% cents per 
gallon by the puncheon. Cash down 
sales have however been made at 95 
cents. Supplies are limited and prices 
may go up latèrgiT Thé shortage is 
about 6,00» puncheons. Local Pota­
toes are now selling at $4 per barrel, 
with ample supplies bn the market. 
No fixtures of P. E. I. prices have yet 
been received. The. island crop be­
ing large will likely be offered at 
much lower rates thati were charged 
for export last year.
