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Gas and Coal.

It will be a calamity if the
Gas Company is obliged to go
out of business on the last day
‘of October, as per notice, for the
want of sufficiency of coal to
continue operating the plant.
And such a calamity will be all
the more great when it is rea-
lised how many industrial con-
cerns in St. John’s depend upon
gas for the motive power of
much of their machinery. Hence
it would be well for those in au-
thority to take instant measures
to avert the throwing out of em-
ployment of numerous workers,
which cannot fail to follow the
shutting down of the Gas Com-
pany’s business. The whole
matter is one of coal supply.
Local coal from the St. George’s
deposits has been freely tested
and found to make good gas.
Its quality, for this purpose, is
far superior to the Sydney pro-
duet, and with adequate quanti-
ties delivered the Gas Company:
could continue. We understand
that the Government promised
to furnish the complement ne-
cessary, but they have not—so
€ar—done so. It is understood
that as an alternative to the St.
George’s coal, that from the
South Branch deposits will be
submitted to a gas producing
test, and should it fill the bill in
equal value to the former, the
company will receive supplies
from that quarter. It is of
course entirely immaterial from
whence the necessary coal
stocks are produced so long as
the supply of gas to the city is
continued, but should the South
Branch product be of no value
for gas making, it follows that
a supply of St. George’s will
necessarily have to be secured.
Anyway there is but one short
month now to make the tests
which will determine whether
St. John’s is to be without gas

or vice versa.
* *

* * * %

The importance of the Gas
Service to the city may be il-
lustrated by figures showing
how many essential industries
are now using gas for various
purposes. That these figures
will give rise to much reflection
and speculation as to what will
happen if the company has te
shut down its plant during the
autumn and winter months, is
undeniable. Six clothing fac-
tories and many smaller cloth-
ing establishments use gas ex-
tensively as motive power for
their machines, and this equip-
ment represents a large outlay
which would have to be replaced
at great expense, should the
Gas Company have to go out of
business. Two laundries and
numerous smaller Chinese laun-
dries use gas in their many ap-
pliances. Practically all the
tonsorial parlors depend on gas
for heating water and in some
cases for lighting. There are
a considerable number of gas
engines, lgrge and small, opera-
ting in cold storage plants, fish
shipping establishments, ma-
chine shops and other places.
The principal hotels use gas
largely, for cooking and heat-
ing. Bakeries and restaurants
depend upon gas for many pur-
poses. Newspapers likewise use
gas for running their linotypes,
heating metal pots and ia con-

nection with matrix tables and
smaller presses. Several cooper-
ages rely on gas for power. The
United Can Factory, where

practically most of the lobster |

and salmon cans are made, uses
a special gas-heated steam boil-
er. Hundreds of other institu-
tions and houses, as well as
some of the churches have gas
laid on, and the discontinuance
of the service would be disas-
trous to them. Altogether there
are nearly one thousand places
using gas in St. John’s, and it is
absolutely necessary that every
effort be made to have the ser-
vice go on. From the above
particulars it will be readily
appreciated that it would indeed
be a calamity of the first order
if for want of adequate supplies
of coal, all the plants and es-
tablishments catalogued, should
have to suspend for want of gas
motive power.

Motor Association
Meeting.

At the meeting of the Motor Associ-
ation in the Board of Trade rooms
vesterday, the members of the Road
Commission attended by special invita-
tion. In reply to the diseussion re the
Portugal Cove Road, Mr. Parsons stat-
ed grading would be necessary to get
it in permanent condition. It is not
likely this can be done till next sea-
son. An addition was made to the bye-
laws which makes Section 3 read as
follows: “A member of the Associa-
tion must help any other member
whose car is on the road and in trou-
ble when signalled to do so.”

Inspector General Hutchings, in re-
ply to a request for information re
motor traffic at Rawlin’s Cross amd
Adelaide St., stated it is absolutely es-
sential for drivers to inform the
policeman on duty at Rawlin's Cross

{ which way he is going when proceed-

ing over that point. The ruling as to
Adelaide St. (1) motor cars must
stop when passengers are transfering
from the belt line to West End cars,
or vice versa; (2) motor cars must
stop when street cars are stopped any-
where for the purpose of taking on
passengers and when the passengers
have got on board the motors may
proceed whether the street car does
so or not.

Mr. Campbell, the Sawyers-Massey
expert, then completely reviewed the
road situation in Newfoundland. He
stated the material here is excellent
for making good roads, all of which
should be crowned in the centre in
order to drain them properly. Good
drainage is absolutely essential to
keep the roads in good condition. He
particularly congratulated the Road
Commission and Motor Association on
their selection of machinery as it all
can be used on our roads. He suggest-
ed one or two pieces to complete the
outfit which would give everything
sufficient to keep the roads in good
and permanent condition. A vote of
thanks proposed by Mr. W. White, was
heartily accorded Mr. Campbell.

Four Foot Coal Seam

DISCOVERED AT GRAND LAKE.

Geologist Hatch,
operating in the Grand Lake coal
areas, reports finding a four foot
seam of excellent coal about 250 feet
below the surface. The find is at this
side of the Gaff Topsails, and if up
to expectations, would be able (o
supply Grand Falls and the eastern
section of the railroad. As the pro-
perty is said to be on Crown Lands,
it is hoped that the lines have been
correctly drawn and that no subse-
quent claimant will appear. The work
being conducted this season by Mr.
Hatch is a continuation of that under-
taken by the late Government last
year,

The Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment is in receipt of the following re-
port dated September 24th from Capt.
Barbour of S.8. Wren:—“North to
Ryan’s Bay, calling at all ports of
call. Not much improvement in fish-
ery since last report except north of
Mugford. Seventeen schooners north
of Mugford did fair, average 600 qtls.
per schooner. Mugford south average
per schooner about 300 qtls. There
are now 30 schooners between Hope-
dale and Ryan’s Bay; most of them
are on the way home. A few schoon-
ers about Mugford intend fishing until
first of October. Weather has been
very stormy but no wreckage. All

well.”

Brief despatches “were
ibout Barrys victory, but the fol-
lowing details, sent to the London
Times from Sydney, Australia, will
oe interesting:

Barry recovered the sculling cham-
sionship of the world from Felton on
the Parramatta River by 12 lengths.
One hundred and fifty thousand saw
‘he race, which was rowed under
deal conditions. The betting favored
Barry, although there was not much
0 choose between the two men.

After a long delay they got away
well together. Before a quarter
»f a mile had been rowed, Felton
nad a lengih's lead, which at Put-
1ey, a mile ‘and a half from the
itart, had increased to two lengths.
Barry was rowing well with long
iweeping strokes, and he was grad-
1ally bringing Felton back. Cross-
ng Putney Point Barry seemed to
sonverge on Felton, the boats ap-
peared to touch, and both men
itopped rowing and held up their
hands. There was no signal from
he umpire and the race according-

published

to pick up. From that point on-
wards Barry had a complete mastery
over Felton.

Rowing superbly,m he —seemed " to
go away at will, and he soon es-
tablished a lead of two lengths, and
at two miles he increased this lead
to three lengths. For the remaind-
er of the course, the race became
a mere precession, Barry ultimate-
ly winning by 12 lengths, or 41
seconds, in 13 minutes, 32 seconds.
Barry finished strongly, and he
rowed back to his quarters as if
he were out for exercise. Felton,
on the other hand, seemed to have
felt the pace set in the early part
of the race, and he finished ragged-
ly.

The umpire explained afterwards
that the supposed foul had occurred
in neutral water, and that Barry
had won. The general expression
felt among the followers of sport
was that the mishap made little dif-
ference, and that under ordinary
conditions, Barry would have won
almost as easily as he did. Experts
say that Felton had rowed himself
to a standstill in attempting to put

Paddon is expected to challenge
Barry, but as the Englishman talks
of returning immediately, the match
is not likely to take place on the
Parramatta. Arnst and Paddon are
expected to meet, and the winner
may go home early next season.

The news that Ernest Barry has
regained his title as sculling cham-
pion of the world will give the
greatest satisfaction to followers of
rowing, fer his previous match
against Felton gave no true test
of the relative merits of the two
scullers. Under the conditions |
which prevailed on that bitterly
cold, rough day last October, suc-
cess in the toss for choice of sta-
tions practically decided the issue.
Possibly Barry held his rival too
lightly on that occasion. At any
rate, he lost his only chance when
he failed to follow Felton over the
sheltered water on the Middlesex
side. While Barry struggled along
in mid-river against the full force
of the gale Felton established =&
winning lead before the first mile
had been covered.

Fellon acted in sportsmanlike
fashion by giving barry the oppor-
tunity for another match before
meeting other challengers, and it
was due to the enterprise of the
Daily Mail that Barry’s stake money
of £500 and expenses of £2,000 for
the visit to Australia was raised.
The result has justified the confid-
ence of Barry’s supporters, for the
victory was obtained in very easy
fashion. It was a particularly
pleasing result in view of the fact
that Barry is the first Englishman
to visit Australia to scull for the
championship. It is understood that
Barry’s old opponent, Richard Arnst,
is anxicus to meet the champion
again. If Barry accepts the challenge
he will probably stipulate that the
match be rowed on the Thames.

Barry is without a doubt omne of
the most finished scullers that ever

As we look back over the days when

They stand to-day recognized as clean-
cut business institutions, as fearless
champions of all classes of people
against everything that is not for the
common good of us all. With the com-
ing of their great and undivided
strength, they have become entrenched
in the good-will and respect of the
American people.

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The Work of the
Grenfell Hospital.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I am venturing to send
you for the information of the public
a copy of the work of this Association
for the past year, which has just ar-;
rived. It may be that you will not
care to publish the whole thing, but I
want you especially to allow me to
Jdraw your attention and that of the
public to the hospital work. The
number of patients treated bas in-
creased steadily every year, and al-
ready this year by the enc of August
more patients had been treated both
in and outside of the hospital than
any previous year. The actual cost
of St. Anthony Hospital alone rose to
nearly $29,000 last year, though that
only allowed $2.42 per day for hos-
pital care. The staff at the present
moment includes: Dr. Charles Cur-
tis, M.A., Harvard, Surgeon-in-Chief;
Dr. Hayden, College of Physicians
and Surgeons, New York, House
Officer; Mr. Washburn and Mr. Rich-
ards, Harvard, Laboratory and bed-
side assistants; Dr. C. Mullineaux,
Dental Surgeon, Dr. Joseph A. An-
drews, California, Eye Specialist;
Miss Hosmer, X-Ray expert with the
General Electric Co., New York.

I have done most of the orthopedic
work while in residence. Eight train-
ed nurses, with occasional assistants,
form the nursing staff. There has
been added to the hospital a new por-
table bedside X-Ray apparatus, large
rew fleurscope and a large house has
been secured for additional tubercu-
lar patients, together with our big
tent. Including the patients in the
wards of the hospital itself, 70 to 80
patients have been treated at one
time. A great deal of other surgical
apparatus has been added to bring
the capacity for modern work as high
as we can make it.

The patients themselves, who come
from all parts of the country, are!
best evidence of the results. When
I left in June there were 800 patients ;
waiting for admittance to the General‘
Hospital at St. John's, according to|
figures here. At the end of 1918, I
had to warn the people of the coasti
that unless more aid vas forthcom-/
ing in Newfoundland I might feel
obliged to close down the hospital.f
The patients have taken this matter|
up in earnest with the people of the
coast, with the result that although
the majority come during the earning

I have been obliged to submit te

Can anyone
say to-day t:at a self-supporting
institution like the Seamen’s Insti-
tute has not justified its existence?
Everyone who knows it feels that it
would be a great thing for St. John's
if some kind person would build a
similar institution in the West End.
His Excellency the Governor, Rev.
George Bond. and many others, have
this year visited the work in the
North, and are on the spot to express
their opinion as to the value of it.
A very delightful letter from Lord
Morris reached us very recently, He
paid us a personal visit to St.  An-
thony some years ago. and he refers
to it in his letter as the ‘“fine efforts
and work on the Labrador.”

I believe that no man who has
lived any time in St. Anthony, would
feel it was possible now to go back.
There are few enough inducements
to keep our young men in the coun-
try in these days. and once deprive
the family man of the North of ac-
cess to the kind of treatment that we
who know what can be done in these
days would demand for our children,
and I am certain that there would be
another large exodus from the north
end of Newfoundland and Labrador.

Personally, T do think that the
grant of $5,0000 towards a hospital
the size of St. Anthony, is not com-
mensurate with the sum of $165,000
given to the General Hospital at St.

The Right Arm
of the Allies.

It was seen quite plainy at the time,
but it is seen with still greater clear-
ness now that the strong right arm of
the Allies which enabled them to at
length overcome the tremendous arma-
ment and the long preparation of Ger-
many and her Allies was the sea-pow-
er of the British Empire. And by that
sea-power we do not mean merely the
navy, but the mercantile fleet as well.
It is not too much to say that without
the British sea-power the beating of
Germany was a human impossibility.
In the four years of the struggle the
mercantile marine and the naval
transports carried twenty million men
overseas, two million horses, half a
million vehicles, twenty-five million
tons of explosives, fifty-two million
tons of oil and fuel, and one hundred
and thirty million tons of food and
other material. Such figures were nev-
er known in history before, for they
are equal to the transport, feeding,
supplying and establishing of a nation
nearly three times as populous as the
Dominion of Canada. Without that
navy the commerce of all the Allies
would have been swept from the sea;
Canada, the United States and Aus-
tralasia would have been utterly un-
able to enter the war. Italy, on ac-
count of utter lack of coal and iron
could not have been able to take any
effective part beyond a few prelimin-
ary skimishers; France would have
failed for lack of food and munitions,
and instead of the French colonies
sending a million men they could not
have transported a company. Of the
heroic merchant marine Sir Robert
Falconer has written:

Passengers
had to carry their life-belts at all
times, even hanging them over the
backs of their chairs at meals; they
were assigned to boats and given drill,
and would get the first chance should
any disaster befall. Suspense reigned

homes in safety. Not so, the sailor. He
had to turn round and sail back over
the same perilous course, and he was
an exceptional man who did not, some-
time, have his ship go down. The cap-
tain of one steamer that I crossed on
had already been twice torpedoed, and

4 he never left his post or was out of

immediate call during the twelve days
of my voyage. Officers and men went
about their duties as faithfully as ever,
undeterred by impending disaster. To-
wards nightfall one would see the
stokers taking a short breathing spell
on the topmost deck, and then descend
again into the bowels of the ship,
where if a torpedo were to strike they
would be almost certain to be the first
to perish. But we never heard that,
through fear, they refused to do their
duty. To all these men of the lower
ranks of service, as well as to the of-
ficers and captains of mighty ships,
we owe the deepest gratitude.

England had not over much to eat
last Winter (1917-18). The bread was
dark, meat was scarce, sugar was dol-
ed out in small quantities, fruit had al-
most vanished, but the ships ran the
gauntlet of the danger zones and there
was enough to eat for health and
strength during the hardest season of
the war.

Where Pianos "~

Are Public Property, |

The sttuation with regard to pianos
in Bolshevik Russia is described i
an enlighting article in_the Frencl .|
paper Musique et Instruments, which
reaches. this country in the form of 4
translation 'in the London Musical
Opinion. The article, written by M
L. Abbiatt, at one time professor of ,,
violincello at the Imperial Conservas
torie in Petrograd and just returned
to France, constitutes one of the rarg
authentic reports on matters musical
in the dark and distraught land.

“All’ the pianos in the town ar¢
registered,” writes M. Abbiatt. “They
are public property. Naturally th¢ '
piano.is the instrument mostly in use
for the innumerable workmen’s cluba
barracks, schools, etc., must be proe
vided with them. Nobody has the
right to sell them or to move theza
at least not without special permis.
'sion from the ' commissary. Pianog
necessary to the needs of the peopl¢
are requisitioned, for with' the na.
tionalization of the factories and
warehouses new supplies are no longs
er available. In addition, all piapog
left in homes abandoned by their
owners are seized, and the number iy
considerable. However, I know ol
no case where the piano of a privat
person has been taken. It goes with.
out saying that no repairing or tuning
is done, and consequently all pianos
are in a deplorable condition.

In the matter of stringed instru«
ments, according to this observer,
the situation is even worse. Lacy
of repairs is fatal to such instrus
ments, yet luthiers who ‘remaimn af
work make such exorbitant charges
that people find it better to discard
their broken violins and guitars, in
the expectation of buying bette?
ones from those formerly rich buf
now compelled to sell at starvatiod
prices.

How Lincoln Dressed.

Mr. T. P. O'Connor has written an
interesting study of Abraham Line«
coln’s personality. He gives a quaiut
picture of the grcat man in his early
days.

His hat was brown, faded, and the
nap usually worn or rubbed off. He
wore a short cloak, and sometimes a
shawl. His coat and vest hung loosely
on his gaunt frame, and his trouserd
were invariably too short. On circuit

he carried in one hand a faded green
umbrella, with “A. Lincoln” in large
white cotton or muslin letters sewed
on the inside. The knob was gone from
the handle, and when closed a pieca
of cord was usually tied round it in
the middle, to keep it from flying open.

In the other hand he c_grried -
literal carpet-bag, in which werq
stored the few papers to be used in
court, and underclothing enough tm_
last until his return to Springfield.

He slept in a long, coarse, yellow
flannel shirt, which reached half-way
between his knees and ankles. It
was probably not made to fit his bony
figure as completely as Beau Brum-
mel's shirt, and hence we can ap-
preciate the sensation of a young
lawyer who, on seeing him thus ar
rayed for the first time, observed
afterwards that “he was the ungod-
liest figure I ever saw.”

One other little touch to completq
the picture; it is the story of Lin«
‘coln’s hat. The hat of Lincoln—a silk
plug—was an extraordinary recep-
tacle. It was his desk and his
memorandum book. In it he carried
his bank books and the bulk of his
letters. Whenever in his reading he
wished to preserve an idea he jotted
it down on an envelope or stray pieco
of paper, and placed it inside the lin-
ing. Afterwards, when the memoran-
dum was needed, there was only one
place to look for it.
