The visitor to Germany who will
avoid the ease and comfort of hotels
and stay as a guest in'a German home

the real strugglé of life in ‘Germany
to-day, writes Gladys Harrison, B.A.,
in a ‘London paper.

A party of English men und women

recently accepted an invitation to
visit Germany and to see tha offorts of ;

, themigelves afresh. ‘In the streets we|
say shops well stocked with luxuriss |
not-unlike our own in London. ' The
people looked neither depressed nor
half-starved yet occasionally we
! came on sights which revealed in a
ﬂash how this was the veneer of re-
spectability.

Two men walking unnoticed.
through a main street of a large city

were dressed in clothes that once had |

been smart, but were now patched all
over with pieces from brightly-colored
. table-cloths and bed-quilts. It looked
like a joke until we realized that it
was a tragedy..

In the homes of the German work-
ing men who entertained us we got
more light on the struggle behind the
patchwork suits. I myself lived in the
‘house of a working clectrician. His
|w1fe and he entertained me royally,
‘for them. Coffee substitute without
milk and brown bread  with butter
substitute formed their regular break-
fast. I was favored, for most of my
friends stayed in homes where butter
, substitute was unknown, and a brew
of coffee substitute- without milk or
sugar and dry brown bread formed
the meal of decent working class
families, Dinner, they told me, was
usually the same, though most of
them were treated to meat once or
twice a week. 1

Education of the Workers.

With such evidences of the economic
situation before us we spent a great
deal of time discussing German prices
and German wages, but these were not
the main topics of conversation, whica
often lasted until the small hours of
the morning. The German people are
finding it exceedingly difficult to feed
their stomachs, but they are trying
! hard to fill their minis. The working
' men and woman with whom we stayed
‘were eager to discuss everything we
could tell them of the education of the
workers in England. They told us
how men and women are flocking to
the voluntary educational °centres
! which have sprung up since the war.
The subjects they choose. suggest that
they are only foo anxious to forget
the horrors of the past and of the
present.

Drama and choral singing and folk
dancing was amongst the favorite
subjects, and they are enthusiastic
about literature. Several of the work-
ing men and the teachers whom I met
had a disconcerting knowledge -of
writers like Thomas Hardy-and Ber-
nard Shaw. The head of one of these
Volkshochschulen, as they are called,
told me that on the whole, philosophy
and social science were the most
popular subjects. The German peo-
ple are anxious to understand what
has happened to them and what ig
going to happen to them. They are
so keen upadn education in its broadest
sense that teany of the men and wo-
1 men who are paying the fees for such
lsubjects as the above come from
| homes where their breakfast is of dry
bread, and their household furniture
made of orange boxes.

The Daughter of the King

Six children have been born to King
George and Queen Mary, five of whom
are living. The sixth child, Prince
John, dicd on January 18, 1919, at the
age of 11 years.

Of the five living children, four are
boys—rather young men now, for
time flies and the youngest, Prince
is a naval cadet, who on the
20th of this month was 19 years of
age. The four brothers have one sis-
ter, Princess Mary or to use all her
name, Victoria Alexandra Alice Mary.

Public Baths of 100 A D.

An important archaelogical discov-
ery has heen made in Rome, according
to a correspondent. In the course of
building operations on the slope of the
Quirina!, between the Via Rasella and
Quattro Fontane and the Piazza Bar-
berini, there have been discovered the
remains of public baths, dating from
the Second Century. These baths are
those represented in a Fifteenth Cen-
tury plan in the library at Chatsworth,
where it was consulted by Senator

the eminent Roman topo-
About one-half of the build-'
ings shown in this plan have been ex-:
cavated, and f is hoped that two large
halls wili soon be brought to light. A
note on the plan gives us the late his-
tory of this ancient building: “These
bathes,” it says, “are in the vineyard
of Cardinal Grimani, on Monte Caval-
lo” (the mediaeval name of the Quirin-

;al). Cardinal Grimani, a member of

the well known Venetian family, was a
noted tollector of books and statuary
in the time of Alexander VI., the ter-
rible Rorgia Pope. His “vineyard” was
not far from his palace in the Via
Rasella. On the site of the palace now
stands the house of Senator Tittoni,
the President. of the Senate. Indeed,
Piazza Barbeiini was previously call-
ed Piazza Grimana. The Cardinal’s
library of 8,000 volumes ,which he be-
queathed to the Convent of St. Antonio
di Castelic at Venice, was burned; his
collection of marble statues, which he
“found in the vineyard,” and “which,
in 1505, he showed to the Venetian
Ambassadors in Rome,” is now in the
Marciana in his native city, after hav-
ing adorned the Palazzo di Venezia
here.
