The annual Union Fall Show of the
Peel and Maryboro’ Agricultural Societiy
was held at Glenallgn on Thursday last.

We were agreeably surprised
to see 8o many fine thorough bred cattle.
The animals shown by Messrs. Madill,
Metcalf, P. Robb, jr., Powley, Phillips,
Sanderson and others are very creditable
to the owners.

We have
not seen & better turn out of sheep at any
township show this year. The various
classes were well represented, and as re-
gards purity of breed, size and condition,
they would compare favourably with
those of almost any township in the
County.

The
arguments in favour of its continuance
are a satire on misapplied funds. The
eatablished church is & mark of past op~
pression, and disestablishment will give
the clergy of that church more scope.
The interests of the Irish people must be
cared for, and the revenue must be ap-
plied to public and social works and not
to religious establishment. Mr. Glad-
stone closes with an appeal to the voters
of South Lancashire to support the only
just policy which England can pursue.
